SEMI-CENTENNIAL CELEBRATION AT MT.
ST. MARY'S.

A short notice was given in the Eeihanr/c, of
yesterday, of the proceedings at the semi-centen-
nial celebration at Jit. St. Mary's. We give below
a sketch of the speeches. The exercises were con-
ducted in the hall of the college, l)r. M'CattVey
presiding, and Rev. John M'Closkey, the Vice
President, conducting. The hall was crowded.
Archbishop Hughes, the Bishops, and more venera-
ble clergy, occupied the platform, the students
occupying each side. The students' hand, led by
Prof. Dielman, furnished the instrumental music,
and the "Mountaineers," a band of singers from the
Pyrenees, sang delightful choruses.

Dr. McCaffrey opened the exercises, bidding all
welcome, fervently expressing gratitude to God for
blessing the efforts of those "who fifty years ago
commenced the labor," and giving "praises and
glorv to the Mother of God," whose name Dubois
and Brute had given to their church and college-
that they might secure her aid in their under,
taking.

Tlie President then introduced tlie orator of theday. one of the Alumni of the college, James
JlcSherrv, Esq., of Frederick, Maryland, who de-
livered the address. On coming forward, he was
received with reiterated applause. On silence being
restored he said: "In this learned and most rev-
erend presence, surrounded bv an audience in
whose breasts eloquent memories are thrilling at
every heart-throb, 1 might well shrink from' the
duty assigned to me on this occasion, did I not call
to mind, here in this well remembered spot, that I
am a son of the middle decade of our common Alma
Mater's life, and that you are in her, my elder and
my younger.s brothers, of the mountain school, met
together, to celebrate tbe fiftieth anniversary of ber
foundation.

They were assembled to celebrate a golden wed-
ding. Fifty years ago that donblv gifted building,
endowed bv science and religion, was w- bled to the
rude mountain side, and the sons of that mystic
bridal were met to show how fondly tliev renum-
bered the days they had passed within its wails.
The speaker then proceeded to show the rapid pro-
gress of the Catholic Church in this country, from
the time it possessed only one bishop, one dioeess
and live priests, to the present, when, although the
church was free to teach and raise up apostles, those
who predicted that a brighter day was yet to come,
when Catholicity would make patriotism more pure
and hind the I nion together and preserve the here-
ditary liberty of the country, were smiled upon as
rash and visionary. Had Archbishop Carroll.in his
time, trusted to human mean? alone he might well
have looked sadly on his helpless dioeess: but he
trusted in God, and he knew that lie would bring
succor to him in his labors and glorify bis works.John Dubois, the founder of the college of Mount
St. Marv's, was born in Paris in August. 1764. and
was educated in tbe same school with Charles Car-
roll, of Carrollton. Y.'lp n the young French priest.
Dubois, came to this country, "and landed at Nor-
link, in July, 1701, with letter. of introduction from
Lafayette, he was taken up by John Randolph,
Charles Carroll and Patrick Henry. Dubois first
settled at Frederick, MaryUtnd, and during hi-* stav
there his heart was filled with the idea of establish-
ing a college, which he commenced in 1800, and in
1800 he took possession ofthelittlelugseminary which

