To-day will decide the question?a very mo-1

mentous one, in our judgment?whether Mr. ;
SWANS or Col. SHUTT shall be MAYOR of Baltimore I
for the next two years. We should be blind, j
however, to the experience of the two years that
have just ended, were \vc to flatter ourselves that

the result will be a full or fair expression of the
popular will. We sincerely trust it may be, but
"elections" have grown to be so sad a mockery
among us, and the verdict of the ballot-box has
become at best, of late, so shameful a fraud and
falsehood, that there is but little to be hoped, we

arc afraid, fiom a contest, where all the advan-
tages are upon one side, and their unscrupulous
abuse, so far as practicable, is a matter of absolute
certainty. Nevertheless?we have said before, and
we repeat it now, emphatically and earnestly?the

effort to change the aspect and destiny of our

municipal affairs should not be allowed to fail
through the apathy of any good citizen, who
honestly desires to see a reform of existing abuses.
It is the imperative and conscientious duty of
every voter, who condemns Mr. SWANN'S admin-
istration, to testify, by bis ballot, against it.
"Silent contempt" may be a very comfortable, but
it is not a practical or a manly method of punish-
ing those who deserve it. The onlyway to correct,

a bad government is to put a better one in its
place. Those who abuse and prostitute power will
be quite willing to encounter public indignation

for ever, so long as it confines itself to being mere-

lyindignant. To be effective ?to assert its power
and make itself felt?public opinion must vote-

vole boldly, honestly, and with resolution?against
the candidates whom it desires to mark with its
reprobation and for the candidates whom it desires

to see chosen in their places. There will conse-

quently rest a heavy responsibility upon those of
the people of Baltimore, who, by neglecling to

deposit their ballots, may fixupon this community,
for the coming term, the incompetent and faithless
dynasty, which is now drawing towards its natural
close. The success of Mr. SWANS ?no matter how
attained?no matter by what violation of public
duty, or overthrow of individual rights?will he

trumpeted as an "endorsement" and a victory.

Itwill go forth as a false representation of the true

sentiments of our people, and will ndd to the dis-
grace which wc are already suffering, from past
abuses, the humiliation of having publicly ac-

quiesced in them. Animated, therefore, by none
of that partisanship, which might perhaps have
influenced or been ascribed to us, bad Colonel
SncTT been the candidate of our own choice
or recommendation?but believing nevertheless
that lie is a fairer, better, truer man than
his opponent believing firmly that his suc-

cess will promote the interests and welfare of
this community?that he deserves public support,
and will show, if elected, that he deserves it?we
feel it an important duty to press upon those of
our fellow-citizens who desire a change, to give
him the aid of their suffrages. We will not say?-
for we cannot say truly?that the issue which his
nomination tenders to. Mr. SWAXX, is the issue
which we desired to sec tendered, and which
might and ought to, tinder other and better
auspices, liave been tendered to that gentleman.
We will not say that the "verdict" upon that
issue is the one by which we will be prepared to
abide in every event, ns pronouncing the judg-
ment of this community upon Mr. SWAXX and his
administration. But it is still an issue in which
we believe that the best interests of tiie City?its
peace and honor?the safety of lifeand property?-
the enjoyment of public franchise and private
right?are on the side of Col. SHUTT, and it is
because of this conviction that we wish him a safe
deliverance in the contest.

"We still continue to obtain occasional glimpses
of the progress making in England towards the
abrogation of that constant source of commercial
irritation and annoyance, the Hanoverian STARK
dues. Whatever may be the nature of the griev-
ance of which JOHN BILL complains, whether it be
one of great magnitude or of trifling importance,
it must be confessed, that he approaches it slowly
and deliberates upon it gravely. He still clings
pertinaciously to Routine and Red tape, in all
cases and under all circumstances, and he appears
to be of the opinion, that no conclusions can be
legitimately reached, unless they have been first
subjected to the prescribed formulas. If it is
sometimes good to move with caution and cir-
cumsjiection, there are occasions when this ex-

cessive solicitude to follow precedent operates in-
juriously. As a pecuniary exaction, the STARE
tolls have never been seriously oppressive, but the

regulations adopted by the Hanoverian govern-
ment to ensure a faithful collection of the impost
are exceedingly vexatious aud troublesome. It is
surprising, therefore, that commercial nations
should have consented for so long a period to sub-
mit to a toll which Hanover has no right whatever
to exact, and which, if the payment was refused )
that government would hardly dare to take any
steps to enforce. A select committee of the English

