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There are some persons who seem to think that
no one can find fault with Mr. SWANN, except

"under the influence of deep personal or party
"enmity;" that silent acquiescence in what is
false is the way to advance the truth; and that
patient submission to wrong and outrage is the
proper remedy for social and political disorders.
With this class of people we have long been at
issue; and we propose, in the future ns in the
past, to pursue our own course, regardless alike
of their censures, their virtuous platitudes, and
their indignant remonstrances. We shall sjicak
as truth and jnstice shall seem to us to require,
concerning the MAYOR, bis administration, and
the condition of things in this city. We shall
leave to those who may find pleasure therein the
delightful task of praising Mr. SWANN'S capacity,
his respectable position, and his periodical
speeches. 4

A proclamation from Mr. SWANN, which, for no

other apparent reason, than for mere effect, is
dated from "the Police office," instead of the
"Mayor's office," or the "City Hall," as usual,
lias just been published, and tlie encomiums of some
of our contemporaries are?ns might be expected?-
profuse. With customary anil cool assurance, they
tell us, that "Mr. SWANK has taken personal
"charge of the police department, and all that is
"wanting is a united effort on the part of all good
"citizens to give him every countenance and sup-
"port," and that "great as their confidence has
"heretofore been in Mayor SWANN, it has received
"additional strength in this wise and most nd-
"tnirnble determination." Thus it is, that they
invite an abused, outraged, and disfranchised
people to confide anew in the faithlessness that has
uniformly deceived them, and the incompetency
that has over and over been proven. With honey-
ed words, they admonish us to forget the past,
and implicitlytrust in the future. They adopt, in
addressing this indignant community, the soothing
language of a physician to a restless patient. Keep
quiet?avoid exciting topics?attend strictly to the
doctor's orders ?anil with rest and proper regimen
all may yet be well; ?such, in substance at least,
and nearly in words, is the advice which these
journals give, and the promise of relief which they
hold out. "Now is not the time to discuss the

' "political evils of which there is complaint; a few
"months of quiet with good order is the best rem-
"edy that can be applied to them," is the precise

language of The American. These arc the mild
medicaments with which it is proposed to heal
our diseases ?the salves and poultices which are to

be applied to our recent wounds. Such are the com-

fortable assurances with which our contemporaries,
in imitation of those "pious hawkers of Constanti-
nople, who solemnly perambulate her streets,
crying?ln the n.'mje of the Prophet?Figs!"?in- !
trodnce to their readers the proclamation of Mayor I
SWANN.

Ifwe could any longer put faith in his rhetoric,
or accept his promises as payment, it is possible
that we might derive some tardy consolation from
this circular from the MAYOR. If we were half as

"malignant," as we are sometimes represented to
he, we might even find occasion for triumph in
the admissions it contains; for no one can fail to
see that it is a substantial acknowledgment of the
justice of those charges which we have heretofore
preferred against Mr. SWANN, in connection
with his administration of the city police. But?-
we must confess, after the experience of the
past two years, we should be incredulous, even if
the MAYOR were to propose some new definite
course of action, and we are certainly not disposed
to yield implicitcredence to the reports of the good
time that is coming, when we discover them to
rest upon no better or surer foundation than a
mere bald repetition of the same vague and virtu-
ous generalities with which we have already been
so frequently favored. We are told that "a
"thorough re-organization of the service will take
"place, and every officer will he held to a

"strict accountability to the MAYOR in person;"
that "any case of delinquency or neglect of duty
"will lie punished by suspension for the first, and
"dismissal for the second offence;" that "if any
"officer be found listless or incompetent in the
"discharge of his duty, he will be promptly drop-
"ped from the roll;" and that "any officer who
"may lie found frequenting a tavern or drinking-
-I'house, except in the discharge of his duty, will
"he suspended or discharged, at the discretion of
"the MAYOR." As it did not require much saga-
city to draft regulations so simple and essential, it
ought scarcely to have been necessary to issue a
circular in order to inform the police of their ex-
istence, inasmuch as the whole of them are em-

braced in the ordinance under which the force was

organized. Section 26 of that ordinance provides
for the "immediate dismissal" of the policeman
who "shall he found to frequent public houses or
"bar-rooms," or "using intoxicating drinks to ex-

