.almost equal to any day's operations in the palmiest pe-
riod in the history of the Stock Exchange. The number
of transactions at the first Hoard was in point of fact more
extensive than any before registered, embracing 26pages
of the Secretary's record hook, while the largest day pre-
vious has not exceeded 23, although the aggregate value
of the hutdness may have been larger. The total number
of shares bought and sold during the day, actually reg-
istered. is 29.1176, and the bonds foot up a total of $395,-
<>oo. The private sales have also been uusually heavy?-
e pecially for State and City Bonds, which have of late
attracted more attention for investment. A glance
at the printed sales shows a uniform improvement
throughout the bond list, extending not only to the
first grade of Railway Bonds, but to many descriptions
which have hitherto found but little favor withthe pub-
lic. The share dealings were very animated throughout
tlie day, and the advancing tide in those which claimed
particular attend on appeared for the time quite irresisti-
ble. The rush of buyers carried prices tip in several in
stances 2 a'.\ per cent, without a break on the way, and in
a large majority the figures show a handsome gain over
closing prices of yesterday. The bears appear tol>e silenced
for the time, and the opposition is feeble and unsteady.
The movements continue to show a complete lack of com
hined effort on the part of operators, and the increasing
number of outside buyers is indicated by the greater dis
tribution of business at each session.

The Tribune also says :

The Bank statement shows a moderate movement of
these institutions during the past week, the h.ans, specie
ami d -posits, having slightly increased. The increase
of loans is, ifanything, less than was anticipated, and has
been to h considerable extent the result of further invest
im-nts inTreasury notes. There have also been some re-
discount ing for interior and southern banks, but the
amount of local paper offered for discount has not been
equal to the amount matured and paid. We have lost
some specie to the South and some to Europe, but the
money keeps well up. and a new California arrival is due
during the week. The increase in undrawn deposits
rather took the street by surprise. It shows that the bank
balances are not being drawn down to any serious extent.
The nominal deposits are larger than ever before known
in this city.

departments, against the banks of Indiana and Kentucky,
which may, as individual corporations, co-operate with it.
In this way. much good may he accomplished, but in or
der to establish a thorough clearing house, a broader and
more liberal basis must be provided.

Judge Perkius has decided in the Putnam, Indiana, Cir-
cuit Court that the notes issued by private hanks or han-
kers, intended to circulate aa money, are void. The Judge
in his opinion, ably reviews the history of hanking, and
decides that the issue of such notes is not a natural right,
and that it is in contlict with both the common and sta-
tute law.

By Mr. Whitney.?Bid not pay particular attention to

Thomas Johnson, (negro,) sworn.?Live in Wagon alley;
work in a brick yard; know f'yphus; have known him
about four or five years; lie used to haul wood fr. m the
wharf: and hauled brick from the yard; knew him wellby sight, but did not know bis name; was at King's onthe night of the murder; Joint f'yphus ard a woman
came to the house and asked to stay: King refits < 1 toallow
them to stay; Cyphns then asked King to come across
the street; King went over with Cyphtis: am sure
it was Cypliu-; recognized himthat night* although I did
not know bis name; witness told the officers if fie saw theman again who stabbed King, be could identify him:

By Mr. McLean.?There were four of us boys together;

By Mr. Rogers.?Never spoke to any body since the
killingof King about the murder; witness was not asked
by any person whether he saw Cyphus stab King. e\c pt
by the police: told the officers Cyphus had on dark clothes:
told no one he had on light clothes: it was not moonlight
that night: never knew the name of the prisoner; he used
to dress very well; he used to wear his hair inplaits; he
had the plaits cutoff when witness saw him in watch-
house; knew they were cutoff, because they were not on;
they were on when the stabbing took place and were not
on when witness saw him in the watch house.

Coroner Green tree, sworn.?Am a physician: was called
to King's house the night of the murder; examined the
body ofKing: discovered a wound in the breast; it was
parallel with the nipple: did not probe the wound; it
would have produced death; discovered arterial blood:
did not see much blood; the wound was made by a sharp
instrument; think it penetrated the heart.

By Mr. McLean.?The wound was about the size of the
little finger: was inflicted by a sharp instrument; did
not probe the wound: the wound was midway between the
sternum and nipples; arterial blood is red and vt nusblood
dark.

