Continental markets relax in their operations. In the
meantime our stock is diminishing, which imparts
strength to holders, who meet the demand less freely, and
onlyat outside prices. There is still, however, a sufficien-
cy offering to satisfy the Trade inquiry, and inthe ab-
sence of enlarged speculation the business in progress
partakes more of steadiness than animation. The import
is light, and must continue so, (in American descrip-
tions) for some weeks, and consumption is uninterrupted.
Money matters are easy forall legitimate purposes, and
the accumulating bullion in the Bank leads to the expec-
tation of an early reduction in the rates of discount,
whilst cheap breadstuff's and seasonable weather favor the
expansion of trade, and hold out encouraging hopes for
future prosperity. There is no change into-day's mar-
ket. which closes quietly but steadily at the quotations,
witii estimated sales of 7,000 bales?l.ooo to speculators
and exporters.

T he total sales of the week amount to 43.270 bales, of

The Hong Kong correspondent of the LondonTime, says nochange had occurred in the state of
affairs at Canton, but he had heard a report that
one of the Commissioners who met the ambassadors 1
in the North, and who bears a character for concil- |
iation, had been appointed Viceroy of the Canton j
province, which might lead to some improvement !
in the state of matters.

'I he report that Namlow had been destroyed as
an act of redress for firing into a flag of truce, is !
unfounded. The forts were taken and destroyed, !
but the town was spared, at the solicitation of a
deputation from the people. The Chinese soldiers
showed a considerable resistance, and the Britishhad three killed and twelve men wounded.

The Chinese were coming back by degrees to
Hong Kong and Macoa.

A' the regular meeting of the ironmasters at Bir-
mingham, a greatly improved tone was observable.
Buyers were numerous, and prices were firmly
maintained, while the principal manufacturers were
reluctant to enter into contracts for deliveries at
distant dates.

The annual meeting of the ".National Association
for the Promotion of Social Science," which had
been in session at Liverpool for a week, was brought
to a close on the day the Persia sailed. On the
preceding evening a grand banquet was given in
St. George's Hall, presided over bv Lord Brough-
am. The principal speakers were the Chairman,
the Bishop of Pennsylvania, Lords John Russell,
Carlisle, Shaftesbury, Ac. The speciality of the
occasion was the admission of ladies to the banquet.
The Bishop of Pennsylvania took a prominent part
in the proceedings of the week.

FRANCE.
The .Voniteur contains a decree proroguing till

the BOtli of September, 1859, permission to foreign
vessels to convey grain between Algeria and
France.

The decree permitting the importation of foreign
iron into France is to be renewed, with certain mo-
difications. An Imperial decree to that effect was
to be published on the Kith inst. at the latest.

PATHS. Friday night.- The Bourse to-day has
been flat and inactive. For monev. the three per
cents have fallen from 73.25 to 73.15. The closing
price for the account is same as yesterday.

The indirect revenue of France, for the nine
months ending Sept. 3U, exhibits an increase or
£1.240,000 sterling.

THE BANK or FKAXCE. ? IThe Moniteur publishes
the monthly balance up to the evening of the 14th.
The bullion has decreased £77,504 sterling, but
still amounts to £22,975,070 sterling. The dullness
of trade in France in September was noticed in
last return by a decrease of nearly a million ster-
ling. In the amount of bills discounted, as com-
pared with the month of August, the present re-
turn shows tiiat some revival has occurred, there
being under this head an increase amounting to
£174.202 sterling.

The mediation of a friendly power bad been con-
ditionally accepted in the dispute between France
and Portugal, after it had been twice peremptorily
refused by the former power. It was suggested
that the Portuguese government should order the
"Charles Georges" to be given up, on condition
that the French sbips-of-war should previously
withdraw from the Tagus and return to France, so
as not to let it appear that the surrender was made
under the menace of their guns, and that the
amount of indemnity shall be left to arbitration.

A steam yacht was about to be constructed for
the service of the Emperor and Empress during
their marine excursions.

The marriage of the Duke de Malakoff with Mad-
emoiselle Paniega was solemnised in the Imperial
Chapel of St. Cloud on the evening of the 12th in-
stant, in the presence of the Emperor and Empress,
and a numerous and brilliant assemblage. Marshal
Yaillant. Minister of War, and M. Walewski, Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs, gave away the bridegroom,
and M. Fould, Minister of State, and a Spaniard,
the Marquis de Casa Riera, did the same office for
the bride. The Duke is said to be in his sixty-
seventh year, and his bride in her thirty-third.?
They were expected to start forthwith for Eng-
land.

