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There is something very touching in the account
?which has been giveu to the world, of the depar-

ture of the stricken King of Prussia from his

palace of Potsdam, after resigning the powers of

government into the hands of his brother, the

Prince of Prussia. We are told by an eye-witness,

that an immense crowd assembled at the Railway

Station, in Berlin, and greeted the retiring mon-

arch with enthusiastic shouts, and earnest wishes

for his return in good health; that all along the

line of railway, as the train passed, similar crowds

saluted the royal party with shouts of "Long live
the King," and that at Anhault, the expression

of sympathy for the suffering monarch was so

affectingly evinced, that the King "covered his

"face with his hands, and with fears rolling

"down his cheeks, exclaimed, addressing the
"Prince of Prussia ?'Do you hear those shouts,
"'WILLIAM? Auf baldiges ireiderschen ! Good
"'hve! Aurevoirt' There was not," says the
writer, "a dry eye at the station. It is impossible

"to describe the emotions of the Prince ofPrussia.

"The Qneen sobbed aloud, and every man pres-
ent wept." So fell the curtain upon the first

King of the House of Brandenburg, that ever

surrendered, during his lifetime, his royal prerog-
atives into the hands of another. There is a

touch of nature in the little episode we have just

recorded, which brings the actors into close rela-

tions with the general heart, and teaches us the
moral, that kings and commoners are alike sub-
ject to "the ills that flesh is heir to;" that all

stations have their cares, and that every man,
whatever may lie his position in life, must bear,

as best he may, the burthen that has been imposed

upon him. To Prussia, the transfer of sovereign

powers from a King afflicted like GEORGK 111.,

with periodical returns of lunacy, to a Prince Re-
gent in full possession of all his faculties, and
ambitious of elevating his country to the first
rank in the Germanic Confederation, cannot be
otherwise than a cause for unalloyed satisfaction.

FREDERICK WILLIAMIV. was not a bad monarch,
but liis notions were pedantic and visionary.

On several occasions, between 1840 and 1848, he
appeared inclined to sanction the introduction of
measures favorable to constitutional freedom, pop-
ular education, and religious tolerance, but not

without indications of wavering and irresolution.
His intentions were good, but he lacked the force
of character necessary to carry them into effect.
During the agitation that preceded the popular
outbreak of 1847, ft constitution was demanded,
and he yielded to the pressure. He had scarcely
given to it his sanction before he declared that he
would have no French paper interposed between
himself and his people. His wish was to occupy
towards them a parental relation, but lie would
not consent to govern by fixed rules, or to give
bond for his good behaviour, ne promised liberty
of the press, but becoming alarmed at the conse-

quences of the concession took refuge in tempo-
rizing expedients. Indignant at these evidences of
a vacillating and feeble policy, the people clam-
oured for the immediate introduction of more

liberal measures. Their demands were refused.
The next day barricades were thrown up in the
strccl3 of Berlin, and for the first time the students
and soldiers came into collision. Three days after-
wards another sanguinary engagement ensued, j
when the King, who had retired to Potsdam, is- i
sued a decree, sanctioning liberty of the press \u25a0
and calling together a new Ministry. Two days j
subsequently be granted a general amnesty, but as j
the spirit of disaffection had by this time become !
rife throughout the kingdom, it had either to be
subdued by the strong hand, orsoothed into quiet-
ude by yielding consent to the popular demands.
For three weeks the King hesitated, but on the ]
11 tli of April lie finallyratified, in solemn convoca-

tion, a free Constitution. Though thus made a

Liberal by compulsion, lie still remained ail Abso-
lutist in principle, and chafed continually under
the imaginary loss of personal influence he had
sustained by surrendering a portion of what lie es-

teemed to be bis hereditary prerogative. Surround-
ed by an Absolutist Camarilla, who constantly 1
seized every opportunity that was offered by his
varying moods to bring about a restoration of the j
old order of things?now swayed in favor of
Liberalism by his abstract love of right, and now
moved bv ins ministerial n avisors to make lnrriugc-
_

