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The London Cotton Plant warmly advocates a

project, now on foot, for establishing a direct trade

with the South by means of the Galway line of

steamers. The plan, as proposed, contemplates

the establishment of a Daily Steam Ferry between
Galway in Ireland, and St. John's in New Bruns-

wick. with coasting Steamers continually plying
between the Southern ports and St. John's, to act

as feeders to what may be termed the main trunk

line. In this connection, the advantages present-

ed bv the Port of Baltimore have been thought-

fully if not judiciously, considered. "We have

"every reason to believe," says The Cotton Plant, I
"that one of the first efforts in this new direction, j
"will he lo connect the Chesapeake with St. John's, .

"Steamer* ?that is to say coasting steamers ? start-

"ing from Baltimore, ami touching at Norfolk, would

"unbrace inhrcsts sufficiently important, if cemoen- |
"trated upon one enterprise, to atone sustain a line of
"European steamers." We pause here, for a mo-

ment, to remark, that while we entirely coincide :
with The Cotton Plant in the opinion it expresses

of the ability of Baltimore and Norfolk combined,

to sustain a line of European steamers, and have

so stated, on more than one occasion, in the col-

umns of THE EXCHANGE, we cannot perceive the
advantage to be derived from carrying, by coast-

ing steamers, our exports to St. John's, and of
bringing thence our imports, when we are, as The
(\ tton Plant admits, abundantly able to sustain a

line of European steamers from our own wharves.
Certainly, ifwe, alone, can sustain a line from St.

John's, we can do it equally well at home, and all

the machinery of coasting steamers is therefore

worse than useless. Nor do we very clearly see

liow we should be any better circumstanced, by
exporting and importing via St. John's, than by

continuing to do the same tiling byway of New

York. If the choice lay between the two ports,

we should unquestionably give the preference to

New York; not only because it is an American
port, but, also, for the equally cogent reason that

it is within easy reach by sail, and that the dan-
gers attendant upon a long coasting voyage would

be avoided. When, therefore, The Cotton Plant
urges upon the people of Baltimore and Virginia,
who are in favor of direct trade with the South,
to throw the weight of their influence "into co-

"operation with the Galway and St. John's entcr-

"prisc," we must beg leave lo say, that, however
well intentioned the advice may be, it is, never-

theless, practically mischievous, and ought not to

be followed. We perfectly agree with The Cotton
Plant, when it states, that "Baltimore possesses
"unrivalled advantages, as a port of direct impor-

tation, or entry, for European goods," and we

believe, also, that if a proper degree of energy
was displayed, by our merchants and capitalists,

she might "supplant New York as the importer
of the Southern States;" but this can never be
done by countenancing the plan proposed for this
purpose by the owners of the Galway steamships.
All that we should accomplish in such a case,

would be merely a diversion of our present indi-
rect trade with Europe from New York to St.
John's. So far as direct communication with Eu-

rope is concerned, we should thus be more remote

from atlaining our object than ever, and we as-

suredly have no desire to build up the port of St.
John's at the expense of that of New York,
though we are certainly anxious that "the expor-
"tations and importations of the Tobacco and
"Cotton States, should seek a point of concentra-

"tion on the Chesapeake." In whatever aspect
we may view this Galway project, it is perfectly
evident that it is by no means adapted to carry
out the system of direct trade which is now being
warmly advocated at the South, and, although
it appears to be taken for granted, that we will
eagerly accord to it the support demanded, it is
manifest that we cannot give any encouragement

to an enterprise which, if not w holly visionary'
and impracticable, would, at least, render us quite
as tributary to the port of St. John's, as we now
are to the port of New York. If we are to form
"a direct trade alliance with the Cotton States,"
it must be on a very different basis from that
which The Cotton Plant urges us to accept.?
If the Galway Company really desire to
offer to the South the advantages of direct com-

munication with Europe, they have only to make
the Chesapeake one of the termini of their line of
ocean steamers, and the object would at once be
accomplished. To admit that Baltimore and Nor-
folk, by co-operating together, can furnish coasting
steamers with sufficient freight to sustain a line of
ocean steamers sailing from St. Johns, is to admit
that they could sustain a line of ocean steamers
sailing from the Chesapeake, and if their ability to
do this can be practically demonstrated?as we
firmly believe it can ?it necessarily follows that
the Chesapeake, and not St. Johns, is the natura]

and appropriate terminus. When, therefore, The
Cotton Plant refers to the fact that the Virginia
railways will concentrate at Norfolk the trade and
travel, not only of that Slate, but of some por-
tions of North Carolina, and Tennessee, and Ken-
tacky; while the products of the West and north-

