necessary that xve should examine. Mr. Crsmxo
himself assures us that Mexico "is a

"plague spot of social xvar all over; is
"fast losing all the attributes of a civilized
"Stale, and relaxing into aboriginal barbarism.
"Those of the Departments nearest the UNITED
"STATES are already half depopulated bv the

The truthfulness of this sketch xve are not

and an indifference on the part of respectable and
intelligent men to one of the most important
obligations of citizenship, which is itself
a greater evil. In the particular cases to xvhich
xve have referred, and, xve bcliex-c, in other
cases, every necessary pains appear to have been
taken by the SHERIFF to procure the attendance as

jurors of the liest men in the city. Equal care and
caution seem to have been manifested by that offi-

cer, both in the selection of the regular panel, ami

in the choice of talesmen. In the performance of

this, as, in fact, of every other duty of his office,
the present SHERIFF lias set an example of official
zeal and fidelity, xvhich some other legal function-
aries might find it both to their oxvn advantage,

"competent to hold nnd till," and that as expan-
sion is "a providential law of national life," they
are under the necessity of fulfilling"the condition
"of their existence" by spreading themselves
over any portion of the earth's surface that
they desire to occupy? It is useless to
envelope so plain a meaning in a maze of words.
Andyet, strange to say, while Mr. Ci'smxo covert-
lyadvocates an immediate intervention in Mexico,
which can have no other result than to lead, first,
to an armed, and, finally, to a permanent occupa-
tion of that country, lie eulogises the "beneficent
policy and noble forbearance" of the POLIC Ad-
ministration, as evinced by rejecting the tempta-
tion to annex Mexico, after she had been conquered
biL VI, T.rrnc.Ti*,- ~ i, i/KTu mil i)e less ilollie now.
Then, Mexico might have been annexed by right
of conquest; now, we must resort to the plea of
"the law of national life," and how shallow that
plea is, must be known to eA-cry one who reflects
upon the vast extent of vacant territory that yet
remains open to settlement within the present
limits of the UNITED STATES. Whether we should
be justified in over-spreading a neighboring terri-
tory, when our own soil becomes too densely
populated, may he left for future casuists to de-
termine; but, certainly, we are not so pressed for
room at the present time, that an extension of
our boundaries becomes an imperative necessity?-
a "condition of our existence." But it is not the
acquisition of Mexico, only, to which Mr. CUSHINC,
looks forward.* He is disposed to believe, that
Cuba, also, lies in the path of "Manifest Des-
tiny."

"Insatiate archer, would not one suffice?"

He asks, whether the doctrine avowed in the Os-
tend Manifesto was really deserving of being
denounced as a political heresy, and endeavors to
show that Y\ ASHINGTON expressed "the same idea,
"in one of his letters to LEE, anticipating, twenty
"years beforehand, the acquisition of Louisiana;"
yet his own quotation from the letter referred to,
will not bear out any such interpretation. WASH-
INGTON wrote to LEE with reference to the free
navigation of the Mississippi, a question upon
which the public mind was at that time profound-
lyagitated, in view of the treaty of peace then
pending between Great Britain and the United
Colonies. "Whenever the new States," said he,

'become so populous, and so extended to the
"Westward, as really to need it, there will be
"no power which can deprive them of the
"tise of the Mimmppi." We can find nothing
here that bears the remotest allusion to the acqui-
sition ofLouisiana. It is not to lie discovered on
the surface?Mr. Crsinso admits?but "I pray you
"to penetrate into the inner thought." There is
no "inner thought." WASHINGTON was a plain
spoken man?what he meant he said, and in lan-
guage too clear to be mistaken. He had not the
remotest idea of the conquest of Louisiana. The
country had just concluded an exhausting war. It
wa3 bankrupt of money. There was a mutinous
disposition almost everywhere among the disbanded
soldiery, clamorous for their pay. The treaty of
peace, which Avas to formally acknowledge the
independence of the Colonies, was at that time
under negociation, in which provision was to be
made?and was made?for the free navigation of
the Mississippi. The settlers in Kentucky and
Tennessee were few in numbers, nmi were too
incursions to indulge in dreams of Southern con-
quest. The first permanent occupation in Ohio
did not take place until five years later, and be-
tween the Cumberland river and the Spanish set-
tlements, at the mouth of the Mississippi, were
seven hundred miles of unbroken wilderness. It
is clear, therefore, that the idea of territorial ag-
grandisement Avas not in WASHINGTON'S "inner
thought" at. the time lie wrote the letter to LEE
which Mr. CUSHING has quoted in support of the
Ostend Manifesto. Nay; ten years later, when
Kentucky and Tennessee had become comparative-
lypopulous, and the course pursued by the Span-
ish authorities of Louisiana, with regard to the
navigation of the Mississippi, suggested the
organization of an expedition against New Or-
leans, WASHINGTON promptly despatched a messen-
ger to Kentucky for the express purpose of sup-
pressing the enterprise. In the same spirit, ten
years later still, when a resolution was offered in
the Senate of the UNITED STATES, empowering the
PRESIDENT to call out thirty thousand volunteers
to take possession of Louisiana, DE WITT CLINTON
opposed it, on the ground that "itwas our interest
"and our duty, to culliA-ate peace with sincerity
"and good faith. As a young nation," said he
"pursuing industry, and adventuring commerce
"in every sea, it is important, that Ave should not
"only haA-e a pacific character, but that wc should
"really deserve it. The security of all the Euro-
"pean possessions in onr vicinity, must eternally de-
"pend, not upon their strength, but upon our mod-
eration and justice." Such Avas a portion of his
noble protest against the aggressive spirit of the
resolution then before the Senate. His closing ap-
peal is eA-en nobler still, and is quite as deserving
of consideration at the present day, as it Avas at

the time it ivas uttered. "Will the people of this
"country," said he, "be seduced by all the color-
"ing of rhetoric, and all the arts of sophistry?by
"vehement appeals to their pride, and artful ad-
dresses to their cupidity?
