For some time past?indeed, ever since the 13th j
ofOctober, when three-fourths of the citizens of j
Baltimore were forcibly driven away from the

polls, or voluntarily abstained from the exercise j
of the r'mht of suffrage, front fear of violence, or ;
from unwillingness to countenance by their pre- j
sencc. and sanction by their votes, the monstrou s j
frauds that were perpetrated on that day, the city

has been agitated by rumors of a Vigilance Com.

niiHee. said to be in process of organization in our

midst, and in which numbers of respectable citi-
zen", it was whispered, had already enrolled them-

selves. It has been, in fact, the common talk upon

the streets, and has been alluded to by the public
press. Nor is it at all surprising that such should

have been the case. It was not to be expected

that from fifteen to twenty thousand men, enti-

tled to the privileges of citizenship and the rights

of freemen, would tamely and quietly submit to

the deprivation of both. They had been in-
sulted. beaten, kicked, cuffed, and disfranchised.
The ballot-boxes had been stuffed, until
the grossness of the fraud which filled

them, had made even partisanship cry
shame! A municipal government forced

into power by such means, and without the
pretence of legitimate title to authority, had never-

theless taken possession of the public offices, and
had assumed the right to tax and rule a communi-
ty whose most sacred privileges it had thus trod-
den down. The judges of election, under whose
eves such shameless outrages had been perpetrated,
hud gone scot-free. The police who had stood by

inactive, or worse, while the citizens who pay
them were thus brought to humiliation, still wore

the uniform of their office and enjoyed the favor
and confidence of the official Chief, to who.\,

triumph their dereliction of duty had mainly con-

tributed. Of the hundreds of outlaws, who, in
their presence, and with their connivance, had vio"
lated the holiest sanctuary of citizenship, scarce

a man was arrested, and none were brought to

justice. Nay, more, they were publicly congratula-
ted on their victory, by tbeir candidate, and told
that it was all well done. What wouder would it
have been, if, in sneli a state of tilings, the evil
counsels of despair had been listened to, and free
men had striven to break by violence the bonds
which the law arid its officers were too weak or

too had to unloose. We should have deprecated?-
earnesllv deprecated?such a course. We should
have opposed and resisted it in every way, and at

even - sacrifice, but we would not have been sur-

prised at it. There is a point, beyond which en-

durance is almost an impossibility?let rebellion be
ever so much a crime. We rejoice, therefore, that
public rumor in this, as in many tilings, has inven-
ted ils own bugbears, and that the responsibility

of outraging the laws, even for self-protection, is
not to be laid to the charge of those good citizens,
who. if they have sinned hitherto, have sinned
only by too much patience.

The CITY REFORM ASSOCIATION, whose address
we publish in another column, is probably the :
body to whose doings and organization so many i
absurd and exaggerated purposes have been at- j
tribnted?and those of our citizens whose minds i
have been so busily sought to be prejudiced, by I
false rumors, against it, will no doubt be gratified j
to find how simple, praiseworthy and direct are its j
objects, and how customary, legitimate and fair are

the means by which it is proposed to attain them. |
Among the names of its members are those of many !
of our best citizens, of all classes and avocations, '
and of all varieties of political opinion. Their j
recital of tiie grievances which have created the !
necessity for such an organization, though open j
and plain-spoken as becomes the citizens of a free j
country, when commenting upon public affairs, is j
nevertheless temperate and decorous, and within .
the strictest limits of moderation. That it may j
offend those whom it arraigns, is rendered cer- ,
tain by its undeniable truth, but that it is what :
ought to he said, and that it counsels what ought j
to be done, and that it will command the respect i
and enlist the sympathy nnd support of the
great mass of good men in this community,
wc do not, for a moment, doubt. We believe that
the call of the Association will be responded to, by

the people, in the same good faith in which it is

made. For ourselves, we shall not hesitate to give
to the movement our humble but earnest support.

In spite of the degradation which ha 3 been brought
upon the ballot-box among us, we have the abiding

faith that if it can be restored to its purity, and
the way to it can be opened anew, it will be the
all-sufficient remedy for the evils which burden us.

To this honorable and iiatrio*1 *?""' 1
to tlie exclusion of party polities and their corrup-
tions, from our municipal affairs and the seats of
public justice, the CITY REFORM ASSOCIATION lias
chiefly dedicated itself. It is a cause to which no

good citizen can conscientiously deny his support.

