THE BANK OF ENGLAND AND THE RATE OF DISCOUNT.
[From the Times'' City article, Thursday evening.]

The Bank of England continue to abstain from making
any reduction in their rate ofdiscount. They decline to
be guided by the market, but whether they have any other
definite principle on which thev act no one professes to
know. There is nothing more, therefore, to be said on the
subject. To ordinary comprehensions the law of supply
and demand is alone that which can regulate such mat
ters; but if the Bank directors have discovered something
of a superior char-icter to supersede it. the public will
doubtless rec ive the new light with attention as soon as
it is displayed to them. Till the revelation is made, they
must be content to remain in total uncertainty as to the
movement that may be at any time expected, and the
Stock Exchange speculators, who abhor all those fixed
rules that take monetary affairs out of the field of chance,
will,meanwhile, have cause to congratulate themselves.
Considering that during the past ten years the Bank have
received general commendation for conducting their busi-
ness on the rational system recognized by every kindred
establishment, their habit of formally notifying their rate
from time to time being all that remained to be objected to,

the sudden renunciation of the practices and experiences
of that interval naturally awakens great curiosity, and

the exposition of their new rules of action will be iooked
for with impatience by the whole commercial world.

| TO MARINERS.

Rio de Janeiro, August 25, 1859.?The Coral Island,
known by the name of the Roceas (Rocks) on the English
maps, is situated in 33 deg. 50 min. 9 sec. longitude, West

, Greenwich, latitude 3 deg. 51 min. 30 sec. South, according
to the observations lately made by the officers of the Sy-
ren. It lies directly in the course of the ships navigating
between Europe and Northern points of Brazil. It is a
perfect island of coral, in the form of a circular reef, hav-
ing in the middle a lake ofhollow depth, with an opening
to the sea, with adinmtter of two miles. Some portions
of the reef are visible, but the greater part is under wa
ter. There are only two sand banks, one on the SW side,
and the other on the NW side of the island, and are 10 or
12 feet above water at all tide-*. They are in front tfeach
other, and probably have been formed by gales of wind.

THE MURDER OF ROBERT M. RIGDON.

ADDITIONAL PACTS AND PARTICULARS.

TESTIMONY BEFORE THE CORONER'S JURY.

INDICTMENT OF THE MURDERERS.

ACTION OF THE CITIZENS.

THE FUNERAL OBSEQUIES.

Incidents, &c.

The lute hour on Friday night at which the Coroner's
inquest was held in the case of officer Robert M. Rigdon,
-whose cruel and cowardly assassination in his own house
has so greatly startled and alarmed the community, made
it impossible to prepare, in time for publication in our is-
sue of Saturday, anything like a full and detailed account

of the particulars attending this horrible tragedy. This
omission we supply to-day.

THE MURDER.
The deceased, at eight o'clock on Friday evening, left

the \\ estern police station for his home, having been pre-
viously cautioned by Captain Lineweaver, who had heard
that threats had been made against his life, to be 011 his
guard, and to remain at home untilthe excitement attend
ing the rendition of the verdict against Henry Gambrill
had subsided.?the feeling against the deceased, ami the
threats of vengeance upon him having grown out of his
having testified so positively in the case to the guilt of
Gambrill. The deceased had also heard of these threats
again t his life from other parties, but stated that, as he
was unable to tfaee them to any reliable or direct source,
he considered them only as idle bravado. Upon leaving
the station house, however, he proceeded home, and had
been there but a short time when the assassination took
place, whilst he was standing leaning against the mantel
piece in the sitting room of his house in conversation with
his wife, who was sitting near by. while a small child,
whom he had found in the street and taken into his fami-
ly. was playing at his feet. Within two feet of where he
was standing, a small window opened into the yard in the
rear of the dwelling, and the assassins had gained access
to the yard byway of the alley, and fired through this
window, the weapon used being an old fowling piece cut
down to a length of about eighteen inches, and heavily
loaded with slugs. Simultaneously w itli the discharge of
the weapon Rigdon exclaimed "I am shot!" and instantly
fell to the iloor: the only subsequent signs of life that he
gave being the utterance of a single groan of agony.

AUKF.ST OF THE MURDERERS.
At the time of the commission of the murder, policeman

Juo. Cook was opposite to the dwelling, on Baltimore
street, and hearing the report of the pistol, ran across,
but before he had reached the premises a man came out of
the alley, running, with a revolver in his hand, and upon
the officer attempting his arrest, he turned and fired
twice at him. without effect, when lie again started at full
speed, up Baltimore street. Officer Cook followed in pur-
suit. and after being thus fired at, drew his own revolver
and also firgdtwo shots at the fugitive. At the intersec-
tion of Baltimore and Pine streets, the man again turned
and fired at the officer, which shot, the latter returned,
but again without effect. This exciting chase was con-
tinued until they had reached Penn street, where the offi-
cer came up close enough to knock the fellow down with
his pistol. Officers Jamison and Higgins here came up
and aided in conveying the prisoner to the Western police
station, when he was recognized to be a man named Peter
Corrie, a butcher, residing on the Hookstown road.

Intelligence of the murder having been communicated
to Mayor Swann and Deputy States Attorney Pink-
ney, they proceeded to the station house, where Mar-
shal Herring had already arrived, and made tlie necessary
arrangements for an examination. Upon the prisoner be-
ing arraigned before the Mayor, he stated that he would
make a full confession of his participation in the horrible
tradegy, when he protested that lie did not commit the
murder, but had gone to the place with Marion Cropps.
who fired the pistol, he having waited at the mouth of the
alley whilst Cropps had gone up to the window and fired
the fatal shot. The Mayor thereupon issued a warrant
for the arrest of Cropps. as the murderer, and committed
Corrie as an accessory thereto, and also upon a charge of
having attempted to shoot officer Cook.

An examination of the hat of Corrie showed that one of
the balls fired by Cook,as is supposed, had passed through
it.

