Fravp 1¥ Georcia.—A committee of the Senate
of Georgia appointed at the last session to examine
the affairs of the Western Atlantic Railroad have
submitted a minute report according to which
there have been defalcations amounting in all to
$53,448.24 and ranging from $50 to $20,000. The
Road appears to have been made a political ma-
chine.

Some of these parties represent
that they have been up Fraser.river a distance of
from 25 to 50 miles above where the new route
strikesit, and also up Bridge river from 20 to 40
miles, that they prospected the bars thoroughly
whereever they went, with the following resalts;
they found the color almost everywhere, on the
high banks and even the tops of the mountains, as
well as on the river bars; they could make from
three to five doliars per day on any of the bars they
met with. Occasionally pockets would be struck,
from which ten or fifteen dollars would be taken in
as many pans of dirt, but the average a man might
calculate on making at the present stage of the
water will not exceed four or five dollars. The
river in that vicinity, however, is still too high for
successful operation, and those who spent the last
winter onit say it will yet fall from 20 to 30 feet,
when the one or two ounces a day can be made on
the best bars without fail. The gold taken out is
somewhat coarser than that below the Canons.
The dust from Bridge river is much coarser, being
in thin flakes, something like the secales of fish—
compared with the bulk it shows, it is very light.
There is, no doubt, much fine dust lost, as no quick-
silver has yet been used in that section. Since
writing the foregoing, a party of twelve arrived
from the Upper Fraser, bringing still more unfa-
vorable accounts of the diggings in that quarter,
and there are signs of desponding visible in the
camp g«»day,am certificates for provisions, a short
time since at a premium, are rather drooping.
