NEW ORLEANS, NOV. 12. ?The>steamship Tennes-

see from Vera Cruz on the Dili inst. has arrived at
this port.

Advices furnished from Mexico denote tiie victory
of the "Liberal" party.

Guadalaxara was recaptured by the Liberals on
the 28th ult., instead of the 18th as before reported.
It was desperately defended, but the Liberals were
reinforced by a thousand men. The people were re-
joicing over the result, and Gen. Zulaoga was anx-
ious to retire.

The clergy had offered Zulaoga another million
dollars aid.

Ma/.atlan was in possession of the Liberals. San
Bias was the only town on the Pacific Coast held by
Gen. Zulaoga. The steamer Guerro was recaptu-
ed in Tabasco river by the Liberals.

The Spanish steamer Colonel was at Sacrificio.
Opaco has been captured by General Alvarez.

The Railroad Convention at Cleveland.
CLEVELAND, NOV. IS.?The Railroad Convention,

which lias been in session here for several days,
have been occupied in the discussion of the plan of
arranging freight and passenger charges adopted
by the Convention at .Niagara, through a committee
appointed for that purpose. The discussion closed
with the adoption of resolutions to submit the plan
and regulations recommended by the Convention to
the Directors of the various roads, and not to be fi-
nal unless approved by roads representing two-
thirds of the number of miles embraced in the terri-
tory represented. When so approved a general
Convention will be held for the appointment of Com-
missioners.

[SECOND nESI'ATCH.]
CLEVELAND, NOV. 13. ?At the meeting of the

Railroad Convention to-day, the plan of organiza-
tion adopted at the Niagara Kails Convention was
slightly modified, and then adopted.

The most important alteration precludes the Ex-
press and Freight Companies from any facilities in
the use of cars or despatch of freight not given to
other shippers.

The plan of this Convention is to be submitted to
the stockholders of the various roads for their ap-
proval.

Messrs. W. Ilcnnison, James Van Nortwick, and
John Angle, were appointed Commissioners to act
until the regular Board is elected.

Revolution nt Gnnynnui,
NEW YORK, NOV. 14.? Private letters received

here from Guavmas, dated October 10, give accounts
ot the revolution confirmatory* of the recent pub-
lished statement. They say that Captain Stone,
with his surveying party consisting of about thirty
Americans, occupied three houses in the centre of
the town, directly betyveen the opposing parties.
Ifthe attack had been made on him he would have
hoisted the American flag, and fought under it, they
being well armed and having plenty of ammunition,
and a brig in the harbor mounting'two nine pound
guns to retreat to, if necessary.

Lieut. Mowry.was ready to lend assistance with
his own men. The civil war was ended by the sur-
render of the authorities to the rebel party. After
getting all they demanded, and obtaining aguaran-
tee of immunity from prosecution the rebels rein-
stated the authorities.

The Americans yvere not attacked owing to their
firm position and declining to surrender their houses
to the rebel leader.

Elijah Gross, negro, charged with assaulting
Helen Skinner, negress. Heleu testified that she was at
a ball, and that Elijah wanted to go home with her, but
she would not accept of his company, whereupon hestruck her three times with his fist. Helen said she was
not drunk, and never drank anything, and did notdo any
thing to Elijah which would cause him to strike lier
Declared "guilty." Sentenced to pay a fine of 41 and
costs. Total $7.94. McAllister for defence.

State rs. John Lynch,negro, charged with disturbing
public worship, and assaulting and cutting with a razor,
Thomas Ross, negro. Ross is the sexton of the Orchard
street African church, and while endeavoring to remove
an unruly boy from the church, it was alleged that Lynch
cut at him witha razor. Ross received two cuts through
tiie clothing, although the razor did not penetrate the
flesh; one cut was through the waistcoat, over the region
of the heart, the razor striking on the suspender buckle;another was through the pantaloons, on the left side of thewaist.

Ross testified that he did not see Lynch cut him
hut saw him standing near while he had hold of the otherboy.

CALIFORNIA.
I Fmm the San Francisco Bulletin, Oct. 20.]V ith the exception of the arrivals and departures

of the Overland Mail Coaches, and the consequent
rejoicings thereat, the past fifteen days have been a
season of unusual quietness. Indeed, scarcely a
ripple of excitement has agitated the unbro'ken
dullness ol the time. Our people have so faithfully
and noiselessly attended to their private affairs that
they have left few salient points to bo seized upon
by the gatherer of items.

A severe gale visited San Diego on Saturday anil
Sunday, 22d and 23d of October. Several houseswere blown down and others stripped of theirroofs. Some small vessels were also blown on the
beach. This is said to have been the severestgale ever felt at San Diego. This gale was felt
all along the Southern coast. At Los Angeles,
it seriously injured some of the growing crops,
and at San I'edro destroyed some small vessels inthe bar.

