BALTIMORE, November 15, 1858.

The Stock market was again very dull to-day,

with the exception of the transactions in Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad, which were quite large, em-
bracing 1.200 shares. This stock opened with cash
sales at 557%, but as the call advanced it fell off,
selling down to $57 regular way and seller's option

60 days, and $57%@557% buyer 60 days, closiug
rather heavy at $57 bid, $57% asked, both regular
way and buyer 60 days, %@% lower than on Sat-
urday. There were sales of 100 shares Northern
Central at $22)4 regular way, the previous day's

rate, but itleft off at $22% bid, $22% asked, a de-

cline of %@%. In Bank shares there is still

nothing doing, but they continue firm. Canton was

ottered at $20% with $20% bid. Baltimore city 6's

1875 were held % higher without transactions;
lS9o's are unchanged. The only sale of Railroad
bonds was $2,500 Northern Central 1885's at 73%,
showing no change since Saturday. Other descrip-
tions oT Railroad bonds also remain without any
material change. The total business at the Board
amounted to about $73,000.

There seems to have been quite a panic at New
York to-day in most of the fancy stocks and a
heavy decline was experienced. Erie fell off %;

New York Central 1%; Reading %; Michigan
Southern %, and Galena and Chicago 2. State
stocks are steady.

The foreign trade at the port of New York the past week
shows a total import entry, including the Dry Goods table,
of $2,917,879. The same week last year. $2,372,183. The
export of domestic produce and miscellaneous goods,
$870,810. Same week last year, $1,426,905. The export of
specie. $142,316. Same week last year, $697,649. The
sub treasury balance on Saturday afternoon stood $7,807,-
618. against $8,256,042 at the close of the previous week.

EXTRA SESSION.

MONDAY, Nov. 15. 1858.
FIRST BRANCH.?In pursuance of a call by the Mayor,

for an extra session of the City Council, the members

elect of this branch, assembled yesterday afternoon, at
3 o'clock, in the Old Ciry Hall,and were sworn in by
Justice Hayward. The following are the members of the
branch:

Be it resolved by both Branches of the City
Council of Baltimore, that the directors representing the
city, in the Board of direction of the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad Company, be and they are hereby respectfully
yet earnestly requested to attend the meeting of the Board
on Wednesday next, and vote forthe retention of Chauncey
Brooks, Esq., as President of the Company, thecity hav-
ing every confidence in Mr. Brooks' earnest desire to
pursue a course of policy hereafter, alike advantageous to
the State and city. Also to aid in the development of the
trade of the Southern route known as the Northwestern
A'irginia Railroad, which the plighted faith of the Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad demands, and the true interests of
the city requires.

Mr. WOOD urged that the interests of the city in this
great work demanded that the policy of the gentleman
named in the above resolution. Mr. Brooks, should be se-
cured to the road by his retention as President, in order
that the control of the road might not pass so exclusively
into the control of the stockholder direction, as was sought
to he effected by the election of one of that body to the
Presidency.

The next business was the fixing of the salary of the
doorkeeper of the Branch, and Mr. SEWELL moved that
the salary of the doorkeeper be fixed at $4 per diem.

Mr. COLTON moved an amendment that the per diem of

the doorkeeper be f.'l instead of $4. He said he thought
that four dollars a day for the doorkeeper was too much.
He did not object on account of any personal feeling to-
wards the party whom he supposed would hold that posi-
tion. but as a matter of policy and economy to the cor-
poration. whose financial affairs were now already embar-

rassed. It was a small matter to be sure, but such small
matters inthe aggregate would amount to a considerable
sum.

Mr. CATIICART asked what was the usual pay of former
doorkeepers of the Branch.

Mr. COLTON. ?Three dollars.
Mr. SEWALL then asked for the yeas and nays on the

amendment, which was decided in the negative by the
following vote:

Yeas.?Messrs. Colton and Ellicott?2.
Nays.?Messrs. President. Van Xostrand, Cathcart,

Cook. Taylor, Musselman. McComas and Sewell?B.
The Branch then proceeded to the election of a Clerk.
Mr. MCCOMAS nominated Isaac Corwell. and there being

no other nominations, moved that the balloting be dis
pensed with, and Mr. Corwell be declared duly elected
Clerk of the Branch. Adopted.

