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France, social and political, is the standing

puzzle of Englishmen. The two nations are so

opposite to each other in their habits, customs (
manners, and modes of thought, that it is next to

impossible for either of them to form a correct
judgment of the other. The popular idea in
Engl.tud of a representative Frenchman, is that' of
a spindle-shanked, slender-bodied, weazen-faced
man. quick in his movements, volatile in his dis-
position, naturally joyous, yet sensitively irrita-
ble, atid invariably emphasizing his remarks with
shrugs, grimaces, and a profusion of gesticulation.

This is the JEAN CRAPAUD of the English stage,

and of the English caricaturist. The French
idea of an Englishman is not a whit better.
They represent .Monsieur BULL as a solemn, stolid,
paunchy, red-faced individual, dressed in a broad-
brimmed, low-crowned hat, a blue coat with
brass buttons; a yellow vest, knee breeches, and
top-boots. His ruling foible is to find fault with
every thing and every body. He speaks from the
viscera, and garnishes every other sentence with
the national expletive. He is the butt of the wits,
and the dupe of waiters and chambermaids; and
Iris ponderosity, bis unconquerable stupidity, and
his mauvaise honte, give to the French playwrights
constant opportunities for introducing him into
their comedies in the most ludicrous situations
imaginable. There is some truth, and a good
deal of exaggeration in both of these sketches of

national character. They are caricatures, but
with sufficient ofresemblance to admit of recog-
nition, and beyond this, in their estimate of eacli
other, neither Frenchmen nor Englishmen appear
to lie capable of going. But if the former are

very apt to fall into error in their criticism of the
English people and their institutions, the latter
certainly do not understand, and, therefore, can

not properly appreciate the French, or the form of
government best adapted to their wants. This
fact has frequently made itself apparent, of late
years, in the speculations in which English jour-
nalists and publicists have indulged with regard
to the present condition of France under Louis
NAPOLEON, and the contradictory opinions which
the same individuals have at different times ex-

pressed. The leading article in the Westminster
Review, for October, embraces a critical examina-
tion of the structure of the Imperial scheme
government, and points out, what the writer con-

ceives to be, its radical defects. In reviewing the
origin of the Second Empire, he attributes its re-

establishment to the fears entertained, by men of
property, of the spread of socialistic doctrines
among the masses; to the strange misconception
which prevailed among political schemers
with respect to Louis NAPOLEON'S real
character, and to the fascination exercised
by the name of NAPOLEON on the
"illiterate mass of the rustic population." These
causes combined are alleged to have elevated the
son of HORTBXSE to the Presidency?an authority
which his own strong will "easily converted into
"an unlimited dictatorship." Those political
speculators who imagined they could use him as a
puppet, and so mould his policy as to bring about
a restoration of the monarchy, whollymistook the
character of the man. Louis NAPOLEON found
France at the mercy of parties and factions, and
proffered her, boldly, and with a confidence only
to he inspired by strong personal convictions, a

remedy for the troubles under which she was la-
boring, and protection for the perils which it was
imagined would accompany the reconstruction of
the Republic. The system he proceeded to intro-
duce was that of the old Empire, modified only in
its foreign policy, and, therefore, a system which
the English Reviewer regards as "of so despotic a

