It gives us great pleasure to see that the venera-

ble CHIEF JUSTICE of the UNITED STATES is dis-

charging, with renewed vigor, the important

duties of his station in this city. He has been
actively engaged, for the past fortnight, in the
hearing of Appeals in Admiralty, prior to resum-
ing, in December, the labors of the Supreme

Bench. The Appeal docket, which contained
many heavy causes, has been entirely disposed of,
the last being, at this moment, upon final hearing.

No one who appreciates judicial ability and fidel-

itv as they deserve, can fail to be gratified at the

prospect of continued usefulness, which the im-

proved health of this eminent Magistrate holds

out to the country.

It is some consolation to know that among all

our Diplomatic representatives, we have at least,
in our Consul General to Japan, Mr. TOWNSEND
HARRIS, the right man in the right place, and

that he wears worthily in his button hole the rose

that has fallen from the chaplet of Mr. Commis-

sioner REED. Of the two men, the New Englander

has proved himself the better diplomatist. We
have, at length, obtained a treaty with Japan
of which we have no reason to be ashamed, thanks
to the thunder of the English and French guns
on the Peiho, and to the acuteness and energy

of Mr. HARRIS. We have heard of this gentleman

before. A curious commercial traveler, dropping
into the harbor of Simoda not long ago, favored

the public with a sketch of the American Consul

in the temple set apart for his residence at Simo"
da, and gave us a livelydescription of his manner

of dealing with the Japanese officials. Under

PERRY'S treaty, every body regarded the

office of Consul-General of Japan as a sinecure.
There were no goods permitted to be sold, and
none could he bought. Whalers were deterred
from laying in their supplies at ports where the j
American dollar was rated at only thirty-four

cents Japanese currency. Only one Connecticut

Captain had the hardihood to attempt to open a

trade, and the experiment resulted disastrously.
He tried Simoda, and he tried Hakodade, but
failed to find a market for his ware 3. So he re-

turned home, and entered a protest for the recov-

ery of thirty-six thousand dollars damages from !
the UNITED STATES government for the

alleged non-fulfilment of the treaty. Of
course, he will have to pocket the
loss, for PERRY'S treaty, like that
subsequently negotiated by the British
Admiral STIRLING, contained no provisions bene- j
ficial to commerce, and was scarcely worth the J
paper on which it was written. Its sole merit has |
been, that it paved the way for the introduction j
of Consul General HARRIS, and it happened, for- [
tunately, that the latter was a man of the right j
stamp. In mining language, he has "prospected"
over three quarters of the globe. "He had been
"all over Europe. He had been in India, in Aus-
"tralia; through a great portion of South Amer-
"ica; had visited Borneo, Sumatra, Java, and the
"Philippine Islands, and had penetrated the tea

"districts of China quite as far as Mr. FORTUNE."
What is more to the purpose, he had used his
eyes, and treasured up his observations. He
started out with the belief, that "human nature

was pretty much the same all the world over,"
and, on his overland journey to his Consulate, !
busied himself with arranging his plans for deal-
ing with the Japanese. An English traveler, who
crossed the desert with him to Suez, pronounced
him not merely "the most traveled man he had ever
met, hut one of the best informed." High praise
from JOHN BULL to Brother JONATHAN, but not un-

deserved. Cousul HARRIS had no idea of shutting
himself up in his Buddhist Temple, and whittling
sticks to while away the time. He would study
the Japanese language, ne would test, upon
Japanese officials, the virtues of a good dinner, |
washed down by a bottle of cool champagne, for |
it was his firm conviction, that the approach to :

the heart of the Asiatic was through the gastric j
apparatus; and results thus far appear to establish j
the correctness of his theory. Some months be- j
fore he succeeded in negotiating liis commercial
treaty at Jeddo, a stray American vessel anchored j
in the Harbor of Simoda, and the fruits of Consul |
HARRIS'S labors became at once apparent. What-
ever could be had?though that was not much? j
was obtained with facility, and at a reasonable j
charge; and whenever an objection was raised by j
the Japanese officer?to whom all sales to I
foreigners are submitted, and through whose j
hands the purchase money passes?it was promptly j
and successfully met by the Consul. But Mr. j
TOWNSEND HARRIS was not content to be cooped up J
in the mean little port of Simoda, with its solitary ;

