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The first matter of importance, preliminary to

establishing commercial relations with a foreign
nation, is to know something of the people, and

to understand what commodities would most

proba'dy find a ready sale among them. To carry
coals to New Castle, or warming pans to the
Tropics, would be very properly regarded as a

fiolish expenditure of lime and money; yet it not

unfrequently happens, that merchants send out

ventures to distant lands which are equally inap-
propriate. At the close of the Opium war, it was

believed in England, that a vast variety of arti-
cles would find a ready sale, at the newly opened
ports, which had never been introduced into the
Chinese market, and many enterprising firms
promptly sent out assorted cargoes, in the full
confidence of realizing large profits on their ven-

tures. The result was, that, in almost every in-

stance, they found that the commodities they had
sent out were not at all in demand, and, as a

consequence, the shippers were subjected to heavy

pecuniary losses. The astonishment they experi-

enced, at having so signally failed where they had
so confidently hoped to succeed, led to a Parlia-
mentary inquiry into the causes that had led to a

disappointment so wholly unexpected. It was

then found, that only a few articles of foreign

manufacture ?chiefly the cheaper cottons, cot-

ion yarns, and woollens?were in demand in
China, and that even for these the market was

limited. If larger purchases of teas and silks

were made, the Celestials would buy, in return,

more freely of English goods, but not otherwise;
and the only mode suggested, whereby the trade
between the two could be increased, was

for the English Government to reduce the duty

upon teas and silks, and thus encourage a greater

consumption and use of these Chinese products.

Itis needless to say, that the suggestion was not

acted upon. Now, the experience of the English
merchants in China, admonishes us, that an un-

reasonable expectation of an immediate and lucra-
tive trade with Japan, would, in all probability,-

be followed by a similar disappointment. In some

respects the Japanese resemble the Chinese, al-
though they indignantly repel the idea of a com-

mon origin. It is in their physical characteristics;
in their devotion to agricultural pursuits; in their
ability to furnish, within themselves, all the ne-
cessaries, and many of the luxuries, of life; and
in the policy so long and so persistently main-
tained. of avoiding, as far as possible, all com-

mercial intercourse with foreigners, that the re-
semblance between the two nations is most
strongly manifested. But the people of Japan are

said to be more active and enterprising; the nobles
more enlightened, and the educated classes better
informed, with regard to foreigners, than those
of China. We believe this to be true, in the main;
but it does not, therefore, necessarily follow, that
the new commercial policy will produce, immedi-
ately, a revolution in the foreign trade with that
Empire. Even the trade of which the Dutch have
had the monopoly for so many years, and to pre-
serve which they have consented to subject them-
selves to so many humiliations, has fallen off
considerably of late years. Nor has that be-
tween the Chinese and the Japanese, improved
to any appreciable extent. Undoubtedly
an important point has been gained by the remov-

al of those commercial restrictions, which, for two
centuries, bad been jealously guarded and perti-
naciously maintained. But an active interchange
of commodities must not be expected to spring up
at once from the mere fact that the ports of the
Empire are thrown open to the vessels of all na-
tions. The trade has yet to be created, and the
introduction of novelties among a thrifty and fru-
gal people like the Japanese, is a slow process at

the best. There must, moreover, be a reciprocity
of interests. Ifwe expect to sell largely, we must
also be prepared to buy largely. Ifwe inquire
what articles the Japanese have for export, we

shall find the list remarkably limited. Silks, por-
celain, and lacquered ware?these constitute the
chief commodities adapted for the American or
European market. At one time they also exported
large quantities of gold, silver, and copper, and it
is possible that those metals may yet be made to

occupy a prominent place in the list of ex-
ports. The commodities most in demand
in Japan, are, fortunately, those which
we are best able to supply. These are?sugar,

raw and manufactured cotton, cotton yarns, wool-
lens, iron, steel, lead, deer skins, quicksilver,
glass, and glass ware. So far, then, the trade
prospects are more favorable to us than to any
other nation, for among the articles required arc

our chief staples. . We have, moreover, this
further advantage: our possessions on the Pacific
are directly opposite to Japan. An ocean steam-

er, steering due West from the mouth of San
Francisco Bay, would strike the island of Niphon
within twelve days from the time of leaving the
Golden Gate. There is no reason, therefore, why
San Francisco should not become to the Pacific
what New York is to the Atlantic. With a Rail-
way across the Continent, we should command
nearly the whole of the carrying trade of Eastern
Asia, Japan, Australia, and the Indian Archipel-
ago. But we mu3t beware of attempting too
much at first.

THE MARYLAND AND DELAWARE RAIL-
ROAD.

A meeting of those favoring the construction of
this road, which is to connect Seaford, Del., and
Salisbury, Md., was held in Salisbury a few davs
since, and largely attended. A letter from E. (J.
Sewcll, Jr., of Philadelphia, the engineer of the
Delaware Railroad, was read. Some of his state-
ments ate niren.

The survey shows the distance from the present
terminus of the Delaware Itaih uad, at Seaford, to
the depot at Salisbury, to be a little over 19 miles?-
-13 in Delaware and 6in Maryland. The construc-
tion is easy to a very uncommon and remarkable
degree. Mr. Sewell thinks that the Delaware and
Eastern Shore railroads can be opened for freight
and passenger business for $200,000 ?$135,000 in
Delaware and $65,000 in Maryland, not including
land damages.

It is confidently stated by those in Delaware, who
appear best acquainted with the disposition of her
next Legislature, and bv men of both political par-
ties, that the State will undoubtedly lend aid
enough to insure the building of the road to the
State Line.

After speaking of the resultant rise in the price
of land along the road, and of new facilities afford-
ed, Mr. Sewell says:

As a traveling community you would be placed
witliin six hours of Philadelphia, and even as the
trains now run. within ten hours of Baltimore.?
This last willbe reduced tosixbours (toßaltimore)
whenever a road of seven or eight miles shall be
built, connecting the Delaware Railroad with Elk-
ton. which for other reasons will probably occur at
no distant day. Southward, the extension of the
road willplace you within half an hour of your
county seat ?Princess Ann?and within seven or
eight hours of Norfolk. Corresponding facilities
will be afforded to the transport of freight?both
merchandise and produce. Corn can be shipped
from New Castle to New York or Boston in mid-
winter, when both Philadelphia and Baltimore har-
bors are closed, and wheat can either take the
same cruise, or proceed to Philadelphia without re-
loading. The grain trallic on the Delaware road is
already great, and increasing enough to show how
much even those most favored with facilities of
navigation, and whose products are most bulky and
heavy, need a railroad for freight as well as travel

The servants of the carriage came
to the rescue, but encountered the 6ame reception
from the nigger, whose blood was up by that time.
Even a coup.e of policemen, who came up as a re-
inforcement, shared the same fate. At last the
eunuch in charge of the carriage came with an ad-
ditional hatch oTzabtiekt or policemen. By that time
a crowd had congregated, and one of the Turks
present recognized the Ambassador, and told the
eunuch, on hearing which servants and all did their
best to eclipse tliemselveE. In the evening excuses
came from the police asking the Ambassador to
