Tonicco SMUGGLING 1N Sp \l\.——'llle quantity of
tobacco consumed in Spain, its value, and number
of smokers, is altogether a difficult account to ad-
just with the poverty of the revenue from this
source. Some close estimates have been made, and
the Tutelar, which, perhaps, is the very best au-
thority for matters of this sort in the countr vy, has
devoted several articles to the subject. It is claimed
that there are no less than three millions of smok-
ers in the country, who consume a value of not less
than $16,400,000, the full profit on which is about
$7,100,000, m'\kmg a difference of $9,300,000, of
whlch no Government officer has knm\]v(l-vo or
keeps account. From the returns renderedin 1855 X
there appears to have been sold in that year 11,-
000,000 pounds of tobacco, the cost of which rizes
to $3,100,000, which is but a small part of that ac-
tually consumed, according to official data. This,
with the fact that the great mass of the article
elaborated costs on an average from fifteen to
twenty-five cents the pound at the factory, suggests
the question : What has become of the S() 300,000 ?
There is but one answer—there can be no other;
the greater part, and nearly all, goes to support
the contraband trade, since the amounts admitted
by special permissions, are so small asnot to be
worth tnkmg into account.
