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The time is fast approaching when the Cabinet
at W ushington will be called upon to declare j
openly the line ofpolicy ft proposes to take with
regard to Mexico. The warlike movement in the
Gull will accelerate the promulgation of that de-
cision. IIthe traditional MONROE doctrine is to pre-
vail, there is trouble brewing, for which it would be
well for us to be prepared. Spain seems about to in-
terfere in earnest in the affairs of Mexico. Three
Spanish vessels of war recently made their appear-
ance oil Vera Cruz with the supposed intention of
making an attack either upon that port or upon j
Tampiro. Whatever the design was, it was tem-
porarily frustrated by the prevalence of a heavy
norther, which -drove the vessels out to sea, and j
xv hen the steamship Tennessee left Vera Cruz on the j
9th in.-t., the scattered squadron had not returned. \u25a0
Tiie danger was, however, regarded as imminent, '
and JUAREZ, who still maintains possession of j

era Cruz, and styles himself President of Mexico, j
had issued a proclamation, calling upon the j
Mexican people lo arm in defence of their nation-
ality. Ho charges that the aggressive movement
on the part of Spain has been concerted between
degenerate Mexicans and the Governor-General
of Cuba, not for the purpose, as is alleged, of de-
manding satisfaction for the indignities offered to j
Spanish subjects residing in Tampico, in the at- j
tempt to levy upon them a forced loan, but for \
ulterior objects, and he exhorts his countrymen to
rise at once, reference to opinion or party,
and unite together for the sole purpose of opposing
the common enemy. IfSpain has at length de-
termined to intervene, and in the interest of
the ZULOAGA party, it can only be temporarily
and incidentally, and because she anticipates a
more satisfactory adjustment of her own claims
from that party than at the hands of the Liberalists.
At present the prospects of the latter do not ap-
pear to he of the brightest. The victory achieved
by MIRAMON over VIDAURRI, in the vicinity of San
Luis Potosi has strengthened wonderfully the
party of ZULOAGA in the Northern Departments,

