Heavy arrivals on the coast continue; and allfurther
additions to the unusually large receipts of the present
season must increase the difficulty of sales when followed
up by free deliveries of native produce. It is in vain,
therefore, that we hear of some resistance to the present
unremunerative rates, whilst the vast majoi ity ofgrowers
are content, and decline hiding their time for a turn.
Still, the world lias never yet found years of plenty flow-
ing on in long succession, and therefore patience is pretty
certain to be paid. There is, indeed, a report that the

plan of the first Napoleon, of laying up stores, as inthe
days of Joseph, is about being adopted by Napoleon the
Third. Should this become a fact, followed up by other
governments, the surplus will be small for speculators
when they recommence. At any rate it would be some
security against waste; but cattle are now being largely
fed on wheat, and this must eventually tell. Foreign
markets, influenced by our own, have mostly given way.

Message of the Governor of South Carolina.
CHARLESTON', NOV. 23. ?The message of Governor

Allston to the Legislature of South Carolina was i
delivered to-day. The message is conservative in I
tone, concise and well written. It calls the atten- 1
tion of the Legislature to the duty of electing a \u25a0
United States Senator in the place of Senator
Evans: refers in terms of congratulation to the
progress of the railroads and other internal im- i
provements of the State; recommends the invest- j
ment of Southern capital more in Southern im-
provements and less in Northern securities; refers
in terms of disapproval to incendiary resolutions
against slavery by the free State Legislatures, de-
claring such resolutions undeserving of a response,
and exhorting the States to cultivate moral virtues,
industrious domestic habits, and to observe scrupu-
lously all the federal obligations. He then refers lo
the recent slaver cases,as presenting in strong relief
the devotion to law and order of the people of South
Carolina, but expresses regret at their occurrence,
as productive of unwonted excitement. He ques-
tions the propriety of interfering in such a manner
with the commerce of the inhabitants of Cuba, and
expresses the belief that while the navy of the
United States may, under the constitution, be
charged with preventing a slave trade between the
coast of Africaand our own shores, itis policy to let
foreign nations regulate their own affairs and en-
force their own police. The remainder of the mes-
sage is confined to State policy, recommending,
among other things, a repeal of tlie usury laws.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.
CRIMINAL COURT. ?lion. Ilonry Stump, Judge. Mil-

ton Whitney, Esq., State's Attorney, prosecuting. The
following cases engaged the attention of the Court yester-
day:

The cases of Augustu* 11. Pennington and Daniel M.
Pennington, charged with assaulting George Jury, were
removed on affidavit to Baltimore County Court.

State vs. Ri hard Perry, indicted together with a man
named Baity Smith, for an assault with intent to kill
John A. Bromwcll, a youth. Smith escaped from the
custody of the officer at the time the assault was commit-
ted and has not since been arrested. Tried before tip?
court.

The testimony for the State went to show, that Brom-
well was passing along Howard street, near Lexington,
about half past six o'clock in the evening, when he was
accosted in a rude manner by the traverser, that he
(Bromwcll) not making any reply, was struck by Perry
in the face; Bromwcll then ran into the street, when Perry
drew a pistol and fired at him. Police Officer Bailey ar-
rested both Smith and Perry, but Smith after snapping a

pistol at Ihe officer made hi* escape
The defence set up was. that Perry did not lire the pis

tol: that Smith was the only one who had a weapon at
the time.

The Court thought that both had pistols, and that Dorrv
fired at Bromwcll. as one of the witnesses had testified.
The Court declared him 'guilty, r and sentenced him
to confinement in the penitentiary for eighteen months.

Carr and Barry for the defence.
The ease of Alexander McCann,charged with an assault

and Lattery, was removed on affidavit lo Baltimore Coun-
ty Court.

The ease of the State vs. Us ury Sanders and Joseph
Kelly, charged with robbing Francis Lawrence, was stvt
ted. the State's wiln ?-< having left the city. Joseph Kel-
ly, who was in jail very sick with consumption, was sent
to the almshouse by direction or the Court.

After the above case was disposed of. John Stephens
alias Cyphus, was brought into Court and placed in the
prisoner's box. Before the Court proceeded to pa*.* sen
tenec upon him. T. Joseph Rogers, Esq., one of his coun-
sel. arose and addressed the Court.

