fix their last parting look on the scenes and associationsof this sacred place, an/1 I am glad to believe that if thedisembodied have any interest on earth, that interest is
concentrated around such a spot as this. These various
mercies can be estimated, but there is one that is inesti-
mable. It is the mercy of God in Christ Jesus?and
shall we remember lesser mercies, and not appreciate
this? This mountain of the cross connects earth with
Heaven; and shall any one be please/1 with the beauty of
the surrounding hills, and yet be unable to see this?No, my brethren, not only is the Cross of Christ the
greatest mercy, but without it allothers are invisible.?
What is earth's beauty without the sun? What are God's
mercies without Christ? Creation, preservation. Home?-
the church are all dark until the Son of righteousness
shines upon them. An/1 as the eye of science discovers a
meaning ineach stone, a beauty in each leaf, a language
in each star?so in each event of life the christian dis-
covers the hand of a Father. Do I address any one who is
wot thankful for this crowning giftof God??then this is no
Thanksgiving day to you; an/11 would entreat you to go
this very /lay to the Cross and stay there sufficiently long,
and then life will have a new meaning?and hark the
voice, the advent season! "He comes! Christ is com-
ing." But 1 suppose that most of those I address are dif
ferent. they do feel grateful, an/1 it is this that has induced
them to return and present their annua! Thanksgiving
But with these thanks are mingled feelings of pain, andwhile in reviewing the past years w/- must say "How
good is God !'' we are also compelled to say ' How thank-
less are we!" and what shall we do? Let our deficienciesanswer. They urge us to give ourselves anew to his
blessed service. And what a field do our own hearts pre-
sent? A Missionary field. How many years have past
and how few converted thoughts and tempers? What lit-
tle progress Heavenward. And when we look at ourHomes ?what a field is there! Have the stars a language
and has home no voice? Ah. my brethren, from every
home there is a callfor our aid. and every ear that un-
derstands the voice of Christ willhear that voice of Home.
An/1 then think of the honor of working withGo/1.

I have not mentioned our city and country; not because
I think them unimportant, but because in reforming our
selves and families we most effectually improve our homes
and our church, and through them act upon our city and
nation. An/1 though it may seem impossible/or a single
individual to benefit a whole community, we must remem-
ber that Go/1 not only acts through eacli person, but that
He often uses the weakest instruments to accomplish the
greatest purposes. A good deed! It is immortal. Not
merely living but always acting. Its influence is em-
balmed. Its example grows withTime.

See the recent suggestion of an eminent physician. He
comes forward alone , and proposes a plan for improving
our city, which if successful will perpetuate his name.?
The valley is filled. The hillis levelled. [Jut is there not
in the church?in our homes?thu need of an improve-
ment which will bring eternal happiness? Is there not in
every church a hill of difficulty? And shall the christian
not think of that!' Not think of some plan to welcome the
Prince of Peace, by opening a highway for His coming?
If there were the same care for eternity as for time what
happy inventions would rise from many a heart. What
blessed results! Results not once in a hundred years, but
daily?results not attracting the gaze of the crowd, hut ar-
resting the attention of Heaven. And now what says
tha past? It tells us of some who were here on last
Thanksgiving day, who are here no more. And what
does the future say? It says that some now here
will not be here when the congregation is called to
the next Thanksgiving. And the united voices of thepast
and future concentrate on the present and declare "Pre-
pare to meet thy God!"' And what a mercy it is that we
are permitted to he here fo:* such an object, while thou-
sands pass idly by, of whom Christ might say, ' Were
"there not ten healed, and where are the nine? They
"found time to receive mercies, hut found no time to re-
turn thanks." And how can we show our gratitude?
By giving ourselves up to his service.

We ought, my Brethren, to he liberal at all times, but
chiefly on this day. when our tables are crowned with
plenty, and when our children are merry with their holi-
day. Then now let us remember that within a few squares
of our dwellings there are tables with the most scanty
promise, and little children wondering why the stores are
closed, and asking the mother "What is Thanksgiving
day?" Would it. my friends, take from your pleasure to
visit such a family and see those little eyes glistening
with gladness? This s the day when the Samaritan stops
in life's journey and raises the head of a fainting brother.
This is the day when Christians return thanks to Christ
for another year, and though they cannot see him in per-
son. they may find liiin this afternoon at some cheerless
Home. The wise men took months to perporm their pil-
grimage. We may have that privilege inthe visit of an
hour.

