EXHIBITION* OK PAINTINGS.

MARYLANDHISTORICAL SOCIETY.

To the Editor* ofthe J)?i!>i Ecrhumjc:
Tiie Exhibition of Painting now open at the

Gallery oi the Historical Society, is one of Ihose en-
tertainments which cannot he neglected without
bringing into disrepute both the public spirit and
good taste of our community. The progress of re- !
tinement in every society is marked by attention to
the productions of the pencil and the graver; and i
it may safely be assumed that the public taste is
rude and uncultivated where the Art that vies
with Poetry in embodying the noblest ideas, and
presenting them to the spectator, fails to lind
numerous and enthusiastic admirers. T
sincerely trust that Baltimore is not liable
to a criticism so disparaging. The present
exhibition is, in many respects, superior
to its predecessors. The arrangement of the
pictures is more judicious and artistic, and the gen-
eral effect, consequently, more striking and satis-
factory. There are upwards of three hundred
paintings, about twenty engravings, and half a doz-
en pieces of statuary. The entire private collection
of a gentleman, now no more, of large fortune and
indisputable taste, occupies a chief place in the ex-
hibition, and constitutes, of itself, a feature of va-
riety and excellence which very few public galleries
can boast, in the department of Portraits?always
an interesting and important one?the exhibition
may be said to possess rare and unusual merit. ?

The likeness of Col. JOHN BARNES, an officer
in the British army in the time of Charles the Se-
cond, painted by Sir GODFREY KNEI.LER, about the
year 1700, and that of Col. RICHARD BARNES, painted
BV Sir JOSUEA REYNOLDS, between the years 1755 and
17G0, alone possess sufficient merit to attract
the attention even of the least curious. Other
portraits from the collection of the Hon. JOHN
THOMPSON MASON, by BOCUET, GILBERT STUART and
others, enrich the collection. In looking, as i have
only had an opportunity to do very hastily, over
the walls, my attention was arrested by a num-
ber of pieces, chiefly landscapes, by MIGNKT,
which, 1 was glad to see, found admirers
amongst accomplished and judicious critics.
But it was not my purpose to select any particu-

; lar pieces as constituting the chief attractions of
this most laudable and meritorious exhibition. The
Historical Society has deserved wellof the public
in affording it an opportunity to indulge and to
improve a refined and elegant taste, and I sincere-
ly hope the public willshow its appreciation of the
effort, by a general attendance at the Gallery
whilst itcontinues open. P.

Iv'intuiilism, '"it by writing books in defence of
ii::- new doctrine, and by undertaking to deliver
public discourses upon the subject. We have
now before us a brief report of an address made
In hi:;i. 011 Sunday last, before a congregation,
compos 1. mainly, of Spiritualists?in which he

treats of his spiritual experiences, and of "the dis-
"couragi ments and drawbacks to which those who
"are privileged to receive communications from
"the spirit world are continually subjected."
While avowing himself a sincere believer in the

truth of spiritual revelations, he complains of the !

difficulty of discriminating between what actually

comes from a disembodied spirit, or from the spi-
rits of other persons still living, or from the spirit

of the medium himself. He acknowledges that
these deceptions are frequent, and that those who
seek the guidance of spirits, are very apt to be
misled by them. One would have supposed, that
this fact alone would have stamped the whole
affair as a delusion, but the very evidence
which Judge EDMOXDS would reject, as whol-
ly untrustworthy, in. a Court of Law, ho
accepts implicitly in this instance, in spite of
its avowed contradictions. lie admits, that

there is great danger of being deceived, and that
spiritual mediums often mistake the directions that
come from their own minds and hearts, from their
own passions and appetites, for the promptings
of disembodied spirits. lie himself, be says, had,
in one instance, been most egregiously deceived.
We fear that the deception commenced, when he
embraced spiritualism as a faith, and has con-

tinued throughout all his imaginary intercourse
with the- spirit world. His two bulky volumes,
published some years ago, are evidently but re-

cords of his own mental impressions, and are such
as might have been dictated by any well informed
person in a state of religious exaltation. The in-
stance in which the Judge acknowledges himself
to have been deceived, is singularly suggestive.?
"He was," lie says, "about to make a lecturing
"tour through the country, and was intending to
"go alone, and to accept of no compensation ex-
"cept what would be barely sufficient to defray his
"expenses, when a medium informed him that he
"must take him with him, and that the spirits had
"instructed him that he must accept of compensa-
"tion. During their tour, this medium once iu-
"formtd him, on behalf of the spirits, that he was
"doing him (the medium) great injustice in claim-
"ing all the credit of the lectures himself, and not
"putting his name upon the hand-bills and pla-
"cards. The Judge asked the spirits if they had
"seen the placards; thoy said No, but they saw

"them in the medium's mind. lie asked the me-

"dittm if he had seen them, and he answered No.
"Now (he fact was, said the Judge, that his name
"it-crs upon the handbills, ?and yet because the
"medium thouylit it was not, the spirits sate it thus
"omitted in his mind, and gave him directions
"accordingly. Here was a clear case in which the
"spirits were misled by the unconscious condition
"ofthe medium's own mind!" We should have
said, on the contrary, "Here was a clear case of a

