
TEMPERANCE IN RUSSIA. ?The Russian govern-
ment has heretofore drawn a large revenue from

the traffic in intoxicating liquors, and has con-
stantly opposed all efforts to stay the ravages of

intemperance. This is, however to continue but
little longer. A correspondent ot the New fork

Kmpiror has at length formally determined
not to authorize the prolongation of the farming-
out system, after the expiration of the present term

in Ist!'! In a previous letter 1 described in detail
the manner in which the sale of liquor is farmed
out to individuals throughout the Empire, the ea-
gerness with which the contracts were sought at

the late auction, the immense sums realized by the
Government from the sale, and the terrible scourge
the whole system is to the country. The Emperor
has decided' that the millions the treasury derives
from this monopoly do not compensate for the de-
moralization produced bv it upon the people, and
that it H his duty to abolish the evil The journals
abound with articles upon the subject, and public

notice is again strongly attracted to it. In view of
the Emperor's resolution, it willbe the task of the
Ilepartment of the Treasury to elaborate in the
course of the next four years, a new system of

taxi - upon alcoholic beverages, and endeavor to
bring about a change compatible withthe develop-
ment of education and civilization in Russia.

To show how American diplomatists manage
business here, Capt. John Clark had a large claim
on the government in the hands of the United States
Legation; he remained for years in this country
waiting the action of the American Ministers, and
finally died of a broken heart, in a state of starva-
tion, "making a will and leaving an Irishman by the
name of Seanliu bis executor, and willinghis prop-
erty to his wife and children in Baltimore. Seanlin
to k lit - business out of the hands of the United
States Ministers, and in the course of a month had
the claim admitted for Ss3,t)oo. This shows the
negligence of American Ministers; and they gener-
ally cure for nothing but their salaries. They will
to ih'.i-t and drink their wine with the Foreign
Minister, be <tn the most intimate terms with liim,
but cannot think of pressing a claim of an American
citizen.

A survey lias been held on the steam frigate San
Jacinto, now in the dry dock, at the Brooklyn
Navy aid. which resulted in the condemnation of
hot boilers ami bulwarks. The former were taken
out on Monday, and are to be replaced by iron ones
(the last being copper,) and her bulwarks are be-
ing rut away preparatory to new ones being sub-
stituted. Altogether the condition of this vessel is
worse than was supposed. She cannot be readv
even for her rigging before a month.? N. Y. Jour.
