35 cts. each: it weighs about one
pound, while we, by our old usage? that should have been
discarded long since?deduct for the bag 3 l-sth. or, when
Coffee is worth 11 cts.. 35 cts. a bag. thus furnishing free
of charge, a bag costing 35 cts., and also deducting there-
for, in excess of tare allowed over the actual weight of
the bag, 25 cts. more, making the cost of the bag to the
Importer, which is given to tlie purchaser, 60 cts.; we do

not propose for the correction of this wrong, to charge the
purchaser with the entire cost of the bag, but. for the
abatement of the evil, we recommend that the allowance
of tare on Coffee sales should cease, whereby the pur-
chaser will be charged with the actual weight of the
bag, or about one pound equal to eleven cts., being less
than one-half its value to him.

The Panama Herald says that the action of the
British ollicers in boarding the steamer Washington
had been remonstrated against by Commander Mc-
intosh of the American squadron, who stated that
he would not permit any more such visits.

Arrival of flic Steamer Washington from
Nicaragua?Passengers not Permitted to
I,nml and returned to Sew York.
NEW YORK, Dec. 11.?The steamer Washington

has arrived from San Juan. She reached that port
on the 18th ult., and found the United States fri-
gate Savannah and slnop-of-wnr Jamestown, and
the British ships Leopard and Valorous in port.?
Sir Wm. Gore Ouselcv was on board of the latter.

Nothing had been beard of the steamer Her-
mann.

Nicaragua refused permission to land the passen-
gers, alleging that they were filibusters. The
steamer Catharine Maria had been sent to Grenada
to obtain permission to land the passengers if the
Hermann arrived.

The Washington was boarded byBritish olßcers,
who enquired to see the passenger list and for in-
formation whether munitions of war were on
board; but they did not insist on raising the
hatches and left suddenly in their boats from the
Leoparg, and went to the mouth of the Colorado
to intercept two hundred and fifty men, who were
reported to have landed there from the steamer
Washington on the previous night.

The Washington, it seems, could not get up to
San Juan, owing to the low water, and had pro-
ceeded to the mouth of the Colorado, where she
arrived at daylight next morning, just in time to
be seen by the British ship Leopard. She was im-
mediately chased by boats from the Leopard with a
howitzer" and small arms, and having overtaken the

steamer, and finding no filibusters on board, they
went hack to their ship, which returned to Grey-
town.

On the 25th ult., the Koanoke arrived at Grey-
town with information that the steamer Hermann
had proceeded to San Francisco.

On the 24th, Col. Childs, the company's agent re-
turned from Granada without accomplishing any
arrangement, but on the contrary, the boat was not
allowed to pass from the San Carlos without an
officer and a tile of soldiers on board.

The government, however, finally became satis- |
fied that there were no filibusters either on board
the Washington or Hermann, and the steamer was |
permitted to land at Virgin Bay. The agent oi the
company then proceeded to San Juan del Sur, to
look after the steamer Hermann, but no orders

having come for the Washington's passengers to
go forward by the mail route, they remained on

board and have returned to New York.

.1 UDGE EDMONDS' LECTURE.

Judge Edmonds delivered two lectures on Spiritual- \
inn, at the Law Buildings, corner of St. Haul and j
Lexington streets, yesterday, of which, want of

space prevents us from publishing in to day's issue,
more than one?that delivered in the morning. He
said that he had little taste and less time forlecturing,
and itwas only owing to the numerous reports which
were in circulation, to the effect that lie had re-

nounced '-Spiritualism," that he was there. He
desired to silence such rumors by a public denial.

