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On Sunday last, Judge EDMONDS, of New York,
delivered in this city, two lectures on Spiritualism.
A rt mime of the first discourse, we published on .Mon-
day morning; a sketch of the second we gave
yesterday. We have spread before our rea-

ders the substance of these two lectures in accord-
ance with our rule to leave no matter of general

interest nncbronicled, and for the same reason that
would actuate U3 in re-producing a discourse by

JOANNA SOCTHCOTE or FANNY WRIGHT or the Mor-
mon martyr JOE SMITH, if any of those apostles of
novel but opposite creeds were still in the flesh.
Spiritualism is tbe newest sensation, and Judge

EDMONDS is its most prominent exponent. It is his
hobby. He has been moved to write books about

it in conjunction with Dr. DEXTER? a celebrated
medium with a sinister reputation. He has un-

dertaken various tours through the country, for
the express purpose of spreading a knowledge of
its doctrines, and yet, strange to say, he professes
to have no desire to make proselytes. The whole
thing, he admits, is a puzzle to him; but while
avowing that his sole aim is to investigate the
philosophy of it, he, at the same time, tells his
hearers, that though he don't understand it, he is,
nevertheless, a believer in this great theory
of Spiritualism, and we presume from the
general current of bis remarks, that, if he could
comprehend it less, his faith in it would be still
greater. Judge EDMONDS has at least one conso-

lation. It is the nature of some minds, quite as

acute as his own, to he troubled with similar
idiosyncrasies. Ifwe may believe tradition, ST.
DCNSTAN was once troubled by a bad spirit, which
lie seized unceremoniously by the nose, and, afier
this summary fashion, escorted from the
premises. Another very ugly spirit with a very
pretty face tried its blandishments upon ST. AN-
THONY. LUTHER, like a bold warrior of the Church
Militant, flunghis inkstand at the fiend that plagued
him, and COTTON MATHER complains of being great-
ly troubled by a similar visitant. Dr. JOHNSON
believed in the Cock Lane Ghost, and Lord LYT-
TLETON, who had lived a bad life, made a passably
good end, from being forewarned by a spirit, that at

a certain specified hour he would find, what RABE-
LAIS?half jestingly?half fearfully?called, "The
Great Perhaps." But spirits, now-a-days, never

take upon themselves tangible shapes, like
that adventurous Prince of Darkness whose
nose ST. DUNSTAN tweaked with a pair of
tongs; or like the frail beauty ST. ANTHONY SO

effectually exorcised. Judge EDMONDS professes to

have seen spirits?but phsychologically only?in

his "mind's eye," as HAMLET fancied lie saw the
spirit of his father. He has walked with them,

too?imaginatively. He has conversed with them
likewise, hut, unfortunately for unbelievers, the
conversation was carried on?mentally. He has
faith, not in wfiat he has really seen, but in what

he thinks he has seen; and expects that others
shall believe, not in the fact of spiritual manifes-
tations as witnessed by him?for of that
they can know nothing?but in his report
of that fact. They might just as well he
asked to believe, with Dr. JOHNSON, in the Cock
Lane Ghost. One of the anecdotes related by
Judge EDMONDS, on Sunday last, was remarkably
funny. It was that of a very exemplary gentle-
man "who became possessed of an evil spirit
"which made him cruel to his family, and wicked
"in other respects

" Now, there is nothing sur-
prising in this. There are many exemplary gen-
tlemen who, if some ASMODEUS were to unroof
their houses, would be found quite "as cruel to

"their families and wicked in other respects,"
and quite as entirely possessed of " a bad spirit,"
as the person referred to by Judge EDMONDS. But
the curious part of the story is yet to come.

The spirit with which this gentleman was afflicted
was that of "a very bad man who had died in
"California," and who undertook to come all the
way from the Pacific, not to torment the man he
entered into, but to make of him a domestic tyrant,
and to lead him into all sorts of immoralities. If
wiadmit the truth of this extraordinary revelation,
it follows that all responsibility for crime is at an

end. A Judge, who is a spiritualist, has but to re-

ceive an intimation from the spirit-world that the
criminal was under supernatural control, at the
time of committing the offence with which he was
charged, to entirely exonerate him from even the
shadow of guilt. But the whole of the story of
this rascally spirit is not yet told. Judge ED-

MONDS further informs us that the "possessed"
gentleman waited on him and slated his case. The
Judge listened with all due gravity to the marvellous
narrative, and then, as gravely proceeded to exor-

cise the spiyit of the had Californian. By what
process this was accomplished we are not informed.
We learn, however, that the patient was certainly

relieved. The spirit was indeed ejected from the
fleshly tenement which Judge EDMONDS had made
too hot to hold him; but in obeying the "notice to

