Should tin* Superior
Court take this course, a very interesting tine among the
lawyers, the oftic rs ami the Courts will follow."

The suit of James Winslow, Trustee, against the Mari
ettu and Cincinnati Railroad Company, in the Circuit
Court of the United States for the Southern Distriet of
Ohio, was dismissed on Friday last, at the cost of the
plaintiff- the Court of Common Fleas in Ross County
having jurisdiction of the case and having appointed a
Receiver.

Our Kelitlions wltliGnat Britain
N\ vsniNuroN, Dec. 15.?There is now much less

apprehension ol trouble with Croat Britain than
was antieipated w hen the intelligence was first re-
ceived respecting recent, events in Central Ameri-
ca. The rumors that the President intended send-
ing Congress a war message are not. well founded.
The administration still has under consideration
this important subject, and its most prominent
friends say its action w ill he such ::s w ill meet the
reasonable expectations of the country.

The correspondence called for by tlie resolution
of the Committee on Foreign Affairs, was sent to
the House to dav and will be presented to morrow,
until which time it will not be accessible. It is
known, however, from the despatches of Commo-
dore Mcintosh, that after the steamer Washington
was boarded by the British officers lie demanded
an explanation, when ('apt.. Aldham disclaimed any
intention to exercise fheright of search, saving he
had merely hoarded the Washington to get the
news when it was known an English (>ovorn-
ment Officer was amongst the passengers. In
other words thoy hail merely made the usual friend-
ly visit ?the same as our own officers make to Brit-
ish vessels. Sir Win. CoreOuseley and his Secre-
tary, explained the matter in pretty much the
same way.

The pertinent fact occurs in the correspondence
that (ireat. Britain exercises a protectorate over the
Mu-quito Kingdom. Sir (ore Ouselov's Secretary
said that the Bt ili.-h (iovet nment had abandoned
the l ight of search, and that, therefore, the visit
was not made under it.

It is further stated that a meeting was held at
Grey town, when the inhabitants resolved that thevwould maintain tlnir independence and applied to
Sir (ore Ouselev to assist them in so doing, and he
informed them that their proposition should have
due consideration in the proper quarter, and that
justice would he done to all parties.

Commodore Mcintosh thinks that the explanation
made by the British officer in respect to the visit to
lln* steamer \\ ashington was satisfactory, frank
and fair.

The Meet Surgeon reports the health of Com.
Mcintosh such that he should no longer remain
with the home squadron.

WASHINGTON-, Dee. 15.

The CHAIR presented a communication from the
Postmaster Ceneral showing the amount of stock
held by foreigners in Ocean Mail Steamers.

Mr. CAMERON-, of Pennsylvania, presented a peti-
tion lrom citizens of Pennsylvania, praving an in-
creased duty on foreign iron. He accompanied it
with a tew remarks in favor of rttecijic and in oppo-
sition t.o o</ vuiorrm duties on iron.

Mr. CI.INGVAN moved to take up his resolution
relating to the Cla.vton-Bulwer treaty, nr .ich was
not carried, 24 against 25.

Mr. Sri AUT, of Michigan, proposed to take up
the hill donating lands for the support of Agricultu-
ral Schools and Colleges, hut the motion was lost
by a tie vote.

The Senate then, on motion of Mr. MASON, of
\ irginia, went into Executive session with theunderstanding that the Pacific Railroad hill should
come ti(i to-morrow. Adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. ( 'OMIN.S, of Mass., gave notice of a bill for a

modification of the tariff.
The Watrous case was taken up anil Mr. STE-

riiKNS, of (Hi., proceeded to defend Judge Watrous.
He contended that the Judge had never become in-

tcrested in that land secretly, or tor thepurpose of
litigating it in his Court. He would not. believe aman on oath who had sworn as Spencer had done
that Watrous had conceded his interest in this case
for four years when there was not a shadow of
truth in the statement. Mr. STEPHENS examined
the evidence indetail, and contended with great
force that, not a single point had been proved
against him. He was frequently interrupted bv ex-
planations from Mr. Keagan and others in regard
to matters offact and evidence. Mr. STEPHENS con-
tenced that every ruling of Judge Watrous and the
Court in New Orleans were correct, and if they
were not, why did not Mussina take an appeal to
the Supreme Court?

Mr. IthA .AN replied showing how under the cir-
cumstances the appeal could not he taken.

Mr. STEPHENS said this was only a pretext on the
part of Mussina, and was proceeding to the
ease further when his hour expired.

Mr. Hoi STON, of Alabama, moved the previous
question and was sustained.

Mr. HOI STON now proceeded to close the debate.
He said it was utterly impossible for anvman to go
over tliis case in an hour, and he would, therefore,
examine only the more important points. Thev
were not trving Judge Watrous here, but simplv
finding whether there was ground for sending him
to the Senate for trial. Judge Watrous was not
here defending himself lrom the charges against
him, but endeavoring to prevent his trial before the
Senate. If he was innocent, there was the onlv
place where his character conhi he relieved of
all stain. He charged Mr. Stephens with incon-
sistency in his argument upon the impeachment.

