adornments of fiction. Of all the story-tellers in

modern times, we know of none that excel the

W ashington correspondents of the newspaper

jir, in brilliancy of invention; in the art of

converting vague hints into astounding facts: or

ia Losing the most extraordinary conclusions upon

the airiest of possible foundations. The Chancel-

lor OxE.NsriF.iix once counselled his son to "go

??forth, and sis' with how little wisdom the world

"was governed;" hut, while we do not doubt

that tlo.se observation, even at this day, would
confirm, to some extent, the truth of the Swedish

Minister's sarcasm, we arc certainly not prepared
tu admit, with our YVashington letter writers,

that all the statesmen of Europe are either knaves

or tools, or that the chief province of diplomacy
j, to set "springes to catch woodcocks." The

Federal Capital is, at the present time, crowded

with these epistolary" romanticists, and the pre-
dominance of the imaginative faculty in them was

never more apparent. Some of the old painters

were accustomed to produce charming pictures,

by the use only of the three primitive colors; but

tlie Washington letter writers accomplish much

more extraordinary feats. They will take two or

three secondary facts, or what passes for facts,

and work them up into a narrative of foreign con-

spiracies against the Government of the UNITED
STATES; of protectorates to be established over the

Central American Republics; of interventions in

Mexican affairs,'and of outrages, cither actually

committed, or positively contemplated, upon our

commerce in the Gulf stream. Docs Sir WILLIAM

GORE OUSELEV hold confidential communications

with Mr. BUCHANAN??we are gravely assured

that the object he had in view was to hoodwink

the I'IIEBIDKNT. Docs M. FELIX BELLY obtain a

charter for a ship-canal across the Isthmus ot
Nicaragua??l lie American people are straightway

forewarned, that the scheme has been projected
by Louis NAPOLEON, and that his purpose is to

establish for France an overshadowing influence

in that quarter. If a few Spanish ships

of war make their appearance before Vera Cruz,

or Tampico, it is intimated that Spain has a secret
understanding with England and France, and that
the design is to establish a monarchical govern-
ment in Mexico, and to place a Spanish Prince upon

the throne. If an English Commander, upon the
high seas, ventures to question the Captain of an

American vessel, the act is denounced as a gross

insult to the National flag. There is not a move-

ment that can be made by a foreign Power, either
jn the Gulf stream, or in the waters of the Carib-

bean sea, that is not chronicled as suspicious, nor

any official explanation which may he given of the
object of that movement, that is not interpreted by

contraries. If these fictions were accepted, by the
mass of our people, as fictions merely, no harm

would arise either to us or to others; but, as they

are very generally accepted as truths, and are quo-
ted by indignant, but unreflecting journalists, as

evidences of the grasping disposition of European
governments; of their jealousy of the INITKD

STATES, and of Iheir desire to intermeddle in mat-

ters that do not concern them; and as the Ameri-
can people arc kept in a constant state of excite-
ment by these canards, they are mischievous in the
extreme. They not only lead to serious complica-

tions which, by the exercise of a little common

sense, might be easily avoided; but they are de-
grading to the national dignity. These causeless
slanders and the petty bickerings to which they

give rise: the demands for explanations that they

frequently call forth, and the half sarcastic respon-
ses that they sometimes provoke, have a direct ten-

dency to bring about that very condition of things

which it is the policy of our government to avoid.
Ifwe impute sinister motives to other nations, and
persist in charging them, in spite of their solemn
protestations to the contrary, with entertaining
designs they have never formed; or if we attempt

to exact an amende honorable for every frivolous or

imaginary infringement of doubtful prerogatives,
we must be prepared to expect that those we assail

for light causes, or upon suspicion merely, will not

always he in the mood to make the concessions we

demand, and may possibly be induced to reply in
a manner more curt than courteous. Few of our

readers can have failed to have noticed, that
the general tenor of the correspondence from
Washington, in relation to Central American
affairs, and to the movements of the Spanish,
French, and English squadrons in the Gulf Stream
has been of a semi-warlike character. Such re-

ports, in spite of the declaration to the contrary,

made by President BUCHANAN in his Message,
even where they do not injuriously affect
commercial enterprise, are well calculated to
produce uneasiness in the public mind, and to

embarrass the Government in its relations with
foreign powers, llow much more seriously this

is the case, when journalists accept these fictions

for established tacts, and argue from them that
we are drifting unconsciously into a war may be
readily perceived. In the New Iork Herald , this
desire to provoke ill-feelinghas been so conspicu-

ous of late, that it has prompted the Washington

Union to make the semi-official statement that the
j{.raid's startling discovery of a conspiracy on the
part of the English, French, and Spaniards, to make
war upon the interests oC the UNITEDSTATES, is not

only utterly unfounded in fact; but that, on the con-

trary, "those great European powers concur fully

"in the line of policy laid down by the UNITED
"STATES, concerning Mexico and Central America."
Here then, we have an authoritative denial of all

the rumors which have had their origin in the
fertile brains of the story-tellers, who ply their

vocation at the Federal Capital, and which have
been so often made the theme of newspaper com-

ment. It would be, perhaps, useless in us to sug-
gest to these industrious "correspondents," the
propriety of subordinating their imagination to

truth and right reason; but wc cannot help be-
lieving, nevertheless, that the public would feel

greatly relieved if the Administration was per-

mitted to assume the responsibility of our Foreign

Affairs, without incurring the danger of lufving

itspolicy thwarted by the "astounding revelations"
of "special correspondents," or by what the Union
calls, "the blunders and absurdities" of such jour-
nals as the New York Herald.

only to the interest we feel in our own domestic
affairs and in those of the great empire to which
we belong.

THKPRESIDENCY. ?The New England Republicans

An effort is being made to com-
bine the strength of New England with the West,
so as to cut off all aspirants in the Middle States.
The movement has already assumed a strength that
threatens success.

UNITED STATES AND MEXICO,
The New York Her did publishes two despatches j

from Mr. Cass to Mr. Forsyth, United States Min-
ister to Mexico, in relation to the forced loan, and i
to the closing of the American Legation. in the
despatch dated June -lid, lsjH, Mr. Cass says of the
forced loan:

The actual condition of Mexico, independent ol
any other consideration, should have prevented
this attempt to raise a revenue for a temporary and
special purpose, from the citizens of other coun-
tries temporarily in Mexico. That republic is with-
out any recognized government, exerting an au-
thority over the whole country. The government
of General Zuloaga is restricted to hut a portion of
it,while the rest of the country, comprising possi-
bly a majority of the States, is in open opposition
to this government, and is in arms against it. The
government of the capital cannot extend protec-
tion out of the territory occupied by it, and it is
unjust and unfriendly to other Powers to require
their citizens to bear not only their just proportion
of the regular taxes, but also of contributions as-
sessed to raise the means to carry on belligerent
operations. It i 9 known that a large amount of
property is now detained at Vera Cruz, of which
no doubt a considerable proportion belongs to
American citizens, and is destined for interior con-
sumption in Mexico. The principle of this contri-
bution would operate with great injustice in these
cases. The government at the capital assesses its
demand upon each individual, not upon the proper-
ty he holds within its jurisdiction, but upon the
whole amount of bis property, wherever situated,
and in the meantime each of the other local and
contending governments may assume the same potv-
er, and thus subject foreigners to enormous exac-
tions. You willstate to the government of Gener-
al Zuloaga these views of the United States, and
that the President would consider the collection til

these assessments as unjust to our citizens.
You will make known to the Mexican govern-

ment the expectation of the President, that this
matter will be nofurther acted on till the question
of its hearing upon the rights of the United States
has been fully investigated here.

The conduct of the Mexican government in rela-
tion to claims of American citizens for injuries done

to their persons and property, has heretofore gircn
jnnt eausc of lomplaint to the government of the t ni~

ted State*: nor hasany evidence yet hcen fnrnished t>y

the Mexican government of a disposition to sntisj y the
just demands arising out of these injuries, and in

mam/ instances outrages committed in the most tran-

ton manner.
I enclose a eopv of a letter 1 addressed, on the

19th instant, to the Secretary of the Navy, and of
his answer, bv which you will see the measures
which are about to be adopted in regard to one
of these acts of injustice and violence ?the seiz-
ure of Mr. Jesus Ainsa, and his imprisonment at

Guavtnas.
Y'ou willacquaint the Mexican government of the

determination of this government to take all proper
measures to release that person. l*or this purpose

the steam frigate Saranac will visit Guaymas. and
it is earnestly hoped, that if the authority of Gen.

Zuloaga extends to that place, it will be exercised
by taking such measures as will obviate the neces-
sity of the interference of Commodore Bong. It

would be gratifying to the President if you were

enabled to anticipate the object of Commodore
Long's visit, bv forwarding to Guaymas the assu-

rances of a favorable termination of your efforts
in behalf of Mr. Ainsa before the arrival of the

Saranac. , .
In respect to this general subject, you will give

tlie Mexican government ui-iinmv u...,,. ...........

that it outrages of this nature are nut discontinued,
and ample satisfaction made for those already com-
mitted, the United States will not hesitate to inter-

pose efficiently and obtain .hat justice for their citi-
zens which Mexico ought to render, but which is
pertinaciously withheld.

In a despatch, dated July 15, Mr. Cass says:
I have had a full conversation with the Attorney

General on the subject of the contribution assessed
upon American citizens by the Mexican govern-
ment. And while neither lie nor myself considers
it a forced loan within the terms of the tenth arti-
cle of the treaty between Great Britain and Mexi-
co, the benefits"of which are secured by our treaty
to American citizens, yet 1 have nothing to retract

in my despatch upon t'his subject, nor to change as

to tlie unjust and unfriendly character of this im-
position. The views therein presented are entirely
concurred in bv the Attorney General and are fully
maintained. This system of extraordinary taxation
to which foreigners temporarily residing in Mexico
are subject, is out of all reasonable proportion to

the protection afforded to them.
In your letter of June 19, you advise the depart-

ment that. tor the reasons stated, you were about
to inform the Minister of Foreign Affairs that the
diplomatic relations between the legation of the
United States and the Mexican government would
be suspended until the pleasure of this government
should be made known to you; and in your des-
patch, just received, you announce that this de-
termination had been carried into effect, and you
inclose a copy of your note to the Minister of For-
eign Relations, making known to him that this
suspension would take place from the day ol its

I date.
The President sanctions the measure you have

adopted, and willnot instruct you to renew the re-
lations thus broken off, but directs yon to withdraw
the legation of the United States from that repub-
lic.

Your action upon this occasion, and the circum-
stances attending it, have led the President to con-
sider the condition of Mexico, and the state of our
relations with that country. Both are equally un-
satisfactory.

The government ot the capital lias neglected the
just complaints of the United States, and evinced
110 disposition whatever to redress the injuries that

have been committed upon the persons and pro-

perty of our citizens. Your previous efforts upon
this subject have failed, and the report*rcccivetl from
you indicate little expectation of a favorable rhantje,
till the i'nited State*, to adopt your oirn lanyuapr,
ftltnll t/ire etrikirtijevidence of their icilland power to
protect their citizen*.

Immediately after the receipt of this despatch,
you will communicate this decision to the Mexican
government, and request the necessary passports
for yourself and your suit. You will proceed to
Vera Cruz, where an armed steamer lias been or-
dered to repair and await your arrival. She will
convey yourself and your family and secretary to
such convenient port in the United States as you
may indicate.

REPORT OF THE CENER A L IN CHIEF.
HEADQUARTERS OF THE ARMY,

New York. Nov. 13. ISSS.
SIR : The tallies giving the number anil distihution of

our troops willbelaid liefore you by the Adjutant-Oeneral,
theobject of this, iny annual report. being to offer some
remarks on the recent services, general condition, airl

wants of the army. The annexed general order (No. 2*2)
will illustrate, in some instances, (omitting many,) the
extraordinary zeal, activity, patient endurance, and

prowess habitually displayed by the troops?officers and
men ?in the perpetually recurring wars with the Indians
about our border settlements. Thus, with an average ef-
fective force of (say) ten thousand men, exclusive of re-
cruits in depot and in route, less by at least three regi-
ments than is needed, the army has been for years, in
nearly all its parts,almost constantly engaged in the pur-

suit of enemies, or in daily expectation of being called
upon to repeat such services. This state of excessive ac-

tivity. fatigue, and hardship has led to excessive losses
more from disease and desertion than from battles or com-
bats; the griaterpart of which may be primarily attribu-
ted to deficiency innumbers.

This want of troops to give reasonable security to our
citizens in distant settlements, including emigr nts on
tl ? plains, can scarcely be too strongly staled: but I will

Jy add that, as often as we have been obliged to with-
draw troops from one frontier in order to reinforce anoth-
er, the weakened points have been instantly attacked or
threatened with formidable invasion. Minnesota, Arizo-
na. and the northern frontiers of Texas and Arkansas

have recently supplied striking illustrations of this fact.

For the happy conclusion of long standing Indian trou-

bles in Florida, much credit is due to the energy and

judgment of Colonel Loom is, the last commander in that

In New Mexico, Brevet Brigadier General Garland, an
intelligentand enterprising commander, has used his lim-
ited force to the best advantage in punishing hostile and
in keeping in check turbulent Indians, besides detaching
verv handsome support, in the handsomest manner, to

the'Utah army in its embarrassments of the last winter.
Colonel Booneville, who has recently succeeded General
Garland in this command, is carrying out the views of

the latter with like perseverance and success.
The cheerfulness and efficiency of the Utah army, under

its very able commander. Brevet Brigadier General John-

ston, notwithstanding its difficult marches and unavoida-
ble privations, have won for it a large portion of the ad-
miration of the country.

In Texas, Brevet Major General Twiggs has. with his
usual ability,made the most effective disposition of the

force at his com man, resulting already in substantial
and brilliant success, which be projoses to follow up, if
necessary, ina winter campaign.

In the Pacific department, Brevet Brigadier General
Clarke, the commander, has displayed an energy and
judgment worthy of high commendation. Upon the first
news of recent hostilities in that quarter his measures
were rapidly and wisely taken. Troops and supplies were
promptly assembled near the theatre of operation, and,

under his immediate direction, two columns, commanded
by Colonel Wright and Major Garnett respectively, were
organized and put in motion against the enemy. Succes-

sive victories have already caused most of the hostile
bands to disperse or sue for peace, which, no doubt, will
soon be reestablished. [Ilearn, in the act of sig ing this

report, that my prediction is now history.]
The department of the West lias recently leen com-

manded. in succession, by Brigadier General Harney,
Colonel Sumner, and Colonel Francis Lee. Garrisons
have been established and strengthened in it, along the
emigrant route to the West, and for months a column of
cavalry was kept in movement on the plains to overawe
disaffected tril>es. The troops in Minnesota and on the
Upper Missouri have all continued to render valuable ser-
vice in restraining the Indians from committing massacres
and depredations in that quarter.

On the many and formidable roving tribes on this side

of and on the Rocky Mountains, not in open hostility, but

vet of doubtful or menacing dispositions, and whose dep-
redations would soon have called for direct punishment, a
reat moral effect has been incidentally produced by our
display of force in the direction of Utah. These large mo-
ving columns have been seen, and the power of the United
Stati s, to some littleextent for the first time in those re-

gions, estimated and feared. Such displays, often relat-
ed and in sufficient numbers, combined with feats of arms
like those set forth in the annexed order, can alone give
the security to our frontiers for which the army is held
responsible.

From the distribution of the troops into fragments, an
increase of the regular medical officers has become a ne-
cessity. Sometimes private physicians may be hired, but
not always, and rarely of the required science and expe-
rience, even at extravagant rates of compPhsatinn No
less than six posts in a single department have heen re
cently reported to me as without a medical officer.

I must also again beg attention to the miserable state of
the barracks or quarters at nearly all our permanent forti-
fications and posts. Health and efficiency, as well as com-
fort. mutt be sacrificed where stric. attention is not given
to the lodgings of men.

Incessant calls for reinforcements received from Die

frontiers compel us habitually to forward recruits without
the instruction that should precede service in the field;
and, on joining their regiments, perhaps in the act of pur-
suing an euemy, it is long before the deficiency can he
supplied. The want of this instruction has always been
felt incombat, notwithstanding the usual gallantry of the
troops. As it is no longer difficult tofill our ranks by en-
listments, it would be highly desirable to detain the re-
cruits sufficiently long for instruction at our larger
depots, especially those destined for the mounted service;
but, again, this cannot be done without some additional
regiments.

The institution of the artillery school at Fort Monroe
will leave nothing to be desired for that arm after we shall
be at liberty to withdraw from the field the additional
companies (three) which are needed. The school will
then consist ofeight companies, twofrom each regiment,
alternating every two years with some other companies of
their regiment. Thus, with two mounted companies, one-
third of each artillery legiment would at all times be < 11-
gaged in acquiring, with the best help, the difficult theory
and practice of artillery, while the other two-thirds would
in emergencies be available for infantry service as hereto-
fore. For such instruction there willbe required, as the
department is aware, an appropriation to add to the gov-
ernment lauds about Fort Monroe (for exercise of field
batteries and long ranges of heavy guns) before the school
can receive its full development. Without waiting for
this extension, however, asystematic course of instruction
lias been commenced under Colonel Brown, the superin-
tendent, and its progress is already satisfactory.

There is in the circumstances of our service no reasona-
ble distinction between the three arms now recognised as
mounted riflemen, dragoons, and cavalry, if indeed the
law intended any between the two latter. Their fields of
operation and duties generally are in all respects the same,
and whatever variations exist in uniform and equipment
only serve to create inconvenience and expense. I there
fore recommend that the three corps he consolidated into
one line of cavalry regiments, (five ) for the tactics and
equipment of which 1 suggest that the experience of a
select board of cavalry officers be consulted.

It is my duty to present the fact that reports come to
me from some quarters of the injurious effects U|wn dis-
cipline produced by the neglect of the law requiring that
the troops shall be paid at least once in two months, it be-
ing understood that the pay department has not the num-
ber of deputies necessary to approach regularity at any
of the more distant posts. Dunkenncss, disorders and de-
sertions are the consequences of the larger payments,
which are made at long intervals.
