called upon the House, as a matter of self-respect,
and in vindication of the first principles of repub-

lican government, to refuse to recognize, in any
ivav, a transaction which was nothing short of a

dbgruce to the people among whom it was permit-

ted to take place. It is hardly worth while to
.peculate as to which of the courses adopted by the
defeated candidates was the proper one. They

have both shared the same fate. Mr. BROOKS,
? claiuiina'no advantage to himself from the mockery

of an election, through which he passed, was called
upon to take testimony, and bring the matter be-
fore the House by proofs, as ifhe were a contestant,

lie refused, and with proper indignation?for the
controversy was no longer his, when he declined
expressly to claim or lo receive any benefit from its
result, and if the sanctity of the elective franchise
had been desecrated, as lie had asserted, and
prima Jncie established, it was no longer his prov- I
incc, but the bounden duty of the House, to take
can- of its own integrity, and to shield and vindi-
cate the freedom and purity of the elective fran-
chise, as involved in the choice of its members.
Mr. WHYTE assumed the burden, which bis col-
league repelled, and after the most arduous
and unceasing labor, under difficulties in-
voking the utmost industry and energy,
ucceeded in placing before the House a record

incontestable authentic, of the most melancholy
disorganization and anarchy in our city and the
adjoining district, on the day when Mr. DAVIS
and Mr. HARRIS claimed to have been chosen as

our Representatives. Whether Mr. BROOKS or Mr.
WHYTE could have been elected, had the vote been
a fair one?whether a new and quiet election
would have resulted differently, in its practical
issue, from the farce through which the commun-

ity passed when those gentlemen were before it,
are different questions. Upon these points, there
may be difference of opinion, honestly aud fairly
entertained. Mr. BROOKS did not claim thnt be
was elected?Mr. WHYTE may have had no suffi-
cient reason for believing that he was. But that
the degrading scenes which the testimony dis-
closed to Congress, were reconcileable with any
fair or decent expression of public opinion at the
polls?that, in fact, there was any election at all
-?or that Mr. DAVis-or Mr. HARRIS has any right
to the seat which he occupies?any more than
Mr. SWANN to his place in the MAYOR'S Office?-
no fair man, who reads the report of the Com-
mittee, with the testimony appended, can, within
the scope of reason, believe. Partisanship can
convince men of almost any thing?but we can-
not persuade ourselves that it is equal to the task
of making any good citizen acquiesce in the
frauds and bloodshed of the day of riot in ques-
tion, as an untrammeled declaration of the popular
will. The House of Representatives, nevertheless
?whatever it may think?has voted otherwise,
and the citizens of Baltimore?driven out of the
protection and insultingly denied the countenance
of their own constituted authorities?have found
as little of sympathy or support among the Rep-
resentatives of the people. Practically, a new
election would have amounted to but little,
as the Session is a short one, already advancing?-
but, as a matter of principle, it would have been
a proud and memorable thing for the Legislature
of the nation, without respect to party, to have
proclaimed its fixed hostility to fraud and vio-
lence at the ballot-box, and to have made
it understood, for all time to come,
that no man shall sit in its seats, with such stains
on himself or his constituency. But the House of

Representatives, unfortunately, is not a place of
large ideas or lofty principles. It has its own
little intrigues and ambitions?its jobs and its
counter-jobs?its PRESIDENTS to make or to oppose
?its offices lo look after?its logs to roll. What
cares it for the disfranchisement of the third city
in the Union ? If Baltimore had been in Kansas,
or Nebraska, or even in Sonora or Nicaragua, it
might have been considered. If its people had
been border-ruffians, or frecdom-shrielcers?filibus-
ters, or even slave-traders?they might have found
advocates and a voice. As it is, they were?laid
on the table, without debate ! Honorable gentle-
men would not read, neither would they hear.
Doubtless they had their own views of duty, and
acted accordingly. Their business is to take care
of the Mosquito King and look after Japan and the
commerce of the Pei-ho. What have they to do
with the preservation of republican institutions at
home, ?and such trifles?

Religion and the Drama have joined hands.
Sundry clergymen of New York have taken the
lead in converting, temporarily, some of the The-
atres of that metropolis into places of public wor-
ship. This innovation upon the old order of
things, is restricted, however, to Sunday evenings
only. On every other evening of the week, ope-
ratic or dramatic performances are carried on as
usual. The first step adopted was to hold reli-
gious meetings in the Academy of Music; the
second was to engage, for similar services, the
National Theatre. Thus Jar, these Sunday even-
ing performances have proved remarkably attrac-
tive. They are attended by crowds of well-
dressed persons, whose curiosity has been excited
by the novel (y ofpreaching, before the foot.lights;
and a novelty it undoubtedly is, to see a clorgv-
rnun upon the slage, and prayer-books, instead of
play-bills, in parquettc and boxes. But is the
association of Religion and the Drama, beneficial
to the former? \\ e think not. We are rather
inclined to believe that the appearance of a clergy-
man upon the stage would be suggestive
of the sock and buskin, and that
the theatrical performance of the preceding
night would intrude itself into the
solemnities of the Sunday evening sermon. It is
not at all improbable that a portion of the Sunday
congregation may have been present at the satne

theatre oil some previous night during the week,
and ifsuch should have been the case, the famili-
arity of the scene would very naturally revive
reminiscences of what they then witnessed. They
may have seen PICCOLOMINI as Fiametta , or they
may have seen BURTON as Toodlti, but now when
the curtain is drawn up, there is neither Toodles,
nor Fiametta, but the Reverend John SMITH. Who
can doubt that such a marvellous contrast would
be provocative in sucli persons ofa strange confu-
sion of ideas; that Fiamitta anil Toodles, and the

%
Reverend JOHN SMITH would he inextricably mixed
up and jumbled together, and that such an odd
compound of the passionate, the laughable and the
solemn, would utterly annihilate all devotional
feeling? To connect religious exercises with the
painted canvas, the glare and the tinsel of the
stage, appears to us to be wholly at war with a
proper appreciation of what is due to the religious
sentiment. It is impossible to witness the sudden
transformation of a theatre into a church, and its
immediate re-conversion from a church into a thea-
tre. without regarding it as a sort of pantomimic
trick which startles us by its cleverness but
which having once witnessed, we do not care to
see performed again. They err who imagine
that all places uje equally appropriate for places
of worship, and that the worship sanctifies the
place. If the sense of fituess is outraged, the
thoughts will dwell upon the disturbing causes,
and the inost eloquent of sermons would, under
such circumstances, fail to make a salutary im-
pression. Ifthere was any radical necessity for
tha course pursued by the New York clergymen
to whom we have referred, and whose example,
we learn, is about to lie followed in Boston, they
might find their justification in that necessity;
but there was in reality none. New York
abounds with churches, which are by no means
over-crowded, and it has already been ascertained
that the effect of opening the Theatres for Sunday

evening service has been to draw off the members
of other congregations, instead of attracting, as

was originally designed, the floating population
of the city.

WE take pleasure in stating that Mr. JOHN IT.
SAXE has consented to give this evening a second
reading before the Library Association of the
Charles street Methodist Episcopal Church, when
he will read for the first time in this city his new

poem, entitled "LOVE."

JOHN a. BANK'S LECTURE.
The Fourth Lecture of the Course, before the

Library Association of the Charles street Methodist
church, was delivered last evening, by Mr. JohuO.
Saxe, of Vermont, the subject of his lecture being
"Poetry and Poets."

He commenced by saying that a witty French
writer observed that next to prose, poetry was the
finest kind ot writing. Many eminent men have
written their contempt of poetry, and their observa-tions have been the result, sometimes of ignorance,
sometimes of cynicism, and sometimes because they
have failed in 'that way themselves We may de-
termine the cause, by our knowledge of the man,
and the occasion which called forth the remarks.
Plato depised his own poetry, because it imitated
that ot Homer. Pascal complained of poetrv he-
cause it had no object, like the Mathematician who
asked of Paradise lost, "what it proved?" Frede-rick \\ illiam ot Prussia had as great antipathy to
poets, as Dr. Johnson had to a Scotchman. Carlvle
denounces poets as so many fiddlers, and out of
place in this utilitarian age. Poetry has never
been defined, all definitions offered have been un-

j satisfactory. .Metaphysicians and poets alike havebeen at tault. A good enough definition is,
" Beautiful thoughts in Musical Words."
Rhymes are adventitious ornaments of verse,
but rythm is demanded. As an art, poetry is the
property of a lew only; as a sentiment, it belongs
to many. The poetic sentiment is almost as uni-
versal as the human mind. It has been sought in
all ages. Grief has claimed its low and melan-
choly cadence. Joy has sung her raptures to its
strains. But love, among all people, has been the
great source of inspiration alike to the Bard and
his world audience. The poet differs from his sym-
pathetic reader, in that the former has the gilt of
utterance, which the latter has not. The number
in the United States, who die without uttering
poetry, is small. We are at once the most poet-
ical and the most imaginative people in the world.
The best poets of England find most of their read-
ers here. Dr. Griswold, the great drv nurse of
hards, counts up a hundred who are entitled to the
laurel, in quantities varying from a single sprig to
a whole basket of greens. Add to these the thou-
sand poets of the Magazines and Newspapers. An
immense amount of time and stationary are con-
sumed in vain; sentimental sonnets are written to
the moon, and much very blank verse dedicated
"To yet upon the whole the general ef-
fect is beneficial, rather than injurious, as expres-
sion was often a iclief to the writer, and the public
taste could not be depreciated by what the public
never read. Poetry is the oldest of the Fine Arts
?the rarest and most excellent. It existed before
history in letters, music in melody, and painting
in description, it transcends all forms of composi-
tion, in harmony, beauty and grandeur
Humorous poetrv, bv a canon of modern criticism,
is condemned. It must be decidedly good, or it is
unequivocally had. Mediocrity in poetry is intol-
erable. The lecturer here recited his poein of
"The Proud Miss Mcßride," for which, he said, tie
had the affection of the mother for her child. It
was his own, even if ill-favored. The lecturer then
spoke of poets and their habits and morals. They
are not all inhabitants of garrets. He cited a num-
ber of instances, by name, and, among others, paid
a high tribute to Holmes. He thought that no great
poem since Homer has been positively immoral.
Even inDon Juan the objectionable portions are dull
and unpoetie. Poetry fills the universe with fair ideal
forms. It leaves the actual for the possible, bringing
all beauty and loveliness to man's earthly tabernacle.
The lecturer closed with a glowing eulogy upon
poetrv. Of the illustrative anecdotes, puns and
witicisms, the humorous comparisons and the spirit
of genuine poesv which entranced and amused the
audience by turns, we cannot here give an idea.
One thing is very evident, Mr. Saxe does not be-
lieve in that dolorous, whining poetry by which
many seek to make themselves appear interestingly
wretched. He stands up stoutly in defence of that
warm and genial spirit which enters so largely into
the composition of humorous poetry. There were
many excellent things in reference to this part of
the subject?many allusions to poets, ancient and
modern, and thoughts on the nature and mission of
poetry, its uses and abuses, which are well deserv-
ing the attention of writers and readers of poetrv
generally. Of course the lecture abounded in genu-
ine humor?it would not have been .S'a-re-on, liad it
not. Mr. S. has a true idea of the "mission" of
poetry, at.d a discriminating taste in detecting the
counterfiet from the real metal, and his lecture, while
it embraced utueh that was amusing was instructive.

TIIERUSSIANS IN CHINA.
The Cologne Gazette publishes a letter from St.Petersburg, dated November 14, from which we

translate the following:
"The treaties recently concluded with China will

undoubtedly tend greatly to increase our commer-
cial intercourse with the Celestial kingdom. Al-
ready a regular postal communication exists between
Pekin and Maimatschin, connecting with the Rus-
sian frontier-town of Kiachta. The letter mail is
forwarded to Pekin aud back twice a month. The
journey from Kiachta to Pekin, a distance of one
thousand versts, is made by couriers on horseback
in a week, so that messages can be transmitted to
the Chinese capital and answers received infourteen
days. The heavy mail, consisting of packages, Ac.,
is forwarded between the two cities three times a
year.

"Postal accommodations were enjoyed by the
Chinese long before their introduction into Europe.

"During last summer Kiachta was the scene of
great military activity; Russian troops were con-
stantly marching and countermarching, and the
question was naturally asked by the Chinese traders,
'Whom does the 'White Czar' intend to make war
upon?' Allthese manoeuvres, however, were mere
shams, designed to give weight to the Russian mis-
sion then about departing for Pekin; ?and they
had the desired effect. Upon the arrival of the em-
bassy in China, it was received by Chinese officials
upon their knees, and treated with the utmost con-
sideration.

"During the sojourn of Rishop Eusebins inKiach-
ta, the Chinese Governor of Maimatschin asked for
permission to attend divine worship in the Russian
church, and his request being readily granted, he
stood during the services with uncovered head, and
at the close, as a sign of reverence, placed the
bishop's hand upon his head. The Russians, of
course, ascribe it to the great influence which the
Court of St. Petersburg now possesses at Pekin.

"In consequence of the increased facilities afford-
ed to Russo-Chinese commerce by the new treaty,
the merchants of Kiachta have resolved to send
hereafter, at their expense, two graduates of the
Gymnasium of Irkutsk to the St. Petersburg Acade-
my, to study the Chinese, Alantclioo, Japanese and
English languages. The monopoly inChinese wares
and products, hitherto enjoyed by certain Alantclioo
traders, is now virtuallyat'an eiid, as the Russianshave secured possession of the Amoor river and
free navigation of all its Chinese tributaries."

THE CAMEL.
Major Wayne, who for ten years has been occu-

pied with the experiment of introducing the Camel
into this country, states in the National Jntclligeiicer
the result. He says:

The camel does hot consume more food than a
horse or mule; prefers a coarser diet; satisfies itself
readily with either scanty grazing or browsing; re-
quires feeding but once a day, being a ruminant;
and would be with difficulty "distressed for water.
It requires no close stable; only a shed protecting it
from cold northerly winds and from falling weath-
er; and requires no grooming, though certainly
healthier and better, like all other animals, for a
clean skin. The camel is undoubtedly a hardier
and tougher animal than the horse; not surpassed,
ifequalled, in these respects, by the mule; and with
half the forage of either, and with two or three
hours of grazing or browsing, can be kept in con-
dition. In addition to the economy in forage, the
use of camels saves the outlay for wagons and carts,
harness, shoes, and the necessary repairs of them.?
The pack-saddle being so simple inits construction
as to be readily made on the plantations, its cost
will be but trifling. Its weight, moreover, com-
pared with that of a wagon or cart, increases the
physical energy devoted to the transportation of
goods. For short distances, say about a planta-
tion, or for six or eight miles on the road, a strong
camel will carry, on an average, from eight hun-
dred to one thousand pounds. The Tiulus of Asia
Minor, the produce of the double-humped Kactrian
male on the single-humped Arabian female, will
average, for the same distance, from one thousand
to fifteen hundred pounds. Allof the statements in
my official report of what was done by the camels
under my direction in Texas, are made from accu-
rate weights and closely computed distances.

So far, the general advantages from using camels
may be summed up as follows:

They will flourish as well in the United States as
either horses or mules.

They may be introduced at Mobile or Pensacnla
at rates not greater?certainly not much greater?-
than present prices for good mules.

They are not as expensive to feed as horses or
mules.

They require no close stables nor grooming.
They are as tough and as hardy as either horse

or mule.
They save a heavy outlay for wagons, carts,

harness, and shoes, and a constant tax for their re-
pairs.

Their physical energy is not largely drawn upon
for the draught of a wagon or eart, and, therefore,
is proportionately given more usefully to the trans-
portation of goods.

They will do more work at the same cost and
keeping than either horse or mule.

These are the general advantages that 1 think
may be fairly- claimed for the camel. Now let
us examine how far this animal, with these advan-
tages, may be suitable for our plantation or farm
uses.

In Egypt I have seen the camel used in cities and
in llie cotfntrv, on plantations, in fields, and on the
road, for every purpose that horses and mules are
used with us. 1 have seen them transporting bricks
and broken stone from yards and quarries for build-
ings, sleepers, rafters, scantling, boards for flooring,
Ac. I have seen them carrying chopped straw,
corn, cotton, fodder, merchandise of all kinds, men,
women and children, and with their burdens step-
ping intelligently and with sure-footedness into and
out of clumsy ferry boats. And I have seen them
usefully occupied in carrying burdens on the dams
and check banks of rice plantations. Is there any-
thing more than these uses that our plantations and
farms require'!

The camel has been known to thrive and be use-
ful between 15 and 52 deg. north latitude; the mean
temperature of which region may be rated at from

50 to 68 degrees. The cost of a good serviceable
camel landed at Mobile or I'ensacola, will be from
$l5O to S2OO. The animal is much less troublesome
at sea than the horse,? a hundred camels causing
less anxiety than ten horses.
