This, we are aware, is a high ideal, and, certainly,
not altogether attainable. Even in writing
the history of times long past, the peculiar
constitution of minds usually impartial, has
occasionally betrayed them into error hoth
of fact and deduction, so gross as to
render portions of their works mere monuments
of intellectual weakness. Still more, and with
even greater care and powers of comprehension,
on the part of the writer—mnst the world’s cur-
rent history be liable to be misunderstood and
misinterpreted. Yet—unless there be partial suc-
cess in attaining some such position, by the better
portion of the press, the highest need of civilized
society must remain ungratifed, and the passing
generation must delegate to future ages, the task
of understanding the true bearings of the drama
in which it is compelled to piay so blind a part.
