Itwas stated,however, that an
attachment would not lie issued at present?the Court
probably being disposed to wait the nextmovement in the
United States Court. Though not in so many yvords, the
course of the Superior Court, in effect, admonishes the
Federal Court to meddle no more withthe receiver of the
former, or v-.ngeance willfall upon the attorney and in
nocent Receiver of the latter Court. It does not seek to
repel the attacks of the Circuit Court, hut to respond by
an attack upon somebody else. Without doubt, if the
Circuit Court should further interfere with the Sheriff,
the movement willhe followed on the part of the Superior
Court by an attempt to punish the Attorney and the Re-
ceiver.

INTERESTING TO SHIPOWNERS.?' "Itwillbe seen, " says
the Boston Traveler , Dec. 20. -by the following lettel
from a mercantile house inHavre to their correspondent
in this city, that there has been some change in the law
by which foreign ships could be purchased and registered
under the French flag. The letter is dated Havre, Decern
ber 1:

Dear Sir :?You willhave seen by our previous com-
munication that the sale of your ship was rendered im-
possible inconsequence of the abrogation of the old law,
which allowed the purchase and French legistration of
fore gn built ships, on payment of ad valorem duty oftwelve per cent. It was rumored that a new law on thematter, enhancing tlie rate of register duty, would proba-bly be promulgated at the beginning of next year; butnow these rumors have quite subsided, and we understand
that no new law is even in course of preparation. The
fact is that the French shipbuilders, the same as the ship-
builders elsewhere, are ina very depressed condition, andhave managed to persuade the French Government that achief cause of the existing depression is traceable to thepermission given under the old law for the purchase andregistration offoreign-built shipping; hence the repeal ofthe old law, and we now apprehend that no new law on
the matter will be countenanced by the French Govern-
ment until the position of the national shipbuilders shall
be positively improved.

RECEIVED AT THE OFFICE OF "THE DAILY EXCHANGE."

[ From our Oirn Correspondent. ]
From Washington.

W ASIIINGTON, Dec. 21.?A letter received here to-
day, and submitted to the Government of the
United States, states that Captain TOPETE, com-
manding the Spanish fleet opposite Tampico, had
just informed the Spanish Consul at the latter port
that Spain had determined to declare war against
Mexico.

Captain TOPETE further stated that he looked for
the arrival of Spanish troops on or about the 10th
of the present month, and that lie should await
their arrival off the bar of Tampico.

Our Government puts no faith in the statement,
as France and Spain have distinctly disavowed any
hostile intention against Mexico.

1 he Cnllom investigation Committee of the f louse
of Representatives had a meeting to-day, and ad-
journed until the 7th of January, because of the
absence of Gen. CCLLOM, consequent upon serious
illness in his family.

Out of fifty-eight cases of officers retired bv the
Naval Board and subsequently referred to the Presi-
dent for decision, he to-day nominated thirty-five
for restoration. Among the number were the fol-
lowing : Captain Voorhees; Commanders, Arm-
strong and Long; Lieutenants, Abbott, Barney,
Bissell, Carter, Glasson, Gibson, Meade, Porter,
Perry, Biell, and Rolando. Lieutenant Watson
was transferred from furlough to leave pay list.
Motion was made to refer the nominations to the
Committee on Naval Affairs, which motion was re-
jected after discussion upon the ground that the
Senate takes recess on Thursday, and that the law
allowingrestorations expires on the first of Jauu-
ary. The President in his message, transmitting
the nominations, expresses profound regret that he
could not re-nominate Commodore Stewart, inas-
much as that officer did not submit his case to the
Courts of Inquiry sitting seme months ago, and it
was therefore not covered by the law under which
to-dav's nominations were made. Mr. Hale moved
a resolution infavor of Commodore Stewart's res-
toration, which was pending when the Senate ad-
journed.

[ From the Reporter of the Associated Press.]
A letter received here from a Commercial House,in Tampico, states that the arrangements betweenthe Spanish fleet and the Governor of the City forthe settlement of their difficulties, have been broken

off, and that two Spanish steamers were now block-
ading that harbor. A Spanish force was daily ex-
pected to land at Tampico and take possession of
the city.

The form of the pension bill agreed upon by the
House to-day, proposes to give $96 per annum to
those who were in actual battle without regard to
the petiod of service, and includes within its pro-
visions the regular army, State and Territorial
troops, Volunteers or Militia, together with the
Marine corps. The pensions are secured against at-
tachments for debt.

has surrendered the control of this vast commerce
to the Union, and with it surrendered the princely
revenue, and the immense political power which it
secures; that the only adequate equivalent which
can be rendered to New York for her sacrifices and
concessions, is a just and liberal improvement and
protection of the lake commerce hy the National
Government; that the New York Canals are Na-tional in capacity; that the State, ever faithful to
the best interests of the Union, has never taken any
unfair advantage of her commanding position,
either by discriminating tolls or otherwise, but has
extended the same privileges to the whole Union as
to her citizens; and that she has thereby increased
the moral strength and elevated the public charac-
ter of the Confederacy.

men much older than myself. As for intending to do Mr.Hanna any harm, that is not so; I merely asked him why
itwas that he was constantly publishing me. He swore
that I struck liira witha billy, and knocked the button oil
his cap; that is not true. 1 threw a piece of whip stock
at him,and did not hit him. As for the evidence in the
affray at the Reservoir House, things were said which
never occurred, and had Ihave known that police officer

intended to swear as he did, I would have proved in
this Court that he perjured himself in Baltimore, by
swearing falsely in a divorce case, and for that lie was
paid one hundred dollars. I have no more to say, except
that you be as lenient with me as you can."

Lee also addressed the following letter to the court, viz:
Tothe Hon. John 11. Price,respected sir.?l hopeyou will

pardon me for this intrusion on your time, but under the-
circumstances inwhich I am placed, I feel myself warran-
ted in addressing a few lines to you; praying for clement
cy in my sentence. My reasons for asking your leuiency iu
iny behalf are as follows. In the first place lam a young
man. and have been led away by designing men, and urged
into broils in order to satisfy their ends, not mine. Thus it
is your Honor, f have not only bowed down a kind and
indulgent Father's head in sorrow, and well nigh broke a
frail and doting Mother's heart, but I have disgraced my-
self and all those connected with me; hut for all of which
Iam truly sorry, and I've finally made up my mind to re-form; and as I have been in jail some seven or eight
months awaiting my trial on this charge I hope you willtake the time in consideration; for whicli your petitionerever and humbly prays. Very respectfully,

11l passing sentence, the court responded briefly, and

regretted that a young man like the prisoner, in the
prime of manhood, stood before him to be punished for
outrages perpetrated. He was however exceedingly grati-
fied to learn from the evidence.that he used no deadly
weapons inthose assaults, for it is the court's intention
to punish severely all parties, without regard to circum-
stances, using deadly weapons. He looked upon the af-

fray at the Reservoir House as one affray only, it being
all done at the same time, anil as for getting "into those
difficulties and committing outrages and violating the
laws of the State when under the influence of liquor, that
was no excuse for committing crime, for almost univer-
sally crime is brought on by drunkenness.

tion enough to reform."

Asbury Greenfield, convicted yesterday on the charge
of rioting at the Reservoir being one of Lee's
party, was next placed at the bar.

the prisoner came up to him and wanted to sell him apistol: witness would not buy it; prisoner went away and
shortly returned witha gun; got into a fight with anIrishman; Hogan separated them and the prisoner com
menced quarreling with Hogan, and said he would shoot
him; Hogan insisted on the prisoner to go home, and the
prisoner walked about ten yards from him, turned roundtook aim, and fired; the pistol is a horse pistol, and pre-'
vious to the shooting the prisoner offered it for sale for
20 cents; after the prisoner had threatened to shoot Hogan,
and abused him to a great extent, Hogan told him to clear
out or he would take the pistol from him.

Charles H. Berkins, sworn ?Was on Hogan's porch
saw the prisoner coming up the road; he was drunk; alittle Irishman was setting on the porch and hallooed at
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the prisoner: the prisoner came up to the Irishman andthey got into a fight: the prisoner had the Irishman down,

REV. JOHN MCCROVS LECTURE.
The fourth lecture of the course before the Maryland

Institute, was delivered last evening by the Rev. John
McCrou the subject selected for his discourse being
'"The sameness of Man in all Ages." The lecturer opened
by remarking that?

The opinion is extensively prevalent that antiquity
bears the same comparative relationship to the nineteenth
century that our own land, when first trodden by the pilprims' footsteps, bears to the brilliant galaxy of indepen-dent commonwealths that compose our glorious confede
racy. The lecturer here drew a picture of the past and
present of this country, showing the vast disparity be-
tween its condition, when sachems were its sovereigns,
and revenge its most authoritative law, and its presentharmonies, refinement and luxuries, and its beautiful
facilities, for commercial, scientific, social, civil and equi-
table intercourse.

If we do not believe that our nature rose by transfor-
mations, from the monad to the man; and that it is going
onward to more than seraphic grandeur in materialism,
we cannot deny, that the popular opinion is. that our
nature is nobler than iuanyof the generations of the
olden time.

The lecturer dissented from this opinion, as the celebra-ted Cuvier dissented from the definition given by the
French Academicians that a crab is a littlered fish that
walks backwards. The dissent of Cuvier being that a crab
is not a fish, it not red, and does not walk backwards.

lie stated his proposition, that human nature is not
progressive inits generations, but is the same in all ages.
It is not denied, said he, that the nineteenth century lias
outstripped every other in scientific and mechanical in-
ventions. It is a glorious age, when promethean hands
have framed water into the body, and put fire into it as
the soul, in the creation of that mysterious agent denomi-
nated steam, which promises almost to repeal that legal
malediction which trod upon the heels of primal trans-gression, A description was here given of some of themechanical and scientific inventions and achievements ofthe age. The telegraph and the printing press werebrought into conspicuous notice, But the grand supe-
riority of the present over antiquity, is that of position,as from the heights of modern times we can gaze upon
the history of past achievements, and profit by the inven-
tions of antiquity. This was illustrated by a description
of a traveler on the Cordilleras. Many of our discover
ies are the forgotten inventions of antiquity, when, with

few mechanical assistances, the ancients proved their
muscular power and high intellectuality. The splendid
conquests of Washington with a handful of half-
starved men, astonished the world. Ilannibal, when
lie crossed the Alps, performed a deed equal to that
of Napoleon in the construction of the Simplon road
The prevailing opinion may owe a part ef its existence

to the teachings ofnature and of history, as th vegetn
table and animal kingdoms, and the rise ofempires, seem
to form the hypothesis. But there never was a period when
our nature was savage, as it mast have ever continued in
the same condition, forsavageism can never throw over itsown form the garments of civilization and refinement.?Degradation is easy, as illustrated in the history of As-
syria and Egypt, who<e present populations are in the
same condition as their cities and temples. It* the litera-
ture and arts which have survived the rapine of destroy-
ing time are credible witnesses, the intellect of antiquitywas equal to the present. A sketch ofancient structures
and manufactures, with the difficulties growing out of
the absence of modern mechanical appliances was given
in detail. The literature anilfine arts ofantiquitv werecompared %rith those of the present age. The fact WHS
conceded that a few gifted minds were always the ruling
spirits, as the present Empress of the French controls thesize, style, color and material of the apparel worn by the
proudest ofour country's belles. The science of antiquity
compares favorably with that of the present, and some of
the most important truths of the solar system were taught
inthe universities of Egypt, the self same truths that were
revived by Copernicus after a lapse of 2,000 years, and
subsequently demonstrated by Newton.

The present age needs not the disparagement of an-tiquity to brighten its own fame; and much of the ridi-
cule cast upon the ancient philosophers is altogether
gratuitous. The most brilliant epoch of ancient times
was in the history of Greece, whose remaining litera
ture is still one of the finest portions of the libraries of the
present, while her dramas are peculiarly elevated insen
t'ment and chaste in illustration. But the finest poem
of antiquity was written on the tablet of the Acropolis,
and bore the appellation of the Parthenon, its leaves-
white as falling snow-flakes, and its sentiment like an
angel's dream. From these considerations, tne inference
is legitimate, that man though increased in knowledge, is
not improved infaculty, as we have not yet even in this
electric age surpassed the ancient Greeks in the percep-
tion of the beautiful, nor in the ability to reproduce it.?
The lecturer avoided alluding to the Scriptures, because
inspiration might be alleged as the cause of their trans-
cendant superiority; and yet the literature of inspiration
must ever mark thecharacter of the intellect, through
which it was developed. Our nature must advance until
it rivals the angelic, not by inheritance, but by the indi-
vidual soul's aspiration after the nature of a child of God.
And this mortal must put on immortality before our na-
ture willstand on an equality with the cherubim and
seraphim.

LORD CARLISLE ON AMERICAN INSTITUTIONS.?The
other evening the Kight Hon. the Earl of Carlisle,
read his printed lecture on his "Travels in Ameri-
ca." before the members of the Hull Literary and
Philosophical Society. In acknowledging the vote
of thanks which was accorded him at the close, his
Lordship said : With respect to the subject of the
lecture that I have had the honor and gratification
of reading to you, I, in the outset of the evening,
intimated that I thought it would be more consist-
ent, both with fairness and strict historical accura-
cy, that I should not mix the impressions which I
had derived on the spot, and at the time, with anyfurtber ones which I might have imbibed from
anything that has reached me in the succeeding
interval.

Now, however, that I am not speakinsr from the
book or from the printed page, but to living men
and women, and in reference to the actual hliur, I
mutt permit myself to say that almost everything
that I have heard or rea'd concerning the "United
States since the period of my visit has not, on thewhole, tended to an increase of my admiration of
their public proceedings, or to move favorable and
sanguine anticipations of their coming destiny.?
On the contrary, I cannot but feel that many of*the
failures and draw backs at which 1 venture to hint
have come out, as time wears on, with greater fre-queney and with deeper shade. The bickering ani-
mosity of classes; the jealousy and hatred of the re-
spective geographical divisions; the spirit of politi
cal self-seeking and corruption; the looseness and
dishonesty of commercial operations; the high
handed ruffianism of the outlying districts; the lust
of territorial aggrandizement; the disinclination of
the more polished, refined and upright portion of
the citizens to take any prominent part in public
affairs; the absence of fair play in the deliberations
of the Congress, and of dignity and independence
on the judicial bench; but above all, the intensity
and ferocity which gather round every face on the
Dortentous question of Slavery, appear to me to
bave assumed more terrifying, increasing and men-
acing proportions.

In such a state of things I certainly cannot feel
more inclined to see my own countrvmen exchange
the form of government, the institutions, or the
frame of society which they possess for those of
the great American Republic. [Cheers.] I say
nothing of the reform or removal of abuses which
undoubtedly must still attach to ourform ofpolicy.
I cannot question that there are manv things
which we might copy advantageously from Ameri-
ca?there are things we might copy from France;
but tillthe respective character and condition and
conduct of the two nations are immensely
changed I do earnestly hope that the people of
this country will remain English? not American.[Cheers.]

I am aware that what I have just taken the liber-
ty to say may be subject to some suspicion, because
it is not to be concealed that it comes from one of
the terrible aristocracy to whose account we have
heard, from high authority, are to be laid all the
wars in which the country has been engaged since
the Revolution of IGBB. [Applause.] Now I fairly
say, if I believed that to be the case, I should at
once be a democrat; but I believe tbat the truth is
verv nearly the reverse.

When I was in the United States I came to the
conclusion that the American people were far more
inclined to war than the English; and of the English
people, I believe that the class least likely to be hur-
ried by their own inclinations into war, is what is
termed the aristocratic class. I believe this was
the case with most cf them with respect to the late
Russian war. I am sure it was the case with me;
and 1 believe even the town of null, which you
would think was so interested in having the naviga-
tion with the Baltic kept open, was in a far more
belligerent humor than the English House of Lords.[Cheers.]

Loan DERBY AND THE CHCRCH.? It is said tbat
Lord Derby's nomination of the Rev. Harvey Good-
win to the deanery of Ely has been received with
great disfavor by the great Evangelical party in
the Church of England."

he will appoint men of no distinctive religious
views, and tbat neither the Evangelicals on the one
band nor the Tractarians on the other willhave any
chance of promotion from him."

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
THIRTY-FIFTH CONGRESS-SECOND SESSION..

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21, 1858.
S EX ATE.

The ('HAIR presented a message of the Presidenttransmitting a report of the Secretary of State,
with the correspondence and official despatches of
Mr. McLanc and Peter Parker, L . S. Commissioners
to China.

Mr. SEWARD, of .V
.. introduced a bill authori-zing the removal of the United States officers occu-

pied in the collection of the revenue at the New
York quarantine ground, lie also submitted a res-
olution calling on the Secretary of War for infor-
mation whether there is any land belonging to
Government in New \ ork harbor and vicinity,
which can properly be used as a quarantine sta-

tion should it be deemed necessary. Adopted.
Mr. PEUICE reported a bill authorizing the Presi-

dent to advance money to llirain Powers, in pay-
ment for statuary being made by him. Passed.

Mr. SEWARD introduced a resolution instructing
the Judiciary Committee to enquire whether any
provisions of law are necessary byway of amend-
ment to the existing laws which prohibit the Afri-
can fdave Trade, to secure the effectual suppression
thereof.

Mr. DAVIS objected to its consideration, and itwas
laid over.

Mr. CHANDLER moved to take up the bill to im-
prove the St. Clair Flats. Carried?yeas 31, nays
20.

The bill was then passed without debate, by veas
29, naj*s 21.

A proposition to remove to the new Senate Cham-
ber on January 4th was laid over.

On motion of Mr. CLAY a resolution was adopted
calling for the correspondence between the Mexican
Government and Minister Forsyth in regard to the
difficulties between tlie two countries, causing a
suspension ofdiplomatic relations.

1 he consideration of the Pacific Railroad hillwas
then resumed.

The question pending was on the amendments of
Mr. W ILSOX, to adopt the shortest practicable route
between the 35th and 42d parallel, which he so mo-
dified as to include the 34th and 43d parallel.

Mr. W AUI) spoke in favor of tin; route bv El Paso,
which was much shorter than any that had been
proposed, it being only 650 miles irom El Paso to
Fan Diego. If a shorter route was subsequently
discovered he would favor that.

Mr. SEWARD obtained the floor.
He began by saying that the descendants of the Dutch

colonists of New York keep forever bright the memories
of their fatherland. When, however, he traveled in Hol-
land, he could hardly find there any lingering tradition of
the settlement of New Netherlands. It is always so. The
affection ofemigrants for their native country is alwavs
greater than the sympathies of that country for its exiles.
The Senators from California, as yet the only representa- itives here of society on the Pacific coa*t, are committed |
to this great measure and earnest in its support, so hehoped, it his arguments in response to them seem ad-
dressed to Senators from the Atlantic States, they will do !
him the justice to reflect that it is only on this side of the iRocky Mountains that the snow and ice of indifferenceand prejudice resist conviction.

He would not say much concerning the details of thehill. Iflie were allowed to prescrilx* a route and the poli-cy ofconstructing a Pacific Railroad now, he would pur
sue a path which would be a continuation of the road that
our great Northwestern emigration has hitherto followed.
He would discard all employment of companies, and .all
grants ofpublic lands, and would build the road as a mil-
itary, postal, national high way, with the money and cred-
it of the Federal Government, and surrender the landsalong the route to actual settlers, free of cost. He wouldIncrease the revenues by an increase of imposts, and
create a sinking fund to absorb gradually the publicdebt. Ruthe had concurred in presenting this bill because
it was the only alternative. He admitted the bill wasobnoxious to many objections. But it was time for
deliberation to end and for action to begin. So, buing
earnest in his desire for a Pacific Railroad, he would ac-
cept this hill.

the statement made by him yesterday of the amount
involved in the bill was correct.

Mr. GROW argued against the pension system.
Mr. H&SBIS, of Maryland, opposed the amend-

ment of Mr. Sherman, because it did not give as
much as the original bill. lie defended thehravervof those who fought before Baltimore, and said
that the only redeeming feature of the battle ofBladensburg was the noble struggle made Jay a llal-
timorean, Com. Barney. He paid an eloquent tri-
bute to the soldiers of North l'oint and Fort Mc-

Mr. BURNETT moved to strike out the enacting
clause, so as to report the bill to the House, but
subsequently withdrew it and offered an amend-
ment to pay the sum of S9H per annum to the offi-
cers and soldiers, without distinction of rank. He
urged a speedy vote on the bill.

Mr. MASON, of Kentucky, advocated the bill.
The amendment of Mr. Burnett was withdrawn.
Mr. MARSHALL, of Kentucky, moved to strike outthe enacting clause of the hill. Carried by yeas

82, navs 7G.
The Committee then rose and the bill was report-

ed to the House, with the recommendation that theenacting clause be stricken out.
Mr. SAVAGE, of Tennessee, moved that the Housedo not concur in the recommendation of the Com-

mittee, and on that called the previous question,
which was sustained. The vote was then taken on
agreeing to the recommendation of the Commit-tee, and it was rejected by yeas 79, nays 127.

So the House refused to'strike out "the enacting
clause.

Ife then answered successively the many objections
urged against the construction of the road. Commerce is
only an incidental interest in connection with the road.
It is wanted first and chiefly for postal and military pur-
poses?that is to say, political purposes. It is a grand
error to rely upon commerce for such highways in territo-
ries where society has to he called into existence, or that
they can he dispensed withuntil society is created. The
treaty of Gaudaloupe-Hidalgo extended the national juris
diction across the Rocky Mountains to the Pacific, andfrom that moment the majority of postal and
military highways across it was disclosed. Our
contentions in Utah. Central America. Mexico and with
France and England, are the legitimate consequences of a
reliance on routes through foreign countries instead of our
own. He did not pretend to know how long we intend to
flounder on in this erroneous policy, hut is sure that the
interior region willnot be settled until the road is built,
and that probably the Pacific States will not forever re
main united to the latter, ifnot so united. The fates arealways busy in weaving a fatal web on indolent and im-
provident nations, and it depends upon the action of Con-gress now, whether Washington shall remain the Capitol
of the whole United States, or only of the United States of
the Atlantic.

He would not debate the constitutional power of Con
gross to authorize its construction. Even the strictestadmit the power of Congress in case of real necessity to
construct post roads within organized territories of the
I nited States, and in case ofprobable danger to construct
military roads. Let us impress the fact that the Ameri-
can people are now thirty millions, an increase at the rate
of millions annually of free and ambitious men. Such a
people cannot remain stationary. Activity is a law writ-ten in the social construction of all States. Under its in

fluence France has disturbed the two hemispheres for two
hundred years. Great Britain has extended her dominions
around the earth. Spain discovered and colonized half
the globe. Portugal reclaimed a large portion
of it which before had been lost. The abolition of
feudalism and slavery in modern Europe, and theconversion of the Western nations to Christianity, are
the results of the s me national activity. In obedience
to the same law we have rescued the country we inhabitfrom the dominion of Spain, France, Great Britain, andall our rescued diplomatic conflicts are so many mani-
festations of the energy and ambition of Americans pro-
per. It is obvious that this activity must take either a
martial or civic direction, and that if it do not receive
the latter from the hands of the Government it will force
Government to guide it into the former How otherwise,
explain the constant agitation of the filibuster movement,
Ostend Manifesto, and the Monroe doctrine proceeds? To
him it seems clear that this peaceful acting, far more
than military activity, is for every nation safe, cheap,
frugal. Saving and increasing continually the number
and health of the nation. War is hazardous and desola-
ting, the greatest benefit being obtained at fearful cost.
History teaches that the constant practice of war is in
compatible with permanence of a system of self-govern-
ment. If he were asked why the British race on this
continent is republican, he would say it is because the
national activity assumes a peaceful character, as monar-chical countries assume a militaryone.

Ifthe national activity is to have a peaceful direction
it must he confined in its energies chiefly within our own
territory. Our domain is already broad enough, and the
opportunity for our activity commensurate with it. Ne-
cessities oforder, safety and union require us to consoli-
date our energies within us. The peaceful railroad, withits connections and lines of telegraphs, arc the auguries by
which this consolidation must be effected. He does not
shrink from the enterprise because of its magnitude?were
it less formidable it would be less adapted to the spirit
and genius of the American people. The enterprise is not
really formidable, considered inrelation to the benefits of
peace, wealth and strength to be derived from the agricul-
tural. mineral, manufacturing, and commercial resources
of the region.

In conclusion, he would say. if the national activity is
to take a peaceful and beneficial direction, the responsi-
bility of directing itbelongs to Congress. It cannot be
left to the States. The revenues belong to the Federal
Government, and it alone bus power to act within the ter-
ritories. He called on every Senator to win for himself
the gratitude of posterity by connecting his name with
this great work. It seemed to him that there was no
easier way to win the character given by the Roman
historian to the honored Statesman: *'He labored for
himself with moderation?for the Commonwealth with
earnestness."

The Senate then went into Executive session, and
afterwards adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The House met at 12 M.
Mr. KELLOGG, of 111., asked leave to introduce

a resolution which, in substance, embodies the
following platform recently adopted by the leadersof the Republican party:

1. That all territorial officers should be electedby the people.
2. That each actual settler is entitled to one

quarter section of public land upon settlement andimprovement for a stated period of time.
3. That Territorial Governments should be self

supporting, and, therefore, that henceforth no sala-
ries nor other expenses incident to a Territorial
organization shall be paid out of the Federal
Treasury.

4. That whenever any Territory shall have a popu-
lation-equal to the then existing representative
ratio, it slaa 11 be authorized to form a Constitution,
which having been confirmed by the votes of a major-
ity of the people, may be presented to Congress
with an application of admission a3 a State.

Mr. PHELPS, of Missouri, reported the GeneralAppropriation bill,which was referred to the Com-
mitieeof the Whole.

Mr. PHELPS, of Mississippi, offered a bill for the
organization of Dacotah Territory.

The House then went into Committee of the
Whole on the Pension bill.

Mr. CLARK,of Missouri, offered an amendment pro-
posing to include the territories as well as the
States, in order to embrace in the benefits of the
bill those who were engaged in the Indian war in
1812 when Missouri was a territory. Headvocated
the bill.

Mr. ATKINS, of Tennessee, thought the provisions
of the bill should be restricted to the soldiers of
1812. It it was loaded down with amendments the
bill would be killed.

Mr. ATKINS argued to show the difference in the
claim which the veterans of 1812 had upon the
country as compared with those who had served in
more recent wars.

Mr. KUNKEL, ofPennsylvania, claimed that Penn-
sylvania was the soldier State of the Union, and
no l'ennsylvanian ever dared to vote against pen-
sions to old soldiers, and he was glad that the sen-
timent of the State coincided with his own. Hecould conceive of a republican system of Govern-
ment under which all officials should want for noth-
ing, but that was only in the imagination. He
thought soldiers who had fought for their country
and for posterity should be well paid. Ifthe claim
of these old soldiers are just, they should be paid
without reference to the cost. He thought thebill should be so modified as to include only the
soldiers of the war of 1812 and of the Indian wars
that preceded it.

Mr. SAXDIGE, of 1,a., argued to show that the
amount involved in the bill was quite as largo as
had been stated by its opponents and that an ample
provision had already been made for those disabled
in battle, and for the widows and orphans of the
slain.

Mr. H iirrri.y, of Del., offered an amendment
that the benefits of the bill should not be extended
to the soldiers of any State which did not respond
to the call of the General Government for troops in
1812. lie expressed himself opposed to the wholepension system, but ifthe svstem was to be carried
out, those States which in 1812 refused to furnish
their quota of troops or kept them within their own
borders, should not be benefitted. lie would not
name the States but they were known and he hadno idea of paying men who had done nothing. He
also combattcd the idea that the eagerness to volun-
teer arose from the hope of pensions.

Mr. DAVIDSON, of La., replied to Mr. Whiteley
and advocated the bill. If it was true, as MrWhiteley had said, that Tories of the Revolutionhad come here to get pensions, was that an argu-
ment against granting aid to deserving men?The amendments of Mr. Whiteley and Mr. Clarkwere rejected.

Mr. SHERMAN, <>f Ohio, offered an amendment tothe Ist section, placing the officers and soldierß ofthe war of 1812 and of the Indian wars prior to1815, upon the same footing as those who served
in the Continental line, and extending to them thesame benefits.

Mr GIDDINUS, of Ohio, argued to show that theamendment would act unequally.Mr. GARTRELL, of Ga., said he was in favor of ajudicious bill, and explained his amendment, which
was designed to place the officers and men whoserved in the war of 1812 upon an equal footing.
He thought some provision for these old soldierswas demanded by every consideration of patriotism.

, e amendment of Mr. UNDERWOOD, ot Ken-tucky, to include the soldiers who fought inWaynes war against the Indians in 1793-'94, wasadopted.
Mr. MILLSON, of Virginia, opposed the bill, not

because he was insensible to the claims of the sol-
diers ot the war of 1812, but because it would in-
crease the expenses of the Government, and thus
fasten upon the country the protective tariff sys-
tem.

Mr, CI'BRT, of Alabama, argued to prove tbat

Mr. SAVAGE, of Tennessee, offered a substitute to
the billwhich provides that all officers, soldiers, Ac.,
who had served for GO days, and had been engaged
inactual battle in the war 112 or in the Indianwars previous to 1815, shall receive pensions as
follows : Those who had served 12 months or more
S9G per annum ; those who had served G monthsor more $75, and those who had served 3 monthsor not less than GO days, SSO per annum. The
benefits of this act also to extend to marines and
others in the naval service of the United States du-ring the same period. On this he moved the pre-
vious question, which was not sustained.

Mr. FKXTON of New York, ottered a substitutethat the pensions granted to those disabled in war
should commence from the time of their being dis-
abled and should in case of death revert to the
Widow, orphan, or next of kin. On this he calledfor the previous question which was 'Retained and
the question recurring on hia substitute it was re-
jected by yeas 97. nays 99.

A motion to adjourn was lost. The question now
recurring on Mr. SAVAGE'S substitute, the motion
to adjourn was renewed after an ineffectual effortto lay the whole subject on the table, and was de-
clared carried 99 to 92, 'when the yeas and nays
were ordered and resulted in the negative by yeas9 1, nays 104. So the House refused to adjourn.

Ihe substitute of Mr. SAVAGE was then adopted
by yeas 122, nays 61, and without coming to a iinal
vote on the bill, the House adjourned.

A NATIONAL CONVENTION OF GAMBLERS.
The latest novelty in the way of Conventions, is

the Convention of the sporting* fraternity, or gam-blers, from all parts of the country, at Chicago.?
The Democrat of that city says that tin citv has
been "fast tillingup" with the delegations from
different States, sent to attend this Convention.Alabama, Rhode Island, Minnesota were the only
States remaining unrepresented on Wednesday last,
and Delegates from these were 011 their way to the
great meeting. Although this is a gathering of
"hard cases" morally, the Democrat describes the
appearance ol the delegates as highly respectable.
"A finer looking set of men we have never seen than
they are, taken upon the average. They are all
fat and are well, very well dressed, with jewelry in
abundance; and some of them are said to be, what
their looks indicate, men of talents."

1 hese men are seen in every town, and are gen-
erally known by their sleek appearance, sharplooks, and display of jewelry. Professional gamblers
are of ten regarded as respectable members of socie-
ty, and their success is looked upon with something
of the same veneration that Americans are apt to
feel for those who gain largely and rapidly in what
are considered legitimate transactions;* and it is
too often the case that even the succesful libertineis regarded with a sort of admiration. The Demo-
crat savs:

Gambling is carried on much more secretlv than
formerly, and therefore it is not so dangerous as
when the "tads" would go out in broad daylight and
solicit men to go to Gambling Houses. The gam-
bling rooms are sometimes in Hotels, and changed
from rornn to room by previous agreement. Hutmore generally they are in eating saloons. Preten-ded business men go into an eating saloon, and go
up stairs under pretence of eating. If the Police
will watch, they will find these men tarry a Ion"
while, and often all night, at their meals.

It is (we suppose facetiously) remarked by the
Danovrat that the Convention will adjourn over
the first day without transacting any business than
merely announcing the deathf their friend, who
kept the great establishment at Washington so
many years, and passing the usua! vote of condo-lence.

the adoption oi new ones for the various games,?The rules are construed differently in '"diff-rent
States. Several lives have been lost in broilsarising front this difference in their interpretation.
Uniformity of construction is demanded by all the
delegates.

The other will be the non-interference of profes-
sional gamblers in politics. There will be a very
warm debate upon this subject.

FOREIGN.
THE SHIPPINH INTEREST.? Following the exam-

ple afforded by other towns, the shipowners of
Sunderland held a meeting on Monday, the With,
to resolve upon the course which itis expedient toadopt for securing reciprocity to British shipping.
Resolutions were passed in favor of a petition to
Parliament "for the removal of all those dues in
British corporate seaport towns which create invi-
dious distinctions in favor of the few British ship-
owners who are freemen of such towns," and of an
address to the ()ueen praying that the Government
would take steps to induce foreign States to con-
cede to British trade and shipping the same advan-
tages which have been granted to them, and that in
theevent ot their continuing to act upon an unjust
restrictive system her Majesty in Council would he
pleased to consider the expediency of exercising the
powers vested in her by the 16th and 17th Victoria,
c. lOi, sec. 324. A meeting of the shipowners of
Dundee was held on the 30th, for the purpose of
taking into consideration the present depressed
state of the shipping interest. Resolutions, pledging
the meeting to urge upon the Government the ne-
cessity ot obtaining a recognition of the "recipro-
city principle" from foreign powers, were unani-
mously adopted.

RECOUNT TON OF COLONIAL ADVISERS OF THE
CROW.V.?The representatives of the provincial gov-
ernments of Canada. New Brunswick, and Nova
Scotia have received the honor of separate au-
diences of her Majesty; and now the responsible
advisers of the Crown in British North America
may with just pride say that their position has beenwith equal grace and wisdom recognized bv thehighest authority in the empire. To Sir Biilwer
Lytton belongs the credit of having broken down
that toolish and despicable routine of departmental
administration which kept the colonies of this
country under the tutelage of the Secretary of
State and his chief clerks in Downing street. The
natural and legitimate consequence of the system
of responsible government in British North Ameri-
ca must be access to the throne on the part of the
colonial advisers of the Crown in all matters of im-
perial concern; and we rejoice that the federative
union ot Britisli North America is the matter which
has now occasioned a change in the colonial ad-
ministration which will give universal satisfaction
and content.

THE TRADE OF SPAIN.?The trade of Spain has
increased greatly of late years. In 1851 the im-
ports were £6,882,493, and in 185G £13,041,680, an
increase of 89 per cent.; and the exports increased
from £4.975,060 in 1851 to £10,636,171, or 114 per
cent. The public revenue increased from £11,379,-
264 in 1851, to £18,136,314 in 1856.

DECLINE OF THE UNIVERSITY OF BERLIN.?The
Paris correspondent of the London Times, writes :
The small number of professors who have found
seats is a noticeable circumstance in a country
which owe 3 so much of its reputation to intellectual
eminence. This is partly to be explained by the
reaction against IK4B, and the disrepute into which
the unpractical behaviour of the Frankfort Assem-
bly?the Professor Parliament?brought all litera-
ry and theoretical men.

But it is also partly due to the real deterioration
of the Universities in Prussia, which ten years of
the lon Kaumer Administration have brought
about. The University of Berlin is now not the
same place it was in the Hegal and Schleiermacherdays. It is true, the oltl names are there still?
Boekh, Lepsius, Trendelenburg, Ac, but there is
no rising talent, no men of middle age who have
their reputation made, no young aspirants ambi-
tious to rival them. When the veterans of acca-
demic renown shall have retired or disappeared
from the stage Berlin will bo almost as much a
blank in the field of German philology as Vienna.

SARAWAK REFUSED BY THE BRITISH GOVERN-
MENT*?Lord Derby lias decided Horniest the
claims of the Rajah of Sarawak. On Tuesday
an influential deputation, consisting of members of
Parliament and other gentlemen connected with
Liverpool, Manchester and Glasgow, waited upon
the Lirst Minister to urge upon him the necessity
ot the British Government assuming the protecto-
rate ot Sarawak, and paying Sir .lames Brooke a
money consideration for the territory.

Ihe points were well and ably put by several
members ot the deputation, but they made no im-
pression upon his Lordship. "Sir james Brooke,"
said Lord Derby, "a mere private individual, and
upon his own responsibility, without consultation
or authorisation from the Government, enteredinto a treaty or arrangement, or whatever thevpleased to call it, by which Sarawak was made over
to him, subject to the Sultan ofBorneo.

He exercised very considerable influence in the
country, and no doubt effected considerable im-
provement; but if every English subject were to be
allowed to settle in any district he might think fit,
and afterwards to call upon the Government as a
matter ot right to give him militaryand civil pro-
tection, and to secure him from the consequences of
conduct which was not in the slightest degree anti-
cipated by the Government, it must lead the Gov-
ernment into endless difliculties and expenditure.

lie did not deny the merits of Sir James Brooke,
and he did not deny the advantages which he had
conferred on Sarawak, but he very greatly doubted
Sir James Brooke's powers to make over to the
British Government an absolute, entire and uncon-
ditional sovereignty of that territory which he had
been permitted to govern.

Moreover, the question was one of very great
difficulty and doubt whether, apart from the per-
sonal influence of Sir James Brooke, the settlement
of Sarawak was of the importance the gentlemen
present seemed to attribute to it. In these few
sentences the question is finally disposed of. We
are constantly twitting the Americans about their
filibustering propensities. Sir James Brooke was
a filibuster exactly in the same sense in which the
notorious General Walker is a filibuster, ?that is,
he entered a territory where he did not own an inch
of land, possessed himself ofit by the strong arm,
and pretending to rule in the name of a savage call-
ed the Sultan of Borneo, exercised all the rights
of sovereignty Sarawak. If the British Govern-
ment recognised and adopted such a title, we had
better say as little as possible in future about Ame-
rican filibusters.

SLAVE EXCITEMEXT.

A letter to the New York Herald from Eluiira,
I and dated the 18th, gives the following statement :

Our village to-day has been thrown into great
excitement on account of a slave who is voluntarily
going back to slavery. It appears the negro ran
away from his master, in company with four others,
last August, and that they made their way to Can-
ada, settling down a few miles from the Suspension
Bridge. On Thursday last Mr. .John S. Mills, the
owner, came on to Canada, at the request of one of
the slaves, who wrote to him, desiring he should
come on and take him back to his old home, alleg
ing that he was absolutely starving and wished vol-
untarily to go back into slavery. Accordingly, Mr.
Mills providedfor his immediate wants and left with
his slave, CM route for his plantation in Calvert coun-
ty, Md. On arriving here, this noon, it was noised
abroad that a fugitive was being carried back to
slavery, when a large crowd collected at the hotel
where they stopped and demanded the slave. The
demand came from the colored population, who
were principally armed with knives and pistols.?
They made a rush for the room where the negro
was, but were driven back by the sheriff and a
number of his deputies. In the meantime the pres-
ident and ollicers of the village were on hand,
who gained admission to where the slave was
and interrogated him as to whether he wished to

return to slavery. To which be replied that he
was anxious to get back; that he was tired and
sick ot the North; that he was getting old, had the
rheuinatisra;that nobody took care of him, and that
most ot the time he could not get anything to
eat. The crowd outside ofthe hotel kept constantly
increasing, and the blacks were clamorous that the
slave should be released, saying that rather than
lie should be returned to slavery they would kill
him Our citizens then made an appeal to tho
crowd, saying that the slave was unwilling to re-
main in the free States; but it had no effect. A
lot of the most prominent blacks of the town were
then admitted to the room, and offered him sums of
money, also offering to keep him provided he would
stay, to all of which Sam shook his head and re-
mained firm in his determination to go back. Find-
ing all cllorts or inducements useless, the "commit-
tee" left him, and reported to the multitude out-
side. But the negroes were not satisfied, and de-
manded that he should be brought out upon the bal-
cony ot the hotel and tell his own story. Upon his
appearance, the colored population shouted out,
"Kill him, kill him," "Shoot hira," "Throw him
over the railing," Ac., Ac. One of the "colored
gentlemen" of the village then stated to the crowd
that the slave wished to go back; he was old, worn
out and not fit to live in Elinira. The crowd thenpartly dispersed, but many staved around, conver-
sing with the master and slave. At one time tho
excitement ran so high that it was deemed neces-
sary to call upon the military, who held themselves
in readiness in case their services were wanted. In
the evening the slave was taken about a mile from
the village, there to wait for the train going to
Baltimore. A large crowd of negroes and whites
went to the depot to see him off, and also, if possi-
ble, force him to stay, but they were much cha-
grined at not finding him. The abolitionists wero
very loud in talking about rescuing him, but he be-ing so determined upon slavery, they concluded he
was not worth keeping. An attempt was made upon
the life of Mr. Mills by the negroes, but their plans
were frustrated.

THE PUBLIC PRINTING. ?The General Superin-
tendent reports that during the recess of Congress
the author ot the 9th vol. of the Pacific RailroadReports has exceeded his own estimate by $35,000
for printing and paper alone; an attempt is being
made to have it bound in two instead of one vol-
ume, at an additional cost of $20,000, making thebook cost $125,000 instead of $70,000; that $75,-
000 have been saved, principally by Congress strik-
ingthe silly colored pictures from the Patent Oflice
agricultural report; that at least fifty per cent, has
been saved to the government, over our former
prices, on all the engraving and lithographic print-
ing executed for the last session of Congress and
contracted for by the Superintendent; that about
$40,000 has been saved on two contracts lor white
printing paper; that paper amounting to hundredi
ot thousands of dollars previous to General Bow-
man's taking charge of the oflice, bad been re-
ceived from the contractors, and delivered to
the public printers, by persons not employed
by, and wholly irresponsible to, the Gov-
ernment for the proper performance of this impor-
tant duty; that the Executive paper shows a dis-
crepancy between the amount entered on the books
and the quantity used in printing, of several thou-
sand dollars; that nearly three thousand dollars
were found in the hands of the binders which they
had drawn from the Treasury for waste leaves, and
to which they were not entitled; that one of the
binders presented receipts for several thousand dol-
lars for wast" leaves, for which he had received no
credit on the books; that ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND
HOT. LAus and upwards have been drawn bv the
Public Printer from the Treasury, in the last four
years, for which he rendered no more service
than any other printer in the city of Washington;
that composition has sometimes been paid for
Jour time*; that about forty thousand dollars, at
least, can be saved annually, by striking out the ex-
tra numbers of the message and documents tboso
stale portions which are never read.? Washington
States.

PROPOSED REVISION OP THE PRAYER-BOOK.?A
conference of noblemen, gentlemen, and clergymen
of the church of England was held at the Caledo-
nian Hotel, in the Adelphi,London, on Tuesday af-
ternoon, the3oth, for the purpose of considering
the best means of securing a revision of the Book of
Common Prayer. General Alexander presided,
and Lord Kbtirv, who, it will be remembered,
brought the subject before the House of Lords to-
wards the close ol the last session of Parliament,
was present, and took an active part in the discus-sion. His lordship adverted to the circumstance,
under which lie had made his motion and to the
maimer in which the bishops hud stood aloof. He
believed that this was a question for the laity, andthat they would get no assistance towards the ac-
complishment ot their views from the high ecclesi-
astical authorities of the Church, prom the cler-
gy generally he expected great aid, as there was
a growing feeling among them that many modifica-
tions ot our church services were, from various
causes, absolutely necessary. Several gentlemen
addressed the conference, expressing their desire
to build up the church by the movement they were
commencing, and not to destroy it, or in any way
to impair its efficiency. The tone of all their re-marks was of a thoroughly "Evangelical" charac-
ter, and it was not concealed that one great aim of
the promoters of the proposed revision was to ex-
purgate those passages of the Praver-book whichwere mainly relied upon by the "Tractarians" asproofs of the soundness of their dogmatic teachino-anil of certain points of ecclesiastical discipline'
which have recently engaged a large amount ofpublic attention. It was stated frequently during
the progress of the discussion that the present pro-
ceedings were intended to be the inauguration of
a great national movement in favor of liturgical
revision, and steps were taken to procure the pre-
sentations of petition to Parliament, from all parts
of the country, in favor of that object.

GUANO.?We understand that further large and
valuable deposits of guano, in the vicinity of Jarvis
and Bakers Islands, have been discovered, and for-
mal possession has been taken of the Islands by the
citizens of the United States, in pursuance of the
act of Congress passed in 185C. Among these is-
lands thus taken possession of, and now pertaining
to the United States, are Arthur's, Rowland's,
Christmas and Maiden's?at one of which, we are in-
formed by the captain recently returned, and who
took possession thereof, there is a land-locked har-bor capable of holding five hundred ships, and with
good anchorage in from five to seven fathoms ofwater, in a lagoon ten or twelve miles long, and
from live to six miles broad, and which is entered
front a bay where ships can anchor safely in fromseven to ten fathoms smooth water. A large por-
tion of the surface of this island is stated tote cov-
ered with guano, and especially around the lagoon,
for miles in extent, the deposit is found from" two
to four feet deep, in an impalpable powder, resemb-
ling Scotch Snuif.? New York Tribune.

A Utah correspondent of the New York Timet,
urges the necessity of a mission to that country.
He says:

"Perhaps one-half of the present population of
the Territories now live Atheists, whilst the re-
mainder boast of a religion more hideous than the
idolatrous beliefs of barbarous nations, and yet no
effort is made to effect a change.
