Prussia lias once again become the hope of Ger-

man}-. The transfer of sovereign authority to

Prince FREDERICK as Regent of the Kingdom; his

formal recognition of the Constitution of 1849, and

his appointment of a Liberal Cabinet, have revived

those fanciful dreams of German unity, which, but
a few years back, were so rudely dispelled by Aus-

trian despotism, and by the re-actionary measures

to which FREDERICK WILLIAM, of Prussia, had lent
his sanction. The dismissal of the MANTEUFKKL
Ministry, and the separation of the Prince Regent

from the Camarilla that surrounded his well
meaning, but pusillanimous brother, have relieved
the anxiety of the Prussian Liberals with respect to

his future policy, and all that he has thus far done,
has been accomplished with a manly directness
which justifies the confidence that is repose i in

him. Eight years ago, when the King ofPrussia
consented to a constitutional form of government,
the present Regent strenuously opposed it. At the
desire, however, of the King, he consented to visit
England and examine for himself, under the
guidance of the Chevalier BUSSES, the Prussian
minister at the Court of St. James, the working of
the British Constitution, lie returned home deeply
impressed with the admirable adaptation of Eng-

lish institutions to the genius of the English people;

but more doubtful than ever of the propriety of
conceding to the Prussians so large a measure of
freedom. His consent, therefore, to the Constitu-
tion, was rather wrung from him than freely ac-

corded; but when that consent had been given, he
regarded it as a point of honor that the new form
of government should have a fair and impartial

trial. Nevertheless, the reluctance with which he
had conseuted to the change, was long remembered
against him, and although he subsequently re-

sisted to the utmost the measures adopted by the
MANTECFFEL ministry,for rendering the Constitution
a nullity, his motives were misconstrued, and until
the breaking out of the Crimean war, the Prince of

Prussia was the most unpopular man in the king-

dom. When, however, the Russo-Turkish ques-
tion came up for discussion, he placed himself at

the head of the small band of patriots who boldly
denounced the aggressive policy of Russia, and
advocated an alliance offensive and defensive with

England and France. The great mass of the Prus-
sian people, ashamed of the subservience of the
Court Party to the will of the Czar, and jealous of
the supremacy which Austria has so long asserted,
and so skilfullymaintained in the German Bund,
joyfullyrecognized in the Prince of Prussia an

uncompromising opponent of the two great Powers,
under whose influence Prussia, instead of standing
at the head of the Germanic Confederation, had
been forced to occupy a secondary rank among the
Continental nations. Since his assumption of the
Regency, the Prince of Prussia has displayed a

practical good sense which goes far to justify the
popular confidence in his administrative ability.?

In his first address to the new Ministry of State,
he admonished them to bear always in mind that
the interests of the country are inseparable; that
the welfare of both rests upon a healthy, strong,
and conservative basis. "Everything," said he,
"that is promised, should be scrupulously per-
"formed, without, however, refraining from
"ameliorations; and every thing not promised

"must be firmly opposed. The great secret of
"State wisdom is to find out exactly the true

"wants of the people: to understand them, and to

"meet them; but all extreme measures ought

"to be avoided. Above all, it is necessary
"to abstain from the stereotyped phrase that the
"Government must indefinitely consent to the de-
velopment of liberal ideas. Wr lien truth and loy-
alty are manifest in all the acts of the Govern-
"ment, it is strong, because it is conscious of act-

"ing properly, and that feeling gives it a right to

"resist energetically all that is objectionable."
There will be very few who will deny that there
is much sound wisdom in the counsel thus given,
and in the reflections by which that counsel is
supported. "Promise nothing," says the Prince,
"but what you design to scrupulously perform, and
"let what you perform be in excess of your prorn-
"ise, rather than fall behind it; but resist danger-
"ous innovations." The reasons which have im-
pelled him to adopt this cautious, but most judicious

line of policy, are to be found in a subsequent
portion of his address, where he speaks of the in-
ternal affairs of the Kingdom having been thrown
from one extreme to another since 1848 ?from a

communal government, which sought, without
preparation, to introduce self government?to the
old system of absolutism, which took no account

of the demands of the times. The aim of the
Prussian Regent is to take a middle course, and to

gradually educate the people to that point at

which a larger share of liberty may be safely ac-

corded. The process must necessarily be slow, and
to the American mind, might be thought to savour

too much of a lingering attachment for those an-

cient institutions which the Regent tacitly admits
are becoming obsolete; but to those who remember
the excesses of which the Prussian democrats were

guilty during the Revolution of 1848, and the ut-

terly impracticable theories of government which
were broached by some of the most learned of the
Prussian professors during that period of wild ex-

citement, the caution shown by the Regent in
guarding against a renewal of similar outbreaks,
willbe regarded as the best evidence of the correct-
ness of his judgment. The greatest obstacle to

German progress hitherto, has been German ro-

manticism. What is meant by rational liberty is

even now but little understood, and is, at best,
but imperfectly appreciated. With the German
Radicals, as with the Red Republicans of France,
Liberty regulated by Law is but Despotism under
another name. In 1848, HELD, one of the leaders

of the Berlin Radicals, audaciously proposed the
abrogation of all law, as more fatal to liberty than
the tyranny of an absolute King. Where such
elements of combustion are known to exist, there
is more danger to be apprehended in conceding too

much than too little, and the necessity of proceed-
ing at all times with circumspection, is too appa-
rent to admit of question. In undertaking to in-
doctrinate the Prussian people with the true prin-
ciples of constitutional liberty, the Prince Regent
has assumed, a task which depends for success, upon
the confidence he inspires in those whom the policy
he has adopted is designed to benefit. Ifthat con-

fidence, now so freely yielded him, is not impaired
by any subsequent act, either on his own part, or

on that of the ministry he has chosen to carry out

his plans of reform, the effect of their labors can-

not fail to make itself speedily felt, not only upon
the minor States of Germany, but especially upon
Austria, where the old system of repression is
already found to have become of such doubtful
efficacy, that the Government has been compelled
to resort to the assistance of the public press, and
to relax the despotic rigor of its former rule in
Austrian Italy and m the Sclavonic provinces.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 21, 185S.

The present and probable future relations of'Mex
ico to the UNITED STATES and the rest of mankind, j
continue so attract a large share of public atten-

tion; and the policy suggested by Mr. BUCHANAN
in his late message to Congress, has excited a fever-

ish interest here in the subject, which seems to
abate but little by discussion. There is, neverthe-
less, a decided indisposition in Congress to make

any provision enabling the PRESIDENT to carry out

his plan of establishing a partial protectorate over

the two northern States of Mexico. This indispo-
sition arises less from a conviction that such pro-
tectorate would be ungenerous or impolitic, than
from a feeling of indifference to the success of the

present administration. A proposition to establish
a protectorate over the whole of Mexico would
have more certainly challenged public attention
and popular support ?perhaps; but that of seizing
Sonora and Chihuahua, for the avowed purpose of
collecting the claims of American citizens against
Mexico, arouses no enthusiasm in its behalf, while

it doe* provoke and consolidate all the elements of
i opposition to such a policy, both in the UNITED

STATES and in Mexico.
1 Admiral ZERMAX, and General TRIAS, who left

here a day or two since on their return to Mexico,
! were very positive in their declarations that the sug-

gestions of the Message upon this point would raise
up a strong party in that country against any such
scheme as that proposed; and it seems to be proba-
ble to say the least, that it will have the effect of

seriously embarrassing the Liberal Party of Mexi-
co, now struggiing for the ascendancy, and whose
leaders are well known to entertain friendly senti-
ments towards the UNITED STATES. Mr. BUCHANAN
doubtless intended his suggestions for good, but
there is reason to fear that they will prove to have
been, in the highest degree, imprudent and mis-
chievous. ?retarding rather than advancing meas-
ures tending to secure the pacification of our rest-

less revolution-torn neighbor.
It may be, however, that the PRESIDENT has some

secret understanding with the Government of Great
Britain upon this and kindred subjects, which has

emboldened him to pursue so open and undisguised
a course in initiating the policy under discussion.
In the CASS letter to Gen. LAMAR, in relation to the
CASS-IRISARRI treaty, you will remember that our
Government assumed the duty of protecting the
citizens in all contracts made with foreign Govern-
ments or under guarantee of the latter. Mr.
CASS, speaking for the PRESIDENT, also threw out
the suggestion that foreign Governments probably
will pursue a similar course in reterence to the
claims of their citizens or subjects. There was
marked significance in this intimation. It is one
which directly reverses the time-honored policy ot

the UNITED STATES. Hitherto our Government has
always refused to enforce American claims against
foreign States, except for tort*; but under the new
doctrine, it becomes the guarantor, as against such
States, of all contracts made with American citi-
zens at home.

Again?the late" Message in proposing to seize
Mexican territory and hold it for the security of
American claims, is highly suggestive to other pow-
ers. Suppose England takes the hint and seizes
Mexican territory on behalf ofthe claims of her sub-
jects. Can we complain? Certainly not: and ifwe
press our MONuoe doctrine in such an emergency,
England has only to say to the United States?"pay
the money due us bv Mexico, and take the territory
yourselves, ifyou insist that we shall not possess its
soverignty." But ifEngland should make such seiz-
ure in her own behalf; Mexico willexert herself to the
utmost to loosen the British hold upon her territory.
She would naturally apply to the United States for
a loan to enable her to satisfy or compromise Brit-
ish claims. Itwould not seriously incommode our
Government to lend her our Bond's for such purpose:
and the opportunity might be embraced to obtain
the concession of a treaty establishing a modified
American Protectorate over the whole of Mexico,
for the purpose of securing the payment of these
Bonds, by ensuring the permanent quiet indispensa-
ble to the development of Mexican resources, and
the enhancement of commercial and financial pros-
perity of the country. How much of all this has been
already anticipated bvMr. BUCHANAN,and what un-
derstanding, ifany, there is between our Government
and that of Great Britain, upon the subject, future
developments willshow.

The purpose of the House MilitaryCommittee in
calling on the SECRETARY OF WAR for his estimates
of the probable cost of establishing the proposed
line of Military posts in Chihuahua and Sonora,
was to draw but a statement that should alarm
Congress and effectually prevent its concurrence in
the PRESIDENT'S scheme. The SECRETARY, in answer-
ing the resolution, will be likely,however, to show
that the cost will be no greater than ought proper-

| ly to be incurred in the protection of our Southern
' frontier. Our army is certainly too small for the
! effective performance of this duty; and we never

: shall be able to fulfil our obligations to our own
: frontier settlers, or to Mexico herself, under the

? treaty of Guadalupe-Hidalgo, until we establish a
1 line of strong posts across our entire Southern
j boundary, to repress Indian outrages. The SECRE-
TARY OF WAR can make it clear, if he chooses, that

I if Congress will authorize a sufficient increase of
j men and expenditures necessary to accomplish this

I result, a slight change of the location of the line of
j posts willbe all that is needed in order to carry out

i the Executive policy with reference to Sonora and
j Chihuahua.

NOT RESPONDED TO.? The Mobile Register calls
upon the South to resist the insulting invasion of
their rights and liberties by President Buchanan,
in his efforts to stop the filibusters. The South
Carolinian says: "When did ever the South claim
that the invasion of neighboring States was one of
its rights and liberties ? The South, whose entire
history is identified with resistance to aggression,
is now invoked to revolution, because a few land
speculators and reckless adventurers about Mobile
and New Orleans are not permitted to filibuster ad
libitum. We deny that this is in any respect a
Southern measure; it is a plain issue of law and
order against mobocracy ? God deliver the South
from the day when she will become its special
champion."

Hiram Todd, a respectable farmer of Nnrthfield,
Conn., was killed by his son, a young man almost
thirty years old, on Thursday. High words having
passed between father and son, the latter drew a
dirk-knife and pursued the old gentlemen, who took
refuge inhis bedroom, closing the door after him,
and holding it fast. The son attempted to burst in
the door; but, failing in this, he appears to have
stood by, waiting for his father. As soon as the
door was opened, the son plunged the knife into
the bowels of his father, ripping them open so that
hey protruded upon the floor as he fell! The

young man when arrested talked freely with the
officers ?told them he bought the dirk in Plymouth
about a week before "on purpose to prick the old
man" ifhe attempted to interfere with him again.

FROM MEXICO.? The New Orleans journals have
received Vera Cruz papers to the Bth inst. Speak-
ing in view of their contents the See says:

"We infer from a general survey of the news
that the Constitutionalists are daily gaining ground,
but as yet we perceive no evidences of the speedy
overthrow of Zuloaga. The usurping President
still holds the supreme government, and we fancy
is too strong to be ousted from power. As far as
we can judge, the Liberal party lacks energy and
concentration. Itoperates in detached fragments,
at isolated points, and will, we fear, accomplish
nothing of importance until it strikes a blow at the
seat of government itself. Meanwhile the civiland
social condition of Mexico is at the lowest possible
point. The country is devastated by bands of in-
furiated partisans; commerce is absolutely ruined
and annihilated; poverty and distress are rife
throughout the land; and the spurious republic has
plunged in utter degradation and demoralization."

THE PACIFIC RAILROAD.? The Journal of Commerce,
commenting on Senator Gwin's speech on the Paci-
fic Railroad Bill, says:

It is clear to our minds that in one way or anoth-
er the road must be built, and that it cannot be
built too soon. We deem it inevery sense right and
proper that the national government should aid a
work so truly national, by liberal contracts for
conveying the mails, ammunition and troops, and
also by alternate sections of land along the route.
The loan of credit to the extent of $12,500 or any
other sum per mile, is a matter more liable to ob-
jection, and could only be justified by tne very ex
traordinary and peculiar character of the enter-
prise, its magnitude, and the national benefits cer-
tain to result from it. Without committing ourselves
to any particular bill, we go for the early construc-
tion of the Road,?not by the government, but
whenever such aid as the government can properly
render, shall induce capitalits to undertake the en-
terprise. We believe that time has now come, or
is near at hand; and we therefore hope that Con-
gress will take up the subject in earnest, and de-
vote to it so much of their time and attention as
may be necessary to bring them to wise results.

By the burning of the Odeon Theatre and ad-
joining buildings, New York, damage was done to
the amount of about 529,000. There was about
$30,000 insurance, but it is very unevenly distribu-
ted, and some persons are losers.
