That the responsibility which we so lit- |
tle covet, how

er, may, one day, devolve upon

us, involuntarily, and through the operation of |

causes not of our own creation, and but partially
under our control—is & much more likely supposi-
tion. Qur own citizens are not the only, nor the
principal even, among the creditors of Mexico.
She is Jargely indebted to su
of France—and of Spain. Besides—she has a
separate and much more weighty account to settle
with the Governments of each of those countries
—for actual insults and injuries inflicted upon their
subjects residing within her borders. Should any
of those Governments choose to demand reparation
for those injuries,—or require a material guaranty
against their repetition—or press = final scttlement
of the just claims of its subjects—Mexico is utterly
unable to offer cither. The only redress to be had,
in such case, is that proposed by Mr. Bucmavyax in
his Message,

°ts of England—

This, however, it would seem, is a summary pro-
ceeding, which, although we might have no scru-
ples ourselves in adopting, we can, by no means,
permit to any foreign power. Mr. Bremavax tells |
us—almost in the same breath in which he recom-
mends the military occupation of Chihuahua and
Sonora—one-fourth of Mexico—that “it is a
“duty which we owe to ourselves to pro-
“tect the integrity of its territory against
“any other power.”” If this be the policy of our
government, and Mr. BucHANAN assures us that
it is ‘“our well-settled policy in regard to the
North ““American Continent’’—then, if any for-
eign Government should press its demands against
Mexico for settlement, in the present bankrapt and
disorganized condition of that country—there
would be no alternative but for the Uxitep StaTES
to intervene in her behalf, and prevent the dismem-
berment of her territory. This result could, of
course, be accomplished in but one of two ways—
either by a successful war waged by our Govern-
ment in defence of Mexico, or by an agreement on
our part to pay the debts which may have occa-
sioned the dispute. In the latter event—justice
to ourselves would dictate the establishment of
a Protectorate —for the double purpose of
indemnifying ourselves for our risk or outlay, as
the case might be—and of preventing the recur-
rence of similar complications in future. In this
way—if at all—Mexico is probably destined to
pass under our control. She would in such a con-
tingency be virtually thrown upon our hands,
and nothing short of an entire abandonment on
our part, of what is popularly but erroneously
called the Moxror doctrine, would relieve us from
the necessity—either of espousing her quarrel, or
of taking her permanently under our charge. Tt
is analternative which any day may present to us,
in the present unsettled condition of the relations
of Mexico with each and all of the powers that
we have named.
