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A CapraIN Acrine As A SvraeoN.—The American
ship John Bright, R. C. Catting, master, which
has just arrived at this port, after a boisterousg pas-
gage of 37 days from New York, on the morning of
Wednesday, the 27th October, when in latitude 37
deg. 52 min., longitude 68 deg. 2 min., discovered
a vessel in distress, and immediately went to her
relief. Though a heavy sea was running, which
yould have daunted the courage of any but the
hardy sonsof the ocean acquainted with danger,
and actuated by feelings of humanity towards a
brother sailor in distress, a boat was lowered, man-
ned by the mate (Mr. Towers) and five trusty sail-
ors. They pulled lustily for the wreck, and suc-
ceeded in rescuing six persons from almost imme-
diate destruction.  The unfortunate vessel proved
to be the brigantine Liberal, David S. Kinney,
master,from Weymouth, N. 8., bound for Barbadoes,
She had been capsized in a terrific gale of wind, at
4 o’clock on the preeeding Monday afternoon,—
‘When discovered she had righted, but was under
water, and the sea was making a complete breach
over her. The captain, in attempting to relieve
his vessel, the first day of the disaster, was struck
bg a plank or spar, which broke his left leg just
above the ankle, and in this helpless and suffering
condition he had been from Monday afternoon until
Wednesday, with only a few raw potatoes and ap-
ples for food, and without a drop of water.

On board the John Bright Capt, Kinney received
every attention, but mortification soon appeared in
the fractured limb, which rendered it evident that
the only chagce of saving his life was in its imme-
diate amputation. Capt. Cutting, after advising
with the cabin passengers, who fully concurred in
this opinion, readily undertook the difficult and
bazardous operation which tries the skill of the
most experienced surgeons, and on Sunday follow-
ing the rescue amputated the limb above the knee.
Since then the ship has experienced a succession of

ales, which have, in consequence of the prolonged

ength of the voyage and the violent motion of the
ship, been most unfavorable for the patient, Not-
withstanding these untoward circumstances, though
his sufferings have been intense, he has been grad-
ually improving, and is believed now to be in a fair
way of recovery. Tt is hoped his case and the ut-
terly destitute condition of his crew will receive im-
mediate and suitable aid from their government.
The conduct of Captain Cutting on this trying oc-
casion demands the highest praise, for though his
duty was indeed a painfal one, he showed himself
fully petent for the ion, and exhibited a
degree of skill and steadiness of nerve in this his
first surgical operation, of which an experienced
practitioner might well be proud.—Liverpool Mer-
cury.

ARRIVAL OF THE ASIA.
LATER FROM EUROPE.

New York, Dec 27.—The steamer Asia from
Liverpool, with dates to the 11th, hasarrived.

There have been numerous arrests near Cork, of
parties connected with a filbustering invasion from
Amerieca.

It was fully expected that the English Govern-
ment would guarantee a new capital of half a mil
lion pounds to the Atlantic cable, and that a new
contract to lay another cable would be immediately
made.

It is said that the French Commission recom-
mends a continuance of the African emigration
scheme.

The India and China mails have been telegraphed,
news unimportant. ;

Numerous political speeches have been made in
England by prominent politicians, including
speeches by Messrs. Gibson and Bright, on the re-
| form question, at a great demonstration at Man-
chester.

The arrests near Cork alluded to above were
some fifteen young men, occupying respectable po-
sitions, who are charged with being members of a
society having for its object the Invasion of Ireland
by American filibusters.

A pressure was being brought on the Government
to secure the guarantee of the 4'4 per cent. on
£500,000 sterling of new capital for the Atlantic
Telegraph. Memorialé from all partsof the coun-
try, and influentially signed, have been sent in,
and it was supposed that the Government would
accede, and if so a contract for a new cable would
forthwith be made.

Mysreriovs Deatn.—Yesterday an account was
given in the Erchange of an inquest held by Coro
ner Sparklin on the body of an unknown man who
had been found dead in a boat floating on the river
below Fort Carroll.  The ingnest was held at the
| wharf at Calvert street, and the body was removed
| to the Middle district police station, and yesterday
[ it was identified as that of G \nrgu_\\ $ Df)nin_in, an
| overseer on a farm at Hawkin’s Point, belonging to
Dr. Johnson of this eity. Dr. Jobnson was inform-
ed by Lieut. Wright, of the police, that from the
ease with which the head of the body moved, it
was the impression that the neck was broken. Dr.
Johnson then ordered the Coroner to hold another
inquest, and have a post mortem examination, reach
all the facts concerning his death, and he would
pay the expenses. Yesterday afternoon Coroner
Sparklin accordingly assembled a jury and held an
inquest. Dr. H. H.'P. Yeates made a post mortem
examination and found that the man’s neck was
dislocated. The wi‘e of Mr. Donivan was present at
the inquest and testified that on Tuesday last

for the purpose of coming to the city to
purchase groceries. She had learned that %e had
{)cen here, and had returned on his way home as far
as the Long bridge, crossing the river from Light
street. She could not hear anything of him from
Tuesday to Saturday. She learned from a man, at
the tavern at the end of the Long bridge, that a

THE STATE OF AFFAIRS IN MEXICO.
[ From the London Times, Dec. 7.]

There is literally no spot in the entire American
continent, from the Arctic Seasto Cape Horn, which
presents such a spectacle of disorganization and
ruin. The Indians of Patagonia are better ordered
than the Mexicans of 1858. 1In the old seat of
American civilization there is now no Government,
no recognized polity, no. public order. Life and
property are insecure, not through the accident of
a political revolution, or as the consequence of a
transient convulsion, but necessarily and perma-
nently, from the utter default and break up of all
the institutions designed for their protection. We
cannot find in any European history—not even in
that of Spain itselfF—any parallel or illustration of
the present state of things in Mexico. The country
is split into factions, but no faction has any princi-
ple, nor does it seem to be so much as anticipated
that there is any party, or any leader of a party,
by whose y or predominance the existing
anarchy could be terminated.

When, in_the year 1824, a Republican Govern-
ment was definitely substituted for the dominion
exercised by Spain, room was left for contests be-
tween Federalism and Centralization, which have
never ceased, and which, perhaps, find more or less
expression in all Mexican revolutions, We ob-
serve, also, at present, that the Roman Catholic
hierarchy of Mexico are throwing such weight as
they possess into the scale of absolutism, with the
same views which have recently characterized their
proceedings in various parts of Europe. But ex-
cept for these features, there is positively nothing
to be discovered in the civil war now raging in
Mexico which can raise it above the level of com-
mon and promiscaous brigandage. Seciety is re-
solved into its primitive elements without, as yet,
throwing up even any savage virtues to the sur-
face. .

It would be too abstruse a speculation to enquire
philosophically into the causes which have thus
operated on a country so fair and so fortunate as to
have once produced an exceptional eivilization of
its own in the midst of general barbarism. Histor-
ically, the case can be taken in at a glance.—
Spain ruled the subject State of Mexico for exactly
300 years; then came three years of convulsion,
and then some 30 years of Republicanism on a re-
markably pure and genuine model. Mexico had
its Union, its States, and its Territories, its Cham-
ber of Deputies and its Senate. Biennial Parlia-
ments and equal electoral districts gave to the pop-
ular suffrage all the reality which Mr. Bright
could desire, and, except that there was no educa-
tion and no toleration in religious matters, the in-
stitations of Mexico were, at any rate in theory, as
liberal as they could be.  All this, however, was of
no avail. The Mexicans can neither govern them-
selves nor find anybody strong enough to govern
them, and the State, if it can still be called a State,
is simply tumbling to pieces for want of anything
like vitality or cohesion.

The ordinary interest which might attachto a
spectacle like this is materially enhanced by twoim-

ortant considerations. On the northern frontier of
Mexico lies a formidable neighbor already aggran-
dized by large acquisitions of Mexican territory,
and prepared for the absorption of more. What
gives this contingency still greater weight is the
fact that the internal politics of the North Ameri-
can Union will be intimately affected by any far-
ther annexation towards the South, and its ‘wisest

are apprehensive of the results which

might ensue. Certainly, up to the present time
the Government of Washington has exhibited con-
siderable forbearance in dealing with the provoca-
tions to which the anarchy and license prevailing
throughout Mexico have naturally given rise. We
have, however, a more direct interest in the mat-
ter. English capital has been largely invested in
Mexican undertakings, and English merchants
have carried their energies to Mexico for the joint
advantage of both cquntries together. The revo-
lutionists in their suicidal folly have actually
visited with indignities and penalties the fo-
reigners who were contributing to the resources
of the State, and, though Englishmen who lend
their money to foreign Governments, do so on
their own responsibility, British subjects may
claim the protection of }{ritish power. The affairs
of Mexico are nothing to us, but we are entitled to
demand that its Government, be it what it may,
shall abstain from visiting our countrymen with
in.iilntice or wrong.

he only apparent parallel to this strange break-
up is that suggested by the case of Poland, and
here the parallel is apparent only. Poland, it is
true, was a turbulent and unquiet State, with a
system of government which never worked evenly,
and which, perhaps, must have ultimately proved
incompatible with the better organized politics on
its frontiers. But the Poles bhad a nationality
which gave them strength and purpose, and which
for some generations enabled them to extend their
territories at the expense of their neighbors. They
once partitioned Prussia and they once nearly an-
nexe(r Russia. Moreover, their disorganization,
extreme as it was, had been in some measure arti-
ﬁcinllly created, and the spirit which even to this
hour is not extinct, showed what a genuine vitality
the nation possessed. In Mexico there is nota
vestige of natiomality. Of itsseven or eight mil-
lions of population about ome million only are
whites, the rest being Indians or mixed breeds; and
these Mexican Spaniards have not succeeded, like
the French Canadians, in preserving the spirit
which they brought across the seas.

Mexico has broken up from Eure incapacity for
self-government. The license which ensued on the
extinction of absolutism forty years ago has never
been exchanged for any regular or stable Adminis-
tration, so that what should have been a mere tem-
porary suspension of authority has proved a perma-
nent abeyance of order. Despotism might have
relieved the country, but no Mexican has been
strong enough for a despot, and affairs, therefore,
have gone from bad to worsé, with interminable

INDIA.

Tre ProcrLAMATTON OF THE QUEEN.—The Bombay
Mails, of November 9th, reached London on the
4th. They brought the Proclamation by which |
Queen Victoria assumes direct supremacy over In-
dia, in place of the East India Company.” Its pro-
mulgation was followed by 1lluminations, fire-
works, and other demonstrations in the principal
cities.

The Proclamation commences by declaring that
for certain weighty reasons it has been deemed ex-
pedient to transfer the direct government of India
to the British crown, and calling for true and
faithful allegiance from the inhabitants. It then
nominates Lord Canning as the first Viceroy or
Governor-General, confirms all other officials in
their several duties and departments, and says:
We hereby announce to the native princes in India,
that all treaties and engagements made with them
by or under the authority of the Hon. East India
Company are by us accepted, and will be scrupu-
lously maintained; and we look for the like obsery-
ance on their part.

We desire no extension of our present territorial
possessions; and while we will permit no aggres-
sion upon our dominions or our rights to be at-
tempted with impunity, we shall sanction no en-
croachment on those of others. We thall respect
the rights, dignity and honor of native princes as
our own, and we desire that they, as well as eur
own subjects, shall enjoy that prosperity and that
social advancement which can only be secured by
internal peace and good government.

Firmly relying ourselves on the truth of Christi-
anity, and acknowledging with gratitude the so-
lace of religion, we disclaim alike the right and the
desire to impose our convictions on any of our sub-
jects. We declare it to be our royal will and pleas
ure that none be in anywise favored, none molested
or disquieted, by reason of their religious faith or
observances, but that all shall alike enjoy the equal
and impartial protection of the law; and we do
strictly charge and enjoin all those who may be in
authority under us, that they abstain from a’'l in-
terference with the religious belief or worship of
any of our subjects, on pain of our highest dis-
pleasure.

And it is our further will that, so far as may be,
our subjects, of whatever race or creed, be freely
and impartially admitted to offices in our service,
the duties of which they may be qualified by their
education, ability, and integrity, d‘ull\' to discharge.

We know and respéct the feelings of attachment
with which the natives of India regard the lands in-
herited by them from their ancestors, and we desire
to protect them in all rights connected therewith,
subject to the equitable demands of the State; and
we will that, generally, in framing and administer-
ing the law, due regard be paid to the ancient |
rights, usages and customs of India. |

After commenting upondhe evils which have been |
produced by the acts of ambitious men—pointing to |
the power which has been shown in the suppression
of the rebellion—and alluding to the partial amnesty |
offered by the Governor General, the proclamation |
concludes as follows :

“Our clemency will be extended to all offenders |
save and except those who have been or shall be |
convicted of having directly taken part in the mur-
der of British subjects.  With regard to such, the |
demands of justice forbid the exercise of mercy.

“To those who have willingly given asylum to |
murderers, knowing them to be such, or who may |
have acted as leaders or instigators in the revolt, |
their lives alone can be guaranteed, but in appor- |
tioning the penalty due to such persons full consid-
eration wi!l be given to the circumstances under |
which they bave been induced to throw off their |
allegiance, and large indulgence will be shown to
those whose crimes may appear to have originated
in a too credulous acceptance of the false reports |
circulated by designing men.

“To all others in arms against the Government,
we hereby promise unconditional pardon, amnesty,
and oblivion of all oftences against ourselves, our
crown and dignity, on their return to their homes
and peaceful pursuits.

“Itis our royal pleasure that these terms of
grace and amnesty should be extended to all those
who comply with these conditions before the first
day of January next.

“When by the blessing of Providence, internal |
tranquility shall be restored, it is our earnest de- [
sire to stimulate the peaceful industry,of India, to
promote works of public utility and improvement, |
and to administer its government for the benefit of |
our subjects resident therein. 1In their prosperity |
will be our strength, in their contentment our se- |
curity, and in their gratitude our best reward, and
may the God of all power grant to us and to those |
in authority under us, strength to carry out these
our wishes, for the good of our piople.”

The principal place of business for all the com-
panies is San Francisco, although some of them
have subordinate Halls at Sacramento, Marysville
and Stockton.

Each company has a President, Marine Clerk or
Secretary, and "a Hall Superintendent. There is
sometimes a traveling agent. All the officers are
elected by the memb by ballot, for six months,
but usually re-elected if found trustworthy and ef-
fective. The salaries of the Presidents range from
$80 to $100 per month; that of the Secretary is $50,
and the Hall Superintendents the same.

In receiving members, no oath is required, and
no ceremonies are performed; but the candidate
declares his wish, enrolls his name, and pays down
the initiation fee, This fee varies. With the See
Yaps, it is from $15to $20, and from $7 to $10
with the Heong Shans, while the Sam Yaps have
fixed theirs at $15, and the Ning Heons and Sun
Ons rigidly keep it at $10,

The number of members belonging to each, is
swelled or diminished. according to the arrivals or
departures. The members of the See Yap and Sam
Yap companies, all coming from the city of Canton
and vicinity. The Heong Shans are from the city
of Macao and vicinity. The Ning Heongs are from
the southwestern part of the Canton Province, and
the Sun Ons rom Hongkahg.

These companies have no cognizance of the emi-
gration of the Chinese to this State nor of their
exit from it. They were not instituted for the busi-
ness purposes of trade and commerce, but they are
indeed benevolent institutions and mutual aid socie-
ties, and their tendencies are good. The halls
answer the purpose of exchanges for consultations
and for temples of religious worship, as well as
relief hospitals.

EARTHQUAKE AT BAYONNE.

A letter from Bayonne, of the 30th November,
gives the following account of an earthquake expe-
rienced there and in the neighboring districts:

“About half-past twelve yesterday afternoon some
violent shocks of an earthquake were felt at B;ll\'-

The earthquake was extremely vio-
lent both at Biarritz and at Anglet, particularly in
the low grounds; doors were shut with a loud noise,
persons were thrown down, and numbers fled from
their houses, fearing to be buried under the ruins.
A herdsman, seeing his oxen lifted up several times,
sought safety in flight. Some laborers, who were
dining under a tree, felt the ground under them
rise three times, and were dashed against each
other as if by a violent wind. At that moment the
weather was suffocating and the heat was insup-
portable. The accounts received at Bayonne from
St. Palais and St. Jean Pied-de-Fort, state that
the shock experienced there lasted from 8 to 10
seconds. At three-quarters past 12 a violent shock,
accompanied by a noise resembling the sound of
distant thunder, caused a universal panic among
the population of St. Jean Pied-de-Port assembled
in the market-place. The violence of the commo-
tion was so great that one chimney was thrown
down, as well as the tiles from the roofs of the
houses. . The most solid buildings cracked as if
about to fall, and the furniture in the interior of
the houses was tossed about.” During the oscilla-
tions a noise was heard similar to that of a heavy
ball falling down six steps of a staircase step by
step.

in those Bulls, the best citizens of Buenos Ayres
have not hesitated to enter Masonic lodges, and the
Order in the Porteno province is in a highly
flourishing condition, embracing in its ranks men
of all grades of society, and of much influence—re-
ligious, social and governmental. Most of these
Masons have preserved their relations to the Catho-
lic Chureh, and have never considered that they
were guilty of mortal sin—the Bulls of the Popes,
to the contrary, notwithstanding—because they had
associated together for the exercise of good works,
the care of the sick, the relief of the poor, and
burial of the dead.

In the month of August last, ene of the Masonic

fraternity died, and a notice appeared in the papers |

calling upan the members of the Order to attend
his funeral at the parish church of San Miguel,
where he had been a communicant. The Bishop of
Buenos Ayres immediately ordered the doors of the
church to be closed, and published a proclamation,
in which he reiterated the Bulls of Clement XII.
and Benedict XIV., declaring that these decrees
had been confirmed by the Kings of Spain in all
their dominions, and consequently were recognized
as binding in all the dioceses of America which, in
the last century obeyed the authority of Philip V.
and Ferdinand V1.

The action of the Bishop made an extraordinary
sensation in Buenos Ayres. The Masons at once
came out of their retirement, and the most vromi-
nent men in the city arranged themselves upon the
side of the Square and Compass, in antagonism to
the Cross, which thus endeavored, they claimed, to
violate the principle of Liberty of Conscience
guaranteed by the Constitution.

In the mean time the Bishop has remained firm;
and, at the latest dates, the Masons, on their si
were determined to press the matter to a decisive
copclusion, satisfied that, in the nincteenth cen-
lary, and in a free Republie, they had a moral
right and a constitutional right to be Masons, if
they pleased, and yet preserve their belief in the
faith of the Roman Catholic religion.

Finding it impossible otherwise to influence the
Bishop, the Masons attached his salary in the Leg-
islature, in the hope that the want of funds might
induce him to remove the ban,

It is the impression among the public generally
that, if the quarrel be not compromised, the Masons
will prove too strong for the Bishop, and, as the
attachment of the Portenos is probably stronger for
their “Benevolent Societies” than for the Romish
religion—which more than one-half of them do not
sincerely believe in—the result of this quarrel
may be separation of Church and State, g0 necessa-
ry for the prosperity of the Buenos Ayrean people
and the placing  of "the Church of Rome upon the
same footing with other religious bodies.  Until
such a change is made, Buenos Ayres can never
hope to emulate the advancement of the United
States.

This is the history of the affair as published inthe
papers of the day, and it bids fair to cause as much
excitement in South America as the Mortara case
has in Europe.
