An effort is soon to be made to secure important
modifications in the Rules of the House of Repre-
sentatives, with a view to facilitating action upon
public business, and especially upon the bills of pri-
vate claimants upon the Government. Sowe reform
of this sort has long been needed. The calendars
are loaded down with private bills which have been
pending year after year, and upon the success of
which many a widow and orphan is depending for
the means of support; yet it seems almost impossi-
ble to get them taken up for consideration, while
Congress finds abundant time for a ten-day holiday
recess,

Our Government policy and practice constitute a
strange anomaly. Following the maxim that ‘“the
King can do no wrong,” we deny the citizen the
privilege of bringing suit against the Government,
compelling bim to seck justice by petition to Con-
gress, and then when he comes here, he issubjected,
as a general rule, to vexations, expensive and ruin-
ous delays, scarcely equalled in a Court of Chance-
ry. Nor has he any certainty that his case will be
decided upon its merits; for it is no uncommon
event that a claim having little basis in justice is
taken up promptly and favorably decided, through
the efforts of some influential parties or other—
while another, about which there should be no hes-
itation, is made the victim of secret malevolence,
and either defeated or delayed until the claimant
sinks under the weight of lnngdeferred hope. Any
man who has spent a few years in Washington can
look back upon many a case sadly illustrating this
declaration.

We need the adoption of some system which shall
be uniform in its o) Fernuon and always just—some
National Court of Equity, to which every man may
come with equal confidence, that he will succeed if
right, and without any hupe of success unless his
case has true merit. This is what the Court of
Claims is, theoretically, but practically is not, for
after a =u|(nr therein’ hns gone through the Court
and won his case with ever so much labor and ex-
pense, he is again compelled to go into the halls of
Congress and fight bis way against as many obsta-
cles as though he had never moved in the matter

The Mexican news seems to be a little muddy.—
The agents at New Orleans of the Mexican Lega-
tion in this city telegraph the receipt of news
announcing the decisive rout of DecoLrApo and the
capture of Guadalaxara; while the general despatch
containing the Tennessee’s news from Vera Cruz
contains not the least allusion to any such facts-
nor has the State Department to this hour an
intelligence of the sort except that derived th rong{
Mexican sources. But the fact as telegraphed to
the Mexican Legationis of less importance than
the conclusions accompanying it, which anticipated
the immediate overthrow of the Liberals, nnd the
complete triumph of the Zuloaga or Church party.
It is safe to say that no specific facts, justifying any
such conclusions, could have been brought to New
Orleans by the Tennessee, without bem,iI generally
known,—for, whileitis well known that the rumor of
an important battle always comes in advance of the
details, when the left Yera Cruz there

not appear o have been the least

rumor afloat in regnrd to an ongngement involv-
ing such results. Decorravo may have been

beaten, and Guadalaxara captured by Mira-
smoN—but the latest public advices are that the
victory was with DEGorrApo, who repulsed Mar- |
quez; and it is hardly prnb.\hle that the Liberals |
have been so suddenly wiped out of existence as
the Mexican Legation would have us believe. 1In |
reading Mexican news—which is of exceeding inte- |
terest just at the present time—it would be well to
remember that no Mexican General was ever

known to acknowledge a defeat. On the contrary,
SaNTa ANN4, and all his predecessors and succes-
sors, were sure to send despatches, in every direc-
nun, announcing a glorious triumph of their arms,
whenever they had been in sight of an opposing
force, no matter what the result really was.

Another strange twist is developed in Nicaraguan
affairs. Jewez, the Martinez Minister, from
Nicaragua, you know has been violently opposed
to that provision of the Cass-Irisarnrr treaty which
permits the UN1Tep StaTEs to land troops to protect
the interoceanic transit, It seems that JErez now
withdraws all such objections upon the part of his
Government, and announces that Costa Rica also
does so. The reason given for this change of front
is the disccvery of the fact that England and
France will be accorded the same privilege, and
that therefore the three powers will balance and
restrain each other from an abuse of the conces-
sion proposed.

The recent remarkable gold discoveries on the
Gila river, give force to the movement for the es-
tnbhahlmnl of the Territorial Government of Ari-
zona, now making in Congress. Emigrants are
flocking into that region at the rate of a “thousand
per month, and it becomes highly important that
they should have a vigorous, prompt and strong
administration of Government, such as they can-
not enjoy under the control of New Mexico. If
the Arizona Territorial bill should fail this year,
wemay anticipate the early creation of a State
Government, and an application to Congress next
winter for the admission into the Union of the
StatE of Arizona.

Mr. J. U. Mansfield, the spiritual portrait pain-
ter, etc., publishes a long statement in the Boston
Courier, intended to throw doubt upon the state-
mentsof Mr. C. H. Collagan, but a lecture delivered
at the Melodeon by Mr. M. V. Bly, who calls him-
self an “unconsented detective medium,” together
with the proceedings during the evening, seem to
confirm the charges against Mansfield. Mr. Bly
was unable to deliver the whole of his lecture, or to
do all he promised in the way of exposures, as the
interruptions were continued, and some times two
or three were speaking at once. The Courier says
that no idea can be given of the disorder and fierce
excitement which prevailed. The police are to be
present at the succeeding lectures.
