About the same time that M. DE MOSTALEMBERT
was being tried in France, before a tribunal of
Correctional Police, for having spoken ill of the
institutions of his country?Mr. JOHN BRIGHT was
arraigned at the bar of Public Opinion in Eng-
land?upon a similar charge. In the great Speech
which that gentleman delivered, upon the subject
of Parliamentary Reform, some few months since,
and which was extensively copied at the time into
the American papers, there was nothing that we
can recollect, which was particularly new or
trange. It did not present, as we remember, one
ingle proposition, which had not, time and again,

been mooted by himself or some other champion
of the Manchester or Liberal school. Mr. HENRY
BERKELEY lias long been the steadfast and consist-
ent advocate of the Ballot, and his annual Motion
in Parliament in favor of its introduction, has al-
most come to be considered among the Standing
Orders of the session. Not less untiring or un-

successful has been Mr. Cox, of Finsbury, in his
efforts to promote the cause of Universal Suffrage.
The wish which was expressed by Mr. BRIGHT in
his Speech, that the institutions of England
mightbe made to assimilate more nearly to those
of the ONITED STATES?was, therefore, neither a

novel one nor peculiar to himself. On the con-
trary?the very importance which has been at-

tached to the utterances of the Member for
Birmingham, on the occasion alluded to

and the highly animated discussion upon the sub-
ject of American institutions, to which his Speech
has given rise in the English papers, are sufficient
indications, in themselves, that such are the senti-
ments of no inconsiderable or uninfluontial body
ofpersons. Therefore it is, that so many of the
principal journals have lately contained leading
articles controverting the propositions of Mr.BRIGHT,
and criticizing unfavorably the government and
institutions of the UNITED STATES, ?that Members
of Parliament, in Addresses to their Constituents,
have reviewed his arguments at length,?and that
Noble Lords, even, have chosen them, as a subject
for lectures before Workingmen's Institutes and
Popular Lyceums. To this latter class of produc-
tions belongs the discourse delivered before
the "Hull Literary and Philosophical Society,"
by the Right Hon. the Earl of CARLISLE, better
known perhaps, in this country, by his former
title of Lord MORPETH. His Lordship, it willbe
remembered, has been in this country and may he
Drestimed, therefore, to know something of our
institutions, of which he has given in this lecture,
a by no means flattering representation. After
reading to the Society from liis published "Travels
"in America," his Lordship is reported to have

spoken as follows;
"Sow, however, that I am not speaking from the hook

or from the printed page hut to living men and women,
and in reference to the actual hour, I must permit myself
to say ttiat almost everything that I have heard or read
concerning the United States since the period of my visithas not, on the whole, tended to an increase of my admi-
ration of their public proceedings, or to move favorable
and sanguine anticipations of their coming destiny. On
the contrary. I cannot but feel that many of the failures
and draw backs at which I venture to hint have come out,
as time wears on, with greater frequency and with deeper
ahade. The bickering animosity of classes; the jealousy
and hatred of the respective geographical divisions; the?pirit of political selr-seeking and corruption; the loose-ness and dishonesty of commercial operations; the high
handed ruffianism of the outlying uistricts; the lust of
territorial aggrandisement; the disinclination of the more
polished, refined and upright portion or the citizens to
take any prominent part in public affairs; the absence of
fair play in the deliberations of the Congress, and of dig-
nity and independence on the judicial bench; but above
all, the Intensity and ferocity which gather round every
face on the portentous question of Slavery, appear to me
to have assumed more terrifying, increasing and menac-
ing proportions.

"Insuch a state of things I certainly cannot feel more
inclined to see my own countrymen exchange the form of
government, the institutions, or the frame of society
which they possess for those of the great American Re-
public." [Cheers }

Now?upon the conclusion to which the Noble
lecturer has come, as stated in the last paragraph
we have quoted, we do not propose to comment.
In our own observations heretofore, upon the po-
sition assumed by Mr. BRIGHT, we have expressed
with perfect frankness our decided doubts as to
the expediency of even that partial and gradual
"Americanization' - of English institutions, which
he proposes. Independently of any personal
interest which, as a member of the aristocracy,
Lord CARLISLE may have, in the preservation and
perpetuation of the power and influence of his
order, we believe that in the repugnance which
he manifests to exchanging "the form of govern-
"ment?the institutions, or the frame of society"
under which Englishmen now live, as they have
lived for centuries past?"for those of the great
"American Republic"?there is both wisdom and
good sense. tVe greatly question?particularly
after our own domestic experience in that behalf?-
the advantage either of frequent Elections, or of
an Elective Judiciary. 'We are quite sure that the
great mass of the English people are wholly un-
prepared for the blessings of Universal Suffrage,
although we believe that, practically speaking, they
already exist in England?at least to as large an

extent as in Baltimore. Neither can we
honestly recommend for imitation by the
English Parliament the morals or the
manners of our own legislative bodies. Upon all
these points, we apprehend, that our verdict would
be the same as that of the Earl of CARLISLE. But
while we believe that we are not insensible to the
real defects of our own institutions, we are not

willing that they should he made responsible for
evils for which they are in nowise justly chargea-
ble. We may admit that they are not what we

ourselves would wish, or Mr. BRIGHT, at
a distance of three thousand miles, may
imagine them to be?but they are, by no means,
so bad as Lord CARLISLE has painted them. Some
?in fact, nearly all?of the evils which he has laid
to their charge, may and do exist under any and all
forms of government, and under a democratic
form, perhaps, less than any. Such, for example,
is the case with that "bickering animosity of
"classes" which stands first in his catalogue of
charges against this country, and which all history
shows to be greatest, not where the distinction be-
tween classes is, ?as with us, only that natural and
fortuitous one which is created by disparity of
gifts or fortune, ?but where it is an artificial and
impassible harrier established by law. The very
apology which, in a subsequent portion of his lec-
ture, Lord CARLISLE felt constrained to make for
this frank avowal of his sentiments, was in itself
an admission that the "animosity of classes" is
not entirely unknown in England. He says?

"I am aware that what I have just taken the liberty to
?ay may be subject to tome suspicion, because it is not to
be concealed that it comes from one of the terrible aristoc-
racy to whose account we have heard, from high authori-
ty, are to Tie laid all the wai-s in which the country has
been engaged since the Revolution of 1688. Now I fairly
?ay, if I believed that to be the case, I should at once be a
democrat; but I believe that the truth is very nearly the
reverse."

So too?the "jealousy and hatred of the re-
spective geographical divisions''?to which Lord
CARLISLE next alludes?is clearly not attributable
to political causes, nor to the effect of political in-
stitutions?being, as he himself confesses,
"geographical" in its origin. Such animosities
may and do exist as frequently under a monarchi-
cal as under a democratical form of government.

No degree of sectional hate or jealousy known in
this country, has ever equalled in intensity
that which existed between "the respective geo-

graphical divisions" of England and Wales, for
centuries after the conquest of the latter?which
has only recently died out along the Borders and in
the Highlands of Scotland?and which at this day,
embitters the ill-assorted union of England and
Ireland. The same may be said with respect to

"the spirit of political self-seeking and corrup-
"tion"?which forms the next specification in the
Noble Lord's list of charges. It has been, we be-
lieve, the vice of courtiers, equally with dema-
gogues, and flourishes not less luxuriantly under
the bureaucracy of Russia, than the democracy of
the UNITED STATES. SO, also, "the ruffianism OF
"the outlying districts"?as the very meaning o'
the word "outlying" indicates?is properly
chargeable, not to the prevalence of any particu-
lar form of government, but to the absence of all
government. Again?"the lust of territorial ag-
grandisement" is surely not the peculiar and ex-
clusive vice of Republics, or of this country. To
borrow one more example from English history?-
it stimulated the conquests of CLIVE, equally
with those of ALEXANDER and of GENGHIS KHAN.
Such, then, are some of the charges which Lord
CARLISLE brings against us. Would that all
his strictures were as undeserved and as
easily answered. But, unhappily, such
is not the case. In some of them, un-
fortunately, there .is quite as much
truth, as there is injustice in those we have been
considering. To these?we shall take occasion to
recur? at some future period. In the meantime?-
?a will be seen from the report of his Speech?pub-
lished elsewhere in to-day's paper, and which was

delivered subsequently to Lord CARLISLE'S lecture
at Hull?Mr. BRIGHT is by no means disposed
to recede from his original position. The extract

Which we have given will doubtless be read with in-
terest?on account of the generous acknA-' '<S ment
which it contains of ? obligations under
which young America has laid old England?in
different departments of Literature, Science and
Mechanical skill. As an argument in favor of
the adoption of American institutions, we confess
that we think it is weak and inconclusive. Be-
cause England has largely borrowed from this
country in the way of practical ideas and useful
inventions, it certainly does not follow that she
should therefore copy our institutions or our
laws?any more than because the Revolver
is an American invention, it therefore follows
that her people should acquire the same proficiency
in its use, which is possessed by our own dear
native Plugs?or because the London Times
is printed on one oflloE's presses, it follows that
that journal should adopt the Editorial style of
the Baltimore American. Neither does it follow
that because the representative principle under-
lies the institutions both of England and the UNI-
TED STATES, it should therefore Vie carried to the
same extent in one country as in the other. Upon
these points?we incline to the Lord
CARLISLE is right?and Mr. BRIGHT is wrong.

THE NEW PRIEST IN CONCEPTION BAT. In two vols.

12 mo., pp. 309, 339. Boston: Phillips, Sampson

There are two ways of destroying a man's repu-

tation?one by misrepresenting his conversation,
the other by slandering his life. Novels, in which
religious controversies are conducted in the form of
dialogues between champions of opposite doctrines,
resemble the former, while those in which a creed
is assailed by a well wrought story, imputing all
manner of wicked deeds to its followers, belongs to
the latter class of evil speaking. The controversial
form, of which there are many examples is gener-
ly so silly as to he harmless. The shallow trick of
setting up just such of your adversaries arguments
as you can without difficulty knock over, is easilv
seen through. It is the old story of the artist,
trying to convince the lion of man's superiority by
showing a picture of a lion, subdued by a man.?

The other form is more insidious. A well told tale
although pure fiction, for the time at least, has and
is intended to have all the effect of a statement of
facts. If the story be capable of exciting any inte-
rest it is only because its incidents have so nearly
the form of truth as temporarily to deceive
the judgment. This, though perfectly allowable
when it is merely intended to excite the imagi-
nation, to amuse, interest, or even convey some
sound moral in the form of fiction, becomes, when
it is made the vehicle of an assault upon a faith bv
representing its priests as guilty of indictable offen-
ces, and its people as invariably ignorant and
ruffianly,?to speak plainly, very much like mali-
cious lying. "The new Priest in Conception Bay,"
is a work of this class. It is a story of Newfound-
land, the object of which seems to be to exalt the
Church of England by viliifying the Church of
Rome. The plot is briefly as follows: A married
man with a lovely wife and several children be-
comes a priest in the Catholic Church, and of
course parts with his family. All this occurs prior
to the beginning of the tale which opens at Peter-
port, a small fishing village on the coast of New
foundland, where the wife appears in the character
of a beautiful, mourning widow, with one child,
the others having died, and the husband in the per-
son of the "new Priest." There were two other
priests, Fathers Terrence and Nicholas, the one
a good matured and simple Irishman, the other the
villain of the story. There is moreover a good old
fisherman with a lovely daughter, who is so unhap-
py as to get into bad odor with the Catholics, be-
cause a young man designed for the priesthood
falls in love with her, declining holv orders in con-
sequence. The fisherman's daughter, becomes gre-
viously sick, and when, after lingering long at the
very gates of death, she begins to come round, in a
moment of delerium, during the absence
of her nurse, escapes from the house
and is not seen again at Peterport for a long time.
It afterwards appears that she, naturally enough
took the direction of the home of her lover?whose
family were Catholics?and there by a combination
between an old Irish hag and father Nicholas and
some nuns?she was carried off?in a punt to a nun-
nery. From this place she makes her escape after
a few days, and mysteriously gets aboard of the
"Spring Bird," a brig which has jnst left Peter-
port for Madeira and a market. Appearing here in
the midst of a fog, she is taken for a ghost, and has
a handspike thrown at her head by a sailor?but is
soon, however, recognized and made much of.

In the mean time, the seeming widow and the
new Priest have frequent interviews, which she
presses on him and he at first declines; but he soon
becomes violently excited by an aspersion uttered
against the fair fame of Lis wife by father Nicholas,
who had met her, before her arrival on the island.
After this he slackens in his zeal, and finally makes
up his mind to abandon the priesthood, join the
church of England, and resume his marital duties.
He accomplishes all but the last, which he is pre-
vented from by losing his way and bis life in
a snow storm. Father Nicholas is indicted and
tried for the murder of the fisherman's daughter,
and is acquitted by a failure of evidence. Then hedisappears and other naughty things of his doing
are discovered. Then the fisherman's daughter re-
turns from her vogage very much improved
in flesh, is received with distinction, and in
time marries the young gentleman aforesaid,
who has like the new Priest, joined
"The Church," and become a minister therein.

In fact all the decent people, who are not mem-
bers at the start, join "The Church" before we are
done with them?while all the knaves and fools are
left to Rome. There is another nice young lady
Miss Fanny Dare, whose principle office seems to
be to uphold the widowed wife?she is rewarded
for her constancy?by being happily married to a
gentleman described "as one between whom and
herself an engagement had been formed several
years before," which is all we know about him.

Notwithstanding the absurdity of the story?and
the unwarrantable mode of attacking a religion to
which the author is opposed, the book is worth
reading for its apparrently faithful delineations of
the Bcenes and manners of a very strange corner of
the globe. It shows such powers of description,
such command of good English?and such a happy
faculty of presenting the peculiarities of dialect of
his characters, includinga very good specimen of
T ankee?that we are inclined to suspect it to be
the production of the distinguished author of "the
life and adventures of a clock pedlar."

[FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.]
'WASHINGTON, Dec. 30, 1858.

The news of a revolution in Cuba is now very
generally pronounced here, to be a canard of the
first order?a fit mate for the gorgeous account of
the battle of Slievegannon, with which a New
Tork journal some years ago tickled tbe fancy of
its Irish American readers. The State Department
has advices to-day, to the 24th inst., from our Con-
sul at Havana, who makes not the slightest refer-
ence to any trouble in the Island, present or antici-
pated. A rumor was afloat yesterday evening, to
the effect that our Government had been looking
for news of a revolutionary movement in Cuba for
gome time past, which, iftrue, would give seeming
importance to the statement alleged to have been
brought to New Orleans, from Havana. lam as-
sured at the State Department, however, in the
most unequivocal terms, that there is not the least
foundation for it, and that the whole story of a
revolution is looked upon by tbe Administration as
in the last degree absurd.

Despatches received to-day from Nicaragua con-
firm the news, which I gave you yesterday, an-
nouncing that that Government and the Govern-
ment of Costa Rica had withdrawn their principal
objection to the CASS-IKISAKRI treaty. Thisisunder
stood to have been done under the joint advice of
England and France. There would seem, therefore,
to be little doubt that this treaty will soon be tin

fait accompli, and that under "it the Nicaragua
transit-route may be opened and maintained; pro-
vided the speculation will pay, and the transit
speculators can come to some terms among them-
selves, which will keep their hands froui eachothers throats?of which there is doubt.Speculations in regard to the relative strength
in the House of Representatives?of the free and the
slave States, after the apportionment to be basedon the Census of 1860 shall have been made?areindulged in already by politicians of both sections.
Some of their calculations certainly do not scein
to be justified by such data as w'e have, and the
public mind is in danger of being led astray upon
this subject. There is a mode, however, by which
we arrive at an estimate approaching very nearly
to accuracy. The representation of the two sec-
tions on the present House of Representatives is
divided thus: Representatives from the Free States
146; representatives from the Slave States, 9<L

Now, if we take the last popular vote in each of
the free States as the basis of a calculation in which
to estimate the population therein, adopting the
same ratio as under the last census, we get an ap-
proximate idea of the actual increase of strength in
the free States during the last eight years. This
detailed estimate can only be made with respect to

the free States, because the slave element which
enters into the representation of the Southern States
cannot be estimated with any degree of accuracy.
But, the increase of representation of the free States
once ascertained, in detail, of course we are able to
get at the aggregate representation which is likely
to fall to the slave States under the next apportion-
ment.

An estimate of the population of the several free
States, based upon the last popular vote in each,
and allowing five and a half citizens to each vote,

fives such a sum total that it will be necessary to
x the ratio of representation at one Representative

to every 110,000 inhabitants, instead of 93,000, the
present rate?if the£whole number of Representa-
tives is to be kept at 233 as now. This would give
New Hampshire 4 members, ?a gain of one; Massa-
chusetts 10?a loss of one; Rhode Island I?a loss of
one; New York 36?again of two; New Jersey 6
a gain of one; Pennsylvania 27?a gain of two;
Indiana 14?again of three; Illinois 15?a gain of
six; Michigan 7?a gain of three; lowa i?a gain of

three; Wisconsin 7, a gain of four; California 6
a gain of four.

The account would then stand thus:
Representatives of Free States, -----155
Leaving for Representatives of Slave States, - 78
and showing a gain of nine members to the free
States, and a loss of twelve to the slave States.?
From this calculation I exclude Minnesota, which
it is supposed, will have three members after 1860,
but in which no State vote has yet been had in any
general election. On the other hand, the ratio of
five and a half inhabitants to each voter is entirely
too large in California, as her population doubt-
less contains more voters without families than is
the case in any other State of the Union. The pro-
babilities are that under the census of 1860, she will
not be entitled to more than three Representatives,
ifindeed more than two.

The subject of the next census is now agitating
in Congress?some members being infavor of allow-
ing it to be taken under the Census Act of 1848,
and others desiring to limit the work to a mere
enumeration of the people of the country, exclud-
ingthe collection of vital statistics and statistics of
trade, commerce, manufactures, products of thesoil, etc. These statistics are unquestionably of
great value, if promptly compiled and put into form
for use. But portions of them collected in 1850 are
still in the hands of the compilers, and it is even
said that five years additional time will be required
for their publication. Congress should put a limit
upon this sort of thing, and provide that any tables
not ready for publication within a given time, say
two years after the taking of the census, should be

rejected.

The Boston Gazette notices the trial of a new in-
vention for walking on the water, by a gentleman
named Rowland, recently from Australia. One of
our corps had an invitation to witness it. The appa-
ratus consists of two small boats, with submerged
machinery for propulsion, which, as a patent is ap-
plied for, our reporter was not permitted to see.?
The inventor tested the machine himself, and proved
(as we thought) its entire adaptability to its object,
which is practically a useful one. He intends to
use it for wild fowl shooting on the lakes, creeks
and ponds which they frequent. By covering the
machine with branches of trees, the flocks of fowl
can be safely approached by the sportsman, and de-
struction dealt among theni from a quarter whence
they would not apprehend it. Mr. Rowland's in-
vention is an ingenious one, and can be propelled at
a rate of speed faster than a man can walk.
