Mr. WILSON'S substitute was then rejected.

Mr. JONES, of Tenn., moved to lay the amend-

87. The amendment was rejected by yeas 54, nays
69.

Without transacting any business of general in-
terest the House adjourned.

FANNY KEMBLR AND THK MOUNT VERNON FUND. ?

The New Yorjf correspondent of the Buffalo Adver-
tiser gives Jhe following gossip under date of Jan. 7:

A Committee of Ladies from the Mount Vernon
Association waited upon the lady of her apartments
at the St. Denis Hotel, one morning of this week, to
solicit the proceeds of one of her Shaksperian read-
ings in aid of the Monument Fund. The case was
very elaborately stated by the Chairman of the
Committee, and the "last of the Kembles," after
hearing all that was to be heard, drew herself up to
the entire longitude of her magnificent proportions,
and said, with a frown :

"Ladies, I respect your motives, but have no tol-
eration for the means you are resorting to, to per-
petuate the memory of George Washington. If
your country is too poor, too mean, or too ungrate-
ful to take upon itself, through the National Legis-
lature, so obvious a duty, better that Mount Ver-
non be sold for a cattle inarket, than that it should
be purchased by the proceeds of charity balls, Hash
newspapers and quack doctors. My humble abili-
ties are at your service, but with the proviso, that,
whatever amount of money they may yield, it shall
be presented to Congress as the first donation, to
enable them to discharge a duty, which ought to
be discharged by them, or not at all."

Machen F.sq
William P. Preston, Esq.. for the defence.State vs. Peter Corrie, indicted for the murder of policeofficer Robert M. Rigdon. by shooting him with a pistol

ou the sth of November last.
[The prisoner's mother, sister, aunt and three brothers

were present in Court yesterday. His mother sat withher face veiled and appeared to tie much affected.]
?In the opening of the Court yesterday morning Jud"ePrice inquired whether there was any gentleman upon

tile jury who had not been naturalized.
The jurors replied that there were none.Mr. Maclien then went before tlie jury and explained tothem the different grades of murder, and what constitutedmurder in the first degree, as explained in the books. Hethen referred to the indictment, and said that it chargedthe prisoner at the bar with the killing of Robert M. Rig

don, and also with being present, aiding and abetting inthe shooting with Marion Cropps. Mr. Maclien thenstated that iu the eye of the law the person who was pres-ent, aiding and abetting, was just at guilty us that onewho had fired the shot. That if the State would showthat Peter Come was present at the scene of the murder,he was guilty ofmurder in the first degree, and that verdiet was expected from them by the State. Mr. Maclienthen related all the circumstances connected with theshooting of Rigdon, and the part taken in that mur-der by Peter Corrie. Mr. Maclien recapitulated all that
he had said inopening the case of Marion Cropps.
lf^|, er *'ie c °ncl :sion ofMr. Machen's opening address,
Mr. Preston arose and said :

Mr. Preston said that if the course usually pursued incapital cases involving the life ofa prisoner had been fol-lowed in this case, he would not he compelled to trouhie the court with any remarks at this time. He must
ask to he allowed to express his astonishment, that onewhole hour had been occupied by the adjunct couqsel for
the State, not in making a statement to the juryof the
facts connected with the case which they expected toprove, but in arguing points of l .w anil instructing the
Jury what they had to do, before one word of testimony
had been elicited.

In the whole course ofliis practice at tlie bar, which was
commenced perhaps when the assistant State's officer wasinhis cradle, he had never seen such a course pursued
and would assert that it was not tiie regular course. Hethen alluded to the murder of Rigdon, and said he con-sidered it a most foul and horrible crime; hut the Statemust show the connection of this prisoner with that affairby evidence, and the jurywere to determine that canneclion themselves.

This murder has been alluded to by the State's officeras occurring at a memorable era in the cityof Baltimore;
at a time when we found bands of men leagued together!
committing throughout thecoramunity crimes of every
grade and character. We find this?and we also willfindhereafter, that these hands of inen are mere tools and
dupes in tlie hands ofdesigning tricksters, who to gratify
their own ambition and gain high places, stoop to anvmeans to attain their ends, and when raised to the po-
sitions to which they have aspired, wrap themselves intheir panoply ofpower and turn with scorn upon the poor
dupes whom they have led to crime.

Mr. Preston said that the proposition advanced by tlieState, that because one man was guilty of the murder,
and that tlie other being present was also guilty, was afallacy; and he would, at tlie proper time, fullyargue this
point before the jury. He then said that although drunkenneks was no excuse for crime, yet it enters duly intothe consideration of tlie jury, and has its wei"htwith them in making up their verdict; it was "an
element to be considered, because the mind was not sostaid and well balanced as in a state of sobriety! andhad not that malice at heart which constituted tlie'criineofmurder in tlie first degree.

Mr. Preston said tlie defence would prove, withoutdoubt, that the malice of the heart, which in a case of
murder makes it the highest grade of crime, never for
once entered into the bosom of tlie unfortunate prisoner.
The State cannot show by evidence tlie combination lie
tween Cropps and Corrie; they must establish some pre-
vious evil intent; they must establish premeditated mal
ice, before the jury could render a verdict of guilty undertlie indictment.

Mr. Preston occupied over an hour in the delivery ofhis
speech, which was marked by much ability and legal
learning.

After tlie conclusion of Mr. Preston's remarks. Mr.Cittings asked him if he would admit tlie plats of tlie to '
cality of the murder to be correct, without the State be-
ing under the necessity ofagain calling Mr. Bryson to thestand. Mr. Preston replied that he admitted tnem to lie
correct cheerfully, and would also consent that the evidence of Dr. Fernandis should be read to the jurywithout
recalling the Doctor.

Cropps was not drunk, but that Corrie had been drink-ing; was at the examination before tlie Mayor; was not
present when Corrie made his statement to the Mayor; was
not one of tlie officers entrusted with tlie warrant issuedfor the arrest of Cropps; witness testified before the Coraner that when Corrie came up to him and Rigdon at
Blank's, lie said he was firm the country; the day wasmisty and in the night there was a drizzling rain; wit-ness did not testify that he went to the cigar store twice;
only went to one place for cigars, that was Myers'; did
not testify that Corrie said "Gamlirill is innocent, Rig-
don;" testified as he did here aboht that; did not knowCoirie; was not sworn before the Mayor, merely made astatement to him ofwhat witness had seen; have been on
the police about two years: knew Cropps three or four
years; never associated with him; spoke to him;
never was on any excursions with him.

Judge Price?"A little more expedition Mr. Preston."
Mr. Preston?"l will assure you, sir, that I will not

consume one moment of time more than is necessary."
\\ itness continued?Rigdon's expression to Cropps

was. "You have been square as any of tlie boys who
knock around."

By Mr. Gittings?Corrie was dressed in dark clothes andhad on a glazed cap; think that is the man; (pointing to
tlie prisoner); the man witness took to the watch housethat night, with officer Cook, was the man who was witliCropps.

James W. Strong, sworn.?Tliis witness related that onthe night of the murder he was standing witliothers in
front of Cudney's saloon talking, when officers Rigdon
and Stinchcomb came up and the conversation turned
upon Gambrill's trial; Cropps and Corrie came up and
talked also: Rigdon, Stinchcomb and another officer startedoff up towards Cove street; Cropps and Corrie followedand Cropps crouched down by an awning post, pointing
something towards the officers, which he thought was a
pistol, but lie could not see more than three inchesf thebarrel; lie then with the others went into Cudney's; in
about an hour afterwards he heard tlie report ot the pistol;
Cropps and Corrie came into Cudney's and sang a song
and took a drink; Cropps then went back and commenced
to talk to Mr. Rotlirock.

Mr, I'reston.?'*l object to this going to the jury as
evidence; Corrie took no part in that interview."

Mr. Gittings, said the State could offer this as evidence,
because the acts or expressions of one of these men, beforethe murder, was evidence against the other.Mr Preston replied that the proposition advanced bythe State was not law, and could not be sustained by any
decisions.

Judge Price ruled that the evidence could he admitted.
Witness continued?Cropps went back and said some

thing to Rotlirock, and Cropps pulled something out.which witness took to be a pistol; sometime after they
went out, witness heard the report of the pistol; witness
then related what he saw, after he heard the report; his
testimony being the same as in Cropps' case.

Mr. Gittings.? u You say you could not tell what kindof a weapon Cropps had that night."
Witness.?"No sir; I thought it was a boh tail."
Mr. Gittings.?"Well tell us what a boh tail is."Witness.?"lt is a gun or musket withthe barrel cut

off."
It being five o'clock, the Court adjourned until this

morning at ten o'clock, when the cross-examination of
the last witness willhe commenced.

[COURT APPOINTMENT. ?Judge Price has appointed
u m. S. Keech, Esq., standing commissioner to take testi
mony in chancery cases, in the place of A. W. Machen,
Esq., resigned.

GREAT BRITAIN.
The London Times, in a leader on the question of

the right of search, thinks the only way out of
the difficulty is a declaration that the slave trade is
piracy. This, however, the Americans willnot do,
and the French willnot do. Thus, therefore, we
go on wasting the precious lives of English sailors
upon the coast of Africa, where one rescued negro
cannot be shown as a set off against ten dead Eng-
lishmen, where our impotent force has become a
mockery, and our blind and useless zeal a jest.

The honors which were being paid to the royal
midshipman at every port entered by the Euryalus
had awakened a strong protest from the English
press, and a generally expressed desire that he
should be treated as a simple midshipman.

The affair of the steamer Washington, at Nicara-
gua, had given rise to editorials in the English
press.

Mrs Augusta A. Rigdon, sworn.?Am the widow of
Robert M. Rigdon, reside at 468 West Baltimore street, onthe north side of the street; on Friday evening the sth
ofNovember, a man came into the store and asked wit
ness for net undershirts ; witness told him she had nonet shirts, but she had some of Canton flannel; this man
was the prisoner at the bar ; he then asked for some sockswhich witness shew him ; he said he did not want any
then but would come again ; during this time he was
moving towards the door between the rooms ; he then
went out and in a few minutes my husband was a corpse;
[the plats of the house where the murder was committedand the plats of different localities in the neighbor-
hood were here shown to the jury] the window is
two panes of glass wide; husband was standing
witli his back against the mantle piece, witlihis left side towards the window, about four feet off; witness was sitting on tlie right side ofher husband; husband
came home about 8 o'clock, had been in the house from
fifteen to twenty five minutes; husband was sitting in tlie
corner of the room first; he crossed then to the mantelpiece; Corrie looked into the back room; lie kept lookingthat way all the time; Corrie and Rigdon were in sight ofeach other, if they both had good eye-sight; husband took
tea at home that night, and went out with officer Stinch-comb; he came in about eight o'clock; an old man namedButts, a neighbor, came in after Rigdon came home aniltalked with Rigdon; Butts was bareheaded and in hisshirt sleeves.

The Times, after recounting the features of the
case, concludes as follows:

"We may remark that this style of communica-
tion, in which at every difficulty war is denounced,
reflects 110 credit on American good sense and can-
not even give them any real reputation for courage.
A collision between the armed forces of England
and America would be an event fraught with terri-
ble consequences, and perhaps a long and bloody
war would be carried on in the most ferocious spirit,
with the ruin of a vast trade, and a check to the
progress ot both hemispheres would be the result.
A struggle between two such people would bring
into play animosities which would be all the more
bitter for relationship. To be continually talking
of war is a proof that a nation lias not weighed its
consequences. We who have experience of it and
who, as history proves, do not shrink from it when
it is necessary, have learned not to take in vain the
name of "the God of Battle."

Mr. Preston saiil lie had no questions to ask the wit-ness.
The testimony of Dr. Fornandis, which was given onthe trial of Cropps, was then read to the juryby Mr. Gittings.
Officer Benjamin Hough, sworn.?Am a police officerand was acquainted with officer Kigdon; witness heardthe shot fired; it was a heavy report as if the report of agun; witness was at the Station house 011 Green streetwhen he heard the shot; witness then went to Kigdon'shouse and saw Rtgdon lying inthe agonies of death; wit-ness searched the yard and alley of Kigdon's house- wit-

ness found this pistol laying inthe alley near the small
window; [the pistol found in Kigdon's yardsliown by witnes;;] witness found the pistol about an hour after Rig
don's death. Witness then related to the jury the posi-
tion in which the pistol was laying when found, and
reiterated all he had said when giving his testimony on
the trial of Cropps.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston ?lt had been raining
or drizzling during the day; the pistol appeared to have
been laid carefully down: witness went into the alley
from the yard door; the alley gate was not fastened; wit-
ness pulled itopen and then shut it; the gate opened easil.v; it was about an hour after Kigdon's death when wit-
ness found the pistol; there was time enough for a person
to come in the alley and lay a pistol there; witness did
not examine the alley when he first went to Rigdon's
house; all who were in Rigdon's appeared to come
through the front door; witness don't recollect whether
the yard door was fastened or not; the pistol was laying
with the muzzle a littleraised, across the alley at an an-
gle with the wall of the house; witness could not say ifthere was a bolt on the gate; witness has been on the
police six years; am a sergeant; have no particular beat;attend to the whole district; had known Cropps by sight
for four years; Corrie was pointed out to witness in the
entry of the Court House, near Court House lane.

By Mr. Gittings.?The gate opens inward; the gate was
not entirely shut; itwas not square with the street; did
not notice whether the gate would swing to or not.

Officer Franklin Dennison, sworn.?Witness saw Cropps
and Corrie on the evening of the murder between fiveand six o'clock pass through the Lexington market, at the
corner of Green street; they went up Green street as far
as Mulberry street; witness noticed something in Cropp ssleeve; witness corroborated his testimony given on thetrial of Cropps.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?Witness can't exactly
state the time he saw Cropps and Corrie; did not look at
his watch; witness' beat starts from the corner of Paca andFranklin streets, then down Paca to Lexington, downLexington to Pearl, up Pearl to Franklin, and then up
Franklin to Paca; Corrie and Cropps came from towards
Baltimore street; they passed witness on the same side ofthe street; they passed up Green street and when they got
to Mulberry street they turned towards Paca street, wit-
ness thinks; witness is certain that it was Cropps who
passed him; Corrie was nearer to witness than Cropps;
witness had heard of the verdict and also heard that anattempt had been made to rescue Gambrill; he heard thisbefore he saw Cropps and Corrie; the corner of Mulberry
and Green street is about five squares distant from Rig
don's house; don't recollect the state of the weather thatday.

By Mr. Gittings.?Corrie had on a glazed cap.
By Mr. Preston.?Witness don't think he had his um-brella with him that night.
Officer John McDonald, sworn.?On the night of the sthofNovember last, was standing on the corner of Baltimore

and Paca streets, conversing with three gentlemen; heard
a noise; thought itcame from an omnibus; Cropps andCorrie came along and passed; Corrie then turned andsaid, "who says murder in the first degree;" Cropps then
turned back; witness said what was the matter; Cropps
said they had Gambrill in the watch-house; they then
went offacross Paca street; witness followed them across
and when near the curb-stone, one of them said, "some
of you will get murder in the first degree, to-niglit;" they
went down Baltimore street to Green street; witness fol-
lowed them, and watched them off and on for an hour and
a half. [Witness then repeated his testimony given in
Cropps' case, describing the different localities where he
had seen Cropps and Corrie together before Rigdon was
shot.] Cropps appeared to be more in a hurry than Cor-
rie, on the corner of Paca street; it is the impression of
witness that Corrie said "who says murder in the first de-
gree;" to the best of witness'recollection, Corrie said it

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?The persons on the
eorner ofPaca and Baltimore streets, were the two Messrs.
Welsh and Mr. Kaylor.

Mr. Preston here desired the Clerk to issue subpoenas
for the Messrs. Welsh to testify in the case for the de-
fence.

Witness continued.?Witness'beat starts from the cor-ner of Green and Baltimore,down Green to Pratt, eastward-
lyalong Pratt street to Eutaw, then north to Baltimore
street, then west to Green street; when witness saw Corrie
and Cropps first, it was about six o'clock; the only houses
witness saw them go in were Cherry's and Cloud's, a
cigar store and a tavern; Cropps went from the corner of
Paca street first, Corrie lagged behind: the lamps were
lit; itwas a hazy night, a Scotch mist; next saw them on
the northwest corner of Pearl and Baltimore sts ; witness
was then on the southwest corner of Green and Baltimore;
they then came to Porter's corner on the northwest corner
of Green and Baltimore; they then crossed over to Per-
kin's corner, and went down Baltimore street, westwardly.
and passed Thomas' store

By Mr. Gittings.?Witness saw them so many times, it
would be impossible to say how many times, or at what
points he did see them.

It being now 2 o'clock the Court took a recess of three
quarters of an hour.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
On the reassembling of the Court the examination of the

witnesses for the State was resumed.
Adam Kaylor, sworn.?Was on the corner of Baltimore

and Paca streets on the evening of the murder; was in
company with the Messrs. Welsh and officer McDonald;
know Marion Cropps; saw him at the corner with another
man; witness asked one of the Messrs. Welsh about the
verdict in the Gambrill case; these men then passed us,
and one man came back and said "who said murder in the
first degree;" Cropps came back and then officer McDonald
came across to the corner and askeil what was the matter;
witness did not hear what was said then; Cropps then
passed on and said to the other "come on;" as they crossed
the street, McDonald turned to go after them, and as he
went off McDonald said, "There is something out."

Mr. Gittings.?"You say that one man came up and
said, -who s- idmurder in the first degree,' now tell the
jurywhat was the tone and manner in which this was
said?"

Mr. Preston.?"l object to the question. The witness
can give the facts that such and a thing was said, and
what was said, but I object to the witness giving his
opinion about the tone and manner in which it was
said."

Judge Price.?"The witness may describe the tone and
manner, it is competent to go to the jury."

Witness continued.?The tone and manner of the per-
son who came up first was very threatening, so much so
that witness put himself on the defensive, in case things
should come to the worst.

Mr. Gittings.?"The witness is with you, Mr. Preston "

Mr. Preston.?"l have 110 questions to ask the witness."
Officer Stinchcomb, sworn.?On the day of the murder

ofßigdon, witness and Rigdon were together about 5
o'clock; tlieyparted at that time aud witness went home
to get supper; witness went down to Rigdon's. and he and
witness then went up the street to get some cigars; when
near Cudney's saloon we halted to talk to some young
men, and while standing there Cropps and Corrie came
up; the conversation was about Gambrill's trial; Corrie
here said, "By G-d, Gamln-ill's an innocent man;" Rigdon
then went off; officer Freeman then came along and wit-
ness followed them; Rigdon and witness then went into
Myers' cigar store; after they came out, they crossed Bal-
timore street at Fremont; witness saw Cropps and Corrie
standing on the corner of Fremont street; Rigdon and wit-
ness then went down Baltimore street as far as Blank's
tavern; we went inthere; as we started to come out wit-
ness was ahead and as he stepped to the pavement, he
saw Corrie dodge behind the projection of Blank's house;
witness pushed Rigdon back; Corrie then came across the
cellar door to where witness was; Rigdon then came out
and Cropps came up. Witness here stated the conversa
tion and the expressions made use of by Cropps and Corrie
in front ofBlank's house, which were given by him in his
evidence on Cropps' trial, and also reiterated 'all that he
had said on the former trial.

Cross-examined hy Mr. Preston.?Witness' beat extends
from the corner ofPearl street and Baltimore to Cove, up
Cove toLexington, down Lexington to Pearl, down Pearl
to Baltimore?Rigdon's house was in witness' beat; was
examined before the Coroner's jury; witness there testi-
fied that when Corrie and Cropps came up one of themsaid, "How goes the trial;" did not testify that Corrie was
standing a short distance from Blank's, or that he was
fumbling with something; witness testified there that

The result of the investigation was not
deemed satisfactory to the government, and a gov-
ernment oflicial was specially delegated to watch
the proceedings.

The investigation in Belfast was progressing.?
The counsel for the prisoners protested against the
examination taking place in the common jail and
withdrew from the case in consequence, leaving theprisoners undefended.

The close of the year had occasioned an extremely
active demand for money for short periods, and 'i]4
per cent, was occasionally paid for loans on Gov-
ernment securities, while in the open discount mar-
ket the terms were rather above the Banks' minimum.
The pressure was not likely to last beyond the Ist
inst., when numerous payments would be made on
Government account. The funds had been dull.

Messrs. Percheline & Co., worsted spinners at
Sprague, had stopped with liabilities of £BO,OOO,
and Mr. P. Hoppe, oil merchant at Antwerp, had
suspended.

The ship Kent had reached London from Mel-
bourne, with £390,000 in gold.

LATEST.
LONDOX, Saturday.?The quarterly revenue re-

turns published to-day show an increase of receipts
for the quarter over the same time last quarter of
one million one hundred and twenty-five thousand
four hundred and ninety-six pounds. The year
shows a net increase of four millions one hundred
and three thousand three hundred and forty-seven
pounds , which is more than accounted for by the
reduction in income tax.

The Timet' City Article, dated Friday evening,
congratulates the country on the hopeful appea-
rance of matters at the opening of the year, as con-
trasted with last January, and predicts a calm
money market for the year.

There was more demand for discount at the Bank
on Friday than on any previous day throughout the
year.

In the Stock Exchange there was a better supply,
and loans were again obtainable at two and a half
per cent.

The funds opened at the depressed quotations of
Thursday, and experienced only a temporary im-
provement. The extreme rangeof consols through-
out the year was five per cent.

The Daily News reports the funds very inactive,
but steadier than on Thursday. The extreme fluc-
tuation was limited to one-eighth per cent. In
most of the other departments of the stock ex-
change firmness prevailed. In the discount market
an unusually brisk demand was experienced, and
on Friday the choicest paper could be negotiated
at the bank minimum, but in the majority of in-
stances higher terms were demanded.

FRANCE.
The Emperor in renewing his first decision grants

to M. de Montalcmbert a remission of the sentence
definitively announced against him by the Court of
Appeals. His Majesty also grants a pardon to the
Eonniol, the editor of the Correspondent.

The Monitevr contains a despatch dated Shang-
hae, Nov. Bth, announcing that Lord Elgin had
gone up the river Yanglze Kiang, with five vessels,
two of which were gunboats.

The London GhAtc's Paris correspondent writes :
"I am able to state very confidently that the Court
of the Tuilleries has within the last two or three
days caused Lord Derby's government to be offi-
cially informed that in case England should think
fit to take anv measures to counteract the American
policy indicated in certain parts of President Bu-
chanan's speech, she may rely upon the supportof
France to the utmost extent.''

who have tried to realise their ridiculous ideas. Asto buying the Spanish Antilles, it says that only a
man who knows nothing ol Spain and Spaniards
could mention such an absurdity.

The Monarguia considers President Buchanan'smessage mere election clap-trap, and a continuation
of that which he made at Ostend, to obtain for him-
self partisans for the Presidency, but thinks some
other democrat may outbid him, and that that may
lead to serious complications. It believes that
more filibustering expeditions will be connived at,
but it argues that if the little republic of CostaRica was able to defeat Walker, who took over to
Nicaragua a much larger force than any likelyto
go to Cuba, little fear need be entertained about
Cuba garrisoned by the flower of the Spanish Army,
and provided with a Flotilla large enough to cut offall'supplies.

The Monarguia concludes with the following piece
of fine writing which expresses, however, the na-
tional opinion : Are there still in Spain men who
believe that the United States are able to snatchCuba from us. Our national pride rebels against
such an idea. The nation which first planted the
Cross on the American Continent, which overthrewUmpires, and then gave them her civilization and
her laws, which still waves her glorious standardover the splendid beauty of the Antilles can never
believe that day will come when the Apalachian
\ ulture willponce on Cuba. Spain would conquer
or die before she permitted such a catastrophe, andwould even upon burning ruins wave till the last,
the Standard of old Spain; a standard which may
perhaps be torn bv the artillery of those mercenaries
without God, and without law, but which till the
last willbe resplendent with majesty and glorv.

ITALY.
Reports had been current of differences between

the Papal and French Governments, but were con-
tradicted.

A levy of 18,000 men was spoken of in Naples.
The Post's Paris correspondent has reason to be-

lieve that negotiations are going on by which the
French garrison may remove from Rome, and oc-
cupy Ceyita Vecchia, whilst the Austrian garrison
will confine itself to Anconia only.

A serious disturbance, amounting almost to an
emeute, took place at Milan. It was originated
between some people and some soldiers. The peo-
ple began to unpave the streets, but order was re-
stored without difficulty.

Cremoria and Lodi are reported in a state of agi-
tation.

AUSTRIA.
One hundred millions of one florin notes, new

currency, are to be issued. This will prevent a
loan. The \ienna Bank has resolved to resume
cash payments in bullion .Id of January.

A Vienna telegram announces the death of the
Archduchess Marie Anne.

IONIAN ISLANDS.
The Gazelle, of Corfu, contains a despatch from Sir

E. B. Lytton, which says:
Her Majesty's Government does not entertain the

desire, as indeed they do not possess the power, to
occupy Corfu or Paxo as colonies under the British
Crown; nor does itenter into the views of the Gov-
ernment to appeal to Europe for the abrogation of
the treaty under which England has hitherto ex-
tended, and willextend, to the lonian Islands a
protection which is required for the interests of
Europe, and which is far more effective than any
that could be afforded by the sovereignty'of Greece.

RUSSIA.
The Russian Government has appointed Consuls

at Canton, and is about to establish a naval station
in China.

TURKEY.
A letter from Jaffa, dated December 2d, says

that no punishment has vet been inflicted on the
five Mussulmen, arrested for the murder of an
American family in the neighborhood of Jaffa.?The Americans have threatened to bombard Jaffa if
justice be not executed, and ifthey keep their word
they will have to come to that extremity. The
guilty parties are all at Beyrout, and may possibly
escape.

Advices from Constantinople to the 22d state that
a change of ministry has been postponed. AH Pa-
cha is strongly supported by Austria, but violent
scenes had taken place in the Council. Feronk
Khan refuses any other place in the ministry than
that of Minister of Foreign Affairs.

The reconciliation of Affghanistan with Persia
has taken place.

SERVIA.
Important insurrectionary movements are re-

ported in Servia. Advices from Belgrade say that
on the 22d the National Assembly requested the
Prince of Servia to abdicate. The Prince promised
to send a reply on the 29th, but for his personal
safety sought refuge in a Turkish fortress. The
National Assembly then declared him dismissed,
because in its opinion he left the country without a
government, and he was regarded in the light of a
fugitive. The National Assembly then proclaimed
Prince Milosch Prince of the 'Servians. A pro-
visional government was formed. The army had
exhibited opposition towards Prince Milosch, but
all military counter revolutionary movement was
prevented. Prince Alexander, who remained in
the Turkish fortress, protested against the procla-
mation for his dethronement; that Austria was re-
maining neutral, but was sending reinforcements to
her troops on the frontiers of Servia.
