WASHINGTON, Jan. 1(5. ?The bill introduced by
Senator Slidell, placing thirty millions of dollars
at the disposal of the President to negotiate the
purchase of Cuba, was discussed at much length,
and with considerable animation, yesterday, in a
c aucus of democratic Senators. The opinions of
the different speakers were by no means harmon-
ious. The caucus adjourned without coming to any
conclusion upon the subject.

We learn, through private letters received from
I)r. Irwin, a surgeon in the army, that the old
Compadre silver mines, near Fort Huchanan, in
Arizona, and which were once exceedingly rich, hut
whose location has for many years remained un-
known, have recently been re-discovered. The site
of these ancient mines is marked by the ruins of
thirteen furnaces. Large sums of money had been
offered at different times as a reward to any party
or parties who should he so fortunate as to find
them.

and was followed by Mr. Hunter and Mr. Shields.Though favorable to the acquisition of Cuba, they
thought action at this time impolitic, and calcula-ted to impair rather than improve our prospects to
that end. Air. Douglas regarded appearances as
gloomy, but would support Air. Slidell's bill placino-
inthe hands ofthe PresidentS3o,ooo,ooo. to be used in
negotiation. He expressed the belief that the Pre-sident would not endorse this measure without sufii-
cient data to justify him inso doing. He (Air. Doug-las) had long desired the acquisition of Cuba. In Ills
judgment there was but one mode, and that was on
the happening of another case similar to that of the
Black Warrior, to seize the Island bv war of recla-
mation, and negotiate afterward. 'Air. Davis and
others did not like the suggestion of Air. Douglas,
and the discussion, at this stage of the proceedings,
became intensely interesting; the best abilitvofthe
participants therein being put forth. Alr.'Slidell,
of course, advocated his own bill. Messrs. Davis,
Toombs, Gwin, Bigler and Clav favored the idea of
increasing, to a sufficient extent, the foreign inter-
course fund, leaving the matter to the discretion of
the President, as in previous cases. Mr. Tverson
thought that Spain could be neared with the ques-
tion of Cuba, by a repeal of such parts of our lawsa restrain the action of our citizens towards for-
eign powers, or something to this effect.

The determination of caucus was. with a few ex-
ceptions, to favor the recommendation of the Pres-ident, although the precise mode inwhich it should
be consummated was not so clearly indicated, butthe probability is the Senate will pass Mr. Slidell'sbill.

Orders have been issued from the War Depart-
ment similar to those which were sent to Kansas
pending the former trohbles, namely : To use the
four or five companies of troops now there as a
posse camitatun to enforce the laws during the pres-
ent disturbance in that Territory.

According to report, when the Senate FrenchSpoliation Bill, which is now on the Speaker's table,

made to pass itby suspension of the rules and underthe operation of 'tlie previous question.

011, followed by Cropps and Corrie; that he saw Cropps
stoop down and point something at the officers, whileCorrie stood on the pavement; that after this the witness
went into Cudne.vs; staid there about five minutes and
then went away alone; that he seen nothing more of
Cropps and Corrie that night.

The cross-examination of this witness elicited no newfacts.

Otis Thompson, sworn.?Am acquainted with Stewart
and Strong; recollect the evening of Rigdon's death; onthat night witness was in front of Cudnev's, with Strong,
Stewart and Rotlirock, conver.-ing; Rigdon and Slincli-
comb came up; then Cropps and Corrie came up and talked
with the officers something about OambrilPs trial; witness
did not hear what it was; the officers then passed on and
Cropps and Corrie followed; witness then saw Cropps
crouch down behind an awning post and point something
at the officers, which witness took to be a pistol; he could
only see two or three inches of the barrel; Corrie was
standing on the pavement near Cropps; witness thinks
Corrie's face was turned towards the officers at the time;
witness then went into Cudney's, remained a short time,
and then went out; did not see Cropps and Corrie after
that.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?Knew Cropps bysight; had no speaking acquaintance with him; witnesscan't tell exactly how old he is; witness made no alarm
when lie saw Cropps stoop down.

Stewart Correll, sworn?This witness, a hoy 14 years
old, testified to the same facts as on the former trtal. thathe was standing on Baltimore street on the night of themurder, when he saw Marion Cropps and another man,go to the windows of Blank s house, and look in; manunknown to witness- got on the sill, on his knees to lookin the window, but Cropps did not get on the sill to look
in; that lie saw officer Rigden and another officer come
out of Blank's, anil as tiieydid so, he saw the man who
was on his knees, jump down and get behind the projec-
tion of Blank's house; that after the officers got on the
pavement, the man whom witness did not know, came up
to them, and that afterwards Cropps came up, and all
stood and conversed together; witness then saw them se-
parate. and he went home; he afterwards heard the pistol
shot and came to the door, when he saw a man running
pursued by an officer, and heard the other shots fired.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?Witness was standing
at Bell's awning post when he saw Cropps and the other
man; witness don't know the exact distance, but lie could
distinguish persons that far off; witness never tried
whether he could distinguish a black man from a white
one, but he is certain about seeing Cropps that night at
Blank's window.

There were no new facts elicted in the examination of
this witness, his evidence was the same as on the trial ofCropps.

Mr. Preston.?"Have you seen the picture representing
the localities and the persons said to have been connected
witlithe commission of the murder?"

Witness.?"Yes sir, I saw ttie I'olice Gazette with thepictures in it, but dill not read the accounts of the mur
der."

It being two o'clock, the Court adjourned until this
morning at 10 o'clock.

CURLING.?Those of our readers who have heard
of this favorite winter game of the Scotch, to
which allusion was made the other day, will lind
the following a good rffieount of it, save that the
stones are said to be "a foot nquare r

" which is an
obvious mistake for diameter, as the stones are in
every case round.

Curling resembles somewhat the game of howls
on the greensward. Instead of wood, however, the
instruments of play are granite stones. They are
generally about a toot square, weigh from thirty to
fifty pounds, and are fiat and smooth as glass at the
bottom. For the purpose of propelling them a
shank or handle is placed in the top, and these, in
proportion to the taste and purse of the owner, are
frequently highly ornamented with the choicest
wood or ivory, with silver, and not unfrequently
gold, indented. Those made for prizes are gener-
ally very handsome and valuable.

The space occupied for curling, is generally about
fifty yards in length and at least ten feet in width.
At each end of this there is a small hole made in
the ice and a piece of wood stuck into it, which is
called a "tee"?the general term used in Scotland
for a mark, whether itbe in this game, bowling or
qnoiting. Round this "tee" two circles are drawn
on the ice, called "broughs," one larger than the
other, for the purpose of facilitating measurement.
The ice played upon of the above dimensions, or of
any other in length agreed upon, is called the
"rink." A "full rink" has eight piayers, with all
the implements of the game complete."

A line, called the "hogseore," is drawn across
the rink at a distance from the "tee" equal to one-
sixth of the "rink," whatever that may be. When
a stone does not reach this scratch, the opponents
cry out "A hog," and the player must remove his
stone as well as lose his throw.

The plav itself requires, from the weight of the
stone and the distance over which it travels to the
"tee," considerable strength, and, like every other
game of physical recreation, much practice is neces-
sary to attain proficiency. There is no particular
number required to play it, but it is generally
played in company, an equal number on each side.
The first player's object is to slide his stone as near
the "tee" as possible and directly in front of it.
The next on the opposite side tries to beat the first
by sliding his stone nearer the "tee;" but should
the first stone be directly in front, it is the second's
aim to slide his stone directly by the side of the
first stone, catching it a little to drive it to one
side, and so clear the "tee" for whoever follows
hiin. When several play on both sides, each tries
to strengthen his own side and protect the best
stone on his side by playing around it other stones
to protect it from being driven away by the oppo-
site side.

In curling the stone must not be touched. It is,
however, amusing to see the means adopted to help
the stone in the proper direction. On each side
there is one "sweeper" at least. With a "heather"
broom in hand, he watches anxiously the first move
of the stone. Should its motion be regarded as
less than necessary to reach the "tee" the sweeper
is immediately at work sweeping the course over
which the stone is so travel, and every particle of
snow or the scraping of the ice is made to fly. As
clean ice is agreed on, no objection is offered to the
enthusiastic sweeper going down on his knees to
use his strong lungs in making still cleaner work
than the heather broom had accomplished. When
allhave played, the stone nearest the "tee" counts
one, and all those of the same side not beaten by
one on the opposite side, counts one "shot" also.
The whole game is generally limited to thirty-one
shots.

ADULTERATION OK EGOS. ?The public has lately
heard luuch about the adulteration of various kinds
of wood, and yet it is not aware that a large pro-
portion of the eggs that are now being eaten in
London are what is called by the cheesemongers
"pickled eggs." This "pickling" is done during
Summer, while eggs are at a low price, by mixing
lime and water in casks aftd tillingthe casks with
eggs, permitting them to lie four or six months in
this hot lime mixture, thus destroying all the na-
tural flavor and nutritive power of the eggs, ren-
dering them insipid to the taste and impregnated
with a strong decoction of lime, which is injurious
to the stomach. Pickled eggs look very white and
clean, resembling new-lain eggs, and are sold in
Winter, when good fresh eggs are scarce and dear.
They may be known by the following signs : The

feel of the shell is rough, from sometimes part of the
lime not having been quite washed off; they feel
cold and damp, as the life of the egg is destroyed
and partly wasted inside, whereas a good egg is al-
ways dry to the touch, life existing in it. Through
lime-gas in pickled eggs they often burst when put
into boiling water, and willalways be found partly
empty, or with a few drops of lime-water in them,
when cooked.

SINGULAR INDIAN CEREMONY
The New York Tiibune publishes a letter written iby a lady from near Maysville, Cal., from which (lie

following account is taken:
The Indians, too, seem more unsettled than I

usual. Roving about and camping under tree 9 and !
bushes anywhere, does not answer so well in the j
raini' season, and they are making "catnpoodies"
ofbark in sheltered places, gathering stores of ber-
ries and nuts, and making preparations for their
annual burning of cloihes and provisions, and the
lament or "cry" for their dead.

A few days since, on rising from the breakfast
table?where we had discussed over our coffee the
overland mail and telegraph, the long-looked for, Ibut never to-arrive, new iine of steamers, the sur-
rounding diggings, and last "big strikes"?we be-
came aware of the fact that an outsider was viewing
us with great apparent interest, who, with nose
flattened upon the window-pane (his way of knock-
ing), coolly continued his survey until bidden to
come in. He immediately made his way to the
kitchen tire, and, standing there, warming his bare
feet, chilled by walking on the frosty ground, he
presented a good type of the present' race of Cali-
fornian Indians.

"Ciesar" indignantly rejects the name of "Dig-
ger" (applied to them because they dig worms and
roots, and eat the same, cooked on'hot stones); and
on our first acquaintance denied having any name,
"Indiano," or "Americano," saving, "Me no I
name.' After proposing several for bis acceptance,
which did not suit, "Caesar" was mentioned, and 1
seemed to tickle his fancy, and he has responded to
it ever since.

He is not the bravest of the brave, judging from
his report of himself at a recent light. "Me no I
fight; me mucho look on." There is, however, no-
thing cringing in his manner.

mated with buttons, beads and wampum. Upon
other poles were valuable furs, principally bear?-which the hunters had killed on the Sierra Neva-das blankets clothing, bows and arrows, beauti-
fully ornamented; game-bags knit of cotton cord,
and, on the ground, huge baskets filled with nuts,
acorns, roots, berries, flour, and articles offood un-
known to this narrator.

The space back of those poles was filled with In-
dians seated around little fires, looking on "ravelv,
some sadly. The children looked almost owlish in
gravity and watchfulness. A few young braveswere gamboling with little sticks ina remote cornerin perfect silence, and some were walking about
silently outside the camp; but just before davbreak
all gathered around the central tire, became deeply
interested, the mourners howled louder than ever
if possible, while "Capitan Tom" and some of the'
head men tore down the poles, one after the other
stripped oft' their burdens, and the burning com-
mencedsn earnest.

The most of the Indians affected to be utterly
unconscious of our presence. However "Ciesar"
came to us, and with infinite dignity and laconism
answered our questions. The flame had been fed at
intervals, all night, he said, with offerings; but now
each brave in turn threw on all he had there, and
with his family and the mourners, "cried" for all
his friends who had died. The fierce Hames crisped
and blackened the rich furs in an instant, but wassubdued by the seed and nuts heaped and piled
upon it. Again it leaped upon the tall baskets, and
the "laaent rose and fell with the flame until it
languished for lack of food and died awav inwreathing curling smoke, which the sons of the'for-
est gazed upon with looks of solemn interest as it
ascended toward the sky on its errand of love and
devotion.

FASHIONS.
The Paris correspondent of the North Americansays:
Our millinery establishments are now entrepots

of ball costumes, in preparation for presentations
receptions, soirees, and grand balls. In two weeks
all Paris will be dancing; dancing in the Palace, in
the salons, in the opera houses; dancing in tiny
drawing rooms, hardly large enough to admit three
crinolines, and where are packed some hundredhooped dames. Dancing even in the cabarets "de
fetea champetrea ait troieieme, on la calotte eat tie
rigueura," as announced by the sign on a forlornold mansion of the pays Latin. We have seen seve-
ral beautiful- evening' costumes, one of which was
a blue terry velvet; the skirt is without anv trim-
ming, but is very full; the low-necked body is open
en pointe, almost to the waist; it is hollowed out
and forms braces, which are fastened on the
shoulders; the front piece is composed of a body ofplaited muslin, with sleeves of the same, borderedwith terry velvet, and they are covered by volumi-
nous white tulle pulls. This toilette is completed
by an Kgyptian cache-peifjne, a pretty coiffure
formed by a tress of blue terry velvet sprinkled
with gold crescents; it comes rather forward, and
forms behind two rings, in which small gold
poniards, enriched with sapphires, are inserted.

Another is of /VnopuV-colored tulle; there are fourskirts over a satin slip of the same shade. Theupper skirt is open, and is trimmed round, as are
the others, with pinked ruches of gauze. The
body is of satin, with a double berthe of lace,
trimmed with ruches of satin. The houUlonne sleeves
are also decorated with laces and ruches. Tulle,
crape, tarlatan, and all the light, thin materials,
are the appropriate ball costume for demoiselles, or
for young married ladies. The trimmings are va-
rious?feathers, flowers, ruches, pearls and ribbons,
are all employed for full dress decorations. For
young ladies, satin ribbon bows, with long ends,
form a becoming and favorite style of ornament.?
We see four skirts of tulle, two pink and two white
alternately, over a slip of white moire antique.?
The tulle "skirts are looped up, at equal distances,
by bouquets or wild flowers, with light wreaths
from one bouquet to the other. The low body is
formed of tulle bouillonnes and a narrow blonde;
the top is trimmed round with a very fine wreath
of flowers, with small sprays falling over the body;
the two in front finished by large tufts.

Drab velvet is much used for making walking
bonnets. They are often fashioned entirely of the
velvet, and simply ornamented with lace; but for
visiting they are trimmed with scarfs of lace and
of bright colored velvet. There is a new colored
velvet?peach blossom?a color exceedingly be-
coming to most complexions. A rosette of the vel-
vet is placed on the top of the hat, with long ends
falling on each side. Under the end on the leftside
is placed a long curled feather, which is gracefully
twisted across the curtain. White satin and col-
ored velvet are mixed in making dress bonnets.
