“Uninterrupted career” of what?—of adversity
or prosperity >—of sickuess or health ?—of good
government or violence? His Honor omits to say.

Another remarkable feature in the Message is
what we may pronounce to be—for Mr. Swaxy—its
remarkable humility. The concluding paragraph,
in fact, in which he deprecates censure and ap-
peals to the “public forbearance and liberality’'—
is sufficiently humble to be touching. Indeed, we
note it asa gratifying symptom, indicative of a bet-
ter spirit animating the ‘‘city government’’—that
the whole Message is comparatively free from that
tincture of arrogance and assumption—that in-
fated and almost defiant tone by which the pre-
vious productions, both oral and written, of the
same author, have been invariably distinguished.
There is in this Message no charge of conspiracy
“to break down the city government,”’ or ‘“‘to

Another of those meetings in favor of *‘Liber-
ty, Equality and Fraternity,”” which have been so
frequent in New York, of late years, was held in
that city on Friday night. We are informed that
large one, and that it was intended as a
station of the solidarity of the Nations.”
What this part of the programme foreshadowed,
we do not precisely know, as the Nations only
manifested themselves on the occasion, through
polyglot orations, in which despotism in gene-
ral was denounced, and the collection of funds
especially recommended.

If
they have had their wrongs, all are ready to pity
them; and if they ever malke any manly and
sensible effort to right themselves, they will
doubtless find both sympathy and substantial
help. The Northern philanthropists will subseribe

If it was a less
stately procession, it was a more striking one, and
the irregularity, the energy and the daring of its
progress, offered the charm of high excitement even
to those whom it startled. If the actors in it per-
formed great things, they did manifold little ones
in the same moment. It was asif the Jester of
Charlemagne in cap and bells rode through
the blood of battle beside his master's war-

horse.  An Assembly was seen struggling
for civil rights, and wasting precious hours
in  discussing man’s privileges in a state
of nature—laboring to amend the laws and

pausing to receive a body of masqueraders, styling
itself the “Embassy of the Human Race,” and
headed by A~acmarsis Croorz as orator to all
humanity. Statesmen and demagogues—philoso-
phers and fools, wrangled together about pure
truth and ancient patriotism, and adjourned for a
theatrical pageant around the altar of the country,
or to enshrine with festal ceremonies their un-
known Gods. Valiant deeds and bloody crimes
are recorded in the same pages, with rhapsodical
theories and puerile resolutions. How it ended,
we all know, except, perhaps, the dreamers wno
prate about the ‘‘Solidarity of the Nations.”” The
fashion, as set by France, has been the one fol-
lowed by the revolutionists of later days, who
have hopelessly failed to achieve any good for
themselves, while distracted by a thousand chi-
merical projects for the benefit of all mankind.

These New York gatherings are composed of the
same vapouring reformers who have often before
moved society, but without advancing it a single
step in the path of rational progress. Europe is
not to be regenerated through marches and coun-
ter-marches in the Bowery, nor by the complaints
of the exiles in New York; because these, together
with their propositions for future action, are alike
indefinite, and therefore of little force.

Freedom is an inestimable blessing, and these
men a few years ago had their chance at “‘Liber-
“ty, Equality and Fraternity,”” all three, and they
misused it, and so lost it. They are still as ready
as ever to upset the thrones of the old world, but
we confess we have heard nothing from them to
assure us that, if successful to-morrow, they
would do more than pitch gaudy tents upon the
ruins of the old strongholds they might demolish. |

positive beauty. Her figure, (if we may venture
to speculate about a female form in fashionable
dress) is very graceful, though petite. Indeed, we
can well imagine, without having seen her in
Opera, how her personal appearance, added to
her dramatic genius, (which is'everywhere conce-
ded,) has obtained for her the position she occupies
on the lyric stage. Her voice is a Soprano,
remarkably clear and sweet, but not of extraor-
dinary power, and deficient in flexibility.—
She sings, apparently, without the slightest
effort, and there is a sympathy in every
tone—responding to every impulse of feeling—
which is, perhaps, one of the most striking peculi-
arities of her style. The programme was happily
selected, and, in its variety, was calculated to ex-
hibit Piccoromint’s artistic powers as well as it
was possible to do so in Concert. Nothing could
have been more touching than the sweetness and
simplicity with which she sang Balfe’s “I dream’t
I dwelled in Marble Halls,” and the Drinking Song
from La Traviata, which closed the evening’s enter-
tainment, was rendered with a spirit and effect that
could not have been surpassed. But in paying our
hurried tribute to PiccoLomint, who was, of course,
the chief attraction, we must not forget what
is also due to those by whom she was sup-
ported, and who certainly maintained the high rep-
utation they have enjoyed in their respective de-
partments of musical art. Without any disparage-
ment to the others, we may especially mention the
delightful Tenor, Mr. Perring, who pleased us ex-
ceedingly, and who received in the most unmistak-
able manner the approbation of the entire audi-
ence. The second concert will, doubtless, be quite
as well attended as the first, and with increased
interest, by many who joined in the enthusiasm of
last night.

THE DRAMA.

Who has not heard of the siege of Lucknow and
of the touching story of Jesste Brows? There
have been few incidents recorded in the annals of
any people of a more tenderly pathetic character,
or that have moved more readers to involuntary
tears. The story so admirably adapted itself to the
time, the place, and the surrounding circumstances,
and was withal so naturally told, that implicit
faith was placed in its entire truthfulness, until the
special correspondent of the London 7imes pro-
nounced it to be pure fiction. But whether true or
false, it is upon this incident that Diox Bourci-
cavLt has based the popular drama of Jessie Brown,
or the Relief of Lucknow, which was represented
last evening—for the first timg in this city—at the
Holliday Street Theatre. The plot of this drama,
though quite simple in its outline, is nevertheless
very effective in representation. The characters
are few in number and are well contrasted. They
consist of Randal McGregor, a captain in the En-
glish service, who is in love with Mrs. Campbell,
the widow of an officer who fell in the Crimea—
Geordie, (his brother,) who is in love with Alice—
Sweenie, a private, and Cassidy, a corporal, both
of whom are in love with Jessie Brown, a Scotch

the only Europeans introduced, with the exception
of the Rev. David Blount, the chaplain of the 32d
Regiment, and a young maiden by the name of
Mary. Of the Hindoos we are only introduced to
Nana Sahib, and Achmet, his vakeel. The scene
is laid at Lucknow, during the summer of 1857—
The action of the piece commences at a bungalo a
mile distant from Lucknow, where all the person-
ages of the drama are assembled. Here we are ab
once made acquainted with the love of Mrs. Camp-
bell for Randal McGregor, Jessie Brown’s devotion
for the whole McGregor family, and Geordie Mec-
Gregor’s contempt for the whole Hindoo race, We
also find here Achmet, the vakeel of Nana Sahib,
who, by one of those daring liberties which drama-
tists delight in taking, is acting the double part of
chief d tic in the h hold of Mrs. Campbell
and of spy in the service of Nana Sahib. Randal
McGregor now arrives from Lucknow, and reveals
secretly to Mrs. Campbell the horrors of the mas-
sacre at Cawnpore, and the further intelligence that
her bungalo will be attacked by the Sepoys that
evening, and that Nana Sahib has fallen in love
with her and designs to carry her off. This con-
versation is partly overheard by Achmet, who at- |
tempts to stab Randal, bat, of course, is discovered
just in the nick of time, and, after a struggle
with the McGregor, succeeds in making his escape.
The alarm thus raised causes the re-assembling of
all the personages of the Drama, including a vene-
rable gentleman by the name of Blount, formerly
an army officer, but npw Chaplain of the Regiment,
a pious clergyman with & good deal of the old sol-
dier fire about him. The younger McGregor never
having smelt powder, the defence of the bungalo is
entrusted to Blount, while Randal hastens to Luck-
now to bring back a guard to cover their retreat to
the city. While he is on his way, the Nana, accom-
panied by Achmet, enters the bungalo, and attempts
to carry off Mrs. Campbell, but is foiled by Jessie
Brown, and the Nana and his vakeel again disap-
pear from the scene. The house is now besieged by
five bundred rebels, through whom Randal fights
his way back but does n’t bring any force with him,
for the reason that Lucknow is surrounded by the
enemy. It is necessary to apprise the commanding
officer of his danger, and Randal selects his brother

as his messenger. Geordie, bowever, shows the

white feather, though this is only known

to Jessiec Brown and the Chaplain. Jessie,
to save Geordie’s honor, proposes to send |
her own lover with the  dispatch, and Randal
consents to the change. The conflict with the

Sepoys now commences—Geordie recovers his
courage and fights bravely, and is brought back to
the Bungalo fainting—while the fighting continues
until the act is brought to a cluse. We are now to
suppose that all the little garrison at the Bungalo
escaped to Lucknow, but Geordie MeGregor, whom
we find at the commencement of the second act in
a temple in the City of Lucknow, just recovering
from a fever, while the devoted Jessie, who had
thrown herself into the enemy’s hands for the pur-
pose of nursing hiw, is also seized by the followers
of Nana Sahib and held a prisoner. To them en-
ters the Nana, who having heard of the approach
of Havelock, and fearing the result, tempts Geor-
die to betray his countrymen, and menaces both
him and Jessie with hanging in the event of his re-
fusal: while Geordie is left to consider over the pro-
posal, Sweeny and Cassidy enter through a coun-
termine they had burrowed beneath the Temple,
and console the prisoners with the prospect of
immediate release.  They disappear, and as
Jessie covers the orifice with the carpet; Achmet
enters and goes out again, but returns with the
Nana, who is notified of the approach of a flag of
truce from the fort, and forthwith the elder Mec-
Gregor and the chaplain make their appearance,
and propose an exchange of prisoners. The Nana
not only declines, but resolves to put to death the
whole party; orders his ferooshes to bind and then
bang them; leaves Achmet to see his orders carried
out, and takes his departure. The Hindoos put the
ropes around the necks of the prisoners and then
prudently disappear. Cassidy and Siveenie emerge
from the orifice and relieve the party, and after
hunting Achmet, through the mine, bring him back
to be hanged by mistake. So closes the second act.
The scene of the third act is in the Redan, and at
that point of time when the garrison, exhausted by
sickness and famine, and constant watchfulness, had
given up all hope of relief. Jessie Brown has at
length succumbed to the terrors of the seige, and
wakes from uneasy slumbers only to show that her
mind is wandering to far off scenes. The con-
flict is renewed at intervals, until, when all
further hope is deserting the garrison, the
slugau of the advancing highlandera ia heard hy
the quick ear of Jessie, and the drama ends by the
approach of Havelock and the route of the Sepoys.
From this rapid sketch of the incidents, it will be
perceived that the dramatist has violated the
probabilities with more than ordinary daring; but
he has compensated for the license he has taken
with historical facts by the truthfulness of the
characters he has drawn. Randal McGregor—a
fine, heroic figure of the Havelock type—is’ well
contrasted by his irresolute and younger brother,
who finally retrieves his reputation by evincing
moral courage of the highest order. Nor is the
character of chaplain Blount, that compound of
pious fervour and soldierly courage, less distinctly
marked. But Jessie Brown—whom Bourcicavrr
very properly calls the Central figure of his dra-
matic group—is by far the most finished portraiture,
and as represented by Acxes Ropertsox, a more
perfect personification of a shrewd, loving, simple-
minded, courageous Scottish maiden could scarcely
be conceived. Bourcrcaurt himself, personated the
character of the treacherous Mahratta with great
judgment and skill. Stoppart’s chaplain Blount
was also, very cleverly played, as was the Amy
Campbell, of Miss JENNY PArker. Romantic and
improbable as theDrama of Jessie Brown really is,
the causes of its popularity may easily be found in
the spirit stirring scenes which in some measure it
re-produces, in the vivacity and occasional pathos
of the dialogue, and above all in the exquisitely
drawn character of the heroine.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
THIRTY-FIFTH CONGRESS--SECOND SESSION.

—
WasniNarton, Jan. 18, 1859,
SENATE.

The Crarr presented a communication from the
Secretary of the Navy, transmitting a report of the
number of officers of the Navy and their compensa-
tion, and stating that in his opinion it would not be
expedient to reduce either their pay or number.

On motion of Mr. SEwarp a resolution was passed
calling on the President to communicate any cor-
respondence between this government and Spain in
regard to the purchase of Cuba, not heretofore fur-
nished.

A bill was passed authorizing the President to
expend the Indian arnuities for educational and
other improvements amongst them.

On motion of Mr. YuLer a resolution was adopt-
ed instructing the Committeeon Printing to inquire
into the expediency of having the reports of the
Heads of Departments printed in advance of the
meeting of Congress.

Mr. Hace introduced a resolution authorizing the
President to restore to their former position all the
officers of the Navy who were displaced by the
Retiring Board.

The Pacific Railroad bill was then taken up. Mr.
BroLer’s substitute introduced on Friday last was
adopted after some slight verbal modifications.

Mr. Wanp offered an amendment fixing the east-

ern terminus between the 32nd and 49th parallels of

of latitude. Rejected— 34 yeas, 30 nays.

Mr. Gregx oftered an amendment fixing the East-
ern terminus at the most convenient and eligible
point on the western boundary of Missouri with
two branches. Rejected—9 yeas to 45 nays.

Mr. Doovrrrie offered an "amendment extending
the provisions of the Homestead bill to the even
numbered sections of the bill.

Mr. TrompoLr, of Illinois, advocated the amend-
ment, as the very means of building the road by
building up a population along the route. If the
road was to be self-sustaining, it could be only done
by giving one-half the land away to actual settlers.

Mr. Davis, of Mississippi, suggested some modifi-
cations, proposing to divide the fertile spots through
tlle desert in small quantities among actual set-
tlers.

Mr. DooLITTLE’S amendment was rejected.

Mr. Bert moved to recommit the biil and amend-
ments with instructions to report back forthwith a
substitute, which he submitted, inviting proposals
for three roads—Northern, Southern and Central,
and then Congress could decide which road was the
most practicable, at its next session.

Mr. Brow~ moved to lay the bill on
pending which, the Senate adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Mr. Bovce, of South Carolina, from the Com-
mittee of Elections, reported the evidence in the
contested election case from the territory of Ne-
braska, and it was ordered to be printed.

The Committees were then called for reports.

Mr. Evstis reported the Senate bill to authorize
the issue of a register to the steamers America and
Canada, and a change of their names. Passed.

A number of bills of no general importance were
reported and put on their passage.

Mr. Cosn, of Alabama, from the Committee on
Public Lands, reported a bill providing for satisfy-
ing the claims for bounty lands and for other pur-
poses, which was passed.

Mr. SuerMAN, of Ohio, introduced a resolution
authorizing the appointment of a Select Committee
of five to investigate charges of corruption pre-
ferred against officers of the navy making contracts
for the building ofshi{;.ﬂ.

Mr. SuerMaN said he had received of Mr. E. B.
Lane, a citizen of New York, of respectable stand-
ing, a written communication making specific
charges against certain civil officers of the Navy
Department, which if true would involve a case of
impeachment. Also, a letter frcm a former mem-
ber of the House, stating that as a matter of com-
mon occurrence certain officers of the Brooklyn
Navy Yard have 'sold employments and offices in
that Department, and he had "been shown the affi-
davits of workmen proving these allegations.

/arious cummunications were received from
heads of Departments, &c.,and among them a
communication from the Secretary of the Interior
in reply to the resolution of inquiry as to the au-
thority by which the Advising Board of Agriculturs
had been assembled which was referred to the
Committee of Ways and Means.

The House then went into Committee upon the
bill to codify the Revenuelaws. A motion to strike
out the enacting clause was lost.

After some di ion of the of Mr.
BurLiNGaME, of Mass., proposing toprotect the ship-
ping interests and the navigation laws,

Mg. Keirr, of S. C., moved that the enacting
clause of the bill be stricken out. Agreed ‘to—yeas
84, naysb3.

The Committee then rose and the House agreed
to the report of the Committee, striking out the
enacting clause by yeas 108, nays 84.

The House then went into Committee on the

Mr. Cox, of Ohio, reviewed our foreign rela-
tions, contending for the principle that stronger
nations must control and absorb the weaker, and
the propriety of its application to Central Ameri-
ca, although such a course might involve a contest
not only with the people of those territories, but
also with the Goveroments of France, Spain
and England. He agreed with the Presi-
dent in the reasons assigned for the an-
nexation of Cuba, its geographical position com-
manding advantages to which we could not be iu-
different—the Coastwise and Mississippi trade,
amounting to some $250,000,000 per annum, and
which, before ten years, will amount to double that
sum, must pass under the range of Cuban cannon.
It was necessary that this trade should be guarded
and protected, but he did not believe that, in the
present condition of the question, Spain would sell
Cuba, for the reason that she could not overcome
her old pride. He was willing, however, to vote
for the bill introduced by Mr. Branch, but he was
not particular as to the amount of the appropriation
looking to negotiation for the purchase of Cuba, an,
then to the orderly seizure of it. He regarded the
Clayton, Bulwer treaty to be the great stumbling
block in the way of ‘the occupation of Central
America, and thought it the diplomatic blunder of
the nineteenth century. The United States must

row without or fail within, for the nation that
5id not embrace opportunities of advancement
would surely decline. He replied to Mr. Ham-
mond’s Barnwell speech, and said the South was op-
posed to Cuba annexation, because it would reduce
the price of Louisian ar and thus affect the
price of negroes and incidentally the price of cotton
and other staples depending on negro culture.

NAVAL.

The New York Times has received a letter from
the United States steamer Water Witch of the Par-
aguay expedition at Ceava, Brazil, Nov. 13, The
Water Witeh left Ceava for Pernambuco, Nov. 10,
but after(foing some ten or twelve miles to sea, the
piston rod became disarranged, and she was obliged
to put back for repairs. She would probably leave
on the 20th or sooner. All well.

The same paper has received a letter from the
United States ship Cyane, dated Oct. 22, 1858, lat.
21.25 North, long. $2.12° West. Had been four
weeks at sea. All well. James McLoughlin, ordi-
nary seaman, was drowned on the 18th.

The United States steam frigate Powhatan, the
flag-ship of the East India station, arrived at Hong
Kong on the 11th of November, from Nagasaki,
Japan, via Shanghae, making the passage from the
last named place in three and a half days. The
Powhatan left at Nagasaki on the 3lst ult., the
Russian steam frigate Askold refitting. The Mis-
sissippi and Germantown are there. The health of
the squadron is generally good. The sloop-of-war
St. Louis hauled out into the stream on Saturday,
and will sail to-day. All of her officers are on
board.

The U. 8. frigate Macedonian was at Alexandria
Dec. 2—all well.

The U. S. Coast Survey schr. Dana, Dorr, for
Charlotte Harbor, sailed from Key West 28th ult.
This party is engaged in a topographical survey of
Cape Synabel and adjacent shores.

The U. S. supply schr. Gauthrie, Springer, for
Tortugas, sailed from Key West 24th ult.

The U. S. transport” schr. Tortugas, Wilson,
from Fort Jefferson, at Key West 5th inst.

Tue GREAT Steax Barrery.—The steam battery
at Hoboken, which has been about six years in pro-
cess of construction, is now nearly half finished.
The work upon it will soon be brought to a close for
the present, owing to the want o appropriations,
The structure is some 450 feet long, with a beam
breadth of about 30 feet, and depth of hold from 20
to 25 feet. It is very sharp at the bow and well pro-
portioned. The ribs are about three feet apart, the
ontside heing eavered with heavy shoot iron, rivet
ed on in squares about three feet long and two feet
wide, and with the exception of the centre, the
sides have reached the height of from seven to ten
feet above the kelson. On either side, and about
midway, the sides extend up twenty or twenty-five
feet. There are two tiers of rafters, one of which,
no doubt, constitutes the lower deck, and is about
eight feet above the kelson, and the other about
sixteen or seventeen feet above the kelson, and eight
feet above the lower deck. Eight engines and ten
boilers have arleady been adjusted in the battery.
The top will be shelled over with iron of the same
thickness as the sides—thus rendering the battery,
it is supposed, bomb-proof. The upper and middle
decks will probably hold 2,000 persons. The bat-
ter{ will be worked by a propeller, and, it is hoped,
will make a run of eight miles an hour. About
$700,000 have already been expended on its con-
struction, and, it is estimated, that $100,000 will be
required to finish it.—Jour. of Commerce,

Fire Marshal A. W. Blackburn of Phila-

delpbia, has submitted his first annual
report. During the year the total amount |
of loss by fire was $285729, insurance

$172,815; loss to the owners $113,414.
show a reduction in losses of fifty per cent. when
compared with the losses in 1857. ~ The number of
lives lost was 52, and 296 persons were injured; 33
persons were rescued by firemen and 21 by police-
men; 824 cases of burning are reported, of which
125 were pure ident, 121 from i diarism, and
from carelessness 76. The Marshal says:

T'am fully satisfied, from facts daily developed by
my investigation, that spontaneous combustion is a
powerful agent in the production of fires, and that
numerous conflagrations, attributable to design, owe
their origin to this cause. Hay in the mows of
barns and lofts of stables, when “closely packed in
large masses, and affected by dampness, either by
being put in wet, or else penetrated by rain or
moisture, will catch fire of itself; so will goods
stowed compactly in a wharchouse, when damp, es-
pecially such articles as cotton, flax, hemp and
rags. I have noticed that when a fire happens in
certain conditions of the weather, for instance, af-
ter a long-continued rain, or when the atmosphere
isdripping with moisture and its temperature heated
and sultry, it is almost sure to be in a barn, a stable,
or a feed” store, or else a cotton warehouse or rag
store.

Tae War 1§ Txpia.—The correspondent of the
London Times says : “I should consider the revolt,
as a national or “military movement, finally at an
end but for our fatal experience of native ignorance.
Nobody can tell at any given moment what any
leader, however contemptible, or any class, how-
ever thoroughly beaten, may think itself competent
to do. 18 men rose on us in Nagpore. The menin
Chittagong had no chance even of life, and literal-
ly did not know in what corner of the empire they
were stationed. The Sepoys at Mooltan must have
been perfectly aware thatescape was impossible,
yet all these rose, and itis this ignorance which per-
petuates disorder. Any other race on earth, with
its army annihilated, its fighting classes dizarmed,
and its leaders hung, would at all events postpone
further effort; but the man who from certain given
facts predicts the action of an Asiatie, is sure to be
wrong. Further war, however, seems impossible.
Even Indian ignorance cannot produce guns out of
nothing, or an army out of discontented priests,
and we have, I hope, at last only to contend with
disorganization. That may last some months,
especially in Bundelcund, where a population, al-
ways hostile, has been exasperated by over taxa-
tion. Gradually even this will settle down, and
this year shnnldysee the final termination of the In
dian revolt.

Paxawa Raiwroan.—The gross earnings of the
Panama Road for the year are about $1,500,000:
out of which, after the payment of expenses and
interest, twelve per cent. dividends have been de-
clared. A reserve of two per cent. has been de-
posited in the Trust Company for a sinking fund
for the redemption of the debt, and a surplus of
three per cent. remains in the treasury. The con
struction account having reached $8,000,000, has,
according to a resolution of the Board adopted
some time since, become closed.

The amount needed for constrnetion purposes is
now very light, and will be charged to operating
expenses. One feature of the traffic for the past
year will surprise parties who have not watched
the progress of the Companys; it is that the freight
earnings upon merchandise and treasure are greater
than the passenger earnings. The freight business,
belonging legitimately to this Isthmus, is constant-
ly increasing, and bids fair soon to place the Pana-
ma Company in an independent position, beyond the
influence of any competition. )

The representative that their votes assist in electing
will sit in the House of Burghers, or Merchants.
