ARRIVAL OF THE CITY OF WASHINGTON.
INTERESTING ADVICES FROM EUROPE-

THREATENED DIFFICULTY BETWEEN
FRANCE AND AUSTRIA?PANIC I.N THE
MONEY MARKETS.

NEW YORK, Jan. 19.?The steamer City of Wash-
ington, with Liverpool dates to the stti inst., ar-
rived here this morning,

Italian atiairs were inore threatening.
Later but important advices from India havebeen received. The amnesty was working slowly

but well.
At the New Year's levee of the Emperor Napo-

leon, he made a nienaeitig remark to the Austrian
minister which attracted great attention and pro-
duced considerable sensation. The Emperor's words
were as follows;

"1 regret that our relations with your Govern-
ment are not so good as they were, but I request
you to tell the Emperor my personal feelings for
him have not changed."

The emphatic tone of the Emperor, and the ani-
mated gesture with which he accompanied his re-
mark attracted the attention of the assembled di-
plomatic corps.

The Bourse was closed till the 3rd, but on the
opening on Monday quite a panic prevailed, the de-
cline in the funds being fullyone per cent. On the
4th the Bourse continued depressed and again the
funds were rather lower.

The London Exchange sympathised with the Par-
is Bourse, and the decline at one time was nearly
per cent.

The money market also closed Hat at Vienna,
where also a panic prevailed under a rumor thatAustria would send troops to Belgrade.

Italy is still in an unsettled state, particularly
Lombardy. The news from all parts is pregnant
with alarm, and the steps which hnve been taken
in Lombard}- are almost tantamount to a state of
siege.

The Spanish Ministry have declared that Spain
will never sell the island of Cuba, and have protes-
ted against the insulting hypothesis to the country
implied in the President's Message.

Count 01 jzaga introduced a motion supporting
this Ministerial declaration, and it was unanimous-
ly approved.

Spain has obtained full satisfaction from Mexico
for tlieTampico afi'air.

There were rumors of the discovery of a formida-
ble conspiracy at C'uracoa. Numerous arrests bad
been made.

All was quiet at Servia.
The Bombay mail of December 9th bad reachedEngland, but the news was unimportant. A large

army of rebels bad been defeated by the Comman-
der-in-Chief. The amnesty was slowly but surely
thinning the ranks of the rebels, givingpromise of
an early peace.

On the opening of the Court, Thomas Carmicliael, whose
cross examination was not concluded on the previous even-
ing. was re-called.

Witness continued.?Was on duty at the Court on the
day of the trial of Gambrill; there was a great number of
persons inside and outside of the court room; witness did
not see Mr. Preston there; witness saw Corrie in front of
the Gilmor House; there were a great many people in front
of the Gilmor House?a great deal of confusion there; wit
ness did not see Mr. Whyte there; did not hear Corrie cry
out anything; witness pushed several persons back who
were in the crowd: pushed Cropps back; witness knew
those who were at the head of the disturbance; witness is
not mistaken about the prisoner being one of the disorder-
lyparty; witness never saw the prisoner before that day;
witness saw Corrie about the Court House so often that
day, that he thinks he cannot be mistaken about Corrie
being in the crowd.

By Mr. Machen?Witness did not see Mr. Preston or
Mr. Whyte rushing in the crowd.

Mr. Machen?"Did you recognize Corrie as one of the
leaders of the crowd?"

Mr. Preston objected to the question as a leading ques-
tion.

Mr. Machen?"Did Corrie take an active part in the
rush?"

Witness? 44 Saw Corrie at the head of the crowd "

Mr. Gittings?"You say you saw Cropps and Corrie at
the head of the crowd, engaged inthe same object?"

Mr. Preston? 44 J object to this mode of questioning the
witness; the State's counsel suggests these ideas to the
witness. I do not intend to yield to the State any mors.
I intend to hold thera to the strict rules of evidence."

Judge Price?''The Court does not wish you to yield
any thing, Mr. Preston."

Mr. Gittings.?"You say the hack which was to carry
Gambrill away, was standing in front of the Gilmor House;
was that the usual place for hacks to 3tand which were
employed for such purposes?"

Mr. Preston.?"l object to that."
Mr. Gittings.?"Well, Iwithdraw the question."
Officer Jamison, re-called by the jury.?The shot witness

first heard was the one which he supposed killed Rigdon;
the shot appeared to be ina yard or an alley; witness was
in German street near Pine; witness heard two shots after
the first shot.

Mr. Gittings would say to the witness, that any
felling which was said by the prisoner, either extorted
from him by tear or hope, would not be evidence to be ap-
plied to the prisoner, but any thing said by him, volunta-
rily, could go the juryas evidence.

Mr. Preston .-aid he still objected, and thought that
there was enough evidence already here to show that the
prisoner, who had been beaten and severely wounded,
was confined in the station house laboring under sucli
terror in his mind that lie could not at that time have
made what the law means by a voluntary confession.Witness recalled.

Judge Price.?"Where was this confession made?"Mitness.?"ln the Western district station house."
Judge Price.?"How long after he was confined?"
Witness.- 4 About fifteen minutes."
Judge Price.?"Was there any threat or inducement

made or offered him before it was made?"
Witness.?"None to iny knowledge."
Judge Price.?"The witness can proceed, but must confine himself to this certain time "

Witness continued.?Mr. Kirk, in whose employ the
prisoner had been, asked witness to let him see Corrie;
told Kirk to wait, as the mob outside was much excited;
about fifteen miuutes after this witness took Mr. Kirkback and unlocked the door of the room where Corrie
was; when they entered Corrie commenced crying piteous-
-17, and said, "011, what have Idone? ray poor
mother say?" he then called upon witness and Mr. Kirk
to shoot him; he repeated these remarks twice, witness
is positive of. and may be three times; Kirkspoke to him.said "how do you do. Peter;" bad known Corrie
before this time for several years; he had lived in
witness' neighborhood in the Western section of
the city; witness saw Corrie almost every day;
missed him some time after this, and thought he was
absent from the city; witness met Corrie once in Holliday
street about two week's after Benton's death, and whenGambrill was in jail, witness went into Wilkinson's sa-
loon on Holiday street, near the Theatre, and there sawCorrie; Corrie said that witness was mistaken about theidentity of Gambrill, and that he had not testified cor-rectly about the Gambrill case, and sj>oke about the part 1witness had taken in the arrest of Gambrill; he said to j
witness that his name was Peter Corrie, 44 Butcher Pete;"
witness told him that he knew him by both names; whenCorrie told witness be had not spoken the truth it wassaid in a threatening mariner; so much so that witness
placed himself in a defensive attitude; witness thinksCorrie had on a black sack coat; don't know what kind ofa cap he had on.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?Wilkinson's saloon isa respectable establishment as far as witness knows; Cor-rie had been drinking certainly; witness has seen the pris-oner more since he has been connected with the police de-
partment than formerly; has seen him several times since
he came from the country; Corrie asked witness if ho was
not Captain Lineweaver; witness knew Corrie, and Corrie
knew witness; the conversation addressed to witness by
Corrie was not the foolish, reckless language of men
usually made over their cups; the language used was
said to witness to intimidate him; witness noticed a cut
011 the prisoner's nose at the station house; witness did
not consider the prisoner beaten; counsel might
think that he was beaten; witness does not considera man beaten when he has a sijigle cut on the nose; wit
ness does not thinkjthat the prisoner knew about the crowd
outside of the station house; there were no loud cries out
side; there was nothing said about hanging Corrie out-
side; Corrie could not have heard the noise in the street,
he was put in the back room; witness is the husband of
the sister of Marion Cropps, who was tried before for the
some offence.

By Mr. Preston.?Witness was about forty or fifty feet
offfrom Pins street on German, when he heard the first
shot.

By Mr. Gittings..?Witness had heard three shots only
before Corrie turned into Pine street.

Officer Higgins re called.?Witness stated that officer
Cook and himself started to go to the theatre, and that
they turned back on acjountof Cook not feeling well;
when they went into Blank's they called for lager beer;
they did not drink any then; the shot was fired before they
drank: witness supposes that the lager was to be the physic
for the occasion; witness was not on duty that day; wit-
ness saw Cook that afternoon about three o'clock and
took one or two drinks with him; witness drank lager he
thinks, maybe brandy?to be certain lie will say that he
drapk both.

By Mr. Gittings.?Witness was willing to testify in the
case of Cropps, but told Mr. Gittings he would prefer not
being put upon the stand; witness is not a relation of the
prisoner; witness testified in the case of the State against
Henry Gambrill for the murder ofRigdon.

Lt. Win. H. Groover, sworn.?Am a Lieutenant of the
Western district polic; wasjat the watch house when Corrie
wa9 brought in and put hack; the prisoner had on a cap
with a glazed cover; he was secured in the southeast corner of the back room; when he was brought out before the
Mayorhe had on a cloth cap; the Mayor came to the sta-
tion house about an hour after Corrie was confined; wit-
ness saw Corrie in the passage with Marshall Herring
with a cloth capon; witness remarked that was not his
cap; Corrie said nothing; saw Sergeant Hough come up
from the room with a glezed cover and witness fitted it
on the cap.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?Witness was at the
door when Corrie came up to the station house; there wresome twenty persons who came up with Corrie: the door
was immediately shut; witness thinks there was much
commotion outside; but be don't know what was done or
said; there were three doors, which were closed between
Corrie and the street; there was an aperture in one of therooms where some prisoners had escaped; but it wasclosed up at that time; the prisoner was ironed; he had on
handcuffs and was chained to the iloor; the chain is about
14 inches in length; at the full length of the chain, a man
might be said to he in a prostrate condition.

Captain Lineweaver, re called by Mr. Preston.?The
prisoner was chained when he made the declarations be-
fore Mr. Kirk and witness.

By Mr. Machen ?Corrie was arrested in front of a gate
between German street and a small alley, near Cider alley;
witness thinks I)r. Corrie's lot runs hack to this small
alley: when witness heard the report he was in Blanks';
it had a .lull,heavy souniifas if smothered: the first shot
inthe street was a heavy report, clearer than the first one;
would supjiose the report was made by a large pistol; the
other shots were of sharper sound, like fired front a revol-
ver.

By Mr. Preston.?Witness never drew any distinction
about the sound of the pistols he heard; he never was
asked the question about the sounds.

Mr. Preston.?"Was there not a dispute when the sur
veyor was about preparing the plats as to certain locations
where the prisoner was arrested, between yourself, Jami-
son and Cook ?"

Mr. Gittings.?We object to the question, the witness
can't testify as to what Jamison and Cook said at that
time.

Mr. Preston.?"l want to show that there is a location
on the plat, marked down, about which a difference of
opinion arose, making a variation of some 40 or 50 feet "

Judge Price said the question could be put to the wit-
ness.

Witness.?"Recollects nothing about a dispute of that
kind."

By Mr. Gittings.?He was artested on the west side ofPenn street, near German, no doubt about that.
By Mr. Preston.?Childs' house is on the North side of

German, a little east of Penn street.

Sergeant Hough re called by the State.?Witness went
back in thd room with a lamp and found the cover of a
cap in the northeast corner of the room; the prisoner was
inthe southeast corner; witness lias the cap cover and the
cap; [witness here produced a blue cloth cap with a brass
button on each side, and a glazed covering, which was
shown to the jury. The cap has a hole in the front part
of the cloth as ifmade by a bullet, but there is tin corres-ponding aperture in it to show that the bullet passed
through the upper part of it.]

A Juror asked what was the motive inshowing thecap.

By Mr. Gittings ?Witness don't recollect saying any-thing about a difference of sounds at his examination be
before the Mayor.

Officer Jamison re called.?The place where Corrie was
arrested was infront of the gate, described by Biggins;
officer Cook was ahead of witness, and he pointed out the
place of the arrest, and witness thought it was not the
place.

Officer Andrews sworn ?Am a police officer of the city;
my beat is on Boss, Biddle, F.utaw street and Pennsyl-
vania avenue; this was witness' heat when officer Benton
was killed; Benton was killed on the corner of Biddle
street and Pennsylvania avenue: it was in a block of
witness' beat; officer Rigdon was on the same beat as wit-
ness, in the night time.

Mr. Preston.?"l don't see the bearing of this evi
dence."

Mr. Gittings said only that the jurymight have the
opportunity to look at it.

It being now twenty minutes of three o'clock, Mr. Git-tings said that as the Court designed to adjourn, the State
would here close, with the understanding that if one or
two witnesses came forward inthe morning it would be
allowed to examine them.

Mr. Maclien.?"We willshow the bearing of it."
Mr. Preston.?"l object to this evidence; it is about the

murder ofone Benton by another man, and has no bear-
ing upon the case."

Mr. Preston did not admire this arrangement; he would
like the State to announce the fact that it had closed, sothat the defence could, if necessary*, subpoena some ofthe State's witnesses to prepare his defence, for which he
intended to ask the indulgence of the court; he asked thisindulgence till the morning, as he thought it was due to
his client.

Mr. Machen.?"We want to show that the prisoner was
one of the same crowd and frequented the same neighbor
hood as those who associated with Gambrill, and that
from officer Rigdon's testimony, given on Gambrill's
trial, there was a motive for the murder on account of this
evidence."

Mr. Preston contended that there had been no evidence
to show that Corrie was in any way associated with any
of those'rowdy gangs, as was shown in Cropps' ease, anil
it was therefore not fair to go back to the date of Benton's
murder and give evidence from which the jury might
draw inferences prejudicial to the case of the prisoner.

Mr. Gittings said there was no difference in the two
cases; the object of the testimony was to show the zeal ex-
hibited by the prisoner in the trial of Gambrill, and that
this zeal was followed up untilthe death of Rigdon.

Judge Price ruled that the evidence was admissible.
Witness continued.?Witness knew Henry Gambrill,

and knows the prisoner; has seen them together; the Mt.
V ernon Hook and Ladder Company's house is on Kiddie
street, near Ross; those who go with that Company rally
under the name of the Company, and also that of"Plugs;"
wilness don't know whether the members - f the Company
make these cries or not; there are a parcel of runners
who make those cries; witness has seen the prisoner with
Gambrill and the crowd, on the corner of Ross and Biddle
streets; this was about two years ago: witness has not
seen the prisoner in company with Gambrill sinceCorrie's
return from the country.

Mr. Gittings said the defence might consider the Stateas having closed, and Judge Price announced that the
court would grant the indulgence asked for by Mr. Pres
ton.

The court adjourned until to-morrow morning at 10
o'clock, when the examination ofwitnesses for the defence
will be commenced.

The Baltimore County Bible Society has presented a
large Bible to the Circuit Court, and also one to the Or
plians' Court of Baltimore county.

After the election was concluded, Dr. Lewis H.

Mr. Preston asked the Court to rule this testimony out;
that the counsel for the State hail no right to go hack two
years and show the acts of the prisoner at that time.

Judge Price ruled that the evidence could go to the
jury.

Witness continued.?Witness has seen the prisoner since
his return from the country in the neighborhood of Ross,
Biddle. Eutaw streets and Pennsylvania avenue; witness
has seen Corric at the corner of Biddle street and Pennsyl-
vania avenue, in company with a party of young men
who congregated there; witness has seen Corrie at Mor
gan's; .Morgan's is on Eutaw street; it is a restaurant.

Mr. (Sittings.?" What party frequents Morgan's ?"

Mr. Preston objected to the testimony.
Judge Price ruled it competent.
Witness continued.?Witness has seen Corrie around the

corners on his heat incompany withyoung men; has seenCorrie in the Mount Vernon Company's house, both oe-
fore and after he left the city; never saw him in Gambrill's
house; Henry Gambrill went withthe Mount Vernon Hook
and I.adder Company; never saw Corrie go tofires with
Gambrill after he returned from the country; saw Corrie
often go to fires with Gam Jrill before he left"the city; wit-
ness don't know if the party rallying under the name of
Plugs have any "head quarters."

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston?Witness took the pris-
oner down to the truck house after his return to the city,
to show him the fine new house; witness can't recollect
ifthat was only time he saw the prisoner there; has been
a police officer since Corrie came from the country; have
been on the police about two years.

By Mr. Gittings?Morgan's is called the Mount Vernon
Restaurant; Morgan's is three squares from the truck
house.

BOARD OF FIRE COMMISSIONERS. ?From a commu-
nication sent yesterday to the First Branch of the
City Council by the Fire Department, the follow-
ing facts are taken :

The Board paid to the First Baltimore Fire Com-
pany for the steam engine "Alpha"and hose and
hose-carriage and other appurtenances, the sum of i
$4,250. To the Vigilant for the "Comet," hose,
Ac., $4,400: to the Washington for the "Home,"
hose, Ac., $3,750; to the Pioneer Hook and Ladder,
for trucks, ladders, hooks, Ac., $1,200. The Board
has contracted for six hose-carriages, with capacity
for 1,000 feet of hose, at cost of 5250 each. The en-
gines and trucks, with all their appurtenances are
to be paid with city notes, bearing interest, and
running 12, 16 and 18 months; and the new hose
carriages with notes running 12 months.?
Owing to the extensive limits of the citv the Com-
missioners are of the opinion that six engines are
not sufficient for the wants of the city and suggest
that the number be increased to eight. The cost of
purchasing the engines, hose, Ac., thus far has
been much below the original estimate, and no con-
tracts have as yet been entered into for the con-
struction of the other engines required, nor will
there be any contract made with any party until
the engine now building by Messrs. Poole A Hunt,
has been thoroughly!] tested and its power and
capacity proved.

REPORT OF THE TRUSTEES FOR THE POOR. ?The fol-
lowing statistics are taken from the Report of
the Trustees for the Poor :
Amount of receipts from all sources, - - 535,709.04
Amount of expenses for the year, - - - 33,606.49

Balance, $ 2,102.55
There were in the almshouse on the first day of

January 1858, 791 persons. Admitted during'the
year, 2,367: Of this number, 2,347 were discharged,
leaving 811 on the 31st of December, 1858. Of those
remaining, 53 are children on trial. The nativity
of the inmates were 1,107 foreigners, and 1,260 na-
tive born. There were realized from work done
by inmates 56,076.54, and the produce raised on the
farm amounted to $7,666.9234- There were also
$750.50 realized from extra work done off the farm.
The number who received medical attention during
the vear was 801. There were 109 deaths and 58
births. The expenses of the institution for the year
1859, are estimated at $41,700.82.

THE MCDONOQH ESTATE. ?A communication was
received yesterday in the First Branch of the City
Council from the Trustees of the McDonogh Edu-
cational Fund and Institute. The estimate of the

! estate in 1857 was $1,465,880, which is $621,194 less
than the estimate of 1851. There has been a divi-
sion of the property and each city has its own
share under its special control. No funds are in
the hands of the Trustees at present, but they ex-
press the opinion that in the course of live or six
years $500,000 willbe realized from the bequest.

BOBBERY. ?Yesterday morning, about 3 o'clock,
the Jewelry store of Mr. Henry Schofield, No. 604
West Baltimore street, beyond Fremont, was en-
tered and robbed of jewelry to the value of $125.
The thief entered the establisment by forcing
a shutter and climbing through a window in the
rear of the building which is also used as a dwelling.
Mr. S had taken the precaution to move all the
more valuable part of his stock to the room in
which he sleeps. No arrests have been made.

SALE OF A SCHOONER.? Messrs. F. W. Bennett A
Co., auctioneers, sold, yesterday, at the Exchange
Reading Rooms, on (Jay street," near Second, the
schooner William A. Hamill, for the sum of $6,500.
The vessel was purchased by Messrs. Patterson A
Magruder.

By Mr. Machen?Witness thinks Corrie lived with his
brother-in-law in last November; Corrie's brother in-law
lives on Pennsylvania avenue above Hoffman street; wit
ness thinks it is about a quarter of a mile from the truck
house.

By a Juror.?Witness never saw Corrie at Morgan's.
John H. Witmau, sworn.?Witness was present at the

Court during the trial of Henry Gambrill; witness re-
ported the trial for the Daily Exchange newspaper; Gam-
brill was charged with the murder of police officer Benton;
officer Rigdon was a witness for the State in that case;
Rigdon testified at the trial, substantially, that upon the
night of the 22d of September, between 11 and 12 o'clock,
he, in company with other officers, was called to the
house of a Mrs. <4Bern, on Biddle street, near Pennsylva-
nia avenue, where a disturbance had taken place; that
officers Benton, Brown anil himself went into the houseand arrested a man named Isenhardt; that they had pro-
ceeded to the middle of Biddle street, near the avenue,
when a man named Houck interfered and attempted to
rescue Isenhardt; that Benton and himself then let go of
Isenhardt, and arrested Houck; that they were conveying
him to the station house, and had got as far as the cor-
ner of Biddle street and Pennsylvania avenue when
Henry Gambrill ran up to within three or four feet of
them, when Gambrill levelled a pistol at Benton, and
"pulled away," the load taking effect upon the left side
of the neck of Benton, causing a wound from which he
(lied ina few minutes; Rigdon also testified that it was a
clear and bright moonlight night, and that he could not
be mistaken inthe man who fired the shot. The verdict
rendered in Gambrill's case was that of "guilty of mur-
der in the first degree;" the verdict was rendered a few
minutes after half-past five o'clock; the jury came in at
half-past five, and the verdict was recorded a few minutes
after.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?"You sayth .tBenton
was killed on the night of the 22d of September! l"

Witness?"That was the time given in the testimony of
officer Rigdon; I state it from recollection."

Mr. Preston?"Your date is correct At wout time was
Gambrill ttken from the court house, upon the night of
his conviction?"

"Witness?"l do not know; I left the court room a few
minutes after the verdict was rendered, and went down to
the office."

Mr. Preston?"l have no more questions to ask the
witness "

Mr. Gittings?"l am much obliged to you, Mr. Wit
man."

Officer Magee, sworn.?Witness was on duty at the
court house on the last day of Gambrill's trial; witness
went out with the other officers with Gambrill; on the
way to the hack there was a large crowd rushed down with
the officers; witness saw the prisoner among this crowd;
he was disorderly and uuder the influence of liquor; wit-
ness arrested him. when Lieutenant Carmichael said this
is no time to make an arrest; witness then let Corrie go,
and did not see him after that; witness followed the hack
and when on the corner of Water street and Calvert, wit-
ness arrested another party and brought him as far as Bal-
timore street; witness heard cries of "now's your time
boys, rally," &c., inthe rotunda of the court house when
Gambrill was brought out; did not hear Corrie cry out.

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?There was a large
number of persons around the court house that day; the
greatest number were on Lexington street, and when
Gambrill was brought out the other door a rush was made
lor Calvert street; witness don't know what kind of crowds
are about the court house when convicted persons are
brought out; this was the first time witness was ever at
the court house when a party was convicted of a capital
offence.

By Mr. Gittings.?Saw Cropps in front of theGilmor
House, and saw Lt Carmichael push him back; don't re-
collect seeing Corrie in front of the Gilmor House.

Lewis Carl, sworn.?Know the prisoner; know Cropps;
recollect the evening of the murder; saw Corriewand
Cropps that night; witness was standing on Koss street,
in front of Morgan's, between 8)5 and 7 o'clock, talking
with two friends; Cropps and Corrie came up from Little
Ross street; witness thought Corrie asked us if any one
had a pistol; he was told that no one had a pis-
tol; they then went into Morgan's and took a
drink, witness supposes; they came out, and Cropps then
made the remark that Gambrill was in the Middle district
watch house; Corrie did not say anything; they went off
then in the same direction in which they came; Corrie
went into the tavern as soon as he asked for the pistol;
GambriU's tavern was on Franklin, near Eutaw street;
witness has known Corrie forabout two years; witness
saw Corrie on election day in Gambrill's; don't think he
has seen him in Morgan's; Cropps never came in that
part of the town much; witness has been accustomed to
see Cropps about the corner of Pearl and Baltimore
streets.

SHOOTINO AT OFFICERS. ?LemueI Burke was ar-
rested yesterday by officers Short and Bransberrv,
upon the charge of shooting at, with intent to kill,
officers Latbem and Bransberrv, on Tuesday night.
He was committed to jailfor a'further examination
before the Mayor by Justice Showacre.

ARRIVED. ?The steamship City of Norfolk arrived
at her wharf from Savannah at an early hour last
nigbt.

POLICE INTELLIGENCE.
Reuben Jackson, negro, was arraigned before Justice

Wheat yesterday afteinoon, charged with perjury. He
underwent an examination and was committed to jailfor
a hearing.

Officers Simpson and Barringer yesterday arrested a ne-
gro named James Jefl'erson alias Joseph Busk, charged
with being a runaway slave, the property of Jacob W.
Hofflick, of Virginia. He was committed to jail to await
the orders of his master by Justice McKinley.

Officer Scherer arrested David Welsh, oil the charge of
assaulting and resisting him whilst in the discharge of
his duty. Justice Mearis committed him to jailfor a hear
ing.

By Mr. Gittings Can't say what crowd Corrie had
been in the habit of going with then; witness has not seen
Corrie at the truck house since he came from the country;
witness did not see him much before he went away about
the truck house; witness had not an opportunity, "because
he was on the railroad, and was not much in town.

Captain Brown sworn.?[This witness reiterated the
testimony given by him on the former trial.]

Cross-examined by Mr. Preston.?Witness can'tdescribe
particularly Kigdou's beat without the aid of the plat.

Captain Lineweaver sworn ?Witness heard the shot
fired which killed Rigdon; witness was standing infront
of the Western police station; witness immediately went
to Rigdon's bouse, and found Rigdon dying; witntss saw
Corrie afterwards at the station house where Corrie was
locked up.

Mr. Machen.?"State what took place at the station
house."

Mr. Preston.?"l object, what is the purpose of theState inthis?"
Mr. Machen ?"To give the acts and declarations of

the prisoner."

ANNUAL REPORT OF THE COMPTROLLER
OF THE TREASURY FOR THE FISCAL
YEAR ENDED SEPTEMBER 30, 1858, TO
THE GOVERNOR OF MARYLAND.

TREASURY DEPARTMENT,
COMPTROLLER'S OFFICE, \

January 10th, 1859. JTo the Governor of Maryland:
The following report is submitted in compliance

with the requirement of the Act of Assembly of
1852, chapter 56, section 1, and exhibits a com-plete statement of the funds and revenues of the
State, and of the public expenditures during the
fiscal year ending on the 30th September, 1858, spe
cities the amount derivable and received from each
source of revenue, and the purpose for which each
expenditure was made; and shows the name, resi-
dence and official character of the persons from
whom any arrearages may be due, with the amountso due from each defaulter.

Clerk of St. Mary's county in default of the whole
amount ot revenue which accrued in his hands from
the first of dune to the first of December, 1857, and
for the whole amount of revenue accrued to the first
of June, 1858.

The late Clerk of Worcester county is in de-
fault for revenue accrued in his hands to the
first ot December, 1857. Notice of suit has been
given.

The Clerk of the Circuit Court for Caroline county
is also in default for a small balance due upon his
return to the first of June, 1858.

The Comptroller was reluctantly compelled to
withdraw the claims of the State against the late
Clerk of the Circuit Court for Caroline county, from
the State's Attorney for that county, on account of
his neglect to institute suit according to instructions
from this Department, and to solicit the Governor
to appoint some other member of the bar to repre-
sent the State in these cases. Accordingly the
State's Attorney for Dorchester county has been
appointed, and is now prosecuting these claims
with zeal and ability.

REVENUE FROM RROISTERS OF WILLS.

RECEIPTS.
Statement A shows the total receipts into theTreasury during the fiscal year to have been SI -

019,228 95.
There remained in the Treasury on the 30th ofSeptember, 1857, 5718.477 32, wliich added to thereceipts tit the year make an aggregatein the Treas-ury for the fiscal year of $1,737,706 27.
By an examination of Statement A it will ap-

pear that of the receipts in 1858, the sum of $546,
031.39 was received for the revenue which accrued
in that year, and $173,197.56 was received on ac-
count of former years.

A comparison' of the total receipts in the fiscal
year 1858, with those ot the preceding year, shows
an excess in favor of 1857 to the amount of $265,:
476.45, but the sum of $275,770.23 was received in
1857, in liquidation of the State's claim against theFederal Government, and is of course not to be in-
cluded with the regular revenues in the Treasury;
therefore, deducting this sum from the receipts of
185 1, the difference between the receipts of the two
years is reduced $89,706.22.

The falling off in the receipts from the Baltimoreand Ohio Railroad, and the Susquehanna and Tide
Water Canal Campanies, is the principal cause ofthis difference, as will hereinafter more fully ap-
pear.

Statement B exhibits tbe disbursements in the fis-
cal year, which amounted to $1,295,598.26. This
Statement also shows the balance in the Treasure

at the close of the fiscal year to have been $442,108."-
01, subject to the payment of certain charges there-in stated, leaving a net remainder of $138,641.94 to
he applied to future demands.

Statement C is an estimate of the probable re-ceipts into the Treasury in the current fiscal year,
(ending Sept. 30th, 1859,) which are therein placed
at the sum of 51.049.500.

Statement /) will be found to contain an estimate
ot the probable demands upon the Treasury during
the current fiscal year, the total of which is setdown at $995,894.

<S latemeut E is an account of the funds, to wit:the Free School Fund and Sinking Fund.A reference to this statement willshow the re-
ceipts in the fiscal vear, on account of the Free
School Fund, to have been $71,264.40. Of thesere-
ceipts the sum of $24,306.04 was received in pay-
ment of the twenty cents tax on the capital of the
banks; $9,<12.32 from dividends on bank stock:$530.16 front State 6 per cent, stock: $34,069.36
from surplus revenue; $2,000 surplus transferred of
the appropriation for the education of the indigent
blind, and 53.646.52 interest on the investment
made by the Treasurer in obedience to the act of
Assembly of 1858, chapter 295.

Thesum of 520,987.63 remained in theTreasury onthe 30th of September. 1858, to the credit of the
said fund, which, added to the receipts of the year,
make an aggregate of $95,252.03.

The disbursement on the same account, for thesame period, were $71,384.25; and deducting the
expenditures from the aggregate, there will appear
to the credit ot the Free School Fuud, as of the 30th
of September, 1858, $23,867.76.

1hat portion ot the School Fund which consistsot Bank Stock and Cash belonging to the Counties
is exhibited in Statement G.

The Act of Assembly of 1858, chapter 295, before
alluded to, authorized and directed the Treasurer"to have invested the sum of $160,929.26, (the
amount received from the General Government, in1857, on account of interest upon the money ad-
vanced by this State to the United States durino-
the last war with England,) in the bonds of thisState, or, in his discretion, in some safe and profit-
able stock or stocks, fund or funds." In pursuance
of this law the Treasurer purchased, at a cost of 90
percent., 560,500 of York and Cumberland Rail-
road 6 per cent, coupon bonds, the interest upon
which is payable semi-annually on the first of Jan-
uary and July; at 93.41 per cent. $55,240.30 of Bal-
timore Citv 6 per cent. Water Stock, the interest
upon which is payable semi-annually on the first of
November and May; and at 94>£ per cent. $57,818.-68 of Baltimore City 6 per cent, stock, interest
payable semi-annually on the first of January and
the first of July. This investment it is believedwill prove a safe and productive one. The action
of the Legislatures of 1825 and 1858 in thus en-
couraging common schools is worthy of approba
tion; but if the State had given, in so noble a cause,
the whole amount received from the Federal Gov-
ernment it would have been impossible for her to
have devoted it to a wiser purpose. Resolution 38,
of 1825, appears to have contemplated the estab-
lishment ot a eyeteni of Common Free Schools, and
it should be a source of regret to every patriotic
citizen of Maryland that so good an object has been
so long delayed.

Works of Internal Improvement are necessary to
develope the energy and industry of a State,'but
every permanent advancement of a Free people
must have its foundation laid in an educated and
enlightened constituency. Should a system of Com-
mon Schools be established in the present sound
and reliable condition of the State's finances, a por-
tion of the surplus revenue could, with ,-afety, be
annually invested for the use of schools, and the
interest upon it distributed to the counties and the
city ofBaltimore on such basis as to the General
Assembly mmht seem just and proper. Thus, in
the course of years, without additional taxation, a
fund might be accumulated which, added to thatalready existing, would be the pride and glorv of
the State, and a lasting benefit and blessing to her
people.

The receipts on account of the Sinking Fund in
the iiscal year, which ended the 30th of September,
1858, are manifested in Statement E, and appear to
have been $225,047.54; of which amount the sum of
$205,735.05 was the interest upon the stock held by
the State for the use and increment of the said
fund, and $10,312.49 was surplus revenue trans-
ferred in accordance with section 1, chapter 3GO, of
the acts of Assembly of 1853. The sum of $90,457.49
of these aggregate receipts was disbursed and invest-
ed tor the use of the fund; leaving uninvested and
to its credit $134,590.05.

The Sinking Fund, at the close of the preceding
fiscal year, amounted to 53,997,276.44, and it was
increased during the year just closed to the sum of
$4,223,273.77.

Statement /"shows the character and amount of
the stocks held by the Sinking Fund as of the 30th
of September, 1858, and also the character and
amount purchased for the use of the Sinking Fund

from the 30th of September, 1858.
It willbe observed that the purchase of stock for

the Sinking Fund, has not been as extensive as in
preceding years; this is owing to the scarcity of
the stocks of the State in market; and the Treasurer
has found it absolutely impossible tr purchase to any-
considerable extent, notwithstanding he has author-
ized the most liberal offers. This fact, though a
high compliment to the credit of the State, hasbeen
unfavorable to the augmentation of the Sinking
Fund.

Statement G exhibits the items and the several ag-
gregate amounts, constituting the several funds
therein mentioned, as of the 30th of September,
1858.

Statement 11 shotvs the assessed value of the rea
and personal property in this State, with the
amount of levy made thereon for the year 1858. By
this it will be seen that the aggregate sum of as-
sessments in the State amounts to 5255,447,588, an
increase, compared with the preceding year, of

These officers paid into the Treasury during the
fiscal year 854,300.96, which compared with the re-
ceipts on the same account in 1857, shows a decrease
of §14,570.32.

Baltimore city, under an act passed at the last
session of the Legislature, is about to complete a
new assessment within her limits, which willpro-
bably show a large increase of both real and per-
sonal property, and especially of the latter. Should
our present tax laws remain in force, equity willshortly require a new assessment for the entire
State.

An account of the "State's Capital and Credits"
as ot the 30th of September, 1858, will be found in
Statement I, from which it appears that thev amount
in the aggregate to 522,884,512.94, of wliich only
$8,042,231.29 are productive.

Statement ./ is an account of the Funded Debt of
the State, as of the 30th September, 1858, which
appears to have been $14,862,510.26.

DIRECT TAXES.

Table Wo. 1, of the Appendix, upon examination
will show that tne receipts for Direct Taxes in the
fiscal year were $245,215.99, of which amount $98,-
793.55 accrued in 1858, and $146,422.44 were re-
ceived on account of previous years. By a com-
parison of the receipts for Direct Taxes, as exhib-
ited in this Table, in connection with Statement A, I
with the receipts on the same account in the prece-
ding year, an increase willbe observed in the last
fiscal'veai- amounting to $11,912.97, of which $7,-
280.35 accrued in 1858.

This is a gratifying result, and is attributable to
the general faithfulness of the Collectors, and also
to tne relief which the tax-payers have experienced
from the financial difficulties to which allusion was
made in the Comptroller's Report to the Legisla-
ture for the year 1857.

REVENUE FROM CLERKS OF COURTS.
Table No. 2 contains an account of the receipts,

on various accounts, from Clerks of Courts during
the fiscal year. Deducting the amount of receipts
for excess of fees, $1,643.33, (which were not re-
ceived from clerks,) the total receipts from these
officers are found to have been $278,530.55. In
1857 the total receipts from Clerks were $256,512.09;
showing a difference of $22,018.46 in favor of 1858;
but $12,604.11 were received in the latter year on
account of revenue which accrued before that year,
and in 1857 the sum of $682.38 only was received
for revenue which accrued inprevious years; conse-
quently the revenue which accrued and was received
trom Clerks in 1858, exceeded that which accrued
and was received in 1857, by the sum of $10,096.73.

The Clerk of the Court of Common Pleas of Bal-
timore City paid into the Treasury during tbe fiscal
year the large sum of 5173,840".59, the whole of
which except $1,570.43 was on account ofLicenses.

Itis only just to say that this officer has discharg-
ed his responsible trust faithfullyand punctually.

The whole amount received for Licenses in the
fiscal year 1858 is $264,735.06, which shows an in-
crease compared with the preceding year of $19.-
861.75; and this has been the result, notwithstand-
ing several hundred persons composing a "Liquor
Dealers' Association," in the city of Baltimore,
have refused to take out license under the Act of
1858, contending that the said Act is unconstitu-
tional, and have thus by their refusal lessened the
receipts from this source to the extent of at least

| $25,000.

The Legislature, at its session of January 1858,passed an act releasing the estate of Moses Shep-
pard, deceased, ofBaltimore city, from thopavment
of the collateral tax. The property belonging to
the estate was considerable, and it having lieen de-
vised and bequeathed to the establishment of an In-
sane Asylum, the Legislature released the collateral
tax upon it, which would have amounted to about
$16,000. This exemption reduced the return of the
Register of Wills of Baltimore Citv, and willac-
count for the falling off in the receipts from this
c'ass of officers.

These persons have been indicted in the Criminal
Court of Baltimore citv, and have removed their
cases, or at least a number of them, to the Circuit
Court for Baltimore county, where they are now
pending. It is believed th'at the constitutionality
of the law in question will be sustained; should the
decision of the Court, however, be adverse to the
State, the subject will be taken to the Court of
Appeals for final adjudication.

The License Act of 1858 is in many respects a de-
cided improvement upon all former laws on this
subject; but in justice to the commercial interests
of the State, the price of many of the grades of
licenses should be somewhat reduced, and it is the
design of the Comptroller in his next annual report
to call the attention of the Legislature more par-
ticularly to this subject, and to recommend such
amendments as in his judgment will tend to perfect
the Act of 1858.

The Clerks of Courts during the fiscal year 1858
have generally settled their accounts with this de-
partment punctually.

The Clerk of the Superior Court of Baltimore
City is entitled to special commendation for the
very efficient manner in which he conducts the
affairs of his office.

It Is the duty of the Comptroller to report the

It gives the Comptroller pleasure to state that theRegisters of Wills have, for the most part, during
the year just closed, made their returns and pay-
ments to this department with promptness and retr-ularitv.

The Register ot Wills for Caroline County is in
default for revenue which accrued in his" handsfrom the first ot June to the first of November,1857, and for a balance upon his return to the first
of June, 1858.

The passage of a law requiring the Registers of
Wills to make quarterly reports to this office, certi-
fied to and attested by the Judges of the Orphans'
Court, would, it is believed, be an excellent pro-

One of the objects in establishing the Comp- '
troller's office was to make it a check upon the ac- |
counting officers of the State. This object is lullv !accomplished so far as the Clerks of Courts are con-
cerned in the regulations for the issuing of licen-
ses. There is no snch check upon the Registers of
Wills, for the duplicate receipts have proved utterly
worthless, and the method proposed seems bestadapted to answer the purpose desired. Their pay-
ments into the Treasury could be made as at present
provided for.

EXCESS OF FEES.

The receipts in the fiscal vear on this account un-der the provisions of the first section of the tenth
Article of the Constitution, and chapter 444, of the
Acts ol the Assembly of 1853, amounted to sl,-
C43.33, Jieing less than one-half the sum reported
io 1857. Of the amount received, the present
State s Attorney of Baltimore city paid into the1 reasnry 51,433.33, and the late State's Attorney
for the said city paid S2lO, which sum was the re-
mainder ol fees due him from the city, and col-
lected since the close of his official term.

The recommendation made to the Legislature inthe Comptroller's last report willbe renewed in bis
next to that Honorable body, and he is well satis-
fied that the passage of an Act, such as was thereinindicated, would add much to the revenue arising
from this source.

AUCTION DITTIES.
receipts from the Auction duties appear in

lable No. 4, and amount, for the fiscal year, to
$14,121.73. In 1857, they were 516,232.84. Underchapter 2Gb of 1853 the proceeds ot' these duties areplaced to the credit of the Mayor and City Councilot Baltimore, to he expended in the deepening of
a channel in the Chesapeake Bay and the Patapseo
river below Fort McHenry. Table No. 4, of theappendix, also shows thereceipts from Auctioneers'licenses, which amounted to $6,950, exceeding the
receipts in 1857, from the same source, $1,950.

NORTHERN CENTRA!, RAILWAYCOMPANY.
This Company lias faithfully met its obligations

to the State in accordance with the requirements of
chapter 260 of the Acts of Assembly of 1854. Its
regular quarterly payments for the fiscal year
amounted to $90,000."

BALTIMOREANI) OHIO RAILROAD COMPANY.
The State received trom this Company during thefiscal year, on account of her portion of the receipts

trom passengerson the Washington Branch of the
road 5.14,39G.02. In 1857 the State received on the
same account $76,038.16.

The Company petitioned the Legislature at its
last session to be released from the capitation tax
on that portion of the road which lies between Bal-
timore city and the Relay, but the Legislature re-
fused to grant their petition. In making the first
payment in 1858, the State's part of the receipts
upon the portion of the road before mentioned was
withheld, the Treasurer of the Company forward-
ing with his remittance a resolution of the Boardof Directors, in substance, denying the right of'the
State to the tax on that part of the road. The
Comptroller protested against this novel construc-
tion ot a law under which a different course had
been pursued from its passage, and notified the
Company that a suit would be instituted shonld thedetermination, as announced bv the resolution ofthe Board of Directors, he adhered to. The Trea-
surer ol the Company replied that the|communica-
tion containing the remonstrance and p'rotest would
be laid before the Board of Finance at their next
meeting. No action, however, appears to havebeen taken in regard to the subject for a considera-
ble time. Information has at length reached this
office of a reconsideration by the Board of Direc-
tors of their former resolution, and payments, it is
stated, willhereafter be made as heretofore.

The failure to receive this portion of the tax does
not full.v account for the falling oil' of the receipts
from this Company during the vear, but an expla-
nation is found in the fact that the return for duly,
1858, was not received until October, and is not
therefore embraced in the receipts of the fiscal
year.

Table No. 15 shows the dividends received from
the Baltimore and Ohio llailroad, in the vear, to
have been $49,500.

SUSQUEHANNA AND TIDEWATEIt CANAI.COMPANIES.
Table No. 17, of the Appendix, shows the amount

of the indebtedness of these Companies to the State,
on account of interest, and their payments during
the fiscal year. The whole amount due from these
Companies on the 30th September, 1858, was $92,-
059.94, of which $59,895.53 was on account of 1858,
and $32,1G4.41 was on account of 1857. The re-
ceipts from them during the same time were $17,-
325. A payment of about an equal sum has been
made since the close of the fiscal vear, and does not
therefore appear in the report. "The Comptroller
has urged the demands of the State upon these Com-
panies, and has been assured through their Presi-
dents that every possible exertion willbe made to
meet their obligations. The further action of thisdepartment will depend upon the future conduct of
these Companies.

TOBACCO INSPECTIONS.
The gross rece pts from the State Tobacco In-

spections in Baltimore for the fiscal vear, as ex-
hibited in Table No. C, appear to have been $70,-
798.02, and the expenses for the same time were for
wages to laborers and incidental expenses, $43,362.-
15, and for salaries of Inspectors, Clerks, and for
nails, $21,558.43, making the total expenses $64,-
920.58, leaving the sum of $5,877.44 to be applied
to the payment of the interest of the Tobacco
debt, Ac.

In the year preceding the gross receipts were
$87,685.03, and the expenses were for wages to
laborers and incidental expenses,S36,o32.s4, and for
salaries of Inspectors. Clerks, and for nails, $21,-225.83, making a total of $57,258.37, and leaving
the sum ot $30,426.66 applicable to the payment ofthe Tobacco debt, Ac.

An Act of Assembly was passed in 1858, increas-
ing the salaries of the Clerks in the Warehouses;
but as there was no knowledge at this office of the
design to pass such an act, the appropriation for
the Tobacco Warehouses was set down at the usual
figures, and hence the Comptroller could not allow
to the clerks the increase which the Legislature
seemed to contemplate, lest the appropriation should
be exceeded.

The sum of $3,000 was appropriated by chapter
332, of 1858, "for the repairing and keeping in re-

the State Tobacco Warehouses in the city of
Baltimore." By this Act it was made "the dutv
of the Comptroller, upon the application ol any of
the Tobacco Inspectors, to have such repairs made
from time to time, as in his judgment mavbe neces-
sary for the security and protection of the saidhouses." Repairs have been made in accordance
with the provisions of this law, $2,193.82 of the ap-
propriation expended, and the Warehouses put in
better condition than they have been for years.

GRAIN INSPECTIONS.
The law for the Inspection of Grain in the city of

Baltimore, went into operation on the Ist of May,
1858, and there was inspected, according to the re-
turns of the Inspector General, from the 3d of May
to the Ist of September, 135,285 bushels of w heat,
and 212,190 bushels of corn and other grain. The
gross receipts into the Treasury from the grain in-
spections for the same period were $2,414.22, and
the disbursements, including the salaries of the In-
spectors, the cost of assistants, and weights and
measures, amounted to 51,368.56, leaving a net
balance of 51,045.66 to the credit of the Grain
fund.

The Grain Inspection law is very imperfect, and
almost insuperable difficulties have been encoun-
tered in carrying it into effect. The experience
of another year will serve to expose its defects
more clearly, and they will be presented to the
consideration of the next General Assembly of the
State.

FOREIGN INSURANCE COMPANIES.
Table No. 10 contains an account of the receipts

from licenses to Agents of Insurance Companiesnot
incorporated by this State, with the names of the
agents and the several sums paid by each into the
Treasury during the fiscal year. The aggregate
amount received was $8,300, being an increase
as compared with 1857 of $5,900. This increase
is owing to the passage of the law recommended
to the Legislature in the Comptroller's Report for

MISCELLANEOUS.
The receipts from the Live Stock Scales during the

year were $7,516.70, and will be found set forth in
Tabic No. 12. The receipts from the same source
in 1857 were $6,394.35.

In the same Table No. 12, will also appear the re-
ceipts for the year from the Hai/ Scales in Balti-
more. They amounted to $737.12. In the year
preceding they were $863.84.

The examination of Table No. 12 will also show
the receipts from the State Wharves during the fis-
cal year.

The sum of 53,386.80 was returned to the Trea-
sury from this source, being an increase compared
with the receipts in 1857 on the same account, of
$2,842.85.

'llie receipts in 1857 were unusually small, owing
to the repairs made by the State Wharfinger, and
which the Comptroller felt himself obliged to au-
thorise, in order to preserve the property, and he
has again consented that a portion of theproceeds
shall be used in repairing Pratt street wharf, upon
the representation of the State Wharfinger, to the
effect that the said wharf is in such a condition as
to require immediate attention.

It would be well for the Legislature to make an
annual appropriation, so much thereof as might be
necessary to be applied in keeping in repair the
State's property in Baltimore, the repairs to be
made at the discretion of the Comptroller upon therequest of the officers in charge.

The entit e receipts, from every source of revenueshould be as nearly as possible without diminution',
paid into the Treasury of the State, and the requi-
site expenditures be made byLegislative appropria-
tions. By the adoption of this method the tables
of receipts and expenditures from this department
would explain themselves. The course indicated is
alone consistent with the provisions of the Consti-tution relating to the Treasury Department. In
conclusion, the Comptroller may be allowed to ex-
press the opinion that the financial condition of the
State is sound and healthy, and the citizens of Mary-

land may look with pride upon their Common
wealth as she stands among her federal sisters.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
THIRTY-FIFTH CONGRESS-SECOND SESSION.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 19, 1859.
SENATE.

The Senate was organized, on motion of Mr.
BRIGHT, bv calling Mr. FITZPATRICK to the chair,
the VICE PRESIDENT not having madehis appearance
at a quarter past twelve o'clock.

Mr. FOSTER presented the petition of Baker and
Goodwin, and 103 others, praying for the passage
of a law preventing a monopoly in the public lands.
Referred.

Mr. SEWARD preseoted a similar petition.
Also, a series of resolutions passed by a meeting

of the veterans of the war of 1812, praying: for the
passage of the Old Soldiers' Pension Bill. Re-
ferred.

Mr. PITGH offered a resolution callingon the Sec-
retary of the Treasury for a list of all the articles
exported from the several ports of the United States
to the island of Cuba for each year during the last
five years; and also a list of all "the articles imported
during the same time to the same ports. Agreed to.

A jointresolution, introduced by Mr. HALE, au
thorizing the President to restore"certain officers
of the navy to their former places, was taken up
and referred to the Committee on Naval Affairs.

[lt authorizes the President, by and with the ad-
vice and consent of the Senate, to restore to theirplaces in the navy of the United States all those
officers who were displaced by the Retiring .Navy
Board, to take the same rank in the service
that they would have had if thev had not been dis-
placed.]

Several unimportant reports were made from the
different committees.

Mr. DOOLITTLE made a personal explanation.?
He deemed it due to the Senate and Vice President
to state that that officer had desired him to inform
the Senate at twelve o'clock that he was indisposed
and would not preside to-day. He had neglected
to do this, as he was engaged in the Supreme Court
when that hour arrived, and did not get through
until it was too late.

Mr. HUNTER moved to take up the act making
appropriations for the payment of invalid and otherpensions of the United States for the vear ending
the 30th June, 1860. Agreed to.

The Senate, in Committee of the Whole, amend-ed and considered the bill.
The bill was then laid aside and the Pacific Railroad bill taken up. A long discussion upon the

general features ofthe bill and its constitutionality
ensued, in which Messrs. Simmons, Benjamin,
Davis and others participated. No new views were,however, presented, and the whole debate was a
mere repetition ot what has been previouslv re-ported. Without taking a vote upon any of the
pending amendments, the Senate went into execu-
tive session, and afterwards adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
i The bill recognizing the survey of the grant of

leneriffe Island, in the State of Louisiana, waspasged.
Mr. COBB, from the Committee of Public Lands,

reported back the billfor the relief of the Mobileand Ohio Railroad, with an amendment. The
amendment was agreed to and the bill passed by
yeas 135, nays 34.

Mr. COBB also reported a bill to amend "an act
granting rights of pre-emption to settlers upon the
public lands of the United States."

Mr. GROW, ot Pennsylvania, offered an amend-
ment providing that from and after the Ist of Mav,
1859, no public lands should be exposed to sale
under proclamation of the President, until the
same should be surveyed and the return thereof
filed in the Land Office for at least ten years.

Mr. JONES, of Tennessee, moved to lay the bill
on the table. Lost by yeas 40, nays 120.

The SPEAKER laid before the House a message
from the President of the United States, transmit-
ting a report from the Secretary of State, contain-
ing all the correspondence which has hitherto takenplace between this Government and the govern,
ments of Europe, in reference to the acquisition of
Cubaj also, a communication from the Secretary of
the Xavy, in response to a resolution of the House,
stating that there was no evidence to show that
non-Episcopal chaplains have been compelled to use
the forms of the Episcopal Church.

The House then proceeded to the consideration of
bills upon the Speaker's table, and took up the Sen-
ate bill for deepening the St. Clair tiats, which was
referred to the Committee of the Whole.

The House then went into Committee on the Con-
sular and Diplomatic Appropriation bill.

Mr. KEITT, of South Carolina, referred to the
geographical position of Cuba, and said that in the
hands of a strong naval power, it could make the
Gulf ot Mexico a mare clansum. He thought we
should not allow the island to remain in the hands
of any power, strong or decrepid, which could con-
trol our commerce and menace our shores. Hequoted from Adams and Forsyth to show that its im-
portance to our countryhas been recognized for many
years. He dilated upon its fertility and produc-
tiveness, and went into statistics to show that our
intercourse with Cuba was more extensive thanthat ot any other power, and asked if every part
of the Union was not interested in that. Her taritt
was so high that while Spain, stricken and beggared

i as she is, with her starving population, exports to
that Island 520,000 bbls. of flour; the United States
sent but 5,000. Remove the tariffand what would be
the interest that every section of the Union would
have in the commerce of Cuba? The navigation
interest of the North was also deeply affected. ?

There were 3,918 vessels engaged in the carrying
trade of Cuba the world over: of these, the United

j States furnished 2,370, Spain but 901, England 345,and France 126, and out of a little over 500,000 ton-
nage, the United States contribute one-half. Was
not then that portion of the United States, interest-
ed in the shipping business, vitallyand deepiy in-
terested in the acquisition of ' Cuba??for it
was only by its acquisition that they
could strike the shackles Irom its commerce.

There were two modes of acquiring the Island,
one by purchase, and the other bv conquest. He
did not believe the United States could purchase it
first, because it was a source of large revenue to
Spain, defraying all the experses of her consularand diplomatic system on 'this continent; and sec-
ondly, because of the inveter te and traditional
pride of Spain. The traditions of the period, when
the Spanish Empire was world-wide, protested
against the sale. And what, would be the risk of
acquiring the Island bv war? Could it be done
without a conflict with tfreat Britain and France?
Both have guaranteed to Spain her sovereignty
over the Island of Cuba, and the gathering of their
fleets in the waters of the Caribbean Sea and theGulf of Mexico, indicate no disposition to
recede from this guarantee. With France, he
could understand it Louis Xapoleor., with
the relentless ambition which marked
his distinguished kinsman, wishes to establish a
splendid colonial empire in the West Indies. To
create and establish this it was necessary that the
power of the United States should be crippled and
hemmed in. With his hand upon the very throne
of tropical empire, his armv would be invincible,
and his hand would clutch the sceptre of universal
commerce, now passing to us; and when he shall
have consolidated an empire, then the very power
which he had made instrumental in crippling the
United States would undergo subjugation.

The policy of Great Britain was only explicable
upon the theorv of subserviency to France. He
believed her diplomacy had placed her in the grasp
of France, and she was now only moving at the
dictation of Xapoleon.

Mr. RITCHIE asked whether the gentleman
thought the United States had a right to take

j Cuba because they had a Government that we did
not approve of.

Mr. KEITT replied that he did not; hutbe would say
that the Jong catalogue of oppressions and insults
received from Spain justified a declaration of war,
and no other Government had a right to com-
plain.

Mr. LOVBJOY, of Illinois, moved to strike out the
appropriations for all foreign Ministers, except the
Minister to Spain, which was rejected.

Mr. COI.FAX, of Indiana, ofl'ered an amendment
to strike out the appropriation for the Minister to
Persia, which was adopted.

Mr. CURRY submitted a similar amendment in re-
gard to the Buenos Ayres mission. Carried.

Messrs. STANTON, ofOhio, SCAI.ES, of Xorth Caroli-
na, and GARNETT, of Virginia, advocated retrench-
ment in this branch of the public expenditure. The
latter moved to strike out the appropriation for
the mission to Rome, which was carried.

Mr. CURRY made a similar motion in regard to
Switzerland, which was adopted.

Mr. BARKSDALE, of Miss., thought we should
have diplomatic representatives abroad and pay
them well, and that retrenchment and reform
should commence elsewhere. The opposition man-
ifested a great desire for economy, but were readv
to vote for River and Harbor bills, the French
Spoliation bill, and other extravagant expendi-
tures.

Mr. STANTON replied by saying that the Adminis-
tration side of the House was responsible for the
appropriations. They had the majority.

Air. BURNETT, of Kentucky, moved to strike out
the appropriations for all missions, except those to
Great Britain, France, Spain, Russia, Mexico, Chi-
na and Paraguav, and reduce the whole appropria-
tion from $214,000 to SIOO,OOO.

After some debate of a conversational nature, the
Committee rose without taking a vote.

Mr. PHELPS moved again to go into Committee on
the President's message, and then take a recess till
7 P. M., which motion prevailed.

EVENING SESSION.
The House re-assembled at 7 o'clock. H. MAR-

SHALL, ol Kentucky, made a speech against the
Republican sectional issues.

Mr. SCOTT advocated the Pacific Railroad bill
without regard to the route.

Mr. ANDREWS made a speech against free trade.
Before 9 o'clock the Committee rose, and the

House adjourned.

of London, fill so many honored places in Scotlaudand England. Living in Scotland in the palmiest
days of Edinburgh society, he was one of a literary
set in which, at various times, among many namesof note, we find those of Sir Walter Scott, Macui-loch, Jehn Gibson Lockhart, Sir Thomas DickLander, Lord Cockbnrn, Lord Jeffries, Professor
Wilson and Colonel Muir. On Sir Walter Scott'sdeath, the Archdeacon read the burial serviceover his remains at Dryburgh Abbey. In the worldof letters he was known as a Greek scholar, and asthe author of several works of deep research andsound scholarship, among which we may nameHomerus, Gomer, Life of Julius Cxsar, Life of
Alexander the Groat, Geography of Ancient Asia,
and essays philosophical, philological, ethnological,
theological and archxological.
