Claims Against Foreign Governments.

Wasninaroy, Jan. 20.—The President sent to the
Senate to-day, in compliance with a resolution of
that body, a” document showing the condition of
our unsettled claims against foreign governments,
together with those which have been adjusted. By
a hasty glance at the paper, it appears that Capt.

William Webster presents a bill against Great Bri-
tain for over $6,000,000, for loss and indemnity for
lands purchased from the Chief of New Zealand
and of which he was dispossessed by English offi-
cers. Claims are also urged by other parties
against that government for damages done to law-
ful commerce by the seizure and sale of vessels.

Russia.—Against this Government there are two
cases: one for $16,000 and the other for $385,000,
preferred by W. Perkins, of Massachusetts,
charging a violation of a contract for arms furnished
during the Crimean war.

France, too, has unsettled claims. She bas re-
jected several, including that of the owners of the
ship America, for loss and damage sustained in
1839 for violating the blockade of Buenos Avres
and property thereby destroyed. Robert A. Par-
ish tenders a bill for 15,000,000 francs, in fulfilment
of a verbal agreement entered into by Mr. Fould
and the Minister of Finance, and confirmed by the
Emperor, to pay him this amount upon the demon-
stration of the existence of gold mines, similar to
those of California, and accessible to the French
army, as soon as the French flag can be raised in
token of sovereignty in any part of the territory
indicated. He alleges this performance, and hence
seeks for pavment.

Spain.—There is a long account against her.—
Two claims involve nearly $1,000,000, for an alleged
violation of contracts, and a formidable list is pre-
ferred from loss of vessels by capture. John S.
Thrasher, of Cuba noteriety, whose case was in-
volved in political questions, claims $350,000, while
there are eighty cases for losses and damage caused
by the repeal of the Cuban ordinance of 1844, ad-
mitting provisions and lumber free of duty from
the United States.

Mexico.—There is a list against her of large set-
tled or unsettled claims.

Belgium has settled her accounts for losses of
property at Antwerp by the bombardment. There
were twenty-one such cases.

Holland and  Deumark have not yet made satis-
faction.

Prussia is asked to make an_explanation for the
arrest and ill usage of a naturalized citizen, who re-
turned to his native country and was held liable
for military duty due before” his emigration. This
is one of a number of similar cases.

Austria has little to answer for.

HKome comes next. N. B. Campbell complains of
being turned out of Civita Vechia in an insulting
manner, and falsely accused of forging a visa to his
passport. The matter has been referred to our
Minister.

Turkey.—From this Government, John Reeves
claims for loss and damage sustained by an alleged
non-fulfilment of a contract for building vessels of
war at Constantinople. As to the Dixon outrage
at Jaffa, reparation is promised,

OxoxpAGA Satt Mixes.—From the report sub-
mitted to the Legislature by Mr. Vious W. Smith,
Superintendant of the Onondaga Salt Mines, we
learn that the manufacture tﬁis year ran up to
7,033,219 bushels, or 1,406,644 barrels, an increase
of a million bushels over the figures of 1856. Of this
quantity 5,531,827 bushels were fine,and 1,500,392
coarse or solar salt. The revenue, one cent duty a
bushel, amounted to $70,322,19; penalties, rents,
&ec., $57.40. Paid for salaries, ereetions, repairs,
materials, &c., $50,622.66.

The present means of the State will permit the
furnishing of brine sufficient to manufacture ten
millions of bushels. Mr. Smith thinks the quality
of salt to be improving. There are now 312 salt
blocks, capable of turing 12,500,000 bushel.
of salt. About seven-eighths of the salt goes to
other States. During the year 1,370,269 bushels
were received at Bnﬁ‘flo and 4,349,033 at Oswego.

StrANGE AFFAIR.—In the month of July last, a
notice appeared in the columns of the different
Baltimore papers, of the fact of four brothers,
named Pursell, residing in Booth street, near
Schroeder, having been drowned in the Spring
Gardens, whilst on a fishing excursion. The bodies
of two of the unfortunate young men were after-
wards found upon the Anne Arundel shore, having
been floated up by the tide, and were interred on
the river bank. Search was also made for the
bodies of the other two, but without avail, and as
both the boats in which they had been were found
empty, it was concluded that the whole four had
been drowned, and that the two bodies which counld
not be found had sunk. Nothing further was heard
from them until the 14th of December last, when
two of them, James and Michael, returned to their
home alive and well. They state that their boat
was upset and both were thrown into the water,
but they managed to cling to the boat until it
drifted ashore mnear the Marine Hospital. After
landing, they started together and traveled through
the State of Pennsylvania, and after some time
they were both committed to the Westchester alms-
house, from which they were discharged just before
their return home. The two survivors say that
they were perfectly ignorant of the fate of their
brothers until they reached Baltimore, asthey were
£0 much intoxicated at the time as to be incapable
of knowing what had happened to them.

Fmrst Trian Trip oF WiNaNs’ New STEAMER.—
The new iron steamer built by the Messrs. Winans,
inthe success of which so much interest is manifested
by the community, took her first trial trip yesterday.
She left ber wharf about 11 o’clock and returned at
2 o’clock, having run a considerable distance below
North Point. The working of the machinery
proved highly satisfactory—the wheel performing
about 50 revolutions per minute, and at no time
was she at full speed, the object being merely for
the purpose of a general and thorough examination
preparatory to her trial trip to Norfolk. On her
return, and before coming to her wharf at the south
end of Light street, she run up the Basin as far as
the Copper Works and turned around in handsome
style. The only ladies on board were Mrs. Ross
Winans and Mrs. Thomas Winans. About 30 of the
workmen, who were engaged in the building of the
steamer, were also on board. The vessel is com-
manded by Capt. Vaughn; David Frayser is chief
engineer. As the steamer was passing Fort Me-
Henry on her return to the wharf, she received a
salute of twenty guns by order of Major French.
A large number of persons visited the wharf during
the afternoon, all anxious to hear the result of her
first trial.

| John R. Kenley, Esq., counsel for Alexander
] Johnson, a soldier in the service of the United
| States, made a motion for a writ of habeas corpus
to bring the body of said Johnson into Court, and
directed to the officers of the United States'military
rendezvous on Marsh Market Space to show cause
why he should not be discharged. The writ was
issued, and made returnable on Saturday next.

Johnson is a married wan, and was such at the
time of his enlistment, and demands his discharge
on that ground.

In the case of the State vs. Michael Walsh,
charged with stealing a coat, the property
of Chesworth, Mr. Whitney stated to the
Court that they were British sailors, and that Her
Majesty’s Consul had asked the Grand Jury to de-
liver them to him, as the ship, of which they were
part of the crew, was about sailing. Walsh would
be punished for the crime on board the vessel.
Chesworth is in prison, confined as a witness. The
Grand Jury had recommended that they be handed
over to the British Consul, and Mr. Whitney would
like an order issued to that effect. The order was
issued.

State vs. Marion Cord and Charles Taylor, charg-
ed with an assault with intent to kill Adolph Wertz-
berger, on the night of the 8th of October, by |
shooting him with a pistol. Hamilton and Renshaw
for the defence.

Cord and Taylor were indicted at the last term
of the Criminal Court, but owing to the critical
condition of Mr. Wertzberger, at that time, the
Prosecuting Attorney had the cases continued until
‘;_t wlas known whether the wound would prove

atal.

On the prisoners being placed in the box, Mr.
Hamilton informed Mr. Whitney that Cord desired
to withdraw the plea of “not guilty,” which he had
entered, and instead thercog to plead “gnilty.”
The Court being informed of the fact, the change
was ordered, and the trial of Taylor proceeded.

In empannelling a jury, the defence exercised
the right of challenge, and all, save one of the list,
was exhausted before the jury was secured.

After the oath was administered, Mr. Whitney
opened for the State, saying that he expected to
prove that there was no difference between Marion
Cord and Charles Taylor, so far as the committal of
the crime for which they stood charged, was con-
cerned. The principle of law as regards compli-
city in crime was well established, and it would be
on that ground he would claim a verdict of guilty
from the jury. Concert of action was all that was
necessary to prove guilt, and the evidence in the
case would prove that such concert existed between
Cord and Taylor.

Samuel Wertzberger, sworn.—Witness is a
brother of the man who was shot; resides at No. 169
Franklin street; my brother lives at No. 108 Frank-
lin street; witness, on the night of the shooting,
had just returned from supper; witness’ brother and
a man named Myers came into the store; all three
were talking, when Marion Cord and Charles Tay-
lor came into the store; had been from supper
about ten minutes; they asked witness to buy a
ticket. and when witness refused, saying that he
had left his money at home, Cord said, “Do you
expect to keep store here without giving us money
and buying our tickets;” they then asked Mr. Myers
to purchase a ticket, and he refused; Charles Tay-
lor then asked witness’ brother to purchase a ticket;
he refused, saying that he had no money; Cord and
Taylor then commenced using rough language, and
witness’ brother said to them, ‘“there is no use of
you coming into here and raising a fuss;” then
Taylor said “G—d d—n you, what have you to do
with it? I'll break your heéad and knock out your
brains;”” Taylor then struck at witness’ brother,
who bent down to avoid the blow; Taylor struck
him a second blow, which knocked him down
on his knees; Taylor then struck the third blow,
and witness brother hallooed watch; Mr. Myers
was standing near the door, and at "the
ery of watch attempted to go out, when Ma-
rion Cord kicked him back, and then drew the pis-
tol and fired; witness thought that the ball had
went over his brother’s head; there was so much
smoke in the room that witness could not see
whether he was shot, but when witness went to his
assistance saw that the blood was running from his
face; as soon as the pistol was fired Cord went out,
calling on Taylor to follow him; witness did not see
which way they ran after they left the store; wit-
ness took his brother to Dr."Donavan's office, and
after receiving medical attention, got a carriage
and took him home; to his own home; the shot
took effect under the right eye; Cord and Taylor
came in together; both of them had tickets; Cord
said the tickets were for the benefit of a poor
woman, and Taylor said they were for a ball; it
was Taylor who cursed witness’ brother; Myers
was kicked pefore the shot was fired.
Cross-examination b@ Mr. Hamilton.—Witness
knew Cord; had only known Taylor eight or ten
days; saw him going to and fro from Henry Gam-
brill’s; can’t say they were drunk; think they were
not, but can’t say; they wanted to sell witness a
ticket, and when witness told them that he could
nntgurchase, for he had left his money at home,
Cord said, “Do you expect to keep store here and
not give us some money when we want it?”’—
Charles Taylor asked witness’ brother to purchase,
and when he refused them, Taylor made the at-
tack on him; witness thinks that Taylor struck his
brother twice, and struck at him three times; only
two blows hit him; he avoided the first by bending
down; it was between six and seven o’clock when
the affair took place; there are three gas-lights in
the room; it is a good sized room; was present
when they came in; Mr. Myers did not tell them to
go out; witness did not raise his hand to strike
either of them; thinksTaylor struck witness’ brother
three times; when he hallooed wateh Cord
fired; Taylor was standing a little to the side when
the shot was fired.

Mr. Renshaw.--Knew Taylor from the fact of
having seen him before with his arm tied up.
Adolph Wertzberger, sworn.—Lives at 169
Franklin street; on the evening witness was shot
had been to see a man who cuts out work; Mr.
Myers was with witness, and on returning from the
cutter’s stopped in witness’ brother’s store; Cord
and Taylor came in and wanted to sell tickets; they
offered them to Mr. Myers and witness’ brother
and they refused to buy, saying that they had no
money; Taylor then asked witness to purchase,
and he told him he had no money, when Cord and
Taylor both commenced rough talk, and witness
said they ought not to come in the store and act in
that manner, when Taylor attacked witness and
struck him twice; witness hallooed watch, when
the pistol was fired, and that is all witness knows;
up to the firing of the pistol, Charles Taylor was
the only one who had assaunlted him.

Mr. Hamilton.—Witness did not tell them to go out;
haspurchased ball tickcts sometimes when he thoyght
the object was a good one; persons have entered
witness’ store and placed a pistol at his head and
forced him to purchase tickets; Cord and Taylor
did not threaten when they first offered the
tickets.

Mr. Whitney.—Witness is very weak as yet; can-
not sleep atnight; sometimes does not sleep one hour;
bas only been about two or three weeks; suffers a
great deal of pain.

Dr. Vanbibber, sworn.—Was called to attend
Adolph Wertzberger on the night he was shot;
found him in Dr. Donavan’s office; the ball entered
below the eye and passed to the back part of the
head; probed the wound and found that the probe
would follow the course of the ball for three in-
ches; thought at one time the ball was touched but
was mistaken; it still remains in the head; at the
request of Dr. Donavan witness attended the injured
man after he was taken to his home; when witness
failed to extract the ball he closed the wound and

| bandaged it; blood was flowing very freely from it

and the man was very weak; consulted with Drs.
Donavan and all thought it best that no more ef-
fort should be made to extract the ball; it is the
merest accident that the man recovered. the proba-
bilities of his dying were greater than those of his
living; it is almost a miracle that he did recover;
he must have suffered excruciating pain, owing to
the sensitiveness of the organs which the ball af-
fected; every pulsation of the heart would necessa-
rily give a pang of suffering: witness considers the
condition of Wertzberger critical yet; he may dieany
moment from the effects of the wound; he might
die at the witness stand; witness thinks it impru-
dent for him to be here, and really forbid his com-
ing to Court and undergo the excitement attending
the trial.

Cross-examined by Mr. Hamilton.—Sometimes
physicians give up patients, and say they can not
live, who afterwards recover: it is merely a medi-
cal opinion which witness gives when he says
Wertzberger may die at any moment from the
effects of the wound.

Lazarus Myers, sworn—The testimony of this
witness was similar to that given by the brothers
Wertzberger, Myers being the man who wasin the
store at the time when Cord and Taylor entered
with the ball tickets.

Officer Kelly, sworn—Was on the corner of

Franklin and Eutaw streets when witness heard the
report of a pistol; started in the direction of the
shot and saw a number of men runping into the
public house known as Henry Gambrill’s; went in
after them, but did not know who to arrest;
the party who went into Gambril’s came
from the direction of Wertzberger's store;
saw Samuel Wertzberger, and he describ-
ed to witness the persons who fired; from
the description given by Samuel Wetzberger,
witness concluded that it was Cord and Taylor, be-
cause he had seen Taylor with his arm did up;
started in pursuit of the parties; does not know
who arrested Taylor.
Carr, sworn—Resides on Howard street,
near Mulberry street; know Marion Cord; the
evening on which Wertzberger was’shot saw Cord
in front of my store, talking to one of the clerks;
there was another man with him who had his arm
bandaged; did not pay particular attention as to
who the stranger was; think that the prisoner at
the bar is the man; am pretty certain he isthe man;
spoke to Cord and told him he had better go home
and keep out of bad company; spoke to him be-
cause he was in bad condition.

Cross-examined by Mr. Renshaw— Witness meant
by condition that he was drunk; has known Cord
for some years; can’t say the man who was with
him was drunk, because witness did not pay par-
ticular attention to his condition.

The defence stated that they had no evidence to
offer, but the counsel would go before the jury.

Mr. Whitney first addreseed the jury. He said
he would expect a conviction on the count of as-
sault;with an attempt to kill. He agsin stated the
law, and cited instances where parties had been
convicted of the chief crime, although it was
proved that the fatal injury was inflicted by a par-
ticular one. The law only demanded concert of
action to be proven, and all concerned were equally

for the de-

uilty.

Mr'.v Renshaw followed Mr. Whitne
fence. He reviewed the law npplicnhl{a to the case,
and contended that while the principle of law re-
ferred to by the State prosecutor was correct, it
failed in its force in this case, because the State did
not succeed in proving a community of sentiment
between Cord and Taylor. He said the law had
wisely provided different grades of punishment
when several parties were arraigned, charged
with crime. And as the State had failed to prove
that there was concert of intention between those
men, it could not expect a conviction on the first
count of the indictment. He said he did not stand
there as the apologist for crime. The prisoner at
the bar had been guilty of a violent assault, and
he should suffer for it. "He was there, however, to
gee that he did not suffer for that of which he was
not guilty, and he was satisfied that while the evi-
dence proved the prisoner to have been guilty of a
crime, it was not one of a character to demand his
conviction on the charge of an assault with intent
to kill. He asked the jury for a careful considera-
tion of the principle involved, and closed with an
eloguent appeal for mercy for the prisoner.

Judge Stump said in substance :

“Marion Cord, you plead guilty to the charge,
and you, Charles Taylor, have been found guilty.
The Court considers the finding of the jury in per-
fect keeping with the evidence. It looks at your |
case in this light. You both entered the store for
the purpose of selling ball tickets, and your inten-
tions were to dispose of them peaceably if you
could, and if not thus, you would by intimidation.
The Court has had such tickets offered to him, and
on some ocasions purchased them. Now, in this
country, honest industry is sure te meet with reward
and there is no excuse for following a dishonest and
vagrantlife. Ttisalaw which has fallen to our
lot, with the fall of man, to labor. The Scriptures
say that *‘man must earn his bread with the sweat
of his brow.”  And the Good Being has so indis-
solubly united labor with happiness that to possess
the one we must practice the other. There is no
shame in labor,on the contrary there is dignity in it,
and all men who are honest must work for a liveli-
hood, unless they are able to live idly on the fruits
of the industry'of those who have lived before
them.

months,”’

When sentence was pronounced Cord threw his
head to the side and smiled. Taylor looked de-
jected.

State vs. Peter Corrie, indicted for the murder of police
officer Robert M. Rigdon, by shooting him with a pistol,
on the 5th of November last.

On the opening of the Court the witnesses in all cases
except the one now on trial were discharged until next
Tuesday morning.

Mr. Gittings then re-called Captain Lineweaver.—Wit
ness knew Henry Gambrill; Gambrill was recognized as
one of the ““Plugs;” witness always saw the prisoner i
company with those persons recognized as the **Pluys
the “*Plugs’’ generally went with the Mt. Vernon Hook
and Ladder Company; don’t know if they were members
or not.

By Mr. Preston.—Have seen the prisoner almost every
day since his return to the country with the party usually
known as *“*Plugs.”

Officer Cook re-called by the State.—Witness had on his
full uniform on the night of the murder.

Officer Hough re-called by the defence.—Witness saw
the prisoner in Market street on the night of the murder;
witness struck the prisoner in the face with his fist; wit-
ness had nothing in his hand when he struck the prisoner.

Mr. Gittings here announced that the State had closed

its case except for rebutting testimony.
Mr. Preston then requested the nes of the witnesses
for the defence to be called, which was done hy the clerk.
There are sixty-three witnesses summoned for the defence,
twenty-five of whom answered when their names were
called.

The first witness called for the defence was

Henry Whitehurst, who was sworn.—Witness knows
the house where Rigdon formerly lived; witness saw that
house about half-past eight o’clock on a moonlight night.

Mr. Gittings.—*‘Do you mean on the night of the mur-
der?”

Witness.—*‘No, sir.”

Mr. Gittings.—*“We object, what is the object of the
testimony?”

Mr. Preston.—“There have been many witnesses pro-
duced by the State, who have stated what they have seen
at a certain time about the premises, and the object in this
evidence is to test the capacity of those witnesses for see
ing what they have testified to. The State objects to the
testimony; I would like to hear the objection.”

Mr. Machen.—*“We object to it because it is an unprece-
dented mode of impeaching the testimony of a witne:
the State has proved certain facts, by certain witnesses,
and the defence is bound to disprove these facts by the or-
dinary legal modes.”

Judge Price said he would allow the evidence to go to
the jury for what it was worth.

Witness continued.—On the night mentioned a gentle-
man was standing on Baltimore street west of Rigdon's
house; witness was immediately opposite; witness took
two positions, one opposite and the other below; a portion
of Mrs. Rigdon’s window was closed, and a lady was stand-
ing in the door; witness could not recognise the gentle-
man across the street; witness knew the gentleman, but
witness did not know that he was an acquaintance when
he was trying to identffy him; it was about half pasteight
o’clock on last Thursday night; it was a moonlight night,
but the moon was obscured by a thin cloud; if the moon
had not been up witness could not have discerned objects
so well.

Cross-examined by Mr. Gittings—Dr. Corrie, Mr. Bennett,
Dr. McPherson and others were with witness; witness did
not start to go there to make the experiment; he did not
know that it was to be made; all the party started from
Dr. Corrie’s, and went around to Mrs. Rigdon’s; witness
thinks the moon was at its zenith; witness does not know
whether the street lamps were lit or not; believes they
don’t light the street lamps when the moon is up; witness
was standing opposite Rigdon’s, a little west of Blank's,
he thinks; don’t recollect where the pump is; a street
lamp was lit on the side where witness was; it was be-
tween Pine street and witness; the person who witness
tried to identify was standing on the pavement west of
Rigdon’s, facing across towards witness; don’t know how
the man was dressed; there was no light shining in the
man’s face; one of Mrs. Rigdon’'s windows was partly
closed; it was the window near the man; don’t know what
kind of a light there was in Mrs. Rigdon’s store; the next
observation witness made was when he was standing fur-
ther east; the man had his face towards witness, but wit-
ness could not recognise his face; witness don’t know if
the man was placed there purposely to try their experi
ments; heard so afterwards; there was no experiment
made by placing the man directly in front of Rigdon’s
windows; the man was not placed in front of Blank’s
house; witness never tried if he could identify a man
across the street in the day time.

To the Judge.—*Witness has good eye-sight; no imper-
fections in his organ of vision.”

Mr. Gittings —*-Can you tell whether the pendulum of
that clock is in motion.”

Witness.—*It is not in motion."

[The clock was about fifty-five feet from witness. The
pendulum referred to was not in motion, nor had it been
for the last eight or ten days.]

Mr. Thomas Brady sworn.—On this night one week
ago, witness went to that locality as a favor to Dr. Corrie,
who was a friend of witness; it was about half-past eight
o’clock when witness took the positions described before.

Mr. Preston.—*‘State now your capacity for recognizing
persons on the other side of the street, from the position
in which you were standing at that time."”

Mr. Gittings objected to the testimony as irrelevant to
the issne; the experiment has not been made upon the
same kind of a night as that upon which the murder was
committed; they have not made this experiment by taking
positions in which the witnesses for the State have sworn

to seeing Corrie. If the defence wants to contradict the
testimony of the State, let them impeach itby ontradicting
facts and confine the experiments to similar circumstan-
ces as those under which the State’s witnesses have testi-

Mr. Preston contended that the evidence was admissi-
ble and should go to the jury, not for the purpose of at-
tempting to impeach the State’s witnesses, but to show
that there was a possibility of the witnesses being mis-
taken in the identity of the prisoner.

Mr. Preston argued at length upon the admissibility of
the evidence.

Mr. Gittings argued that the experiment made last
Thursday night had nothing to do with the guilt or inno -
cence of Peter Corrie.
