
ADDITIONAL BY THE CITY OF WASHINGTON.
GREAT BRITAIN.

The annual return of the British navy, as at the
Ist of January, shows that it consists of 523 vessels !
of every description, exclusive of 167 guu-boats. !
The number of vessels in commission and doing
duty in all parts of the globe is 176. There arc '
also' eleven line-of-battle screw steamers of from 80
to 131 guns each, in course of construction, together
with 15 other screw steamers in various stages of
progress. The navy is pronounced in a most efti-
cient state, both as regards the number of vessels,
and the manner in which they are equipped.

The number of emigrants who left Liverpool j
during 1858 was 70,466, a decrease of 71,456 as |
compared with the year preceding. Of these emi- j
grants nearlv 41,000 were bound for the United 1
States.

MONDAY EVENING.? The English funds opened !

this morning with a slight tendency to improve- |
inent, which was whollydissipated bv the Paris let- j
ter in the second edition ot The Times. Consols
were first quoted at 96%, and advanced to 99% to !
%, at which they remained till noon, when the cor- |
roboration regarding the menacing and impatient t
manner of the remark addressed by the Emperor \
Napoleon to the Austrian Minister at the usual le-
vee on New Year's day, caused an instantaneous
fall of three-eighths per cent. Accounts of a still
more serious decline on the Paris Bourse increased
the adverse feeling, and the market closed heavily
at 96% to }/,. Considering the inflammable state
of Italy, and the consequent care required from
every continental ruler desirous of preventing an
insurrection, which would involve Europe in war,
the present demonstration has excited extraordinary
comment, and capitalists, notwithstanding the
phrase that the "Empire is Peace," are disposed
more than ever to question whether a peace that is
attended every three months by some manifestation
that puts all neighboring nations on the defensive,
is not almost as bad as actual hostilities.Foreign stocks were steady during the day, but
late in the afternoon there was less firmness. Sar-
dinian was especially prejudiced by the disposition
exhibited by France to promote a popular out-
break in Italy.

There has been panic on the Paris Bourse to-day,
accompanied by a fall of more than one per cent.,
Irom which there was only a fractional recovery at
the close, the final quotation being 75f. 5c., or about
% per cent, lower than that of Saturday.

A statement from the Committee 'of Mexican
bondholders repeats the general expressions of sur-
prise at the manner in which the Derby Cabinet
have apparently sought to escape trouble by neg-
lecting the vast personal and pecuniary interests of
Englishmen in Mexico. It is actually stated that
while America, France and Spain are using the
most decided means to protect the lives and rights
of their citizens and subjects to the extent of block-
ading ports and seizing territory, the British Gov-
ernment have countermanded even a gunboat that
was sent to Tampico. Hence it seems that al-
though British merchants are every now and
then sentenced by one or other of the contend-
ing factions to supply a certain amount of dol-
lars on pain of being shot or marched oft' to fight
in the ranks, there is not a single English vessel on
the coast.

FRANCE.
The usual levee was held at the Tuileries on

New Year's day. The diplomatic corps and all
the great functionaries were in attendance, and
during the presentations an event occurred which
occasioned quite a panic on the Paris Bourse,
and a heavy fall in the funds at London and else-
where.

The Paris correspondent of the London Times,
writing on the evening of the Ist instant, sava:

"I have justheard that during the levee" to day
the Emperor told the Austrian Minister, Hubner,
that he regretted their relations were so bad, but
thathis-persnnal sentiments for the Emperor of
Austria were the same as ever. I may add that a
rumor circulates (but for the truth of which I do
not vouch) that Marshal Vaillant, Minister of War,
went up subsequently to Hubner, and said to him
'I suppose I must not give you my hand after that.'"

The same correspondent, writing on the follow-
ing day, says:

"The few words addressed by the Emperor to
M. Hubner, the Austrian Minister, during the re-
ception of yesterday, and which I communicated in
a postscript, are, f find, literally correct. Thev
were spoken with a more emphatic tone of voice
and animated gesture than the Emperor generally
employs, and reminded some of the listeners of a
scene between the First Consul and the English Am-
bassador of that day, previous to the rupture of the
treaty ot Amiens. They are commented upon in
various ways in all circles where politics are the
the topic, and I learn that in the higher financial
regions where they are known, they have produced
an effect which it is difficult to exaggerate.

"I will not indulge in speculation as to what they
portend. Itis well known that the Emperor keeps
the greatest, guard over himself, and never allows
an unguarded expression to reveal his thoughts:
but it is certain that on this occasion he betrayed
an excitement which could not pass unnoticed by
the diplomatic corps. If the Bourse were open
to-day, I have no doubt that the effect would be
severely felt. I think it right to add a few words
of explanation on so unusual an occurrence. For
the last two or three months negotiations have been
going on between Austria and France on the subject
of Italy. The Emperor expresses himself very
anxious that reforms should be introduced there,
and particularly inthe Roman States. The Aus-
trian government has been urged to use its influ-
ence with the Pope and the King of Naples for that
purpose, and the Emperor Napoleon has, I am as-
sured, agreed to the withdrawal of the French
troops from Rome, on condition that the Austrians
should also evacuate the places they hold. On
both these points the greatest opposition is met
from Austria; though it is a fact beyond dispute
that the Italians are more discontented that ever
with their rulers, more inflamed than ever with
hatred against Austria, which no merits of her
representative or her generals will ever mitigate;
and as ready as ever to rise against those they look
upon as their tyrants.

"Whatever be the real motives of the Emperor
Napoleon?whether he finds that the continued oc-
cupation of Rome exposes him to odium on the part
of the Italians, or from whatever other views?he
iB fullyaware of this exasperated feeling, and of the
consequences which may follow: and which perhaps
he would wish to prevent. In the midst ofall this
comes the Servian complication, and the probabili-
ty of an Austrian occupation there also. This, it
appears, the Emperor Napoleon most decidedly sets
his face against, lie will listen to no occupation
except a joint one, of Servia, and under the au-
thority of the Powers who signed the treaty of Par-
is. We have every day new accounts of the effer-
vescence that prevails in Italy, and the sympathy
which Sardinia shows to the discontented', as well
as of what is passing in Servia. All this has pro-
duced its effect on the Emperor's mind; and thus,
notwithstanding his habitual reserve, he could not
but show it yesterday, when the representative of
Austria stood before him. This, I think, you will
find pretty nearly the true state of the case. The
feeling against Austria is very bitter, and I cannot
say it is understood. Whether it will go to the
length which all seem to apprehend, I cannot say."

On Monday, the 3d, there was quite a panic on
the Bourse, the decline in the funds being equal to
fully one per cent.

The Paris Potrie, alluding to the report in the
Bourse, to the effect that dissensions exist between
France and Austria, says: "We are authorised to
state that no new circumstance justifies the rumor
in question."

The Paris Cmutifutionnel of the 4th contains text-
ually the words of the Emperor addressed to M.
Hubner on the Ist. The Einperor said:

"I regret that our relations with your govern-
ment are not so good as they were, hut I request
you to tell the Emperor that my personal feelings
for him have not changed."

It is stated that despatches have been received
from Algeria, positively announcing that the tribes
in the mountains were still in full insurrection.Though no fears were expressed for the safety of
the colony, reinforcements were demanded, in order
to resume the offensive.

Prince Napoleon had appointed a commission to
report on the expediency ot' establishing a service of
French steamboats between Suez, the Island of lte-
union, China, Cochin-China and Japan.

The publishes a series of decrees, mak-
ing- numerous promotions and nominations in the
army and magistracy.

The Paris tiour market has been heavy and lower,
and the tendency at the close was downward.-
Wheat was easy, but without material change in

rates. The .'market had a declining tendency. A
large business had been done in brandies at firm
prices, but without any advance, in the Paris mar-
kets. There had been a rise in the price of both
wines and spirits at Marseilles.

A further decline took place on the Paris Bourse
on the 4th, the three per cents, closing at 71.90 formoney and 71.80 for account.

ITALY.
TURIN, Dec. 31.?You perceive that the state of

things is tolerably serious in Austrian Italy, and
there seems no cliance ofits becoming less so. Theexasperation extends to all classes, and the uni-
versal feeling seems to be that a crisis approaches.
The utmost efforts are made, bv those who have
influence over them, to keep the people from an
outbreak, and it is still thought, or at least hoped,
that those efforts will prove successful, the more so
as the lower orders thoughout Lombardy are firinlv
iiersuaded that war is to commence in the spring
letween Austria on the one hand and France and

Piedmont on the other. When the spring arrives,
if their expectation proves vain, there is no saving
what willoccur. During the winter, should small
disturbances take place, they will serve but to in-
duce rigorous measures on the part of the Oovern-
ment, and probably martial law. If a real insur-
rection occurred and anything like a sustainedstruggle?lasting, 1 mean to say, even tor a fewdays?it would be a very serious business for Pied-
mont.?Cor. London Times.

The same correspondent states that a mixed com-
mission composed of military and police, had been
established in Lombardy from the prompt and sum-mary judgment, without regard to the ordinaryforms of procedure, of rioters, insurgents and sedi-
tious persons. This is almost tantamount to the in-
auguration of a state of siege.

The Globe's Paris correspondent savs that the
news from every part of Italv is pregnant with
alarm.

The King of Naples had, in the most decided
manner, refused to grant the application of Russia
tor a coaling station in his dominions.

SPAIN.
Mie semi-official Correspomlencia Autografa statest hat the Spanish government has been informed ofli

cially that complete satisfaction will be granted to
Spain for the exactions of which the Spaniards had
been the v ctims at Tampico, in conformity with
the demands of the authorities of Cuba.

A Madrid telegram of the Ist inst., to the Daily
A'eics, says : "The ministry declare that Spain wiil
never sell Cuba, and protest against the insulting
hypothesis to the contrary implied in the American
President's message. Alozoga has brought for-
ward a motion supporting the ministerial declara-
tion, which is unanimously approved."

the Bombay mail of December 9th, arrived atSuez on the 21st, and the news is thus telegraphed:
The amnesty was slowly but surely thinning the

ranks of the rebels, and there is good reason forbelieving that the whole country willbe restored topeace, without much additional bloodshed.
On the 24th of November, a force commanded bv

Lord Clyde in person, having inarched 61 miles in
60 hours, completely defeated Bainee Madhoo Sing
and a large army of rebels, at Dundeca Klara, near-
ly opposite Fittehpore. The enemy was driven
out of the dense jungle, and afterwards chased for
miles by guns and cavalry. Their loss was enor-
mous. Many were drowned in the Ganges. Bainee
Madhoo escaped down the river. Pomrao and Sing
fled towards the Cawnpore road. The rabble threwaway their arms and fled to the steep ravines.?
Bainee Madhoo is said to have reached Dooluraon
Ghat, on the Ganges.

Dn the 28th of November the Commander-in-
Chief arrived at Lucknow. The health of the Bri-
tish troops was said to be excellent.

On the 21st of November, General Grant recrossed
the Gomtee. The rebels in considerable numbers
disputed the passage, but were forced to fly with
great loss. Six oftbeir guns were taken.

Tantia Topee continued to avoid the ingenuity of
bis pursuers, and is said to bave entered Guzerat.

General John Jacob, who played an important

part during the war, died from an attack of brain
fever.

The Bombay import market continued very ac-
tive. Money was ratber tight, and the Bank raised
its rate of discount 1 per cent. Cotton and oil seeds
were lower.

BAVARIA.
The Bank ot Bavaria had reduced their rate of

AUSTRIA.
Rumors were current in Vienna of the discovery

of a formidable conspiracy in Cracow. Numerous
arrests had been made aud some of the prisoners
are said to be Russians. One of the reports states
that the fortress of Cracow was to have been
surrendered to the Russians. There is believed to
have been considerable exaggeration in the re-
ports.

A Vienna telegram of the 3d says: "The report
that Austria is likelyto send troops to the fortress
of Belgrade has caused a panic here; but you may
be sure she will not do so, unless with the consent
of the other parties to the treaty of Paris."

SERVIA.
The latest news from Servia is that the Skoup-

tschina was about to send a deputation to Constan-
tinople, to request the Sultan to confirm the elec-
tion of Prince Milosch. Russian influence and Rus-sian gold are said to liave brought about the depo-
sition of Prince Alexander and the election of
Milosch. Order had been restored in Belgrade.

The guns ot the Turkish fortress at Belgrade
were double-shotted, and on the opposite bank of
the river Austrian artillery and 8,000 French
troops were in readiness to act ifa chance oft'ered.

The French Government have allowed the Ital-
ians to invoke its assistance. Austria does not re-
cognise France as an Italian power, and sees with
dislike the French occupation of Home. Hence the
present bad feeling between them.

In the foreign exchanges this afternoon the only
change of importance was a slight advance in the
rate on Paris.
