WasniNGTow, Jan. 28.—It isunderstood here that
the President is preparing a special Message to
Congress, pressing upon that body the absolute
" necessity of promptly passing a bill for revenue
purposes, and estimating that the deficit in the
Treasury will be about twenty millions at the close
of the current fiscal year.

The Railroad Convention of the four great lines
from the sea-board to the West, which is now in
session here, does not get along very smoothly.
The chief points in dispute are the advantages al-
leged to have accrued to Baltimore from the course
pursued by the Baltimore and Ohio Railway, and
the violations of the St. Nicholas Hotel agreement
by the New York roads. The Erie Railway is
charged with violating the eleventh article of the
compact, by allowing drawbacks on freight re-
ceived through the Buffalo and Hornesville Road;
whilst the New York Central Railway is charged
with violating the fifth article of the agreement in
securing freight to itself by allowing the drayage
charges to and from the Hudson river road depot
in New York city. Mr. Garrett, of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railway, offered a resolution that all the
stipulations contained in the St. Nicholas Hotel
agreement be rigidly adhered to, and declared that
if any of the conditions were infringed his road
would withdraw. The discussion on this resolution
became s0 animated and personal that the meeting
was adjourned until to-night. It is now in session
again. Hon. Erastus Corning, of the New York
Central, is backed by Dean Richmond, Superinten-
dent Hibbard, and several of the ablest Directors
of the road. Some of the knowing ones declare,
that while the New York roads seem disposed to
maintain the agreement now, they will, in all pro-
bability, abandon it when their Lake connections
open in the spring.

Hon. J. C. Breckenridge, the Vice President, has
gone to his home in Kentucky, in consequence of
ill health. Mr. Fitzpatrick will act as President
of the Senate, pro tempore.

The tariff bill of Mr. Phelps, of Missouri, fully
meets the views of Secretary Cobb, who believes
that it will yield more revenue, and be less protec-
tive than the tariff of 1857.

Statements have been made by certain parties,

on whichnewspaper paragraphs have been pre-
dicated, that no increased duties is necessary, butit
is ascertained that Secretary Cobb believes other-
wise, and so does the President. It is estimated
that therates in Mr. Phelps’ bill would have increas-
ed the revenues on the past year’s importations about
$6,500,000.
. The reply of the Secretary of the Treasury to an
Iguiry made of him by the House will doubtless be
that the receipts from the customs and sale of pub-
lic lands during the next fiscal year will not be suffi-
cient to meet the expenses of the government.

It appears from recently received official des-
patches that the Coolie trade to Havana is conduc-
ted principally at Macoa, and escapes the jurisdic-
tion of that colony.

The emigration of respectable Chinese to the
gold fields of California and Australia appears to
be about 30,000 per annum, Many of them return
again, and American vessels receive a good share
of the passage money. But this trade, so far as
California is concerned, will be cut off, for, by law,
the master of a vessel is subject to a fine of $600
for every Chinese brought by him into that
State.

The bills introduced by Mr. Stephens, of Georgia,
to-day, proposing the establishment of territorial
governments for Dacotah, Jefferson, and Arizona,
were on his own notice, and not reports from the
Committee on Territories, though they are the
same identically with those agreed to in Committee,
excepting the name of the Platte region country,
which is called by him “Jefferson” instead of the
one adopted by the Committee, to wit: Tohasa.

Milton Whitney, Esq., State’s Attorney, Prose-
ung.

S’zute vs. Charles Brown. Indicted for the viola-
tion of the pilot laws of the State, by towing out
the brig “Aﬁton” from the port of Baltimore with-
out a pilot license, as required by the act of 1853,
chap. 214.

Charles Marshall, Esq., made his argument for
the defence, occupying about two hours in its de-
livery. He was followed by Mr. Whitney for the
State who spoke about two hours, when the jury
retired.

T. Joseph Rodgers, Esq., appeared and asked the
Court to set aside its judgment in the case of Nel-
son Butler, free negro, found guilty of larceny and
sentenced to be sold out of the State for a period
of six years, as the sentence was contrary to the
enactments punishing such offences. The law of
1858 said that a free negro, found guilty of larceny,
should be sold in the State for a period of not less
than two or more than five years.

Judge Stump said that “the negro Butler had
served a term in the penitentiary, and the law pro-
vided that where a negro had been in the peniten-
tiary for any offence, that when convicted of lar-
ceny he should be sold outof the State. The Court
would take one year off the sentence, and make it
five, but would not set it aside.

Louis Frank, charged with burglmx, Wwas sur-
rendered by his bail, and the Court ordered him to
be imprisoned.

Henry Beasonborough and Adam Seabold, charg-
ed with larceny, removed their cases to Baltimore
county Court.

William L. Schley, Esq., appeared and asked that

GeNtieMEN : Allow me most respectfully (if not
obediently) to say that I saw in the Clipper of this
morning a proceeding of your most honorable and
enlightened Court, commonly called a procedendo,
commanding me, as Judge of the Criminal Court of
Baltimore, to try again William G. Ford, who was
tried at the last term, found guilty by the jury of
murder in the first degree for the homicide of
Thomas H. Burnbam, and sentenced by me to be
hanged until he was dead, on such day as should be
appointed by the Governor.

In the procedendo or mandate aforesaid you state
as follows :

““The said Court of Appeals having duly examined
the record and proceedings aforesaid, in the prem-
ises on the first Monday of December, last did re-
verse the judgment and sentence by the said Crimi-
nal Court, there being manifest error in the rendi-
tion of the judgment and sentence. Whereupon
the Court of Appeals, pursuant to the spirit, true
intent and meaning of the Acts of Assembly in such
case made and provided, and upon the general
principles of the common law and the power and
authority of the Court of Appeals, did order and
direct a transeript of the record and proceedings to
be remitted to the Criminal Court of Baltimore,” &e.

Next comes the command of the Court of Ap-
peals to me to try the case again, in these words:

“Therefore you are hereby commanded that such
proceedings be had, in suchaction, which, accord-
ing to right and justice and the laws of the State,
and agreeably to the judgment of the Court of Ap-
peals, ought to be had in the same manner as if no
trial bad taken place,” &e.

Now, Judges of the Court of Appeals, allow me
to sugfgen, that if you had pointed out to me any
Act of Assembly empowering you to issue a writ of
error in a criminal case, I would have obeyed the
Act of the Legislature with alacrity. You will ex-
cuse me for denying the existence of any such act
of this State.

I bhave searched for such acts and cannot find
them—also inquired of experienced lawyers, who
tell me there are no such acts. If you, learned
Judges, will refer me to the acts of “Assembly, 1
will obey your order to trg Ford over again. You
say there are such aote. f course you ought to
show them; otherwise I am not bound to obey
them.

I am told there are acts of Assembly in New
York and other States providing writs of " error in
criminal cases, but there are no such acts in Mary-
land that I can find, or you can show. If there
were any such acts, why mention the general prin-
ciples of the common law and the innate power
and authority of your Court ?

What error you say wasmanifest in the judgment
and sentence of the Criminal Court I cannot dis-
cern. Allow me to assure you, (in order to tran-
quilize your nerves and satisfy your religious influ-
ences,) that Ford had as fair a trial as any man
ever tried in this State or in the world. The jury
were men of the highest character for intelligence,
humanity and firmness, without any religious or
political bias against the prisoner. They heard,
understood, and weighed all the testimony and the
ingenious defences of his counsel, and found him
guilty of murder in the first degree, and I refused
him a new trial. The Constitution emphatically
declares that the jury are judges of the law and
facts in criminal cases. You, Judges, who heard
nothing, and, of course, can know nothing of the
evidence or merits of the case, pronounce that there
is manifest error in the judgment and sentence of the
Court on this verdict, after a full hearing of all the
testimony.

The record sent to you, and certified as it was,
would have been received as evidence of the truth
and justice, and the legality ‘of the judgment and
sentence in any other court in Christendom, and
could not be contradicted by aflidavits of casual
bystanders, much less set aside.

It is a fundamental principle of law that every
court must judge of its own jurisdiction. Thiscourt
derives all its authority and jurisdiction from the
Constitution and laws of the "State, and it eannot
consent to accept or exercise any powers bestowed
on it by the Court of Appeals, or try cases more
than once, unless when for suflicient reasons it grants
a new trial for defects in testimony or unfair pro-
ceedings, all of which the court that tries the
case can hear and rightly understand, and which
your court has no opportunity of hearing or know-
ing anything.

If any court or officer obeys an unauthorised
command, they do so at their peril. The Sheriff
who executed King Charles by the order of the
Commons, was tried after the restoration and put
to death for so doing, because it was held by the
court that the Commons had no authority to pass
sentence of death on the King, and the Sheriff,
therefore, ought to have refused obedience to their
writ, &c. This law may be found in the school
books.

It is also an immutable and constituiional prin-
ciple of law that no man shall be tried twice for
the same offence. Suppose then I should try Ford
again upon your command and he should be found
guilty by the jury, and executed by my judgment
and sentence, would I not be guilty of murder, if
you should turn out to have no authority for com-
manding me to try him a second time? 1 am
afraid to incur so great a risk. Besides, if I try
him over again you might, with equal consistency,
set my second judgment aside, and so on, toties quo-
ties. Then the case would be like Mahomet’s cof-
fin, in eternal suspense.

As I am engaged every day in trying cases, you,
gentlemen, will please excuse the brevity of these
remarks, as I have not time to review your abstract
opinion in detail; and I beg leave to assure you if
you will refer me to any Act of Assembly giving
you authority to set aside the verdict of a’ jury at
the judgment and sentence of the court in a Crimi-
