SPLENDID SILVER SERVICE. ?Messrs. Canfield,

Brother & Co. have just manufactured a splendid
silver coffee and tea set. It is intended as a pre-
sent to Wendell Bollman, Esq., of the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad, from the officers and employees
of that road. The set is composed of ten pieces?-
coffee urn, coffee pot, water pot, tea pot, sugar
bowl, cream pitcher, slop bowl, large water pitch-
er, and two waiters. The coffee urn is of egg
shape, resting on a foundation, built up to repre-
sent granite stone abutments, arched to four cor-
ners, on each of which is a solid silver figure, re-
presenting a workman; one is a blacksmith at the
anvil, and the others are ?a laborer with a wheel-
barrow, a surveyor with his tripod, and a carpen-
ter engaged in sawing. The spigot is turned by a
wheel, which is constructed like a break wheel on a
car. Around the base of the urn is a railroad
track, laid apparently on the ground; while around
the body of the urn is an open work bridge, rest-
ing upon trestle work. On the bridge a railroad
track is laid; and on the neck of the urn, and rest-
ing on the bridge, is a shield, on which is the fol-
lowing inscription : "Presented by the officers and
employees of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com
paiiy, to Wendell Bollman, late Master of the road,
as a testimonial of their regard and esteem?lßs9."
The handle of tbe urn represents telescopes, while
on the sides are representations of Hat per's Ferry
and the bridge at Elysville. The top is sur-
mounted with a miniature ten-wheel locomotive,
which is very beautiful and correct. The water
pitcher is of the same shape as the urn, with the
Washington viaduct brought out in full on the front,
and there are also a bridge and railroad track, as
around the urn. All the other pieces are similar in
their construction. On the coffee pot there is a
view of the mouth of King wood tunnel, and on
the other articles are scenes on different points of
the railroad. On the centre of the waiters are
represented the Camden Station buildings. All
the scenes are very correct, photographs having
been taken of the different places, expressly for the
use of the artisans. A magnificent gold watch also
accompanies the silver service. It is valued at
SSOO, the chain alone weighing one hundred ami
fifty penny-weights. The coffee pot and tea sets
cost $1,500, and are the finest sets which have ever
been manufactured by the firm. Messrs. Canfield,
Brother A Co. have only been engaged six weeks
in getting this work up, and it certainly reflects the
highest credit upon those engaged in its manufac-
ture. It will be on exhibition at their store until
Saturday next.

A Mission Church, erected by Rev. Mr. Cham-
bers' congregation, was dedicated in Philadelphia
on Wednesday afternoon last, and the pickpockets
attended in large numbers. Detective Russell was
dressed for the occasion in a white neck-tie and
green spectacles, and carried a style of hymn book
that made him look like an old line country deacon.
While singing "Old Hundred," Detective Russell
espied three pickpockets close bv him, engaged in
manipulating the pockets of a lady dressed in an
"extension skirt," with the "Patent Piccolomini
Adjustible Bustle."

Detective Russell cut short the verse he was sing-
ing, and "surrounded" the three pickpockets. He
took thein into custody. Two of them gave the
names of Frank Dillon" and Bill Rilev, while the
other genius altogether declined revealing his pa-
tronymic. To capture these gentry required a vast
deal of trouble, so much so that the religious exer-
cises were suspended for a time. Three other pick-
pockets, seeing the danger of their comrades, made
for the street, hotly- pursued by some fiftycitizens,
all of whom ran like quarter horses after the fugi
tive pickpockets. One of the latter proved to be
too smart for his pursuers, while two of them were
captured and locked up in the Eighth ward station
house. Altogether, the affair was spirited, and fur-
nished a divertisement to the participants for which
they probably had no expectation.

CRIMINALCOURT.?Hon. Henry Stump, Judge.

Milton Whitney, Esq., State's Attorney, Prose-
ting.

State vs. Henry Duvall, indicted jointly with
John Lemon and John Siglefous,for the murder, on
the night of the eighteenth day of September last,
of Christian Fischer, by shooting him with a pistol,
inflictinga wound on the right side of the breastof said Fischer, of the width of half an inch and of
the depth of three inches, of which wound, he. the
said Fischer, instantly died. J. K. Kenley, Esq.,
appears for the defence.

On the opening ofthe Court yesterday morning,
the jury selected to try this traverser, were sworn
and charged by Mr. Gardner, the Clerk of the
Court.

The followingis a correct list of the jurors:
Jonathan H. Ellicott, Richard Fonder, Nathan T.

Dushane, Sylvester Sanner, Durus Carter. James
B. Lippincott; George R. Hyland, Charles Findlay,
Samuel Ayers, William Simms, Benjamin H. Elii-
cott, Robert G. Rieman.

After the charging of the jury, Mr. Kenly arose,
and said that the indictment charged Henry Du-vall with having committed the felonious assault
upon the 18th day of September, whereas there was
no assault committed at that time. Mr. Kenly sub-
mitted that the traverser could not be tried on the
indictment.

Mr. Whitney said the objection was immaterial,
as it was only necessary that the offence should be
cited to have been committed previous to the find-
ing of the indictment. The State tvas prepared
to go to trial on the indictment as it was.

The names of the witnesses for the State were I
then called.

Mr. Whitney then addressed the Jury upon the
matter at issue as related in the indictment; ex-
plained and defined the different grades of murder
as set forth in the act of assembly of 1809, and sta-
ted the facts which the State expected to prove and
upon which they looked for a verdict of guilty of
murder in the first degree.

Mr. Kenl v remarked he had nothing to say at
this stage of the proceedings.

The State then called the following witness:
Gottleib Fischer, sworn?Reside in south Paca

street; in September last resided on corner of How-ard ami Montgomery streets: kept a grocery store;
Christian Fischer was witness' brother; witness was
at home when his brother came to his death: it was
on the 20th of Sept., between 11 and 12 o'clock at
night; on that night witness was standing in the
store; the store is in front of the house; witness'
wife was at the door, and police officer Thomas was
outside saving something to her; witness' wife then
fastened the door; witness had a party at his house
that night; witness' brother lived with him; after
the door was fastened John Lemon came and
knocked at the door; Leinon told witness' wife
that he was a police officer; wife told him
they did not want any officers there: Lemon
then said he must come in, and pushed the door
open and shoved witness'wife against witness: when
Lemon came in he cried "come on boys;" Duvall
then came in and drew a pistol; Duvall was stand-
ing on the leftside of the store; Duvall fired a pis-
tol and witness' brother exclaimed he was shot, and
immediately ran out and went over the fence to go
for the doctor; he was shortly brought back to
witness' house on a board, and soon after died; wit-
ness did not know Duvall at that time; witness had
seen him before in witness' shop; there were two
shots fired; after the first shot witness' brother ex-
claimed that he was shot; the second shot was fired
after witness' brother ran out; did not know any
others who came there but Lemon and Duvall;
knew Duvall by sight.

Cross-examined by Mr. Kenley.?Witness got outa license for a grocery store; witness' brother had
a raffle that night; he was raffling a breastpin and
ear rings; there was money paid in witness housefor the chances; witness don't know how many per-
sons were there; there was one woman and "some
girls; witness' wife was the woman; there were
about four girls there: witness keeps liquor in his
house and took out a license to sell liquor; none
sold that night, what was sold was sold by the pint;
the store is about twelve feet wide; know of a housekept by a person named Razors on Sharp street: wit
ness did not see any woman come from Razors' to
his house; the women were all down stairs; the raf-
fling was in the back room; there was a couple ofmen sitting on the bench in the front room when
Leinon came in; there were no men came in the
house that night with fire-arms before Lemonand Duvall came in; one of the men in the
room witness thinks was George Grice; witness
can t tell the names of all who were present;
he can name some of them. Chis. Fischer, Martin
Kerl, John Torhl, Phil. Wareheim, Mary Smith,
Catharine Easter, Mr. and Mrs. Freidle, and Daniel
Schaffer, were there; there were more beside
these; don t know how many; the room was not
full; the people came in about 9 o'clock; the doorwas kept closed but not locked; witness stood atthe door himself; witness did not let Lemon in;
Lemon came in himself; he pushed the door open-
when Lemon came up he rapped at the door; wit-
ness' wife said she did not want any officer, when
she did want him she would send for him; witness
had no door-keeper; witness was examined beforethe coroner, at the Southern district watch house,
the next day after the shooting; witness was asked
before the coroner if he knew who fired the shot-
witness said then that Duvall fired the shot, ami
says so now; two girls told witness Duvall's name,Mary Smith and Catharine Easter, and another girl
also told it to him; don't know who it was. have
heard Catharine Easter called Catharine Oyster;
Catharine Easter was down stairs in the back' room
when the shot was tired; don't recollect if there
was a colored ball that night in the neighborhood;
there might have been colored persons there that
night; colored women were always going in and
out of the store; witness sold two gallons of liquor
to his brother that night; the parties drank some ofit; don't know when Catharine Easter came in;
witness took chances in the raffle, and drank somebeer and brandy.

Mr. Kenly.?"What did vou pay for the bran-
dy?"

Mr. Whitney.?"l object to this as irrelevant."
The Court thought the question might be asked,

although it had nothing to do with the case.
Witness continued.?Paid three-quarters a gal-

lon for the brandy; Mary Lentz was in the house
too; these girls were often in witness' house; Catha-
rine Easter was often in witness' house; voung men
were in the habitof coming to witness' house."

Mr. Kenly.?"Did they come there for any other
purpose than drinking?"

Mr. Whitney.?"l object to this."
Mr. Kenly.?"l want to impeach this witness and

I think 1 can do it."
The Court sustained the objection.
Witness continued.?Witness closed the house

about 9 o'clock; persons came in after that: don't
know who they were; some colored people came in;
don't know how many.

By Mr. Whitney?Witness works out, and his
wife takes charge of the store; witness was only
home at night; Catharine Easter lives in the
neighborhood; witness paid 75 cents a gallon for
the brandy; witness did not put any water in it;
witness supposes the man who sold it to him put
enough of that in it.

By a Juror?The front door was on Howard
street, and the side door on Montgomery street.

By Mr. Kenly?Witness said before the coroner
that this man fired the shot, but he did not know
his name.

Elizabeth Fischer, sworn?Am wife of Gottleib
Fischer; was present on the night of the shooting;
John Lemon came to the door and warned to come
in; witness told Lemon, she did not want him in;
Lemon said he must come in, and pushed the door
open and shoved witness back and cursed her;
Duvall came in next; Duvall fired a pistol; he was
standing about two feet from witness; there were
two shots fired; as soon as the first shot was fired,
Christian Fischer exclaimed, "I am shot;" he then
run out of the room; witness was between deceased
and Duvall when he tired; have known Duvall
about two months; don't know who fired the se-
cond shot.

Cross-examined by Mr. Kenly?Was examined be-
fore the coroner; witness was' married to Gottlieb
Fischer about four years ago, by Rev. Mr. Durtdott';
have known Catharine Easter'a long time; Peter
Zervick was at the house; he was not employed by
witness as door-keeper; can't say what time Zer-
vick came there; witness paid Zervick nothing;
witness said before tfie coroner that Lemon came in
first, and then Duvall; witness don't recollect ifshe
was asked there it she could recognize any one be-
sides Lemon; there were from twelve to fifteen men
with Lemon that night; they did not all come in;
witness said before the coroner that the room was
so full of smoke she could not distinguish any one;
witness went to the station-house the next morning
and saw John Lemon and George Grice; witness
saw Duvall at the station-house a week after the
shooting; when Squire Boyd asked witness if she
recognized Duvall, she said that is the man; she
did not say that was the devil?witness has no such
words as that in her mouth; witness was not at
Razors' that night?don't know anything about
Razors?don't go to such places; witness said before
the coroner that the man who fired the shot was a
slim man, with a long neck; she did not tell his
name, but she knew him by sight; her mind was
not made up then; there were ten to fifteen men in
the house;

By Mr. Whitney.?The smoke did not interfere
with witness' observation until after the first shotwas tired; it was a week after the shooting when
witness saw the prisoner.

By Mr. Kenlv.?Witness did not say she did not
know who fired the shot, she said she did know.

Catharine Easter, sworn.?Reside in West street;
was at Fischer's the night Christian FTscher was
shot; was in the back room when the party came
in; know Duvall, have known him three months;
Lemon caine in first and Duvall next; Duvall drew
a pistol; witness saw the pistol in Duvall's right
band; witness screamed and turned and ran up
stairs; then heard the report of the pistol; witness
could not tell exactly what kind of a pistol it was;

Duvall was standing near the middle door; about
five minutes after witness saw Duvall with the pis-
tol the shot was fired; the second shot was fired
about five minutes after the first one; witness ran
up the steps from the back room: did not see Du-
vall fire the pistol; Miss Preidel was in the back
room.

Dr. Benson, sworn.?Witness' attention was call-
ed that night by a rapping at the door next his
residence; looked out the window and saw a man
on the steps; witness saw him fall off, as it in
spasms; witness came down and recognized Fisch-
er; witness then thought he was dying; witness
assisted to take him home; witness made a post
mortem examination of the body, found a bad
wound in tlje left side, between tbe seventh and
eighth ribs; the ball had penetrated the liver and
lung; the wound was sufficient to cause death; the
wound in the liver alone would cause death, or that
in the lung; witness is of opinion that this wound
caused the death of Fischer; witness found a pistol
ball in the body; it was about the ordinary sized
ball of a revolver.

Bertha Freidel, sworn.?Was at Fiseher'3 house
the night of the shooting; saw one of the party
come in?the officer; did not know his name then,
knew his face, had seen him before; witness
saw the same man in front of her house, on
the same night, knocking down a man;
when they came in witness ran out of the back
gate; witness heard the shot as she was going out
the gate; witness only saw Lemon come in, she saw
a crowd on Montgomery street, passing around the
corner to the front door when she was going out
the gate; witness did not see Christian Fischer after
she heard the shot fired.

Sergeant Crouch, sworn.?Duvall was arrested
one or two weeks after Fischer was shot; witness
had a bench warrant for the arrest, and arrested
him himself; witness put Duvall in the station house
for the night, and in the morning took him to the
SherilTs office; witness don't Know whether the
witness for the State had been before the Grand
Jury before the warrants were issued.

Mr. Whitney here called the attention of the
jury to the fact, as by the record of the Court, that
the bench warrants were issued after the Grand
Jury had found a bill against the parties.

Margaret Lentz, sworn.?Witness lives inCharles
street between West and Cross; witness was at
Fischer's the night of the shooting; witness saw
Lemon come in; he said be had a right to come in;
witness did not see who fired the shot, they all said

HARD TIMES IN IOWA.?The Courier, published at
Ottumwa, lowa, of the 6th inst., says: We have
never approached so near a famine in this country,
especially inthe West where we inhabit, as we
have the past year. The wet weather which pre-
vailed and characterized almost the whole of the
season, filled our soil, and kept it so full of water as

er, and then cried out, Hoys conie in; witness
saw Duvall coine in, hut did not see him shoot.

Cross-examined by Mr. Kenly.?Had been at the
house since eight o'clock, and staid there all night
till five o'clock; was afraid to go home; witness
was in the back room all the time.

Mary Penn Smith, sworn.?Was at Fischer's
when the shooting took place; saw Lemon come in
first and Harry Duvall next; heard Lemon say he
had a right to come in, and saw him push Mrs.
Fischer and curse her; witness saw Harry Duvall
draw a pistol and she ran into the yard; she was in
the yard when she heard the shot; soon after this
witness saw Christian Fischer come into the yard
and get over the fence; witness heard two or three
shots before Fischer came into the yard: know Du-
vall for right smart time; there were 110 disturb-
ances at Fischer's that night: witness lives about a
square from Fischer's; don't know lohn Siglefous;
only saw Duvall with a pistol.

Cross-examined by Mr. Kenly?Witness was in
the back room, and as soon as she saw Harry Du-
vall point a pistol she ran in the yard; heard two
or three shots fired while in the yard; witness only
saw two come into the house whom she knew; they
were Lemon and Duvall; witness had been in the
house since 8 o'clock; witness had not thrown any
dice, her turn had not come then; don't know
how many persons were there; witness knewHarry Duvall; she spoke to him before this
night; some young lady made witness acquainted
with him; the bar is in the front room; wit-
ness don't know what was sold in the store.

By Mr. Whitney.?When you enter the Howard
street door you pass straight to the middle door.

By a Juror.?l'he middle door is about the cen-
tre "of the wall.

George C. Grice, sworn.?Was in the front store
when Lemon came in; saw Duvall; know him; am
not certain if Duvall or Siglefous came in second;
witness was struck and knocked down; got up and
started to run and was either tripped up or stum-
bled; witness fell on his hands and knees and then
he heard a pistol shot; he heard the second shot
when he ran into the back room; witness ran into
the yard and saw Fischer come out and say he was
shot; witness lfnew Duvall about seven months;
witness was standing on the left of Lemon when he
was struck.

By the defence.?Was excited at the tiuie as any
other man would have been: merely knew Grady j
when he saw him, but was not personally acquaint- i
ed with him.

Captain Mitchell, sworn. ?Knows very littleabout
the murder; on the day, however, an election was
held and witness had a reserved force of police; heard
that a riot was prevailing in the Fifth ward, took j
a posse of armed men and started for the Fifth [
ward polls; Jourdan was one of them; on the way, j
heard tiring from the Eighth ward: proceeded to
the corner of French and High streets; in a mo- I
ment after they reached the corner, a shot or shots |
was fired, Jourdan turned round, and putting his :
hand to his abdomen, said "I am shot;" witness j
saw the blood (lowing from the wound; Jourdan '
was then taken to a drug store, where he died; after
this, witness went to Jackson Hall and found one Ikeg of cut nails, and one or two muskets and ri- I
lies.

By the defence?Was standing about one yard |
from Jourdan when he was shot, and was the first
man to take hold of him and carry him back, but j
only went a short distance with Jourdan when he !
handed himover to other officers,who conveyed him
to the drug store; a great many shots were fired at
the time; they appeared to come from different di-
rections; at the time Jourdan was shot the man
Lynch was on the same corner; cannot recognise
the parties firing from the Hall.

Marshal Herring, sworn. ?After the death of
Jourdan, took a lot of men and went to Jackson
Hall; saw a man inthe street opposite the Hall, in
the act of firing off a swivell, but could not iden- j
tify him; it was loaded with nails, slugs and a little
of every thing, and pointed in the direction of Bath (
street; also found one musket in the Hall; Jackson
Hall at the time was a kind of a tavern, but all the
furniture with the exception of that in the bar-
room was taken out; took the swivell, placed it in
his buggy and took it to the station house.

The defence was a mere recapitulation of that
elicited by the State, with the exception that a
large crowd of persons congregated in and about
Jacks in Hall after the death of Jourdan, and the
witness was compelled to order John Claggett,
(who was much excited) to leave and go away; the
muskets the police took to quell the riot was loaded
with powder and ball, but the powder in twelve
muskets would not have made more than one load
for an ordinary gun.

Officer Stevenson, sworn?Was one of the posse
who went to quell the riot; saw an omnibus full of
men; they were dressed in grey jackets; got outofthe
omnibus and went to the Eighth ward polls, witness
heard the report of a pistol and followed the crowd,
moved towards French street when witness and
Jourdan got to the corner, before witness came up,
or about the time, Jourdan was shot; witness took
him away and then returned to Jackson Hall and
saw the officers bringing a man out of the Hall cel-
lar; did not go in the Hall.

Court adjourned until to-morrow morning at the
usual hour.

The evidence in these cases is the same as elicited
in the ease of Patrick Fitzpatrick and John Burns,
tried for the same offence and reported.

All witnesses in civil cases were discharged until

THE EIOHTH WARD MURDER CASES.

State vs. Charles Rilev, Wm. Guinn, James Fos-
sett, Michael Murphy, Henry Burns, Peter Ward,
M. J. Grady and Thomas Murry, jointly indicted
for rioting and being accessory to the murder of
police officer Win. Jourdan, alleged to have been
committed on the 10th day of October, 1857, at or
near Jackson Hall, corner of French and liuren
streets, Baltimore.

Messrs. Preston, Cowan, Carr, Snyder, and Gra-
son for the defence.

The Court ordered the prisoners to be placed in
the dock and try them all together.

The prisoners were then placed in the dock, and
the following Jurors sworn, viz: Richard Nelson,
J. Edwin Kemp, Jesse Upperco, Wm. Kain, Morti-
more S. Watkins, Wm. Parks Thomas Hook, John
S. Jones, Emanuel C. Wade, John C. Armstrong,
Ellingsworth C. Carman, and Lysanaer McCol-
lough.

The several indictments were then read, which
occupied the attention of the court for an hour,
after which Mr. Gittings, State's Attorney, stated
the case to the Jury; that on the day of the murder
of officer Jourdan an election was held in the city,
and a riot having occurred at the eighth ward poll's,
the Mayor dispatched Jourdan and other officers to
quell that riot; on their approach to the polls, the
rioters fired at the officers, one shot of which
resulted in the death of Jourdan. The pris-
oners were present and aided in that murder,

He then read from Wharton, and contended that
if the State could show that the prisoners were
present aiding and abetting, then they were, in the
eye of the law, guilty of murder; but the jury
could, from the evidence, bring them in either
guilty of murder in the first degree, or the second;
they could also render a verdict of "manslaughter"
or "not guiltv."

Mr. W. C. Carr next addressed the jury in
behalf of the prisoners. He said the Grand Jury
of the city of Baltimore had indicted some thirteen
persons, and two unknown, for the murder of officer
Jourdan, and said they might as well have indicted
all French street, or parties residing in the neigh-
borhood of Jackson Hall, as the prisoners at the
bar, and said the evidence on the part of the defence
would show that the prisoners were merely lookers-
on at the riot, and not participants, until their
homes were assaulted; and that the police were the
assailing party, having banded together with cer-
tain rowdies for that purpose.

Mr. Preston next addressed the jury, and said the
result of Jourdan's death was a political fight, the
police coming to Jackson Hall, and, as it were,
"spitting fire," amid the shrieks of women and chil-
dren; then the prisoners acted on the part of the

Wright, sworn. ?Knew officer Jourdan
and was with him when he was shot; witness and
and Jourdan went with a "squad" of men to sup-
press a riot at the sth ward polls; went out Holli-
day to Hillen; before witness reached High street
saw a man fall on the corner of High and Hillen;
passed on up to French,and saw a man inHumes street
with a gun; he was pointing it at the officers; next
saw a party firing from the windows and on the
pavement at Jackson Hall; one shot took effect in
officer Jourdan's abdomen, and another in George
Thomas' hand: at the time Jourdan was shot he
was turning the corner of French and High streets;
Jackson Hall was about one and a half squares oft;
recognized Grady on the pavement in front of the
Hall, he had a gun and fired at the officers; saw
the smoke coming from the gun; also
a party fired from the window of the Hall;
there were some five or ten persons in front of the
Hall with guns; the officers did not fire a shot at
the crowd, but a man named Lynch wanted to rush
on the party at the Hall; lie" had a stone in his
hand, officer Jourdan caught him and pulled him
back, when at that moment of time Lynch received
a bullet in his right shoulder; after Jourdan was
shot, he was carried away; Mr. Emmit was the man
who received the shot at the corner of High and
Hillen; he lost a leg from the shot, and is in Court
now.

By the defence.?Grady was before witness on a
former occasion; he came to claim a gun which be-
longed to a member of the Law Greys; was never
before witness on a criminal charge; on the day
Jourdan was killed Gradv was dressed in light
clothing and not in military uniform; he however
had a long gun, hut cannot say whether it was a
rifle or musket; witness did not hail an omnibus
load of "Rough Skins" on the way from the sth
ward polls to the Bth ward polls; no person except
officers was in company with the witness; heard the
Bth ward boys was going to take the sth ward
polls; did not hear to the reverse that the sth ward
boys were going to take the Bth ward polls; did not
see the omnibus loaded with "Rough Skins," armed
to the teeth, going to take the Bth ward polls; Jour-
dan was shot about 2 o'clock, A. M.; did not see a
party dressed in lightjackets in company with the
officers when they were coming from the 6th ward
to the Bth.

Without the witness concluding, the Court took
a recess of three-quarters of an hour.

EVENING SESSION.

Officer Wright, recalled. ?Knows where Lefler-
man's alley is; if a shot was fired from the alley
witness does not know it; there were, however, at
the time Jourdan was shot, a great many shots
fired; the windows in Jackson Hall was filled with
men pointing and firing guns at the officers; Jour-
dan was the only oflicerwho went around the corn-
er facing the hail, others merely peeped round the
corner; they were no doubt afraid to venture as
Jourdan did.

By the.State. ?The next witness saw ofJourdan he
was laying in a drug store expiring, and had no
other wound. Saw Grady at the hall on the pave-
ment before and after Jourdan was shot.

Laid
on the table.

Mr. MONTAGUE offered an ordinance authorizing
John W. Woods, to number alldwellings which are
not authorized to be numbered by other persons.?

Mr. ADDISON offered a resolution authorizing the
Board of School Commissioners to borrow 820,000,
in anticipation of the collections of 1859.

Highways.

Mr. COLTON called up the ordinance relative to
changing the name of Neighbor street to Chew
street, which was read a third time and passed.

The ordinance relative to authorizing the City
Collector to employ an additional book-keeper inhis
oflice, was taken up and passed.

An ordinance supplementary to an ordinance en-
titled, "An ordinance to establish a paid Fire De-
partment for the city of Baltimore," was received
from the First Branch and read.

On motion of Mr. SKWALL the rules were sus-
pended and the ordinance read a second time.

Mr. SEWALL then offered an ordinance as a substi-
tute for the supplemental ordinance, which was read
and ordered to be printed.

The first section of the ordinance presented by-
Mr. SEWALL enacts that the Paid Fire Department
shall consist of seven companies instead of six.

Section second enacts that there shall be eight
steam engines, instead of six; one engine to be held
as a reserve engine, for the use of either of the
seven companies, as the Chief Engineer shall di-
rect.

Section third enacts that there shall be eight
horse reels and tenders instead of six, together with
the additional compliment of hose for two compa-
nies; one hose reel and tender to be kept in reserve
for the use of the reserve engine.

Section fourth provides for the appointment of
Foreman, Engineer, Ac., for the seventh company.

Section fifth enacts that the number of men
for the seventh engine shall be light.

Section sixth enacts that the number of extra
men for each Hook and Ladder shall be thirteen in-
stead of fourteen.

Section seventh provides that if, in carrying
this ordinance into effect, any person shall be, of
necessity, discharged by the Commissioners, they
shall be appointed to act with the seventh com-
pany.

TELEGRAMS.

[From the Reporter of the Associated Press,]
From Washington.

WASHINGTON, Feb. I.?There is no truth what-
ever in the report ofthe probability ofJudge Black's
appointment to the Pennsylvania judgeship, made
vacant by the resignation of Judge Irwin, and all
speculations as to Cabinet changes are baseless.

Although there is evidently a majority in the
House in favor of the passage of the Senate French
Spoliation lJill, its necessary reference, under the
decision of the Speaker, to the Committee of the
Whole on the State of the Union, may be regarded
as conclusive of its defeat.

The House Committee on Territories to-day
agreed to report a bill for the establishment of a
Territorial Government in Jefferson county, em-
bracing the Pike's Peak county.

The Ilnyti Kevnlution.
BOSTON, Jan. 31. ?The brig Eolus, from Gonaives,

with dates to the 12th instant, reports all quiet
there.

On the 7th there was a slight bombardment of
Port St. Marks, by a brig of war belonging to the
Emperor, but the brig was not near enough to do
execution. At the same time a slight skirmish took
place back of St. Marks, in which a few lives were
lost, and the parties retired.

Gen. Gefl'ard was posted within sixty yards of
the Emperor's forces, divided bv a small'mound.
The inhabitants of Gonaives were in arms, ready to
meet the result. The principal parts of tbe Island
have proclaimed infavor of the Republic.

It was the general opinion that the contest would
soon be settled in Geffard's favor.

BOSTON, Feb. I.?Palmer's news room has addi-
tional advices from liayti, received by the brigs
Monticello and Tarpaulin Cove, from Port au
Prince to the 9th ult. But few collisions had taken
place up to that time between the Imperial troops
and the insurgents. The Emperor Soulnuque, had
advanced as far as Moro, and was meditating an
advance upon St. Marks.

A conflict had taken place between the two con-
tending parties, but there was no reliable informa-
tion as to which side was victorious. About forty
of the Emperor's troops wounded in the conflict had
reached Port au Prince.

A Republican movement was pending at the lat-
ter place, and the Emperor had called for more
troops, but could not raise a hundred men.

Reports were current Jacmel and Aux-
Caves had declared for The Em-
peror's forces do not exceed 3,000 men and it was
the general opinion that General Gefl'ard would be
successful.

Business was nearly suspended both at Jeremie
and Port au Prince, an embargo having been laid
on all coasting vessels.

Two Days Later from California.
[BY OVERLAND HAIL.]

ST. LOUIS, Jan. 31.? The Overland Mail from
California arrived here this evening, bringing San
Francisco advices to the 7th inst. Onlyone through
passenger came by this mail.

The Supreme Court had dissolved the injunction
to prevent the Fund Commissioners from issuing
the lands of 1858.

Governor Weller's message to the California Leg-
islature is considered to be a very able State paper

Business was dull at San Francisco. Liquors and
teas were sold at regular figures.

The Los Angelos Star of the Btli of July notices
the arrival of Capt. Garnett with a portion of tbe
6tli infantry regiment, destined for the new post on
the Colorado river. Also of Col. Beale, of the First
Dragoons, who will resume the command of the
regimental headquarters at Fort Tejin, in place of
Major Black, who will shortly depart for the
East.

Judge Watts, of New Mexico, came passenger
from Santa Fe, in twenty-one days. He reports
that Lieut. Beale would shortly prrceed' from
Hatch's Ranclie to Albuquerque,where he would re-
main tillspring. Judge Watts savs that the trip

from St. Louis to Santa Fe via Buttertield's mail
route, although six hundred miles longer, can be
made in sixteen days. The Judge has crossed the
plains seventeen times, and he pronounces this route
preferable to any previously traveled.

The New Mexico Mail.
ST. LOUIS, Jan. 31.?The New Mexico mail, with

advices to the 10th inst., reached Independence on
Saturday night. Col. Booneville and Superintend-
ent Collins arrived at Santa Fe on the 6th instant,
having concluded a treaty of peace with the Navajo
Indians, the terms of which were advantageous to
the United States. Lieut. Beale's party were at
Hatch's ranche recuperating.

Mr. Richard Owen, a merchant, died at Santa Fe
on tbe 27th ultimo, and Mr. Perkins andSenor Juan
Sandoval have each submitted to the amputation of
one of their legs, which was rendered necessary by
their being badly frost bitten.

Tile Pacific llailroad.
NEW ORLEANS, Jan. 31.?Advices from Marshall,

Texas, to the 21st inst., state that the Pacific Rail-
road Convention had been in session several days.

SOUHERX MANUFACTURES.? The South is making
steady advance in manufacturing enterprise. No
sudden rush is witnessed into new business engage-
ments, but quietly, in city after city, over the ex-
tent of the Southern States, a movement is made to
set the spindle and the loom in motion, tliu3 varying
our employments and adding to the sources of "our
prosperity.

In the present condition of the country, any ad-
vance in domesticating manufactures in the slave

| States is a favorable indication. It shows a dispo-
sition to acquire industrial independence, and
brings new agencies for harmonizing conflicting in-
terests into action.

Mississippi has made several successful efforts to
establish mauufactures. The most profitable factory-
ill the Union is in one of the Eastern counties of
that State. It may be due to this fact that a dispo-
sition is gaining strength in that State to embark
to a greater extent in this species of industry*.

Many of the cotton planters have introduced upon
their plantations the new machine for spinning the
raw staple at the gin. This, perhaps, adds to the
favor with which investment in factories begins to
be viewed.

At a meeting of the Warren AgriculturalSociety,
held in \ icksburg on the 3d irist., it was resolved "to
establish a cotton factory in that county, under the
protection of the association. Thedesign is to man-
ufacture coarse cotton fabrics, and the members of
the association pledge themselves to each other to
give the enterprise their undivided support.

The enterprise is to he commenced on a scale and
under a management which willsecure success.?
Negroes are to be turned to service iu the various
departments, and the whole enterprise is to depend,
at the commencement, upon a home market.

This is a movement in the right direction. The
South can manufacture cheaper than any other part
of the world. With the raw material growing in
sight of the factory, with slave labor that, under all
circumstances and at all times, is absolutely relia-
ble; with provisions of every description anil of the
best quality, and cheaper than in any other quarter,
and furnished without the cost of transportation,
the manufactured fabrics can be produced so as to
compete with any in the world. The North, and

I Europe herself, will ultimately find that the South
has advantages for manufacturing purposes that
even pauper white labor will not counterbalance.
Success to the movement to manufacture in the
South ! Itis destined to form one of the most pow-
erful elements in onr advancement in wealth and
power.?A* O. Picayune.

MUTILATED COlN.?Carolina Bisji, an Italian wo-
man, has been arrested in New York for putting in
circulation gold coin so mutilated, that a half eagle
is worth only $3.75 ?a reduction of 19 grains in
each piece. An officer had been watching the wo-
man's proceedings for two or three days, procured
some of the pieces and went to some of the banks,
where the cashiers were ready to receive them as
good. He then went to an exchange-broker, doing

j a large business, and asked him if the money was
j good. The broker replied in the affirma.ive. "But

I willyou weigh them," said the officer? The broker
impatiently told hitn, as he shoved the money back,
that he handled enough money in his business to
know genuine from bogus. The officer quietly ex-
hibited his shield and repeated his request that the
coin should be weighed. The broker still confident
that the officer was mistaken, placed the coin on the
scale and instantly exclaimed, "why it is nineteen
grains short of full weight." The coin was care-
fullyexamined. There was no doubt that it was not
genuine gold, and there was no possibility of de-
tecting the fraud except by weighing it. From a

i close examination it appears that the coin is placed
I on a lathe and made to revolve. A keen narrow

chisel is set against the edge, and as the coin re-
volves the chisel turns out the inside of it and pene-
trates nearly to the centre, leaving but two thin
shells, as it were, connected at the centre. The
cavity is then filled up with base metal, the coin

j is milled over again and the edge galvanized, show-
ing as perfect a specimen of work in fraud as was
ever conceived or executed.

SINGULAR DEATH.?Mr. John It. Davis, of the
pork and beef packing house of J. H. Davis A Co.,
Cincinnati, had been complaining of severe cold
during several weeks. About ten days ago, while
sitting in his oflice, he was suddenly attacked with
hemorrhage of the nose, and his gums also bled
freely, but he was at his business again a day or
two afterwards. Subsequently be was attacked in
a similar manner, but more violently, and was
much reduced. On Friday he was at his oflice and
drove out into the country that afternoon, and dur-
ing the evening did not appear to be indisposed.?
About four o'clock Saturday morning, a physician
was suddenly summoned to see him, and found him
in a dying condition, suffering intense pain in every
part of his system. At about six o'clock A. M. be
expired. The disease presented such uncommon
and peculiar phases that a poet mortem examination
was contemplated, but during the morning the
corpse swelled and the skin upon various parts of
the body burst so that examination was not regard-
ed advisable.

COAL MINING INENGLAND AND PENNSYLVANIA.?In
Great Britain in 1857 there were 2,905 collieries,
which sent to market in that year 65,394,707 tons

of coal, an average of 22,500 tons to each colliery .
In Schuylkill county, Penua.. there are 113 col-

lieries, which produced in ISSR 2,910,608 tons,
which would give an average of 25,810 tons to each
colliery, which is greater than the average product
of the collieries of Great Britain.

The collieries in Schuylkillcounty are stated
at 70 white ash, 6 grey ash, and 37 red and pink
ash.

She was 27 years single, 44
years married, and 28 years a widow, and was in
the habit of saying that she had lived three life-
times. ? Edinbiirg Courant.

THE SUEZ CANAL.? It appears that the Porte is
much annoyed at the impulse given to the Suez
canal scheme by M. de Lesseps. The Ministers
state that the opening of the canal would be attend-
ed with more inconvenience to the Porte than ad-
vantage; and that, at all events, the firman will
never be granted for it until a formal and unani-
mous demand be made by all the powers. Mean-
time, the Porto has repeated its order to the Vice-
roy ofEgypt not to allow- even the preliminary
works to be commenced without the express autho-
rization of the Sultan.

It appears from the official report that there are
133 salaried United States Consuls, whose salaries
amount, for the year 1857, to §251,544, and the fees
returned bv them to nearly $111,900, leaving a de-
ficiency of 5140,000, to be paid from the treasury.
There are about 270 Consular officers paid by fees
only.

The Rev. Mr. Coffee, the first man, says the
Memphis Appeal, who ever preached a sermon on
the bluffs of Memphis, was last week arrested for
being drunk and put in the calaboose. When
taken into custody he swore bitterly at the officers
and wanted to fight them.

A subscription paper is in circulation in Louis-
ville, for the purpose of procuring a "statue of Henry
Clay, by Hart, to be placed in the rotunda of the
court house. The statue will cost $5,000. The
work on.the Clay monument at Lexington isstopped,
we believe, for want of funds.
