It applies to Directors ofcorporations the principle which governs the relations of
trustees and cestui que trust inrespect to purchases of thetrust estate or contracts with respect to that estate. Itadopts the broad grounds that inall cases where a Direc-
tor buys of or contracts with the Board or Directors of
which he is a member, the sale or contract is voidable atthe option of the Comuany. without retrm-a ,
or unfairness of the transaction. It asserts this rule as a
conclusion of law, founded on considerations of public
policy, which, inasmuch as it would be often impossib'e
for any Court to ascertain whether the transaction by a
party in a relation of trust and confidence was a just one,
or whether the interests of the cestui que trust had been
duly protected, strikes at the root of the evil, by declaring?
that no such transaction shall stand except at the option
of the cestui que trust. The principle is of very wide ap-
plication.

WEST FLORIDA AND ALABAMA.?The Legislature of
Florida has passed a jointresolution submitting to
a vote of the people ot the State, the question ofthe annexation of West Florida to Alabama. The
Mobile Set/inter says:

From the Apalachicola westward to the Perdido
the country is not only disconnected from the rest
of Floida, but its soil is of so poor a character
that it is scarcely susceptible of agricultural im-
provement to warrant any high degree of of expec-
tation of valuahle products. Insulated as it is bv
the river that dissects the Territory, the interior
part of it can be of no great importance to the
great body of the State. The harbor of Pensacola
is all that pertains to it, that gives it any consider-
able value, and without tributary streams, or other
communication with the interior Territory, it has
attained already its maximum of population and
improvement. The line that divides this part of
Florida from Alabama is merely mathematical, no
feature of physical geography dividing it front the
continuous soil of the latter State, while the Apa-
lachicola on the East demarks it distinctly from
East Florida. Bv the cession of this Territory,
with a proper policy on the part of Alabama, Pen-
sacola might be so far improved, by a system of
improvements northward, as would make it a port
of considerable importance to her commerce.

COSTA RICA. ?The following is an extract from
the Cronica He Costa Kim, published at San Jose.
November 3, 1858:

On Monday last the President of the republic
gave a banquet to the Minister of thellnited States,
General Mirabeau Lamar.

The Minister of the Treasury and War, General
Don Jose Maria Canas, gave the invitation in the
name of His Excellency, inviting to the entertain-
ment (through special circumstances) twenty-four
persons only of the public functionaries and emi-
nent citizens and foreigners.

It seemed rather a deference paid to him whohad shown himself so much a friend of Central
America and ofjustice, and so jealous for the honor
and true advantage of his country, than a feast giv-
en to the diplomatist.

The North American Minister was the object of
the most delicate attentions, and captivated thesympathies of all who were present. He gave a
toast for the union of Central America into a na-
tional body, declaring at the same time that his
government would ever oppose with energy the
chimerical attempts of the filibusters.

Tbe President gave a toast finally; for that all
the Costa Kicans would assist him in defending the
integrity and laws of the Republic whenever they
should be threatened.

Gen. Lamar is an amiable old man, of insinua-
ting manners, and of uncommon intelligence, who
in the best good faith seems interested in dissipa-
ting the false ideas of these countries and govern-
ments which exist in Washington, and in settling
the questions which are raised by our enemies.

ARMY NEWS.
The Galveston News of the 22d ult. makes the fol-

lowing statement in regard to the future position
of the troops in Texas :

The majority of the infantry companies are to be
concentrated at Camp Cooper, and the remainder
of this arm to be scattered along the El Paso mail
route for the protection of the mails and passen-
gers, as well as the numerous trains that pass in
that way to Chihuahua and New Mexico.

The cavalry now in this department, and three or
four more companies of that arm which are to be
placed under Gen. Twigg's command, will be kept
in the field, on the head waters of the Red Washita
and Canadian rivers, to thoroughly scout all our
northwestern frontier, and prevent, "if possible, any
more forays into Texas of the Camanches or their
allies.

STRANGE DISEASE.?A singular and malignant
disease has appeared in Providence, and some cases
have proved fatal. The Providence Post says of it:
'"lt commences as a little dark red spot, on the face
or hands, with, perhaps, a stinging or pricking
pain, on which spot there soon appears a pustule or
vesicle seated on a hard inflamed base, in which is
formed a slough of cliartoal blackness, where morti-
fication commences. The cases are attracting the
earnest attention of the physicians. The only ef-
fectual mode of treatment is said to he to burn thepimple out, in its early stages, with a hot iron or
with caustic."

EXTRAORBINARY.? Mr. and Mrs. John Hinchman
celebrated their golden wedding on the evening of
January 19, in New York. In the company assem-
bled were Rev. Barnabas King, the clergyman who
officiated at the marriage, Mr. William Jackson,
the groomsman, the bridesmaid who was at the
time Miss Susan Hinchman, and three other per-
sons who saw the marriage. There are ten children
in the family, all married and living,and twenty
grand children. There has not been a death in the
family.

REPORT OF THE SUPERINTENDENT AND MASTER OF

MACHINERY OF THE N. C. RAILWAY.?The following
statistics are taken from the reports of the Su-
perintendent and Master of Machinery of the
Northern Central Railway for the year 1858: There
are forty-two engines in use, which ran during the
past year 600,182 miles at a cost of 6 48-100 cents
per mile, and the cost for maintenance of machinery
was $115,444.72. There are 205 eight wheel cars,
150 six wheel cars, and 1,183 four wheel cars, in the
use of the Company, making a total of 1,038. Of
this number, 275 were constructed during the past
year, at a cost of $41,754.22. There were also eight
locomotives added the past year at a cost of $73,-
000. The total expenses of the Company for the
year were $422,821.94, and the revenue amounted
to $815,373.38, leaving a nett revenue of $392,-
551.44.

RECKLESS DRlVlNG.?Yesterday evening, about
half past seven o'clock, two men in a buggy drove
at a furious rate up Baltimore street, ana when op-
posite Holliday street, run over two young men
who were crossing Baltimore street, knocking them
down, cutting the lipof one of them, and bruising
both.

PRESCOTT," THE HISTORIAN.
The Salem (Mass.) Register says:
"We have heard that the accident which de-

prived Prescott of the use of one eye, and subse-quently so impaired the power of vision in the other,
was occasioned by a blow from a crust of bread,
thrown across the room by a fellow-student in Com-
mons Hall, near the close of his college career.?
This seeming calamity changed the whole current
of his life, which he intended to devote to legal
pursuits, and finally led him into that brilliantcareer as a historian, in which he has achieved a
world-renowned honor for himself and his coun-try."

A correspondent of the New York Evening Postsays:
T learn, from a private source, that an hour be-fore the fatal stroke he had been conversing with

friends. Having retired to another room, his aman-
uensis soon after heard him groaning, and on burst-
ing open the door found him with his head thrown
back entirely unconscious, and in about an hour
after he died. The previous premonition which hereceived aj'ew months since, Jiad , Jys
as if they feared for another meeting on earth.?
But this circumstance by no means diminished the
poignancy of their grief, nor in any way supplies
his place, for whom the greater solicitude and love
were felt on account of his own precarious situa-
tion.

Of the work on which he was engaged, Philip 11.,
six volumes were designed, three of which have
been published; part of the fourth is now written,
and the other two will probably fall to the hands of

some other master of Spanish history to complete,
but the touch of the great painter cannot but be
missed, and the line clearly defined where he finished
and another began.

At of the New York Historical So-ciety on Tuesday evening, warm eulogies of Mr.
Prescott were delivered by President King, of Co-
lumbia College, Rev. Dr. DeWitt. and Hon. George
Bancroft, and appropriate resolutions were passed.

Prof. William C. Bond, whose death has been an-
nounced, has long been known as the Director of
the Observatory at Cambridge. Mr. Bond was 69
years of age; born at Portland, Me.; early ap-
prenticed to a watchmaker, and since 1839 Astrono-
mer at Cambridge. One of the earliest Observa-
tories in this country was established by him for
private use, at Dorchester, Mass. In 1815 he visi-
ted Europe, commissioned by the Corporation of
Harvard College to examine the foreign Observa-
tories, and select a plan and instruments for the
College. In 1838, he received an appointment from
the Genera! Government to conduct the astronomi-
cal and meteorological observations during the
Exploring Expedition of Com. Wilkes; and in 1839
was appointed to the Directorship of the Cambridge
institution, which post he held at the time of his
death.

To his practical skill observers owe a piece of
mechanism called the "spring governor," by which
time is visibly measured to a small fraction of a
second. To "the same skill in applying scientificknowledge to mechanical means was in a large part
owing what is known in Europe as the "American
method" of recording observations by electro mag-
netism.

Professor Bond also discovered the eighth satel-
lite of Saturn, after sixty years of barrenness in
that region, just two days before it was seen by
Lassell, of Liverpool, with his great Newtonian
reflector. Captain Smyth says in his Cycle of Mr.
Bond:

The elder Bond, on one occasion, saw an eclipse
of the first satellite of Jupiter in the shadow of the
third, both satellites being off the planet, and both
shadows on, a circumstance necessarily of rare oc-
currence, and probably never seen before.

SINGULAR SUICIDE IN NEW ORLEANS.?The fol-
lowing statements are taken from the New Orleans
Crescent of the 24th :

In October last, Sylvester Rupert, an English
ship carpenter, lost by yellow fever, his youngest
child, about four years old, and a particular pet of
the father. This is a blow from which the father
never recovered. Not able to buy a tomb, he had
the child buried in the ground in Greenwood Ceme-
tery. The grief preyed heavily upon him. It was
his only thought; and, being out of bis regular em-ployment, he found employment in his grief. Hebought a lot in the cemetery, and with bricks and
other materials, by himself built a tomb. Insteadof the usual stone slab, he covered the vault with
a board, which was screwed to a frame fitted in the
mouth; on the board he carved an inscription with
his knife. He was in the habit of opening the tomband gazing at the decaying corpse. He frequently
complained to his wife of his inacility to get work",
and spoke of death as desirable. On'Tbursdav the
20th, when he left home, he told his wife that" if he
had no better luck in finding work, she would never
see him again. He also said something about hav-
inga place in which to rest.

That evening, or that night, he visited the ceme-
tery, taking with him his screw-driver, an iron
trunk-handle, a small rod of iron, a piece of wire,
some new screws, and a large vial of laudanum.Unscrewing the hoard of the tomb, he threw away
the screws and filled the screw-holes in the board
with clay.

With his new screws he then secured the trunk-
handle to the inside of the board. Pushing his
child's collin aside, he got inby its side, taking withhimhis poison and the other articles with which he
had provided himself. His hat he placed upon the
coffin; his coat, which he had taken off, he wrapped
around a brick for a pillow. He shut himself in with
the board, by means of the handle he had screwed toit, the board fitting outside the wooden frame. The
iron bar, which was of the proper length, he placed
across the frame inside. The thickness ofthe frame
would not allow the bar to pass through the trunk-
handle on the inside of the board; so he secured
the handle and the bar by means of his wire, coil-
ingit through the one and around the other. Hedid not succeed in fitting the board squarely upon
the frame. One corner of it caught upon the brick-work outside the frame; this he did not discover,
probably, owing to the darkness of the night; and
but for this little circumstance his fate would prob-
ably have never been discovered, or not at least for
many years. Having thus hid himself away, he
drained his laudnum bottle, composed himse'lf on
his back, placed the brick and coat beneath his head,
and went to sleep. His absence that night, togeth-
er with his conduct and news alarmed his wife, and
in the morning she went to the cemetry, looked forhim and was about to leave, when she noticed that
the board was slightly displaced, and found it was
loose; she pulled it a little, and saw the dead faceof her husband. She fainted and laid in the grass
for she could not tell how long. On her recovery
she informed the sexton; the Coroner was called,

j an inquest was held, and a verdict of suicide by
having taken laudnum was rendered.

On Tuesday evening a partv of rowdies went into
the provision store of Mr. Henry Ford, in New
York, took what they wanted, endeavored to rob
the money drawer, and when asked for payment for
the eatables they had taken, knocked Ford downand beat him badly. Ford got away from them,
and came back with a loaded gun. Another fight
began, and Mike O'Brien, one of the rowdies, was
shot and will die.

A long report in the London Times was recently
telegraphed from Manchester to London by young
g ;rla, at the average rate of 29 words a minute, and
with hardly an error in the whole.

The depot of the Concord Railroad, Concord, N.
H., was nearly destroyed byfire on Tuesday morn-
ing. The books and papers of the company were
saved. Loss about $25,000; insured.

LA W INTELLIGENCE.
CRIMINALCOURT. ?Hon. Henry Stump, Judge.?

Milton Whitney, Esq., States Attorney, Prose-cuting.
State VK. Henry Duvall, indicted jointly with

John Lemon and John Siglefous, lor the murder, on
the night of the eighteenth day of September last,
of Christian Fischer, bv shooting him with a pistol,inflictinga wound on the right side of the breast
of said Fischer, of the width of half an inch and of
the depth of three inches, of which wound, he, the
said Fischer instantly died. J. K. Kenly, Esq., ap-
pears for the defence.

On the opening of the Court yesterday morning
the State called the following witnesses:

_ Officer Thomas, sworn?Was a police officer inSeptember last; know where Fischer's house is* onthe night of the 20th September, about 11 o'clock,saw a crowd going up Howard street, on the east
side; went to Fischer's house and told them they
had better shut up, as there might be aspree there;
the crowd halted on the southeast corner of Howard
and Montgomery street a while, and then went
across the street to Fischer's house, headed by po-
lice officer John Lemon; Lemon went to the door
and demanded admittance in the name of a police
officer: Lemon then went into the house and cried out
'?come on:" he was followed by 8 or 10 others; afterthey got in a man was knocked down and watch was
cried; witness then rushed into the house, but was
grabbed by some persons and pushed out on the
pavement; witness then sprung his rattle for assis-
tance; after witness was thrust out on the pave-ment two shots were fired in the house: there hadbeen no disturbance at Fischer's house before theshooting; witness passed the house several timesduring the night; the parties asked witness to keep
a look out about there during the evening.

Cross-examined by Mr. Kenly.?Witness was in
Fischer's house twice that night before the shoot-
ing; the room was pretty full; witness did not see
any raffiing while he was there; one of the family
requested witness to be about there incase thereshould be a spree; witness was asked into the house
to take a glass ot beer; there had been dancing in
the house before witness went in; witness did not
see the prisoner at the house; did not know Duvall.

Mr. Whitney here stated that the State had clo-
sed its case except for rebutting: testimony.

Ttiu evidence for the defence was then commen
ced; the first witness called was James Hammil,
who was sworn:?Am an assistant clerk in the of-
fice of the Clerk of the Court of Common Pleas.

Mr. Kenly ?"Did Gottleib Fischer take out a li-cense for selling liquor?"
Mr. "Whitney?"l don't see what this has got to

do with the case: I object to it as irrelevant."Mr. Kenly?"l intended to impeach the witness
Fischer, and wish to show that what, he stated on
the stand is untrue, and also that what he stated
about, taking out a license is not true, and will
commence with this witness."

The Court was of the opinion that the witness
could not be impeached in this manner: if a wit-
ness is to be discredited, he must be discreditedon some point material to the matter at issue, that
is the general rule of law. The Court will not ad-
mit this evidence.

Mr. Kenly then called to the stand Thomas M.
Gardner, Clerk of the Criminal Court, who was
sworn, liefore the witness was examined, Mr.
Kenly said he wanted to show that Gottleib Fischer
had been indicted for selling liquor without a li-
cense.

Mr. "W hitney.?"That has been ruled out once."Judge Stump.?"The Court has decided that
question just now, the witness cannot be impeached
by such evidence."

The witness retired.
Mr. Kenlv.?"l wish to recall Gottleib Fischer to

the stand, to cross-examine him."
Mr. Whitney ?"lf you put him on the stand you

make him your own witness."
Mr. Kenlv.? "I \yould like to hear the Courtabout that.
The Court was of opinion that if the defence put

the witness on the stand again thev made him their
own witness.

Mr. Kenlv.?"Well, I'll examine him."
Gottleib Fischer, re-called.

Foreman ot the Jury.?"The jurors would like to
have this witness examined through an Interpreter;
we think we do not perfectly understand his lan-guage, and that he does not understand the ques-
tions of counsel."

Mr. Kenly.?"Well, I won't examine him."
Captain Woods, sworn.?Witness knows Mr. and

Mrs. Fischer whun he sees them; saw them on the
stand yesterday; recollect the night of the shooting
of Fischer: was at the station-house when the firing
took place; went to the house of Fischer; there
was a large crowd outside; witness, with other offi-
cers, dispersed the crowd, and then went towards
the station-house; on the way found John Lemon
drunk and disorderly, and took him to the station-
house; after staying there a while heard a man had
been shot, and witness then went to Fischer's
house; went in, and saw the man lyingon the floor,
dying; witness asked Mr. and Mrs. Fischer if they
could identify the parties who came into the house:they said, three men came in,one of them was John
Lemon, and that the man who fired the pistol was
dressed in dark clothes, glazed cap, and had a long
neck; they said they did not know the man who
fired the shot; thev described him in that war towitness, and said they could not identify him;
witness was present when Mrs. Fischer was exam-
ined before the coroner; she stated there that the
man who fired the shot was dressed in dark clothes,
glazed cap, and long neck, but she could not identi-
fy him; the prisoner was not arrested then: the
prisoner was arrested about a week afterwards;
witness don't think Mrs. Fischer said that the room
was so full of men that she could not turn around;
Mrs. Fischer testified there that when the men
came in she ran out in the yard and did not see who
fired the pistol; the middle door in Fischer's house

Mrs. Fischer mention Duvall's name once.

Cross-examined by Mr. Whitney.?Fischer's
house is about 700 feet from the station house;
heard four or live shots, and went in that directionwhen witness beard the shots; went to the corner
where Fischer's house was, saw a crowd there and
dispersed them: witness then went towards station
house and in going there heard a noise on Sharp
street; went in the direction and found John Lemon
drunk and behaving disorderly; witness told Lemon
to go home or go to the station house; witness
followed him to the station house; after this one or
two officers came to the station house and told wit-ness that a man had been found in Hanover street
wounded and dying; witness then went to Fischer's
house and saw the man who was dying; at this
time the conversation took place about identifying
the man who fired the shot; when the Fischers
were examined before the coroner, Duvall had not
been arrested; Lemon had been arrested and iden-
tified by the Fischers and committed to jail, before
the coroner's inquest was held.

By Mr. Kenly.?The Fischers said there were only
three men who entered the house.

By Mr. Whitney.-?Am positive the)- said there
were only three men who came in; they said the
man who fired the shot was behind Lemon; they
told witness they did not know the man who fired.

Justice Boyd, sworn.?-On the morning after the
shooting, between 5 and (J o'clock, Airs. Fischer, at
the station-house, stated that Lemon came into the
house first, and said "come on boys," Mrs. Fischer
said that Lemon did not shoot the'pistof, but that a
man dressed in dark clothes, glazed cap, and with
a long neck, fired it; she said she did not think she
could recognize the man; about seven davs after,
Duvall was arrested and brought to the station-
house; witness sent for Afrs. Fischer and had Du-
vall brought out into the passage; witness told
Duvall to stand up and show himself, and Airs. Fis-
cher, after looking at him, said that must he the
man.

Cross-examined by Mr. Whitney?At the exami-
nation before witness, Mrs. Fischer said she did not
know the man was shot or where he was hurt,
until he was brought home; witness thought it
strange that the Fisjhers could describe the man
so accurately, and then that they could not identify
him; Air. Fischer said he did not know who fired
the pistol or did not see it fired; does not know at
whose instance Duvall was arrested; when Duvall
was brought out he was taken into the passage;
the passage is lighted by a window from the front
oflice; Airs. Fischer said she couhi'nt see him well;
witness then asked her if she did not state before
the coroner's jnrv that if she saw the man she
would know him; she then said' "that must be the
man."

By Air. Kenlv ?AVitness could have identified a
person by the light in the passage; the prisoner
showed no trepidation when brought out before
Airs. Fischer.

Officer Hall, sworn.?Witness saw Airs. Fischer
the morning after the shooting at the station house:
witness asked her if she knew the party who fired
the pistol, she said she did not know him, hut de-
scribed him; she said the man was tolerable tall,
had on a glazed cap and had a long neck; witness
saw the prisoner that night about 8 o'clock in front
of the Washington engine house at a political meet-
ing; he had oh a slouch hat; witness thinks Duvall
was arrested some live or six weeks after the
shooting.

Cross-examined by Air. Whitney.?Witness com-
menced the conversation at the station house;
asked Airs. Fischer if she knew the man; don't
think asked her ifshe knew the man's name; the
conversation only lasted two or three minutes.

By Air. Kenly.?Can't recollect if Airs. Fischer
said she had never seen the man before; from the
description given of the man by Airs. Fischer, wit-
ness would not have arrested the prisoner.

By Air. Whitney?From what Airs. Fischer said
of the man, witness took it that he was taller than
Lemon; witness don't recollect if Airs. Fischer said
she had never seen the man before.

Air. Edgar, sworn?AVas on the southeast corner
of Howard and Alontgomery streets the nightof the
shooting, in company with' Duvall: saw a party go
into the house on the other corner; don't know how
many; can't say how many; witness went over to
see what was going on; at the time the pistol was
fired witness was infront of Fischer's house; when
the pistol was fired witness left the pavement and
and crossed to the southwest corner, and saw Du-
vall there.

Cross-examined by Mr. Whitney?Witness saw
Duvall before the shooting, on the southeast corner
of Howard and Montgomery streets; was with Du-
vall about three quarters of an hour; was at Cum-
mer's withhim; there were about twelve of us there;
left Cummer's about 10 o'clock; when witness was
on the corner opposite Fischer's there were eight
or ten persons with him; could not recognize
those who went into Fischer's; there were two or
three around on the pavement after these men went
in; witness heard two shots in the house and more
shots at the back of the house; the party witness
saw go in the house came from North Howard
street; have known Lemon four or five years; wit-
ness was standing about 60 or 70 feet from the
house when the party went in; if Duvall had gone
in witness could have recognized him; knew Duvall
eight to ten months; if Lemon had gone in the
house witness could have recognized him.
-By Mr. Kenly.?lf Duvall could have got to the
opposite corner before witness did, after the firing,
he must have had wings.

Thomas Marshall, sworn.?When the shooting
took place witness was on the northwest corner op-

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
IMPORTANT ARREST. ?lnformation was received

during the early part of last week, by detective
officer Tieman of this city, from the police of New
York city, that a young man named George Doug-
las Wyckolf, had committed a series of forgeries in
the city of Brooklyn, and it was supposed that he
had fled to this city. Detective Tieman immediate-
ly went in pursuit, and after some time learned
tnat a young man calling himself George Douglas,
had arrived in the city a few days previously, and
was stopping at a private boarding house, on Pratt
street, near Sharp, kept by Mrs. Trail. On making
inquiry there, he was informed that he had re-
moved to East Baltimore, and following himup the
officer learned'that he had left his last hoarding-
bouse the day previous. On Friday, Tieman ex-
amined the register at Barnum's, and there saw the
name of George Douglas registered. He waited
for the gentleman to come in, and at 11 o'clock on
Friday night arrested him just as he was in the act
of returning. Officer Tieman telegraphed to New
York of his success, and received a despatch in re-
turn, that he should keep the prisoner in his pos-
session, until he was informed of the manner of
disposing of him. He kept him in a room at Bar-
num's, and on Saturday night, when the hour for
retiring arrived, Douglas appeared anxious to ob-
tain a knowledge of the position of the room,
and the means of escape. Tieman observed his
anxiety, and previously to lying down, re-
marked to Douglas that his (Tieman's) pil-
low was too low, and he would thank Douglas
for his (Douglas) pantaloons to place under
it, to raise it. He very reluctantly gave
them to the officer. On Monday morning of-
ficer Tieman received the proper "authority and
took the prisoner to New York city, where" he is
now confined to answer the charge of numerous
forgeries.

While Douglas was in this city he attempted to
pass several forged checks on the firm of Schwartz
<fc Dix, fruit dealers, on Lombard street near
Charles. One of the checks, now in possession of
the above firm, was for $349. lie had endeavored
to sell it at several business houses, remarking when
he offered it, that he had cashed it for a young gen-
tleman who had left in the cars, and as he did not
know the place of business of Messrs. Schwartz <fc
Dix, he would be obliged if thev would advance the
money. In each case he was directed to the estab-
lishment of the firm. Some six months since Doug-
las called at the house of Schwartz A Dix, and in-
formed them he was a brother of the firm of Wyc-
kolf A Co., fruit dealers, of New York, and that he
had his pocket picked while on the cars coming to
the city, and was on his way to some gold mines
in Yirginia, in which his father had an interest. ?

He asked for the advance of S3O, to bear his expen-
ses until he reached there. Schwartz A Dix deal
largely with the firm of Wyckolf A Co., of New
York, and they freely advanced the money. The
same day they wrote to the New York firm, and
received a reply that the S3O were placed to their
credit, but to arrest Douglas, as he was acting
without authority. Douglas in the meantime had
left this city. A large proportion of the present
forgeries is on his brother's house,and just before he
left New York he stole his mother's gold watch and
other articles from his family. It is reported that
he succeeded in committing several forgeries in
Washington city.

ROBBERY. ?A gentleman named Henry T. Sacket'
of Memphis, Tennessee, appeared at the Middle
station house about eleven o'clock onJTuesdav night,
and stated that a man named George Milliarhad
robbed him of S6B. He fell in with Milliaron his
way to this city on the Northern Central Railway,
and upon the arrival of the train they both pro-
ceeded to the Fountain Hotel, where they took a
room together. After eating supper they started
for a walk, when it is alleged Milliarrelieved Mr.S.
of his pocket book containing the above amount.
Officers Brown and Irons succeeded in arresting the
accused, and upon searching him, found two $lO
gold pieces and a $lO note, which Mr. Sacket recog-
nized as a portion of the missing money. The pris-
oner was committed to jail for Court by Justice
Mearis.

William S. Carter, sworn.?Was on Howardstreet the night of the shooting; know the prisoner;
heard two shots in the house; when they were tired
Duvall and witness were on the southwest corner
of Howard and Montgomery; heard two shots fired
at the back part of the house.

Cross-examined by Mr. Whitney?Witness was
one ot the company who came from Cummer's lager
beer house; have known Lemon two or three years;
did not see him go into the house; don't know
where Lemon was when the shot was tired; witness
can't identify any one who went into the house.

By Mr. Kenly?There were from thirty to forty
persons around the house.

Phillip Zerwick, sworn?Witness was in the
house on the night of the shooting; some one said
"put the bar up;" after this Lemon came to the door,
someone said "take the bar off;" witness did so, John
Lemon came in and said he was an officer and push-
ed the door open; Lemon was in uniform and had
on a Guayaquil hat; witness saw no others come
in.

Cross-examined by Mr. Whitney?Lemon came
in first, witness then went out; did not notice any
body come in; witness saw Edgar coming across to
the crowd; did not see Duvall; witness W'ent oil' as
soon as Lemon came in.

Alonzo Montague, sworn.?Was on South How-
ard street the mght of the shooting; heard twoshots in Fischer's house; when witness heard the
firing he went immediately to the southwest corner
and saw Duvall and Siglefous there.

Cross-examined by Mr. Whitnev.?lt was after
the shots were tired that witness saw them on thecorner; witness did not see Zerwick come out of
the house: witness was with the party that evening;
there were eight or ten of them; witness saw "a
party go in the house from North Howard street;
did not see Duvall go in; saw no one go in with a
uniform on, or with a Guayaquil hat; itwas a bright
moonlight night.

By Mr. Kenly.?At the time the shots were fired
witness went across to the southwest corner, and
saw Duvall, Siglefous and others there.

Philip Zerwick, re-called by the State?The shots
were fired two or three seconds after witness got
out of the house.

Officer Thomas, re-called bv the State.?Lemon
stood at the door about two minutes; there were
six or eight came across frsw ...tkf.o -mucr
or tne street: there were no parties went into the
house from North Howard street.

Justice Boyd was recalled, and presented a plat
which he had drawn of the ground floor of the
Southern district station house, for the purpose of
explaining the positions of Duvall and Mrs. Fisch-
er, on the day she was brought there to identify
the prisoner.

Mr. Kenly here stated that the defence had closed
its testimony, and Mr. Whitney said he believed the
State had also closed.

The Court then took a recess for fifteen minutes.
Upon its re-assembling, Mr. Whitney called the

following witness, whicli lie desired to examine for
rebutting testimony.

Mr. Berry, sworn?Was foreman of the coroner's
jury in the case of Christian Fischer.

Mr. Kenly?"Was the evidence reduced to wri-
ting?"

Witness?"Not by me; there were several per-
sons around the table writing."

Mr. Whitney?"The reporters,l suppose."
Witness continued?The Fischers testified then

that John Lemon and others came into the house
that night, and stated that a man standing by the
side of Lemon drew a pistol and fired; they said
they did not not ? know the man, but they could
identify him; that is witness' recollection.

Cross-examined by Mr. Kenly?The verdict ren-
dered was. that Christian Fischer catne to his deathby a shot fired by the hands of some person un-
known to the jury, with a party of men led on by
John Lemon.

Deputy Marshal Manly, for the State, sworn?
Was at the coroner's inquest, held over the body of
Christian Fischer.

Mr. Whitney?"State what was said then by the
Fischers."

Mr. Kenly.?"Was the evidence reduced to wri-ting?"
Witness?"The reporters were there taking thetestimony."
Mr. Whitney.?"l don't want the evidence as

taken by the reporters; I want the witness to state
what was said there by recollection."

Mr. Kenly.?"l object to this testimony."
The Court ruled that the testimony was admissi-

ble to rebut the evidence of the defence in endeav-
oring to impeach the State's witnesses.

Witness continued.?Mr. and Mrs. Fischer said
they did not know the man's name who fired the
pistol, but if thej* could see the man again they
would know him; witness then sent for other par-
ties, and they gave the name of the partv who fired
the shot: witness thinks one of them was Catharine
Easter; the warrants were then issued by the coro-
ner for the arrest of Duvall and others.

Cross-examined by Mr. Kenly.?Duvall was ar-
rested a day or two after on the coroner's warrant,
and was discharged in some way; the arrest was
made by information made by Catharine Easter,
witness thinks; the evidence was that Lemon was
standing at the counter and the other who tired the
pistol was standing near him; can't recollect ifMrs.
Fischer said the smoke was so dense that she could
not distinguish any one.

Mr. Kenly herestated that he would have to show
by gentlemen who were present at the inquest and
took down the testimony, that the Fischers did not
testify before the Coroner as they had done here.
He then called

J. M. Hanna, sworn.?Witness was present at the
juryof inquest over the body of Christian Fischer;
was one ol the jurors; witness reported the case for
the Baltimore Sun.

Mr. Kenlv.?"These reports, you have said on a
recent occasion are pretty reliable."

Witness.?"Yes, sir."
Mr. Whitney.?."That is a matter of opinion."
Mr. Kenly.?"You think, however, this report is

correct ?"

Witness.?"As correct as they usually are."
Mr. Kenly.?"Well, Mr. Hanna, did Mrs. Fischer

testify at the coroner's inquest according to thig
printed testimony?"

The Court.?"That is not evidence; the witness
may refresh his memory by looking at the report,
but he must swear from his recollection now what
was said."

Witness.?"Can't recollect anything that was
said on the coroner's inquest; think the report is
correct; have no recollection of what Mrs. Fischer
said there now."

The Court.?"Well, if he can't swear now to
what was said then, but can only say he thinks the
report correct, it is not evidence."

Mr. Kenly.?"Did you note down this evidence
in writing? and where is the manuscript?"

Witness.?"T did; the manuscript must be on tile
at the Sun oflice."

Mr. Kenly to the Court.?"Can I not produce the
manuscript notes of this testimony before the c oro
ner, to be given as evidence here?"

The Court.?-"It would not be evidence any more
than the report in the paper."

James Caulk, sworn.?Don't know Mr. and Mrs.
Fischer; was not present at the coroner's inquest
when Mrs. Fischer was examined.

After this witness had been examined, Mr. Kenly
said that he confessed that this rebutting testimony
had taken him by surprise. He intended to show
by his witnesses that the Fischers had not stated
before the coroner's jurywhat they had stated here,
and wished to impeach" them by "the testimony of
gentlemen who had been there and taken down the
testimony. He asked if the Court would allow him
to summon the proprietor of a newspaper here, and
have him swear that the notes of the evidence taken
at the inquest were correct.

The Court said it would not admit such evidence;
but ifthe defence could procure any ether testimo-
ny, by which it could attain its object, it was will-
ing to adjourn until next morning to allow time to
do so. Itwas most 3 o'clock, and the Court was
going to adjourn at 3.

Mr. Kenly then said he would close the case.
The Court having expressed its intention of ad-

journing at three o'clock, Mr. Whitney and Sir.
Kenly asked some time for consultation, in regard
to going before the jury.

After an interval of a few minutes, Mr. Whitney
said that he would liked to have argued the case
upon the law, but as there was a case set for trial
on Thursday, in which there had been some sixty
witnesses summoned, and as the argument would
occupy the greater part of to-morrow, these wit-
nesses would have to be discharged, thereby caus-
ing a heavy expense to the city, he would submit
the case without argument, trusting to the intelli-
gence of the juryfor a justverdict.

The indictment was then handed to the jury.
The foreman asked if the error in the indictment,

alleging the offence to have been committed on the
18th, when it actually was perpetrated on the 20th,
should have any weight in their deliberations.

Mr. Whitney said it was immaterial, so that the
date was prior to the finding of the indictment. He
asked the Court if it would instruct the jury to
that effect.

The Court said it would not instruct them at this
time about it. If there was a motion for a new
trial made on that point, it would hear the argu-
ments on the law pro and con.

The Jury were then put incharge of the bailiffs.
Mr. Whitney asked the Court if it would not

meet again either at 4 or 5 o'clock to receive the
verdict.

The Cour' would not consent to do so.
Permission was granted the Jury to have refresh-

ments by consent of counsel. They then retired.
Court adjourned until this morning at 10 o'clock.

plimenting and thanking the members ofthe United
Fire Department for their services in the'past, andauthorizing the Mayor and the Presidents of the
two Branches of the City Council to prepare copies
of the resolutions.

Department," was read a second time.

Mr. ELLICOTT.?As the bill is upon its pas-
sage, 1 desire to make a few remarks I am
not opposed to the Paid Fire Department
but 1 am opposed to this hurrv for addition-al engines, which is provided for in the ordi-nance, now on its passage. Why can we not wait awhile, and get along with what we have at present
there is improvements going on every day in steam,
something new may develope itself, and we will notbe overstocked with engines, so as to preclude the
possibility of experimenting. Why, in New York,
now, they have locomotive engines which do notrequire theuse of horses at all, if they prove prac
ticable. We can use them in our city, at least in
the northwestern part, which is level.

Mr. CATHCART.?If the Paid Fire Department I 3
worth anything at all this bill should not be de-
ferred. 1 willotter an amendment to the sth sec-
tion, that 9 be inserted instead of8, so as to make itread 9 extra men.

Mr. VAN NOSTRAND. ?It has been well understood
that I am opposed to this Paid Fire Department,
but 1 will vote for the amendment just proposed,
because from my own experience as a firemen, 1
deem eight insufficient to manage the working ofone of these steam engines.

Mr. MCPHAIL, (Mr. Cathcart in the Chair.) 1
rise to vindicate this bill, and am opposed to the
amendment. I have not seen nine men engaged at
any fire which I have attended, and I have made it
my business since the organization of the Paid Fire
Department, to be present, as much as possible, at
all tires, for the purpose of making observation, and
I have at times seen three or four of the men stand-
ing Idle, looking on at the fire; and this reduction
of one man for each Company raises the interest on
$26,600, which,'in itself, is an item of no small con-
sideration; we are not experimenting in the matter,
we are following up the experience of other cities.
I shall vote against the amendment.

Mr. COOK. ?I would like to have the bill post-
poned for one more day, and make a motion to that
effect.

THE PRESIDENT. ?Cannot entertain your motion;
there is an amendment offered, which is on its pas-
sage.

Mr. COLTON.? I shall vote against the amendment;
am convinced by the remarks of Mr. McPhail that
there is no necessity at present for 9 extra men.

streets, Baltimore.

Messrs. Preston, Cowan, Carr, Snyder and Gra-
son for the defence.

The prisoners were again placed at the dock and
the following evidence elicited :

Officer .1. Elliott's testimony.?Was a police offi-
cer at the time of Jourdan's death; just before din-
ner dressed himself in uniform; heard his family
was threatened and moved them to his mother's
house; went to the sth ward polls; onlv about 2(1
persons were present; a crowd of men came from
the Bth ward polls to take the sth; did not see an
omnibus loaded with men; the street was black with
men coming from the Bth ward and the sth ward
men made the best of it they could: a posse of po-
lice came up Gav street and' the Bth warders ran to
Jackson Hall; the police followed and when thev
came in sight of the Hall saw a swivel placed in thestreet; Burns, (the prisoner,) and a man named
Fossett were in the act of tiring it off"; Gradv and
others had guns or rifles firing at the police"; did
not see Jourdan at the time he was shot.

By the Defence.?The fight commenced near the
Grey's armory; they (the Bth warders) commenced
fighting among themselves; did not hear any firing
at the armory; the Bth warders came in crowds!
flourishing their arms and hallooing "Oh! you Bth
warders, Limerick, 4c.;" thinks that a pretty good
sign of a riot; and witness is sure they came to
take the sth ward polls; caught Grady in his house;
found no arms in his house; but found three guns
and a keg of nails in Jackson Hall; did not see a
party either at Jackson Hall or the sth ward polls
dressed in red shirts; when the riot commenced
witness did not recognize any of the prisoners; did
not see any women or children in the street; saw no
person beaten at the sth ward polls; at the time
Jourdan was shot, witness took a man to the watch-liouse; does not know his name, but he was not "a
Patrick;" arrested him for being drunk and dis-orderly; the man had not been beaten; when Lieu-
tenant Wright came up Hillen street with his posse
of officers, and another posse of officers coming
up Gay street, the Bth warders retreated to Jackson
Hall; when the rioters first came to the fifth ward
the officers beckoned them to go back; they stood
for a few moments, from three to five minutes, par-
leying among themselves: when the efKe.,, i.....
CM Marshal fiernng, went to Jaclcson Hall,the riot-
ers had nearly all fled; the police were armed
with muskets, loaded with blank cartridges of
powder; did not see John Claggett at the
Hall, but saw Grady shooting around the
corner; he might have "had a crooked gun, made
for the purpose of shooting round corners; witness
does not know how Grady was dressed; saw no
omnibusscs come to the sth ward polls; does not
know the "amiable and interesting party" called
the "Rough Skins;" does not know the peaceable
"Babes," of the 4th ward; did not see the red shirt
gentry at the sth ward, and knows none of the
crowd.

By the State.?When the rioters came to the sth
ward, they were hallooing "Oh! you Bth warders,
Limerick,Ac.'-'; heard no hallooing at Jackson Hall;
ran Grady to a house on Exeter street, where he
was arrested.

By a Juror.?The cartridge in witness'gun was
about two inches in length.

Ollicer Rotberford, sworn. ?Was on the reserve
at the station; got news that a riot was prevailing
in the sth ward; one posse of officers started up
Hillen and another up Gav street; saw men run-
ning inthe direction of Jackson Hall; they fired at
the officers and Jourdan was shot; saw Gradv fire
two shots?one about a half minute before Jourdan
received his wound; Grady leaned against a pump
and took deliberate aim; knows him well, and has
had dealing with him.

By the Defence.?At the time Jourdan was shot
he was in the act of pulling a man round the cor-
ner, to keep him from being shot; witness at the
time had just crossed the street, and was on the op-
posite corner; knows where Lefferman's alley is,
but did not look in that direction.

[At this stage of the cross-examination the wit-
ness appeared to be somewhat excited.]

Mr. Preston.?"l'll stop to let you draw breath."
Witness?"l have plenty of breath to answer

your questions, sir."
Mr. Preston?"Take a drink of water, it may

probably help vou."
Witness?"o no, sir, I thank you."
Henry Deale's testimony?Mr. Carr objected to

this witness on the grounds that the witness does not
believe in a Supreme Being, nor future rewards and
punishments.

The witness replied that he does believe in a Su-
preme Being.

Mr. Carr remarked that he would prove by other
testimony that he said he did not believe in a
God.

The witness was turned down to give way to offi-
cer Carmichael, who had been previously called
and not answering.

By the State?Officer Carmichacl's testimony.?
Was with Jourdan when he was shot and took him
to a drug store where he died.

By the Defence.?About 10 o'clock witness went
to the Eighth ward polls, Jackson Hall and the
Fifth ward polls, then went to the station house,
and about 12 o'clock the officers had a "snack;" it
was composed of crackers and cheese; did not take
anything to drink except probably a little water;
at the time Jourdan was shot there was little or no
firing, except the shot that killed him; did not look
around the corner where the shots came from and
cannot recognize any of the prisoners; at the com-
mencement of the riot the Fifth ward men fired at
the Eighth ward men; they were both firing rap-
idly.

Henry Deal, re-called.?Mr. Carr arose and said
he withdrew the objection to this witness, as he
could not prove his infidelity. The witness then
proceeded as follows :

Was at the station-house, and went with the offi-
cers to Jackson Hall; the firing was etjual to a fort^
was shot; saw Grady aud Fossett in the crowd;
also saw Burns in the attitude of firing off a swivel,
and witness fired a musket at him, thinking that if
the swivel was discharged all would be killed.

By the Defence.?Jourdan was the only officer
who turned the corner of French street; however,
before he did so a drunken man who accompanied
the officers stepped out on French street and threw
up his arms and shouted; a pistol-ball could have
killed an officer from Lefferman's alley, but no shots
came from that direction; Jourdan's wound was in-
flicted in the left side of the abdomen; witness does
not know what the crackers and liquors have to do
with the murder, but he partook of them in the
station-house; after witness fired at Burns, he re-
loaded with a ball-cartridge and tired at Mur-
ray; both of the shots missed; one of the
other officers gave witness the ball-cartridge;
Burns was not throwing up his hands beckoning
the police not to fire, but was in the act of firing
the swivel; witness did not accuse Fossett in the
station house of attempting to lire the swivel, and
did not say he would lay a charge to that effect.

By the State?After Jourdan's death witness
fired; had no gun before that time; after the death
of Jourdan witness went to the station house and
got a gun and returned.

By the Defence?Saw Claggett; thinks he had a
stick in his hand; does not think it was a bobtail
gun; did not hear the Marshal tell him to be quiet.

Officer Joshua Mitchell, sworn.?Was stationed
at the sth ward polls; saw Henry Fossett and re-
marked to him that he would go to dinner; when he
got as far as the corner of High and Hillen streets,
met Ward, Riley and Quinn, told them not to make
any disturbance"; one of them said "go to hell:"
witness thought it was no use to try to arrest them
and passed on to his house, a few doors from the
corner; as soon as he got to the steps saw a crowd
come running down French street and the firing
commenced; witness was confined in his house
until after the police took Jackson Hall; when the
police first came up they had no guns; Jourdan was
shot and then they went away an returned with
muskets.

By the Defence.?All'witness saw Ward, Reilev,
and Quinn do, before the tiring commenced, was to
push some little children out of their way, but
would have arrested the parties for insulting him
in the street; a disturbance took place at the Fifth
ward polls, but no shots tired; there was one om-
nibus load of men at the Fifth ward; during the
fight no person was knocked down; did not tell
Patrick F'itzpatrick or any other man that he was
not present at the Jackson Hall riot; when witness j
left the polls at the Filth ward to go to dine, the
omnibus was inthe act of tnrning to go away; did
not see whether it went in the direction of the l
Eighth ward polls or not; Delcher loft the Eighth
ward and came to the corner of High and Hillen;
did not tell Ward to put the children back, that a
tight was about to take place, but told him to go
back and not make a disturbance; was about one
hundred yards from the omnibus, and could not
recognize the men; Ward, Reilev, (juinn and oth-
ers, reside in the Bth ward, and never frequent the
corner of High and Hillen streets; heard some per-
son say at the sth ward polls, "let's go after the
Bth warders;" thinks it was Samuel Eley, but is
not certain; previous to this an Bth warder named
Delcher, got into a difficulty at the sth ward polls;
about ten minutes after Eley said, "let's go after the
Bth warders," witness saw a lot of men leave for the
Bth ward polls, and witness went to dine.

The Court here took a recess of three quarters of
an hour.

EVENING SESSION.

Miss Ann Gott's, sworn.?Saw a lot of men on the
corner of High and Hillen streets; thev were mak-
ing up a plot to lake Firth ward polls; Keiley, the
prisoner, was one of them, and asked a man if he
had a pistol; he replied yes, and Reiley asked the
man to give it to him; then he asked all the rest if
they were armed, and they replied they were; then
Delcher came up and said "we willshoot the police
first, and then we can take the polls;" an omnibus
came from the Fifth ward and the men all together,
said to witness and other children, "stand out of the
way we are about to fire;" witness went into her
parent's house and the firing commenced; Quinn
was also on the corner with Reiley, Delcher and
others; they were all talking together; they came
down from French street.

By the Defence.?Witness resides next door to
Mr. Mitchell, the last witness; he did not tell wit-
ness what to swear to, but took her before the
Grand Jury.

Miss Hains, sworn, by the State.?Saw Reiley
and others on the corner of Highand Hillen streets;
they were making a plot to take the sth ward polls;
Delcher came up to the crowd and said, "there is
an omnibus load of Plugs at the sth ward, we
will have no show to go there, let's stand on the
corner and shoot them as they pass by."

The remainder of this witness' testimony was the
same as that of Miss Gott.

Robert Mitchell, sworn.?Knows the day when
Jourdan was killed; was at dinner; heard the firing
and looked out; saw Grady, Burns, Fossett and
Ward firing towards the corner of French street;
witness was behind them and saw Grady stoop and
take dead aim; they would tire and then go into
Dalton's and Rock's, and either reload or get other
guns, come out and fire again; Dalton was impli-
cated in the matter, and pardoned or let free in
some way by the Governor; Dalton lives near Jack-
son Hall.'

By the Defence ?Witness had no gun that day;
could not see who the prisoners were firing at:

was at the Fifth ward as hacktnan, carrying sick j
voters to the polls; did not see the omnibus; does j
not know whether he went to Dalton's and threat- j
ened to have him arrested or not; it was not more j
than a half hour after the firing commenced before
Marshal Herring arrived; Burns brought the swivel |
to Jackson Hall; Fossett assisted him.

Joseph Einuiett, sworn ?Was in the Fourth
ward, and about 12 o'clock started for dinner; j
when in High street, near the Grey's armory, saw j
Grady; he had a musket, and a crowd was with i
him; the firing commenced, and when witness ar- 1
rived at the corner of High and Hillen streets he
received a shot in his thigh and fell to the pave- i
ment; witness lost his leg; has known Gradv for
five years; knew the other prisoners, but did not
recognize them in the crowd.

By the Defence?Thinks he knows the "Black
Snakes;" the best part of them; did not see them at
the sth ward polls; witness formerly belonged to
the "Black Snakes:" when he was shot he refused
to tell his name and was taken to the watch-house,
where he remained for about six weeks; went to
French street to see the excitement; had no pistol;
another man named Miller, who accompanied wit-
ness, got shot in the jaw; he then fired a pistol at
Grady's party; has known Miller for a year or more,
