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Our usual Weekly Review of the Baltimore mar

kets, printed on letter sheet, will be ready for de-
delivery from our counter this afternoon. Mer-
chants and others desirous of having their business
cards inserted can be accommodated by leaving

their orders at the Counting-room during the day.

In the proceedings of the Criminal Court, on
Saturday last, as reported in Monday's EXCHANGE,
we have a practical illustration of the absurdity of
some of our existing regulations on the subject of
Juries. The Jury in the case of a man indicted
for a violation of the Pilot laws, by towing the
Brig Alston out of this Port, without a Pilot's
license, sent a note to the Judge, stating that they
had not agreed upon a verdict, and that there was
no prospect of their being able to agree. The
Judge sent word to the Jury to come into Conrt.
They came, and the Foreman stated that they had
been out eighteen hours and that there was not

the least possibility of their agreeing, and they
therefore begged to be discharged?whereupon the
following colloquy ensued between the Foreman
and the Judge:

Judge Stump?"The law and the facts have been fully
discussed in this case; the Court cannot see why the Jury
can't agree."

Foreman?"Would the Court like to know how we
stand ?"

Judge Slump?"Well, yes, the Court would like to
know about that."

Foreman?"We stand eleven against one. and have
stood that way for eighteen hours."

Judge Stump?"One man against the eleven; can't you
convince him ?"

Foreman?"lt appears not, sir; we have used all our
endeavors to do so."

Another Juror?"The reason this man won't agree is,
because he says ha is opposed to the license laws, auy-
how."

Mr. Whitney?"The law is very plain in this case,
your Honor, there is no reason why the Jury should not
agree."

Judge Stump?"The Court willdischarge the Jury."

It is not without regret that we record a case

the tendency of which cannot be otherwise than
to lower in public estimation the institution of
Trial by Jury. Itis, perhaps, the best criterion
for determining the truth of facts, and deciding
disputes between man and man, that has ever
been devised, and we would not willinglysay any-
thing calculated to impair its dignity or diminish
its usefulness. We hold with Sir WILLIAM BLACK-
STONE, that " it is a duty which every man owes to

"his country, his friends, his posterity and
"himself, to maintain to the utmost of his power,
"this valuable constitution in all its rights; to re-

"store it to its ancient dignity, ifat all impaired by
"the different value of property, or otherwise de-
viated from its first institution; to amend it wher-
"ever it is defective; and, above all, to guard with
"the most jealous circumspection against the intro-
"duction of new and arbitrary methods of trial,
"which, under a variety of plausible pretences,
"may in time, imperceptibly undermine this best
"preservative of English liberty," and not of
English liberty only?but our own. Seldom,
perhaps, has this institution among ourselves been
subjected to a severer ordeal?challenged closer
scrutiny, or been more triumphantly vindicated?-
than during the progress and in the sequel of the
late trials at Towsontown. Never, certainly,
have the power and responsibility of Jurors been
better understood and more perfectly realized by
the community at large. Judge PRICE ?in his re-

marks addressed to MARION CROPPS, on the occa-

sion of his sentence?did not exaggerate in the
least the interest which was everywhere felt in the
result of those trials. A different verdict from
that given in either case, he says, "would
"have shocked the entire State," and justly
adds?"the great trial by jury itself would have
"felt the shock." Yet?it cannot he disguised,
that, had those trials resulted differently, the an-

nouncement of tho fact would have excited
more indignation than surprise. The difficulty
which has been experienced in obtaining convic-
tions in capital cases?even under circumstances
which forbade the shadow of a doubt of
the prisoner's guilt?and the absurd pro-
vision of the law?which places it in the power
of a single Juror, of obstinate temper and robust
physical frame, to nullify the convictions of the
other eleven, and so prevent a verdict or compel a
compromise?have tended materially to weaken
public confidence in this method of trial. Hence it
happened that although the Jurors in CROPPS' and
CORRIE'S cases did no more than their duty in ihe
premises?and would have done less than their duty
had they acted otherwise?tbefactthat they should

have been found all able and willingto do as
much was deemed a matter of public congratula-
tion. The case to which we referred, as having oc-

curred on Saturday in the Criminal Court, illus-
trates the nature of the influences that may some-

times intervene to prevent unanimity even in
causes of minor importance. A Juror, it appears,
refused to unite with his fellows in a verdict of
"guilty;" not because he entertained a belief in
the innocence of the accused, but because he was
opposed to the policy of the laws for Ihe violation of
which the indictment had been preferred. At least,
such is the explanation given of his conduct by a
brother Juror, whose statement to that effect he
permitted to pass uncontradicted. With no other
or better reason?apparently?for his dissent, he
kept the entire Jury locked up for eighteen hours,
and finally compelled the Judge to discharge them,
thereby not only subjecting his colleagues to much
personal discomfort and annoyance to no purpose,
and the State to the trouble and expense of another
trial, but actually converting the whole proceed-
ings of the Court into a farce, and making a bur-
lesque of the administration of justice. That the
Judge did right in discharging the Jury, we think,
cannot he denied. To have remanded them to
their room, with instructions to remain there until
they could agree, would have been more than
foolish?it would have been unjust. Itwould have
been punishing eleven men for the fault of one?-
which they could neither prevent nor correct?un-
less, perhaps, they had resorted to the extreme
measures adopted by a Pittsburg Jury, the other
day, who, under similar circumstances, adminis-
tered a seveie personal chastisement to au obstinate
individual who had prevented them from agree-
ing. Of course, we do not wish to he understood
as approving of any such summary method of en-
forcing unanimity, any more than of the nonsensi-
cal and barbarous expedients formerly prescribed
by law and practised hy Judges?for the same pur-
pose?but which, together with a good many other
customs of antiquity, we have long since aban-
doned as contrary to good sense?such as compell-
ing the Jury to remain "without meat, drink, fire
"or candle," until they agreed upon their verdict
?under the supposition that hunger, thirst, cold
and darkness were conducive to an intelligent con-
sideration and impartial decision of the merits of a
cause?or carting a Jury, who had failed to agree,
as Lord CAMPBELL tells us used to be done?to the
borders of the adjacent shire or county, and
there leaving them in a ditch. All this we
consider, now-a-days, to have been in the
highest degree unreasonable and absurd.?
Yet why require unanimity, if we ne-
glect the means necessary to enforce it? For-
merly?the object was to compel jnrors to agree.
Now, the practice is to discharge them if they do
uut agree. And with what view ? Willi that, of
course, of having another trial, and if need be,
another and another?until twelve men shall be
found concurring in the precise verdict which the
ten or eleven, it may be, were willing to find in
the first instance. Some amendment of the law,
for the purpose of remedying a state of things so
inconsistent and anomalous, is clearly needed.
How far that amendment should go, we are not
at present prepared to say?but in our judgment
the plan which is now talked of in England, and
which Lord CAMPBELL has promised, at the com-
ing session, to introduce into Parliament?of per-
mitting Judges, after the Jury have been out a
certain specified time, and have failed to agree to
take the verdict of ten of them?might "be advan-
tageously adopted. The subject, altogether, is a
fruitful and a suggestive one, and we are conscious
that we have done nothing more than partially in-
dicatcsome ofits phases, and those, perhaps, by no
means the most important. We shall, therefore,
probably, recur to it again, and at an early day.

The latest intelligence from Utah brings a con-

firmation of the views we have heretofore expressed
with regard to the condition of affairs in that Ter-
ritory. Though the Mormons have tendered their
submission to the Federal authorities from motives
of policy, it is nevertheless very ovidcut that they
do Dot design to aid Judge SINCLAIR in carrying
out the laws whenever any member of their own

sect has been guilty of committing any crime.
We published some time since, the particulars of

the brutal murder of a deaf and dumb boy in the
vicinity of Salt Lako city, by a Mormon police-
man, named CHBISTIANSON, and of the various at-
tempts that had been made by certain Mormon of-
ficials to keep the whole affair from coming to the
knowledge of the Gentiles. When, however, the
secret was divulged, and the details of the tragedy
became known, there was DO recourse left but to

submit the case to the action of the Grand Jury.
As that body was composed chiefly of Mormons,
the risk which CHRISTIANSON ran of having a

true bill found against him was compara-

tively small, When, therefore, the Grand

Jury* ignored the I'ill th<- Gentile population
of the city, though disappointed at the
result of the investigation, were by no means sur-

prised. Immediately after the bill against CHRIS- !
TIANSON was ignored by a majority of the Jury,
those who dissented and who were neither tinctured
by the dominant spirit of fanaticism, nor disposed
to surrender their convictions, addressed a memo-

rial to Judge SINCLAIR, requesting to be discharged
from the duty that had been imposed upon them.
Although it was not stated in the memorial, it was

well understood at Salt Lake City that the prin-
cipal motiye which governed the petitioners in

asking to be relieved from serving on the Inquest
any longer, was their implicit belief that tire laws
could not he executed in the Territory. If this he
true?and we have no doubt of the fact?the
means adopted by the Mormons to baffle the ac-

tion of the Federal authorities, are"clearly apparent.
By obstructing the execution of the laws under
cover of the laws themselves, they successfully de-
feat the ends of justice, and render nugatory the
efforts of the presiding Judge to exercise the
functions of his office. Of the course pursued by
Judge SINCLAIR, since his arrival in I'tali, there
can he among impartial men but one opinion.
That his admirable charge to the Jury, with refer-
ence to the amnesty which had been granted by
the PRESIDENT for past offences, should have drawn
upon him the enmity of the Mormon Hierarchy,
was nothing more than might have been expected :
and the general desire evinced for his recall by
that polygamous community, is the best evidence
of his judicial integrity, and of his firmness and
decision of character. There are those, however,
who are disposed to regard the toleration extended
by the Mormons to Governor GUMMING as a proof

of their submission to the General Government.
If thi3be so, why is itthat no Mormon can'be con-

victed of a criminal offence, committed
within the limits of that Territory? AVhy is
it that anything like cordial intercourse with the

Gentiles is strictly forbidden by the Mormon
elders; and why is this injunction so very gen-

erally obeyed? If BRIGHAM YOUNG is disposed to
accept in good faith the free pardon by which he

was, but too generously, released from the penal-
j ties attached to his treasonable practices, he has
adopted a singular mode of winning confidence in
his professions. Kver since his return to Salt Lake
lie lias been enacting the part of MOORE'S veiled

prophet of Ivhorassan. He has secluded himself
within the precincts of liis Lion House, or his
harem, and has rarely condescended to exhibit to
profane eyes the beauty of his countenance. The
quiet that pervades Utah is the quiet of an antago-

nism that only dares to reveal itself in a repellant
demeanor?in scowls and furtive glances, and in
setting at naught the authority of the Judi-
ciary by shielding offenders from punishment.

That state of things cannot be called peace which
is only maintained by the presence of an army of
three thousand men; nor can the people of a Ter-
ritory be regarded as loyal to their constitutional
obligations whom it is necessary to overawe by
maintaining in their vicinity, at an immense cost

to the country, a force so imposing. The wise and
prudent precautions adopted by General JOHNSTON,
and the perfect discipline he has enforced among
the troops under his command, have fortunately
prevented any collisions from taking place between

the latter and the Mormons. But are our best, sol-
diers to be always employed in keeping watch and

ward over this nest of knaves and fanatics? It
was, at one time, very generally believed, that the
entrance of the army into Salt Lake City would he
the signal for a steady influx, into the Territory, of
emigrants from the Slates, and that the pernicious
influence exerted by the Mormon priesthood over

their deluded followers would thus he counteracted
to a considerable extent. But the acceptance of the
amnesty tendered them by the President, left the
Mormons, for all practical purposes, "masters of
"the position," and by enabling them, through
their pretended submission to the Federal authori-
ties, to preserve intact the status quo?has effectu-
ally deterred Gentile emigrants from taking up
their residence among them.

THE OPERA.
The Holiidav Street Theatre was again filled last

night, by a very fair representation of the beauty
and fashion of Baltimore. It Barbiere <le Sivigha
was performed, with Madame LABORDE in the role
of Rosina, which she played most admirably. Her
voice is one of exquisite richness, with power and

flexibility, and she sings with such earnestness and

good taste, that she is justly regarded as one of the
most effective Prime Donne of the present day. As
an actress, she certainly possesses true genius, and
though somewhat different in her style from the lit-
tle enchantress, PICCOLOMINI, she is unquestionably
entitled to take higher rank as an artiste. Of MAO-
OIOBOTTI, too much cannot bo said in admiration of
his extraordinary vocal power, and of the dramatic
talent which he exhibits in the impersonation of va-
rious characters, and in none more strikingly
than in that of the "Barber of Seville."
CABL FORMES is an inimitable actor, and

sings with wonderful meaning and effect.?
After "the Barber," the evening's entertainment
was most happily prolonged by the little PICCOLO-
MINI, who made her appearance as Serpina, the
petulant housemaid in PAESIELLO'S comic opera,
entitled La Serva Padrona, a character in which
we think P impossible that her acting could have
been surpassed. She was received, as on the pre-

vious night, with the greatest enthusiasm, and we
are sure there could have been no difference of

opinion among those present with respect to her
charms. To say of her, that she is very pretty,
would not be strictly correct; but, when we tell our
readers who have not had the good fortune to see
her, that Mademoiselle MARIA PICCOLOMINI, the
alleged Italian Princess, is. one of the most be-
witching little creatures in the world, they must
take our word for the truth of that assertion.

While it gives us great pleasure to be able to ex-
press quite as complimentary opinions as those
which have been published by the critics of other
cities in reference to the qualifications of the vari-
ous distinguished artists of Mr. ULLMAN'S troupe,
we must yet be permitted to suggest to the

energetic Manager, that if be considers
it worth while to play in "a provincial town" at
all, he might profitably consult the good taste of
the very respectable number of villagers who man-

ifest a by no means reluctant disposition to en-
courage hiin. Because the people of Baltimore
have not yet had the liberality to build for them-
selves, (which we hope they will soon do,) an Aca-
demy of Music, we see no very good reason why
they should be put off' with an indifferent orches-
tra, and a miserable chorus; and, certainly, if
they are willingto pay the high prices, which are
deemed to be equivalent to the additional expenses
necessarily incurred in producing the Italian Opera
for a short season in our small Theatre, they are
entitled to have all the necessary accompaniments
of that very delightful species of amusement.

This evening, MOZART'S famous opera of Don Gio-
vanni will be performed with a remarkably strong
and attractive cast; the principal characters being
sustained by PICCOLOMINI, POINSOT, GHIONI, CARL
FORMES and Signor FLORENZA.

THE TRADE Ac., OF HAVANA IN 1858.
From a highlyinteresting table in a late number

of the Dinrio dr la Marina, the Savannah Repub-
lican translates the following items, which will be
read with interest by our business men generally:

There arrived in the port of Havana for the year
1858, 132 .American merchant steamers against 197
in 1857. Sailed in the same time, 130, against 165
in 1857.

The number of passengers arrived from the
United States in 1858 was 4,887. The total number
of passengers from all points was 31,555.

The number of vessels touching at the port of
Havana in 1858 was 958, of 392,572 tons, against 909
vessels, of 406,873 tons, in 1857. Vessels from all
points during the year 1849, of 679,815 tons, against
1,953, of 676,366 tons, in 1857.

The total exports of Sugar from Havana and Ma-
tanzas for the year 1858, was 1,285,150 boxes,
against 1,116,696 boxes in 1857; of which to the
United States 349,135 boxes, against 302,112 boxesin 1857.

Total exports of Coffee from Havana in 1858, 20,-
483 arrobas, (25 lbs.) against 13,090 arrobas in
1857, of which to the United States 7,734 arrobas,
against 31 arrobas in 1857.

this purpose. The school funds are put into thehands of the Governor to be distributed in certain
proportions to the various school districts, the in-
habitants of which are obliged to subscribe an
amount in some cases equal to the donation; insome
cases half and in others one-third as large; accord-ing to the wealth of the district or the density of
the population.

THE RED RIVER "OF THE NORTH.
At a meeting of the Chamber of Commerce of I

St. Paul, Minnesota, held last week, a geographi- \
cal report was made upon the Red River and Sas-
katchewan country, with a view to the develop-
ment of navigation in the great rivers there abound-
ing. The Red River is said to have a depth of six
feet for a considerable distance above the mouth of
the Cheyenne, and below that nine to twelve feet
down to Red Lake River, and thence to Lake Win-
nepeg of sixteen feet. The current is moderate,
being only about two miles an hour of its upper
tributaries: the Cheyenne is navigable a hundred
miles,and the Assiniboine probably 200 miles. The
Red River is navigable 775 miles, and to its tribu-
taries about 350, making over nine hundred miles
of navigable water in this valley alone. Lake
Winnepeg is about 250 miles in length. The Sas-
katchewan is navigable upward of 700 miles
in a direct line, but by the course of the stream
nearly twice that distance. The Bow River, or
south branch of the Saskatchewan, is also a large
stream, navigable for a considerable distance. It
is mentioned as a singular lact that the sources of
Fraser River are separated from those of Peace
River by only 317 yards, the first running into the
Pacific, and the latter north-eastwardlv into Mack-
enzie's River, and that a canal crossing this isth-
mus would unite the waters running to the Arctic
Ocean with those flowing into Puget Sound. The
area reached by the navigation of the rivers above
named is estimated at 400,000 square miles of fertile
soil, favorable climate, useful minerals and fur-
bearing and food-yielding animals. The report
goes into a particular description of the face of the
country and its adaptability to cultivation, speak-
ing with great enthusiasm of the Red River Valley;
and thence proceeds to describe the country furth-
er north ?the Selkirk settlements, the Cumberland,
Saskatchewan and Athabasca districts. It is pro-
posed to take a small steamboat across the isthmus,
between Big Stone and Traverse Lakes, and des-
cend the Sioux Wood River to the Red River, as
soon as possible in the Spring, and establish navi-
gation on that stream immediately. It is deemed a
matter of great importance to the people of St.
Paul, and they are urged to obtain the establish-
ment of a mail route in that direction to Puget
Sound. A company has been organized in Canada
to carry out a similar project of navigation, having
a capital of £IOO,OOO. They are to construct por-
tage roads between Lake Superior and Red River,
in all 140 miles, to place four small steamers on the
reaches along Rainey River and the Lake of the
Woods, one on the Red River, and another on the
Saskatchewan. Should the Minnesota movement
go ahead, there will be a sharp competition between
these two companies for the first harvest of the
country. The meeting concluded by oflering a
bonus ofslooo to any one who would put a steam-
boat of a hundred tons on the Red River and run
her during the navigable season of the present year,
commencing on or before the Ist of June.

The Chamber also offer a bonus of SSOO for each
and every steamboat that shall successfully navi-
gate the Red River within the present year.

Since August last, a good road has been con-
structed from St. Cloud to the Red River; so that,
with the opening of the river to navigation, there
will be an uninterrupted thoroughfare from the
Mississippi to the Saskatchewan. It is the ambition
of these parties to anticipate the Canadian Com-
pany, who have a capital stock of 5400,000 sub-
scribed for this same purpose. It is believed also,
that within six months the inconsiderable obstruc-
tions to the navigation of the Saskatchewan, that
now exist, will have been removed, thus completing
tae inland route of travel to the Eastern slope of theRocky Mountains.

The tntire length of the Red River and its tribu-
taries, accessible to steamers, exceeds nine hundred
miles.

EXCITING SCENE IN A VIENNA THEATRE.? The
Vienna correspondent of the London Times says:
Yesterday evening Goetz von Berlichingen, by
Goethe, was given in the Burg theatre; and some
words pronounced by the "man with the iron
hand" led to a very remarkable ebullition of feeling
on the part ofthe audience. Goetz says: "Would
to God that there were no turbulent men in Ger-
many. Ifthere were none we should still have oc-
cupation enough. We could try to extirpate the
wolves, we could every now and then fetch a bit
of game out of the woods, and if we wanted still
more to do, we could unite with our brethren to
defend the frontiers against those wolves the
Turks, and those foxes the French, and to protect
the more exposed provinces of the empire." The
cheers of the audience were so loud and prolonged,
that M. Lowe, the actor who played Goetz, was
obliged to remain silent for some minutes.

LET US MAKE A RIVER TO THE MOUNTAINS.?Under
this heading the St. Louis Democrat broaches a
magnificent enterprise, which is to unite the waters
of the Upper Arkansas, the South Platte, and the
Kansas rivers into one stream to fill the bed of the
latter, and make from three inconsiderable and
almost useless streams, one broad, deep, navigable
river, that would open the far West country clear
to the base of the mountains, and into the new au-
riferous regions, whither emigration and civiliza-
tion is now powerfully attracted. The river thus
created would be equal to the Missouri in magni-
tude.

THE MARRIAGE OF PRINCE NAPOLEON. ?The names
of the betrothed of his Imperial Highness Prince
Napoleon areas follows: Clotilde, Marie, Therese,
Louise. She is the daughter of the King of Sardi-
nia, Victor Emmanuel 11., and the Archduchess
Adele of Austria.

The Jndepcndance Beige says, in relation to this
alliance: The secret had been so well kept that
nothing had transpired in the best informed circles.
The greatest mystery has been observed in refer-
ence to the diplomatical steps which have brought
about this alliance, the consequences and the bear
ing of which may be immense under the present
circumstances. The marriage of Prince Napoleon
with the Princess Clotilde means that France es-
pouses the cause of Italian independence.
