CITY INTELLIGENCE.

House or Rervee.—In accordance with an invita-
tion the members of the two Branches of the City
Council visited the House of Refuge yesterday
morning at about twelve o’clock. They were there
met by the President and Board of Directors of
the Institution, who immediately conducted them
through the building. The School rooms of De-
partment Nos. 1 and 2, were first visited. That of
No. 1, or first department, contains 54 pupils and is
under the direction of H. B. Niles.

School No. 2 is taught by Miss Mahon, and the
pupils here (63 in number) study the elementary
principles of arithmetic, grammar and geography.
The shoemaking shop was next visited. There are

| about 30 boys engaged in this department, and all

the shoes used in the Institution are manufactured
by them, avd they supply, besides, the Orphan
Asylum with shoes. The tailoring room engages
about 40 boys, and they not only make up all the
clothing for the Refuge, but are’engaged in making
garments for several large clothing firms of the
city. This room is the most productive one con-
nected with the Institution. The cook room is off
from the main building, and is completely furnished
with all the apparatus necessary for preparing food
for the inmates.

The dinner for the boys was being prepared, and
large iron pots, filled with vegetables, and one with
coffee, were exhibited.  Steam is used entirely for
cooking purposes, and the steam engine is under
the control of a boy twelve years of age.

The school room for females was next visited. It
is under the charge of Miss Fanny A. Winsor. Be-
sides the girls—15 in number—there are 19 little
boysin this school. All the females sleep in one
apartment. The bedsteads are iron, and the bed-
ding was neat and clean; while the entire appear-
ance of the room was more cheerful than any other
part of the institution.

The visitors proceeded to the chapel, and after
they were seated, the boys marched in under the
command of H. B. Niles, and took their positions
in the seats with military precision. When
they were seated, Dr. John J. Graves, Secretary,
rose and welcomed the guests in a short address,
setting forth the condition of the Institution, and
commending its usefulness.

Under the direction of Professor Root, who has
been giving musical instructions gratuitously, the
boys chaunted an anthem, after which, an address
of welcome was delivered by one of them. Several
dialogues were spoken, and pieces of poetry re-
hearsed by different boys, and between each a’'song
was sung. The singing of the Star Sﬁnngled Ban-
ner, and the chaunting of the Lord’s Prayer, were
excellent, At the close of the exhibition, the ven-
erable George Brown, Esq., addressed the members
of the Council, and asked that’the annual appro-
priation from the city be increased from $10,000 to
$10,500. The extra appropriation was for the pur-
pose of lighting the fnstitntion with gas, and it
would take $1,500 to accomplish it. He said if the
Council would grant the extra appropria-
tion, he would give the $1,000 necessary to
make up the sum. At the close of Mr.
Brown’s remarks, Mr. McPhail, Esq., President
of the Second Branch, spoke for some time of the
origin and benefits of theinstitution. The visiters
then went to dinner, which bad been prepared most
abundantly, after which they attended an exhibi-
tion of the military drill of the bolyu, which afforded
much gratification. At four o’clock they left for
the city, highly pleased with the condition and the
manner in which the institution is conducted.

The number of inmates is 229, 17 of whom are
females.

TRIAL OF A BOY FOR MURDER.
TowsoNtowN, Feb. 8, 1859.

Cicuir Covrt ror Bautmmore Cousty.—Before
Hon. Judge Price. R.J. Gittings, Esq., prosecu-
ting for the State.

State vs. John Wiseman, indicted for the murder
of Jobn T. Farlow, alleged to have been committed on
the 5th day of July last, by shooting him in the
left side of the breast with a pistol loaded with a
leaden bullet and gunpowder, which caused immedi-
ate death.

The prisoner, a youth of fifteen years, was placed
in the dock and the following jurors sworn.

The witnesses for the State and Defence were
ordered to withdraw from the Court room, and be
kept separate during the trial of the cause, and
fires made for their comfort in the jury rooms.

Mr. Gittings in his opening statement before the
Jjury, briefly stated the common law, and said that
if t{le evidence in the cause went on to show that
the killing was premeditated, then they would be
compelled to render a verdict of murder in the first
degree, but if from the evidence there was no mo-
tive or premeditation, then it would be murder in
the second degree. He then merely stated the case,
that on the 5th of July the prisoner, in company
with other parties, went from the city ina boat to
Canton; they were dr in disguise, and the
prisoner stepped up to Farlow, drew a pistol, and,

without any provocation, shot him dead.

Mr. Preston, for the accused, contended that the
occurrence was a mere accident.

Mrs, M. A. Freeburger, sworn—Was on the road
when the occurrence took place; saw the Lafayette
fishing club come along; Farlow at the time was
standing leaning against a fence; the prisoner
stepped out of the ranks of the club, and, drawing a
pistol, shot Farlow; some person took Farlow and
laid him under a tree, where he died in about ten
minutes; only one shot was fired; there were about
20 persons in the club; they were all dressed differ-
ently, except those who took the character of In-
dians; the boy who fired the pistol wore an old
black coat, with the American flag sewed in the
back aud several picces of tin and white strings sus-
pended from it.

[The coat was exhibited

The occurrence took place at Robert’s Grove, at
the lower Canton house; witness was only some 15
feet from the prisoner at the time the f
fired; identified the coat before it was
thought the party who fired was a man
stouter than the prisoner.

By the Defence.—Did not see the party fall;
other persons were present; it was a holiday, the

blacking boxes; as the procession passed Farlow
hallooed to them—¢oh! you Blue Dick,”—the pris-
oner stepped out of the ranks and waving a horse
pistol in his hand, fired and Farlow fell; some gen-
tleman took him and laid him under a tree where
he died in five minutes; the ball entered his left
breast and came out of his back; the fishing party
and the prisoner immediately went to the wharf,
got in their boat and left for the city; the prisoner
whirled the pistol round several times and then took
deliberate aim ‘and fired; Farlow had nothing in
bis hand at the time; but previous to the shooting
A ‘“fuss” took place between them—the prisoner
called “oh! you Lafayette,” and Farlow hallooed
“oh! you silver nine.” The prisoner then attempted
to strike Farlow over the head with a horse pistol,
and Farlow ran; afterwards returned to the prison-
er and when within ten feet of the prisoner rired;
the crowd stopped while the prisoner stepped out
and fired; Farlow was also a lad about fifteen.

By the Defence—The shooting took place about 11
o’clock; had not seen Farlow before that hour;
was not in his party: he had some eight others with
him; at the time Farlow was shot he was standing
about three feet from the fence; did not see any
other person in the crowd dressed like the one who
fired; Farlow had a pistol in his pocket; after his
death saw it, and it was not loaded; it was a single
barrel and self-cocker; witness does not belong to
the “Knockers,” “Red Neckers,” ¢Blue Dicks,” or
any other club, and hopes he never shall; the con-
dition of the road was very dusty, and Farlow fol-
lowed the club for fifty yards; the club had drums
and were playing; witness never ran with the “Big
Nines” and does not frequent their engine bouse;
the men dressed in Indian costume had guns.

George Bennett, sworn—Witness is thirteen
yearsof age; saw the fishing club; a boy dressed in
a black coat with “rags and blacking-box tops”
fastened on his back came out of the procession,
and pointing a horse-pistol at Farlow, shot him;
the procession was passing along, and Farlow fol-
lowed it, hallooing ~ either “Big Nine,” or “Blue
Dicks.”

By the Defence—Farlow looked a little tight; did
not see any other person near when the prisoner

fired; Farlow was staggering, and acted rudely; |

did not see any jug or keg.

James Durham, sworn.—Knew Farlow and was
present when he was shot; Farlow jumped over the
fence and ealled, “Oh! you Blue Dick;” the boy
who wore the black coat with the American flag in
its back ran out of the procession and struck at
Farlow with a horse pistol, but did not hit him;
then the boy went back in the ranks and waving a
pistol shot little Johnny Farlow; the fishing cf’ub
hallooed, “Oh ! you Lafayettes,” at Farlow first.

By the Defence.—Farlow was about half tight
but was not making muck noise; the pistol found
in Farlow’s pocket was loaded and one of the gen-
tlemen who took it out of his pocket said, “let’s
shoot it off, ”” but another said “no;”’ witness does
not belong to the Big Six or any other club; is about
12 years of age. i

By the State.—The prisoner cocked the pistol,
took aim and fired.

Officer Uriah Muir, sworn-—Was at the Eastern
district station house at the time of the shooting:
on the following Wednesday saw the prisoner at
the station house; on the 5th of July witness got
the coat in Mr. Thomas’ yard, on the corner of
Eastern avenue and Dallas” street; found it about
five o’clock in the evening; it was laying along
side of the fence; took it to the station house and it
was tried on the prisoner; it fit him, and he acknowl-
edged that it was his coat, and that he wore it on
the 5th of July; does not remember whether he
said he was with the Lafayette fishing club or not;
witness assisted in arresting about twenty-five or

stern avenue, on the 5th of
July; they were marching in procession, coming
up Caroline street, about 2 o’clock in the day; they
had not, at that time, passed the yard where the
coat was found; the prisoner was not in the party;
they were dressed fantastically, but no one wore a

coat like the one produced in “court; they were all, |
with the exception of six, dressed difterently, and |

some of them wore swords at their sides.

By the Defence.—Did not hear the prisoner say
at the station house that the coat was his, but that
he did not wear it at the time of the shooting; did
BRE B3t bR o WS TEA"E M etle™ stush “Wodas
and all locked up; witness went to Canton in a hack
and brought Mrs. Freeburger to identify the per-
son who shot; witness does not know that some
eight or ten of the club were not present at the
station house; one of the club when at the corner
of Caroline and Eastern avenue gave the coat to
Mr. Thomas’ colored woman.

Lieutenant Marsh, sworn—Arre sted the prison
er at his residence, and took him to the station-
house; asked him how he was dressed and what he
done with his clothes; the prisoner said he wore
his hat and pantaloons bome and threw the coat
away; the coat exhibited in Court was shown him
and he said it was the one he wore on the 5th of

| July, and on being asked how he became separated

from the fishing party replied, “why when we
reached the wharf I left the others;” he also ac-
knowledged being with the party.

By the Defence—The prisoner did not say he
wore the coat at the time of the shooting; he des-
cribed the coat before he knew the officers had it
in their possession.

William A. Mason, sworn.—Was present at the

Lower Canton house; saw the club coming up from |

the wharf; heard a pistol shot in the rear of the pro-
cession; saw the prisoner coming up to the club,
and heard him say to one of them, “he is a goner;”

he had a pistol in his hand; next saw some boys |

carrying little Farlow away.

By the Defence—The prisoner’s face was painted;
the road was dusty; did not hear any person call
“Blue Dick” or “Big Six;” the prisoner was along-
side of witness when he said “‘he is a goner;” had
no conversation with the prisoner, and did not hear
him make use o any other expression; has known
the prisoner for two years and cannot be mistaken;
he has not grown any taller since the shooting, but
probably is a little stouter.

The Court then took a recess for three quarters
of an hour.

EVENING SESSION.

On the re-assembling of the Court the State’s offi-
cer announced that he had closed, with the excep-
tion of rebutting testimony, when the Defence ex-
amined the following witnesses:

Jacob Bucks, sworn.—Was in the woods at Lower
Canton on the 5th of July last; saw the fishing
crowd come along, and Farlow ran towards them,
hallooing, ‘“On! you Big Nine,” and saying that
he could whip any s—n of a b——h in the Latayette
crowd that did not weigh more than he did ; a boy
whom they said was Wiseman, chased Farlow from
the crowd and struck at him with a horse pistol;
Farlow ran to a boy and asked him to loan him a
pistol, saying, “My postol is not loaded, and if 1
don’t kill him, (Wiseman,) 1 bope Christ may kill
me;” the boy refused to loan Farlow the pistol,
when a scuflic ensued to get the pistol; witness
turned to look towards the river, and at that mo-
ment heard a pistol report, and Farlow was shot.

By the State,—The fishing club party was dressed
fantastically; the boy who chased Farlow from the
procession was in the rear of the club; he worelarge
tin buttons on his coat; cannotidentify the coat ex-
hibited in Court, but it looks very much like the
one worn by the boy who chased Farlow; at the
time the shot was fired the prisoner was about fif-
teen feet from Farlow, and behind the procession;
Farlow looked a little tight, and when he went to
the club he had a pistol in his hand; no person ex-
cept Farlow advanced towards the procession, and
no other person hallooed at them; witness doesnot
know what induced him to look at the water; Far-
low at the time he was shot was standing about
the middle of the road; the fishing club never
stopped but proceeded on towards the Lower Can-
ton house; had not seen the prisoner previous to
the affray; Farlow told his friend his pistol had no
ball init and wished to borrow one; witness is a
stranger to the prisoner, and never knew Farlow.

Charles Cob, sworn.--Resides on Loudenslager’s
Hill; on the 5th of July last was at Canton in com-
pany with some friends; saw the Lafayette club;
two clowns were swinging in the woods and Farlow
hallooed to them; the clowns then joined the fish-
ing party and Farlow followed them; when he got
to the party in procession the prisoner struck him;
Farlow ran to a boy named Davis and jerked a pis-
tol from his bip or pocket; Davis tried to get itaway
from Farlow when the pistol went off, and Farlow
was shot; witness had hold of Farlow at the time
and asked him if he was shot, he replied “my,” and
spoke no more.

By the State.—Witness did not go to Canton
with the prisoner’s party; went with three other
boys; Farlow ran his hand under Davis’ coat and
jerked the pistol out; Davis took hold of the stock
and Farlow the barrel; the pistol accidentally went
off; the shot passed upwards; when the prisoner
struck Farlow he was in the ranks; no person left
the ranks except Farlow; Farlow was under size
and no person struck him except the prisoner; the
prisoner did not leave the ranks; struck Farlowv
with his fist and not with a pistol; he wore a coat
with tops of blackening boxes for buttons.

Joseph Davis, sworn.—Was at Canton on the 5th
of July last; saw the fishing party; Farlow hallooed
“Big Six” at them, and went after the procession;
the prisoner went out of the ranks towards Farlow;
he had a horse-pistol in his hand; another man
snapped a musket at him; Farlow ran to witness
and asked him to loan him a pistol, at the same
time jerking witness’ pistol from his belt; witness
tussc{led with Farlow to keep him from getting the
pistol, when the pistol went off and killed him; no
other person had hold of Farlow when the pistol
went off; did not see the last witness (Coale) take
hold of Farlow; at the time witness and Farlow
were scuffling the prisoner stood and cocked his

istol.

5 Martin Butler, sworn.—Was with the Lafayette
Club and saw Farlow; he nallooed to the Club—¢‘oh!
you Big Nine—I'll kill one of you s—n's of
h’s;”’ next witness saw was Farlow and another
young man scuffling; they both fell down and a
pistol went off; only heard one shot, and saw the
istol in his friend’s hands; Farlow was lying on
Kil side and his friend down on one knee, at the
time the prisoner was marching in the rear of the
procession; the party left the city on Saturday
night and returned on Monday; the prisoner wore
a jacket; did not see the prisoner cock a pistol;
witness wag ooly three feet from Farlow when he
was shot; witness was dressed in a red shirt and
carried a torch; never saw the coat, in court, be-
fore.

John Sanner, sworn—Was at Canton on the 5th;
saw the fishing party, and witness and Farlow fol-
lowed them; witness returned and went in the
woods, while Farlow pursued the club; did not see

| Joseph C. Boyd and John Jones, Esqrs., gave the

prisoner an excellent character, after which the de-
fence closed and the following rebutting testimony
was elicited. :

Officer Muir, re-called.—Farlow was shot in the
centre of the breast, and the ball passed straight
through him and came out of his back.

Mr. Helem, re-called—Knows Joe Davis; he was
not with Farlow when he was shot; no person was
standing between the prisoner and Farlow when
the shot was fired.

Mrs. Freeburger, re-called.—Farlow was
wrestling with any person when he was shot.

The case was then submitted without argument.
Jury out.

Messrs. Preston and McAllister for the accused.

During the whole trial the youth wore a calm
and pleasant countenance, but at the close of the
trial his mother and sisters, who were present,
wept bitterly.

Court adjourned at 61¢ o’clock until to-morrow
at 10, when it is presumed the motion for a new
trial in Peter Corrie’s case will be argned.

FRANCE.

The Paris correspondent of the 7'imes says:

“In spite of the less warlike aspect of affairs for
two or three days past, we are still told that the
preparations are continued, and that at the war-
office here few or none breathe a doubt of hostili-
ties for the Spring. But, as the fact of the prepar-
ations at Toulon is too patent to be denied, they
are intended, it is said, for Senegal, Algeria, and
China. Confidence in the maintenance of peace
appears to be returning slowly and uncertainly.”

The Debats, in alluding to the settlement of the
diplomatic difficulty with Austria, inregard to Ser-
via, says:

“As the question of Servia has now been brought
| to nought, there are excellent reasons for trusting
in the preservation of general peace.”

The steam engines at Vincennes were still at
work manufacturing rifled cannon.

On the 19th ultimo, the semi-official Patrie con-
tained an article to the effect that the avoidance
of war was not to be considered altogether certain.
This, coupled with a false report that an insurrec-
tion had broken out at Milan and Venice, and an
equally unfounded rumor of a collision between
Austrian and Sardinian troops, caused a reaction
on the Bourse, and a considerable portion of the
previous improvement was lost—the decline of the
day being equal to ¥4 per cent. On the following
da:y the market was more steady, and closed ata
fractional improvement.

On Friday, the 21st, the Bourse opened firm and
animated at 69 35@69 40 for the 3 per cents. Sub-
sequently the market became heavy in spite of a
rumor that Count Walewski had writen a concillia-
tory note; and prices declined to 68 95 for both
money and account, at which figures the market
closed very flat.

Accounts have been received from Algeria of the
success of the expedition sent against the insurgent
tribes, who had made a complete submission.

A large number of steamers and transports were
preparing for sea in French ports.

The Moniteur announces the entire abolition of the
vise for passports.
| The Paris correspondent of the London Herald
aflirms that confidence in the maintenance of peace
appeared to be daily losing ground, and that the
warlike preparations continued on a scale of great
magnitude. The French garrison at Rome is
shortly to be reinforced by two regiments of the
line.