lie had erected at Euimittfburg, together with a few
teachers and pupils. The college grew rapidlv, and
Dubois needed an assistant. Snch a one he found in
Simon Brute, another young l'rench priest. The
speaker dwelt with great eloquence upon the life
and character of Brute, who was recalled to
France, and upon his return was chosen President
of St. Mary's College at Baltimore, which he soon
resigned to join Dubois at the Mountain. What
manner of men did they raise? said the speaker,
and pointing to the bishops and venerable clergy
on tiie platform, continued: Behold they are be-
fore the world, and let the world judge tliem. The
speaker then gave a history of the growth of the
college. Its dimensions were soon found to he
too small for the increasing number of students,
and Dubois set about building a more commo-
dious building of stone. On the oth of June it was
ready for occupation, hut on the following morn-
ing the sun rose upon it in flames. Those who saw
that terrible sight describe it as one of the most
fearful on which the eve ever rested; hut there was
one memory which will go down to the grave with
those who beheld it, and that was the calm face of
Dubois himself, who, while gazing on the sad spec-
tacle of the destruction of his years of labor, said,
"The Lord gave and the Lord t'aketh away; blessed
is the name of the Lord," and added, "There were
defects in this building which I will remedy in the
next." Those who witnessed his calm heroism and
heard his words, so illustrative of a sublime faith
and trust in God, assisted him in his future efforts,
and in 182(1 he was enabled to open a new building
for scholastic duties. Soon after lie was made Bish-
op of New Yolk, and lie obeyed the call. But lie
was consoled with the thought that lie could he
still with the college in spirit, and could return
to mark its progress when one of his own sons
should come to relieve him of that heavy bur-
then weighing down his own weary shoul-
ders. and (turning to Archbishop Hughes) bear
it with a giant's strength upon his own. In
eighteen years Dubois sent forth forty- eight mis-
sionaries from his youthful seminary. The founder
had gone forth, but the guardian angel still re-
mained, until at length he, too, was called to the
Episcopacy in the far West, at Yincennes, Indiana.
The academy attached to the seminary attained so
much fame in all quarters that the college looked to
the Legislature for a charter. The Kev. John 1!
Purcell, now Archbishop of Cincinnati, then Presi-
dent, obtained a charter for the college in 1830, and
the students then felt they were no longer pupils of
an academy, but collegians; and the speaker re-
membered well iiow they threw up their leathern
caps, now only a myth in the college, when it was
announced to them that they were students of a
chartered university. Mr. Purcell was soon
called away to he made Bishop of Cincinnati;
and here the orator pronounced a beautiful
eulogium on the virtues, piety and learning of
the present Archbishop of Cincinnati. But there
was another son of the Mountain who had gone
forth to meet the foes of the church, and the slan-
derers had grown pale at the name of the lion-heart-
ed Archbishop of New York. After the retirement
of Archbishop Purcell, Dr. Jamisonand Rev. Thom-
as Butler were successively Presidents; alter which
the College was placed ttncler the control of the
present President, Dr. McCaffrey, under whom the
institution is more flourishing than ever, and that
was his best culogiutn. The speaker then alluded to
the progress of the Catholic church in this country.
Tn Archbishop Carroll's time there were hut eight-
een priests ministering to 120,000 people; now
there were three archbishops?two of them sons
of St. Mary's?and tight bishops, presiding
over ten dioceses anil 000,000 souls. This
College ,ba- sent out since its establishment
thirteen bishops, one hundred priests and two
thousand lay students. Of the lay students, some
have been distinguished in the bails of Congress,
sonic have earned diplomatic honors, some arc to
he found in the ranks of our merchant princes,
many have become great in the walks of literature,
others have adorned the judicial ermine, and others
have turned back the assault of hostile masses, anil
both on land and sea have poured out their Liood in
defence of their country's flag. And here, pen,
voice and sword, judicial ermine, philosophic lore,
the cassock, crozier, mitre, all gather to add
a brighter lustre to the old mountain home.
Here many hearts return to pay their homage
to the sainted dead, mindful of the blessings
they have received through their toils and labors.
Dubois! Brute! names holy to many memories!-
Ilow great the triumph of those your children who
can look back from this day to the period of your
early struggles, which they bore anil suffered with
von. Founder and guardian angel are not here in
body with their children to enjoy this triumph; but
their names are breathed by many voices, whisper-
ed in the gentle breezes of this sacred spot, hymned
by the murmuring mountain streams and gushing
fountain, green on every stone, written?hut not

in sand?on mountain pathway, remembered by the
wailing dirge of the funeral pine, the heading
ehesnut and the ragged oak as their branches sigli
at the touch of the mournful winds, a requiem tor
them who walk no more beneath their shade. But
their spirits are still here, watching over and bless-
ing the great work they so well commenced, and
their devotion, their energy, learning, and their
love and hope, like the prophet's mantle, have de-
scended upon those who grew up at their feet, and
learned from them to bear it on maufully to its linal
and assured success.

The band then performed an overture medley
composed by Professor Dielman, and the moun-
taineer's Song, in admirable stvle. Les Adieux
des Montagnards. Mr. Geo. H. Miles, of Baltimore,
then read a satirical poem fullof excellent point
and witticisms, entitled "Aladdin's Palace," which
elicited much applause. The "Catalanno Bolero"
was then sung bv the Mountaineers, and the Presi-
dent introduced' Dr. Pish, of Brooklvn, who read a
Latin ode to the alumni. About '2OO guests sat
down to the banquet.

When dinner was announced, the President rose
to propose the firsttoast, and said - Gentlemen, after
the intellectual treat you have had to-day, both in
oratory and poetry, itwould ill become me to make
any remarks, except what I'think justly belong to
the occasion. In a company like this, composed as
itis mainly of members of the Catholic church?-
and ifthere are any others here I am sure they are

gentlemen ofkindly and libera! feelings?if anv
toast should b ? first it is that of one who, though asovereign, do s not command our homage on ac
count of any tcihporal power he may hold: for inthe ordinary estimate of princely power that of the
Sovereign Fontilf would be laughed to scorn in a
temporal point of view. It is not because lie is
sovereign, though among the Christian Princes of
Europe he ranks Sir.-f, that we honor him, hut be-
cause, whether in adversity or prosperity, he is the
friend of man, of liberty and liberal principles, if
on an occasion like this we should look to anv one
as the embodiment of Christian principles, surely
it is Pius IX, and in proposing this toast we do not
name hiin as a ruler, a king, or a sovereign, but as
a holy father. Iwiltgive the long life, happiness
and prosperity to Pius the Ninth. Drank with loud
applause and calls for Archbishop Ilughes.

The Archbishop rose amid repeated cheers and
said?Gentlemen, while joining in the approbation
which the remark? of the President have elicited, 1can only regret that some one whose power and
capacity to acknowledge the toast of the sovereign
Pontiff, than myself, was uot selected. It is a toast
which on every yieeasion like the pre.-ent both pre-
lates-and priests should remember. The great an-
chor of society as well as ofreligion, is the man who
litis the chair of St. Peter, and wo cannot forget
that the ancestors, if I may so call the predeces-
sors of Pius the .Ninth,were in possession ol'spii itual
ami temporal authority before anv other kinglv
representative in the christian world. There is
no sovereign whose title is so substantial as liis, andthough we arc not subjects of this government, we
recognise his sovereignty in those States over which
he rates, and it is precisely of that chnraeter that
permits of no alternative except that of a sovereign
of a temporal order, or a subject, ami none of the
faithful, I am sure, would wish to see the Holy
Father the subject of any king or an}- republic. I
do not mean to say tlmt he was less a sovereign
when in exile, though it is true that his temporal
sovereignty is almost a necessary appendix to
his apostolic position. 1 accept the sentiment of
the President, that while we are true to our
own country, as our religion teaches us to be,
wo need not be traitors to the Roman Pontiff,
i here never was a Pontiff more worthy of
our admiration than the present Pope. AVhcn the
revolution broke over his meek head, and even in

1 is exit", his mind was occupied with the welfare of
his people, forgetting his own sorrows; and whenEngland was about to impose a class of irreligious
education upon a faithful nation, lie did" not
hesitate to hurl a decree against it. He did not
think that tlie end of the world was at hand; nor
had he any terror of the results of fixing a b'ot upon
the Universities which wilystatesmen were about to
institute among a people always faithful to the creedof their fathers. No matter to what country you
turn your eye, there is scarcely one that does not

recognise the zeal of our Pontiff*; there is not a
country that has not improved in the diminution of
intolerant principles and a rising tone among theclergy. There were none, not only of his own sons,whether clergy or laity, who visited his presence,
that did not come away with a charm in Lis heart,
hut even those of another faith l it impressed with
the enlightened government of Pio Nono. There
never was a Pontiff who showed more kindness to
the United States than he whenever opportunity
offered. He delights to learn that there is need of
more missions and more bishops?a fraternal love of
which other nations have been j alous. This
is exemplified by the origin of the idea that
America should have a college near the centre
of unity. It was not extraordinary, perhaps, that
the Pope should have been pleased with tlie idea of
au American college at Rome; but it was hardly to
he expected that he should appropriate out of his
private purse $42,000 towards its establishment, as
he had done. Jt is not inappropriate, then, to pro-
pose his name on occasions like this, and I do not
fear that we shall he failing when the Pope appeals
to us in behalf of this institution. It is natural
that be should wish to draw this country near to
the Eternal Rock on which Christ built His church,against which the gates of hell shall not prevail.?
I rejoice in giving thanks for the toast of the Holy
Father, and I must say that you could not have re-
ceived it withless enthusiasm. Tlie Archbishop then
resumed his seat amid loud cheers.

The President then rose and said that he desired
to give a toast to the American people; but. as he
did not recognize any power without n authority
at its head, he would give "James Buchanan and
the American people." (Chests.) It was imma-
terial to him who was the successor of Geor<e
Washington, for he was not a party man. The
chief magistrate is one whom we are hound bv di-
vine law to obey and respect. i Drank with greatenthusiasm.)

Though the rain fell lieavilv on Thursday morn-
ing, no change was made in the arrangements for
ehaunting a solemn requiem mass for the repose of
the souls of Bishops Dubois and Brute, in the col-lege chape] on the mountain. At ten o'clock the Iprocession formed in the College ground and pro-
ceeded along the tortuous and steep ascent to thechurch, the hells of the college tolling a dirge.
Lav guests marched first, the'n the students, two
and two, followed by the clergy it; cassock? and sur-plices. Tim reverend bishops and archbishop jn pur-pie robes closing the procession. In this order it
entered the chapel, and the clergy having taken
their seats, the ceremonies commenced. lii-hop
M< LToskey,of Albany, was the ceh brant. Rev. Mr.
Ijickoy. of Baltimore, assistant priest; Rev. Ahxis
l.bler. of Baltimore.deacon,and iter. F. Burlando,of
Emmittshurg, sab-deacon. The deacons of honor
were Rev. B. Kecnan, Lancaster, Pa.; Rev. P. Mo-
ran, New 1 ork, and Rev. L. Obermevcr, Balti-
more. the vestments, as on all such occasions,
were of black, and the church was hung in the
tame sombre color. The ehaunting by the clergy
was exceedingly line, particularly that of the IW i
hec and the So net us. The students were led by
Professor Belman, and the choir was under thecharge of Joseph (Vegan, organist of the Baltimore
( athedral. The Montaghards occupied the choirgallery and sang some splendid appropriate music
during the ceremony. After tbo Gospel was read,
Rev. A. L. Hitzelberger, Society of J suits, of Bal-timore, preached the sermon, which was a panegyric
of the departed Bishops.

THE PKESS IN-SPAIN. ?It has been stated that the
responsible editor of the Diario, w ho was under-
going imprisonment for a libel on M. Collantes, ox-
Minister of Finance?the libel being that he had
being guilty of peculation?bad been pardoned. A
letter has the following on the subject from Madrid:
"Ithas hitherto been the custom in this country
for the crown never to pardon a crime or misde-
meanor of any kind, unless the aggrieved party
first gave his consent. Rut the pardon of the editor
tor in question was accorded without the cx-minis-
huving been consulted. This lias given great offence
to the journrls of that gentleman's party. Public
sympathy, however, is in favor of the prisoner,
whose name is Tuanco, for lie is only a small trades-
man, and when he accepted the office of respon-
sible .editor never dreamt of the durance vile
which he has had to suffer. Ever since the re-
strictive laws which Bravo Murillo originally
enacted, and which M. Xocedal afterwards revi-
ved, toencliain the press, the lirst thing a news
paper in this country has to look for is a rcsponsi-
sible editor, willingto suffer imprisonment when
such punishment is decreed. This functionary is
found with more or less difficulty, according to the
political character of the paper. If the latter limits
its labors to unregistering the acts of the govern-
ment, and administering gentle blame or faint
praise, a responsible editor may easily be procured;
but, ifthe journalbe aggressive, and subjects its re-
sponsible editor to pains and penalties, it is hard to
obtain one. The democratic journals, in particu-
lar. find it difficult to get responsible editors, and
when thev do, to keep them disposed to suffer for
'the good cause.' 'Wanted, a responsible editor,'
is, therefore, a frequent advertisement in Spanish
journals."

MUTINYAND MURDER ON ISOAUD SUIT.?I'EXHANG, I
July 31.?0n the lhtli instant a portion of the crew i
of the American ship Golden State, lying in the j
harbor, mutinied while the captain was on shore.? I
It is said that a plot had been formed by a number j
of them to take the ship some time before arriving j
here, but they were deterred from executing it by '
the fear that they would not he able to get any one
to navigate her. (In that day the ringleader, on
the pretence of being dissatisfied with the food,
stood up, declared he would not serve any longer,
and called on those who agreed with him to follow
him to the forecastle, and those who did not to go
below. He was joined by several of the men. ?

The second mate ordered them to go to work, and
on their refusing went for the rirst-mate, who came
and gave the same order. A boy replied thev
would not work. The mate struck him with Ins
open hand. The boy returned the blow, and at the
same moment the mate's feet slipped and he fell on
the deck. The mutineers seeing this seized hand-
spikes, threw themselves upon him, and struck him
tillbisskull was fracturned and beaten in. Thev then
dragged him to the capstan, bound him to it. and
beat him again. The second mate run for his re-
volver, but three barrrels missed fire; the men
rushed on him, and ho was also savagely beaten
and thrown through the sky-light into the cabin.
The boatswain's mate was also attacked and severe-
ly hurt. The carpenter was the only man who dis-
played presence ofmind and did his duty well. He
first locked the cabin where his tools where kept,
lie then ran up the flag half-mast high and rung
the alarm In 11, and finally seized a musket and
placed himself besides the arms, warning off the
mutineers. Meantime they had resolved to throw
the first officer overboard, but the entreaties and
tears of the cook induced them to refrain, and they
lowered one of the boats and pulled for the jetty.
The captain had seen the flag, and, hurrying down,
took a boat and pulled off. He met the mutineers

and ordered them to return to the ship. '1 hey con-
tinued to pull for the shore and landed at the jetty,
but a friend of the captain's had sent for the police,
and they were all taken into custody. The first
mate died in the hospital on the night of the same
dav.

TIIF. CONFESSIONAL IN THE KNGLISH CHURCH.?
The Kcv. John Maenaught, incumbent of St. Chrv-
sostom's Church, Kverton, in a letter on "The Con-
fessional in the English Church," expresses a hope
that Ave mav soon learn whether the Archbishop of
Canterbury" and the Rishnps ofLondon and Roches-
ter. who kave taken measures against a curate who
has been accused of improperly using the confes-
sional, are determined to oppose the entire system
of the confessional, or whether their disapproba-
tion extends only to the condemnation of a protract-
ed and suggestive cross-questioning with reference
to the seventh commandment, lie considers this
is a point on which it is most necessary that the
fathers and mothers of England should be inform-
ed, for it is a question of principle?yea, it is a
question of life or death to England, for on the day
Ave encourage the presence of priests amongst us
who are to he in any sense judges in God's stead,
Ave shall inaugurate the work that will ruin the
national Church, or undermine at once the nation's
liberty and the people's purity.

"Ihope (he says) the men and Avomen of England
Avill not be satisfied Avith merely assailing one or
two curates Avho have offended in the matter of the
confessional. If individuals are to be dealt with in

the name of simple justice, let the first of hose in-

dividual* be the ringleaders and ecclesiasticsgrandees tvlio have for twenty years and more been
advocating and employing the "silent" practice of
the confessional. Let Dr. Pnsev, Mr. Richards
Mr. (jresley, and such reverend confessors, be made
a beacon for the less experienced and tbe less bard-
ened : but let not poor curates, like -Messrs. Poole
and West, be sacrificed as scapegoats for the rest.
For my own part I feel that we and our bishops
have so long dallied with, or been ignorant of, the
frightful evil that was being hatched amongst 11s,
that we ought now to terminate the mischief by
some national action which would neither assail nor
hurt any individual. Wo ought, in my humble
opinion, to cut oil all excuse for any continuance of
the confes-ional. V|e ought thus to warn tin* clergy
against any prolonged effort to renew what is hate-
ful to us. Then, if, after such warning, the folly
and the iniquityof the confessional he still persist- ,
ed in by any priest, I t the laws?existing statutes, '
if these suffice; new enactments, if they be neces-
sary?be so applied that no man who acts the part ,
of a confessor shall be allowed to retain the position
of an English clergyman."

\u25a0Mr. Macnangbt concludes by suggesting the pre-
sentation ofa petition to the tjueon and both Houses i
of Parliament, showing that those who are attempt-
ing to reintroduce the objectionabh- practice of the il
confessional into the Church of England plead,w ith
a certain plausible show of reason, that the "power
of absolution" entrusted to them at their ordination
implies, as its necessary antecedent, the nse of pri-
vate confession, and, moreover, that an apparent
sanction of sacrcdotal absolution and of prelimi-
nary confession is contained in certain passages of

the 'look of Common Prayer, and praying that the
passages alluded to may he altogether expunged
from the Hook of Common Prayer, and, if need he,
that other plain and uuobjectional phrases may he j
substituted for them.

"I said, 1 i
will confess my sins unto the Lord; and so thou, O <

the words of David. This is the scriptural doctrine
of confession. In accordance herewith, our church,
at the very opening ofboth morning and evening
service, calls upon us to join in a general confession
of our sins to Almighty God: which is followed by
the general absolution; that is to say, bv a declara-
tion that (iod absolves all those that truly re-
pent, and unfeignedly believe His gospel. In
two passages, indeed, of our Liturgy, our church
recognises a more special confession of sin.?
The one is in the exhortation to attendance on \u25a0
the holy communion. Ifany one is troubled in
conscience, and afraid to come to the holy sacra-
ment, he is recommended to disclose his gi ief to his j
pastor, to the intent that, by the ministry of God's
Word, he may receive the benefit of absolution,
and spiritual advice for the quieting of his mind;
this is to say, that he may receive from God's 110 lvWord the assurance of pardon, according to the j
promise of mercy vouchsafed to mankind through
Christ Jesus our Lord. Tbe other case is that of a j
man lying on a bed of sickness: when it is directed j
that the sick person be moved to make a special cor.- f
Cession of his sins, iflie feel his conscience troubled .j
with any weighty matter. But observe the limita-
tion. The direction is limited, in both instances,
to cases where the individual is disturbed in his Jown conscience and feels a burden on his mind, and 1
needs and seeks counsel and comfort. But. with
the exception of those particular and extreme cases,
our church does not point to any special confession