House of Commons was appointed some six months
ago for the express purpose of investigating the
origin of the STADE dues. The report of that Com-
mittee has recently been published, and may be
said to cover tlie whole ground of controversy.
From the New York Times we gather, that Pro-
fessors WURM and ZACTIAIU.E, both of whom are

eminent German publicists, in their examination
before the Committee, gave an elaborate history
of the STADE dues, which went to show conclu-
sively, that "the government of Hanover has no
"legal claim to them, the grant of the Emperor
"CONRAD 11. to the Archbishop of Hamburg and
"Bremen, ouly conferring the right to levy tolls in
"the market of STADE, for the puvpose of rebuild-
ing the Cathedral of Bremen, which had been
"destroyed by the Normans." This was eight
hundred years ago. At what date the simple

market toll of 1-1G per cent, was converted into a

river toll imposing a duty of from J to 2 per cent,

on all leading articles of commerce, we are not in-
formed. We only know (hat for a long period
this species of black mail, for it is nothing better,
was collected by Denmark and Sweden, whoi
above n century and a half ago, transferred to

Hanover those rights which they themselves neve r
really possessed. The legality of this tax has frequent-
lybeen called in question, and its "arbitrary shifting
"and vexatious character" as frequently exposed.
It is, therefore, recommended by the the Commit-
tee, that "notice should he given to Hanover to
"terminate the treaty of 1844"?a proceeding
which would be tantamount to a refusal to submit
any longer to the payment of the Elbe toll. The
German papers also state, that, from the refusal
of Hanover to reduce the duties imposed on all
vessels navigating the Elbe, the respective govern-
ments ol Austria, Prussia, and Saxony, have de-
termined to have the question adjudicated by the
German Diet. Hanover is, therefore, beset on
all sides, and must eventually be forced to give
way. So far as respects the importation of
goods into Hamburg sea-ward, the STADE dues
have not been exacted since the year 1855; the
duties now levied being onlv based upon the
tonnage of vessels, and not, as formerlv,
upon merchandise, also. The onlv question
thereforewlnchst.il remains unadjusted', is whether
Hanover has a right to impose any charge what-
ever on vessels navigating the Lower Elbe. A
correspondent of the State Department at Hambur"
Btates that the European Congress of 1815, de-
dined to discuss the STADE dues, for the reason
that the Lower Elbe was, strictly speaking, an
arm of the sea, and the tolls collected at STADE or
Brunshausen were sea tolls, which were presumed
to be levied for the purpose of defraying the ex-
penses of light-houses, buoys, and pilotage, and
for maintaining generally the safe navigation of
the Elbe. It has been, therefore, contended that
as neither Hanover, who owns the territory on the
left bank of the Elbe, n? r Denmark, to whom
the right bank belongs, "have ever contributed
"one dollar towards the improvement of the navi-gation of the Lower Elbe; the whole cost and
"burthen of all such improvements being borne by
"Hamburg, the claim of Hanover to levy a tax
"upon vessels trading with Hamburg, rests upon
"the same foundation as the Danish Sound dues
"or the old Tripolitan tribute did formerly, and is
"equally illegal and unjust." Such, ai io , 'appeuis
to be the opinion of the English Parliamentary
Committee, to whom the consideration of this
subject Was recently referred. Such, too, we have
no doubt, is the view that is taken of this question
by our own government. The chief objection,
however, is not to the tax itself, nor even to the
petty vexations to which mariners have been
subjected in its collection, but to the more impor-
tant principle that underlies the tax?to the asser-

tion of a prerogative, which ifconceded to Hanover,
must be conceded to other Powers who may be
disposed to place restrictions upon commerce. It
applies with equal force to the navigation of the
Amazon and the Plata; to our intercourse with
China and Japan, and with the islands of the
Indian Archipelago, where the Dutch assert an
exclusive claitn to jurisdiction, which the govern-
ment of the T SITED STATES has peremptorily re-
fined to recognise.

AMUSEMENTS.

Monday night at Carroll liall by the celebrated
"llaltimore Scxtett Association" was well attend-
ed, and the performance on that occasion more

than justified all the praise that has been heretofore
bestowed upon AHKENII and MAHK and their skil-
ful associates. We never remember having attend-
ed a musical entertainment which seemed more
thoroughly to delight an audience; and it is proper
to add, that, in this instance, we observed among
the attentive listeners many of the most accom-
plished amateurs of our city. The programme com-
prised a rich and varied selection from the music of

several of the great composers. Without attempting
a critique upon the respective pieces, we must be
permitted to express the peculiar pleasure afforded
us by the Swiss Melody of SKRVAIS, SO exquisitely
played by Prof. AMUENO upon the Violoncello, and
the Overture to William Tell, which was per-
formed in full orchestra with the most brilliant
effect. We learn that the members of this associa-
tion are about to visit Washington city, where they
give their first concert to-morrow evening. We
commend them, most earnestly, to the lovers of
good music in that city, where we are quite sure
their merits will be appreciated.

THE STADE DUES.
A blue-book just printed contains, with one liun- !

dred and sixty pages of evidence and statistical j
matter, the following resolutions, adopted bv the \select committee appointed to inquire into the
origin of the claim of the Government of Hanover
to levy the Stade tolls, to consider in what degree
they are detrimental to the commerce of the
United Kingdom, and the effect of giving notice
to determine the treaty under which this country
has assented to the payment of such tolls for a lim-
ited period.

1. That the foundation of the claim of Hanover
to levy the Stade toll was a Denmarkin 1717, A. D., and a further treaty with Sweden
in 1719, by which whatever right these countries
possessed was transferred to the Elector of Hano-
ver.

2. That the proportion of Stade toll to freight
in British ships from Hull to Hamburg is, at the
present time, on a bale of spun silk, 115 per cent.;
on a bale of cotton goods, 142 per cent.; and on j
a halo of woolen yarn, 3G per cent. That the
average annual amount of Stade tolls levied on
cargoes, under the British flag, has risen £3 10s.
per one hundred tons British in 1817, to £4 (is. 4d.
in 1855.

3. That the increase on British tonnage entering
the port of Hamburg has been 102 per cent, since
1849, while the increase on Hamburg tonnage has
been 248 per cent, since 1849, and the foreign ton-
nage, exclusive of British and Hamburg, entering '
the port of Hamburg, has, during the same period) )
increased 99 per cent.

4. That the Stade toll is injurious to the tradeand shipping of the United Kingdom.
5. That tlie tax is specially prejudicial to thepart

of produce and trade which has to compete in for- 1eign markets with similar articles not subject to the
tax, and this is felt sensibly in the coal trade, and 1particularly in the export of the less valuable de- )seriptions of coal.

0. That goods, the property of Hamburg citizens,
and carried in Hamburg ships, are exempt from the i
Stade toll, and British ship? arc thereby exposed to
an unfair competition.

7. 1hat the general trade to Hamburg, notwith- '
standing the discouragement occasioned by the )
tax has more than doubled within the last ten .
years.

8. That the trade to Hamburg, which is free
from Stade toll, has risen in a still more striking
ratio; that of Bremen, the Elsfleth toll on the
Weser having ceased, and that of Stettin (the
Sound Dues having been abolished.) have also in-
creased in a very large proportion.

9. That the Stade toll differs from the Sound !
Dues, inasmuch as the Sound Dues were a tax I
charged not only upon articles of export, but also !on articles ofgeneral use imported into the United iKingdom; but the Stade toll is levied on exports 1
from, and not on imports into, the United King-
dom.

10. That it does not appear that any service I
whatever is rendered by Hanover in return
for the tax levied upon the commerce of Great
Britain.

11- Tlmt if the treaty of 1844, by which the
United Kingdom is bound for a limited period to I
assent to the payment of the Stade toll, were de-
termined by notice pursuant to the terms thereof,
but little injury or inconvenience would arise to
the trade of this country.

12. That is expedient that notice should begiven to terminate the treaty of 1844 with Han-
over.

TIIKBANKS OF FRANCE AND ENGLAND.? The bullion
in the Bank of France now stands at about $120,-
000,000 ?a far. higher sum than was ever before field
by that establishment, and more tlian $9,000,000 in
excess of the largest total ever collected in the
Bank of England. At the commencement of the
present year the Bank of France held less than
$50,000,000, and the influx in nine months has there-
fore been $70,000,000.

At the Bank of England the total at the begin-
ning of the year was $52,500,000, and it is now
more than $95,000,000. The highest sum it ever
possessed wasslll,ooo,ooo in July, 1852. At pre-
sent everything seems to indicate that during next
year, if not earlier, this point, willbe exceeded.

The total number of students in all the depart-
ments of Harvard University is 730. There arc 10
resident graduates, 23 divinity students, 70 scien-
tific students, (exclusive of the resident graduates
and members of the other professional schools, who
attend the scientific lectures,) 107 medical, and 111laws, tudents. The under graduates number 409.