"cess." The MAYOR'S present determination to

suspenil or discharge "if/ hit discretion" officers
found guilty of those offences, is, if anything,
a breach of that ordinance, by assuming to
dispense with its provisions. The "rules for
"the government of the police department
"of Baltimore," published "with the appro-
"bation of the MAYOR," on the Ist of March,
18.17, which, we were then told, would "be
"strictly enforced and any and every violation
"ot them punished," and which were directed to
be "placed conspicuously in each Station House,
"and read to the whole force twice a month, or
"oftfrnc-r, as the Marshal might determine," con-
lain, not only the identical provisions which are
embraced in the MAYOR'S Circular, but are, to the
full, as strong and explicit as printed rules can
be. They provide too, that "each officer shall be
"in like manner accountable for the security of
"persons and property within his beat," and that
prisoners arrested for "the higher grade of felo-
"nics, such as murder, burglary, arson, robbery,,
"forgery, and aggravated riot," shall be "brought
"to the Marshal's office." We have already been
told by Mr. SWANN, in speaking of the formation
of the present system, that his "plan for the re-
"organization of the police of the City of Balti-
"inore, was based upon the direct accountability to
"the MAYOR of the Chief of that Department."
7he regulations have been as complete as the
promises to enforce them have been frequent;
nothing has been wanting except the honesty and
nerve to carry those promises into effect. The
MAYOR has always been the responsible head of
the Police: has continually assured us that it was
almost faultless in its organization, and, only a
month since, he led us to believe that he could ac-
conitih-h nothing more, because it was "impos-
sible that he could throw himself in daily con-
tact v ith its members. We are further informed
that the MAYOR has "determined to exercise the

inactions of his office in all cases of
flagrant outrage or rowdyism," but, as all such

I to the Colonial Secretary, and we are left to infer,

with his approval. Our readers are already
aware that the new colony of British Columbia
comprises all that part of the British Territory,
north of forty-nine degrees, which lies between
the Pacific ocean and the Rocky Mountains. It
is now proposed to establish another colony be-
tween the western end of Lake Superior and the
Rocky Mountains, of which the settlements at
Pembina, and in the valley of the Red river, are to
compose the nucleus?thus forming a complete t hain
of colonies across the continent, as "a rampart
"against any hostile inroads [from the American
"frontier, and an essential arch ns it were to that

j "great viaduct, by which we hope," says .Sir
I EDWARD BCLWER LVTTON, "one day to connect
! "the harbors of Vancouver with the Gulf of St.

j "Lawrence." This district is to be offered to

I Canada, provided she will couseut to undertake
| the task "of forming it into a colony at her own

j "responsibility and charge." If she declines,
j the Home Government will, in all probability,
j adopt such measures as may be found nc-

I cessary to promote the success of the
j project. Mr. ROEBUCK heartily advocated the

I views expressed by the Colonial Secretary. The
j extraordinary expansion of the UNITED STATES
j filled him with vague fears for the future, lie

| considered that England ought to do something as

a counterpoise, or "the UNITED STATES of America
"would overshadow not England only, but the
"earth." He believed that in the Northern part of
the Continent the means of establishing that coun-
terpoise were to be found, and "if England would
('carry out a systematic plan of Colonization on

"that portion of the Continent which now belonged
"to her, she would enable the world to resist what
"he believed would otherwise be the predominant
"power of the Anglo-Saxon race now established

j "in the UNITED STATES." Here then we have the
foreshadowing of a more vigorous Colonial policy
in British North America; but it certainly appears
to us tliat both Sir EDWARD Bcinvrit LVTTON and

Mr. ROEBUCK repose too much faith in the ability
of their proposed chain of Colonies to resist the
overshadowing influence of the UNITED STATES.?
The population of Canada does not much exceed
three millions. In the Red river settlement, which
was founded forty years ago, and which is to form
the nucleus of a new Colony, we arc told by
Professor HIND, who has recently explored a porlion
of the territory, that the European and Canadian
elements have been gradually diminishing for
years, and that the seven thousand half-breeds
now inhabiting Pembina and the valley of
the Red, and the Assiniboin rivers, are

| relapsing into the habits and tastes of Ihe
j Aborigines. The present state of society, and
the condition of the people in the settlements are,
in his opinion, far from being either pleasant or
encouraging. Such is the "nucleus" which in the
course of years is destined, according 'o the views
of English statesmen, to increase until it offers an

effectual counterpoise to the UNITED STATES.?
British Columbia, also, until lately, bad scarcely
any population except the officials attached to the
Hudson's Bay Company, and the trappers and
lmlf-breeds in their service. There can be no doubt,
however, that a railway across the Continent to

Vancouver would promote the prosperity of
that Colony to an extraordinary degree; but
a work of so much magnitude would neces-
sarily occupy a number of years in the construc-

tion of it, and to he successful, when completed,
the Railway must be preceded to some extent by
a population sufficiently wealthy and enterprising
to keep it actively employed. From the plans
laid before the Colonial Secretary, we take it for
granted that it is possible to build a railway from
Ihe western side of Lake Superior to the Pacific
Ocean; but we are not quite so certain that the
rigorous winters and deep snows north of the
fortv-nintli parallel of latitude, would not prove
insuperable obstacles to its usefulness. However,
this may be, it would still remain questionable
whether a railway running for some seventeen
hundred miles through a narrow strip of habitable
territory, deficient in those resources that are

available for local trade, would ever attract
Anglo-Canadian settlers in sufficient numbers, to 1
form "a rampart against invasion from the
"United States," ?if such a rampart should ever i
he needed?so long as the statistics of the move- j
ment of population North-Wcstwardly indicate
that, before the lapse of another quarter of a cen- i
tury, the valleys of the Upper Missouri, the Yellow
Stone, and the Platte, will not only be thickly j
inhabited, but that the refluent wave of population ]
willbe spreading over the British line, and occu-
pying the fertile pasture lands of Ihe Assiniboin
river, and of the Red river of the North.

Those who desire to better their fortunes by gold
digging, will scarcely venture to do so, at this
time, by joining the miners on Frazer river.

During the past four months, some ten or twelve
thousand ardent and thoughtless adventurers,
embracing men of all classes and conditions, have
quitted the State of California, and the territories
of Oregon and Washington, to explore, and work
the gold fields in the wilderness of British Colum-
bia. Nearly all have met with disappointment,
and but few can claim to have been more than
moderately successful. Ever since last June, four
thousand miners have camped out on the bunks
of Frazer river, between Fort Hope and Fort Yale,
waiting for the waters to subside, and working,
in the meanwhile, in the shallows. Nine tenths
of these adventurers are described, by an eye
witness, to be in the most wretched condition im-
aginable. They are without lints, or shoes, and
are in deplorable want of clothing; but they en-

deavor to eke out a scanty subsistence, 1 y the
meagre product of their labors, and by appeals to

the charity of the new-comers. It is a melancholy
spectacle to contemplate, that of a body of men,
flushed with high hopes and extravagant expecta-

tions; leaving behind them friends, kindred, and
acquaintances, occupations not wholly unremtine-

rative, and the comforts of a settled neighborhood,
to dare the perils of a long journey, and to find
themselves, at last, hemmed in by rugged moun-

tains, with the golden promise not only unful-
filled, but with starvation staring tlicm in the face.
How many lives have been lost already, and how
many constitutions have been irretrievably shat-
tered, in this eager quest after gold, it is impossi-
ble to compute. Some we know, have died ltv
the way; some have been shot down by outlying
savages, and some have been drowned in the
turbulent rapids of Frazer river. Yet the ex-

perience so dearly bought by the survivors, .-11111
the moral it conveys, have not deterred others
fiom following in their footsteps. Several thou-
sand emigrants have recently left the Atlantic
States, bound for British Columbia; deceived by
the false reports "that have been circulated by in-
terested parties with respect to the success that the
miners have met with, and the extraordinary
product of the placers. That gold has been found
in British Columbia there can he no doubt what-
ever; hut the quantity received nt Fort Vancouver
has, thus far, not exceeded a few hundred ounces,
nnd we have no positive evidence that the yield

is likely to increase. Some of the bars, on Fra-

zer's and Thompson's rivers, may possibly be rich
in metal: but it is questionable whether the re-

turns will ever compensate the miners for the

dangers they have braved, and the time they have
already lost. It must also he taken into consid-
eration, in any estimate that may lie made of the
present, or prospective value of the gold placers

of British Columbia, that, in all the explorations

which have been made, up to the present time,
there have been no dry diggings discovered, nor

any veins of gold bearing quartz. All the min-

ing operations must, therefore, be necessari-
ly restricted to the beds of the rivers, and
as these are overflowed for seven or eight

months of every year, it follows that

the profits of the mines cannot, under ordinary-
circumstances, be very great. Ifit was possible to

engage in agricultural pursuits:, during the spring

and summer months when the waters are high,

and in mining operations during the remaining

portion of the year, success in the one vocation,
would offset the risks and casual ities that are com-

mon "in the other; but, unfortunately, the broken
and mountainous character of the gold bearing
region, renders it utterly impracticable for farming

purposes. Nor does the wide stretch of country

lying to the Eastward ofFrazer river, and between

the coast range and the Rocky Mountains, present

such invitingopportunities for settlement as would

induce emigrants to make it their permanent home

in preference to the more Southerly territories of

Washington and Oregon. Those, therefore, who

seek to improve their fortunes by going to British
Columbia, can only hope to succeed in one of two

ways?they must either engage in trade, or they

must take their chances at the mines. In
either case, the probabilities ate that they would
fail to accomplish their desires. It is true that we

hear, occasionally, of instances in which adven-
turers have been fortunate, even on Frazer river;

but when we are informed, on good authority, that
out of four thousand men encamped between Fort
Hope and Fort Yale, thirty-six hundred of them
are in a state of utter destitution, it is not difficult
to imagine, in what a deplorable condition other

, hands of miners must lie that are congregated at
| various points throughout that wild region. Nor

j do we think that the general prospects for the
rapid growth of the new Colony of British Colum-

| liia are by any means brilliant, nolwith landing
j the efforts that are now in England to promote

[ emigration to that province, and the glowing de-
| scription which Sir EDWARD BCLWER LVTTON has

j given of tlie salubrity of the climate, and the fer-
i tilityof the soil. Even if the gold fields should
eventually prove more valuable than we have any
evidence of their being at present, that one circum-

; stance would add hut little to the permanent
prosperity of the Colony. A mining population

! takes no fixed hold upon the soil. It is continually

1 shifting, and changing, from place to place, and
of the many thousands who are now scattered

| along the banks of Frazer river, and of its tribu-
I taries, it is questionable whether even one hundred
| of them will continue to make their home in the

j Colony, after they have acquired by their labors a
! sum sufficient to enable them to return from whence

j they came.

FROM WASHINGTON.
[Correspondence of Ihe .Vew York Tribune. ]

WASHINGTON, Oct. 10. ?Clancy Jones' friends
here are indignant at the alleged'offer of the Aus-
trian Mission to him, and treat it as a personal in-
dignity to him. He aims at England, and will be
pressed for that mission, Buchanan recommended
him by letter to (ten. Pierce as his own successor
at London. Whatever disposition of him is intend-
ed willprobably be delayed tillafter next session,
when he may be discarded for being powerless. Mr.
Jackson, now Minister at Austria, is at home on
leave on absence, and expects to return in Decem-
ber.

The Hon. Dan. Sickles has been arranging the
programme for New York here. He claims four-
teen Administration members as the anticipated
result.

Mayor Berrett did not refuse permission to fire
cannon here, in celebration of the Opposition vic-
tories, on political grounds, but on principle, as
violative of the law. The same course was pursued
previously when the foundation of the Steuben
Monument was laid, and will be observed strictly
hereafter, without regard to party.

There is a strong disposition on the part of the
special friends of Buchanan to saddle the late de-
feats on Secretary Cobb, as the person responsible
for the political and financial policy of the Govern-
ment, leading Southern men to unite in this view.
Matters have gone so far that the suggestion is
made for a movement to displace him. It cannot
succeed, however.

The war on Douglas is still pursued bitterly.
Thirteen postmasters were removed yesterday and
to-dav. Instructions have been sent out to defeat
him at every cost. No decision has been made re-
specting the site of the New York Post Office, but
Messrs. Brown, Fowler and other officials incline to
take Appleton's building.