Officer Coat? sworn.?Wa* a police officer in August last,
am one now: think it was Thursday when the murder was
committed: a man told mo about 10 o'clock that a murder
had been committed; went to Wagon alley to King's house
and there saw the body; saw the wound in the breast; run
finger in it nearly up to the band; saw cut on the arm: the
boys told me who the man was; they described him. the
woman who was with the prisoner was named Rob-

inson ; knew her; she lived at Mary White's; got a
warrant for her and arrested her that night; did not
see Cyphus tillSaturday morning, when he was arrested:
Officer Brooks was talking to him on Light street and
gave me the nod; went over and told him I had a warrant
for him; lie appeared very nervous at the time, almost
sank down; he said he was of very nervous temperament;

shirtsleeves; he had on dark pants.

Officer Brooks, sworn.?Am turnkey of the "Western
station house; recollect the time of the occurrence; went
to the house the night of the murder; saw the wound;
heard a description of the man who committed the act;
went in search of him; on Friday went about Federal Hill;
on Saturday went along Light street; saw Cyphus there
coming along on a drav: called hiin, and commenced to
talk with him; asked him where he lived; then thought

the opening nf the court, when Mr. Adilison ad-
dressed the court upon the subject of the possession
by the (ioverninent of the property upon which the
assault was committed, and stated that he only felt
it alone his duty to show that the exact spot where
the assault was committed belonged to the I'nited
States, without showing* the exact bounds of the
Government property. The examination of wit-
nesses was then i c-uined:

Capt. Brash cars testified that S ?reant JK-Comas de-livered to him, on the day of the assault, the pistol ex-hihitcd, and that lie bamled it to Marshal Herring in thesame condition iu which he received it: it then had acap on
Cross-examined?lTo gave it t the Marshal the follow-

ing morning, ii having be. n locked up in the meantime.
Marshal Herring testified that he received the pis

tol on the morning following the assault, from Captain
Brashcars. locked it up in his desk, and gave it to Sergr.
McComas yesterday; the only change in its condition be-
ing that lie had removed the cap before returning it.

Marshal Winchester testified to having seen these men
just previous to the assault, on tbe corner in front of the
Savings Bank, and soon after saw one of them cross over
to the opposite corner and get into a struggle withan old
man; could rot indentify any of the parties, as he enteredhis office and saw n more or the affray.

Thos. Riddle testified that he was sitting on the Mer-
chants' Bank steps when the omnibus came up (Jay
street, and w hen at the corner of Second, Wilkinson
pointed a pistol down Cay street; the omnibus stopped
near the corner and four or five others got out and stood
at the corner in fro.it of the Savings Bank, and fearing a
trouble he went into tbe rotunda of the Kxcliangc build-
ing and saw no more of the party until after tbe beating,
when he saw them (the prisoners) leave the Post Office
and go towards the omnibus.

Coi. Owen Boulden testified that ho had, under the in-
struction of the Court, made a survey of the Government
property, as set forth in the deed to the Government, and
exhibited a plat and drawings which showed the reserved
lots referred to in the previous day's examination, and
that the property upon which the assault was committed
was Government property.

Marshal Wat kins testified that he had taken the pistol
in question to Saml. Jackson, who had drawn the load
from it, ithaving contained three halls and alargecharge
of powder.

Sergeant McComas, re-called by the defence?When wit-
ness entered the vestibule lie saw Brady on his hands
and knees in the lower end, and Wilkinson he met on the
way out, but did not then see his pistol. He was not close
to Brady, but bis impression was that lie was on his
knees, with his head near the floor.

The examination of witnesses was here closed, the
defence offering no testimony, when tin* Court
stated that, with a view to the facilitating of the
case, lie had prepared a series of instructions upon
the points of law involved, which he would submit
to the counsel on both sides. It. being so
Mr. Addison announced his entire acquiescence with
these instruction*, but the counsel lor the defence
declined to submit the case without a modification
of the second clause of the instructions. They were
accordingly so modified by the Court, who read
them to the jury, as follows:

First.? There can b ? no conviction under the first, se-
cond and third count in this indictment, unless, if b nthhad ensued from the injuries inflicted, it would have beenmurder.
S,,if thejury shall find that one of the traversers

assaulted the old man Brady, and endeavored to shoot
him with the pistol, and the others were present, aiding
andabetting the act with the same intent, and death hadensued, it would have been murder in all; and they would
he therefore guilty under the first three counts in the
indictment.

Third. ?lf the juryshall find that the traversers as-saulted and beat Brady, intending to killhim without any
any provocation on his part. then, if death had en ucil, it
wouldhavobe. n murder in all. and they are therefore
guilty under the first three counts of the indictment.

I'ourlh.? If the jury übiill find that three or mnrc.of
the traversers beat Brady, and the others were present
aiding and abetting them, and prepared to attack any ofthe bystanders who might interfere, thev are all aiike
guilty, and if thejury find the intent to kill, they arc
guilty under the first three counts.

Fifth.?lf thejury shall find the facts stated in the 4th
instruction, hut shall not find that there was an intent by
the traversers to kill Brady, then they are guilty of an
assault and battery only, under the fourth and fifth counts
in the indictment.

Sixth. ?And as the intention of parties in making an
assault is seldom capable of direct proof, thejury are at
liberty to find it from all the circumstances of the assault,
but to convict under the first three counts thejury must
be satisfied that the assault in this case was made with
the intention to kill Brady.

Mr. Addison then addressed thejury in review of the
testimony, urging that it would justify the jury in find-
ing a verdict ofguilty under the three first counts of the
indictme nt, which charge it to be an assault with intent
to murder.

lie was followed by Air.Kraft, who contended there
was no proof ofan intent to kill,and that the jury could
not do more than convict the traversers of a simple as-
sault under the fourth and fifth counts.

Mr..Hack closed on the part of the defence, urging that
the traversers w re guilty only of a common assault

The case was closed by Mr. Addison, who reviewed the
arguments of the counsel for the defence, and cit*. d the
law hearing up n the case. At a quarter to 1 o'clock the
indictment was handed to the jury who retired. At
twenty-five minutes j ast 1 o'clock they returned to the
Court room, and rendered tin- following verdict: "We
fi: d Ceo. Stein, Ceo. Fowler, Win. McKhlarv and Mm.

Wilkinson, guilty under the three first counts of the in-
dictment, and not guiltyunder the fourth and fifth: and
Thos. Hogg not guilty under the three first counts, but
guilty under the fourth ami fifth counts

Judge Giles, immediately upon the rendition of
the verdict, directed the first four named parties to
stand up, when lie pronounced the sentence of the
court upon them in the following language:
(.Voiro Stein. George Fowler, William McEldary and

William \N ilkinson,
?You Lave been indicted by tlic Brand Jury of this Court
for an assault with intent to murder Bernard Brady,
within the post office in this city; you have born ably de-
fended by your counsel, and the jury after a full and im
partial examination of the evidence, have found you guil-
ty; and it now becomes my duty to impose upon you that
punishment which the laws of the United States prescribe
for such an offence. You have been Indicted and con-
victed under the third section if the act of Congress of
1825, which provides, that of any offence shall be com-
mitted on the site of any needful building belonging
to the United States, the site whereof is ceiled
to them, the punishment of which offence is not
specially provided for by any law of the United States,
such offence shall receive the same punishment as thelaws of the State,in which the public building is situated,
provide for a like offence when committed within the bodvof any county of such State. No previous law of the
United States having especially provided for the punish
ment of thi offence, it must he punished in the same
manner that a similar offence is punished by the laws of
this State. By the Act of Maryland of 1809. ch. 108 it is
provided, That "every person duly convicted of the crime
of an assault withintent to murder, shall be sentenced to
undergo a confinement in the Penitentiary for a term not
less than two nor more than ten years. The period of
confinement within those limits is in the discretion of the
Court.

In exercising that discretion I am warranted in regard-
ing the ]>olitical excitement under which you evidently
acted, and which induces mo to impose upon you a lighter
punishment than I should do under other circumstances;
for men will commit acts of violence when a state of ex-

citcmcnt and lawlessness prevails, which the.v would
never dream of at any other time, and which, ifdone in

I a peaceful state of society, would evidence that deep
malignity of heart that demands the severest punish
in ni known to the law. But still the majesty of the law
must he maintained and the public justice vindicated; and

. cui/.ens must l>e protected in their persons ami property,
j i ou assaulted, in a most brutal manner, a man who had
not offended you, either by word or dct d; and you beat

i him criieily and without the slightest justification, and 1

Maryland Penitentiary.

Earth of these prisoners, when his Honor had
concluded his remarks, evidenced their appreciation
of the clemency thus shown them bv an audible ex-pre.-sion of* thanks.

Jiis Honor next directedThos. Hogg to stand tip,when he also passed sentence upon hint as fol-
lows:

Mr. G. liailoy, the special agent of the Post office

Department on the Overland Route to California,
has submitted his report to the Postmaster Gener-
al. He says:

| Mississippi via Fort Yuma and Franklin, under the
j JJutterfield contract.

I have no suggestions to offer in regard to the
mail service on the first of those koutes. It is per-

| formed with great regularity, and, so far as my ob-

: servation extended, the arrangements for the safe
; keeping of the mails arc all that could be desired.

1 he service has been performed within the con-
tract time; and as this pioneer trip was attendedj with many difficulties and embarrassments which
each successive trip willgradually remove, there is

I no reason to apprehend that a longer period will be
i required in future. The aggregate distancesgreat-
i Iv exceeds that specified in the contract with the
i < P ' Hand Mail Company. This is aeounted for by

the fact that the double necessity of keeping with-
in reach of water, and beyond the usual range of
hostile tribes of Indians, has compelled the compa-
ny to follow, on the first, second, fourth and fifth
divisions, a route varying materially from that
contemplated in the contract.

I would respectfully suggest that a small amount
of money might be judiciously expended in making
a line of water stations from Yallccito to the Color-
ado.

This is tho route by which Southern emigration
seeks the Pacific, and the abandoned wagons, the
carcasses, and the whitening bones, by the road
side, too painfully attest the sufferings heretofore
entailed upon the emigrants by the searcit\ of wa-
ter.

The most material variance from the contract
route occurs in Texas. An inspection of the accom-
panying map will show that a saving of nearly one
hundred miles might bo made by running directly
from Pope's camp, on the Pecos, to Fort llelknap,
along the route followed by Lieut. Garrard anil
('apt. Pope, in 1854. It is alleged, however, by
the company, and with reason, that unless govern-
ment should interpose for their protection, by es-
tablishing a line of military posts along the north-
ern frontier of Texas, it would be impossible for

The road is stocked with substantially built Con-cord spring wagons, capable ofcarrying convenient-
ly four passengers, with their baggage, and from
five to six hundred pounds of mail matter. Perma-
nent stations have been, or are being, established
at all the places mentioned in the memorandum be-
fore referred to; and where, in consequence of the
scarcity of water, these are placed far apart, relays
of horses and spare drivers are sent forward
with the stage to insure its prompt arrival. The
various dilliculties of the route?the scant supply
of water, the long sandy deserts, the inconvenienceof keeping up stations hundreds of miles from tho
points from which their supplies are furnished?all
these, and the many minor obstacles naturally pre-
sented to the successful management of so long a
line of stage communication, have been met and
overcome by the energy, the enterprise, and the
determination of the contractors. Thus far the ex-
periment has proved successful. Whether this
success is to be permanent?whether this great ar-
tery between the Atlantic and Pacific States is to
pulsate regularly and uninterruptedly?does not,
however, depend entirely upon the Overland Mail
Company. They have conquered the natural dilli-
culties of the route, but they have yet to encounter
an enemy with whom they cannot successfully cope
unaided. I refer, of course, to tfie tribes of hostile
Italians through whose territory they necessarily

pass. Their stations in Arizona' are at the .mercy

TIIE LITERARY AXI) AUTISTICCONGRESS

AT BRUSSELS.
On the 2sth of September, the Congress bein<r as-

sembled under the Presidency of M Fadier,"Mr.
Frederick S.f ozzons representing tho men of let-
ters of New A ork. made his appearance and was re-
ceived with unanimous and enthusiastic demonstra-
tions of satisfaction. A\ e do not know whether it
has been mentioned in the journals that Mr. Coz-
zens was elected by the Century Club of this city
an association which has grown into sonic magni-
tude around a nucleus of artists and literary men-
us its delegate to the Congress. The Club furnished
him with a certificate of his election, engrossed on
parchment hearing their great seal, so that no ex-
ceptions could he taken to his commission on the
score of informality. Mr. Cozzens, also, we hear,
acted us the representative of some of our eminent
book-selling houses, which deserve as much to be
classed among the institutions' of the country as its
bunks and colleges, so extensive are their relations
with the reading world?such as tho Appletons and
the Harpers. He was appointed Vice-President bv
acclamation, and took bis )dace in the bureau amidst
the applauses of the assembly.

FBESI H AuittecLTCur.?The Mmiihur, of the 2dinst.. furnished an ample report of the' Minister of
Agriculture on the regional agricultural exhibition,
heretofore mentioned in my letters. The numberof them was ten this year, at central places in the
great territorial divisions: the report embraces the
names of exhibitors to whom the chief prizes were
awarded, ami the main results of the conventions
and the competivc system. Formerly those divi-
sions of the country entertained mischievous pre-
judices and antipathies again t each other: the
peasantry refused to employ new implements of
tillage or to admit any changes in their antiquated
husbandry. This evil has nearly disappeared un-
der the influences ot the assemblages ami the means
of comparison. France, savs the Minister, has at
length learnt to know herself and her resources; the
rural progress, in every particular, sui pa--vs all ex-
pectation. Many thousands of people of different
provinces have been drawn together; they have par-
ted with mutual cordiality; their only solitude is
how to make the best figure in the shows and inter-
course of the next year. The railroads all'ord
them facilities for every purpose, of which their
forefathers could hare no conception. The depart-
ments and the large cities contribute sums of 25,-
000 and 5.>.000 trancs towards the accommodation
and arrangement of the animals and machinery,
brought to each of the rendeyous. From rear to
year tlm numbers of the frequenters and the objects
for exhibition and rivalry have signally advanced.The report adduces the statistics. In "1846, wheat
was grown on not more than 5,0116,008 hectares
(the hectare is two and a half acres;) in 1856 it oc-
cupied 6.468,226 hectares: the increase in the yield
is larger in proportion. Special attention
will henceforth be paid to the classi-
fication of the animals according to localities,
and breeds, and qualities, and of the farming im-
plements in reference to origin and usefulness.?From 1860, the number of agricultural regions
will bo ten or twelve; each will comprise seven de-
partments or provinces, anil an exhibition will lie
annually held in each, by turns; the central gov-
ernment and authorities of the several cimimsrrip-
li'inior demai kations will appoint inspectors, ju-
ries to award the premiums, surveyors of tho farms
in competition, and scientific and practical instruc-
tors. The Einperor has created five model farms
in the neighborhood of the Camp of Chalons, on
which the soldiery and corps of engineers are occa-
sionally employed. His chief object is to fertilize
for pasture the arid and nearly barren plains: and
considerable smns are appropriated from the civil
list to carry out his plans. Each of thq new estab-
lishments iias stables for a hundred cows, stables
for twenty horses, and folds for twelve hundred
sheep. Four hundred cows of tho race of Brittany,
more than three thousand sheep, rams of the Eng-
lish stock, and thirty choice brood mares are al-
ready collected. Five similar establishments are to
be undertaken and completed next year.

AMERICAN ARCHIVES IN ENULANR. ?At the last
meeting of the Antiquarian Society, in Boston,
there was an interesting conversation referring to
a passage in the report of the Council, regarding
the materials for American History in the' British
archives, llev. Dr. Ellis said that he supposed at
the present time, whatever difficulties might be
found hv investigators, the English government
made no objection to the search for historical docu-
ments by students of history. At his request,
I<r. Spaiks explained the systems which lie had
found in force in London at hi- several visits there.
At the last (if* these, the different heads of Popart-
ments expressed their entire willingness that he
should examine any papers of dates prior to 1753,
in which we. as Americans, had any concern. Tin-
only restriction was the very proper one that all
copies of documents must be examined before thev
were taken from the "(lice. But nothing that lie
had copied was even objected to. At his request,
Henry Stevens, Esq., explained to the Society the
arrangements that the English Government'now
has in progress relating l*> materials for history.?
From the Colonial Office, the Board of Trade,"the
Plantation office and the Privy Council, the older
documents, such as are properly materials for his
torv, have been removed to one Central Office.-
Documents from the War and Navy Offices and
other departments, are gradually forwarded to the
same repository.

Mr. Stevens also bore testimony to the admirable
liberality with which the government and the pub-
lic institutions are willing to open these treasures
to all students properly introduced to them. As an
evidence that thev have removed all restrictionsformerly existing, he said that at the present timethey were publishing and preparing calendars or
indexes for every leading period of history, refer-
ring to all the papers contained in the volume in
this collection.