RUSSIA.
The committee of nobles in the government of

Wilna has taken the following resolutions in regard
to the emancipation of the serf: 1. The arrange-
ments relative to the amount to he paid annually bv
each serf, after his emancipation, is to be completed
within twelve years. 2. The amount is to be fixed
"once for all;" that is, that no periodical charges
arc to be made. 3. The peasant's house, outhouse,
and garden are not to be separated from the estate
of the landed proprietor, and consequently, they
are to remain his property. 4. None of the arrears
of the peasants, previous to the day of the publica-
tion of the imperial ukase, are to be paid. 5. The
peasants may either farm the land from the propri-
etors or purchase it. (i. Theestablishment of a bank
into which each serf shall pay three silver roubles
per annum, during "the twelve years of transition,"
and out of which he shall subsequently receive as a
loan, a certain sum with which to begin business.

SWITZERLAND.
The negotiations which have been pending be-

tween France and Switzerland for a year past, rela-
tive to the Dappes Valley, are about to he conclud-
ed by the purchase of the territory by France.
The Canton of Vaud will lose a valuable tract of
land by this arrangement?valuable in an agricul-
tural, but more so in a strategic point of view. The
valley of the Dappes contains several square leagues
of rich pasture land, some few leagues of forest,
and a fort on the spurs of the Jura, which will now
become the property of the French government.
This tract of land was expressly restored to Swit-
zerland by the Congress of Vienna.

Trade continues very dull at Hong Kong.
At Amoy little or nothing has been done in

teas.
At Foo-Chow there had been a moderate business

and an advance in tens nfl@l% taols had been es-
tablished on former rates.

At Shanghai the exports of tea were 8,000.000
pounds short of the same date last year. A very
moderate business had been done at former prices.
Silks had given way, but subsequently recovered.
Shirtings were dull and lower.

AUSTRALIA.
The Australian mail of August IGth had been

received in England, but the correspondence and
newspapers add nothing of importance to the telegraphic accounts.

Trade was dull at Melbourne, and the stock ofgoods was large. The imports had been gaining
upon the exports.

The electric telegraph was in operation between
Melbourne and Adelaide.

MOROCCO.
A despatch from Tetuan, Morocco, states that the

Y ice-Consuls of Spain and France have been assas-
sinated. No particulars arc given. Itwas believed
that the two governments would adopt energetic
measures to obtain satisfaction.

A Paris telegram says the two ships of war latelv
sent to Lisbon would proceed to Tetuan to avenge
the massacre.

THE LATEST BY THE PERSIA.
LONDON*, October 16, noon.? TROUBLE BEWEEN

FRANCE AND BRAZIL.?A Paris letter in the Nord
states that a trifling disturbance has arisen be-
tween France and Brazil. A merchant having
died at Pernambuuo, leaving children under age,
the French Consul put seals on his premises, the lo-
cal authorities maintained that he had no right to
do so, as, by Brazilian law, the children being born
in Brazil, were Brazilians, and subject to the law
of the country.

On appeal to the justice of the peace, he decided
that the local authorities were in the right, and the
seals were removed. In consequence the French
Minister struck his flag, in order to await the in-
structions of the government.

A Vienna letter says that Austria is having new
fortresses raised along the frontiers of Montenegro,
and the Porte on its side is having some built on the
frontiers of the Herzegorvina, in order to keep the
Montenegrins in check.

The G'tzetta Tii-inene states that some Austrian
revenue officers having violated the territory of
the Grisons a few days before, the Federal Council
has resolved to address a complaint on the subject
to the cabinet of Vienna.

The Madrid Journals repeat positively that
a revision of the tariffs in a liberal spirit is to take
place.

The new colonial tariff of the Dutch government
willshortly he published. The revision is of a na-
ture to alarm the Colonial protectionist party.

The Paris correspondent of the Times, referring
to the Portuguese question, says that matters still
look well towards a friendly arrangement, but
nothing will he done until the Minister of Portugal
at the French port, who left Paris on Thursday
night, arrives at Lisbon.

The French government has learned by a tele-
graphic despatch from Alexandria, of the arrival
of the French corvette-of-war Duchayla, at Jed-
dab.

Accounts received from Algiers by the French
government, announce that the empire of Mo-
rocco is in a state of great disorganization and
anarchy.

It is reported in the Paris correspondence of the
Tim's, that the English Consul at Salonica has re-
quested the Lord High Commissioner of the lonian
Islands to send an English sbip-of-war into the Gulf
of Salonica, in consequence of the excitement in
Macedonia, caused bv the execution of three Chris-
tians, and of the insult offered to their remains by
the Turkish populace.

TIIEOVERLAND MAIL.
The Ft. Louis Democrat says :
The Overland Mail which left San Francisco on

the 27th ult., arrived in this city Saturday night.
No papers were brought by the mail, and "but few
letters. The few papers in possession of the pas-
sengers when the stage left San Francisco were dis-
tributed along the route.

In conversation with Mr. W. 11. Hilton, a pas-
senger by this mail, we learn that through Califor-
nia and Arkansas the arrangements are complete,
but on the plains are as yet incomplete. The com-
pany, however, are rapidly filling up every defi-
ciency in the way of men and mules. Mr. Hilton
thinks that the trip will be made inside of twenty
days, with great ease, when once the company gets
everything fairly under way. He considers the
route decidedly favorable, and in all respects safe
and pleasant.

Some of the stations are sixty-five miles apart;
but most of them are from eight to ten miles. On
the plains the corrals are either of logtor tone,and
occupied, some by a dozen men and some by no
more than four or five. The stage was detained
fourteen hours by a sand storm in the California
Desert, and two days by reason of high water in
Kern river, at the point of crossing which the ferrv
flat was out of repair, which was supplied as speed-
ilyas possible.

The company are making preparations to bridge
the various streams that cross the road, and have
already engaged a large number of men for instant
work.

Adobes, or Mexican brick, are used in the con-
struction of station houses along the route, and in
many places workmen are engaged in making
roads.

Mr. Hilton was provided with a canteen (as also
were the other passengers) filled with water, from
the want of which he was thus preserved.

The mails from St. Louis bound westward were
far enough advanced to justify a belief that they
would reach San Francisco in due time.

Wholrsat.e Indictment of Ex-Citv Officials. ?

We noticed on Saturday that several ex-city ofti-
cials had been indicted by the Grand Jury, upon
charges in connection with the recent developments
in the Street Department. The indictments em-
brace:

Charles Devlin, late Street Commissioner, upon
three or four different charges; John Fitzpatriek,
one of the late contractors in the Street Depart-
ment, for presumed collusion in receiving more mo-
ney than legally entitled to; Enoch Dean, President
of the late Bowery Bank, for presumed collusion in
the drawing of moneys illegallyauthorized to be
drawn by the Street" Department; two Surveyors
in the Street Department, whose names cannot for
the present be ascertained; two Deputies in the of-
fice of the Collector of Assessments, whose names,
also, are for the present kept secret. There are
also several others, whose names and the charges
against whom will be made known in due time.?N.
Y. Express, of Monday.

A letter from Berne announces a great national
movement '"or the reunion of the Liberals, which is
making great progress. At a meeting it was re-
solved to submit to the Confederation resolutions
declaring that the Swiss territory shall be main-
tained inits integrity. Not an inch of the soil to
be ceded, except for land of equal value and strate-
getic importance. Jesuits not to be tolerated. The
people cannot be deprived of their liberty or rights
by governments which contemplate a systematic
confiscation of liberty and annihilation of public in-
struction. The national education of youth shall be
developed by a federal law. Liberty of establish-
ment is deception, without schools for children in
every commune.

PORTUGAL.
Advices from Lisbon state that the French vessels

have not saluted. The King was very much dis-
pleased, but the commanders declared to his majesty
that the omission was involuntary.

IMPORTATION or GRAIN INTO PORTUGAL. ?The Ga-
zette notifies that the Board of Trade has received a
Portuguese royal decree, permitting the free im-
portation of rve, wheat and barley, in grain, flour
or bread, in the districts of Oporto, Braga, Vien-
na, Villa Ileal and Bragan/.a, until the end of May,
1559.

AUSTRIA.
A panic was prevailing on 'Change at Vienna,

caused by the fears of the speculators at the ap-
proaching resumption of cash payments by the
bank.

The Imperial law Gazelle publishes a prohibition
to export into the principality of Serv.ia any arms
or ammunition, except in small quantities and with
a government permit.

The Cologne Gazette says that Austria will demand
explanations from the Pope respecting the augmen-
tation of the French forces at Rome.

PRUSSIA.
A letter from Berlin, dated Tuesday, the 12th,

says that the King and Queen left at one o'clock on
that afternoon for Meran, and that the Presidents
of the two Chambers, and Count Schwerin of the
Left, have been summoned to Berlin, to consult
upon the arrangements for an extraordinary ses-
sion.

The departure of the King and Queen from Ber-
lin to Meran is described as having been a most af-
fecting scene. Animmense crowd greeted the King
with enthusiastic marks of sympathy.

The establishment of the regency had been offi-
cially notified to all foreign courts,"and, in reply to
the notification, the four great powers of Europe
immediately telegraphed their congratulations to
the Prince of Prussia.

The government of the Bank has raised the rate
of discount to 5 per cent, for bills of exchange, and
to 6 per cent, for loans on deposit. This increase
is caused by the increased export of silver to Aus-
tria.

Horrible Tragedy in New Yorlt?Murder of
n Father, floiher and Four Children by
their Son and Eldest Brother-Suicide of
the Murderer.
NEW YORK, Oct, 2".?A most horrible massacre

was perpetrated last night in West Thirtieth street.
Two persons are murdered and five are wounded,
supposed mortally. The victims are the family ofk rancis Gouldcy, Esq., lumber merchant, consist-
ing of himself, wife, two son 3 and two daughters,
and a servant girl. The sons, aged respectively !

and 12 years, are already dead, and the wife is dying.
The others, the father, two daughters and servant,
are so severely injured that they cannot live. The
murderer, horrible to say, was the eldest son of Mr.
Gouldey. lie has committed suicide. The motive
for the fearful deed is supposed to have been re-
venge, he having been detected some weeks ago in
the act of robbing liis father to a large amount.

[SECONn DESPATCH.]
NEW YORK, October 20?1.30 P. M.?The follow-

ing additional particulars have been gathered inre-
gard to the terrible crime committed last night,
which somewhat modify the first repot t:

Mr. Gouldey returned home at II o'clock last
night to his father's bouse in a state of delirium.?
He armed himself with an axe and first attacked
his father, beating in his skull so that he cannot
live. The mother came to the assistance of the fa-
ther and was beaten and badly wounded.

The two young brothers, aged respectively 3 and
13 years of age, were next attacked, and the eldest
cannot live. A married sister of the murderer,
with a babe in her arms, was next attacked, but es-
caped without serious injury.

Two servant girls were the next victims of the
maniac, and they were horribly butchered. It is
feared that neither can recover. The assassin lock-
ed himself in his own chamber after perpetrating
the deed of blood, and then blew out his brains with
a pistol.

Thefamilv is highlyrespectable, and the father is
an oflicer of the 30th street Methodist Church.

A CALL TO THE WHIGS.
The Boston Courier publishes the following call

to "the Whig Voters of Massachusetts." It is
signed by upwards of two hundred of the best men
of Boston:

The undersigned, members of the National Whig party,
beg leave to address you a few words at this time. In
view of the present political condition of the country, and
of the changes likely to take place in some of the promi-
nent issues before the people during the next Presidential
contest, the time has arrived, inour judgment, for a re-
organization of the Whig party, National and State. This
movement must begin somewhere, and we know of no
place where it may with more proprietybegin than in the
Commonwealth ofMassachusetts, where AA'hig principles
so long flourished, and where the policy of the Whig
party so long prevailed, and produced such good results.

We have therefore taken the first steps towards a reor-
ganization of the party withinthe State of Massachusetts,
by designating a number of gentlemen to act as a Whig
State Committee, whose claims to the confidence of the
Whigs no one will dispute, it willbe the duty of this
committee to open a correspondence with Whigs in other
parts of the country, at such times as they may deem ex-
pedient, for the purpose of completing the organization of
a National Whig party; a duty which will be the more
easily discharged from the fact that the National Whig
Convention which sat at Baltimore in 1856, appointed a
committee withreference to such a measure.

For reasons which will readily occur to you. we have
not deemed it expedient to present for your suffrages any
Whig ticket for the ensuing State election. While we ad-
vise the Whig voters to be independent in this contest, we
do net advise them to be neutral. In our judgment, they
should not throw away their votes at random; still less,
abstain from voting at all. But in view of the policy
and conduct of the present State administration, especial-
ly towards the Judiciary,?respect for which lias ever
been a cardinal doctrine in the Whig creed, ?we cannot
hut consider it a paramount duty of the Whigs of Massa-
chusetts to throw their votes in the way most likely to
defeat the election of the candidates of the Republican
party.

DEATH OF HON. R. RANTOUL.?We see the an-
nouncement, in the New England papers, of the
death of Hon. Robert Rantoul, ofBeverly, Massa-
chusetts. He died on Sunday last, at the advanced
age of seventy-nine. His son, Hon. Robert Ran-
toul, Jr., died some years since, in Washington,
where his commanding talents had given him a
high reputation. The decease of the father will at-
tract less wide notice than that of the son. His was
a local reputation. He was not known out of New
England, but where known was recognized as a
representative man. He had all the New England
peculiarities in their best forms. Of unbending in-
tegrity, his justice in all his dealings was of that
nature which prevents pauperism. Never was a
contract of his disputed or delaved. Never was
right sacrificed to expediency. He never hesitated
to follow his convictions, from any fear of comment
or criticism. He settled many estates, tilled con-
stantly oflices of trust, was the first man thought of
in private life as an arbitor; and in lii 3 politicalre-
lations was often the choice of his opponents to
conduct investigations and serve on committees
where integrity and impartiality were required.
Itwas well understood that no personal or party
motive could make Robert Rantoul swerve from
the trust reposed in him. In a word, he was what
may truly he called a good citizen, ever reliable in
all his relations, never admitting that a lower code
of morals can be recognized in public and political
than in private matters. He died full of years and
honor, and will be remembered by local historians
as one of the staunch federalists of the days when
the federalists had an organization. He was one
of the last to relinquish his old party ties, and
when be did so found a home, like many others of
his school, in the ranks of the democracy.? North
American.

THE BANK QUESTION. ?A convention ot the banks
of New England is talked of, to decide upon some
plan of action in reference to the future redemption
of country money The recent circular, issued by
twenty-three Presidents of the Boston banks, sug-
gested that something should be done immediately,
but the proposition ior a meeting of the banks, in
convention, comes from the Bank of Mutual Re-
demption. We are informed that comparatively
few of the country banks, as yet, evince any de-
termination to close their accounts with the Suf-
folk Bank.

The project of a New England Sorting Ilonse
continues to be favorably received in many quar-
ters. Little doubt is entertained that such an in-
stitution could be established on a basis to obviate
all the objections urged to the present system of re-
deeming the money of the interior banks. ? Boston
Transcript.

EXTRAORDINARY REVELATION IN RUSSIA. ?The

j London News nt the 16th contains a letter from St.
| Petersburg, which makes the following remarkable

disclosure:
I The result of the calculations lately made by the

j well-known astronomer, Professor Struve, of the
University ofDorpat, relative to the true geogra-

! pliical positions of St. Petersburg and Moscow, and
j the distance between the two capitals of the eiu-

j pire, is, that the actual length of the railroad is, by
' astronomical observations, no less than 883a worsts
(about GO miles) shorter than its nominal length of
GOT worsts, or, in other words, that the government,
for whose account the railroad was constructed, has
had to pay about one-seventh of the value, or twelve
millions of roubles, more than itought to havepaid.
As the rolling stock of the St. Petersburg and Mos-
cow Railway is furnished by an American company,
who are paid for the same at so much per werst, it
follows that in this quarter the Government has
been paying also a most fearful overcharge. The
poles erected along the line to denote the distances
have been systematically fixed in the wrong places,
so as to mislead both the government and the public.

The Emperor ivas in the most violent state of ex-
citement on learning the above, and gave immediate
orders for the strictest investigation into the facts
of the case to be made, with the view to inflict the
most summary punishment on the parties inculpa-
ted in this nefarious transaction; but as so many
persons of the highest rank and importance are
compromised in the affair, it is not likely that the

investigation willbe continued, but on the contrary
the matter will he hushed up to prevent the public
scandal of the real delinquents being exposed and
made to suffer the penalty they so richly deserve,
for the share they have" taken in this* atrocious
fraud.

THE NATIONALAGRICULTURAL EXHIBITION at Rich-
mond was formally opened on Tuesday. The ad-
dress was delivered by Gen. Tench Tilghman.?
Among the distinguished gentlemen on the plat-

form near Gen. Tench Tilghmau were Ex-President
Tyler. Gov. Wise, Hon. Caleb Cusbing, Judge Dan-
iel, of U.S. Supreme Court; James Lyons, Hon.
Win. C. Hives and others.

The address was received with great applause.?
In response to loud calls, Gov. Wise made a few re-
marks, and was followed by Ex-President Tyler in
a brief address. According to the correspondent of
the Washington Star, a quarrel between the U. S.
Society and the Virginia State Society has grown
out of a disagreement between the latter organiza-
tion anil the city of Richmond, because of the fail-
ure of the city to appropriate funds ti meet a fair
share of the expense of holding the State Fair this
this season. The State Society will, in consequence
of such failure, hold its exhibition at Petersburg,
and the Virginia Central Agricultural Society, ex-
hibiting at Richmond, lias been organized under
the auspices of the National Society.

THE COMMERCIAL BANK OF KENTUCKY.?This
Bank was chartered by the Legislature of Ken-
tucky in 1552. Its capital was fixed by the act of
incorporation at $500,000. The mother bank was
located at Paducah, Ky., with a cepital 0f5250,000.
One branch, with a capital of $150,000, was located
at Harrodsburg, and another at Versailles, with a
capital of SIOO,OOO.

During the last session of the Legislature, the
capital stock of this bank was increased 8000,000,
making the total capital 51,100,000. This increase
is to be used partly for the old bank and branches,
and partly for establishing two new branches. One
of the new branches is located at Monticello, in
Wayne county, and the other inLouisville,

Of the branch in Louisville, Major D. S. Bene-
dict has been appointed President, and Col. Wm.
11. Davidson cashier. The directors appointed are
Major D. S. Benedict, Thos. H. Hunt. Win. S. Lith-
gow, Capt. W. C. Hite, and Isaac Caldwell.

Robert Barhydt, an old colored man commonly
known as "Old Peacock," was found dead at Kin-
derkook, N. Y., a few days since. He was born a
slave in the Barhydt family, who sold him to the
Van Aliens, from whom he was afterwards pur-
chased by John Schermerkorn, of Schodack Land-
ing. The war of 1812 broke out, and Rob, being of
an uneasy disposition and fond of change, ran away
from his last master, and made tracks for the city
of New York, where he arrived about the time the
sloop-of-war Hornet was about to sail on a eruise,
aboard of which he shipped as cook. He partici-
pated in the action fought by the Hornet with the
Peacock, which resulted in the capture of the latter
vessel, and upon the arrival of the Hornet in New
York after the victory, he was discharged. We
understand tli.it he had received a quarter section
of land from Government for his services.?

The bark Virginia is also ready to sail for Rio,
with a cargo of flour, probably for the sustennnce
of these men.

From FATAL. ?The bark Azor, Capt. Burke, ar-
rived at New Bedford on Sunday, from Faval, in
the remarkable short passage "of thirteen days.
This is believed to be the shortest passage ever
made by a sailing vessel to any northern port.
The Azor brings about 2000 bbls. of oil landed by
outward bound whalers this season. The corres-
pondent of the Mercury, writes that the latter part
of September had been exceedingly favorable to
the ripening of the harvest.

The Roman Catholic church at Roxbury, Mass.,
was burned to the ground on Monday afternoon.
Father Delahanty officiated in the church on Sun-
day. At the close of the service in the morning, he
gave notice that on next Sunday morning a collec-
tion would have to be taken up for repairing the
roof and that no one would be allowed to enter
without paying something.

Minnesota.?Minnesota has gone Republican by
a decided majority. The St. Paul Times of the 17th
says the Republicans will have from six to ten ma-
jorityin the House of Representatives. The l'ioneer
(Dom.) concedes the House to the Republicans, but
thinks the Democrats willhave the Senate.

There was a violent storm on Sunday last in and
around New York. A good deal of damage was
done along the Hudson. In New York the wharves
along North and East rivers were inundated, and
the cellars filled with water. The cellars of the
United States Bonded Warehouse were filled, and a
great deal of damage done. Brooklyn, Hobokcn
and Williamsburg suffered a good deal of loss.

The Rev. Caswell Drake, of North Carolina, has
sailed for Europe, to establish his claim as a de-
scendant and heir of Sir Francis Drake, the great
admiral and navigator. Air. Drake expects to suc-
ceed in making good his claim to the immense prop-
erty belonging to the Drake estate, which like the
"Jennings' estate," is in want of an heir.

The Oxford (Me.) Democrat says, we learn casu-
ally that the vein of plumbago, in Puzzle Mountain,
in Newry, has been worked through, and that the
supply which was supposed to be almost inexhaust-
able, proved to be very limited.

The Pork Citor.?The Giles County, (Virgin-
ia) South West says engagements for pork have
been made there at S7 per hundred lbs. Hogs are
scarce in that county, and the impression is that
prices will rule high.

The fall term of the Circuit Court for Queen
Anne's county commences ou Monday next, Novem-
ber Ist. A murder case removed from Caroline will
probably occupy the Court for several days but the
prospect is good for a short session.