. , L,*c Constitutional liberty he had sosolemnly recogniseu, FREDERICK WILLIAM passed
the last ten years of his reign, occasionally elici-
ting an expression of attachment from bis people,
but more frequently laying himself open to indica-
tions of popular antipathy. His brother, the present
Regent of Prussia, is altogether a different
sort of a man. Sharp, stern, decisive, what-
ever line of policy he may hereafter adopt he
will carry out with unwavering firmness. During
Ihc Revolution of 1848 he resolutely refused his
sanction to the popular demands. lie would not
acknowledge the necessity for a Constitutional
government; but after he had reluctantly given
his assent to the new charter, he was disposed to

conform with scrupulous fidelity to its provisions.
Still, he was not trusted, and for fivet ears bore
more than his full share of the odium which at-
tached to the King and to his ministers for their re-
actionary tendencies. Since the Russian war the
nation has come to know him better. Itrecog-
nises in him now a ruler less learned, and, per-
haps, of a less amiable disposition than his bro-
ther, but fur more consistent and reliable. As the !
chief of a party which has long been in j
opposition to the Potsdam Camarilla , he
has been drawn nearer to the people, and they
now look forward to the inauguration of a domes-
tic policy which shall restore Prussia to the posi-
tion she is entitled to take in the Germanic Con-
federation, and of a foreign policy which shall free
itself from Russian influence, and be more in
accordance with the general interests of Conti-
nental Europe.

There is trouble brewing again, with regard to
Nicaragua. WALKER'S Circular, announcing his
intention to set sail from the port of Mobile for
San Juan del Norte, on the 10th of next month,
has elicited a formal notice from the British Gov-
ernment to our Government at Washington, of
their intention "to prevent any further fillibuster-
"ing enterprises from the UNITED STATES upon
'?Nicaragua, Costa Rica, or any of the Central

American States;" and, as an evidence of their
determination to carry their purpose into effect, a
strong squadron has been ordered to proceed to
Greytown and San Juan del Sur. If this
step has been taken at the solicitation of
Nicaragua and Costa Rico, and there is very little
doubt that such is the case, we do not well see
upon what ground our government can object to
it. It is possible, however, that the Administra-
tion has already come to an understanding with
Sir WILLIAM GORE OCSKLKY upon this subject, and
that no serious complications will arise. But there
is evidently a feeling of uneasiness on the subject,
which has been heightened by the intimations
which have been given recently in the French
Journals, that no exclusive policy will hereafter
bo permitted with regard to Central American
affairs. \\ hat course our government would pursue
if WALKJR should persist in making the nttempt to
re-enter Nicaragua, it is of course impossible to
say. It has, however, been rumored that the
President will issue the customary proclamation
warning all citizens of the UNITED STATES from
violating the neutrality laws, but we already
know that these paper protests produce no salu-
tary effect whatever. WALKER'S avowed design is
to proceed to Nicaragua with a body of.l agricul-
tural emigrants, and transparent as the fiction is,
it must be accepted as a fact, unless evidence can
be adduced to the contrary. Yet common jus-
tice to the feeble States of Central Ameri-
ca demands that these predatory forays
should be crushed out. But who is to un-
dertake to do it? That is the question. Clearly
it is the true policy of the UNITED STATES to inter-
pose its authority and not leave to England or to
I'ranee the performance of an office which is not
only disagreeable in itself, but which, from the
popular sensitiveness with respect to foreign inter-
ference in the affairs of this continent, may possi-
bly involve ns in difficulties. We shall be glad to
learn that the rumored reinforcement of our
squadron in the Gulf Stream has something to do
with this matter, though we fear that the odium
incurred by Commodore PAULDING in breaking up
WALKER'S previous expedition, will induce the Ad-
ministration to suffer others to do w hat had much
better be accomplished by ourselves.

THE CROPS OF 1858.

A great many persons are, and will be, disap-
pointed about this year's crops. For a long time,
the writers of newspapers represented the crops of
this season as good. But the month of August had
not arrived before all this was proved to be falla-
cious. The grass crop is probably the only one
which was really good, and that was not extraordi-
nary.

Fortunately, to prevent distress, there was a
large surplus of the old crops, anil it is this which
lias been going to market, and preventing the rapid
rise of prices. The effect of a falling off' in one
season is never felt tillthe following year. Itwill
pat be felt till next March, how great the falling off
in the wheat crop was. The deficiencies in oats and
corn will be felt this winter very much. It may not
be as hard a winter as it was two years since, but
the prices of food for cattle and horses must rule
high.

We estimate the loss of crops, in the North-
west, including lowa and Minnesota, to be as fol-
lows:
Average crop of Wheat for 185S, at 15

bushels per acre 04.000.000 bushels.
Actual productions, at 10 Bushels per

Now, if we are at all accurate in this, there is an
actual deficiency, in regard to what should be an
average crop in 1858. ol one hundred and thirty mil-
lions of bushels; which is abont 35 per cent, on an
ordinary crop. Of this, twenty millions of bushels
come from the flood of man, and one hundred and
ten from that an 'oials anil whiskey. The latter
article we car. very well do without; but not so
with the food of animals. In addition to this may-
be noticed a deficiency in potatoes, and an almost
total failure of fruit. " Both of these are of more
consequence than is generally considered.

1. '1 hat there is, or has been, a large surplus from
last year on hand.

2. That the crops of other States appear to be
nearlv or quite an average.

3. The crops of Europe appear to be good; and
hence, there will be no groat demand there.

Me grant that these will counterbalance theother, providing there is no falling off next year.?But, should the crops prove bad, there must be
scarce times in the West. As it is, the supply of
flour and corn in the markets of the West will be
moderate during the winter. But, in food for ani-
mals, there will obviously be a deficiency, and not-
withstanding the price of cattle is comparatively
low now, we look for a rise in cattle and all other
animals before spring.

The present aspect of autumnal weather leads
us to expect a return of regular seasons, and
without an extraordinary interposition of Provi-
dence, we shall expect full crops iu the next sea
son.

AUSTRIA AND THE CONTINENT.? The finances of
Austria are thus described in the letter of the Vien-
na correspondent of the Times, under date October
11th:

The approaching resumption of cash payments by
the Bank is considered a misfortune by the specula-
tors on 'Change, who foresee that they shall soon
be obliged to pay exceedingly high prices for any
pecuniary accommodation they may require. The
Ocsterreichische Zcitung, which is*supposed to be
the organ of the Finance Department, has repeated-
ly stated that the Hank is not likelyeither to raise
its rate of discount or to diminish its hill portfolio,
but the finance world is of opinion that the writer
for the paper in question is misinformed, and conse-
quently it refuses to be comforted. Many weeks

I ago it was observed in my correspondence "that the

Thestrange conduct of the Bank" in giving hut 102florins Austrian currency for 100 florins conven-tional currcnei- bonds tends to increase the preva-
lent malaise, but Baron Bruck, who is expected to
arrive here to-day, will hardly fail to put a stop to
a proceeding which is as injudicious as it is petty.?
The excuse made by the Bank directors and their
friends is, that the notes in Austrian currency are
but "merchandise" (teaaren) until the Ist of No-
vember, ana as such may he sold for the highest
price that can be obtained for them. The validity
of the excuse is not to he denied, hut the measure
of the Bank has led to a rumor that the State is in-
clined to act as it did in 1811 and 181G. That the re-
port is devoid of all foundation need hardly be
said. Groat complaints are made bv the South
German States that only 34 new kreutzcrs arc given
by the Austrian Bank for old zwanzigers, but in
my opinion the Minister of Finances is perfectly
justified in refusing to accept coins the majority of
which have been either bored, clipped, or "sweat-
ed," at their nominal value. When the members
of the currency Conference were here they were
given to understand that as soon as the convention
came in force the zwanzigers would be treated as
merchandise by the Austrian Bank. Itmay be ob-
served that almost all the zwanzigers and coins of 10
kreutzers which have circulated in Southern Germa-
ny,during the last 20 years were coined by and at the
expense of Austria. Zwanzigers to a large amount
continually arrive here from Southern Germany,
from the Danuhian Principalities, and from North-
ern Italy. The new currency is not to the taste
of the inhabitants of the Lombardo Venetian king-
dom.