?-"west already reach this city over the Baltimore and
Ohio, and the Northern Central Railways, and at-
tempts to argue from thence that it is our interest
to become tributary to St. Johns, or, as it more
delicately phrases it, "to co-operate with the Gal-
"way and St. John's enterprise;" we feel on the
contrary, that our interest admonishes us to turn

our attention to an ocean steam line of our own!
or, if not of our own, to a line sailing direct from
Baltimore to Europe, touching at Norfolk going
and returning. The scheme proposed is not to be
commended. It seems, however, that it is not
only seriously entertained, but that certain parties
in favor of itare sanguine of inducing harmony of
action, with regard to it, between Baltimore and
the Virginia cities, and that the matter will be in-
troduced to the attention of our merchants at an
early day. We can only repeat what we have
already said, and what must be obvious enough to
our readers. The Galway plan contemplates noth-
ing more than the transfer of our present indirect
trade from the port of New York, to a port much
more remote and inaccessible. To call it a project
for direct trade between the South and Europe is
an absurdity, and we are surprised that The Cotton
Plant should have undertaken to advocate so warm"
Jy a movement, which, if carried out, would only
tend to fasten upon us still more strongly those
very shackles from which we are striving to free
ourselves.

A PROCLAMATION.
Where*? information has reached me from ?our-

ces which 1 cannot disregard that certains persons,
in violation of the neutrality laws of the United
States are making a third attempt to set on foot a
military expedition within their territory against
Nicaragua, a foreign State, with which they are at
peace. In order to raise money for equipping and
maintaining this expedition, persons connected
therewith, as 1 have reason to believe, have issued
and sold bonds and other contracts pledging the
public lands of Nicaragua and the transit route
through its territory as a security for their re-
demption and fultilment.

The hostile design of this expedition is rendered
manifest by the fact that these bonds and contracts
can be of no possible value to their holders, unless
the present government of Nicaragua shall be over-
thrown by force. Resides, the envoy extraordi-
nary and minister plenipotentiary of that govern-
ment in the United States has issued a notice, in
pursuance of his instructions, dated on the 27th
instant, forbidding the citizens or subjects of anv
nation, except passengers intending to proceed
through Nicaragua over the Transit route from
ocean to ocean, to enter its territory without a
regular passport, signed by the proper" minister or
consul-general of the republic resident in the coun-
try from whence they shall have departed. Such
persons, with this exception, "will be stopped ami
compelled to return by the same conveyance that
took thein to the country."

From these circumstances, the inference is irre-
sitible that persons engaged in this expedition willleave the United States with hostile purposesagainst Nicaragua. They cannot, under the guise
which they have assumed, that they are peaceful
emigrants, conceal their real intentions, and espe-
cially when they know, in advance, that their land-
ing will be resisted, and can onlv be accomplished
by an overpowering force. This expedient was
successfully resorted to previous to the last expedi-
tion, and the vessel in which those composing it
were conveyed to Nicaragua, obtained a clearance
from the collector of the port of Mobile. Although,
after a careful examination, no arms or munitions
of war were discovered on board, yet, when they
arrived in Nicaragua, they were found to bo armed
and equipped and immediately commenced hos-
tilities.

The leaders of former illegal expeditions of the
same character have openly expressed their inten-
tion to renew hostilities against Nicaragua. One
of them, who has already been twice expelled fromNicaragua, has invited, through the public newspa-
pers, American citizens to emigrate to that repub-
lic, and lias designated Mobile as the place of ren-
dezvous and departure, and San Juan del Norte as
the port to which they are bound. This person,
who has renounced his allegiance to the United
States, and claims to be President of Nicaragua,
has given notice to the collector of the port ofltlo-
bile that two or three hundred of these emigrants
will be prepared to embark from that port"about
the middle of .November.

For these and other good reasons, and for the
purpose of saving American citizens who may have
been honestly deluded into the belief that they arc
about to proceed to Nicaragua as peaceful'emi-
grants, if any such there be, from the disastrous
consequences to which they will be exposed, I,
James Buchanan, President of the United States,
have thought it lit to issue this my proclamation
enjoining upon all officers of the government, civil
and military, in their respective spheres, to be vigi-
lant, active and faithful in suppressing these il-legal enterprises, aud in carrying out their standing
instructions to that effect; exhorting all good citf-
zens, by their respect, for the laws and their regard
for the peace and welfare of the country, to aid the
efforts of the public authorities in the discharge of
their duties.

In testimony whereof, I have hereunto set my
hand and caused the seal of the United States to be
atlixed to these presents.

Done at the city of Washington, the thirtieth day
[L. S.] ot October, one thousand eight hundred and

fifty-eight, and of the independence of the
United States the eighty-third.

THE GALWAY AND ST. JOHN'S DAILY
STEAM FERRY?NEW YORK PROVINCIAL-
IZED.

T From the London Cotlon Plant.}
The great manufacturing district of Manchester

is as last moving for a direct trade with the people
who grow cotton and consume English goods. The
Galway lino of steamers, originated in -Manchester,
maybe considered as firmly established, and the
Southern people have only to build upon this mag-
nificent foundation to secure that commercial inde-
pendence for which they have so long sighed. The
iriends oi direct trade in Europe have already
pledged the hearty co-operation of the South. The
time has consequently arrived for action?vigorous,
combined, determined action?in which local rival-
ries must be forgotton, and the public good alone
kept steadily in view.

Ifour readers will refer to the map, and follow
us while we trace the main features of Hie Galway
enterprise, they will be enabled at a glance to un-
derstand the amazing revolution in trade to be ef-
fected by it. St. John's in Newfoundland, it will
be observed, is the nearest American seaport to iEurope. It possesses aline harbor and an abun- j
dant supply of coal. With fleet ships to run can be
made from"land to land in five days, it is proposed
to have daily departures from St. John's to Gal-
way. In other words, Mr. Dudley Mann's scheme
of an Atlantic Steam Ferry would be practicable
realized. This daily communication by a Steam
Ferry between Newfoundland and Ireland would
be the "freight"and "travel" representative of the ;
Atlantic Telegraph. The claims of this line for 1
carrying the mails would be so transcendent that
the Governments at London and Washington could
not resist thorn. The travel would follow the mails,
and by making proper arrangements, so as to give
the tourist a through ticket, with a reasonable al-
lowance of time to enable hitn to pause on the wav
for pleasure or business, the New York and Liv-
erpool route would be completely set aside. The
traveller from New Orleans, for instance, could,
if business required it, pass through New York or
Boston, transact his business, and then proceed
on to St. John's in Newfoundland, take the
Steam Ferry, and in five days be safely landed in
Ireland. From Galway he could go direct to Lon-
don or Manchester, or the Continent, via Liverpool.
Returning from the Continent, lie could take the.
same route, saving time, money, risk, and discom-
fort. To the European tourist visiting America
this line would offer attractions almost irresistible.The very short sea voyage, especially on a track
navigated daily by superb steamers, would tempt to
the New World thousands who now are only do-

i taincd by the present long, tedious, and dangerous
| route from Liverpool to New York. The European
I tourist, could, for instance, proceed from St. John's,
( byway of the St. Lawrence river, to the great
lakes, visiting the Falls of Niagara in the route,
and thus penetrate into the very heart of the North
American continent.

It is not simply in its influence upon travel that
this ocean fcrrv is entitled to consideration.?
But it is chiefly through its influence upon the
ing and take trade of America that it willarrest at-
tention. Some time since we published an account
of the actual sailing of a ship from Chicago direct
to Liverpool! That enterprise will of course be
modified, and instead of the sailing ship, steamers
will be placed between Chicago and St. John's.
The produce of the lake basin, which concentrates
at Chicago, will thus seek by a swift, direct and eco-
nomical communication the European market.?
Leaving the lake district, and directing our at-
tention to the coasting trade of the United States,
we sec at a glance that St. John's is destined
to be the point of concentration for a coast
steam marine, embracing fairly and on equal
equal terms the exporting and importing cities of
the great lakes and the Atlantic seaboard. We
have every reason to believe that one of the lirst ef-
forts in this new direction will be to connect Chesa-
peake with St. John's. Steamers starting from
Baltimore and touching at Norfolk would embrace
interests sufficiently important. If concentrated
upon one enterprise", to alone sustain a line of Eu-
ropean steamers. The railway system of Virginia,
extending as it does south and west, would pour in
at Norfolk the trade and travel of that State, a por-
tion of North Carolina. Tennessee, and Kentucky.
From Baltimore would be reached, through the
magniticent Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, the Cum-
berland valley, the Ohio river at Wheeling and
Parkcrsburg, aud a large share of the Western
trade.

The Susquehanna railroad, reaching into South-
ern Pennsylvania, would also be tributary to a line
of steamers between the Chesapeake and St. John's.
We have been favored by a friend with the project
to induce harmony of action between Baltimore and
the Virginiacities. The friends of this movement
in Baltimore and Virginia cannot do better than to

throw their influence into co-operation with tiie
Galway and St. John's enterprise. With such a
connection Baltimore would possess unrivalled ad-
vantages as a port of direct importation or entry
for European good 3.

We believe we arc not premature in stating that
this matter will soon be brought forward in Vir-
ginia and Maryland. We will therefore take
another occasion to dwell at length and in detail
upon the geographical position of Baltimore, its
population, resources and natural advantages. We
believe that it is destined to supplant New York as
the importer for the Southern States of America.
And this reflection brings forward naturally the
question what will be the effect upon New Yolk of
the success of this Daily Steam Ferry between Gal-
way and St. John's ? The answer is plain. Now
York will be placed practically as the seat of
earliest intelligence more than one thousand miles
further from the Old World. To that extent she
will be isolated and absolutely provincialized. The
cxportations and importations of the tobacco and
cotton States will pass by her doors and seek a
point of concentration inthe Chesapeake.

It has been fashionable for certain prints in New
York to deride the efforts and aims of this direct
trade party. The direct trade alliance between
Manchester and the cotton States through the Gal-
way and St. John's line of steamers will not prove
so amusing to Liverpool and New York. It will
teach those who have so long grown rich upon our
property that the cotton power is capable of con-
centration, and that in this age of commercial asso-
ciations such an interest must of necessity break
away from the artificial bonds which have so long
bound it hand and foot to an unnecessary interme-
diate agent. The tendency of the age is to "direct"
and "free" trade, and it is therefore not to be won-
dered at that the aspirations and wishes of the South
have found such sympathy and ready assistance in
Europe.

THE ALLEGED RAILROAD FRAUDS IN RUSSIA.
To the Editors of the Sun :

The magnitude of the fraud* attributed by the St. Pe-
tersburg correspondent ofa London paper to the Ameri-
can company with which I am connected, and the cir- ;
cumstantialitv with which the statement is maje. make
it obligatory upon me not only to deny its truth, but to !
adduce the facts and reasons which tend to show how in-
credible, unworthy ofbcliif, and even preposterous the
whole story is.

In the lirst place, it is to be observed, as I have already
stated, that the Sr. Petersburg and Moscow Railroad was

j located, surveyed and all the necessary preliminaries gone
through with before any American engineer had been em-
ployed, and before any of the members of the American
company alluded to bad been in Russia, or had any con-
nection whatever with the work. The road was con- '
structed by Russian (not American) contractors, except
the laying of some fifteen miles of rails, aud was super-
vised tliroughoutby Russian engineers. Major Whistler
acting as consulting engineer only, furnishing to the Rus-
sian engineers the aid of his vast experience and rare tal-
ent in the construction of the road.

None of the persons composing the American company i
had any interest inor connection with the building of the

;road: but, 011 the contrary, those persons, together with
1 another, constituting another firm, were then executing a

First, that there is no reason to belivc that any sucli
error as the correspondent of the London paper asserts to
have been discovered existed; or, in the nature of things,
can exist.

Secondly, that the American company is free from all
kind oi accountability for or complicity in such an error
if it does exist.

It is unite probable that the observations of Professor
I Strove, the astronomer, have established the fact that the

true distance between St. Petersburg and Moscow by a
straight line is less than that by the line of the railway.
It would be strange. Indeed, if it were otherwise. But it
is difficult to conceive how the length of a circuitous rail
way ttvecn tu-o fiiMantpoints can be established by
"calculations'* made by an astronomer "relative to the
true geographical positions" of those two places. It is
nowhere stated in the letter front St. Petersburg that the
observations of the astronomer have suggested and led to
the re-measurement of the railway track ?the only proper
mode ofascertaining its length?and we may fairly con
elude that ifsucli a measurement had been made, and
disclosed so startling a discrepancy as sixty miles, it
would have been too important a fact insupport of the Eng-
lish letter writer's purpose to have been omitted; and it
may therefore be assumed, with entire plausibility and
fairness, that this story rests upon no butter foundation
than that an astronomer has discovered that it is not so
far from St. Petersburg to Moscow by an airline as by the
route of a railroad necessarily prolonged by the character
of the country through which it passes. I dismiss the
subject with an emphatic expression of my belief that this
startling revelation is the result of the deliberate malice,
or the scarcely less culpable ignorance of the St. Peters-
burg correspondent ofthe London News. which, like many
othei English journals, Is ever ready t give currency to
any matter reflecting upon the good faith and honor of an
American.