No reasonable person would have thought that
there could, possibly, arise any serious diffi-
ultybetween the UNITED STATES and Nicaragua;

or between the UNITED STATES and England and
France, on account of Nicaragnan affairs, afier
the semi-official announcement which was made
in the Washington Union, a few days ago, with
regard to the Central American policy of the Ad-
ministration. We are distinctly assured by that
journal, that "the policy of the UNITED STATES is
"not to acquire Central America, or any part of
"it, but to open the Isthmus routes, and to i
"have them free to all the world." The South- |
American Republics, says The Union, are free to :
make any contracts they may think proper, with |
the subjects of foreign powers, so long as those i
covenants do not interfere with contracts previous- !
ly made with American citizens, whose just rights I
ihe PRESIDENT will always maintain and enforce.
There is, certainly, nothing in this clearly ex-
pressed and well-timed exposition, at which any
European government could take umbrage. On
the contrary, it concedes to others the same priv-
ileges we claim for ourselves; asks no favors, in-
sists upon no preferences, and throws open the
Isthmus routes to the eominerce of tiie world.
All sympathy with WALKER is indignantly dis- j
avowed?his fillibustering expeditions being de- |
scribed as "a miserable counterfeit of American j
"enterprise and patriotism." Yet, we arc told, by ;
the letter-writers from Washington, that the i
presence of a French and English fleet in Nica- !
ragiinii waters, is significant of a determination
on the part of the allied powers to interpose in

Central American affairs, and that the con-
tract entered into by M. BELLY, for the con-
struction of an inter-oceanic canal across the
the Isthmus, lias been made the basis of a demand
upon the t SITED STATES to carry out in good faith
the terms of the CLAYTON BCLWER treaty, by assist-
ing in maintaining the perfect neutrality of the
route, fine New York Herald affects to believe

,
that England and France are about to assume the
duties of a quusi-protoctorate over Hie Central
American States, and that the UNITED STATES will
henceforth be enlied upon "to play a secondary
"part in shaping the destinies of the contiguous
Republics. We are also gravely tohl that Sir
XX ILLIAHGORE OUSELEY was sent to Washington
"as a spy upon our policy"; that he kept the "Ad-
ministration in ignorance of the measures about
to be taken by the allied powers, and left "to
"Lord NAPIER the difficult task of explaining why
"it has been deemed necessary on the part of his
"government to notify us of their views, and send
"at the same moment a fleet to enforce their eora-
"pliance.' Senor JEREZ ia likewise charged with
procrastinating his negotiations upon the subject
of the CASS-X nniSARi treaty, for the purpose of
masking this alleged European movement in be-
half of Central America. Here then, ifwe are dis-
posed for a quarrel, we have one ready made to
our hand. Itmatters not that The Union distinctly
enunciates the principles upon which our Central

, American policy is based, nor is it, we presume, of
the slightest consequence, that those principles
meet with the concurrence of the European Pow-
ers. WC are that our national honor is in
danger, that "the law of national life" is to be
violated, and that nothing remains for us but to

send a fleet after the allied fleet to protect
rights which have not been contested, and to

assert exclusive claims which we have expressly
disavowed. After tho proclamation recently
issued by the PRESIDENT, warning all American
citizens not to violate the neutrality laws, it surely
cannot he expected of the government to stultify

itself bv interposing in behalf of WALKER and his
confederates, in the event of their finding them-

selves once more in trouble. If then, the statement
be true?which we doubt?that England and France

hnve consented to respond to the jointappeal of Costa

Rica and Nicaragua forprotection against fillihuster-

rism, and have issued specific orders to Admiral KEL-
LETT "to capture and detain all private armed parties
"proceeding against any of the Central American
"States, "and that our government has been formally

notified of the fact, we cannot possibly understand
upon what grounds it would be authorized to object

to a proceeding so entirely in unison with its own

policy. It is evident that there is no intention on

the part of the Allies to prevent WALKER from
lAading his "agriculturalists" at San Juan del
Norte, or anywhere else, provided they are dis-
embarked at agrieuUHralittt, and with no other

arms than hre usually carried by that class of emi-
grants; but if it isj discovered that tlicy bring with
them a full supply of arms and munitions of war, ,
they will doubtless be seized and either sent back
to the UNITED STATES, or turned over to the officer
in command of the American squadron on that
station. Such, we take it, will he the course
pursued in this matter, and when it is charged
upon Fngland that her design is "to secure a per-
"manent lodgment upon the Isthmus, to the
"prejudice of American interests," it would be
well to remember that her statesmen have frequent-
ly and emphatically disclaimed any such purpose,
and that nothing has transpired since, which should
lead us to question the honesty of the disavowal.
It is undoubtedly a cause for reproach to us, that

j Costa Rica and Nicaragua should have found it
necessary to appeal for protection, against preda-
tory bands from the UNITED STATES, to any other
government than that of the UNITED STATES; but
the fault lie 3 with us, and not with the feeble
Republics who have felt themselves aggrieved. It
is not even yet past remedy. We have simply to
undertake to exercise the same police jurisdiction
in the waters of Central America, that we have
recently assumed in the waters of the Gulf Stream;

j to adhere rigidly to the line of policy announced
in the Washington Union, and to conform our-
selves, nnd to compel others to conform likewise,
to the engagements we have entered into in the

i CLAVTON-BCLWER treaty, so long as its provisions
' are recognized as binding upon both parties to

that instrument.

To the Editors of the Daily Exchange:

ness a law securing the politicalrights of the people
trampled in the dust by a mob, with the authorities
as tame spectators of the scene, and yet none pro-

testing against it but the victims themselves. Per-
sons elevated to offices on that day, and who'stillhold
them and derive pecuniary comfort therefrom, might
perhaps, during the observance of a general fast, be

brought to see their conduct in its true light, and
by ceasing to enjoy what was improperly obtained,
become testimonials of great good, and be saved as

brands from the burning. There is great need for
humiliation. Within eighty years from the time

when civil and religions liberty was supposed to be

confirmed to the descendants of those who shed
their blood in that behalf, we have brought their
labors to naught. One branch of Christians, and one

? division of citizens, need to have no day appointed to

I remind them that their rights are disregarded. Is
it not possible that a day of reflection and fasting

may clear the mists from the minds of their breth-

ren, who do not, as yet, appreciate where the
responsibility lies? Can the blessing of Heaven
rest on a community that permits the legacy of free-

dom, bequeathed by a pious ancestry, so soon to be
destroyed? Let us hope for a refreshing and awa-

kened zeal in the cause of justice to all men. Let

ns observe that day in an humble and contrite

spirit. Let the 13tli of October, on its recurrence,
I be reviewed under like chastening influences, and
! ere long the Christian spirit of regard for one's
i neighbor above one's self, may inspire with equal
! abhorrence of the recent wrongs, those who have

; felt their oppression, and those who have not.

ADDRESS.

A number of the citizens of Baltimore, believing
that a state of things exists in this community un-
der which its members can no longer rest in safety
or without disgrace, have united themselves to-
gether under the name of the CITY REFORM Asso-

! CIATION,for the purpose of vindicating and preserv-
ing their political, personal and civil rights. The
evils and abuses which.in their judgment,render such
an organization indispensable at this time, are so pat-
ent, and involve so deeply and notoriously the good
name of the city and the material interests of every
man within its borders, as to supersede the neces-
sity for any elaborate exposition of them here. It
is sufficient to say?what cannot, they believe, be
denied, with any decent respect for the truth?that
there is no reasonable and sufficient security in Bal-
timore for person, property or franchise, under the
existing administration of the laws. A system of
recognized violence and despotic ruffianism lias
grown to maturity and power, as a very element
of government, under tho inefficiency of a police
force, as ample as it is costly, but which, in spite of
individual and meritorious exceptions, is defective
alike in morale, material and administration. Or-
ganized bands of conspirators and outlaws have
usurped open mastery over important departments
of industry; controlling the owners of property in
the exercise of their rights over it, as well as in the
employment of labor in connection with it, and
driving humble and peaceful men from the lawful
field of their honest livelihood and toil. Outrages,
by day and night, upon unoffending citizens; rob
beries on the public highways; savage assaults
upon voters while vainly attempting to exercise the
right of suffrage; murders of ' men, at their
own hearths and in the streets?hare become
the burden of the press, until even the grossest
enormities have almost ceased to startle a com-
munity, to which scarce anything would he a
novelty but peace and good' government. The
comparative infrequency of arrests; the facility
with which tiie most notorious offenders find re
lease upon insufficient security ; tho tardiness of
trial, the uncertainty of conviction nnd the inade-
quacy of punishment, even when tiie crime is most
heinous and glaring?all tend, if left alone, to the
perpetuation of a misrule which is utterly subver-
sive offhe objects of civilized society. If, to such
an array, be added the crowning outrage and
shame of the last election day?when the purity of
the ballot-box was made a public mockery, and "the
secrecy of the ballot itself, a farce; when access to
the polls was rendered impossible, except at the
armed and absolute pleasure of the most abandoned
w retches among ns; when the most sacred ami fun-
damental prerogative of citizenship was trodden
down, with perfect impunity, in the presence of tho
constituted authorities, ami the great mass of this
whole community was disfranchised by force and
ostentations fraud, before the eves and without theintervention of the officers of the law?there surely
can be no need of dwelling further upon the causes
which have induced the members of this Association
to leavethe quiet of their homes and business forthe purposes ot their present organization. They
have felt such a step to be demanded not less by
their own tights and interests than by the reputa-
tion of tho city, which such atrocities, unrebuked
have so sadly stained.

The members of this Association believe that the
evils under which they and their fellow-citizens are
suffering, are susceptible of easy cure, within the
scope ot the existing laws, with good faith and
reasonable efficiency on the part of those who are
charged with their" administration. But they see
enough, in the experience of the past, to satisfy
them that a temporary diminution or suspension of
those erils is no guaranty for their permanent sup-

and that no momentary effervescence of
official vigilance or activity affords any certainty of
the re-establishment of order and good government,

j They are convinced that the only positive security
against the continuance of such grieve sees and

their augmentation, in the future, is the combined
and resolute action of tho citizens themselves,willun
the limits of the law also. They have therefore

' pledged themselves to each other, to join, with such
affiliated societies as may bo formed, for like pur- ! ,
poses, throughout the city, in vindicating and re-
establishing their rights "and restoring the good '
name of Baltimore.

Had the tribe, in any num-
bers, stood light here, they could have destroyed
the troops much without a doubt. It was ahazard-
ous march, and the success is a matter of wonder
as well as of congratulation.