The Mayor next proceeded to the Middle district police
station, whither Cropps had been conveyed by Lieut.
Carmiohae! and Sergeant Charles McComas, who had ef
fected his arrest at the tavern of Erasmus Levy, on Holii-
day street near Baltimore. The accused was arraigned be-
fore the Mayor, who fully committed him to await the ac-
tion of the Grand Jury.
THE CORONER'S IXQCEST AXD POST MORTEM EXAMINATION".

Coroner Greentree, about eleven o'clock 011 Friday night
proceeded to the Western police station, to hold an in
quest in the case, and summoned the following citizens as
jurors :

William Weir, confectioner. Xo. 623 West Baltimore St.;
John Green, daguerreotypist, Xo. 146 Fast Madison street;
Michael M. Ege, iron railing dealer, 374 W. Baltimore St.;
Joseph K. Milnor. clerk, No. 18 North Schroeder street;
Samuel 11. B. Merryman, salesman. Gen. Wayne Inn;
Albert Bell, hackman. No. 3 South Green street; John
Penn. blacksmith, Baltimore street,near Green; John Butt,

residence not known.
The jury having been sworn, it was stated to them that

Marion Cropps, one of the accused murderers, had, a few
days previous, exhibited to a number of persons on the
corner of Baltimore and Green streets, several bullets with
which he declared he intended to kill a policeman of the
Western district. The jury at once decided that it was
important that a post mortem examination should be
made, with a view to the ascertaining with what the
weapon used was charged.

Dr. Geo. Farnandis, one of the surgeons at the Almshouse
was accordingly summoned for that purpose, and the
j ury adjourned for an hour to await the result of his ex-
amination.

After probing the wounds, of which there were five
upon the left side of the chest, the doctor proceeded care-
fully and skillfullyto raise the heart bono of the deceased,
so as to allow the hand to be easily used among the intes-
tines. The chest was found to be filled withblood evidencing
violent internal hemorrhage. Scarcely any blood flowed
from the punctures caused by the entrance of the balls.
It was found that the pericardium, or sack around the
heart was penetrated and the seat of life itself slightly
grazed. The ball that made an incision inthe heart en-
tered at the fifth rib. passing on up in an oblique direc-
tion through the pericardium, grazing the heart and bury-
ing itself in the superior vein or blood vessel, which car-
ries the life stream 1 ack to the heart. One other ball
passed directly through the sixth rib: the lowest ball en-
tered between the eighth and ninth ribs. The lungs of
the deceased were found to be perfectly riddled?no less
than eleven punctures being discovered in them. Six holes
were found in the left, and five in the right lung. Only
two balls were discovered in the body, one imbedded in the
left lung, and the other near the liver, lying loose in the
cavity of the right chest. Both the balls found were
leaden and not larger than a buck shot. The post mortem
examination showed the deceased to be a man in perfect
health and in the prime oflife and vigor.

At the close of the post mortem examination, which
took place at the late home of the deceased, and occupied
about an hour and a half, Dr. Farnandis and the coroner
returned to the station house and the examination of wit-

nesses before the jurycommenced, the evidence adduced
beiug as follows ;

Dr. Geo. C. Farnandis testified that he held the post
mortem examination upon the body of the deceased officer
Rigdon; that he had discovered five balls to have entered
the left side of the deceased?four of them penetrating the
lungs and one entering the pericardium and grazing the
heart. Either of the four balls that entered the chest
would have caused death. One ball was found imbedded
in the lobe of the left lung: another in the right cavity
of the chest. One of the balls was necessarily fatal,
having penetrated the large vein which leads to the
heart.

Miss Sarah Ilall, sworn.?Shortly before the murder,
which witness stated took place at fifteen minutes past
eight o'clock, a gentleman entered the store and enquired
if she had anything like knit shirts for sale; he conversed
some time with witness, and also with Mrs. Rigdon: he
seemed to be considerably intoxicated, and occasionally
cast a glance towards the place where deceased was stand-
ing: (Rigdon was standing at the time in a small room in
the rear of the store, and it is separated therefrom by a
door, with sash work in the upper part;) after conversing
with the man. Mrs. Rigdon proceeded and talked with her
husband, seeing that the man was much intoxicated, she
went to ask Mr. Rigdon to put him out; only three or four
minutes elapsed from the time that the man left when the
shots were fired; knows the prisoner very well: has seen
him frequently on Baltimore street; Mr. Rigdon seen him
whilst he was in the store; he was standing in the back
room leaning against the mantel piece; the fellow looked

towards the back room several times. "Witness here ex-
plained to the jury the several positions which the parties
occupied. She again stated that she would know the ac-
cused, or she has certainly seen him many times on Balti-
more street: has been in the employ of the deceased for
two years and three months: the accused was much intoxi-
cated. (It was here suggested that the prisoners in the
back room should he produced, in order to see whether
witness could identify the accused. The suggestion was

acted upon, and a half dozen men exhibited to the jury,
who had been arrested for various misdemeanors during
the night.) Witness immediately pointed out the accused;
she knew it was him; he had a glazed cap on: the same
cap which he wore when he was in the store. (The fellow
had a wild, haggard look, and his nose had been bleeding
profusely.)

John Cook, sworn.?ls a policeman of the Western
district; a few minutes previous to the affair was stand-
ing on Paca street conversing with a friend and had
started down the street with the intention of going to

the Holliday Street Theatre when he heard the report of a
pistol: he was near Baltimore street at the time and seen
two parties running from Rigdon's house; witness started
in pursuit, and was about fifteen feet olf the prisoner
when the latter shot at him: witness then drew his revol-
ver and fired at the prisoner several tinn*s; he then got
him on Penn street, on the other side of the sidewalk;
thinks he has seen the prisoner often; he was almost di-
rectly opposite the house of Rigdon when he first seen
him; witness shot at him on Baltimore and on Pine streets
when Corrie shot at him; Corrie shot at him twice; witness
would have returned the fire sooner, but was not prepared,
as he was not able to draw his pistol from his pccket: both
the men who ran from Rigdon's house were good sized
men; witness is sure that the man with the glazed cap on
(Corrie.) was the man, as lie never lost sight of him.

Franklin Dennison, sworn?ls a police officer of the
Western district; he was in German street near Pine,
when he saw a man running, and also a crowd as if in
pursuit; witness also heard shooting. and following the
parties, first took hold ofCorrie near Cider alley; he made
no resistance; exhibited no weapon: there were two other
officers came up and a crowd of citizens around them, did
not see any pistol or bullets.

Sergeant Hough, sworn?Exhibited a pistol which he
had found shortly after the murder had been committed
directly underneath the window of Rigdon's house; the
back window near which Rigdon had been standing; the
cap was empty or exploded; there was no load in it, had
an army cap on it, and its bands bad been cut off for con-
venience sake; ten minutes previous to the murder wit-

ness seen Cropps anil Corrie engaged in conversation near
the corner ofBaltimore and Green streets; soon after they
went into a public house near the Western police station;
there was not any other parties with them; it was just
twenty minutes after seven o'clock when witness seen
them in the public house.

Witness here showed the juryhow easy itwas for a man
to conceal the pistol, by placing it up his coat sleeve, not-
withstanding the weapon was large and heavy, aDd about
eighteen inches inlength: had also seen Cropps and Corrie
at half-past five o'clock, at the Lexington market, when
one of them appeared to have a weapon; suspected that it
was a pistol; it was Cropps who had it, and witness saw
the lmtt of it: he had it up his coat sleeve; when he first

saw them, witness wa< standing on the edge of the Lex
ington market, and the fact that Cropps held one of his
arms in such a manner attracted the attention of witness;
he mentioned the fact to a friend: was certain that it was
either a pistol or knife; he then lost sight of him,and
never saw him afterwards.

Officer Higgins testified that his evidence was the same
as officer Cook's; that they were in company and had
gone into a house near Figdon's; heard the shot and rush-

ed out; Cook was about 15 yards ahead of wi ness; fol-
lowed the pursuer and pursued tillthe latter was arrested
on Penn street, near Cider alley, by officer Jamison:
witness grabbed hold of pistol when he reached the crowd
that had gathered about the prisoner; did not know whose
pistol it was; the weapon was jerked out of witnesses hand
before he had time to find an owner; it was so dark that
witness could not see who jerked the pistol from him:
first saw Corrie on the opposite side from Rigdon's
house.

Officer Jamison testified that he was the first man
who laid hands on the prisoner; he was on German street
near Pine when lie first saw the man followed by the
crowd; thought it was a mob following liim; stepped
aside and let him pass; took a second thought and pur-
sued and caught Corrie on Penn street near Cider alley;
immediately afterward a crowd of persons came up to
witness' assistance.

Officer Stinchcomb testified that he met Rigdon on Bal-
timore street, near his house, and he appeared to he un-
easy; lie asked how the case came on and witness told
him that Garabrill had been convicted; came to the sta-
tion house withRigdon. and after roll call went towards

his home again with him; met Cropps and Currie near
his house; Corrie went up to Rigdon and said, "I'm from
the country, I believe I'm addressing Mr. Rigdon. It is
the first time I have had the pleasure of seeing you; by
G?, Rigdon. Gambrill is an innocent man." Witness
passed on up the street, and Rigdon went into his house.

John Black, sworn?Keeps a restaurant; saw Rigdon
talking to Corrie and Crcpp3 in the evening about 10
minutes after the roll call at the station house: don't
know what they were talking about; al* ut BJ* o'clock
heard a pistol shot; went out and found that Rigdon had
been shot.

The juryat this point in the examination?it being
o'clock?adjourned until 4 o'clock in the afternoon, when
they re-assembled, the following additional evidence
adduced, and their verdict rendered:

William Moulton, testified.?Saw two police officers
coming down Baltimore street, and two men following
them; one of these officers was Mr. Rigdon; I recognized
one of the two men who were following, as Cropps, but Hie

other was a stranger, whom I did not know; Mr. Riirdonand the police officer went into Mr. Blank'.-, and the two
men came up to Blank s house ami tried to look inthe win-dow; the panes of the lower sash are painted and the
stranger was not tall enough to look over the topof the
first sash; lie raised himself up ?n the window sill and
looked in, Cropps was tallenough to see in withoutgetting
up on the siil; just before the officers came out they leftthe windows and tried to get into an alley; (This is a two
footalley on the west of Blank's house. Reporter;)but onlv
one got inand that was the stranger; Cropps tri d butcould not and he went up Baltimore street; when tVeofficers came out and saw them standing with the officers
at the pump talking; (The pump is directly in front of
Blank's house, on the pavement. Reporter; ) the stranger
hail on a glazed cap: Idid not see them run, bat saw them
jump in the alley; 1 was on Weishampel's pavement when
I saw the men; I noticed them particularly when they
were looking in the window, and thought it strange. Mr.
Stinchcomb was with Mr. Rigdon.

Officer John Stinchcomb, testified.?Yesterday afternoon
was not on duty, was down at the Court House; when I
came home met Rigdon and talked to him, and after five
o'clock saw him a,r<n and then spoke of the verdict
in Gambrill's cas
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just as I put my foot on the step in front of the uot,.,
observed a man in the recess to the west of Blank's house;
(alley referred to by the boy Moulton?Reporter;) he ap-
peared to be fumbling with something, and when Rigdon
went to come out I pressed him back into the room; I
thought they wanted to injure Rigdon; 1 saw Cropps
standing up the street near a dry goods store; when Cor-
rie saw me in the door, he came out of the recess and
spoke; he then addressed Rigdon, saying, "I believe I am
speaking to Mr. Rigdon;" R. replied, "yes sir;" Corrie
then said, "I am from the country, and have never had the
pleasure of your acquantaince; ami by Gambrill is an
innocent man;" by this time Cropps had come up. and we
all four were standing on the pavement by the pump;
Cropps says, "Rigdon. you know I've always been on the
square with the boys," and R. replied, "Well, Cropps, BO
far as I am concerned you have always acted fair with
me; Rigdon then started across the street to his home,
and T asked him when he was about half way across to
look what time it was; he did not answer, and I followed
him; we walked up to Green street, and Cropps and Cor
rie followed us; went to Amie's and then to Mrs. Cloud's:the night men then came out and we went to the station
house; Rigdon left for home incompany with officer Tay-
lor; I started soon after, when I passed Rigdon's house I
saw Cropps and Corrie standing in front of Blank's by the
pump: I went down to Dr. Cox's, corner of Baltimore and
Pine streets, and in ten or fifteen minutes heard the report
ofa pistol; started to go out and then heard more shots;
saw the party followed by the officer running down Pine
street, and started in pursuit; overtook thein in Penn
street, and Corrie was then arrested by officers Cook andJamison; Corrie appeared drunk, but could not have been
very much so. for he ran too fast; did not see him stagger,
nor did I see either of them laugh; Cropus was not drunk.
When Cropps came up to us in front of Blank's he ap-
peared to have something under his coat; his arm wast
bent against liis bosom.

Joseph B. Thomas, testified.?Saw a man brought by
my store on Baltimore street, near Pearl, by the officer;
saw him pass by my store several times before; suspected
he was after something in the neighborhood; saw Cropps
and spoke to him, witness was talking to Mr. Brown, ahouse carpenter; he went out of my store, and I calledhim back, to say something to him; Cropps came up to
me just as he left, he spoke to me again; Cropps passed onto the corner of Pearl street, and spoke to a man who was
standing on the corner; the man started with Cropps, and
they both went up Pearl street; they walked apart from
each other, Cropps was ahead; the man who went with
Cropps had his cap drawn down over his face; this was
about eight o'clock; this was before the murder took
place; the place where witness was standing was 200
yards from Rigdon's house; Rigdon's sister came to the
store of witness and bought some groceries; saw her go
out of the store, and enter her house; witness heard the
report of a pistol, and went to the door; witness then
heard two more reports, and then a fourth one: this was
inthe neighborhood ofeight o'clock, supposes it was about
fifteen or twenty minutes before witness heard of the murden the man who was withCropps had on a light color-
ed coat, a kind of mixed color; did not see whether he
had any weapons about him or not; the man appeared
to be sober.

Officer Cook was recalled and testified that he saw
two men running on Baltimore street, one a large man,
and the other a middle-sized man; the largest man of the
two. was running on the right side of the street, and the
smaller one on the left. Corrie was to the left, in the mid
die of the street, the large man who was on the right side
of the street, on the pavement, was nearest to Rigdon's
house; witness did not see either one of the men in the
alley; did not see them come out of the alley; Corrie did
not speak; when he was running, he came from the direc
tion of the alley, and ran across the street, to the left side;
he did not stop when he shot at me, but turned sideways,
and fired: witness did not think Corrie was drunk, as he
ran faster than a drunken man could possibly do.

John T. Sangston, sworn ?Witness resides at No.
546 Baltimore street, am a bar-keeper; was at the house
above named, on the night of the murder; Cropps came
in my house about 8 o'clock, another man was with him,
but I did not know him; the man who was in company
withCropps, was as near as I can judge about 5 feet six
or seven inches in height he was rather a stout, heavy
man was dressed in rather a respectable manner; they
were both very quiet, and did not converse any while they
were in the house; they called for liquor, and each one took
a drink, after which they both walked out of the house;
they remained in the house about five or ten minutes;
while they were drinking witness did not se: any weapons
on the person of Cropps; they had no conversation ofany
kind while they were in the house, unless they conversed
while witness was in the cellar after liquor; witness heard
the report of a pistol, and went to the front door, and then
went back into the back part of the house, and put on
a cap and coat; went out of the house, and went down to
Rigdon's house.

Ollicer Brooks testified.?Am turnkey at the Western
district police station: was at the station house on the
night of the murder; saw- Corrie brought in to the station;
witness put him back in the room; lie was put in irons
shortly afterwards, hut witness was not there when the
irons were put on him; witness went to the front door for
a few minutes, and then went back again to the room:
found officers Cook, f.ineweaver and i'ppman conversing
with him (Corrie) about the murder: lie was crying at
the time, and denied all knowledge of the murder; he af-
terwards said he did not do it. but that he stood inthe
alley, and saw Cropps shot through the window; he ap-
plied to several of those who were in the room to shoot him
and put liim out of his misery; witness did not sec
either one of the prisoners before they were brought in to
the station house; witness thinks Corrie was very drunk
when he was brought in.

At this stage of the proceedings, the pistol with which
officer Rigilon was shot was produced and exhibited to the
jury. It is a very large and clumsy looking weapon,
being some sixteen or eighteen inches inlength. It lias
the appearance of having been a common shot gun cut
down and transformed into a pistol. The end of the bar-
rel and also the stock having been cut off for the purpose.
The bore of the barrel is very large, and the lock a per-
cussion one.

Several other witnesses were sent for, but the Coroner
being unable to get tliein. the case was given to the jury.
They proceeded to the back part of the room, and after
about twenty minutes deliberation returned the following
verdict:

"The deceased came to his death from a pistol shot
fired from the hands of cither .Marion Cropps or Peter
Corrie."

STATEMENTS OF THE ACCUSED BEFORE THE MATOR.
On the arrest of the accused they eacli made a statement

to the Mayor. Corrie at the Western district police station
and Cropps at the Middle district, and the following is the
substance of their stories Corrie was under oath: Peter
Corrie said lie could not tell where lie had been, as lie was
drunk. He was in a street leading from German street
when arrested; passed by- Rigdon's house withCropps anil
another man be did not know; could not say that Cropps
fired the pistol; was standing at the. end of the alley and
heard a pistol, but could not tell who fired it; Cropps
went in the alley; witness was intoxicated; they passed
Rigdon's house; went as far as Cudney's tavern; took a
drink and returned to Rigdon's; heard the pistol, but
could not take an oatii that Cropps fired it;did not see
Cropps after the report; witness ran away because lie was
afraid they might suspicion him; is always timid about
such tilings; before Rigdon was shot, witness went into
his store, not knowing it was his store; saw some under-
shirts in the window and went in to purchase one
of them; Cropps did not go into the store with
him; witness left Cropps at Cudney's when he
went into the stoic to purchase the shirt; did
not know Rigdon; would not know him if he saw him;
the shot was fired after witness came out of the store:
witness ran from fear that they might arrest him for
something he had not done; witness had no pistol and did
not know that Cropps had one; did not know Cropps until
yesterday; did not go direct from the Court House to Rig-
don's; first went to sapper and afterwards met Cropps at
the corner of Fayette and North streets; went to Jaines
Morgan's tavern. 011 the cornerof Eutaw and Ross streets;
staid about fifteen minutes; came down Eutaw to Frank-
linand took a drink at Shelly's; then came down towards
the Western station house and passed out Baltimore
street; Cropps ran up Rigdon's alley and shortly after-
wards heard the report; five minutes after Cropps went
up the alley witness heard the report: did not see Cropps
afterwards; witness ran away and was pursued and fired
at by the officers; witness had 110 pistol.

Officer Brooks, turnkey at the station house, testified
that while Corrie was in the back room lie went in to see
him, asked him who did the deed; lie replied that he did
not do it. but that be stood at the mouth of the alley and
Cropps did it.

Peter Corrie. resumed.?Was standing at the mouth of
the alley, and ran away immediately after the firing;
thinks the officer shot at him because lie was running;
witness knows Henry Gam brill; is intimate withhim: has
known him from childhood.

Marion Cropps. not under oath, stated as follows : Was
at Rigilon's house after Rigdon was dead; was not in the
alley leading to Rigdon's house; was in Corrie's company
for four minutes corner of Baltimore and Mearl streets,
and then separated from him; he was in Raoorg street,
back of Rigdon'9 house, when he heard the report of a
pistol; had a conversation with Rigdon this evening, and
may have told him Gambrill was innocent; was down
town at 8 o'clock; between 7 and 8 was at Mr. Courtney's
en Raborg street, about the time he heard the report of
the pistol: has seen Corrie only two or three times before;
does cot recollect going into the alley near Rigdon's
house; did not see Befelt this evening; [hands had a smell
of saltpetre;] on remarking this he said he had cleaned a
gun out the day before yesterday; being a3ked by Mr.
Swann if he had not washed his hands since then, he
said yes.

;uid it was in this room that the shirts, stocking. &C..were
shown to l.'orrio. When standing on the South side of
Baltimore street, opposite, a person has a full view of the
interior of this apartment, and it was there (the pump be-
ing directly opposite) that officer Stiticheomb ®nw Cropps
and Corrie standing when he was on his way from the
station house to Dr. Cox's. Mr. Rigdon moved into this
house about eleven months ago, previous to which he re
sided farther up Baltimore street. The following is a dia-
gram of the ground plan of the premises :

THE FUNERAL OBSEQUIES.
Tt being announced that the funeral services attendant

upon the consignment of the remains of the murdered
man to their last resting place, would commence at 3

o'clock yesterday afternoon, long before that hour vast
throngs of our citizens were to be seen wending their way
to his late home, and in a brief period Baltimore street,
from Paca to Fremont, a distance of three squares, was
densely crowded, it being estimated that from fifteen to
twenty thousand persons were present.

No one. except the relatives and immediate friends of

the deceased, and those engaged in the services, were ad
in itted into the house. The corpse was laid out in the same
room in which the murder was committed, upon the
ground floor, and placed in a walnut coffin, tastefully
lined with white silk, and ornamented with silver-plated
screws. Italso had upon the lid a massive silver plate
in the shape of a heart, wearing the following inscrip-
tion:

: ROBERT M. RIGDON, :
; DIED Nov. 5. 1858. :
: Aged 37 years. I

The entire room in which the remains were laying, to-
gether with everything it contained, was hluowded in
white.

The funeral services were conducted by the Rev Jame3
Robertson, of Cumberland, Md. His discourse was found
cd upon a portion of the 11th chapter of St. John, relative
to the''resurrection of Lazarus." lie alluded during his
remarks in a very touching manner to the violent and
premature death of the deceased, and also spoke feelingly
of the bereaved widow, invoking for her her Heavenly
Father's consoling care and blessing. This he cited as
another evidence of the uncertainty of life, and earnestly
urged upon his hearers to regard it as another solemn
warning to he prepared to meet their God. lie also ex-
pressed his deep regret at the existing violence and out
iawry which so degraded the previous fair character of
this citv.

The Rev. Thomas B. Sargeant, formerly of the Straw-
bridge M. E. church of this city, then offered up a very
impressive invocation to the "Throne of Grace." He
asked the forgiveness of cur Heavenly Father for the in

human murderers of the deceased. He also ?]oke in

touching tones of his untimely death. He prayed that
strength might be given to his poor heart-broken widow
to bear up against the terrible death of her husband, and
invoked the blessing of the Redeemer upon our city.

The relatives and friends then proceeded down stairs to

take a last look at the corpse before its removal from the

house. As the sorrow stricken widow gazed upon the re-

mains of him whom she had so loved and honored, and of
whom she had been so untimely and cruelly bereft, it
seemed as though the very fountains of her soul had burst

and overflowed with the tears of grief, while her shrieks
of agony as she thus gazed upon his face for the last
time, were such .'is to cause the responsive tears of tor

row and pity to start from the eyes of ;\ll who were inthe
room.

After tliose present had looked their last upon the
corpse, the coffin was closed and taken in charge by eight
of the officers of the Western district, who acted as pall-
bearers. and who carried itto the hearse.

During the time that the coffin was being removed, the
crowd outside gathered around it to such an extent, that
it was found to be almost impossible for the pall bearers
to reach the hearse, the remaining officers who were in at

tendame being compelled to open away by force.

The funeral cortege then moved off in the following
order, the bell of the Western station house being tolled
as itpassed down Baltimore street:

Carriage containing the officiating clergymen?the Rev.
James Robertson, Rev. Thomas B. Sargeant. and Rev.
Thomas Freeman.

Hearse, drawn by two white horses, containing the

coffin. Eight police officers in uniform, acting as pall
bearers.

Carriages containing the family, relatives and friends
of the deceased.

Here followed a long line of the private carriages of

citizens, containing their families, among which was that
of Marshal Herring.

His Honor. Mayor Swann. supported by Solomon Hillen,
Jr.. Esq., and John T. Ford. Esq.. President of the First
Branch of the City Council, on foot.

Members elect and ex-members of the City Council, and
other officers of the Municipal Government, four abreast.

Deputy Marshal of Police, Stephen Manly, mounted.
Six Captains of the City Police, inuniform, mounted.
Here followed about two hundred police officers in uni-

form. a portion from each district, four abreast.
Citizens, four abreast, of whom there was an immense

number.
The procession moved down Baltimore street to Charles,

out Charles street to Biddle, along Biddle to theßelvidere
road, thence to GreenmountCemetery.

On arriving at the Cemetery, the procession, in the order
stated, passed through the gate, and proceeded to the

Mausoleum, where, for the present, the body is deposited.
When the hearse reached the vault the coffin was re-

moved by the pall hearers, and carried to the entrance .
The widow and relatives of the deceased then ap

proached and took positions around the coffin, when the
Key. Mr. Robertson delivered an impressive and touch-
ing discourse from the text, "Man who is born of woman
is offew days and full of trouble." The Reverend gen-

tleman said that the words of the Bible were most appli-
cable on this solemn occasion. We are now assembled, he
said, to perform the last sad rites over the remains of our
departed brother, the strong man cut down inthe prime
of life, ushered into the presence of his Creator, without
a moment's warning, by the ruthless hand of the assassin.
He exhorted all those within the sound of his voice, to be
prepared to meet their maker, for "we know not when the
Son of Man cometh." He spoke condolingly of the situ-

ation of the widow, and entreated her to come to the
Saviour from whom she would receive that peace which
the world cannot give.

The remarks ofthe Reverned gentleman were listened to

with propound silence, and ir. that large assembly scarce-
ly a tearless eye could be seen.

A prayer was then offered by the Rev. Mr. Freeman,
who implored mercy upon all who were there congrega-

ted. particularly upon the bereaved widow and other rela-
tives of the deceased; asked a blessing upon the Mayor,
the Magistrates and all other Municipalofficers; hoped by
Cod's blessing, that they would be able to stop the tide
of immorality and vice which was now running almost
unchecked through our beloved city, ami prayed that

the scene witnessed here to-day might never be beheld
again.

After the conclusion of the prayer, the Benediction was
pronounced by the Rev. Mr. Robertson, and the remains

were deposited in the vault.

INDICTMENT OF THE MURDERERS.
On Saturday morning last MfyorSwann dispatched his

officers in search of the witnesses, who were at once sent
before the Grand Jury, which body was in seseion at tlie
time, and they indicted both Marion Cropps and Peter
Corrie for the crime of murder in the first degree !

ACTION OF OUR CITIZENS.
On Saturday morning last, upon the assembling of the

Corn and Flour Exchange, Jno. S. Williams, Esq., the i
President,called the attention of the members to the fol-
lowing paper :

"We, the undersigned, citizens of Baltimore, agree to :
pay the amount opposite our names to the families of the
two police officers, Rigdonaud Benton, recently assassi |
nated in the performance of their duty."'

In submitting this paper, the President appealed to the 1
members to come forward and subscribe liberally in aid of

the families of these two victims of outlawry, who had
each suffered assassination, as the result ami penalty of
a faithful discharge of their duty as conservators of tlie;
peace. Owing to the inclemency of the weather, the

attendance of merchants was limited, but the liberality !
of those present can be estimated from the fact that in the
space of two hours $750 were subscribed, which amount

was increased to over $BOO during the day. The subscrip-
tion paper willhe again submitted at the Exchange this
morning inorder that those absent on Saturday may have
an opportunity to joinin this most commendable move-
ment. At the same time a similar paper was prepared at

the office of THE DAILY EXCHANGE, and the amount of
$208.75 subscribed to this fund.

The amount of was also subscribed, at the counter of
the American office: while a subscription paper was also
opened there, and the amount of $2O subscribed thereto,
fcr the purpose of procuring a suitable te.-timonial to be i
presented to officer Cook, for his fearless and faithful con-
duct In this connection, we would also state that, on
Saturday afternoon last, several gentlemen proceeded to
the residence of this officer, and tendered him a purse
containing the amount of$250, as a testimonial of their
appreciation of his noble conduct in the arrest of Corrie.
lie however, politely, though positively declined their
generous offer, stating, that it would thus be made to ap- !
pear that he was active in his duties only in the hope of i
receiving extra rewards; that he did nothing more than 1
his duty, and all the reward he desired was. to receive the
proper credit for so doing. The gentlemen making this
tender subsequently called at officer Cook s house during !
his absence, and tendered the purse to his wife, hut she
also declined to receive it, stating that she could not ac-
cept what her husband had previously declined.

INCIDENTS.
Immediately after the commission of the murder, Cropps,

one of the accused, entered the house of Rigdon. with
those who had been attracted by the firing, and going up
to the l>ody of the deceased, exclaimed, "I would like to
go Jack Ketch for the d?d s?n of ab?h who done this
deed," and turning to officer Stinclicomh lie said, "Rig
was a good fellow. He has often loaned me a quarter '
w hen I was hard up." His conduct here was such as to
convey an impression that so far from being the murderer,
he shared in the indignation that was felt and expressed
by the horrified spectators. It is supposed that when offi-
cer Cook started inpursuit ofCorrie. Cropps came out of
the alley, and joining withthe crowd, entered the house.
When arrested in Hollidaystreet, he asked officer McComas
what charge they had against him,and there being no re-ply made, he asked ifhe was arrested for killing Robert
Rigdon. when the officer told him that was the charge
against him.

Officer Robert M. Rigdon was a man of fine personal
appearance. 5 feet 10 inches inheight, and weighed about
180 pounds, dark complexion, prominent features, high
and broad forehead, black hair and eyes. His whole ap-
pearance and bearing were such as favorably to impress
those with whom he was brought in contact, and fit hini
apparently for the position he filled. He was a native of

Harford county, aud came to this city eleven years ago;
was a blacksmith by trade, and worked in that capacity
nine years for the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company.
Afterleaving the employ of the company, lie worked at
Canton for a short time, and when Mayor Swann was
elected he was appointed a policeman. Since his appoint-
ment he lias been known as a faithful and vigilantofficer,
and by all with whom his duties intimately associated
him. lie is spoken of as a true man. He was married on
the 6th day of November. 1851. and bad he lived until
Satuiday night it would have been the seventh anniver-
sary of his marriage; on the day of his murder, he called
the attention of his wife to the fact, anil spoke feelingly
of the anniversary, and of the time past since the mar-
riage. In June last, he was thirty-six years of age; is
represented to have been a kind and worthy husband,
and a most affectionate brother.

He leaves no children except an adopted one. a little
foundling whom he had taken under his roof, under the
following circumstances: A few dajs since a little girl
seven years of age, was brought to* the Western police
station, who gave her name as Mary Catharine McCaffer-
ty. No person called for her, and Mr. Rigdon took her
to his home, with the intention of adopting her. She
had become very fond of him.called him "pa," and wel-
comed his return from his duties withkisses and a child's
caresses. He had token the little waif into his heart, and
spoke frequently ofhis growing affection for her. and at
the time of the murder she was playing on the floor at his
feet. At present the little creature weeps incessantly,
one moment crying for her "dear pa," and then again,
asking where the "bad men are who killed him.1' She is
a pretty little girl and willagain have to seek a new pro-
tector. as Mrs. Kigdon does not feel able to raise her. Mr.
Rigdon has a sister residing in Harford county, who was
sent for on Saturday.

Marion Cropps, one of the murderers, is a character
wellknown to the police annals of the city, as be has been
arrested many times on charges of riot, assault and bat-
tery, drunkenness and disorderly conduct, and bears the
reputation of a bold, bad man. He was foremost in the
attempt at the rescue of (-svmbrill on Friday evening, and
failing in that he turned his attention to the deed of blood
with which he stands charged, lie is about twenty-seven
years of age, five feet nine inches in height, and weighs
about 175 lbs. His complexion is fair, his hair and eyes
light, no whiskers, with a full face, and rather good ex-
pression. He does not follow any particular business for
a livelihood, and has spent much time withthe "RipRap'
club, of which he is a member. He resides on Pearl
street, near Fayette.

Peter Corrie has never been arraigned on any serious
charge. He is known as a man who gets drunk occasion
ally, and is then troublesome. When on his sprees he goes
with the "Rip Rap" crowd, hut is not a member of the
club. He is a butcher by trade and works for a brotlier-
in law, who carries on the business in the Western section
of the city. He is ruddy complexion, withdark hair and
eyes, is five feet eight inches high, weighs about 165
pounds, and is twenty-five years of age. He was absent
in the West for some time, lately, but returned to the city
a few months since, and has now assisted in the pevpetia
tion of one of the most horrible crimes in the annals of
the city.

SCENE OF THE MURDER.
The house occupied by Rigdon is a twe-story and an at-

tic brick dwelling. No. 468. on the north side of West Bal-
timore street, between Pearl and Pine streets. The lower
story front has two bow windows, with a door between

The deceased had. several times during the trial ofGambrill, observed to his wife that he feared he would heassassinated on account of his testimony inthis case, andalso said, that as lie had only done his dutv. he would haveto abide the consequences. When lie returned home on theevening of the murder, after the close of the trial, hestated to his wife that, the verdict of the jurywas an en-dorsement of the truth of his testimony, against the array
of manufactured evidence that had been produced to discredit him. and that he was giad that his life had beenspared until he was thus vindicated.Whilst Corrie w as confined inthe police station a numberofhis friends visited the place, and he appealed to themto shoot him saying, "I have got to die, anyhow; do. forl'ias/iiot k illme, and put me out of my misery. Isthereno one here who willblow my brains out?*' He also ap

way and called for the police, and then came round
to the front door, where he met Pry or coming out
with two bottles of liquor under his arm, and
going into the house he found Hawk smoking ci-
gars. When asked as to whether he intended to
pay for them, lie answered "No I don't," upon
which Chenowith ordered officer liurkhcad to ar-
rest him. After hearing the evidence in the case,
the Mayor imposed a fine ol'S-0 and cost upon Ilawk
for wilfully injuring the house of Chenowith, and
committed him to jailin default of payment.

ATTEMPTED HKIHWAY ROBBERY. ?Three men named
James Hagan, John Ledk-y, and Oliver Sturges,
were arrested on Saturday night on the charge of
assaulting aud attempting to rob a uian named
Thomas Beale. Itappears that Deale went into a
public house on Pratt street to get a drink, and
found the accused sitting at a table playing cards.
They invited him to join them, and although they
were total strangers to him, he consented, and after
playing several games with them, he started incom-
pany with them to visit a house on Sharp street.
After proceeding as far as the intersection of l'ratt
and Sharp streets, he objected to going any farther,
and said lie was going home, upon which llagan
stepped up to him and struck him a violent blow
over the right eye with a billy or some other
weapon, inflicting"a painful wound. The other two
then grabbed his hat and umbrella and would no
doubt have rifled his pockets, had he not ran offand
called the watch. They were arrested and under-
went an examination before the Mayor, which re-
sulted in their being held to bail in the sum of SSOO
each, to answer the charge before the Criminal
Court. llagan succeeded in getting bail, hut his
comrades were committed to jailin default of secu-
ritV""

DISTRESSING ACCIDENT.?A youth about 12 years
of age, a son of Mr. William Coleman, residing at
Xo. 5 Mount street, met with an accident about 12
o'clock on Saturday last, which it is feared will be
attended with a fatal termination. His father is a
conductor upon one of the freight trains on the
Northern Central Railway, and his son has been iu
the habit of going to the Bolton depot to assist him
in weighing the ears, which are brought in by the
train, lie went to the depot as usual on Saturday
and got on the cars for the purpose of applying the
brakes when needed, and while in the act of putting
down one of the brakes, the engineer suddenly
started ahead, throwing the lad down between the
ears before the engineer could reverse the engine
and stop the train. The cars passed over both his
legs a few inches below the knees. He was picked
up and conveyed to bis residence, where he was at-

tended by Dr. Greentree, who amputated one ofhis
legs. Professor X. R. Smith was then sent for, as
it was found necessary to amputate the other.?
Everj thing was done to alleviate his suffering but it
is the opinion of the physician in attendance that
he cannot possibly survive.

THE CARMELITE OIIDEE.? The only Carmelite Con-
vent in this country is in this city, although the
order itself is among the most ancient and rigid
known in the church of Home. In the convent
here there has recently been a change of govern-
ment. Mother Theresa, who, for four years past,
has occupied the poiition of Prioress, having re-
tired from those duties, and Sister Alberta, who
has for some 3-ears past filled the position of sub-
Prioress, has been elected to fill the vacancy, by
the Sisterhood of the Convent.

ARREST ON A BENCH WARRANT. ?On yesterday
afternoon officer Horney, of the Eastern district,
arrested Wm. Lynch, on a bencli warrant, charged
with shooting John Murray, on the 13th of October
last, (election day,) on the corner of Eastern ave-
nue and Spring street. Justice Audoun committed
him to await the action of the Criminal Court.

PERSONAL. ?Ex-Governor Manning, of South Ca-
rolina, Madame Parodi, Miss Juliana May and Max
Strakosch, of the Strakosch opera troupe, arrived
in this city on Saturday last, and are stopping at
the Gilinor House.

FOR ltio.?The bark "Wm. 11. Newman," which
sailed for ltio de Janeiro 011 Saturday afternoon,
has on board forty men, who are to be employed in
building a railroad near that city.

FIRES.
The alarm of fire at half-past seven o'clock, on Saturday

evening, and also the alarm at seven o'clock last evening,
were false. The alarms both proceeded from the Western
section of the city.

About half-past 10 o'clock last night, a fire was discov-
ered in a small two-story house, Xo. 590 West Baltimore
street. The loss is estimated at $OO. Supposed to have
been the result of incendiarism.

POLICE INTELLIGENCE.
James Haslein had an examination before the Mayor on

Saturday morning. There was no direct evidence to
prove that Haslcm had tired the shot which injured Kay-
lor, more than his own expression. Ollicer Shearer, who
arrested liiui.stated that when on the way to the police
station with the prisoner, that Haslem remarked that it
was not a pistol lie tired, hut a gun. Mrs. Eliza Oilman
t stified that she saw a man inltaslem's house, barefooted
and coat ofl. abusing Jlaslem's wife, who ran out of the
door just before the shot was fired. The Mayor held Tiim
for Court in the sum of $5,000.

The Mayor issued warrants for the arrest of David
Ilouck .ami Henry Morgan, charged with rioting at the
Court House on Friday evening. Captain Mitchell, ac-
companied by several officers, arrested and conveyed them
to the Middle district station, and they were afterwards
removed to jail. In the afternoon Morgan was bailed out.
but Ilouck is still in prison.

Arminta Allen and Mary Jones, colored, were arrested
on yesterday, charged with stealing clothing from Catha-
rine Wright. Xo. 39 Jefferson street. Justice Mearis com-
mitted them for Court.

Officer Freeman yesterday arrested Edward Burns, on
the charge of gambling on the Sabbath. He was fined $3
and costs, and committed in default of payment by Jus-
tice Logan.

According to the Constitntionnel, M. A. Muller, a
non-commissioned officer in the French military
service, has devised a means of rendering ordinary
smooth-bore arms equal in precision to rifle guns,
while abolishing all the inconveniences attendant
upon rifling. The result depends upon the shape
of the projectile, which is that of a helix. The ball
weighs 36 grammes, and its length is 2 centimetres,
the charge being G grammes. The windage is G
millimetres. The height of the conical part of the
projectile is 11 millimetres. The directive peculiar-
ity of the missile is situated posteriorly, and consists
of" six vanes or wings arranged helically round a
central point. The helices are so arranged that
they receive the blast of powder, and cause the
missile to revolve while yet in the barrel. Accord-
ing to the experiments of M. Muller, at Nancy,
with his new projectile discharged from an ordinary
smooth arm musket, (model 1822,) it was establish-
ed that the aim was susceptible of great accuracy,
up to 800 metres.

A late number of the Portland Christian Advo-
cate publishes the following abstract ot the statis-

tics furnished by the annual conference of the Ore-
gon M. E. church:

The lowness and
submersion of part of the rock, and the numerous disas-
ters that have taken place there, demand this precaution
without delay, as the trade of Brazil is rapidly increas-
ing.

These reefs and rocks lie in the course of American ves-
sels trading between the United States and the iiorts of
Brazil, and frequently in going and coming they make
and often fall to the leeward of the Roceas and are com
polled to puss between them and ('ape St. Roque.

Rev. I. Robinson, of Maryland, arose and gave a
very touching account of bis early life. He com-
menced by alluding in a very feeling manner to the
death of his parents when he was quite young.