On Friday, 16th October, the second OverlandMail, which lett fet. Louis and Memphis on the 29thSeptember, arrived, bringing news four days laterfrom the East. As the steamer had not arrived
with the mails of the 20th September, this was
hailed as a great triumph. Telegraphic informa-tion from San Jose had preceded the coach, and
therefore a large crowd of people were ex-pectin"*
its arrival on Montgomery street. When the sta*e
was finally seen dashing into the city at full speed,
a shout went up that made the verv houses
tremble. Cannon were also fired; and 'the pro-gress of the coach through the citv was one oftriumph. The people all over the State are full of
enthusiasm on the subject of the Overland Mail
routes.

The Indians in Fresno county have lately killedeight of th"ir medicine men, or priests, for alleged
injury to the tribe by sorcery. The Indians at San
Luis Key, in San Diego countv, were about to exe-
cute four of their tribe for the* same'ott'enee on thelffth ult., hut were prevented by the sheriff' of the
county. The Los Angeles Vineyard, mentionin"*
the rescue by the sheriff', says:

"On his arrival at Temecula, he found about sixty
Indians under drill, preparatory to the performance
of the tragedy. They were armed with guns, lancesand clubs. They continued this drilling during the
two days which he remained there. The intended
victims were two male and two female Indians, twoof whom were charged with witencraft, and the
others with poisoning, or attempting to poison, some
of their fellow-creatures. An investigation of the
charges had been held by order of the grand chief,Manuel Lota, which resulted in tbecondemnation of
the accused to be hung at the old Mission of San
Luis Key on Monday, the 20th ult. The night pre-
vious to the expected execution of the victims, tiiesheriff of the county arrived on the ground and res-
cued the unfortunate subjects, taking them to the
town of San Diego. This intervention of the sheriff
was so repugnant to the principles of justice as un-
derstood by the chief, and so derogatory to the au-
thority held by him, that he immediately resigned
his commission, and retired in disgust from his
chieftainship."

The Price Current, after compiling the statisticsof the wheat crop from the reports of the county
assessors, so far as published, draws the conclusion
that the wheat crop is a large one, as good as thatof '56. The Indian agent at Fresno, in charge of
the reservation there, reports that the vield of 300acres of wheat on the reservation wilt probably
amount to 30,000 bushels, or 100 bushels per acre.
The county assessor of Napa county puts down the
average yield for the county at 30 bushels. Most
of the counties are estimated to produce about 20
bushels to the acre; a few as low as 10.

The commissioners sent out bv the administration
to examine into the affairs of the Mint, will send in
their report by this mail to the Secretary of the
Treasury. They start from here to-day for"the Co-
lumbia river and Pugct Sound, to examine into the
affairs of the Custom House there.

S. H. Dosh, Brigadier General of the 2d Brigade,
6th Division of the California Militia, lias called fora company of eight volunteers, to protect the peo-
ple anil travelers, ou the road between Weaver-
ville, Trinity county, and Union. Humboldt coun-
ty, against the depredations of the Indians in thatsection.

The American Commissioner, Mr. John Nugent,
had interfered to secure to Americans at Victoria,
accused of petty crimes, the aid of counsel on their
trial, which heretofore has been denied them, as
well as British subjects.

Col. Edgar 1razor, an old resident of Sierra coun-
ty, was instantly killed, at Goodyear's Bar, on 2d
October, by the caving of a drift'in which he wasworking.

FROM TIIE SOUTH PACIFIC.
The English steam ship Bolivia arrived at Pana-

ma on the 21st, and brought dates from Valparaiso
to October Ist, Callao, October 12th, and Payta
October lGtb. She brought no advices from Ecua-
dor.

CHILI.
The extra session of Congress adjourned on the

ICth of September. Among its last acts was one
authorizing the Executive of the republic to pur-
chase all the shares of the Valparaiso and Santiago
Railroad held by private parties, at such prices and
upon sucli terms as he may consider most conveni-
ent.

The anniversary of the independence of Chili has
been celebrated this year with unusual pomp and
enthusiasm throughout the republic. The festivi-
ties continued for eight days. In Valparaiso they
had military parades, horse races, fireworks and re-
ligious feasts, all mixed up together, and at theclose a magnificent ball at the Victoria theatre,
which was attended by about two thousand persons'.
The Valparaiso Jfrrcnrio, speaking of the ball, says:
The auspicious arrival of the United States mail,
bringing the important news of the successful im-
mersion of the Atlantic telegraph cable, had, webelieve, a great share in the general expression of
satisfaction observed in the countenances of all whowent to the ball, and thus contributed to give it
greater brilliancy and animation?so pleasing a
sensation has the success of this great industrialundertaking caused in the enlightened society of
Chili."

Business had been dull at Valparaiso. Flour was
worth 51.50 per quintal cash. Carolina Rice, none
in first hands, nominal at 5G.75.

A treaty of Iriendship and commerce has been
celebrated between Belgium and Chili.

A destructive fire recently occurred at Santiago,
the capital of the republic, by which the Theatre of
the Republic, one of the most magnificent structures
in the world, was destroyed, together with several
other buildings. The total loss is estimated SIBO -

000.
The southern provinces of Chili are expected to

yield abundant crops.
In the mining districts of the north great activity-

is observed, more especially in the copper mines,
which are very productive. In Copiapo, the silver
mines have fallen into discredit, but new copper
mines are constantly being discovered, by reason of
which more attention is given to copper mining.

It is stated that the copper mines in the depart-
ment of Copiapo now yield monthly 132,000 qls., to
which is to be added" 70,000 qls. from other mines
not enumerated. Calculating the ore at 52.50 per
quintal, this would leave the exports from the
Copiapo department alone to yield $5,000,000 an-
nually. New mines are constantly being discov-
ered.

PERU.
Congress assembled at the Capital on the 12thult., and when the steamers left Callao had hardly

organized. Agood deal of excitement prevailed at
Lima and Callao on account of tho talked of war
with Ecuador and the expected invasion ofEcbenique.

Business continued depressed in Callao. Freights
were exceedingly low. Many vessels, rather Than
take guano at the ruinous rates prevailing, had
gone away in ballast. It is estimated that not less
than 50,000 tons of American tonnage had left
Callao for the East Indies in quest of freight. Ship
owners who have sent their vessels to the Picific
this year without first procuring charters for re-
turn freights must necessarially suffer heavy-

losses.
The United States sloop-of-war Decatur had sailed

from Callao for Realejo, Nicaragua.
The present difficulty with Ecuador, in which the

Peruvian Government are pressing the claims of
ex-President Flores, thereby establishing a prece-
dent upon which the Government of Bolivia may-
act towards Peru with reference to General Echen-
ique, who at present is in Bolivia with a splendid
equipment of arms and ammunition, to take advan-
tage of the first favorable moment. Rumor says
that General Castillo has joined issue with Echen-
ique, and ifsuch be the case,they willsucceed. Gen.
Castillo is the only man that Castillo is afraid to
meet in battle. The port of Callao is to be lighted
with gas; the contract has been given to Mr. Hig-
ginson, a merchant at this place.

BOLIVIA.
Another revolution on the Peruvian frontier has

been quelled.
The Council of War had sentenced eighteen lead-

ers of the attempted revolt to death, amongst whom
is a Franciscan friar, named John M. Posctl.

It is expected that this step will insure peace to
tile Linares Government for some time.

An Indian who was going from the Yakima coun-
try to incite tho Klickatat tribe to take up arms,
was caught at Fort Simcoe, and hanged.

A memorial, signed by F. McManus, F. Potts,
S. Hart, E. Connelli, Jas. },. Collins, M. A. Ortero,
F. Chavez and P. J. Beik, has been presented to
the Legislature of the State of Chihuahua, asking
permission to pass through that State the Atlantic
and Pacific Railroad. Thev ask five leagues of
land on each side of the load, and that all the ma-
terial necessary for the work be exempted from
paying duties and taxes. The permit to be void if
the work is not commenced within tbree years, or
finished in twenty- years in all the territory of that
State.

SEVERE GALF. AT TURKS ISLAND.? The Royal
Standard of the 23d of October contains an account
of a severe gale at Turks Island on the 20tli. It
savs:

For the last three days the weather has been
stormy. About midnight on Wednesday last, 20th,
the wind hauled to the southwest, and from that
time it has been blowing a heavy gale from that
quarter, causing a tremendous sea on the reefs to

the westward of these islands, which also breaks
withgreat force on the beach, endangering the
abutments and sea Avails which have been builtfor
the protection of water lots, and occasioning the
loss of much valuable property.

At the commencement of the gale there were sev-
en vessels lying in the roadstead of this cay,
(Grand Turk) all ofwhich havebeen wrecked, ex-
cept the bark Tejuca, Capt. Herriman, from St.
Thomas, in ballast. This vessel got under way on
Thursday afternoon, and put to sea at a time ivhen
the wind' moderated a little, and backed in about S.
S. W., which gave her a lay offshore. It is said
that no similarly extensive loss of shipping has oc-
curred here since the year 1821.

Capt. Pinckney, from BermudaforNew York, part-
ly laden with salt.

These vessels were all wrecked between the hours
of 1 A. M. and 10 P. Al. of Thursday, 21st.

To the foregoing list of disasters we have to add
that the brig Cordova, of Providence, R. 1., Capt.
Franklin, from Salt Cay; sought sbeler iu Cotton
Cay Channel, and has been driven from her ancho-
rage and not since heard of. Great fears are en-
tertained for her safety. Up to time of going to
press the packet Australia, from Nassau, had not
arrived.

The quantity of salt shipped the past week has
been comparatively small, owing to the boisterous
weather which has prevailed, and may be said to
have completely broken up our salt season for this
year.

THE SPOKAN WAR.
The following is Col. Wright's official despatch,

relative to the battle of September sth, intelligence
of which firstreached us through a letter to the
Hartford Times:

HEADQUARTERS, CAMP ON SPOKAN RIVBR,W. T. )
Sept. 6, 1858. j

To Major W. Mackall, Assistant Adjutant ( loneral
U. S. Army:
SIR: 1 have the honor to submit the following re-

port ot the battle of the Spokan Indians, fought by
the troops under mv command on the sth inst. Our
enemies were the Spokans, Cumr de Alenes, I'elou-
ses and Pend d'Oreilles, numbering from 5 to 700
warriors.

Leaving my camp at the "Four Lakes," at Cy,
A. M. on the oth, our route lay along the margin of
a lake for about three miles, and thence for two
miles over a broken country, thinly scattered with
pines. Vhen emerging on to the open prairie, the
hostile Indians were discovered about three miles
to our right and in advance, moving rapidly along
the skirt of the woods, and apparently with theview of intercepting our line of march before weshould reach the timbers. After halting and
closing up our long pack train, I moved forward,
and soon found that the Indians were setting
fire to the grass at various points in front and on
my right flank, ('apt. Keyes was now directed
to advance three of his companies, deployed as
skirmishers, to the front and right. This orderwas promptly obeyed, and Capt. Onl withCompany
K, Lieut. Gibson with Company M, and Lieut Ty-
ler with Company A, Third Artillerywere thrown
forward. At the same time, Capt. Hardie, Com-
pany G, Third Artillery, was deployed to the left,
and the howitzer under Lieut. White, supported by
Company E, Ninth Infantry, were advanced to the
lino of skirmishers. The firing now became brisk
on both sides, the Indians attacking us infront and
on both flanks. The fires on the prairie nearly
enveloped us, and were rapidly approaching our
troops and the jack train. The skirmishers, the
howitzers and the first squadron of Dragoons under
under Major Grier, dashed gallantly through the
roaring flames, and the Indians were driven to seek
shelter in the forest and rocks. As soon as a suitable
position could be obtained, the howitzers under
White opened fire with shell. The Indians were
again routed from their cover, closely pursued by
our skirmishers, and followed by Grier, with hissquadron leading.

All this time our pack train was concentrated as
much as possible, and guarded bv Captain Dent,
!Hli In!an try, with his Company tl; Lieut. David-
son, Ist Dragoons, with his Company E, and Lieut.Ibrie, 3d Artillery, with his Company B, advan-
cing. The trail bore off to the right, which threw
Ord and Tyler with their skirmishers to the left.A heavy body of Indians had concentrated on our
left, when our whole line moved quickly forward,
and the tiring became general throughout the front
occupied by Ord, Hardie and Tyler, and the how-
itzer under -White, supported by Winder, with
Grigg's troop ot dragoons following in rear, wait-
ing for a favorable opportunity to make a dash.
Atthe same time Gibson, with Company M, 3d Ar-
tillery, drove the Indians on the right front; an
open plain here intervening, Major Grier passed
the skirmishers with his own and Lieut. Pender's
troop and charged the Indians, killing two and
wounding three. Our whole line and train ad-
vanced steadily driving the Indians over rocks andthrough ravines. Our poiut ot'_ direction having
been changed to the right, Captain Ord found
himself alone with his company on the extreme
left of the skirmishers, and opposed bv a large body
of the enemy. They were gallantly charged by
Captain Ord, and driven successfully from the
high table rocks where they had taken refuge.Captain Ord pursued tiie Indians, until approaching
the train he occupied the leftflank.

Moving forward towards the Spokan River, theln-
dians still in front, Lieutenants Ibrie and Howard,
with Company B, Third Artillery,wore thrown out
on the right flank, and instantly cleared the way,
and after a continuous fight for seven hours, over a
distanceof fourteen miles, we eneamped on the
banks ol the Spokan River?the troops exhaustedby a long and fatiguing march, twentv-flve miles
without water, and for two-thirds of the distanceunder fire. The battle was won, two chiefs aqil twobrothers of the chic! Geary, killed, besides many of
lesser note either killed or wounded. [Since*the
battle we learn that Kamiakin, war chief of
Yakimas, was nearly killed by a shell.] A kindProvidence again protected us: although at many
times the balls flew thick and fast through our ranks,
yet strange to say we had but one man slightly
wounded.

Again itaffords me the highest pleasure to boar
witness to the zeal, energy, gallantry and persever-
ance displayed by the officers and men during this
protracted battle.

Brevet-Major W. N. Grier, commanding a squad
of Ist Dragoons, composed ol his own Company and
that of Lieutenant Pender, made a gallant charge
at the right mount, killingtwo and wounding threeof the enemy. The Major speaks in the highest
terms of the gallantry ofLieutenant Pender, com-
manding Company C.

Lieutenant Davidson, witli Company E, was rear-
guard to the general train, and that duty was well
performed. Lieutenant Grigg, with Company H,
was posted in the rear ot the howitzer, with a view
ot making a dash at the enemy, but the ground
was so broken that dragoons could not operateeffectively.

Captain E. D. Keyes, 3d Artillery, commanding
battalion pursuing, was energetic and gallant
throughout. Although the troops extended over amile, yet the Captain was always in the right place
at the right time.

Captain Keyes reports the following companies
and officers as particularly distinguished:

Company K, Capt. E. 0. C. Ord and Lieut. M. R.Morgan.
Company G, Capt. J. A. Hardie and LieutenantRansom.
Company M, Lieuts. Gibson and Dandy.
Company A, Lieuts. Tyler and Lyon.
The howitzer battery", under Lieut. White, with

detachment of 20 men, Company D.3d artillery, bc-
liared most gallantly throughout the action. Eight
shells were thrown into the midst of the enemy
during the fight, and with effect.

The conduct of Lieut. Kip, Adjutant of artillery
battalion, is noticed by Capt. Keves, as having been
excellent throughout the day.

The rifle battalion, Companies B and E, Ninth
Infantry, under Capt. Dent. Capt. Dent, with his
company, was on the rear guard to protect thepack train. This duty was handsomely performed,
and the train moved along unharmed by the enemy
or the fires.

Capt. Winder was detached with Lieut. Flem-
ing and Company E to support the howitzer bat-
tery. Ihis service was admirably performed,
bravely advancing and pouring in a fire with their
rifles when opportunity offered, till the close of the
battle.

The friendly Nez Perccs were employed chiefly as
spies and guides, as well as guards to pack-trains.
As usual, they behaved well.

FOREIGN.
JOHN BRIGHT ON PARLIAMENTARY REFORM. ?Thepolitical event of the week had been a great demon-

stration at Birmingham, in honor of Mr. John
Bright, member of Parliament from that town, and
the delivery by that gentleman of a telling speech
on the subject of Parliamentary reform. Mr.
Bright's remarks were regarded as indicative of
the policy of the extreme radicals, and as such at-
tracted great attention. He eulogized the elective
franchise as practised in the United States, the
equal distribution of representation and the ballot,
and pledged himself to support a Reform hill, pro-
viding for such a system in England. Mr. Bright's
recommendations were not generally acceptable to
the great bulk of the press. The Manchester (luar-
iliinitakes decided exceptions to his laudations of
American institutions, and the law and order which
he contended prevailed under them.

A DEAR PIIIME MINISTER.? A letter from Tehpran
of the 15th September, says: "The examination
made into the accounts of "Mirza-Agha-Khan, ex-
Sadragan, (prime minister,) who with histwosons,
is still in custody, has revealed facts which are al-
most incredible. Thus, though his salary was not
less than 1.000,000f. a year, he appropriated annu-
ally 6,000,000f: and during the war with England
he levied on all the country a tax, which he called
'Tax for the Holy War,' which amounted to 12.000,-
000f., but of that sum only one-fourth went into the
treasury, the three others not having been ac-
counted for by him and his creatures. It is al-leged that one or two influential parties have
strongly solicited the Shah to take this individualinto his service again, and on his refusal have even
employed threats. But the Shah has remainedfirm."

THE GREAT EASTERN. ?The complete prospectu
of the Great Eastern Steamship Company, formed
for the purchase of the Great Eastern steamer, lias
been issued, and a meeting of the old shareholders
convened for the Ist of November, to make the final
arrangements for the transfer of the vessel. The
capital of the new company is to be £330,000, and
the shareholders of the old company are to receive
£25 in new shares for every £2OO at present held.
The fresh directors include several men of great en-
ergy and influence.

ESCAPE OF A POLITICAL PRISONER.? The following
curious escape from the Hospital St. Louis, of a po-
litical prisoner and alleged lunatic, is recounted by
the Independence lie!ye: ".M. Fargin Favolle, an
ex member of the National Assembly, who took part
in the at!air of the Conservatoire des Arts-et-Mctierswith Ledru Rollin, was condemned for that offence
to imprisonment for life. After undergoing his
punishment for six years, he was seized with illness,
and it was decided to remove him to a maison de
saute. Three years ago be was accordingly taken
to the Hospital St. Louis, where he resided in the
Pavilion Gabrielle, which is reserved for patients
who have the means of paying for better accommo-
dation.

"Two days ago, on one of the attendants entering
the apartment, the prisoner had disappeared, and
all his effects had been removed. The evening be-
fore, about five o'clock, after he had dinner, M.Fayolle went into the garden appropriated to the
use of convalescent patients, he spoke to several as
usual, and walked up and down as he was in the
habit of doing. At halt-past seven he returned tohis room, but before doing so he, contrary to ordi-nary habits, shook several of the patients heartily
by the hands, and from that time no one has seen
him. His bed was found just in the state it would
have been ifit had been slept in. As to the means
bv which he has escaped and removed his effects,
all remains unknown."

NEW FASHIONS FOR LADIES. ?The correspondent
of the Press has heard, "on excellent authority,"
that the Empress and some of her ladies have late-ly been engaged in making all manner of experi-ments on dress as regards form, and development,and color, and that the result is, "that thev havedetermined before long to inaugurate a violent re-
action to the present style; that is to sav, to havedresses short enough to display the foot and ankle,
instead of trailing on the ground; to diminish im-
inenselv their prodigious development; and in
place of colors more or less staid, to have the
brightest and gayest hues imaginable.

COUNT DE MOXTALEMHERT.? The Moniteur an-
nounces that the journalentitled the Correspondent

has been seized for an article by Count do Monta-
I Gilbert on England and India, end that a prosccu
tion is to he instituted against the writer and pub-
lisher, who are accused of attacks against the prin-
ciple of universal suffrage, the authority which theEmperor is invested with by the constitution, and
the respect due to the laws. They are further
charged with attempting to excite the people to ha-
tred and contempt of the government, and endeav-
oring to disturb the public peace. The article in
question contains strong language. In one place
the Count savs:

"Finding the foul marasmus creeping over me,
my ears tingling with tiie low tittle tattle of anti-
chambry, and the yells of fanatics who think them-
selves our masters, or hypocrites, who think wo are
their dupes, suffocated by the servile and corrupt-ing miasmata of a loathsome atmosphere, 1 left
France for England to take a bath of fresh air."

In another place he says: "Returning to France,
I find in L'Univers, 23d May, 1858, parliamentary
government styled a farce, with scenic decorations.
Happy country and happy clergy, whose organ
gives such sound information in such decorousphraseology."

The prosecution of so distinguished a man as theCount de Montalembert was expected to produce con-
siderable excitement, and it was regarded as an in-
dication of great confidence in its own strength bv
the government.

A NEW EMPIRE.
> THE EMPIRE OP ANAM.? The Paris Moniteur ileI' Armee publishes some interesting details relative

to the Empire of Anam, against a division of which
a jointFrench aud Spanish expedition is by this
time infull operation. The Empire of Anam com-prises three great and separate divisions?CochinChina, properly so called, with Tsiauipa, Cambodiaand Tonkin. Cambodia and Tonkin are each gov
erned by a viceroy. Sai-gong is the capital of
Cambodia, which is divided into six provinces,
Ketcho is the capital of Tonkin, which is dividedinto fifteen provinces. Ketcho is the largest, mostpopulous, and most civilized town in the Empire.
Cambodia is the richest and most fertile of thethree divisions, and is regarded, not without rea-
son, as the granary of the Empire. The govern-
ment of Anam is absolute and tyrannical. The
present Emperor, Tu-Due, ascended the throne in
1847. He is the second son of the Emperor Thien-

Tri, and he usurped the throne to the prejudice of
his elder brother, through the intrigues of his
father's Prime Minister, whose daughter he mar-
ried. He is a well-educated Prince, but cruel. His
councils are directed by the retrograde party, com-
posed of fanatical Mandarins, who stop at no crimein order to obtain their ends. The Emperor Du-
Tuc is the last descendant of the Nguyen dy-
nasty, which ha 3 reigned since the vear1100. The most distinguished sovereign of
that dynasty was the Emperor Gia-Long, who diedin 1820. He was an enlightened and just Prince,
under whose sway the Anam Empire attained ahigh degree of prosperity. He invited foreigners
to bis Court, and protected the arts, sciences, "com-
merce and agriculture. It was at the commence-
ment of his reign that he signed a treaty with the
French Government, transferring to them a valuable
territory, in which the Bay of Touraine is situate,where the troops under the command of AdmiralRigaultde Genouillv were to land. The Spanish
division, from the Philippine Islands, which is to
act with the French, is composed of Tagals?-
that is, pure Indians of the island of Lucon, thelargest and most northern of the Philippine Islands.
The Tagal, whose name is not much known in
Europe, is copper-colored, with glossv hair, flat
nose and wide mouth. He is well-shaped, of theordinary size, and slight figure. He is active,
courageous, and sober, being satisfied with
boiled rice for food, and sugar and water for
drink. The Tagal is a good, obedient soldier when
well-commanded, a fervent Catholic, hut vindictive
when ill-treated, and always ready to avenge any
ill-treatment when practiced on his comrades. He
can take a turn at any work?build a house, manu-
facture a firearm, and make his own clothes. He
plants cotton, dyes and spins it, and is, moreover,
an excellent seaman. Fighting beside the French
troops, whose gallantry General Nozagarv, the
Governor of the Philippine Islands, eulogized in
an order of the day, the Tagal will, it is expected,
double his exertions and distinguish himself.

"With the Indian," says M. Mallet, "you must
have bread in one hand and a cane in the other;
that is. be just, and treat him well; give liim whathe requires, hut chastise him when he deserves to
be punished."

MR. JOHN BRIGHT, M. P.
The London correspondent of the New York

Times says of this leader among the English radi-
cals:

The angularity of the man. and total want of
tact, are drawbacks indeed which would always
prevent him from being the head of a numerous
party. His fearlessness of opposition, sincerity of
purpose, intense confidence in his own powers of
intellectual vision, and, perhaps, above all, his keen
relish tor a tight,?all contribute to make him one
of the most controversial of thinkers and talkers.
Mr. Cobden used to say of him, long years ago,
that "if he had not been bred a Quaker he would
infalliblyhave been a prizefighter." 1 heard the
other day an anecdote of him, illustrative of his
mode of dealing with distinguished strangers whom
he met in his recent travels abroad, which serves
to show that time and sickness have not quenched
in him the old habits of pugnacity and brum/uerie.When at Turin, he was invited to meet Count
Cavour at dinner, at the British Embassy; and the
first thing he said when seated opposite to him at
table, was, "How could a clever man like vou have

been made such a fool of by Louis Napoleon and
Palmerston, as to go to war with Russia 2" The
amazement of the company at this uncivilized sal-
ly, may be well imagined. °M. Cavour, who declines
conversation in English, replied with unruffledsuavity, and poured upon his blunt questioner a
whole cascade of brilliant badinage, mingled with
a certain portion of pointed rebuke. But Mr.Bright, though he talks his own language so well,
has never been able to accomplish any other; and
the conversation so inauspiciously begun soon ter-
minated.

A curious incident happened to him of a very dif-
ferent kind while at Nice. One morning he unex-
pectedly received a visit from the chamberlain of
the Empress Dowager of Russia, then residing there,
and who expressed a wish that he should be pre-
sented to her. As he was much out of health at
the time, he asked permission for one of his family
to accompany him, which was at once granted, and
both were conducted next day into the Imperial
presence. The aged and worn widow of Nicholas
desired them to be seated, and then, in terms of
much dignity and grace, thanked him for the part
he and his friends had taken in the Parliament of
England, in the endeavor to avert the Crimean
war. The rugged nature of the Lancashire manu-
facturer was not whollyproof against the penetra-
tingaccents of unavailing grief thus addressed to
him, and his eyes filled with tears as he expressed
in reply bis gratification at learning from such lips
that the efforts of himself and his friends had been
appreciated in Russia. Should his physical strength
remain, I have little doubt that he willoccupy the
most prominent place in the coming struggle for
Parliamentary reform. There is no man, now that
Cobden is laid aside by domestic aflliction, and Roe-
buck is reduced by bodily infirmity to comparative
inaction,that can vie with him in influence or capaci-
ty as a radical leader. I must repeat, however, my
conviction that the incurable faults of his intellec-
tual character will constantly repel and alienate
from him men of talent and sensibility; and that his
unmitigated hatred of Episcopacy and ecclesiastical
rule of all sorts, will enlist against any cause he ad-
vocates a formidable amount of extra opposition.

NAVAL.
Master Wm. P. Brady, who was lately put on the

shelf by the Naval Retiring Board, has been ordered
for duty at the Brooklyn Navy Yard. Master Bra-
dy is a very efficient officer, and his services will be
a valuable auxiliary to the better government and
discipline of the Yard in these piping times of war.

The United States steam frigate Powhatan, Capt.
G. F. Pearson, was at Shanghae on the 2d of Sep-
tember.

The United States sloop-of-war Germantown re-
mained in Canton river on the 11th of September.

Surgeon John A. Loekwood has relieved Surgeon
Thomas Dillard, in charge of the United States
Naval Hospital, New York; and Surgeon N. Pink-
ney relieves Surgeon Lewis W. Minor, in charge of
the Hospital at Norfolk, Va.

A notiikt! One nr. in' Excitement.?Oberlin boils
again. The citizens of that place have been at-
tacked by another crisis, and they have fired at it.
On Saturday the Marshal of this District sent some
subpoenas for witnesses in Oberlin to Deputy Day-
ton, who proceeded to serve a portion of them. On
Sunday the matter was made a special subject of
prayer by the Rev. Mr. Peck, who prayed that the
Lord would stand by those men who had prevented
the carrying off of fugitive slaves from that place,
and hoped He would soften the hearts of their per-
secutors, and nerve them to greater struggles in
behalf of freedom.

About two o'clock on Monday morning a party
of men went to the house of Deputy Marshal Day-
ton and fired several shots at it, shattering the win-
dows and doing other damage. Fortunately, the
shot did not hit any of the inmates. The bold and
courageous men. who had probably been acting
under the inspiration of Brother Peck's prayer, then
retired to their virtuous couches. It. is urged by-
some of the Oberlin people that the only object of
these sweet persons was to frighten the Deputy from
serving the remainder of the subprenas. But if this
was the object it failed, for he served them soon af-
ter daybreak. The witnesses subpoenaed are all in
this city, some twelve in number, and will shortly
be examined by the Grand Jury of the United
States Court now in session. Oberlin is in a foam.
Itis thought some forty citizens of Oberlin and
Wellington will be indicted for aiding fugitive
slaves.? Cleveland Plaindealer, Nob. oth.

INDIANHOSTILITIES.? We learn that there are un-

inistnlccable indications nf a general hostile feeling
amongst the Indians along our northern frontier,
and that the impunity which has hitherto attended
their outrages inspires them with conlidence in their
attempted repetition.

A special messenger has arrived from Spirit Lake
with despatches for Governor Lowe, representing
that the Indians arc collecting in larger numbers
than ever upon our frontiers, l'he tone and bear-
ing of these Indians is bold, insolent and threaten-
ing, and they have already committed numerous
depredations upon the property of the white set-

tlers in the vicinityof Spirit Lake. The horses and
cattle of the citizens disapper, and in several in-
stances it has been ascertained that they were stolen
by the Indians.

Miss Gardner, one of the captives taken and re-
leaascd in the spring of 1857, is again living at
Spirit Lake, anil recognizes amongst these Indians
some of the Ink-pa-dutalvs band who were engaged
in the butchery of our citizens last winter, and by
whom she and others were taken cap'ive. The
danger of similar hostilities is regarded as immi-
nent, and settlers are standing on guard day and
night, and will continue to do so till a military
force shall be sent for their relief and protection.

Gen. Lowe has issued orders to Captain Martin
of the Frontier Guards, requiring him to march
with his company of about fifty men with all possi-
ble despatch to the scene of danger. Captain Mar-
tin is directed to take no offensive measures against
the Indians unless such measures are absolutely ne-
cessary for the protection and safety of the settlers;
but is to notify all the Indians in that vicinity,
whether hostile or friendly, to leave the State, and
in case of their neglect or refusal to leave, is to
drive them out of the State at ail hazards; and ho
is especially enjoined to make every possible effort
to capture Ink-pa-dutah and as many of his tribe
as can be identified as implicated in the massacres
of.the spring of 1857, in order that they tnay be
dealt with according to law.

Of.o INDIANA STATE BANK
Sentinel of Friday says:

-The Indianapolis

The State Board of the old Bank were in session
yesterday, arranging for the winding up of the af-
fairs of that institution. We learn that the circu-
lation has been reduced to within $300,000, aver-
aging about $20,000 to each branch. The arrange-
ment for its redemption in this city by exchange at
par on New York, ijjsjead of the counters of several
branches, only has the' effect to send home the out-
standing circulation rapidly.

In the opinion of many the legal liabilityof tbo
Bank for the redemption of its issues ceases on the
first of January next, but the Board do not design
to take any technical advantage of the kind, and
willprovide for the redemption of all the outstand-
ing circulation, if presented in a reasonable period.
The manner of closing up the affairs of the Bank

has not yet been determined upon. But few bank-
ing institutions any where have been managed so
successfully as the' old State Bank of Indiana. ?

During its existence it paid handsome dividends to
its stockholders, and it winds up returning to them
not only the original capital invested, but a large
surplus.

GETTING AI.ONO WITHOUT MONET.- -It is a curious
fact that the manual labor performed on the Pla-
cerville and Salt Lake telegraph line, more than
forty miles of which is already finished, has been
done, and is being done, by men" who work at fair
wages and take their pay in stock. The steamboats
carry the wire from San Francisco to Sacramento
on an unlimited credit, and will probably take pay
in stock. The teamsters haul to its destination, and
take pay in stock; the workmen put it up and
take pay in stock; the grocers of I'lacerville fur-
nish provisions and take pay instock; and thus the
people, the hard-fisted, the bone and sinew of the
land, become directly interested in this great
enterprise. The masses have taken hold it
and exhibit their faith in the enterprise by their
deeds. Capital is wanted to purchase wire, and, it
may be, to buy poles also, and it is reasonable to
expect that with proper efforts on the part of the
directors that will not be wanting.? Sacramento

"This is destined to be the leading question inour
State politics for the next year. It is not, and
should not be rendered a party issue, for the reason
that it more deeply interests the weal of the whole
State than any other measure that has been proposed
since the formation of our State Constitution.

The mere submission to the people will undoubt-
edly be carried, but whether the people will sanc-
tion it, is a question that is to be tested at the polls.

SINGULAR CASE OF BIGAMY.?In the Boston Police
Court, on Friday, a colored man named Lewis
Howard was charged with having two wives, one
of whom he married while he was a slave in V'irgi
nia?she being white?and the other a colored wo-
man whom he married in Boston. The counsel for
defence argued that there was legally but one mar-
riage, as slaves were not allowed to make contracts
of any kind without the written consent of their
masters; but Justice Maine thought that "white
women had some rights which colored men were
bound to respect," and held the defendant in StiOO
for trial.

A new route has justbeen opened between Chi-
cago and Cincinnati. Leaving Chicago on thePittsburg and Fort Wayne Road, the traveler pro
ceeds on that road to Lima, in Ohio; thence due
south, through Sidney, Piqua, and Dayton, on the
Dayton and Michigan road; and from Dayton to
Cincinnati on the Cincinnati, Hamilton and'Davtoi
road. The remaining portion of the track of the Pittsburg and Fort Wayne road, from Chicago to Ply-
mouth, will be completed by the end of this month,
and when this is done, the time between Chicafi
and Cincinnati willbe only fourteen hours.

Directly after chang
ing owners the Peruvian flag was run up, and hei
name changed to that of Rosa Rivera.

A collision took place in the bay of Valparaiso op
the 29th of September, between the American bark
Isabella Jones and the British bark Gladiator, bv
which the formor lost her bowsprit, foremast yards,
and suffered other damage, while the latter hadher stern stove in.

The Albany Journal gives the following in-
stance as a specimen of the thorough manner in
which New York canvassing is done:

" We were shown, on the Saturday before elec-
tion, two estimates of the Republican majority in
Cayuga county, based on a canvass by school dis
tricts. One put it at 3,100, the other at 3,150. By
the official returns we see that it is 3,119.