The Branch next proceed d to select a doorkeeper.
Mr. SEWALL nominated John Bunting. There being no

other nominations. Mr. McComas moved that the ballot-
ting be dispensed with, and that John Bunting be de-
clared duly elected as doorkeeper of the Branch.
Adopted,

A message was received from the First Branch, inform
ing this Branch of their organization, and proposing that
a joint committeeof three from each Branch be appointed
to wait on the Mayor, and inform himof the organization,
and that the Councils were ready to receive my communi-
cation he desired to make.

On motion of Mr. COLTON, the Branch concurred in the
proposition of the First Branch.

The PRESIDENT appointed the following gentlemen as
the committee on the part of this Branch to wait upon the
Mayor: Messrs. Cathcart, Colton and McComas.

Before the committee proceeded to perform the duty
assigned them.

Mr. COLTON offered a resolution to the effect, that the
clerk of the Branch afford all faciliti s in his power, to the
reporters of the press, and also that lie furnish them with
the usual amount of stationery, which was, on motion,
adopted.

The committee then retired to wait upon the Mayor.
After a short interval, the committee returned and re-

ported through Mr. Cathcart. that they had waited upon
the Mayor, and that his communication would be present-
ed to the Branch in a few moments.

WILLIAM THOMPSON, Esq., Secretary of the Mayor,
shortly entered the chamber and presented the message
of the Mayor which was read by the clerk.

A message was received from the First Branch, propos-
ing that the hour for the meeting of the two Branches be

fixed at 5 o'clock P. M., which on motion was concurred

Mr. MCCOMAS moved that a Committee of three be ap-

pointed by the President, to whom the Mayor's message
should be referred. Adopted.

The PRESIDENT appointed the following gentlemen as
the Committee : Messrs. Sewall, Van Nostrand and Cook.

A resolution was received from the First Branch in re
lation to the Presidency of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road, which was r> ad a second time and on motion of Mr.
MCCOMAS, adopted.

Mr. COLTON presented the petition of Wm. H. Scott,

asking permission to put up a sign in front of his drug

store. No. 150 South Broadway, which, on motion, was
referred to the Committee on Highways.

Mr. MCCOMAS moved that the rules of the last Council
be adopted for the government of the present Council.
Adopted.

On motion of Mr. SEWALL a committee of three was ap-
pointed by the President, on the election and qualification
of the members of this Branch. The President appointed
the following committee, Messrs. Sewall, McComas and
Ellicott.

Mr. CATHCART moved that the thanks of the Branch he
extended to ALLF.N E. FORRESTER. Esq., late Clerk of this
Branch, for his valuable assistance in the organization of

the present Branch. The motion was adopted unani-
mously.

On motion of Mr. MCCOMAS the Branch then adjourned
until this afternoon at five o'clock.

Tliere is a railroad war in New Hampshire. On

ANNUAL REPORTS OF THE TREASURER AND
MASTER OF TRANSPORTATION.

The annual meeting of the Stockholders of this road
was held yesterday at the Camden station. The meeting
was organized by calling Wm. McKira, Esq., to the chair,
and appointing J. I. Atkinson, Esq., Secretary. The re
port of the President and Directors, an abstract of which
we append, was read by the Secretary

Mr. Wm. Bose offered a resolution authorizing the
President and Directors, should they deem it proper and
advisable, to grant permission to the Marion Coal Compa
ny of Va., to make a branch road five miles in length.

The resolution was adopted by those present, but the
amount of stock represented not being equal to the provi-

of the by-laws of the Company, it was necessarily
laid upon the table.

The meeting then proceeded to the election of twelve
Stockholder Directors, Messrs. Wm. McKira, Jas. George
and AVm. Bose, acting as tellers. Thirty-four thousand
five hundred votes were cast, and there being but one
ticket presented, the vote was unanimous for the follow-
ing gentlemen:

The annual reports of the Treasurer and Master of

Transportation were submitted to the board, abstracts o f
which we also append.
ANNUAL REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT AND

DIRECTORS.
Chauncey Brooks, Esq., the President of the Road, sub-

mitted their Annual Report, and therefrom we make the
following extracts:

He prefaces his report by saying that in view of the un-
precedented financial crisis, through which the country
has passed during the last fiscal year, the injudicious
competition between the four great Atlantic lines, and
consequent low rates of transportation for a considerable
portion of the period, combined with deficient crops and
an extraordinary depression in business generally, the
accompanying Reports from the several Departments ex-
hibit a gain from the year's work, that the Board trusts
will give satisfaction to the Stockholders, and increase
their confidence in the future profits and prosperity of the
Company. Reliable grounds for such conviction are af-
forded, when under circumstances so adverse, such netresults have been realized.

THE MAINSTEM.
The liabilities and assets of the Company are exhibited

in the statement of the Treasurer, as also the Revenue
and Working Expenses.

Itwillhe seen that the gross earnings of the Main Stem
have been $3,856,485.79, being a decrease of $760,513.16,
compared with the preceding year; but maintaining an
increase over the fiscal year of 1855 of $145,031.94.

The expenses of working the Main Stem, and of keep-
ing the road and machinery in repair, have .amounted to
$2,531,199.29, being 65.63 per cent, upon the gross earn-
ings. an increase, compared with the previous year, of
5.84 per cent.

In connection witlithe decrease of revenue, reference is
requested to the elaborate and interesting Report of the
Master of Transportation. An analysis of the business of
the Road shows, that, notwithstanding the transfer to the
Northwestern Virginia Company, of so large a portion of
the tonnage received and shipped by the Ohio River, here-
tofore passing over the entire line to AVheeling, thus re-
ducing the revenue and profits ofone hundred miles of
the Main Stem, between Grafton and AVheeling; yet,
whilst the local passenger and freight business also ex-
hibit a reduced aggregate, the increase in the through
merchandize, flour and stock trade, has been so marked as
to more than compensate for all deficiencies, except of the
coal trade.

Excluding the reduction inreceipts from the change in
tariff, and the falling off in the transportation of coal, the
entire freightand passenger business of the Main Stem
shows an increase of gross revenue of$64,486 84.

The reduction in local traffic is readily explained by the
light crops and unusual scarcity of money prevailing
throughout the region traversed by the Road, checking
pleasure travel, and decreasing the surplus of agricultural
products for shipment eastward.

As the aggregate trade of the AVest with the seaboard
cities has been greatly diminished, the large and satifac
tory improvement in through business, must have resulted
from the increased appreciation among travelers and
western merchants of the great facilities, advantages and
attractions of this route.

The quantity of coal transported for the fiscal year,
terminating October 1, 1857, was 530.116 tons, and the
revenue derived therefrom $1,570,000. For the past year
but 332,797 tons have been carried, and the receipts from
this source have diminished to 865,000. Since the re-
duction in the tariff on Ist March last, of fifty cents
per ton. 240.000 tons have been transported; the difference
on the freight of which lias amounted to $120,000.

In comparing the balance sheet ofSeptember 30th. with
the financial condition of the Company, a% presented at
the corresponding date 0f1R57. it willbe observed that the
following payments have been made, viz:

And exhibiting a total of $1,184,321.20
The Northwestern Virginia Road has continued to re-

quire constant and large expenditures, to place it in safe
working condition, so that the additional advances to that
Company, after crediting all the revenue received, have
produced a balance, at this date, of $1,473,795.74, making
an increase of the debt of the Company, for the year, of
$371,111.75.

During the twelve months $592,227.82 of the City Loan
have been received, which embraced $174,866 for expendi-
tures in arching tunnels, and for double track, in August

and September of the preceding fiscal year. Ten per cent,
of the gross amount, viz: $59,222.78 was deposited with
the Register of the city, to be invested for the Sinking
Fund.

By resolution of the Board, the remaining Bonds of 1854
viz: $83,668. not yet presented for payment, have been
called in absolutely, and cease to bear interest after this
date. The first Mortgage Loan for $1,000,000. contracted
for the valuable investment of Stock in the Washington
Branch, willthus be liquidated in full,and the Mortgage
Loan, maturing in 1867. hereafter ranks as the the First
Mortgage security upon the property of the Company.

The Dividends upon the Stock held by the Company in
the Washington Branch, and Bent, received for the past
year, have amounted to $101,512.00.

The report of the Treasurer presents the Profit and Loss
account, which, after charging discounton Bonds of City
of Baltimore sold during the twelve months, $46,405.31,
interest and ground rents, $814,400.89. and tax on passen-
gers, paid to the State of Virginia, *14,320.21. shows the
gain, for the fiscal year, of $618,064.68, being upwards of
six per cent, on the Capital Stock. This account now ex-
hibits a surplus of $5,052,275.07.

THE WASHINGTON BRANCH.
The financial condition of the Washington Branch is

shown by the statements of the Treasurer.
It willbe seen that the revenue for the fiscal year has

amounted to $469,422.92. showing an increase of $14,963.08
over the previous year, and the expenses to $202,453.64,
being 43% per cent., leaving net $266,969.28.

The increase of revenue is remarkable, during a period
of such general depression, and was derived, viz., from
passengers $7,937.08, and freight $7,026.

A semi-annual dividend of 4% per cent, was declared in
October, and the same in April last. A similar dividend
for the past six months has been declared, payable on the
24th proximo.

The amount paid the State of Maryland, .as capitation !
tax on passengers, is $68,415.02, being more than one-
fourth of the net earnings.

NORTHWESTERN VIRGINIAROAD.
The report of the Treasurer shows the revenue of this

Road for the fiscal year has amounted to $248,004.06. and
the working expenses to $253,252.79, or 102 12-100 per
cent.

This exhibit is accompanied by the remark, that 44in
consequence of the incomplete condition of this Road, aris
ing chiefly from narrowness, of embankments, vertical

character of the cuts, etc., large sums that, from the diffi-
culty ofaccurate adjustment, appear in the statement an-

nexed, charged as repairs, properly belong to construc-
tion."

This explanation is requisite to account for the extraor-
dinary working expenses.

The report of the Master of Road presents the outlays,
required also by the unfinished condition of the Road, that
have been directly charged to construction. The amount
is $55,121.06, which has been expended in securing tun-

nels. additional railway track, depot accommodations,
water and fuel stations, etc.

The excessive cost of working the Road, under the
agreement of lease, causes the entire equipment and ma-
chinery to be furnished for the past year, by the Balti-

more and Ohio Company without any interest or remune-
ration for the capital so invested.

Although these large outlays have been very onerous,
the Board has deemed the pursuit of this liberal policy
judicious, to prevent accidents and promote future econo-
mical wo -king. As the.condition of the Road and its ac-
commodations for business have been much improved, it
is expected that the expenditures necessary for the com
ing year will be materially less, and the financial result
much more satisfactory.

GENERAL REMARKS.
The aggregate revenue of the Main Stem. Washington

Branch, and Northwestern Virginiaroad, amounts to $4.-
573,912.-77. being a decrease from the preceding year of
$571,920.29.

Irrespective of the depressing circumstances surround-
ing the Company, the Board steadfastly pursued its poli-
cy ofmaintaining the Road and Machinery in the best and
most effective condition.

The expenditures in these departments have conse-
quently been large, viz :
For repairs ofRailway

' $829,143.02
44 44 Locomotives and Cars 621.028.60
The continued exemption of the Company from serious

accidents, the great regularity of passenger and tonnage
trains, and the improved and excellent state of the track
and equipment, endorse the wisdom of their course.

During the year 8,881 tons of rail have been used, relay-
ing 923 i miles of the main stem with new iron. This is
the largest quantity ever placed inthe track for the same
period.

The number of locomotive engines and cars has been
fully maintained. Among the charges to repairs have ,
beeu the cost of one new coal burning passenger engine. :
just completed, to replace engine No. 188, destroyed by j
explosion of the boiler in February last, and of rebuild-
ing twenty-eight engines, and thirty-seven burthen cars.
One hundred and sixteen engines have also been thorough-
lyrepaired.

The great work upon the Welling. Broad Tree. Little-
ton, Glover's Gap, Murray's Maguire's, Rodemer's and
Eaton's Tunnels has been finished. The expenditures
on this account, during the year, have been $288,760.92.
The Master of Road, in describing the character of the
work, states that "the arching of these tunnels has been
done in the most substantial manner, the stone side-walls
being of range rock-work, well laid in cement, and all the
arches of hard brick also in cement, except 1162 lineal feet
of iron in Kingwood Tunnel, above which is placed a re
liable arch of stone masonry. Neither pains nor expense
have been spared to cause this work to compare favorably
with any similar structure in the world, and make it
endure as long as the mountains themselves shall re-
main."

Thus has been removed the last objection to the relia-
bility of the route, for the rapid and regular transporta-
tion of freight, and the entire safety of passengers. All

trains arc now passing with entire regularity and perfect
safety through every tunnel.

Improved economy in working and increased business
willjointly flow from this result.

The long recognized and unequalled attractions in the
scenery of the route, combined with its general advanta-
ges, facilities and safety, will doubtless command all

American tourists, as well as a large portion of the busi

ness travel.
During the year, 3 miles and 4.503 feet of second

track have been laid, at desirable points, costing $58.-
903.84.

Much attention has been paid to the introduction of
coke and coal as fuel for the passenger engines. The re-
sults have proved highly satisfactory?the engines opera
ting very economically and efficiently. Experiments with
fuel, made with the same engine, running with mail and
express trains, hauling in each case five cars, resulted as
follows:

With Wood, 7.8 cents, cost per mile run.
44 Coke, 5.6 44 44 44 44

44 Coal, 3.6 44 44 44 44 44

Fourteen of the passenger machines are now consuming

mineral fuel, and the Master of Machinery recommends
the alteration of others, as soon as the large accumula
tion of wood on hand is sufficiently reduced to render it
advisable.

The great economies to be thus effected mu9t attract the
attention of Managers of Railroads generally, and add

largely to the consumption ofBituminous Coal.
Among the interesting facts presented in the Report of

the Transportation Department, is the statement in refer,

ence to the shipments of flour?the aggregate ofwhich
proves to be 1.004.594 barrels?presenting the largest

quantity of this article ever transported by the Compa-
ny forany year, and an excess, on the Main Stem, over
the preceding year of 194,080 barrels.

The large reduction in the rate of transportation for
coal on Ist March last, failed to prevent a continued great
falling off in the trade. In the Annual Report of the
late John H. Doane, Esq., Master of Transportation, in
October, 1854. he stated :

"The demands of the coal trade at the present time are
very urgent; almost every operator in the coal region is
pressing for larger accommodations, and new and import-
ant mines are about commencing business, with the capa-
city to mine and send down large quantities of coal I
feel fully justified in stating that full employment could
be found for at least fifty percent, more machinery :n that
trade than is now, or can be. with the present equipment
of the Road, appropriated to it. From these facts it will
be seen that the advance in freights of fifty cents per ton

from Cumberland, and fifty-six cents from Piedmont,
made on the first of November, 1853, has not operated to
check or limit the trade."

The relations of the Company with its connecting lines
have continued of close and friendly character. The most

reliable and largest contributor to the trade of the Road,
and the city, among its AVcstern connections, has been the
Central Ohio Road, the improved management and condi-
tion of which have given increased satisfaction in the
promptness and regularity of its transportation of freight
and passengers.

The Marietta anil Cincinnati Road was seriously dam-
aged byfreshets for some time, which disappointed that
Company in the extent of its business. It has been re-
cently improved, and is again operating successfully.
With the completion of a Road?which may be anticipated
during the coming year?extending from its present line
to a point near Parkersburg, a large increase of traffic
with that Company willunquestionably be realized. This
improvement will also produce a most beneficial effect
upon the business and revenue of the Northwestern Vir-
ginia Road.

The Board has firmly adhered to the conservative and
valuable policy of maintaining the sinking funds.
The aggregate bonded debt ofthe Company

is now $10,668,645 05
And the aggregate of sinking funds is 937.284 13

as follows :

For ground rents on Camden Station $46,941 66
For Cityfive million loan 619,674 81
For mortgage debts 270,666 66

$937,284 13
AYhen the property now occupied by the Camden Sta

tion was purchased, a portion of it was subject to ground
rents, the holders of which refused to sell. These rents
amounted in the aggregate to $6,060.34, representing a cap-
ital. at 6 per cent., of $101,005.66, which, with the amount
paid for the iits that were in fee, and for the leasehold
interests, $243.271.95, made the cost ofthe property equiva-
lent to $344,277.04 in fee.

To meet this, annuities of S3OO were created upon the
Company's interest in the property, and sold to various
parties, the understanding at the time being that a sink
ing fund should be provided for the purchase of the
original rents, if they ever came into the market, or for
the accumlation of the above mentioned son. $101,005.66,
the interest on which being thereafter appropriated to the
payment of the $6,060.34 of original rents, the security of
the holders of the S3OO annuities would be equivalent vir-
tually to what it would have been had the ground occu-
pied by the station, upon which the annuities are a charge,
been in fee simple at the time of the purchase.

This sinking fund was accordingly established, and
amounts (it this time to $46,941.60, arising from the an-
nual appropriation of $6,000, and re investments of the
interest thereon, which will cease when it reaches slOl.-
005.66.

The fund forredemption of the MillionLoan has been
merged in that for the mortgage debt generally, and its
increment of interest lias been duly invested. By specific
provision in the Ordinance and Act ofAssembly, granting
the City Loan ten per cent, thereof was reserved from

each payment. This reserve with its accumulations of
interest, regularly re-invested in the City securities, will

reach the whole amount of the Loan in the year 1894, if
the average cost shall not exceed par.

On the 17th December, 1856, the Board adopted the fol-
lowing Resolutions:

Resolved, That the sum of $113,333 annually, begin-
ning with the year 1857, he and the same is hereby appro-
priated and set apart as a Sinking Fund for the redemp-
tion of the Mortgage Debt of the Company, which said
amount constitutes the Iron Bonds due at that date, and
maturing respectively in 1858, -59, and '6O, after which
the said sum is to be reinvested annually in said Mort-
gage Debt. All interest that may, from time to time,
accrue thereon shall be invested in any of the debt afore-
said, when it can be obtained at or below par.

If this important addition to Sinking Funds, being
about one per cent, annually upon the capital, tempora-
rily withheld from the Shareholders, be maintained, with

its accumulations of interest, it will absorb the entire
mortgage debts of Die Company in the year 1879. ifthe av-
erage cost of the bonds shall he par, or in the year 1877. if
the average cost shall be 90 per cent.

The unexpected requirements of the Northwestern Vir-
ginia Koad alone produced the large Floating Debt of the
Company, which, in the early part of the past year, ex-
ceeded one million dollars. The Board has deemed it the
soundest policy to defer dividends until relieved from its

entire Floating Debt. The amount, being now reduced to

$254,653.79, willbe liquidated at an early period.
It is a source ofgratification to the Board to announce

its decided conviction that witheconomical and judicious
management, the payment ofcash dividends will be re-
sumed in April next, and to express their entire con ft
denceinthe capacity of the Company to maintain from its
earnings the payment of icgular semi annual dividends
from tliatdate.

An examination of these figures shows that there has
been a falling off in the revenue of tlie Main Stem proper,
of $760,513.16. In 1857 it willbe observed tins exhibit

only embraced the returns of the last three months of the

year from the Northwestern Virginia Road, then recently
opened. The entire fiscal year just closed shows a reve-
nue from that road of $248,004.06, which, added to the
revenue ofthe Main Stem proper, reduces the falling off
to $586,883.37. On tlie Washington Branch there has hern
an increase of sl4.963.oß,which.deducted from the decrease
oil the other portions of the Road, shows the net falling off

illthe Company's revenue for the entire road, to have
been $571,920.29.

MAINSTEM PASSENGER TRANSPORTATION.
The general features of the Passenger business are en-

couraging, the falling off in this being but $50,384.89. or

7.38 per cent. 011 the Main Stem proper, ami representing
but 7.09 per cent, ofthe decrease of the revenue from Ton-

nage, the Passenger returns being $081,878.10 for the year

just closed, to $732,262.49 for 1857. Adding the revenue
from Passengers on the Northwestern Virginia Road,

which was $41,030 30. the aggregate Passenger returns for
the joint line would he $722,908.40, which is a decrease of

$9,354.09 from the total of 1857, when the Northwestern
VirginiaRoad had been accounted for but three months in

this Company's hands.
The proportion of the revenue from Passengers, on the

Main Stem proper, to its entire revenue, is 17.68 per cent.,
orabout two per cent, greater than for 1857, while the pro

portion from tonnage is of course 82.32 per cent. The pas-

senger returns for 1858, however, show an increase of
$8,878.54 over those of 1856.

The decrease in travel during the year has been, princi-
pally, on the part of way passengers, the through passen
ger business showing but a slight fallingoff. In 1857
there were 317,171 way passengers, while 1858 shows but
261.383. This decrease, however, has been mainly owing
to excursion travel, which shows that while the way busi-

ness has suffered from the stringency of the times, the at-

tractiveness of the route has secured an enlarged ratio of

the through travel between the East and West.
Relative to passenger trains, the report says: "The les-

sons of the past year have had a salutary effect upon the
railroad companies generally, with reference to their pas
senger traffic. The unprofitableness of running a large
number of trains, chiefly for the sake of competition, has
been fully realised. The public necessities have not real
ly required the number of through trains which the great
roads have hitherto been obliged to run, to maintain their

share of business under excessive competition; and here-
after, (by a late agreement at Niagara,) for the winter
months at least, not more than two trains per day in each
direction willbe run by either of the four great lines or
their Western connections.

TRANSPORTATION OP TON NAOI.
By reference to revenue table A, already given, the ton -

nage revenue upon the main stem proper has been $3,174,-
<607.69. It having been $3,884,736.46 in 1857, there is a de-
crease shown amounting to $710,128.77. Adding the rev-
enue ofthe Northwestern Virginiaroad from tonnage, of
$206,973.70, the aggregate willbe $3,381,581.45. Last year
the same aggregate was $3,942,993.15, which shews a nett

decrease in the revenue from tonnage upon the Main
Stem and Northwestern Virginiaroad of $561,411.70. The
revenue of the Washington Branch from tonnage

was $124,055.54, being $7,026 more than the previous
>G

The decrease in the tonnage revenue of the Main Stem
proper, has been 18.279 per cent, upon the revenue from
tonnage for the year 1857, and 15.380 per cent, upon the
whole revenue of the same year. In considering this de-
crease, itshould not be overlooked that aconsiderable share

of it is attributable to the diversion of our established

river trade from Wheeling to Parkersburg, 011 which the
Northwestern VirginiaRoad has received its proportion
of the revenue.

The number or tons transported upon the Main Stem
proper, and paying freight to the Company, during the

past year, by tonnage trains ofall kinds, was 800,589 tons,

being 94.812 tons less than for the previous year. The
falling off in the number of ton 9 hauled has been altogether
owing to the reduced coal trade of the past year, which
alone much more than represents the decrease in the gen-
eral tonnage.

As already remarked, there has been a large increase
in the general through merchandise trade for the past
year, and especially from the west. The through ton-

The returns from the coal transportation of the road for
the year past exhibit a very serious decrease in this im
portant trade. The quantity pay ing freight to the Com

The aggregate number of animals brought to Baltimore

for the year has been 248.363. making 25.679 tons, against

221.n70 for the previous year, weighing 23,124 tons.

The statistics of this trade exhibit a marked increase tor

thirds of the whole quantity,?was hauled over the e"tir®

lines of the Main Stein and Northwestern Virginia Road
from the Ohio River, the remainder, only being from way

1 Of (ill.- 1,004,594 barrels brought to Baltimore, 370,617
barrels were re-shipped to eastern markets.

The above quantity re-shipped was 157.644 barrels more
than for the previous year, which would leave 633,977

barrels as the quantity transported by the Road for the

Baltimore market proper, which is considerably more tJha n
the quantity manufactured in the city or brought to Bal-

timore by all other channels.
TUE DELIVERY OF CARS AT BALTIMORE.

There have been 75.151 cars brought to the city during

the past year, which is 12.988 less than for 1857. The cars

of coal received having been 36,417. against 52.272 for the
previous year, or afalling off of 15.865, the nett decrease
as above stated is readily accounted for.

The number of cars delivered in the streets of the city

during the past year was 20.295, against 17.454 for I°h,

showing an increase of 2.844 cars. The aggregate cost of

this delivery for the past year has been $39,073, making

the cost per car $1.92. or 9 cents less per car than for the

previous year.

THE NORTHWESTERN VIRGINIAROAD.

The revenue earned upon the Northwestern Virginia
Road has been $41,030.30 from passengers, and $206,973.
76 from tonnage, making an aggregate of $248,004.06. As

this road was only opened in the spring of 1857, and its
accounts fully entered upon this Company's books from
the first of July of that year, no satisfactory comparison
with the last year's business can be instituted. We have,
however, placed the revenues of the last three months of
the fiscal years 1857 and 1858 in a foregoing table, giving
a summary of the revenues of the entire road, by which it

willbe observed that the three months of 1857 yielded
$74,223.57, and the corresponding period of 1858 yie'ded
but $44,802 43, being a decrease of $29,421.14, the propor-
tions of decrease being relatively equal between passen-
gers and tonnage.

The aggregate expenses of working the road for th
year, has been $82,185.16.

By the statements of the Treasurer, it willbe observed
that the other expenses incurred on account of this lina

for the last year have been $171,067.63, making the aggre
gate expenses $253,252.79. and bearing a ratio of 102 12 100
per cent, to the gross revenue.

THE WASHINGTON BRANCH.
The Washington Branch of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail

road would seem to prove an exception to that order of
things which has brought depression upon the railroad
interests of the country. A steady increase in its reve-
nues is observable from both passengers and tonnage, and
during the past year the excess has been $14,963.08 above
the revenue of 1857, although during the last named year

was embraced the returns from the extraordinary travel
incident to the last Presidential inauguration. This in-
crease lias been about equally divided between passenger*
and tonnage. The passenger revenue is 73% per cent, to

26% from tonnage of the whole revenue, which is $469,-
422.92. The aggregate expenses of working this branch
for the year,was $98,319.92.

The transportation expenditures amounted, in 1857, to

$101,020.90. and being for the past year but $98,319.92,
it is a decrease of $2,700.98. The ratio of these expenses
to revenue is but 20.95 per cent., while itwas for the pre-
vious year 22.23, being a decrease of 1.28 per cent.

GENERAL REMARKS.

conducting the affairs of the Transportation Department.
Under a careful and conscientious effort to maintain the

The Foreman of the Grand Jury remarked, that it was
the intention of that body to do what had been suggested
by the State's Attorney.

The Court then adjourned, until this morning at 10
o'clock.

.NAVAJO WAR. ?The following is an extract front

r a letter dated Santa Fe, New Mexico, October 11th,
I 1858:

"Xews has just reached here from Fort Defiance
with the information that on the '29th ijiept. last,
Capt. Lindsay with a command of one hundred and
twenty Riflemen attacked a large body of N'avnjo
Indians, driving them before nis command with
great spirit in one of their chosen canons, killing
eight Indians and wounding a large number, cap-
turing four hundred sheep and seventy horses.

The Rifles lost two men killed and one sergeant
wounded. In the first onset a brave man, Lieuten-
ant Lane of the Rifles, was in advance in command

I of a small party of Riflemen in company with Capt.
Lindsay; they met the Indians and held theiCground
against powerful odds, until the rest of the com-
mand under Capt. McLane and Arnell came up."

The officers of the Xewark, N. J., Brigade have
formed an infantry company; no one being allow-

ed to parade with the corps unless he has held a
commission.