"nature as to be incompatible with the indispensa-
ble condition of a people's healthy state." lie
asserts that Louis NAPOLEON has exhibited no origi-
nality whatever in his administrative policy; but,
has modelled the new French Code with scarcely
the change of a single provision, upon that of the
first Empire. The task, which, in the opinion of
the writer, Louis NAPOLEON undertook to perform,
was to acquire a national position, by relieving the
people from the responsibilities of government, and
by putting them in the way of advancing their ma-
terial interests while protected from internal dis-
turbances by the strong arm of authority. But to
accomplish this result it was necessary "to eradi-
cate the noxious elements of opposition residing
"inan impulse towards reform from within, which,
"under the influence of representative govern-
"inent had been growing in France since the in-
"troducliou of the first Empire." In this war
against existing organization, it 13 claimed that the
political elementsagaiust which he is still fighting,
"baffle his inadequate measures," and constrain
him "to have recourse to the coercion of unmitiga-
"ted tyranny as his sheet anchor, so that now his
"government is a matter of summary injunc-
"tion, like the direction of an army, and
"his Administration is reduced to a baud
"of police agents, responsible merely to him,
"and bound by 110 considerations but his decree."
It is charged, moreover, that Louis NAPOLEON
never feels himself strong, except when he is sup-
ported by some precedent drawn from the measures
instituted under the first Empire, and that, when-
ever he has devised supplementary additions to
his model, which have met with opposition, he
has, almost invariably, lost his firmness and self-
possession. The hand of the government is traced
everywhere;?in the restrictions it has piaced upon
the press; in the jealous supervision it exercises
over public and private education; in every de-
partment of science and art; in corporations, and
in the prosecution of public worts. The opinion
is expressed, that this excessive centralization of
power works to the manifest injury of the French
people, and involves in doubt the permanence of
the government. The whole tenor of the article
is depreciatory, and, although the Reviewer fore-
stalls criticism by acknowledging how difficult it
is to form a judgment upon contemporary events,
he has certainly not shown the merit of impar-
tiality in the view he has taken either of Louis
NAPOLEON, or of the institutions lie has reorgan-
ised. The writer is an Englishman, and judges
France and Frenchmen from an English stand-
point?the worst point of view that could possi-
bly be adopted for an accurate survey of a nation
so wholly different from the English in all
its leading characteristics. The best evidence of
the ability which Louis NAPOLEON has displayed,
since his elevation to the throne of France, may
be found in the material prosperity which the
people have enjoyed under his rule, and in the
consideration in which he is held by the leading
European Powers. Statistics have been publish-
ed, on more than one oeccasion, which claimed to
establish the fact, that France was on the verge
of Bankruptcy. Yet no commercial nation passed
through the financial crisis of 1851 with greater
ease, or recovered more rapidly from the pressure.
It was supposed that the bursting of that magnifi-
cent bubule, the Credit Molilicr, would involve so
many families in ruin, and create so general a
spirit of disaffection as to menace the existence of
the government?yet nothing of the kind has
occurred. It was predicted that the army, by
whom LOLIS NAPOLEON was sustained, would grow
weary of inaction, and demand to be led to new
fields of conquest, or would conspire against him?-
yet the acclamations with which lie was recently-
received at the Camp of Chalons conclusively re-
futed the prophecy. But, it is said that lie op-
presses the people, fetters the press, and has es-
tablished an odious system of surveillance over
every part of the Empire. In answer to the first
charge, his friends point to the encouragement he
lias consistently extended to the industrial classes,
and to the protection afforded to all but those who
are obnoxious to the Government from their real
or suspected political affinities. Admitting frankly
the other charges, they contend that the restric-
tions placed upon the press, and the thorough
organization of a police invested with extraordinary

powers, were demanded by the best interests of
France. That the struggle for ascendancy between
the Bourbons, and the Orleanists, and the Red Re-
publicans, and the Socialists, would have led to years
of internecine strife, and required to be dealt with*
promptly and vigorously; that the great majority
of the people detested the Bourbons, regarded with
contempt the pusillanimity displayed by the
Orleanists in the Revolution of 1848, and feared
alike the Red Republicans and the Socialists;
that they declared for Louis NAPOLEON because
he had promised them "a strong government;"
and that they continue to adhere to

liim because he has kept his word. It is contend-
ed, moreover, with unquestionable truth,
that France was not prepared to receive a Repub-
lic, and that her people could not be brought to

understand (he nature of that compromise between

Republicanism and Absolutism which the English

term "a limited Monarchy." France, torn by

contending factions, needed a firm and vigorous

ruler, and she has found one in Louis NAPOLEON.
Ifhis acts have been stringent, it is because they
were demanded by the nature of the exigency. A
toleration of the offenders would have been fatal to
his authority. We hold that this Tiew of bis
position is the correct one, and while we

would not justify all the acts ofLouis NAPOLEON,
neither can we admit with the English Reviewers

and Journalists, that the sagacity he has displayed
in his foreign policy is by 110 means so evident in
his administration of Domestic affairs; or, tliat
his rule has not been, on the whole, beneficial to
the people of France. Louis NAPOLEON is, un-
questionably, at this time, the master mind in Eu-
rope, and the very eagerness with which his policy
is scrutinized, and, in particular instances, severely

condemned, only goes to prove that it is deserving
of analysis, and that its results have falsified the
predictions, and, of course, disappointed the ex-
pectations of his critics.

THE JAPANESE NEGOTIATION,

In the interval between signing the treatv ofTien-sin and setting its details at Shanghai'andCanton, Lord Elgin utilizes his leisure bv a visit tothe islands of the Japanese Empire, and, withintwo months of the accomplishment of the treaty
with China, sends us home an unlooked for or atany rate, an unhoped for, treaty with Japan. Noth-
ing could have been more apparently hopeless thanthe attainment of any such object. We had noground of quarrel with the Japanese, oreven cause ofcomplaint against them; and we were even ex-pressly, and by our own recent act, forbidden to askor any new privileges. Admiral Sir James Ster-ling?a name which in future generations, when thehistory of events in these seas has been trulv written,WIN call a glow into the face of every Englishman
?had, in 1854, made a treaty whereby he obtainedthe great concession that Euiish ships of war might
go into two ports to water; and in return for thisgreat privilege the English undertook to respect
the monopoly of the Dutch and never to seek to al-ter the treaty then granted.

The only excuse which Lord Elgin could have,under these circumstances, to go to the Japanese
court, was to present a steam yacht, which, as anacknowledgment of the Stirling treatv, the admi-ralty had sent out to the Emperor. Hut, inasmuchas this yacht was confided to the admiral, and not
to Lord Elgin, and under strict instructions to de-
liver it up at the distant port of Nagasaki, the yacht
offered no great facility for negotiation Moreover
it soon appeared that the present of a pleasure
yacht to a Japanese Emperor is like the present ofa pair ot spectacles to a blind man, the first andmost fundamental law of the empire beimr, that thespiritual and temporal emperors of Jaoan shallnever pass the outer gates of their palace's. Witha curious felicity we had thus hit ou tho only mova-ble thing in the whole world which an Emperor ofJapan could have no chance, not only of ever
but also of ever seeing. The admiral, finding no
one at Nagasaki able to receive this present,'ami
perhaps a little disgusted with the ridiculous posi-
tion his instructions, and the character of his pre-
sent piaced him in, handed over "the Emperor" to
Lord Elgin, and went his way towards Canton. Our
ambassador-errant was BOW,' probably to his <*reatsatisfaction, left alone to his own devices, with two
steamers of war, and a gun-boat as a guard, and his
little toy steamer, the name of which was now ju-
diciously changed from "the Emperor" to the"Dragon, as a bait, or bribe, or peace offeringFortune favored the boldness of the enterprise,
and American astuteness helped us. Lord Elgin
reached Nagasaki on the 3d of August, and foundno one there but some Japanese underlings andeorue Dutch officials, who naturally gave himsmall hopes. Thence he went , staggering through
one of the tremendous gales that vex these seas, tothe wretched harbor ofSimoda, where the Ameri-cans are in power, and at this place he for the first
time discovered the workings of the echoes of his
own doings on the Peiho. It seems that as soon asthe Tien-sin treaty was arranged, the American
commodore rushed off to Japan to take advantage
of the consternation certain to be created by thefirst news of recent events in the Peiho It" wassmartly imagined. He found at Simoda, the
American Consul General, just returned from Jed-
do, whither he had been upon a six months' mis-sion, vainly importuning for some commercial
privileges. The commodore immediately took him
on hoard his ponderous steamer, the Powhattan,
and steered right away for Kanagawa, a station
well known to the American men of war since Corn-lnodero Perry's time, about fifteen miles
below ibe capital city of Jeddo. Terriblestories and frightful anticipations had, for seme
time, possessed the minds of the Japanese. Japan,
like other countries of ancient institutions,'
has its conservative and progressive parties
The Prince of Boringo had stood stoutly for the an-cient Japanese constitution and no foreign competi-
tion. But when the American ship of war appear-
ed, and when the American version of the warlikeoperations in China circulated, a strong feelino-gained ground infavor of the progressive partie"
Prince Boringo retired, and Prince Bitsu took hisplace. Under the new Administration Mr. Harris,
the Consul-General, was admitted to an interviewwith the Emperor; ports were opened, and commer-
cial tariff's agreed upon pretty much as is set forth
in the statement we borrow from the North China
Herald. When Lord Elgin arrived at Simoda hefound Mr. Harris in high spirits at having comple-ted this treaty, and the precedent gave him an op-
portunity whereof he sadly stood in need. We
must here?having recently spoken in terms of com-plaint to our American friends for sending their sil-
liest men upon important embassies?acknowledge
that Mr. Harris acted throughout these transactions
with a frankness and courtesy worthy of the repre-
sentative of a great friendlypower. Mr. Harris
acted like a man who was strong in his own
knowledge of the interests of liis country. LordElgin departed at once for the anchorage below the
capital, where ho found the American, and also the
Russian war steamers. The neutrals had been quick
to scent the game from afar; they had run a race
against us to gather not only the spoils won bv our
arms, but even the contributions to be exacted by
terror of our deeds. Beyond this anchorage (if
Kanagawa were rocks and whirlpools, and perils in-
numerable, all faithfully deposed to by Japanese
pilots. Captain Sherard Osborn, who has the rep-
utation of being confident, and not unreasonably
confident, 111 his own seamanship, believed in none
of these things. Steaming over the anchorage, he
held on up the Bay of Jeddo, and, stimulated bvthe sight of Jeddo city, which slowly unrolled itself
in the northwest angle of the gulf, he pursued his
course, undeterred by a full gale of wind, until hecould cast anchor within gunshot of a series of wellconstructed batteries, which run across the shoals
facing a portion of the city. Lord Elgin's well
judged confidence in his captain was thus rewardedby a position which, considering he had to deal with
Asiatics, insured his success. It was a bold movemade at a timely moment, for he could have donenothing at a distance.

Since Mr. Harris obtained his treaty there had
been a reactionary movement in Jeddo, directed bvthe independent Princes and hereditary nobles.?They had ousted the Minister who signed the treaty
and Prince Boringo ruled again. But the appari-
tion of the British steam frigates Furious and He-,
tribution, intruding even upon the sacred seclusion
of the capital, spread consternation throughout the
camp of the obstructives. We made no menaces
and used no threats, but we fear there was some-thing like the pressure of a force which was notaltogether moral put upon these gentle Japanese.

Our excuse must be that, if the Americans had
obtained concessions npon the strength of the terror
created by the roar of the lion, it would have been
hard that the lion should get nothing on his own ac-
count. We need not tell how Lord Elgin wont on
shore in due state and lived in a gaudy temple, andnegotiated for fourteen days, aud visited many
parts of that mighty city o'f Jeddo, with its two
million of inhabitants, and its hundred square milesof habitations; the result lias been a treatv which
gives us all we can require for the present. Itgives
us free commercial access to an interesting"and
amiable people, to a charming region in a beautifulclimate, and to a country rich in coals and min-
erals.

INDIAN AFFAIRS IN TEXAS.
Tho San Antonio Herald says that Captain Oakes

has been instructed to take command of the Wichitaexpedition in the event that Major Van Dorn's
wounds prevent him from taking the field. Captain
Bradfute's company from Chadbonrne has been or-
dered to join the expedition, so that there will be
seven companies of cavalry operating ir, the Indian
country. The commanding general has directed
that the expedition be divided into two parts, (so
soon as Major Van Dora recovers from bis wounds:)
the four original companies to continue under Major
Van Dora's command, and the three companies or-
dered for the reinforcement to be under command
of Captain Oakes.

The Herald states that the department has infor-
mation from Major Van Dorn's camp as late as the
12th of October. The major has so far recovered
from his severe wounds as to sit up in his bed. The
Indians having burned the grass in the region of
the camp, the major would not be able to get his
horses in condition tor another move before about
the 25th.

The same paper mentions the arrival at San An-
tonio of an express from Gov. Runnels to the com-
mander of the Military Department, with informa-tion of a serious depredation by the Indians in
Brown county.

A letter to the Galveston News, from Fort Gra-
ham, dated Oct. 30th, says:

"I learn that the gentleman who carries the mail
from Meridian to Pecan Bayou, brought to Meridi-
an yesterday a Camanehe scalp that he had taken
the day before. The mail rider says there were
three families murdered by the Camanehe Indians,
a few days ago, in Camanehe or Erath county, and
one other family missing, either killed or ran away
to escape from the Indians. I also learn from a gen-
tleman, just from Fort Belknap, that a man was
killed the other day, a few miles from Belknap.?
About 200 head ot horses have been stolen the last
few days, in the vicinity of Fort Belknap by theIndians.

FROM NEW MEXICO.?The Santa Fe Gazette gives
the particulars of an attack by Indians upou an emi-
grant train from Santa Fe to California. These
particulars are embraced in a letter signed by the
emigrants themselves and addressed to Lieut. Wil-
kins. Tbey had arrived in safety at the crossing ofthe Rio Colorado, near the Mohave villages.?
Shortly afterwards they were attacked by three
hundred Mohave Indians while most of the white
men were engaged in constructing rafts to cros3
and in herding their stock, when a bloody fight en-
sued. In this engagement the emigrants lost three
men, two women and four children killed, with six-
teen wounded. The Indians took all the stock ex-
cept nineteen head of cattle and eleven horses. The
emigrants then retreated on the return route in the
night, taking with them but two wagons, wherein
to haul a small supply of provisions and bedding for
the women and children?the whole party at the
date of the letter consisting of "one hundred and
twenty-three men, 33 women, old and young, and
47 children, from the two-week babe up."

Soon after the retreat, starvation already staring
the company in the face, they fortunately met an-
other emigrant party, who generously shared with
them their provisions and comforts. This party,
out of 500 head of stock, had but 145 left, and these
were in a most miserable condition. The signers of
the letter we allude to are the following twentv per-
sons, who implore assistance, not for themselves,
but for their wives and children, whose sufferings
are described as the most intense, to wit: E. O. and
P. O. Smith, Jos. Ferinan. John Hamilton, J. Mc-
Ov, J. Hobban, J. Miller, Mrs. Mary Brown, E. M.
Jones, Peter Allison, L. J. Rose, J. H. Jordan, J.
B. Cave, It. Renkins, A. Bailey, S. Dailev, M.
Hedgepath, 11. Hedgepath, Elizabeth Richards,
Dr. Ralsie. In response to this appeal, Major E.
Backus, in command at Albuquerque, has sent for-
ward under escort an ample supply of provisions to
last them into the settlements.

A WOMAN MAKES SHIRTS FOR HALF A DIME EACH,

AND HAS TO GO TO LAW FOR HER PAY.? The misery
to which the sewing women of New York are ex-
posed, may be inferred from a case which came
before Mayor Tiemann, a day or two since. Mrs.Mary McManns, complained that a short time ago,
she was employed by L. Stern A Brother, at 86
Warren street, to make shirts for their establish-
ment; that she was to have 62 cents per dozen formaking them, (a trifle overfee cente eaeh ,) and that
she took, at one time, the materials for three dozen
of these garments, to make up, and deposited $2
as security for their return. When they were
completed, the Messrs. Stern refused to pay her for
nine of them, on the ground that they were not
well made; nor would they give her the 's2 deposit-
ed as security. The amount unpaid on these, to-
gether with a trifle which she had not received for
previous work, and the deposit, was $4, which she
desired they should be compelled to pay her. The
parties concluded to settle up in order to avoid
trouble, and the woman was paid.