Bazaar of lacquered ware, and its ever jealous and j
watchful officials. He desired a larger field of j
action and freer scope for the display of his diplo- |
matic ability. Jeddo, the Capital of the Japanese j
Empire, was but the distance of a day's journey by |
steam, and to Jeddo he resolved to go. We can |
imagine the astonishment depicted in the smooth j
round faces of the Simodati authorities when he j
imparted to them his resolution to visit the Capital i
of the Empire without being carried there in a j
close litter. To undertake to obtain an interview j
with the Emperor without consenting to submit to |
the indignity of crawling into his presence on all I
fours, appeared to them to be an act of unparal- j
lelled audacity; but, in spite of their protestations, j
lie not only proceeded to Jeddo, but remained at ,
the Capital for six months; held repeated conferen- :
ces with the chief princes and nobles assembled j
there, and twice obtained audience of the Emperor j
front to front?the first foreigner who had not
humbled himself to the dust before the reigning j
monarch for more than two hundred years. Nav,
we are even told that he so far conformed to the j
fashion of Japan, as to ask the Emperor how old he j
was, and how many legal wives he had; how many !
concubines he was at liberty to keep, and bow many
children called him father, and that upon all these |
interesting points concerning the Imperial manage, ,
the sturdy Republican envoy received gracious and '
satisfactory answers. We hold that a sovereign
tvho is not allowed to pass the outer gates of bis
palace must have been delighted in his splendid
solitude to have met with so frank and outspoken
a man. Whether in his frequent intercourse with
the princes and nobles, during his six months resi-
dence at Jcido, Consul HARRIS practically exem-
plified the value of his theory of "good dinners and
"cool champagne;" or whether he was debarred
by imperious etiquette from making the experiment,
we are left to conjecture. It is certain that
he did not succeed, during his first prolonged visit
to the Capital, in obtaining those commercial con-
cessions which formed the chief object of his jour-
ney, though be no doubt so far improved his op-
portunities as to clear the way for his subsequent
triumph. He returned 1o Simoda and waited pa-
tiently the progress of events. He had not long
to wait. Intelligence was brought to him soon
after, by the war steamer Powhattan, that by tbe
treaty of Tien-Tsin, tbe Chinese Empire was
thrown open to the commerce of the world, and
embarking on board the Powhattan he returned
forthwith to Jeddo, sought and obtained another
interview with the Emperor, and supported by
Prince BITOU and the nobles who were in favor of
a more liberal commercial policy, had the satisfac-
tion of closing his labors by negotiating a treaty
which covers all the concessions we could have
wished, and more than we had reason to anticipate
would be granted. It is well worth while to
contrast, at this time, PERRY'S treaty, with
that recently made by Consul HARRIS, and
we, therefore, reproduce what we believe
will be found to be a tolerably accurate resumi
ofboth. We commence with that mnde by PERRY.
Article 1.?Provides for permanent peace and
amity between the two contracting powers. 2.
Throws open the ports of Simoda and Hakodade !
to American vessels, for the purchase of supplies
of water, provisions, coal, and other necessary
articles, so far as the Japanese may have them?-
the tariffof prices to lie established by Japanese
officials. 3, 4, and s.?Provide for the transpor-

tation to Simoda or Hakodade of American seamen

who may be wrecked on the coast of Japan, ex-

empts them from confinement, and grants them a

temporary residence on shore, with permission to

go where they please witbifi' certain defined lim-
its. 6.?Stipulates that if Other goods, not inclu-

ded in the tariff of prices, should be required, they

shall be subject to an arrangement between tbe
parties. 7.?Agrees to tbe exchange of gold and

silver coin, and articles of goods, for other articles

of goods, under regulations to be established by

the Japanese government. 8.?Provides that all
the articles purchased shall be proeured through
the agency of a government officer. 9.?Contains

the favored nation clause. 10.?Restricts Ameri-

can vessels to the two ports abovementioned, unless

in distress, or driven elsewhere by stress of

weather. 11. ?Limits the time for the ratification

of the treaty. According to tbe North China

Herald and the London Timex, the principal

points of the new American Treaty are as follows:

There is to be-fl. resident Minister at the Court of

Jeddo. The port of Kanagawa is to be substituted

for that of Simoda. In addition to Hakodade,

the port of Nagasaki, and two other ports on tbe

East and West coasts of the Island of Niphon, to* j

gethec.with Osaca, the chief Commercial Empo-
rium,' and Jeddo, the Capital of the Empire?-
another account says Meaco, the Capital of the
Spiritual Emperor?are thrown open to trade;
but, for the present, no foreigners, with the
exception of the Minister at Jeddo, are to be
allowed to travel in the interior. The Commer-
cial arrangements are reported to be on the most

liberal scale. A duty of five per cent, is to be
imposed upon all exports from Japan, and a

duty of twenty per cent, on all imports, but no
tonnage or other dues are to be exacted. Certain
articles, of which a list has been furnished, are to
be excepted from the above provisions, and are

allowed to be imported into the Empire on paying
a duly of five per cent. Among the latter are

woolen and cotton goods?a concession which
was granted to Lord ELGIN. The reduction of
the duty on woolens and cottons, and an agree-
ment that the tariff shall be subject to revision at
the end of five years, are said to constitute the
only important points of difference between the
American and the English treaties; and these,
of course, are covered by the customary "favored
nation" clause. Consul-General HARRIS has done
his work well and ably.

BALTIMORE AND OHIO RAILROAD.

ANNUALMEETING OF THEDIRECTORS.

ELECTION OF JNO. W. GARRETT AS PRESIDENT,
AND

J. I. ATKINSON AS TREASURER.

The annual meeting of the directors of the Balti-
and Ohio Railroad was held yesterday, in their
room, at the Camden Station, and was called to
order at 12 o'clock by President Brooks. The first
business called up was the subject of the admission
of Mr. Geo. W. Robinson, elected a director a few
days since by the Commissioners of Public Works.

The Secretary, Mr. Atkinson, submitted to the
Board a certificate of his election from, Henry R.
Reynolds, Esq., President of the Board of Commis-
sioners of Public Works, and upon its being read a
written protest against the admission of Mr. Robin-
son, signed by Frederick Schley, Esq., one of the
Commissioners, was also submitted and read bv the
Secretary. A spirited discussion here took place
between the advocates of and those opposed to the
recognition of the credentials of Mr. Robinson, the
point of difference being upon the question of the
iegality of his electiou by the Board of Commission-
ers of Public Works." This was closed, after an
hour's duration, by the introduction of a resolution,
by Mr. Carter, requiring a vote upon the previous
question, and the resolution being sustained, the
vote was taken upon the admission of Mr. Robin-
son, with the following result:

Mr. Kobinson then entered the room and took his
seat as a director.

On motion, the Board then proceeded to the elec-
tion of a President, when the late incumbent of that
position, Mr. Chauncey Brooks, and Mr. John W.
Garrett were placed in nomination, the latter by-
Mr. Johns Hopkins.

The election was had by ballot and resulted in the
election of Mr. Garrett, the vote being Garrett 10,
Brooks 14.

Mr. Johns Hopkins then moved that the election
be declared unanimous, and the yeas and nays be-
ingcalled for the vote on this motion stood as fol-
lows, Mr. Garrett being excused from voting :

Mr. Garrett was conducted to the chair by Johns
Hopkins, Esq., and being called upon for an expo-
sition of his views, addressed the board in sub-
stance as follows:

Gentlemen ?l thank you for this honor. The position has
been not; only unsought, hut I have yielded a reluctant
assent in response to the general and urgent solicitation
of many largely interested in the welfare of the comma
nity and of the company to accept it.

My ancestry have been identified with Baltimore for
many generations, and I, born in younnidst, have all my
interests my affections and my future here. I have
had no higher pride?no greater ambition, than to lend
my humble efforts to promote the advancement and pros
perity of my native city and my native State.

When this great road was opened to the Ohio river, and
the disappointment in the extent of business from that
source was felt by all, in common with others, I spared
neither personal efforts nor private means to aid in com-
pleting connections vitally essential for Baltimore, to the
great centre of the western railway system?and those
efforts have resulted in securing a communication with
the West by which a stream of prosperity lias been contin-
uallypoured upon us that must be appreciated by all.?
Subsequently, neither personal exertion nor private for-
tune was withheld to aid in the completion of the North-
western Virginia Road. Sacrifices were made to estab-
lish both, and I yet hope for the future success of each of
these great lines.

I have no new features or course of policy to present.?
Heretofore I have uniformly advocated in the government
of the road these important principles:

Ist. Careful descrimination in favor ofthe trade of Balti-
more, by so arranging the tariff as to give to the business
of this city the full advantages of its geographical loca-
tion.

2d The promotion, in every judicious form, of the lo-
cal interests throughout the entire region traversed by
the road and its tranches, combined with the proper
protection and advancement of every interest, commercial
mechanical, manufacturing, mineral and agricultural.

3d. The maintenance of the road and machinery in the
best and most effective condition.

4th. Strict accountability and judicious economy in
every department.

sth. A rigid system of promotion throughout the ser-
vice, according to merit and seniority.

My great aim lias been, and willcontinue to be. to re-
gard comprehensively all the interests involved, and assist
in acting for the general good.

My convictions have uniformly been decided that the
true interests ofthe State, the city, and the stockholders,
are in unison?that the policy presented alike promotes
those of the property-holder, the merchant, the stockhold-
er. and of every department of industry.

I feel, gentlemen, the compliment of the selection for
this office, coming as it does from those so deeply inte-
rested in the property and prosperity of this community,
and in the company?with whom, also, I have been asso-
ciated for years in admini tering its affairs, and who have
possessed the most ample opportunity of judging of my
faithfulness and devotion to all Ihe important connected
interests.

Appreciating fully the grave responsibility of the
office you have conferred upon me, with this general ex-
pression of my views, in which I trust you will unani-
mously concur, may I not anticipate the cordial co-opera-
tion of the board in accomplishing results equally desira-
ble to all 1

As your executive, it will be my pleasure, as well as
my duty, to labor in perfecting harmonious relations
generally.

My greatest satisfaction and reward will be to partici-
pate with you in promoting and ensuring the progress and

success of all the great interests with which we are en-
trusted and identified.

The New Hampshire Statesman, a Republican pa.
per issued at Concord, speaking of the slavery

agitation, says :
Now let us inquire, in the name of common sense,

of what avail is it to prove by statistics that we
pay three-fourths of all the revenues of the Gov-
ernment, while Southern consumers are our largest
customers? Of what avail is it to prove, to the
satisfaction of every politician, that we supply the
South with all that they wear, from a top knot to a
shoe latchet; with all that they use, from a steam
engine to a friction match, when this very process
feeds our manufacturers ? The South is as necessa-
ry to the North as the North is to the South. Mas-
sachusetts alone makes annually six millions of dol-
lars' worth of shoes. The South is her best custo-
mer. When the shoe business declines, gaunt hun-
ger stalks through the streets of her flourishing vil-
lages.

New England is extensively engaged in the manu-
facture of cotton. We buy the raw material of the
South and pay in goods. When our spindles cease
to whirl, the operatives are threatened with starva-
tion. It is the spirit of a hyena that bites the hand
that feeds it. It. is high time to cultivate fraternal

feeling between the aifferent sections of our coun-
try. Neither commerce, manufactures nor agri-
culture can flourish while the two hostile portions
of our country endeavor to cripple and injure each

other. Supposing we succeed in convincing the
South of their dependence on us for all they eat,
and wear, and use; and thus stimulate them to es-
tablish manufactories for themselves or divert their
trade into other channels, are we gainers by the
process ?

Suppose we prove that they are indebted to us
for all their literature and all their teachers, and
thus rouse their hostility to our books and teach-
ers, are we benefitted in anywise ? No good has
come, or ever willcome, from this mutual crimina-
tion and recrimination. It neither trengthens the

party nor hastens the downfall of slavery. We
hold that every State has a right to determine what
institutions it will adopt.

Why, then, hoist the banner of "No more slave
States," when the very corner-stone of our politi-
cal fabric rests upon the principle that a majority
of the people of every State, new or old, shall de-
cide that question for itself?

FROM WASHINGTON.
The Washington correspondent of the New York

Herald says:
It is asserted in the Department of the Interior

that all oar Indian wars have been with tribes with
which we have not made treaties. There is no ex-
ception but in the case of the Camanches, and we
have but a very imperfect treaty with them. Con-

sequently the Department is in favor of treaties
with all tribes, as the best means of insuring
peace.

Trains on the Louisville and Nashville Railroad
commenced leaving Lousville on Tuesday morning
at 6 o'clock, for Mumfordsville, Ky., direct connec-
tions being mado there with stage lines, passing
Bowling Green, and Franklin to Junction, and
thence by railroad to Nashville, or through Gla3s-
boro', and Scotsville to Galatin, thence by rail-
road to Nashville, arriving at the latter place
by either of the above routes at 9.15 A. M.
The 6 A. M. train from Nashville also connects
at Mumfordsville with a line to the "Mammoth
Cave," with twenty-one miles of staging between

i Louisville and the Cave.

The German Lutheran Mission at Trangulbar, on
the Coromandel coast, lias determined to retain the
old custom of caste distinction in the seating of
their native converts. The decision has created
dissatisfaction, and two of the missionaries, Rev.
Messrs. Wolff and Appel, had resigned. The form-
er contemplated joining the English mission as a
layman or teacher, and the latter had returned to
Germany.

The letter which brought the news was datedSeptember 25, postmarked Madras, September 27,
arrived in London October 30, and reached New
York by the Yanderbilt, having passed about half
way round the globe in less than seven weeks.

The Philadelphia Evening Bulletin reports the
following incident of a shooting case in that city:

A number of colored men got into a street brawl,
and one of them fired a pistol at one of the parly, a
sailor. The slug from the pistol pierced the skull
of the sailor and buried itself deep in his brain.
The wonnded man was taken to the Hospital, where
his wound was dressed without the ball being ex-
tracted, and the sufferer was left to die. But he did
not die. In coursj of time he recovered, and he
has now actually gone to sea with a slug buried in
his brain.