ami by relieving the Capital from all apprehen-
sion of attack, lias released for active service a
large number of the troops at that point. The
Church, too, has been actively exerting itself, and
by the moral and material aid it has afforded the
Reactionists, has enabled them to establish them*
selves more firmly in the Central De-
partments. But while the Liberals continue
to hold possession of the sea-ports, they
effectually deprive ZULOAGA of his chief means of
revenue, and constrain liim to resort to stringent
measures for the purpose of meeting, however
inadequately, the most pressing demands upon
the treasury. As the latter is manifestly unable,
with the forces at his command, to expel the Lib-
erals from the Gulf ports, his only hope is in ex-
traneous assistance, and as Spain is supposed, on
her own account, to be favorable to the Govern-
ment of ZULOAGA, it may be readily under-
stood what those "ulterior objects'' are, of
which JUAREZ stands in dread. We doubt,
however, whether either he, or COMONFORT, or Vi-
DACRRI, or GARZA, or any of the Liberalist chief-
tains, can re-awaken the spirit of Mexican na-
tionality, in the event of the re-appearance of the
Spanish Fleet befoie Vera Cruz and Tampico.
The old fire has been crushed out of them by con-
tending factions, and the great mass of the popu-
lation would welcome any deliverer, and submit
patiently to any rule that promised to give peace
to the counfry aud protection to the industrial
classes. But will Spain, on the plea of resenting
the outrages committed upon Spanish subjects in
Mexico, interpose in behalf of ZULOAGA? A Wash-
ington correspondent of the Philadelphia Prat? \
who is apparently either a Mexican or a Spaniard, j
aud certainly a warm advocate of ZULOAGA?speaks i
confidently upon this point. The writer declares that j
JUAREZ has drawn this hostile demonstration upon j
himself, by bis refusal to recognize any settlement j
of the difficulties between Spain and Mexico, j
which might be made by the envoy dispatched by
ZULOAGA to Madrid. He intimates that the war-
like movements of Spain are against JUAP.EZ and
the Liberalists, of which he is the acknowledged
chief, and will not bo conducted in a spirit un-
friendly to the Mexican people. "It is proper," he
says, "for the benefit of commerce and nations,
"that tlie present fratricidal war in Mexico
"should be brought to a close. Spain is in the
"right. That power will beneficently turrendcr
"Vera Cruz, Tampico, and other seaboard cities,
"into the rightful custody of the constituted authori-
"ties of the nation?authorities acknowledged by the
"foreign Powers JUAREZ must retire from the
"country. He alone isthe enemy of the people and
"of nationality." Here then we have one view
of the motives which may have influenced Spain to
interne-o in the affairs of Mexico. It is a key to
the proclamation of JUAREZ. The ports on the
Gulf arc to be wrested from the hands of the
Liberalists and restored to ZULOAGA, and in return
for this timely assistance, the long pending claims
of Spain against the Mexican government, are to
be satisfactorily adjusted. Whether this pro-
gramme, if contemplated, will be successfully car-
ried out, will depend, not only upon the amount
of resistance which the Liberalists are making
but also, to some extent, upon the course
that may bo adopted in such a contingency
by our own government. It is true tbat we have
acknowledged ZULOAGA as President of Mexico,
but the popular sympathy is in favor of JUAREZ
and the Liberalists. If Spain undertakes to bom-
bard San Juan de Ulloa, have we any more right
now to interfere than we bad in 1838, when that
fortress was taken by the French ? If what is
called the MONROE doctrine is any doctrine
at all, and is applicable at the present time,
as against Spain, it was equally applicable
thirty years ago as against France. Yet we cer-
tainly did not assert it in the case of the latter
Power. Some of the New York Journals nre,
however, determined to provoke, ifit is possible, a
quarrel with Spain, as a pretext for seizing Cuba.
"Our own protection," it is alleged, "demands
"that European Powers shall not break the peace
"of this Continent, and especially in our near

"neighborhood, upon flimsy grounds or dishonest
'pretexts." This is true enough, provided the

grounds are flimsy.and the pretexts are dishonest,
but suppose they are not, and the reasons
are such a3 to justify a hostile demonstra-
tion?how then? Are we to be eternally
disputing with other Powers, because tbey
claim the right to vindicate their honor on
this Continent or elsewhere? What if Brazil
should interpose in our quarrel with Paraguay ?

"If,"says the New York Times, "the object of
"the Spanish government is to interfere and take
"side in the domestic quarrels with our neighbors,
"it is only just and proper that weshonld interpose
"and prevent such unwarrantable interference;"
and it calls upon the Administration "to take im-
"mediate measures toarrive at a full understanding
"of the intentions of Spain towards Mexico."
Doubtless the advice is proper enough, but suppose
Spain, having an eye to the security of Cuba, was,
in her turn, to interrogate our government with
regard to our intentions towards Mexico. What
answer could we make? General HOUSTON has
proposed a protectorate, and the New York Times
has been its most strenuous advocate, bnt to estab-
lish a protectorate over a people who have not
solicited us to exercise any such authority would
be quite as much an 'unwarrantable interference"
as that, of Spain in the interest of ZULOAGA. The
truth is, the Mexican question is surrounded with
difficulties and perplexities. That it must be
adjusted in some way before long we admit, but
in what manner it is to be adjusted, with out
bringing us mto conflict with foreign Powers, is i
the delicate and intricate problem that we have !
yet to solve. A little mere honesty, and a frank '
abandonment of filibustering clap-traps and absurd j
and dictatorial pretensions, on the part of our !
government, will, we think, do more than any j
thing else, to make our path a plain one, and our
policy respectable and respected.

As a curious end most illustrative part of the
history of the times, we insert the following man-
ifesto, taken entire from the advertising columns
of the Baltimore C Upper of Xovember 19th. We be-
speak for it the attentiveconsideration,and commend
it to the satisfactory digestion, of those amiably
disposed citizens, who think that lawlessness is at
an end because it has ceased to be rampant for a
fortnight, and that a volcano is not a volcano,
because it docs not happen to be in a state of
crnption:

In order that so decided and important an ex-
pression of opinion as this may not fail to have
its proper moral effect upon all "law-abiding and
ordcr-loviug" people, it is incumbent on us to
state, that the respectable body from which it
comes, is the same whose members proposed a
fortnight ago, at the Maryland Institute?under
the auspices of liis Honor the Mayor, and other
distinguished functionaries and prominent gentle-
men?to dance over the "brilliant victory" of the
13th of October last. Among the honored con-

stituents of the "Convention," are the heroic
"Plug Uglics," well known to fame, and to the re-

but weakly and partially suggestive of their prin-
ciples, purposes and conduct?is it conceivable,
we say, that such a body, so constituted, should
continue to exist as a power, and a courted power
?polling down and setting up? Is it a thing to
be realized, that such an assemblage should have
reached?through the toleration and connivance
of the authorities, and the apathy of the general
public?a position from which it can have the
audacity to denounce, in the language of the reso-
lutions quoted, an organization composed of the
citizens who constitute the Reform Association,
and advocating the measures and the means which
that body lias held up to the scrutiny, as they
challenge tl,e approbation of the people?

There may be a
styptic here and a plaster there?anodynes to-day
and anaesthetics to-morrow?but there can be no
real health, till the seat of the distemper is in-
vaded?till the seeds of disease arc plucked out.
Ant' other practice, in medicine, in morals, or in
government, is simple qnnckery, and when such is
deliberately persisted in?in the face of knowledge
and experience?it becomes unpleasant to hear
anything said about "honesty of intentions."

THE OCTOBER STORM.? IThe New York 'Herald
gives a list of 95 vessels lost or damaged betweenOct 22d and 28th. The list is made up of United
States frigates, five ocean steamers, sixteen ships, six-teen barks, thirty-one brigs, and twenty-six schoon-
ers. As far heard from twenty-four lives have been
lost. The Herald savs:

In view ofthe rarity of cases in which an estimate
: of damage is given, of the continual! v increasing

j record as vessels arrive, of the large number of un~-
| known vessels seen bottom up or abandoned, it is

difficult to estimate the loss of property-, but rve
think there is sufficient data to show that this loss

j cannot be less than two millions of dollars.
The Ship Excelisor, Capt. Swift front Liverpool

with 200 passengers, got into her dock on Friday.
During the storm she lost all her top masts and
most of her canvass besides her second officer, threeof the crew, and one passenger. Captain Swift
makes the following statement:

I am captain of the ship F xcelisor. of New York,
which left Liverpool on the 28th of September lastfor tliis port, with a cargo of general merchandise
and passengers; we made sail and discharged pilot,
and nothing worthy of note took place until Sun-day, the 21 tli of October, at four o'clock, when thewind commenced blowingfrom the eastward with
a heavy swell running; took inall lightsails; at mid-night we had increasing breezes and kept short-ening sail; on the morning of the 25th itwas blowing
heavy with a high cross sea running; we took in
the foresail and fore topsail and hove the ship to,
under close reefed main topsails; at sundown the
wind was still increasing; at one o'clock lost our
raizzen topgallant mast ?next our fore topgallant
mast. At two A. M. the innin topgallant mast
went over the side; shipped a heavy sea whichwashed away five boats, pump house, the second
cabin and steerage gangways, skylights, foreword
house, and every moveable apparatus about the
decks. At four A. M. split the main topsail andshipped a heavy sea, with a great deal of water be-tween decks. Got out sails and nailed them over the
hatches to keep water out; hoisted up the reefedspanker; the sails blew from the gaskets; shipped a
heavv sea while hoisting the spanker, which washedoverboard the second officer, three seamen and apassenger. At daylight gale still increasing, with
terrific sea running, shipped large quantities of wa-ter. At two P. M. fore topmast and foremast headwent over the side, carrying yvith them the jibboom
and gear attached; commenced clearing away theyyrock. Atdaylight the 27th it yvas more moderate,
and we commenced bending sails; weather mode-
rate, yvith very heavy sea running, worked all davcleariug awav the wreck and getting up spare and
juryinasts. On tiie 28th bent more sails and squared
away. The passengers yvere very anxious all the
time to pump the ship, and kept her dry nearly all the
time; served out provisions. The last provisions
had been served out seven days before, and were
mostly yvet. From this time wit came right alon<*
whenever yve get any wind. On the 18th took
steam tug to Quarantine, and discharged passene-ers
next morning and hands of the ship.

°

According to the ship's Log, a heavy gale was
experienced on Sunday, Nov. 14th. The passengers
have published a card testifying to the seamanship,
courage and discipline of" the captain and his crew.A letter Irom frigate Sabine at the Bermudas,
savs:

On Monday the 25th, the wind north northwest,
yve yvere in the very centre of the hurricane, andthe most experienced on board said thev never sayv
it blow so hard before. Previous to this our fore-sail and maintopsail had been blown to ribbons, and
yve had lost our starboard quarter boat.

At three o'clock P. M., on Monday, the tillerworked out of the rudder, this being caused by thebreaking of the hooked skains which confine the til-ler to the rudder head. For a while, yvith every
heave of the sea, the rudder beat to and fro with
such violence that every moment I expected therudder pintles to break. In a short time the spare
wooden tiller was shipped in the cabin. But thispiece ot timber, which ought to have been tough
white oak, was nothing but locust, aud as soon asthe first strain was put upon it it broke. Again
the same violent stamming of the rudder, until theshort iron tiller yvas shipped and the helm lashed
down.

Shortly after midnight on Monday we shipped aheavy sea right over our boyvs, which broke our
jibboom, damaged the heart, stove in bow and bri-dle ports, tore away the storm stay-sail, and splin-
tered into firewood our starboard waist boat, yvhich
bad been got in on the forecastle.

Throughout all this trying scene the greatest
order reigned on board ship, the officers displayed
that zeal, gallantry and calm courage which our
naval officers always exhibit in the hour of dan-
ger; the men worked yvith cheerfulness and obe-dience. Our ship is indeed a noble one, and wasmanaged with great skill. It is gratify ing to re-cord that no loss of life occurred, although about
tyyo dozen men were rather severely cut and bruis-
ed; one man had his arm broken, and another sev-eral front teeth knocked out.

On Wednesday, October 27, after the gale aba-tec!, Flag Officer Shubrick determined to bearaway for Bermuda to repair damages.
The effect ol the hurricane upon vegetation herehas been very disastrous, the fields have the ap-pearance of having been visited by a white frost.
AN AGED DWARF.?A little personage, who dieda tew days since in the Rue du Four, St. Germain,Paris, named Richebourg, complained that he hadnever enjoyed life, though he had reached hiseighty-sixth year. This person, notwithstandinghis small size, (he was only CO centimetres high.*)

played a political part during the revolution of 1789.He belonged to the Duchess of Orleans, mother of
Louis Philippe, and yvas often charged with missionson which the interests of the royal family depend-
ed. He was dressed like a baby, and wore abouthis head the padding (bonrselet ) used bv infants.It was in this bourselet that the political despatches
yvere concealed. Accompanied by an infant's nurse,
he got into his little carriage and accomplished
with impunity the most dangerous commissions.
The little inan, it is said, has left behind him very-
curious memoirs relating to the revolution.

CHINESE DlNNEß,?Prince Napoleon lately gave,
at his new Roman house, Paris, a dinner, wl'iichhas
made a sensation in the gastronomic world.

-M. de Montignv. The yvhole was found very deli-cate, and it yvillnot be surprising if, after this ex-periment, yve see shortly a Chinese restaurant open-
ed on the Boulevards.