Mr. Rogers a*keil the Court to suspend sentence of the
prisoner until the action of the Grand Jury iu the matter
was ascertained, the parties who had sworn to the affida-
vits which were presented by him to the Court on Mon-
day, were now before the Grand Jury, which body
had expressed willingness and anxiety to hear all
the testimony which would bear favorably to the prison-
er now brought out for sentence. Mi. Rogers (bought
that it was enough for this Court to have denied the coun-
sel the common courtesy of an argument, on the motion
for a new trial, but now he thought that the Court should
be lenient enough to grant the prisoner ashort rrspi e un-
til the result of the investigation before the Grand Jury
can be known. The Court the other day set a*ido with
one fell swoop the affidavits presented to it.a* not being
entitled to credence. Some of the parties to these affidav-
its were white men and as much entitled to credence,
as any Judge who sat upon the bench.?
He asked the Court to defer sentence of the prisoner, as it
would most certainly be shown that he was about, to suf
fer fora deed which had been committed by another man.

After Mr. Rogers luulconcluded. Judge Stump said,
"Have you concluded t"

Mr. Rogers.?"l have said what I thought it was my
duty to say, although Ipresume it willhave no efl ct up
on the Court. 11

Judge Stump.? ,; l thought you had finished the other
day. The Court v;ould say that tiie examination before
the Grand Jury would have no hearing with the Court
on the granting of a new trial; they had nothing to do
with that. They might intercede with the Governor, and
ly that means have the sentence of the Court altered.
The Pottit Jury have found him guilty, and the evidence
before them was don bless satisfactory to their minds.
The Court does not see any reason for a new trial: there

would be new trials continually if, after a verdict was
rendered, one person and another person were to come and
say they knew this and that; the counsel said they were
ready and went to trial:why not have the evidence here?"

Judge Slump.?"The Court thinks the evidence was clear
against tie- prisoner, and willproceed to pass sent'-nci

John Stephens alias Cyphus, you have been tried for
the killing of William Henry King, and have been found
guilty of murder in the first degree. The Court thinks
you have had a fair trial, the testimony in your case was
so clear that the Court is of opinion that the jurycould
not find a verdict otherwise than was rendered. The

Court thinks that you arc the person who murdered
King without the least provocation; you went to his house
with a strumpet called Topsey, and because he would not
permit you to sleep withher, in his own house, during
the night, you became enraged and murdered him. Seve-
ral persons recognize/1 you as being the party who came
to King's house, and one saw you raise your arm and
strike him with your knife. The Court thinks these facts
clearly established. You have been tried by a jury of
your own selection; when you came to trial, your counsel
announced themselves ready. Since your conviction a
motion was made for a new trial by your counsel, which
the Court has overruled. It now only remains for the

Court t<> pass sentence upon you: and thereupon it is de-
manded of you, John Stephens alias Cyphus if you have
any thing to say. wherefore the Court here, ought not
upon the premises and. verdict aforesaid, proceed to judg-
ment against you.*'

Stephens replied.?"Gentlemen. I am an innocent man;
I was not in that street that night, when the man was
killed; I was at home; J am not the man that killed him;

I am an innocent man, and you willall see that I am an
innoc< nt man some of these days."

Judge Stump, continued.?"Whereupon, ail the pre-
mises being by the Court fully understood and consider-
ed, it is therefore ordered and adjudged by the Court here,

that you, John Stephens alias Cyphus. he taken back to

the jail of Baltimore city, from whence you came into
this court, and from thence to the place of execution, at

such time as shall be duly appointed by the Governor, and
there he hanged by the neck until you be dead, and may
the Giver of all Good have mercy upon your soul.*'

Stephens stood erect and firm, during the d> livery of

his sentence, and did not evince much outward emotion.
After the Court had concluded, he was takmi incharge by
the Wardens and conveyed back to jail.

After Stephens had been sentenced, the Court ordered
Henry S Bevan, a blind man. to he placed in the prison-
er's box.

Bevan had been convicted about a year ago of an
assault with an intent to kill police officer Hamilton
Muir, by shooting liiniwith a pistol. The a Hair occurred
near the house of Bevan on I'i-h Market Space.

The Court then addressed Bevan as follows :

After your trial and conviction in this Court, your coun-
sel interceded with the Court to defer its sentence for the
purpose of presenting your case to the Governor. The
C'ouit. in commiseration of your condition, being a blind
man. consented to postpone your sentence, and has been
waiting to see what the Governor would do You have
been in jailnow a year, waiting for the action of the Gov-
ernor?he has done nothing for you, for what reasons the
Court is not acquainted. The Court willsentence you to
be confined inthe penitentiary for eighteen mouths.

After the above cases were disposed of, there was no
business further claiming the attention of the Court yes-
terday.

The Court asked Mr. Whitney what crises he wanted to
dispose ofduring this term.

Mr. Whitney said there were two murder cases which
he wanted to take up; the cases of John Lemon and Henry
Duvall, who were charged with killing the German.
Fischer, on Federal Hill. Mr. I'itts is counsel.but in con-
versation with bim the other day, lie (Pitts) said that
the Court had intimated to him that itintended toadjourn
for the term during the week.

The Judge remarked that he had no recollection of say-
ing s=o.

Mr. Whitney said the impression had gone abroad, to

that effect, among the members of the bar; if the Court
willfix a day for the trial of these cases, Mr. Pitts can
now he sent for.

Judge Stump replied that he would adjourn the Court
until Friday morning, when he presumed the matter

could be arranged. The Grand Jury, he said, had not
got through with their business and required on<- or two
days longer; he did not wish them to do any thing in a
hurry.

THE EMCEKOL'S LETTKL TO PRINCE NAPOLEON.-?;
The Monitcur publishes the following letter, which
the Emperor has addressed to his cousin. Prince
Napoleon, Minister of Algeria and of the Colonies,
of which a summary received by telegraph, ap-
peared in yesterday's impression :

"ST. CLOUO, October 30, 1858. ?My dear Cousin
I have the liveliest desire that, at the moment

when the difference with Portugal, relative to the
Charles Georges, has terminated, thequestion of the
engagement of free laborers on the Afi iean coast
should be definitely examined and finally settled on
the truest principles of humanity and justice.

"I energetically claimed from Portugal the resti-
tution ot the Charles Georges, because I will al-
ways maintain in fact the independence of the na-
tional flag; but., in this case even, it was only with
the profound conviction of mv right that 1 risked,
with the King of Portugal, a rupture of those
friendly relations which I am glad to maintain with
him.

44 But as to the principle of the engagement of the 1
negroes, my ideas are far from being settled. If,,
in truth, laborers recruited on the African coast
are not allowed the exercise of their free will, and
if this enrolment is only the slave trade indisguise,

1 will have it on no terms, for it is not I who will
anywhere protect enterprises contrary to progress,
to humanity, and to civilization. I lieg you then,
to seek out the truth with the zeal and intelligence
which you bring to bear on all affairs about which
you employ yourself.

"And as the best method of putting a term to
what is a continual cause of dispute, would be to
substitute the free labor of Indian coolies for that of
the negroes; 1 beg you to come to an understanding
with the Minister i'or Foreign Affairs to resume
with the English government the negotiations
which were entered upon a few months ago.

"On this, my dear cousin, I pray God to have
you in his holy keeping. "NAPOLEON."

The Emperor's letter leaves no doubt on the mind
as to it.* real character; and many see in it some-
thing like an admission that M. Walewski went too
far when he and those whom he inspired insisted
upon the immaculate character of the ship and le-
gitimate nature of her cargo. The letter is, so far
as it goes, a homage to public opinion, which the
Minister for Foreign Affairs would do well to imi-
tate occasionally. The Emperor's letter has pro-
duced an excellent effect here.

PRESENTATION OF NAPOLEON'S FITNEUAL CAR. ?
The funeral car of Napoleon 1. arrived on Friday
morning, Nov. sth, in Paris. Gen. Sir J. Burgoyne,
charged by the Queen of England to proceed with
it to tin 4 Invalid/-*, and deliver it up formally, was
in attendance. At a quarter before one o'clock,
General Count d'Ornano, the Governor, and his
staff', descended into the court yard to meet Mar-
shal \ aillant, Minister of War. Tn a few minutes
Wt<-r the English General and Prince Napoleon,
who had come from Compiegne expressly for the
occasion, arrived, and the ceremony of reception
took place in front of tip 4 church where had
been placed. Sir J. Burgoyne delivered t lie follow-
ing address:

Her Majesty, the Queen of England, being desi-
rous of offering to His Imperial Majesty a relic,
which she knows to be interesting to France, has
charged me to bring to Paris, and to place at the
disposal of the Emperor, tin* funeral car on which
were conveyed to his first tomb the mortal remains
of the illustrious founder of the Xapoleonian dy-
nasty. The admiration which I feci, as a soldier,
for the exalted genius and exploits of that great
warrior has caused me to feel the greatest pleasure
at the choice which my gracious sovereign has
made of me for the accomplishment of this honora-
ble mission.

Prince Napoleon replied:
General?l receive, in the name of the Emperor,

the precious relic which the Queen of England has
sent to him. T receive it as a testimony of her
desire to efface the poignant remembrance of St.
Helena, as a pledge of the friendship which unites
the two Sovereigns, and as a proof of the alliance
which exists between the two nations. May that
alliance long continue, for the happiness of the
human race! May it reserve for the future as
great results as those which it has already produ-
ced! lam charged, by the Emperor, to inform
you. General, that he particularly appreciates the
choice which the Queen has made of you for this
mission. We are happy to have to thank one <t*
those glorious chiefs of the English army, by the
sideol whom we have fought, and for whom we
have retained such a high esteem.

The short ceremonial then terminated. The car
i* to be placed in the Chapel St. Jerome, by the
side of the mortal remains of the great man which
had been conveyed on it to the tomb.

fl HE TREATY WITH JAPAN.?We are enabled to
state the more important stipulations of the treaty

signed at Jeddo, on the 26th of last August. This
treaty, in the first place, engages that there shall
be perpetual peace and friendship between her Brit-
ish majesty and the Tycoon of Japan; secondly,
that her Majesty may appoint a diplomatic agent
to reside at Jeddo, and the Tycoon diplomatic agent
to reside in London, both of tliem respectively to
have the right of traveling freely to any part of the
empire of Japan, and to any part of Great Britain;
also, either power may appoint consoles or consul-
ar agents at any or all the ports of the other.

"The ports of llakodadi, Kanagawa, and Nagasa-
ki, in Japan, are to be opened to British subjects on
the Ist ot July, 1859. Nee-e-gata, or ifNee-e-gata
be unsuitable, another convenient port on the west
coast ot Nipon is to he opened on the Ist of Janua-
ry, 1860, l liogo on the Ist of January, 1863; and
British subjects may permanently reside in all the
foregoing ports, may lease ground, purchase or
erect, dwellings and warehouses, but may not erect
fortifications. \\ ithin a certain distance of tin4
specified ports they shall be free to go where they
please, or, speaking generally, they have a tether
ot sonic 20 to 30 miles around either of them. From
the Ist of January, 1x62. they willhe allowed to

reside at Jeddo, and from the Ist of January, 1863,
at Osada, for the purpose of trade.

All questions of rights, whether ot' property or
person, arising between themselves shall be subject
to the jurisdiction of the British authorities; if
they commit any crime against the Japanese, they
will be tried and punished by their own authorities,
and vice versa Japanese subjects in the same predic-
ament will be tried and punished by theirs; but in
either case the British consuls are to act in the first
instance as amicable arbitrators. In respect of
debts contracted on cither side, the respective
authorities will do their utmost to enforce recov-
ery, but neither government, willbe held responsi-
ble? for the debts of its subjects. Tin? Japanese
government will place no restrictions whatever
upon the employment of British subjects of Japan-
ese in any lawful capacity. British subjects will
be allowed the free exercise of their religion, and
for this purpose will have the right to erect
suitable places of worship. Foreign and Japan-
ese coin may be used indifferently for com-
mercial purposes. Supplies for the British navy
may be stored at certain specified ports, free of
duty.

It British vessels are wrecked or stranded, the
Japanese authorities will render every assistance in
their power. British merchants will be at liberty
to hire Japanese pilots. Munitions of war are to
be the only exceptions to articles of import and
export, which last, on the payment of an ad valorem
duty at the place of import, are to be sub ject to no
further tax, excise, or transit duty. Such articles
maybe reexported without the payment of any
additional duty. The Japanese are to prevent
fraud or smuggling, and to receive the benefit of
all penalties and confiscations. The treaty is writ-
ten in English, Japanese and Dutch, the Dutch ver-
sion to be considered the original. All other com-
munications on the part of the British to the Ja-
panese authorities shall, however, henceforward be
written in English, though for five years from the
signature of the treaty, to facilitate the transac-
tion of business, they are to be accomponied by
a Dutch or Japanese version. The treaty may
be revised on the application of either "of the
contracting parties, on giving one year's notice
after the Ist of July, 1872. All the privileges,
immunities and advantages granted, or to be
granted hereafter, bv Japan or any other nation,
are to be freely and equally participated by the
British government and its "subjects. The treaty
is to he ratified within a year from the day of its
signature.

For the regulation of trade, the articles which
arc appended to the treaty are to he considered as
forming a part of it. and as equally binding. The
majority of these relate to the arrangements of the
Japanese custom house, but the more important
contain the tariff of duties to be levied. In the first
class, as free of duty, are specified gold and silver,
coined or uncoined, wearing apparel in actual use,
and household furniture and printed books not in-
tended for sale, but the property of persons who
come to reside in Japan. On the second class a duty
of five per cent, only will be levied, and this class
comprises all articles used for the purpose of build-
ing, rigging, repairing, or fitting out ships, whal-
ing gear of all kinds, salted provisions, bread and

breadstulis, living animals, coals, timber for build-
ing houses, rice, paddy, steam machinery, zinc,
lead, tin, raw silk, cotton and woolen manufactur-
ed goods. A duty of 35 per cent, will,however, be
levied on all intoxicating liquors; and goods not in-
cluded in any of the preceding classes will pay a
duty of 20 percent. Japanese products which are
exported as cargo will pay an export of 5 per cent.
The above are substantially all the material stipula-
tions of this important document.

ing some stock and entirely introducing others.

LATER FROM < CALIFORNIA.
NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 23. ?The steamship Quaker

City arrived here to-day, bringing the California
mails which left San Francisco on the sth inst.,
and were brought across the Isthmus of Tehuante-
pec.

The Quaker City, on her outward passage, in
crossing the bar of Coat/.acoaleos, found fourteen
feet of water, and sailed direct up to Minatitlan,
where she met the iron steamer Suchil. The latter
vessel, after receiving the passengers and mails,
proceeded up the river, and arrived at Suchil on
the 15th at midnight, the time being but seventy-
eight hours from New Orleans. From the latter
pla e the passengers and mails were sent forward
to Yentosa on the Pacific, from whence they were
conveyed to San Francisco by the mail steamship
Oregon.

The California mails of the 15th inst. reached
Yentosa on the evening of the 14th, were landed at
Suchil on the 16th, and on the 17th they were put
on board the Quaker City bound to New Orleans,
where she arrived in sixty-three hours from Mina-
titlan.

The steamer Oregon would sailon the 19th inst. for
Acapulco, connecting with the Panama steamer in
plenty of time for the mails of the 27th of October,
which reached Yentosa in good time.

It is confidently asserted that the trip from San
Francisco to New Orleans can be made by this
route in twelve days.

It is represented that the work on the Isthmus is
progressing finely. All but twenty-five miles is iu
good running order, and in two weeks time the
work will be finished and twenty coaches placed on
the route. It is proposed to open a new route via
the river Jaltepec, which will cut off'seven miles of
the worst part of the road, and bring the distance
down to one hundred miles. There is plenty of
water on tiie Coatzacoalcos bar, and the harbor of
Yentosa Is as good as that of Valparaiso. The Isth-
mus is healthy. President Lozere came passenger
on the Quaker City, but will return immediately.

The liberal party are still in possession of the Isth-
mus, notwithstanding the intrigues of Zuloaga. Six
of the latter's party were publicly shot at Tehuan-
tepec on the 6th inst. At Tabasco the liberals were
uppermost, and had succeeded intaking the steamer
Gucrrero.

From California the news is not important. Heavy
rains had taken place. The weather was very cold,
and there was much snow on the mountains. Busi-
ness was reviving.

STEAM OX CANALS.?Objections were urged many I
years ago to the use of Steam on Canals, on the
ground that increased speed would create increased
abrasion of the canal banks and thuseliect perina- j
nent injury to the work. As far back as the year !
18311 experiments were made through the Chesa-

peake and Delaware Canal, under the direction of j
Professor Bache, which demonstrated then, to the I
satisfaction of the examiners, that this objection
was not sound. In the 13th volume of the Journal
of the Franklin Institute (pp. 371,372, year 1833 )
we find tiie following results recorded :

A review of these experiments leads me to the con-
clusion indicated in the commencement of this arti- j
cle, namely, that steam power may be substituted !
for the present method of towing bv horses, on !
large canals, with great advantage to the canal, j
(banks) particularly at high velocities.

In these experiments, at the highest rate of mo- [
tion obtained (7.64 miles per hour) there was no j
swell produced in the straight parts of the Canal, j
which would have been likely to injure the banks, [
although not specially protected. The wave from j
the bow of the boat, owing to the peculiar form of j
that part, fell in with the wheels and was disposed !
of by them; while the lean form of the stern
brought together the waves produced by the !
wheels, which therefore, spread very little, if at all, j
in a lateral direction, that is towards the banks,be- I
ing directed towards the tow path only in parts of ]
the curved portions of the Canal.

Professor Bache's theory is that by the increased j
motion produced by steam, the boat is thrown upon
the wave; and that the abrasion of the Canal would
be less with a rapid than a slower speed. To this
we may add that the more recent improvements in !
the construction of vessels (particularly propellers)
and the adoption of improved engines which occn- i
py a small space only, the adaptation of Canals for I
transport of goods at a fair rate of speed is fully es-
tablished. This rate which was set down at 7.01 I
miles per hour in 1833, may be safely guarantied ,
now at eight miles per hour.

This statement may occasion some surprise on the
part of those who urge that a period of twenty-live
vears should have more readily developed this result.
We can account for this want of earlier develop-
only in the fact that about the time these early ex-

periments were made on the Chesapeake and Dela-
ware Canal, the superior speed of railroad commu-
nication had just been shown, and the extraordinary
changes produced in the commercial world during
the years 1833-1840, bv this finore rapid transit,
seem to have shut Canals out of view, among the
public as channels of trade.

Now, when we find that a steam engine of eighty
horsepower, occupying less than thirty cubic feet
near the stem, will propel a Canal boat or other
vessel, offour hundred tons, ten or eleven miles per
hour, leaving nearly the entire hold for storage
purposes, it would seem that the capacity of Canals j
to compete with Railroads, in heavy freights, is !
clearlv demonstrated. ?-V. Y. Cour.it' hJin/iiircr.

THE TREVKLYAN PRIZE ESSAYS. ? In 18,77 Sir j
William Calverley Trevelyan, Bart, of Wallington,
Northumberland, (England,) ottered two prizes?-
one of SSOO and another of s3oo?for the best Es-
says upon the Philosophy of Spoken Language.
Eighteen competing Essays were delivered in, but
none of these quite fulfilled the conditions of the of-
fer. But Sir William, who is himself a good phil-
ologist and oriental scholar, (Master of Arts, from
Oxford University,) has decided on giving 5370
to the writer of the Essay with the motto, '"Fiat
justitia ruat coelum," which, though deficient in
some of the requirements, had been highly commen-
ded bv several of the adjudicators, and proposes to
give the other $350 on the author's undertaking to
thoroughly revise, complete, and publish the Essay,
lie also gives SSO each to the writers (all English
scholars) of four other essays, of inferior merit.

The successful Essay, we are happy to say, was
written by Professor S. S. Haldeman, of Columbia,
Pennsylvania. A London literary journal, from
which we take these facts, says "Professor Halde-
man's Essay contains a valuable outline of tin*
theory of etymology, embracing a critical inquiry
into the value of the Roman and Saxon alphabets,
and many bits of word-history, which are treated
with much subtlety and originality; and, above all,
with a rare degree of method and precision in
tracing, step by step, the corruptions of oral lan-
guage. The question of how much assistance the
etymologist can gain from Romanic spelling is skil-
fully handled, and in a manner very adverse to the
opinions of the Rev. 1!. C. Trench."