The angels'came from Heaven to say
That Clirist was horn on Cnristraas day
And wise ;nen now their King adore.
By bringing offerings to His poor.

And should it not be our lot to see another Thanksgiv-
ing day here , we shall have the satisfaction of knowing
that our last exertions for Christ were the best, ?"My last
Thanksgiving day on earth was my happiest." I now
understand that text?"Honor the Lord with thy sub-
stance. and with the first fruits of all thine increase, so
shall thy barns be filled with plenty, and thy presses
burst out withnew wine."

FIRST PRESBYTERIAN" CHURCH
Fayette and North Streets.

Divine service was held in this church, when the Pas-
tor, the Rev. .J. C. Backus, D.D.. delivered a discourse ap-
propriate to the occasion, founded upon the cxxvi. psalm,
"When the Lord turned again the captivity of Zion, we
were like then that dream. There was one mouth filled
withlaughter, and one tongue with singing. Then said
they among the heathen?the Lord hath done great things
for them: the Lord hath done great things for us. whereof
we are glad. Turn again our captivity, O Lord, as the
streams in the south. They that sow in tears shall reap
in joy. He that goeth forth and weepeth, hearing
precious seed , shall doubtless come again with rejoicing,
bringing his sheaves withhim." The reverend speaker
commenced by stating that this psalm was one of those
that the Christians of old were accustomed to sing during
their periodical, journeyings to great yearly festivals,
when they assembled to give thanks to the Most High for
national deliverance* and blessings, and therefore
seemed especially appropriate to the present obser-
vance of thanksgiving. The captivity referred to
by the Psalmist, he regarded as applicable to

either the Egyptians or Babylonians and designed to
symbolize the bondage of sin In which mankind are
formed by nature. He quoted a portion of the Psalm as
expressing abeautitul picture ofrefreshing to a church or
a land, and as strikinglyillustrative of that outpouring
of heavenly influences with which we have been visited
during the past year. He reminded his hearers that to en
joy and promote religion was one of the first and most

cherished objects of the founders of this nation, quoted
M. de Tccqueville as evidence that religion gave birth to

the Alglo-American Society, and Bancroft to prove that
the entire civil Constitution and social life of the
country are the produce ofEnglish and Scotch Puritanism.

The American system ofgeneral political equality, and
freedom in the kindred doctrines of the right and duty of
self-government, he stated, was but a simple transfer of
the doctrines of the Reformation to the civil sphere. After
alluding to the separation of the English Church from the
Chu ch of Rome, which he regarded as being at first rath-
er political than religious, he traced the growth of the
Protestant sentiment in England through the reigns of

Elizabeth and her successors, as preliminary to an histor-
ical sketch of the rise and progress of the Presbyterian be-
lief, and the causes which led the earlier members of
that Church in this country to seek some asylum where
they might enjoy their religious opinions and worship
God according to the dictates of their own conscience. The
earlier colonists?the Puritans?the speaker thought did
not fully understand the full extent of their principles,
and failed sometimes to act in accordance with this spirit,
though the rights they claimed, and the doctrines they
held, contained the germ ofciviland religious liberty and
would ultimately have worked out their legitimate results.
The Presbyterian was among the last of the religious de-
nominations that obtained a settlement in this country;
and.as having an important bearing upon his present sub-
ject he glanced at the events which led to the introduction

of Scotch settlers into the north of Ireland, and the influ-
ence those colonists excited upon the religious sentiment
of that country; the deep concern with which their occa-
sional indifference to religions matters was viewed in
England and Scotland and the sensible, increase of true
religion which rewarded the labours of Brice, Ridge,
Hubbard, Clendenning. Blair, Hamilton. Welch. Stewart,
Dunbar, Livingston, McClelland and others, who on vari

ous occasions went over to Ireland to preach to them, and
under whose ministrations the foundation of the Irish-
Presbyterian Church was laid. Thus. too. arose that Irish
Scotch element which has exerted so powerful an influence
upon the intellectual, social, religious and political char-
acter of this country. By this class of persons was the
Presbyterian Church in this country founded in the latter
part of the seventeenth, and the beginning of the eight-
eenth centuries. In the schools in which they were taught
they had learned the lessons to which even Hume traces
the liberal principles of English politics, and which led to
American freedom. The speaker next touched upon the
persecution of the Presbyterians of Scotland and
Ireland, under the Steuarts, as the cause which led to

their migration, first to New England, and subsequently
to New Jersey and Pennsylvania, from whence they grad-
ually spread all over the land: so that as Drs. Blair and
Schaff attest, next to the Puritans, the Scotch and
Irish Presbyterians have contributed most largely
to form the political, social and religious ele-
ment of this country. He enlarged upon their
influence in securing our Independence and in forming
the substratuu of our social and religious character as a
people ?their great principle being, that rulers should be
chosen by the popular voice and govern according to a
written constitution and laws. Such being their aims and
principles, they were,as a Church, horn in extraordinary
revivals; and it is worthy of remark that soon after taking
up their abode here in large numbers, they became, under
Cod, the honored instruments of promoting the great
awakenings of 1740. The reverend speaker regarded the
constant reviving of religious impressions as our only
sufficient hope, and expressed the opinion that the reli-
gious life ofthe country had evidently become feeble by
the diffusion of so many different elements into the popu-
lation, the constantly recurring political excitements, the

allurements of gain, and especially liy the extension of
our territories and the discovery of the richest gold fields
the country has ever known, whereby American energy
has been stimulated into an almo*t preternatural intensi-
ty, penetrating the whole mind of the country and giving
rise to an almost universally absorbing devotion to ma-
terial and worldly interests. The recent commercial re-
ulsion. had. however, dispelled the illusion, and had
proved the providential forerunner of a religious
awakening more extensive and pervading than

had ever been known before in our arinars. Originating in
the business cities of our land, it had pervaded the haunts
of commerce, and had penetrated the institutions of learn
ing, the resorts of fashion, and had included m*n of all
parties in politics, and men of all denominations in reli-
gion. He computed that not less than from three to five
hundred thousand persons had begun a new and religious
life under its influence. He enlarged upon the necessity
of such constant awakening, refreshing, and reviving,
and after giving an eloquent picture of the capacity of our
territoryfor sustaining half the world's existing inhabi-
tants. and the magnificence of its future destiny, he closed
his admirable discourse with the usual benediction.

THIRD ENGLISH LUTHERAN CHURCH
Monument street near Gay.

Rev. Dr. John McCron read for the morning lesson a
portion of the 68th Psalm, and after a fervent and eloquent
prayer, which was full ofthanksgiving and praise to God
forhis blessings and protection during the past year, the
choir sang the hymn:

?'Our country 'tis of thee.
Sweet land of liberty,

Of thee we sing.''*
The Rev. gentleman then announced his text, the 19th

verse of the 68th Psalm: "Blessed he the Lord, who daily
loadeth us withbenefits, even the God of our Salvation."
He said the duty of thanksgiving is particularly binding
on mail. The feeling ofgratitude is impressed upon us
on almost every page of the Scripture. God as a re-
turn for the blessings which we daily receive, no other
tribute than that of gratitude and thanksgiving. It is
natural for roan to pay this tribute, and in the heart of
him who properly appreciates the blessings which are
showered on all insuch munificence, this feeling is invol-
untary?springs forth as the natural and legitimate result
of a thankful spirit. We should not only turn to God
withthanksgiviving that we have been saved and abun
dantly blessed, but even in our sorrows and misfortunes
?when the sadness of life would settle inour souls,

and the dark clouds of adversity press heavily
around and over us, we should even then turn to
God with the spirit of prayer and praise on our lipsand
in our hearts. The flower that bows to every breeze an
ladens every zephyr with fragrance, sends forth a
richer perfume, when it is crushed by the foot. Then, if
the flower when trampled on is richer in it 9 sweets, why

j should not mania adversity be more thankful to God?
' Here the Rev. gentleman referred to the continual feeling

of gratitude which some persons felt, sayingthat Dr. Cook
man, who was lost on the steamship President was one.

j who was momentarily thanking God for blessings, and he
could imagine him in the hour of death, standing on the
deck, his face beaming with joy?his lips heavy with
prayer, and his heart full of thanksgiving, knowing that in
a few moments he would have the sea weed for a winding

: derness, and to the blessings which were vouchsafed loI them, he continued?

We look with wonder on the great works of God?the
eye rests with amazement on the amplitude of space,paved with millions of worlds. We think not of the rainor the due drops, and yet hid in them is animal lift- withall its perfection. The same skill and power which ereated the brilliantgems of night, or the Lord of day. was
required to make the drop of dew, and the father of one is
the father of all. We are prone to overlook what ourminds consider minor blessings. The favors which come
to us on the wings of the moment, gladdening our hearts,
giving additional health to the body and strength and
vigor to the intellect, are blessings wh'eh are worthy ourdeepest gratitude.

As a nation we have great cause for thankfulness. Theshadowy wings ofpestilence, it is true, have visited somefew of our cities, but generally speaking, the country has
been exempt from fearful ravages of disease. Our fieldshave smiled with a rich harvest, and our rivers haveborne upon their bosom the wealth and products of the
earth. The forge and the anvil are again ringing through-
out the land, and the melody of the spindle is heard at a
thousand waterfalls. All branches of industry are
humming the sweetest music, and thrift,plenty,and hap-piness pervade thi lengths and breadths of the land. The
shrill clarion of war has been heard, but its echoes havedied away, and peace has again spread her mantle overthe scenes of Indiao strife. Compare our situation withMexico, in this respect, and then thank God that the deedsof the fratricide have not cast gloom or brought horrors to
our hearthstones. God has been working in the hearts of
men during the past year. Apparently He paralyzed the
arms of commerce and the sinews of trade, so that men
might behold the goal of immortality. Never has there
been such an outpouring of God's grace as during the
past year, and never has there been a period when man's
heart should be so full of thanksgiving. The Reverend
gentleman closed with an eloquent exhortation.

CHARLES STREET M.E. CHURCH,
Corner of Charles and Fayette streets.

A very large congregation attended this church onThanksgiving day. Services were conducted by the pas-
tor, Rev. R. L. Dashiells, assisted by the Rev. Wm. H.
Pitcher.

After the conclusion of the usual morning services, the
Rev. Mr. Dashiells preached a most eloquent sermon from
the following text:

"Happy is that people whose God is the Lor/I."?Psalm
CXLIV. verse 15.

The discourse was introduced by a description of two
characters, for whom the preacher confessed little admi-
ration. The professional croaker, who sees nothing good
in his country's history and always forbodes evil just at
hand, and was ready tofind fault with Divine Providence
when his dark predictions failed to be realized. It must
be considered very fortunate for the race that our Heaven-
ly Father had thus far shown 110 disposition to accommo-
date this class of our fellow-citizens. Providence still
contradicts these evil vaticinations. From the bending
heavens, calm, serene and beautiful, and from the earth,
garnished with beaut}- and laden withplenty, we have
abundant evidence that our Heavenly Father cares forall
creatures. The effect upon this individual of certain po
litical crises in the country was described. For the other
class he had stiiricss respect. The mission of the croaker
was comparatively harmless. But these content not
themselves with harmless pictures of coining evil. They
strike with malice aforethought the very living palpita-
ting heart of our social and national happiness and pros-
perity. They would blot from our history its great charter
chapter. They can see 110 traces of an overruling Provi-
dence in the affairs of our country. Feeling no obligation
to God and the Gospel, they would banish both the land.
They belong to that class of reformers who commence their
reformation of the world by turning out of it its Creator
and Redeemer. Before their evil schemes the word of
God rises as a wall of fire. They must get clear of it
somehow.

To meet such views and confront them with the facts of
American history,the theme was selected: Our country front
the Christian side. The greatness and prosperity of the
country was acknowledged and stated in a brief notice of:
First, its position among the nations. Second, its institu-
tions. Third, its great centre of trade. Fourth, its na-
tional resources. Fifth, its ivil and religious privileges.
From this survey we turn to the great question of this
discourse. What is the secret and source of our pros-
perity and success? Is there a God in American History
or not ? Do we owe anything to the Gospel ordo we not ?

Let us look at our country from the Christian side.
The preacher then went on to say that the main secret

and source of our country's success, was because there is
a God whose eye is on us, and whose arm of power is be
neath us. No man, said he, can read the history of this
country withcare and without prejudice, and not recog-
nize in every step of its grand march of progress, the di-
recting presence of the Most High. From the embarca-
tion fthe Pilgrims, to that desolate hour when they
stood shivering upon barren Plymouth Rock?from Ply-
mouth Rock to Bunker's Hill?from Bunker's Hill to 4th
of July, 1770, and thence to this peaceful Thanksgiving
day. all along the history of our country, the pillar of

cloud and fire have been with us. He spoke of the love
of liberty and pure patriotism, which inspired our fore-
fathers; of the struggles and hardships and privations
they had to undergo; and said, these things would not
have been sufficient, had the God of battles, the arbiter
of the fate of nations, been an indifferent spectator of that
struggle, then more than human toils and sacrifices would
have been in vain.

He referred to the pilgrimfathers,to leaving their native
homes, to peril their lives upon the seas, to forego the
pleasures of their native land, the sweet charity of home

and confront the hardships of a wilderness. They were
not mere adventurers, in search of homes or wealth;
nor were they men of deep political design, but they were
religious men. who acknowledged the existence of a God
and felt they owed him a duty which must be discharged.
The Puritans, said the preacher, were a stern people:
they had come fresh from the struggles of IfiUO, and
trained in that stern school we might expect this. Yet
we must do them justice to say that with them religion
was first?always first. Allusion was then made to the

Christian character of our fttiters of the Revolutionary
period; and he said that in their contest with the mother
country they wrote and spoke and remonstrated, as re
ligious men. and appealed to the eternal principles of
of justice which they had learned in God's word, in justi-
fication of their course. He quoted a passage from Guizot's
essay on the life and character of Washington, written as

an introduction to a French edition of Spark's writing of
Washington, in which a beautiful allusion is made to the
rcligous character of the men of the Revolution. Refer-
ence was made to the tendency, in our own day, to infi
delity; we are slow to feel our political obligations to the
Gospel; we do not feel our dependence upon God for the
future; we do not see his hand in the events which arc
crowding upon us and exciting the deepest interest of
our hearts.

The speaker dwelt with great beauty and force upon
the benefits and civilizing influences of Christianity
among the nations of the earth, drew comparisons be-
tween countries where the great principles of Christian
faith and practice have controlled the lives of their peo-
ple, and those where no such influences exist or have ex
is ted.

The reverend gentleman then spoke of the pood, the
circulation of the Bible, and the teachings of the Gospel
were accomplishing throughout the world. lie said the
great and living lessons which Christianity teaches are es-
sential to true national prosperity and stability.

After alluding to the monuments that had been reared
to the memory of Washington, in conclusion, he said there
was a nobler tribute to Washington,which each in his indi-
vidual relations to society and State may offer. By ul
lustrating inour life the christian, virtues which adorned
his character?a holier testimony which this nation
owes to him. The constant unfailing recognition in all
our national acts of those great christian principles,
which he sought by example and precept to engraft upon
the nation.

A collection was then taken up in aid of the Causeway
Mission church, and we understand the congregation con
tributed very liberally towards that worthy charge.

SECOND I'RESIt YTKKIAN CHURCH.
Corner of Lloyd and Baltimore streets

Rev. Dr. Smith preached in the morning.
Thou hast increased the nation. O, Lord ! Thou hast in

creased the nation; thou art glorified: thou hadst re-
moved it far unto all the ends of the earth. Isaiah, 26th
chapter and 15th verse.

After a brief exposition and analysis of the text he pro-
posed to accommodate its description of national prosperi-
ty to our own prospective rather than present prosperity.
For none can look upon these States without finding his
thoughts, irresistibly drawn forward to their glorious fu-

ture. Everything about them wears such an expression
ofyouthful vigor and growth, and preparation and ex-
pectancy.

He first spoke of the national capabilities and resources
of the country. The language of the text was spoken in
regard to Israel in the days of her proudest prosperity,
and it was appropriate to our land. But great as is the
present, the future promised much more. As the burst-
ing acorn points forward the giant oak, so the present
condition of our country is to its future. Never, surely,
did so glorious a future open up before any people. The
world reproaches us for our national pride. But we can

not help it. The most soler imagination is dazzled by
the prospect. Lift up your eyes and look Northward and
Eastward, and Southward and Westward, and to what
people has God allotted so broad and rich an inheritance.
Eastward and Westward it disdains all boundaries but
the sea. and Northward and Southward it stretches
over mountain and plain, from the borders
of eternal winter to the sunny Southern sea?from the
Arctic cold of Minnesota to the balmy groves of Florida.
God has here gathered everything that is either pleasant
to the eye or good for food?all the materials of national
prosperity. lie then spoke of the mighty rivers and tribu-

tary streams and compared them with the rivers of holy
and classic land. These streams were not idle?manufac-
tories crowded their banks, and freighted vessels moved
on their waters. lie spoke of the mineral wealth?the
beds of coal and fields ofgold, all the necessaries for the

highest state o f national prosperity.
But what could all these advantages be to an ellimate

and degraded race. God has sent a vigorous and intelli-
gent people to embrace this land, and develop the recourses
which lie hidden in the earth. For 1111chronicled centu-
ries the Indians roved in wildness through its wide ex-
panse?leaving its hidden treasures undisturbed, its val-
leys uncultivated, and its streams silent, save by tin*light
Canoe. The Spaniard came and trod over its fields of

gold and fertile plains, and left it a wilderness. T he

Anglo Saxon came, and the forest was felled, the
granite hills of New England were turned into Edens. the
prairies poured out their exhaustless riches. But these

lands and riches were not all that were gained by the

hardy men who peopled New England. The liberty for

which they had sighed was here?that for which they had
fought?the love of freedom, ever the master passion
of their souls was here attained. The great truths that all

men are free and equal boldly proclaimed to the
world and embodied in their forms of government. There
is now a strong and intellectually vigorous people through

out the land, anl all it can accomplish in it< noblest race,
humanity is here free to accomplish. But freedom is always
a |erilous gift?a two edged sword which may rebound
and smite him who holds it. It is a mighty force which,
unguided and unrestrained, threatens utter ruin to its jos

sessor. Christianity, however, comes in and allies itself by
appointment with it. This is just the guardian demanded
by our civil institutions, without which we could have
no hope of their efficiency or prosperity.

We have not the room to follow the able divine through
this part of his sermon. lie demonstrated clearly the de-
ficiency of our free institutions on religious principles,
and pointed out the intimate relations which the one
bore to the other. The Divine hand was pointed out on
every page of our country's history, and the necessity of

a closer observance ofour duties to God for the perpetua
tion of our civiland religious freedom. The Hev.gentleman
closed as follows: There is danger in abounding irreligion.
Were the fear of God before all eyes, all would he well.
But vain is the help ofman; our hope?our only hope?-
is in God. We tremble when we think of the mighty
multitude who ft-ar not God, and cast away his cords
from them. We know that the religion of Christ is our
only safety. Ifthe world's history proves anything, it is
this?a nation can be free and prosperous and great only
when itfears God. No heathen legislator or prince ever
thought to govern without the high sanction of religion.
Separate Government from Religion and it becomes at
once, and of necessity, anarchy. There is danger
so long as thousands in our midst are unevan
gelized, for with tenfold emphasis Virtue and
Religion are the pillars and support of our institutions

Gloomy clouds lowerheavily around. But suddenly we
see them spanned by arainU>w, God's mercy token iii the
cloud. Statesmen scarcely saw or chronicled its appeavnno.*.
It was no accession of territory; no compromise of section
al strife; no brilliant victory of our arms; no extension
of our commerce; no new device of legislation; nothing
which men account as significant of sectional perpetuity;
but it was noted in Heaven and read by angels as the most

;and solemn praise.-- What have we to rejoice for? We
J have a glorious land. The harvests had been nowhere
! entirely blighted. This theme was trite; but when he re-
, numbered that "when, a few years since, the crops failed

in Silesia, the whole vast Herman Empire was unable to
remedy the distress, and that, when the people were dy-
ing intheir cottages, the King of Prussia could not help

? his subjects; when he remembered that it was God's sun
ami his rain, and that He had established the seasons in

; their beautiful cycle, and remembered how easily He

| could blast the harvest, he thanked God that the lines had
jfallen inpleasant places.

We have to thank God for our lofty, civil and religious
privileges. The social system is the test of national
strength. France has no homes, and though the French
army was the most formidable on the globe. France herself
was rotten to the core. In the family circle would be

found the seat of every vice ami social evil that rexes the
land. In thousands of eases there was no parental au-
thority or home discipline, and hoys were turned loose on
the streets to run withthe engine or frequent the grog-
gery. This, however, was but the exception Thank Godf
the American Home is yet undefiled. Where else in the

world is there such social sanctity, or so many holy feel-
ings associated withthe idea ofHome? We arise to thank
(iod fr our civil privileges. True piety never cuts itself
from an interest in the utfairs of the country. The preach-
er here spoke of the glory of our political heritage. There
are evils?great evils?in our government. There is cor-
ruption in our National Congress, and among our men in
office, hut let no man despair of the Republic, God is over
us. Let us say with the .tews, "IfI forget thee. O Jerusa-
lem. let my right hand forget her cunning, ifIdo not re-
member thee let my tongue cleave to the roof of my
mouth/ 1

The preacher in speaking of our liberties referred to

the Mortara case. When lie remembers that the chief of h
contemptible State, not equal in power to our own city,
could tear the child from its parents' aims, he thanked
God he was an American citizen. After speaking of the
glorious future awaiting the Republic, and stating bis be-

lie! that it was to be the ground on which would be fought
the final great battle between Truth and Falsehood, ho
spoke of the great cause for rejoicing, that his own people
had as members of the Protestant Episcopal Church, the
great conservative church of the land, springing from the
Church of England the very bulwark of the Reformation,
showing a descent from the Apostles, the freedom, the

fearful anxiety of the commercial crisis, and their com
parative exemption from bereavement by death, were
causes of gratitude and thanksgiving to the God of all
Might. For all these privileges for this goodly heritage,
there is but one return ?ourselves, our hearts, our intel-
lect. our reason, our fortune, business?all.

After the close of the sermon a collection was taken up
for the benefit of the poor. The above is a mere skeleton
of the discourse.

GRACE CHURCH.
Corner Park and Monument Streets

After the usual morning service the Kev. Dr. Coxe. the
rector, announced as his text, the injunction of St. Paul
to the young Bishop of Crete, from the l<t verse, 3d chap,
of the Epistle to Titus: 'Tut thciu in mind to obey magis-
trates. to he ready to every good work.'' lie said that the
stranger who should arrive in any portion of our country
for the first time on this day, could notfail to be impressed
withthe idea that we were a great ami happy people, and
that we enjoyed innumerable blessings for which wo
should be thankful to Divine Providence. The contrast,
however, he said, between what Cod has done for us and
what we have done for ourselves, was a striking and mel
ancholy one. Notwithstanding the extraordinary riches
and comforts of life which His infinite goodness has vouch-
safed to us, we. as a people, are sadly neglectful of our
moral and religions obligations. He quoted the expres-
sion of some gay hut thoughtful Frenchman who attribu-
ted tin- political troubles that had afflicted his countrymen
to the almost universal disregard of religion which pre-
vailed among them; he said, that, although that author
was evidently not sensible of the degredation to which
religion, itself, had fallen in France?becoming an insult to

human reason?yet his remarks might certainly be tip l

plied to us and our own country withgreat truth and force.
He alluded to the alarming exhibitions of vice and cor-
ruption among the people, high and low, of the United
States, and particularly to the demoralized condition of
society in our large cities, in consideration of which he
cited the recent criminal statistics of New York. He had
been led to reflect much of late, upon a subject which
had occupied doubtless many minds, ?the means to
which the virtuous might lawfullyresort, under our gov-
ernment. to restrain the increasing excesses of bad men.
In this connection heenjoined most earnestly the teaching
of the text?"Obey Magistrates." He said that it was not
at all to be wondered at that in times of great popular ex-
citement, when men were writhing under outrage and
wrong?when they saw the institutions of ?their country
trampled under foot by the violence of mobs, that they
should occasionally have taken into their own hands the
administration of summary punishment. He said it
could not be denied, that such process had, in certain
instances, worked wholesome reforms, hut, it involved
a departure from the principle of obedience to the consti
tuted authorities which could not be justified, and which
would subvert the very foundations of all government
and law. He did not despair of the country, but believed
in the power that yet remained in the hands of pure
and virtuous men by the exercise of which, in the expres-
sion ofsound public opinion, we might yet he saved from

the snares and dangers that encompass us. It was incum-
bent on the rich and influential classes to commence this
reform themselves, by setting an example of piety and
virtue to the low and the miserable. It was follyto ex-
pect the dregs of society to be clean when the stream runs
foul and polluted at its fountain head. He urged upon his
hearers the duty that devolved upon them to give of their
abundance the means of spreading the religion of Christ
among those whose lives have been spent in wickedness,
and to whom the advantages of education have been de-
nied altogether.

FRANKLIN STREET PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH,

Corner of Franklin and Cathedral Streets.
Rev. X. ('. Burt, the pastor, preached from the 20th

chapter, 12th verse, of the book of Exodus: Honor thy
father and thy mother, that thy days may he long in the
land that the Lord thy God hath given thee." The gen
oral subject of the sermon was the permanence of our civil
institutio: s, dependent upon the cultivation by the pe pie
at large of that spirit of submission toall rightly consti-
tuted authority which is first exacted and exhibited in the
well ordered family. The opposite spirit?that of insubor-
dination?was spoken of and was fitly characterized. ITe
illustrated the obligations of the individual to society,
as seen in his dependence upon that society; his depend
ence upon the community and his fellow-men for all the
comforts and enjoyments of this life;his former dependence
upon his parents for nurture and protection in his early
years; his dependence 011 the State and State laws for
the security of his life and property. Personal character
is dependent for development on the contact of the indi
vidual towards the mass of his fellow men; just as the

forward motion of the locomotive-engine is due to friction
of the wheels on the rails.

j It was next argued that the spirit of subordination to
civilauthority can be properly excited by family disci-
pline alone, and that there is cause for alarm in the ab
sence to so great an extent of proper discipline in so
many of our Tamilic. A fair and mighty fabric may b-
destroyed not only by violence, by earthquake, or light
ning, or the cannon of army, but equally well by the

The Rector. Rev. Mr. Richey, preached without a text,
first alluding to the spectacle presented to-day throughout
our land. Aday of Thanksgiving is a higher thing than
a day of penitence, and America giving thanks, is. with-
out invidious comparison, a more glorious sight than
England in humiliation.

Though we have much to humble us. in our national
sins, and in the evils that they have brought on us. thereis yet no occasion for despair. We are a young people,and our faults and trials are much the result of the cir-
cumstances in which we have been placed: already we arebeginning to see the causes of them, and to seek after aremedy. The two great sources of evil among us are,
that wc live too fast in every sense, and are too care-
worn.

The great lesson sought to he impressed by the preach-
er, is. that there are things infinitely superior to all ourboasted physical and intellectual improvements, as wellas to the miserable love of Mammon, which is so rootedamong us. We are justly proud of our great country,
and of the triumphs of mind over matter, hut this is not
all that concerns immortal men. There is 110 steam ma-
chine to make men better, nor any royal road to virtue.
Nothing but a change in the national heart, and patient
individual self-discipline, with true home training for the
young can remedy the evils that exist among us. We
want rulers above the influence of party motives, and
citizens who know how to obey the laws from pure patri-
otism. Let fathers who know the evils of the past and
the present, train their sous to he such. And let us im-
prove every occasion for promoting social happiness, in a
right way. especially at home, as members of God's
church, and inheritors of a sure and glorious hope.

THE ASSOCIATED REFORM CHURCH,
Fayette street, near Charles.

The Pastor, the Rev. Otis 11. Tiffany, preached from the
12th verse of the 33d Psalm?''Blessed he the nation whoseGod is the Lord," kc. The general subject of his discourse
was. "The relation ofChristianity to Freedom." After
an allusion to Thanksgiving day, the reverend gentleman
proceeded to show that the evidences of our power were
to be sought for in the annals of our country, and in theFederal Constitution. First?ln the founding of tho col
ony of Maryland by Roman Catholics, but under a grant
from a Protestant prince. In the peculiar religious views
entertained by the Puritan colonists of New England
which led to the settlement of the Eastern States andunder Providence, to their preservation and subsequent
increase in population and material wealth, and in tho
successful issue of our Indian and Revolutionary wars.
Secondly?ln the provisions or the Constitution, the lead
ing principles ofwhich?as popular sovereignty, politicalequality and the separation of church and State?were theresults of enlightened Christian views. Thirdly Thospirit of the Government and of the people, exhibits theinfluence of Christian teaching. The Republics of an
tiquity present no parallels in our history. We cannotbe preserved by the powers which failed to sustain them
but must rely upon Christian influences, and Christian
influences only. The Bible must not only be in our
churches and dwellings, but inour educational institu-
tions.

The reverend gentleman closed his sermon by an abland eloquent argument in favor of introducing the Ribl
as a text book into our Public schools.