"knavish medium operating upon a respectable
"lawyer, who is himself the victim of a delusion;"
but Judge F.!)'.:OM)S simply refers to it as an illus-
tration of the difficulty of distinguishing between
commuui eat ions which are reliable, and those which
are not; and the only conclusion he reaches is,
that there is no rule whereby that which is true
em ' a; 5|;? ~u <??? !.?. - r-i,.,
though he believed "that careful and persevering
"study would eventually find some way." This
is cold comfort enough, but the Judge derives
consolation from the fact, that such revelations are
neither certain or reliable, and therefore cannot
soon become authoritative. In this opinion, lie
will find many, who are certainly not spiritualists,
who will coincide with him?though they may not

A NEW RELIGIOUS SECT has recently been holding
a prolonged meeting at Concord, New Hampshire.
They number about one hundred, and have not yet
fully decided on their name, but are inclined to call
themselves the "Orthodox Catholic Church." Their
creed is said to be as follows: "They believe incom-
munity ofgoods. Civil law they do not regard, and
endeavor, as far as they are able, to separate them-
selves from its influence. Their laws are Bible laws.
Human authority is weak, and consequently, can-
not be perfect. To avoid acknowledging the law
of the land, they do not intend to buy any real es-
tate, but, in the spring, they willhire farms, where
all the brethren and sisters may live together in
peace and harmony. They hold that, after one has
once received the reviving influence of the Holy
Spirit, it is impossible for him, not onh- to fall from
grace, but even to be tempted. Absolute perfec-
tion seems to be their expectation. As an offshoot
of the old Second Adventists, thev believe in the
speedy coming of the Saviour, 'fhe time is not. yet
revealed, but soon will be. They intend that when
He comes, he shall find His Church ready and wait-
ing, apart by themselves. They respect the mar-
riage covenant. Three apostles, who are to have
charge of their affairs, have been chosen."

A Philadelphia correspondent of the New York
Tribune says : "Last winter and spring we ran wild
on the subject of passenger railways, of which we
now have some sixty miles, either built or threat-
ened. Greatly as they promote our comfort, the
people obtained them only after a tierce struggle
with the opposition. But now there is a general
astonishment, even among the opposition, that anv
one should have objected to them."

"been the curse of the religious world for two
"thousand years." "Another point," says the '
Judge, "which it is very difficult to determine, ;
"is ihe extent to which spirits are possessed j
"of the gift of prophecy; oftentimes their pre- j
"dictions are true, and oftentimes the}' are false,
"and it is very difficult, but very important, to '
"distinguish between them." The first question I
to which a cautious investigator would address
himself is?whether spirits prophesy at all ? but
this with the spiritualists appears to be taken for
granted, notwithstanding the deplorable confusion
into which they are continually thrown?by the
medium expressing his individual thoughts,?by j
the projection of the thoughts of other minds into |
that of the medium, ?and by the strange blunder j
committed sometimes by the spirits themselves, in
accepting and transmitting, a3 their own, the
thoughts of a third party. The chances then are

confessedly, three to one against the genuineness
of the spiritual revelation; and even where the
revelation is admitted to be from a spiritual source,
the doubt of the truthfulness still remains to be
settled. For we are told that there are false
spirits who delight in misleading mediums, as well
as spirits whose moral sense revolts at deception.
Even when really honest spirits prophesy, Judge
EDMONDS kindly forwarns us that their predictions
cre not always true, though he relates some
instances in which their claims to prevision were
satisfactorily substantiated. "When Doctor HATCH
ill-treated his wife Judge EDMONDS was authorized
by spirits to warn him that "ifhe went on in that
"way she would betaken from him." Surely it

needed no ghost to tell him that. Any man gifted
wiLh ordinary common sense might have ventured
to make so safe a prediction. We have no doubt
that similar ones are made every day and every
hour of the day, and are quite as certainly fulfilled;
spendthrifts are told that ifthey go on in that way
they will be ruined, and they do go on and are
ruined. Drunkards are warned that if they con-
tinue to imbibe inordinately they will shorten
their lives and perhaps come to a bad end, one or
the other of which events most assured) v comes to
pass. Such knowledge grows out of the habit of
tracing causes to their ultimate results, and is a
species ot prophecy which no more requires spiri-
tual intervention than it would to tell the child of

two years old that he would grow to be a man if
he lived twenty years longer. It was natural if
Doctor HATCH grossly ill-used his wife, as it is al-
leged he did. that "site should he taken from him;"
but Judge EDMONDS regards his admonition as a

"clear case" of prediction. Another "clear
"ease" to which he refers relates to the
cause of the failure of the Atlantic Tele-
graph. The spirits on being questioned?stated

most emphatically that the interruption was
caused "by a prevalence of mineral influences at
the other end;" ?"now," says the Judge triumph-