He stated that the lecture he was about to deliver

was the same which be bad delivered in New York
city a fortnight since, and which had been the
subject of newspaper comment, lit; referred par-

ticularly to an article which appeared in one of the
daily papers of this city, and spoke of the high tone

which pervaded the article, and the fairness and
justice with which it spoke of the lecture. lie
then took up his subject, remarking that it was one

which was intensely interesting to millions of per-

Its
influence was felt everywhere?in the church, on
the bench, in the jury-box, and in all conditions of
life. He then referred to its origin, which he dated
back about ten years, and asked what it was that
had given rise to thia unusual spread of a theory,
which was styled a deception and a falsehood. It
was a very easy matter to denounce a new theory or
doctrine, to call it a deception and a fraud, but it
was another thing to prove it such. All influ-
ences bad been brought to bear against it, but
there bad been a signal failure to prove it a decep-
tion. He would first speak of the physical evi-
dences of its truth. The most prominent of these
were "rappings," and other sounds; the "moving"
of tables, chairs, and other articles. The fact that 1
tables and chairs have moved, without the use of (
anv physical force, he said, was undeniable. Not
only did they move, but they also conversed intel-
ligently. They could speak in any language; ana
not only answer correctly questions when asked,
but answered mental questions, without the subject
of such mental question being made known. Pieces
of inanimate matter have been known to prophecy
and foretell events far distant in the future. They
have also, he said, told falsehoods, to the detriment
of those holding communion with them, which was
conclusive proof that the influences which were
operating through the means of these inanimate
things had wills, which could not be controlled by
human power. The same features which charac-
terize the spiritual workings in one locality, pre-
vail in all localities. No mortal agency, he be-
lieved, could work these wonders and mar-
vels. N'o satisfactory explanation had been or
can bo given for these amazing phenomena,
except that they were the result of spiritual agen-
cies. If the theory of Spiritualism was false, it
would long since have been exposed. Its adherents
embrace all classes and conditions of people, the
poor as well as the rich, and the temptation to ex-
pose it, ifpossible, is great. Yet among all its dis-

ciples, there has never been a Peter to deny or

Judas to betray it. Other physical evidences were

the playing of musical instruments, and the moving
of persons from one part of the room to another,
without touching the floor. Pianos have been
played without the touch of human hands, and
horns have been blown by invisible lips. There is

no human way toaccount for these marvelousdeedr.
He then referred to the religious influence of

Spiritualism, contending that its tendency was to
puriiy the heart and elevate the soul. It furnished
the most conclusive evidence of God ami immortali-
ty. The evidence of immortality which nature
otters was not convincing, but that of Spiritualism
is beyond all doubt and cavil. You can hold
converse with those who have lived and died, and
know bv actual communication, of their existence
in a spiritual state. Such a belief is calculated to
refine our natures and give force and fullness to all

the nobler qualities of our being. It inculcated
charity and brotherly kindness, and all the virtues

of true religion. Yet some of the clergy are
pleased to style it the work of the devil. If this is |

I the work of "the devil, he asked, where should we ,
j look for the work of God, or how shall He be known,

j The lecturer then remarked, that throwing aside

all these convincing physical evidences, he could
still prove the truth of Spiritualism by Spiritual
facts. He said there were some "mediums" who
could see spirits, arid converse with them: they can
also see things far distant, and know what is trans-
piring miles away ?even in the planets; see hand-
writing on the "wall, and hold communion with
the dead, as though they were living on the

earth. The lecturer here related an incident of
his own experience; he said that he saw his |
daughter when she was on a visit to Boston, and j
he was in his library in New; York. He saw j
her on two occasions?once when she was in a room j
ina house in the former city, surrounded by visi-

tors. some of whom he recognized, and again when
she liad left Boston, to visit a friend in New Hamp-
shire; although he was not aware that she had then
left Boston; he saw her ?recognized the company
she was with, and the house and farm of the friend
whom she was visiting. He next referred to "wri- j
ting mediums," stating that the pen was controlled
by an invisible power, and the thoughts anil words
were other than human. He referred to what he
called the hearing of the heart, stating that the
sweetest communion could be held with the dead,
b_v this means. He also spoke of '-healing medi-
ums," and stated instances where persons had been
cured of diseases, by this class of communicants.
They were not only able to cure bodily afflictions,
but also to relieve the mind, of terrible maladies,
lie illustrated the meaning of this last remark by
the following anecdote. A gentleman who hail
long been known as a most exemplary man, and a
kind, indulgent father and husband, became posses-
sed of an evil spirit, which made him cruel to his
family and wicked in other respects, lie came to
Judge Edmonds and stated his case. After a short
communication with the spirit-world, it was found
that the spirit of a very bad man, who had died in
California, was afilcting him. It was speedily re-
moved, but upon leaving the patient it entered
Judge EDMONDS, and harassed him for twenty-four
hours in a similar manner, when he, too, got "rid of
it. The lecturer stated that "healing mediums"
could cure insanity, and cited instances to sustain
the statement.

Ho then closed by asking, how, in the face of
all these facts, Spiritualism could be called a decep-
tion.

CONGRESSIONAL FROCK MINUS.

THIRTY-FIFTH CONGRESS-SECOND SESSION.

SKXATK.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.

The Senate was not in session to-dav.
HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

On motion of MR. SMITH, of lowa, 20,000 extra
copies of the President's Message and 16,000 of tie |
Secretary o the Treasury's Report, were ordered to
be printed.

Mr. SCALES, of North Carolina, introduced a
resolution calling on the Secretary of the Treasury
to furnish a statement of the expenses of the Gov-
ernment during the last 18 years, under the heads
of ordinary, extraordinary and public debt.

The Watrous impeachment case was taken up.
Mr. STEWART, of Maryland, contended that there

was no evidence to show that Judge Watrous was
guilty of the crimes charged, and he should vote
against the impeachment. He denied that the j
Ifouse could send up the case to the Senate unless
convinced of the truth of the charges.

Mr. REAGAN, of Texas, followed in favor of the
impeachment, lie reviewed the testimony and eon-
tended that Judge W. had contradicted himself re-
peatedly in his explanations. He charged that the
Judge was present in New Orleans during the trial
of the cases there and endeavored to conceal his
presence, and when interrogated on the subject .
made flimsy excuses. He then went on at length >

to prove tha 1 the charges against Judge W. were i
sustained by the evidence and advocated his im-
peachment.

Mr. CLARK, of New York, said he had carefully
examined the testimony, and had arrived at. the
conclusion that the impeachment should be aban-
doned.

Mr. HOESTON, of Alabama, said he had intended
to call for a vote to-dav, but as others were yet to
speak, he would defer doing so.

Mr. STANTON, of Ohio, said the facts upon exami-
nation did not warrant the impeachment. The
evidence showed that Judge Watrous had no idea
that the title of the land purchased would be litiga-
ted in his Court. The facts satisfied him that this
whole prosecution grew out of the malice of M
sin a, who had been disappointed in the decision u*
Judge W. in a suit which he brought in his Court.

Mr. DAVIS, of Maryland, said his vote would de-
pend upon proof being produced that Judge Wat-
rous had conspired with Lee to remove a case in
which both were interested from Texas to New Or-
leans, they being afraid of a Texas jury. If this
charge was sustained he was ready to vote for the
impeachment.

Mr. RITCHIE, said it was not clear whether not
Judge Watrous was aware of Lee's design to re-
move the case when he took his share in the land.
Ifhe was, he deserved impeachment.

On motion of Mr. COCHRANE, of New York, the
House then adjourned.

LORD NAPIER AND HIS SUCCESSOR.
The New York Albion of Saturday, speaking of

the recall of Lord Napier, the British Minister,
savs:

But as there is a cause for every movement of this
sort, wc shall probably be expected to assign one,
though not speaking by authority. The probable
ground, then, of this unexpected change is personal
and private, though much to be regretted. We
believe that the sole reason is the delicate health of
Lady Napier, who languishes under the trying cli-
mate of Washington.

Wc are confirmed in this belief bv the simulta-
neous nomination of Lord Napier's successor in the
person of the Hon. Richard Brickerton Peinell Ly-
ons, who has been resident Minister at Florence
since June last. Mr. Lyons is the eldest son of Ad-
miral Lord Lyons, and has been regularly trained in
the diplomatic service, having entered it in
being then 22, as Attache at Athens, where his
father, then Capt. Sir Edmund Lyons, represented
the British crown. He was long resident in Greece;
was for a short time at Dresden; but lias passed
several years lately at Florence, whence, it may be
remembered, that he was sent to Naples in March,
1850, to watch the proceedings against the British

engineers seized on board the Sardinian steamer
Cagliari. His conduct on that occasion was highly
commended.

Xoiv as the missions respectively to Washington
and Florence are nearly on a par, the former taking
precedence, it would by no means surprise us to
find thatan exchange had been effected between the
respective occupants of these two posts. For Mr.
Lyons the move would be a step in advance: whilst
Tuscany is so choice a spot among diplomatists, ir-
respective of its relative rank, that the Marquis of
Xormanby long held otiice there after having been
both Lord-Lieutenaut of Ireland and British Am-
bassador in Paris.

FKOM TEX vs.?The Galveston Atus of the 30th |
ult. contains the following items:

The steamship Atlantic, which comes in the
place of the disabled Texas, arrived this morning.
On the Gulf she encountered a severe gale, and it
was deemed necessary to throw overboard a large
and valuable deck load, estimated by one of the
passengers at the value of 5100,000.

We have heard of much alarm
in many parts oftlie country, and have seen no
small manifestation of it in this city, of late.

and apparently inoffensive, while they exhibit ex-
treme destitution and degradation. Agent Ilurtt,
who is also in Utah, states that the recent difficul-
ties with the L'talis residing on the Spanish Fork
and Sanpete reservations, will most likelybe amica-
bly adjusted ina short time; they having manifested
a disposition to come to terms.

§200,000.

We translate the following extracts from a letter
dated at Monterey, with date of the 15th inst:

Gen. Marquez, who had made bis entrance into

Zacatecas on the 22d ult., was forced to leave that

place precepitately, with all his forces; in the direc-
tion of Aguascalientes, which is the road towards
Mexico or Guadalajara. This city, as you well
know, is in possession of Gen. Degollado. It is
said that the city of Mexico was again attacked on
the Gth by Gen. Bianco and other forces; and it is
for this reason that Gen. Miramon has not been
able to march upon San Luis, which is garrisoned
at present by only 800 men.

In Matehuala fifty men pronounced for the
constitution of 1857, and have gone towards Ga-
leana.

During the ensuing week, 500 riflemen, under
the command of a good chief ( Quiroga), will leave
for San Luis, and thus, in a short time, the number
of men will ascend to 3,000. The reaction lords
it onlv OTer the land it treads upon. Zacatecas
came back to the constitutional order as soon as
the morhor left the city. The Governor of that
State is in Guadalajara with 1,000 men, six pieces
of artillery, and about 4,000 nclados who migrated
from Zacatecas as soon as Marquez entered that
place.

There is no news of importance from the Ameri-
can side of the Bio Grande, but we are glad to learn
that the health of Brownsville is restored, and busi-
ness is reviving.

ARMY AND NAVY.
The statement purporting to bo taken from a

late letter from Fort Leavenworth respecting the
murder of Major Emory and eight men of his com-
mand, near Fort Arbuckle, meets with no credit
whatever at the War Department, which has ad-
vices from that officer direct of a later date than
could possibly have been received byway of Fort
Leavenworth. The department would "certainly
have received much earlier intelligence by tele-
graph of such an event if it had actually occurred.

The national ling was hoisted at Camp Floyd, U.
T., on the Bth of November, with imposing milita-
ry ceremonies.

SECRETARY CASS ANl> THE MORTAUA
AFFAIR.

The Philadelphia North American publishes a eon
tinuance of the correspondence between Mr. Hart,
of that city, and Secretary Cass. Mr. Hart refers
to the action of President Van IJuren in 15.40
Mr. Forsyth being Secretary of State?in relation
to the persecution of the Jews at Damascus. In
the instructions to the American Consul at Alexan-
dria, Mr. Forsyth says:

'?The President has witnessed, with the most
lively satisfaction, the efforts of the Christian gov-
erninents of Kurope to suppress or mitigate these
horrors, and he lias learned, with no common grati
tication, their partial success. He is, moreover,

anxious that the active sympathy and c/cnerous inter-
ference of the. government of the United States should
not be withheld from set benevolent an object , and he
has accordingly directed me to instruct you to em-
ploy, should the occasion arise, all those good of-

fices and efforts which are compatible with discre-
tion and your otlicial character, to the end that
justice and humanity may be extended to those
persecuted people, whose cry of distress has
reached our shores."

To this Mr. Cass replies in the following note :

DEPARTMENT OF STATE, )
WASHINGTON, December 8. J

To Mr. A. Hart j President of tlx Canc/rci/ation
4 'Mickve Israel," Cherry street, Philadelphia :

Sir?l have received your letter of the Ist inst.,
hut. after carefully considering if, I find no reason
to change the views which I communicated to you
on the 21st ultimo. The government was asked t<>
express its condemnation of an inexcusable act of
cruelty committed by the public authorities at Bo-
logna, in the Papal dominions. By the direction
of the President, this application was declined, for
the reasons given in my letter, and quoted in yours;
but as the quotation is inexact, and does not express
the full views 1 presented, 1 deem it proper to cor-
rect the mistake.

Instead of saying, as yon suppose, ''that, itis the
settled policy of the United States to abstain from
all interference in the internal concerns of any
other country," 1 said, "This occurrence took
place within the territories of an Independent pow-
er, and without afi'ecting the rights of any Ameri-
can citizen." And then succeeds the paragraph in-
acuratcly quoted, but which truly reads as follows :
"It is the settled policy of the United States to ab-
stain from all interference, under such circum-
stances, as they expect other nations to abstain from
all interference in the internal concerns of this
country." The other paragraph is correctly given
?"But it is deemed proper to adhere to the estab-
lished principle which has heretofore regulated its
conduct inits intercourse with other nations."

In this additional letter which you have address-
ed to me you introduce an extract of a letter from
this Department, dated August 14, 1840, to the
American Consul at Cain, speaking in just terms of
reprehension of the atrocious calumnies which the
Jews of Damascus had been then recently subject-
ed to, and of the terrible cruelties which had been
inflicted upon them. And considering this as a
case of intervention and at a proof that no such
settled policy as that indicated have been adopted
by the United States, you consider also "that the
public support and influence by the good ollices of
our government was consistently asked for a sup-
pression of such wrongs to humanity, as were the
occasion of my former note," etc., t have no re-
marks to make respecting the proceedings of the
government in this ease at Damascus, which
was marked by the most calumnious representa-
tions of the Jewish people, and in which

I excrutiating tortures were inflicted, and
many lives sacrificed. But. I think itproper to ob-
serve that this single action, on the part of the
government, can scarcely be said to change that
character of national reserve which I attribute to
our foreign policy. Those principles of our exter-
nal intercourse may well be said to be established,
which during the seventy years ot our national ex-
istence, and in a stirring period, abounding with
great events, everywhere exciting corresponding
interest, have been adhered to with that steadiness
ofpurpose which, almost without exception, has
marked the conduct ofour government while deal-
ing with these subjects. There are cruelties and
outrages of such a revolting nature, that it is natu-
ral, laudable indeed, that when tliev occur they
should meet with general condemnation. But tins
duty to "outraged humanity" should be left to the
action of individuals, and the expression of public
opinion; for ifis manifest that, if our government
assumes the power to judge and censure tlie
proceedings of another, or the laws it recog
nizes in cases which do not affect their own
interests, or the rights of their citizens, the
intercourse of nations will soon become a
system of crimination and recrimination, hostile to
friendly communication. For the principle of in-
terference being once admitted, its application may
be indefinitely extended, depending for its cxerei -e
on the opinion which eacli country may form of the
civil policy of another, and of the practical opera-
tion. There is no people who would rebuke, witli
more asperity, such intermeddling with their affairs,
than would the people of the United States: and it
becomes us to maintain the same reserve toward
other countries which we expect them to observe
toward us. Human governments are necessarily
imperfect, and neither the United States nor any
other nation can claim exception from the common
attribute.

If any of the Powers of the old world should be-
lieve there "were wrongs to suffering humanity"
in this country, the same principle which would jus-
tify this government in acceding to your applica-
tion, would justifythem in a similar measure should
they deem the circumstances of any ease sufficiently
grave to call for their interposition.

THE CASE OF THE AMISTAK.
I This case has been before our government since
| 1839, and has not only frequently been referred to

. in several messages, hut was the subject of a lengthy
correspondence between our government and that
of Spain. The correspondence was commenced on
Gtli of September, 1839, with a letter from the Spuu-
ish Minister, Calderon de la Barca, to the then Sec-
retary of State, Mr. Forsyth. The letter of the
Spanish Minister presented a statement oftlie whole
case.

The following are the facts, as set forth therein,
and as they have since been made known through
other sources:

A Spanisli schooner called the Amis-tad, sailed
from Havana on the 28th June, bound to Guanaja,
another Cuban port. She was commanded by her
owner, Don Ramon Ferrer, and besides a cargo of
merchandize, had on board (ilty-three negro slaves.
Before leaving, her owner obtained the usual clear-
ance papers and complied with all the require-
ments of the law. On the night of the 30lh of
the same month, the captain, two sailors and a
negro servant of the captain, were killed by the
slaves. In addition to the captain and the two

sailors, there were two other persons on board, Don

Jose Ruiz and Don Pedro Montez, the latter of
whom owned four of the slaves, and the other forty-
nine. Both Ruiz and Montez were spared that they

| might take the vessel to the coast of Africa, where
j the negroes designed landing. They had, however,
jbeen wounded and treated,with much cruelty, and
I probably had their services not been required, they
| too, would have been sacrificed. Montez, instead
j ofdirecting the course of the vessel to Africa, steered
her to the coast of the United States, and after

I several days sailing reached Long Island Sound.
! Here the Amistead was boarded by the brig-of-war
! Washington, commanded by Captain Gednev, who,

j having been made acquainted with the circumstan-
ces, took possession of the vessel, secured the ne-
groes, and brought them with the vessel to New
London, Connecticut. A trial of the negroes for
murder was subsequently had, and it ended in their
complete acquittal. They were afterwards sent
over to Africa by the Colonization Society.

The claim which has been presented to our gov
eminent is for the idemnification of the owners of
the slaves and the Amistad for the loss of their
property. The amount of the claim presented by
the .Spanish government on behalf of the aggrieved
parties is fifty thousand dollars, and this, the Pres-
ident, in his message of December, recommends
the payment of, by an appropriation for that pur-
pose. "The claim was also recommended by Presi-
dent Polk, and lias been repeatedly referred to in
other messages since his administration. ? Xew York
Herald.

Poisfis AT OUKKLIN, OHIO. ?On the 13th of Sep-
tember last, a slave named "Little John," was ar
rested in Oberlin by United States Deputy Marshal
Lowe, of Columbus, by virtue of a warrant is-m d
by United States Commissioner Crittenden, of the
southern district of Ohio ?at the instance of Ander-
son I). Jennings?the deputed agent of the owner,
John G. Bacon, both residents of Mason county.
Kentucky. The same day, a mob of the citizens of
Oberlin was raised to prevent the execution of the
process of the Marshal, and the negro was rescued
at Wellington, a few miles from Oberlin. The citi-
zens of the latter place held a glorification meeting,
and determined to resist, for the future, any and
every attempt to arrest a negro at Oberlin.

The recollection of the affair has nearly died
awav, but its history is revived by the recent act of

the U. S. Grand Jury, at Cleveland, who have
brought their labors to a close by finding true bills

against thirty-seven of the ring leaders in this affair
?including the Rev. Henry Peck, Professor in
Oberlin College; the Rev. James M. Fitch, formerly
missionary to Jamaica; several theological student-:
five fugitive slaves, and thirty other citizens, of al 1
colors.

On Tuesday, the U. S. Marshal returned to

Cleveland from Oberlin. The parties promised to
come in the next day and surrender themselves.
On Wednesday, several of the indicted arrived in
Cleveland, among them Prof. Peck, the Rev. Mr.
Fitch and others of the arrested party. Of the
fugitive slaves who were indicted, several had lied
to parts unknown, before the arrival of the Mar-
shal.

Those who were arraigned after refusing to give
SSOO bail, were discharged on their own recogniz-
ances, to appear at the March Term.

It is understood that some respectable colored
men, formerly of this city, and lately engaged in