"quit," what does the dead Californian do but
enter into Judge EDMONDS himself! ?and for twenty-

four hours harassed him in a similar manner?-

which we are sorry to learn, if, by"a similar
"manner," the Judge means that the tormentor

made him also cruel to his family and "wicked in
"other respects." In another part of his lecture,
Judge EDMONDS referred to the physical evidences
of the truth of spiritualism?to the "rapping" and
other sounds; the moving of chairs, tables, and
other articles, without the aid of human force. But
why should not these livelypieces of dead wood go
a step further? Everybody knows that the first
step, in such cases, is the only difficulty. Why

should not the parlor furniture extemporize a spirit-

ual dancing party, and to the music of that piano
played by invisible hands?of which the Judge
spoke,?set to their partners; trot upthe middle and
down again; chassez and Jos a Jos ; change hands;
cross over; and, finally, conclude their Terpsy-
chorean amusement by simultaneously bowing

with all due politeness to the Dowager Duchess of
Centre Table? These pieces of inanimate matter,
we are told, have not only charmed select circles
with the unregulated "poetry of motion," and
with airs from modern operas, but they have also
exhibited a gallantry and garrulity scarcely less
remarkable. They have more than once been
seen to kiss the prettiest girl in the room, which
argues well for their good taste. They speak by
signs in any language; answer questions; sometimes
correctly, and sometimes by telling downright fibs
?from which Judge EDMONDS concludes that they
have wills of their own, and that they are at times
sadly deficient in the moral sense. These are not

all the marvels which are related of spiritualism,
nor are all its mediums equally gifted. Some
write?some rap?some tip tables, and some are

said to cure diseases. There are, said Judge ED-
MONDS, at the close of his morning lecture, some

healing mediums who can cure insanity, aud cited
instances to sustain his statement. We fear, how-
ever, that one form of that sad malady, which is
called "monomania," was not included in his
list.

At a special meeting of the Manchester Chess
Club, called in compliance witha requisition numer-
ously signed, it was resolved : "That this meeting,
while recognizing Mr. Staunton's right to decline
any chess challenge which he might find inconve-
nient and incompatible with his other engagements,
deems it proper (inasmuch as Lord Lyttelton has
only justfelt himself at liberty to answer in his pri-
vate capacity Mr. Murphy's appeal to him as Presi-
dent of the British Chess Association) to declare its
full concurrence in the opinion expressed by Lord
Lyttelton in his letter to Mr.Morphv of the 3d inst.,
that in all fairness and eonsidcrateness Mr. Staun-
ton should have told Mr. Morphy, long before he
did, that he declined the proposed match. That
copies of this resolution be sent to Mr. Morphy,
Mr. Staunton, and the editor of the Illustrated Lon-
don Ntics, Ac."

The Peninsular Correspondence of the lGth of No-
vember has the following: "The fact of the sending
of the Spanish fleet to cruise before Vera Cruz and
Tampico has lost much of its importance since it is
known that its orders are limited to the protection
of the lives and property of the Spanish subjects,
and that no land forces are on board. The news
that the government of the United States have de-
termined upon increasing their naval forces in these
latitudes has given rise to much speculation."

The wealth of the two great centres, Boston and
New York, amounts to eight hundred millions of
dollars ?New York having $525,000,000, Bos-
ton $275,000,000, or a little more than
one-half that of New York. The property
of Boston is one hundred millions more than
that of the city of Philadelphia, and nearly three
times that of Baltimore. It is said that Boston has
more property, per capita, than any other city in
the world.

An incorrigible bookworm, turning over some
old manuscripts the other day at thelmperial Libra-
ry in Paris, fumbled out a strange musty piece of

paper, which proved to be a pawn ticket of Torquato

Tasso?a real curiosity of literature. Itshows that
the author of "Jerusalem Delivered" had pledged
his father's waiscnat with "Signer Abraham Levi"

for "venticinque lire," on the 2nd ot March, 1570.

An attempt to poison Mfcdame Ristori, is men-

tioned in a letter from Parma. This villanous act

took place at Keggio, in the Modenese territory,

where she plaved a part in which a poisoned bond

was to be quaffed. Genuine poison had been in-

fused into the mimic draught of hellebore, which

the acuteness of her senses gave her warning not to
?wallow.

The venerable Thomas Baffin has been elected by

an overwhelming vote of the North Carolina Legis-
lature to the vacant seat on the bench of the Su-

preme Court, caused by the death of Judge Nash.
Judge Kultin, some years since, resigned a judicial
position which be filled with ability and eminence,
and bis many friends, of all parties, insist upon his
return to his former Uetd of valuable labor and
honor.

THE NEW YORK BULLION BANK.
The New kork Courier and Enquirer says :
It is conceded that this Bank will be established

in our city at an early day. Those having the plan
are, it seems, determined to test its practicability
and its usefulness; and having the means, will car-
ry it into operation.

The friends of the Bullion Bank claim that it
willhe a perfectly safe depository for those who,
not haying recovered from the fright of October,
1857, wish to place their funds where they will not
be speculated upon. These depositors ate parties
who have no expectation or wish for accommoda-
tions or bank discounts; having no favors to ask,
they willgrant none.

Another class of depositors will be private bank-
ers in the Western and Southern cities, who ask no
discount, but wish to place their funds where they
will be held intact, so that the drafts against such
deposits will be sure to be paid. These total de-
posits at present held, it is thought, amount to
over twenty millions.

Another class will be those who call in question
the stability of our banking system as at present in
force, and who deem a partial withdrawal of specie
deposits from the old banks to the new will serve
to check anv tendency to undue expansion. These
parties also belong to a large class who ask no fa-
vors from their bankers, but whose interests being
identified with those of the community, they wish
to secure more cautious banking, then heretofore
adopted.

On the other hand it is held that a Bullion Bank
would in a time of pressure, or a threatened con-
traction contribute to, rather than allay, fears
among depositors generally, and that the tendency
to concentration would seriously impair the credit
of the remaining banks.

Also, that the locking up of the specie to the amount
of six, eight, or ten millions of dollars, would be a
loss of capital, for the time, to the community?-
that the specie where it now is, accomplishes the
purposes of a specie reserve.

There is an obviously growing opinion in this
State and elsewhere, in favor of a more stringent
system of banking?to do away with bank paper
unsecured ?to adopt the English plan of excluding
small notes, as a main source ot financial trouble ?

to insist upon such a specie reserve as will force the
discount line to be regulated by the aggregate
specie held bv the Banks. The example of New
Orleans is urged by the friends of the proposed
change.

We think needless fears have.arisen as to the ef-
fects of a Bullion Bank. It is brought forward as
a conservative measure, and its friends urge that
solid benefits will arise from its establishment.

LIBERIA.
A correspondent of the New York Tribune, wri-

ting from Monrovia, speaking of the negroes in

the Niagara, says:

"Ivisited these Africans, and saw them all going
through an exercise of dancing and singing. They
are fast recruiting, and soon will be as well as ever.

We learn here that the President of the United
States had contracted with the American Coloniza-
tion Society that, for a consideration of about for-
ty-five thousand dollars, the Society should receive,
by their agents in Liberia, these Congous as emi-
grants, and provide for tbem one year after their
arrival. As the American Colonization Society
has no contract with the Liberian Government, tbe
people of Liberia think that the Society have no
right to send among them such a class of people,
until they have consulted and contracted with the
Liberian Government. They think that more pro-
perly the Government of the United States and the
Liberian Government should be the contracting
parties. The President and Cabinet have met and
considered the matter, but what has been their
conclusion has not transpired. It is, however, be-
lieved that the Government of Liberia is not favor-
able to the course which the Society has pursued,
but in this they waive their objections, and intend
to insist that the Society fulfil her stipulations
with the United States Government to the letter.

While the Niagara was landing the Africans and
their stores, news arrived here that another French
emigrant vessel, a fellow of the "Itegini Coeli," was
lyingoff beyond Cape Mount, landing goods and
taking in slaves. Her British Majesty s steamer
Electo was in our harbor at the time, and her com-
mander kindly offered to assist our Government in
preventing an infringement of the Revenue laws.?
Our Government despatched the Attorney-General
on board the Electo to this scene of French traffic.
They overhauled the Frenchman, and he refused to
be boarded by the Liberian official, but afterward
came to terms, and protested that it was not his in-
tention or purpose to trade in Liberian waters;
that his instructions were to trade bevond the ju-
risdiction of Liberia, and that he had made a mis-
take. He promised to desist from all intercourse
with the natives on shore until he should receive
further orders from a French man-of-war, soon to
be here. I hope we shall receive some assistance to
repel these invaders. The gun from the Niagara
has tired, and I must close abruptly.

MB. DOCGLAS AND TIIK FILIBUSTERS. ?Mr. Doug-
las addressed a mass meeting at Yew Orleans on
the 4th. According to the Crescent ?

"He spoke in strong terms against the Clayton-
Bulwcr treaty, bv which Great Britain had secured
to herself an equal interest with the United States
in the affairs of Central America. In the course
of these remarks, he related a conversation that
once took place between Mr. Bulwer and himself, at
Washington, on the subject of the Central Ameri-
can treaty. Mr. Bulwer said he thought the treaty
a good one, because it was reciprocal: the two con-
tracting countries had equal privileges. 'I agreed,'
said Mr. Douglas, 'to consider the treaty a good
one, if I could have a little amendment added to it.'
'What is that?' asked Mr. Bulwer. 'Why,' said 1,
?the treaty secures equal rights to Great Britain
and the United States inCentral America; anil after
"Central America," 1 would have inserted the
words, "and Asia." ' 'But,' said he, 'you have no
interest in Asia.' Said I, 'y HIhave none in Central
America.' 'But,' says he, again, 'you have no right
in Asia.' 'Very well,' I replied, 'and we don't
mean that Great Britain shall ever establish any
right in Central America.' [Cheers and laughter.]

"Mr. Douglas proceeded to argue that the situa-
tion of Cuba, Central America, etc., was such as to
fix the U. S. as their future possessor and protec-
tor. In Central America and in Mexico, the people
illustrate their inability of taking care of them-
selves, and it stands that somebody will have to do
it for them. But there is no need of forcing things.
We live in a rapid age, and things will come along
naturally, soon enough. In concluding these re-
marks, Mr. Douglas disclaimed being a filibuster;
but defined his position, in strong terms, as being
infavor ofthe acquisition of territory bv the United
States in whatever direction its progress and in-
creasing population might require. When the coun-
try ceases to grow, it must begin to decline; lience,
the acquisition of new territory will be necessary,
and must take place, all in its proper time. He
believed that under the policy of the Democratic
party, this country would become the greatest that
ever existed on the face of the earth; great in its
planting and in its manufactures, equally great in
its commerce and in its agriculture."

MEXICO.?The New Orleans papers have Vera
Cruz dates to the 25th inst.

The Proijreso of that day says : "The dilligence
which arrived in this city yesterday brings us more

reliable and trustworthy news. The defeat of Mar-
quez (Zuloaga) bv Gen. Degallade, at the bridge of
Tololatlan, is confirmed."

Itis also certain that Gen. Arteaga has defeated
the troops commanded by Col. Ituelas completely,
in the neighborhood of Guanajuato. Gen. Arteaga
had not entered that city, preferring to set himself
in communication with Degallado. Kuelas, after
his defeat, went to the City of Mexico, where he
arrived on the 26th ult.

Several rich houses in the City of Mexico had re-
fused to pay the contributions demanded of them
by the Zuloaga Government. ?

A banking firm in Indiana has issued $25,000 of
promissory notes, based upon live stock?lo,ooo
head of hogs, and 1,200 head of cattle, deposited
in their own pens.

During some days back in Richmond it has been
currently reported that F. W. Rosier, who for
some twelve years past has been a prominent music
teacher in Richmond, had committed a forgery and
left the city immediately after. The sum of $250 is
said to have been raised on a note bearing the name
of John It. McDaniel, but which that gentleman
did not sign. Since then matters show that this
teacher, Rosier, has committed forgeries up to the
amount of between S7OO and SI,OOO. Such is frail
mortality when temptations stand in its way.

Hon. I'ryorLea, formerly a member of Congress
from Tennessee, is writing a series of articles, in
the Texas papers, advocating a railroad from Ar-
kansas hay, in that State, through Mexico, to the
Pacific ocean. He calls it the Central transit route.
Its length, he says, is about 700 miles ?150 in Texas
and 550 in Mexico. It is advocated as becoming
the best, cheapest, and shortest route for the com-
merce of the world between the Atlantic and Pa-
cific oceans.

A service, styled by the minister, Kev. Mr. Long-
fellow, a "vesper service," consisting of hymns,
anthems, chants, prayers, both audible and "si-
lent," lessons of Scripture, Ac., is held in the Se-
cond Unitarian Cburcb, Brooklyn, on each Sunday
evening. It was listened to last Sunday evening
for the first time, by a crowded cburcb, and notice
wjis given that upon the intervening Sabbath even
ing the usual services, with a sermon, tvould be held
as heretofore.