The only protection the country had against a
corrupt Judge, was in the power to impeach upon
the production of evidence showing probability of
guilt. Ifpositive and convicting proof were* re-
quired, no impeachments could be made. He re-
ferred to the ease of Judge Pickering, of New
Hampshire, who was indicted by the House upon a
simple charge of intemperance, and convicted bv
the Senate, hi the case of the impeachment of
Judge Beck, convicting testimony was not required,
and by unanimons consent it was agreed that theHouse occupied the position of a (hand Jury. If
the House must have convicting testimony and must
try the guilt or innocence of the Judge, why should
the Senate trv it at all ? It would be onlv a work
of supererogation. Mr. Houston made a legal ar-
gument upon these points, and begged the House
not to turn a Judge loose upon the community
against whom such serious charges had been pre-
ferred. He then went into the evidence at length,
and argued that all the charges against the
had been sustained by the testimony.

The resolution proposing to impeach Judge Wat-
rous, of high crimes and misdemeauors and the
amendment declaring that there was not sufficient
testimony to impeach the Judge, were not reported
to the House. The vote was taken by yeas and
nays on the amendment and was adopted by yeas,
111, nays, 01: as follows:

73 to 97.

Mr. SMITH hoped it was not designed to press a
vote in this hasty manner. He hoped there would
he a full discussion and that the contestant, Mr.
Whyte, would be heard.

Mr. HARRIS, of Aid., said lie WAS but a passive
party in this matter, but if Mr. Whyte desired to
be heard, he hoped the privilege would he granted
hiiu. He desired for himself nothing but a fair
hearing and the candid judgment of the House.

Mr. lioYCE ofl'ereda resolution that Win. I'inknov
Whyte be admitted to the privileges of the floor
and a seat inthe House, while this case was under
consideration, with permission to speak on the sub-
ject.

After being released at New 5 ork, she cleared
for 1rinidad, and thence to St. Helena, from whence
she now hails, and accounts for being without, re-
gular papers now, by stating that this government
had no Consul there, and she could not ob-
tain any. Captain Curry has papers purporting
to be from the native officials at St. Helena, butthey lack the necessary seals.

It is with much regret that we are compel-
led to believe that this act has been perpetrated on
(Georgia soil. It lias been our pride, to know, that
while the fanatics at the North were violent in
their denunciations ot our "peculiar institutions,"
and our sister States ot the South were trying to
lead us intofavoring the extreme issues of the dav,
that (icorgia stood tirni in her conservative princi-
ples; hut we cannot now call upon other States to
do as we do, for we have broken the laws of our
own land and the laws of nations.

Never has there been so great, a demand for rich
laces and embroideries, and magnificent materials
ot all descriptions; the embroideries executed in
sewing silk, on either velvet, moire, or rich striped
brocades, for dinner or evening dress, as well as
for manteaux, Ac. Ribbons are in great demand,
and are exquisite both in design and fabric. The
reiiitiire hrttellr.H , of velvet or taffetas, are extremeh
convenient, as well as becoming, being prepared
ready to he placed on the dress, and forming bertlies
and fontangos hows on Ilie middle of the bod v.?The broad and magnificent ribbons are destined
simply to pass round the waist, and to tie in a knot
on one side. The material in vogue are the Pom-padour pekin, striped or with flounces; silks with
cameo lozenges; the pekins and terry velvet (both
woollen tissues) dresses with broad stripe? of two
colors. On the front of corsages wc now see, be-
sides galloons with shaded plush tufts, an array
ot little Chinese pendant buttons, or chenille tas-
sels, with several branches; this trimming is employed on the skirts of dresses, as also are trim-
mings of jet mixed with guipure, velvet with sat-
in, the colors matching those of the dress.Although the winter modes are not yetfully displayed in. all the large establishments of
I aris, yet many of the shops have a large stoek of
new materials for the coining cold weather. The
season in the gay capitol does not commence before
Ihe new year; consequently the w inter ofnew go els
does not. fully and generally appear before the
month of December. The Court continue to reside
at (Joinpiegne; we have details of hunts ami gay
entertainments. The morning dress for those gen-
tlemen who follow the chase, is a green cloth frock
coat and high topped hoots.

The skirts are still worn
very full, and while some are made quite plain,
many are seen with two, three, or more flounces,
am! double skirts ennnot vet be considered as dis-
carded. One deep flounce, with a heading, or seve-
ral very narrow flounc s above it, is not unfre-
quently adopted. Both double skirts and flounces
are very pretty w hen trimmed with flat plaiting?,
either of the same material or of ribbon, and some-
times of taffetas a different color from the dress.?
The corsages of walking dresses are frequent.lv
quite plain, with the exception of the handsome
buttons with which tliev are fastened in front.?
Rounded or pointed bodies, with basques, are uni-
versally adopted. A hand with a buckle accompa-
nies the rounded waist. For walking dresses, the
sleeves are made closed at the wrist, with turned
hack cutis. These culls are variously trimmed?-
with velvet, or with ruches of two colors. These
sleeves are seen principally with robes of woollen
materials, with satin and taffetas, sleeves formed of
two or three pulls, or pagoda sleeves with jockeys,
will he more in favor. The Zouave jackets are
adopted ,by our fashionable ladies as an in-door
garment.

satifaction, inasmuc as vou assure us that your
government i-1 fr'-ndlv to \u2666} > nationality and inde-
pendence of Centra!

In communicating the disavowal to the Govern-
ment at Washington, Senor Jerez savs:
