SHOOTING. WITH REMARKS APPERTAINING TO
FIELD SPORTS.

To the Editor of the "Spirit of the Times:"
Dear Sir?lu the course of conversation at va-

rious times and places, with those who are fond of
sports bv "flood and field," and particularly in an-swer to many communications from the "lovers of
the sun," in various parts of this country, I have
ventured to give you a few chapters, and relate, so
tar as mv practical experience has taught me, that
which 1 deem essential to be observed in order to
become a perfect master of the gun, and a good
shot.

The </un, then, is the first thing to discuss.?
There are three sizes essential for use?the 10, 12,
and 14 guage. To all ardent lovers of such sport,
who have tho facility of shooting frequently
throughout the season, 1 would advise that theirsporting sett should consist of two guns, alO and
fourteen guage, and bv all means the best quality,
My reason for thus recommending the 10 and 14
bore, is for large and small game. The 10 bore
will amply do its duty to the duck tribe, in whichevery part of the United States abound during thetall, winter, and spring shooting, and there can beno mistake about its being splendid sport. At the
same time it is suited to deer, turkey, and other
large game, whilst a 14 bore answers the call forquail, snipe, rabbits, squirrels, etc., intermixing
and varying the sport for those fortunate enough
in their locality to reap such enjoyment. Iwould
have the weight of a partridge or quail gun from 7
to 1% lbs., 30-inch barrel; the 10 bore weight from
" or lbs. This may depend somewhat
on the strength and muscular' development of thesportsman. I would not recommend less than 9
lbs., length of barrel 32 or 34 inches, barrels oflaminated steel, for A No. 1 guns. But rather
than have what is made up and called laminated
steel in $75 and SIOO guns, take in preference good
stubb and twist. The finest quality of laminatedsteel cannot be made for such a sum. Should,
however, the expense of a pair of guns be too
great, which in many instances may be the case,then substitute one gun for the pair, and call it 12bore. 32 inch barrels, B>-£ lbs. in weight; this will
be near the medium for general shooting.

The next thing to which I would respectfully callthe attention of your numerous readers interested
herein is another very essential point, viz : loading.
together with the size of shot, Ac., for execution,
with quantity in appro, of powder?and, above all,
the kind of powder to use, and thereby making
their proportions to harmonize. The beet, in this
instance, is by far the cheapest, not only so far as
economy may be considered as regards" the mere
expenditure for the price of a pound of gunpowder,
but for the preservation of the barrels, and sepa-
rate from the last I will endeavor to convince yon
that the best is actually the cheapest, if you use the
best sporting gunpovvder now made, the same I
have had in use for all my match shooting for up-
ward of three years, i. v., "Hazard's Electric Sport-
ing Powder." There are various kinds of powder
sold in canisters at 50 and C 2 cents per pound, but

and quality is very inferior, many ofwhich burns damp, and all more or less tend toioul the gun. The "Electric" has properties
which cannot even be found in any of the English
powder; it burns perfectly drv, is of instantaneous
explosion, and when the gun" is laid by after one,
two, or more days' shooting, say from 100 to 150
shots from a barrel, the only" thing visible is
white ash, which (if the gun be kept in adry place) actually preserves the inside of it
barrels from rust. 1 have shot the ElectricPowder 150 shots in a day, from one barrel, andnever found it miss fire. I never clean my gun
after its use until the evening before, or morning of
next day's shooting; particular care should be ob-
served to put your gun awav in a dry place, and in
frosty weather a sufficiently warm room; (not on
account of the "ash," or white powdered surface in-
side the barrels,) but the frost is apt to be injurious
to tho locks, woodwork, Ac. Still the barrels
must be kept dry to prevent rust even on the out-
side. After the gun has been laid by for a few days,
a week, or a month, and on washing it out prior" tousing the same, the first sponge will remove all
appearance of the Electric powder ash, and the
barrels appear inside perfectly bright?not a spot
ot rust. I have even, when in a hurry, capped the Igun empty, turned the barrels perpendicular, muz-
zle downward, and on the explosion of the bestcaps removed all that portion of the a=li accumu-
lated in the breech, which fell through the muzzle
in a white powdered state, and shot again through-
out the day; but washing with a rag or sponge is
preferable, and is only the work of a few minutes.
' his should be done just before shooting, but neverdo it after, or when the gun is laid by?for, as Iabove stated, one peculiar virtue of the'burning of
Electric I'owder is the preservation it affords in its
"ash against rust. Ac. The sporting community
in general, who look to their own guns, will invariablv find that if washed out ever so carefully anddried, after laying aside a short time rust will accu-mulate, even in a dry place; it will be discoveredon putting dewn the first wad?the rust in reddish
dust will show either at the muzzle, or on the ram-
rod. I shot in one dav, in company with a friend,
last October, from 9 A. M. until 4 P. M., on theAntwerp Reservoir, Ohio, and on a very foggy
damp day, with one double gun, each using "Haz-ard s Electric," No. 3 grain, and neither gun missed a
fire, although on a surface of water of 2,700 acres.
We bagged 275 ducks, consisting of mallards,
widgeon, pin-tails, spoon-bills, etc. There are three
numbers of the Electric. I have used Nos. 1, 2 and
3. They graduate in finest of grain, No. 1 being
the finest. In this duck slaughter we used the
No. 3. They are all equally good?Nos. 1 and 2
perhaps better for the field.

Having thus said all that is necessary for the
information o£ my sporting- brethren relative to
the Electric's preserving qualities, I will now en-
deavor to show you and them the proof of its econ-
omy, and strength, et cetera, and also give the
quantity lin general use. For my 14 guage atsnipe, quail, or woodcock, say 2 drachms of pow-
der and 1 oz. shot, No. 8. But for general shoot-ing, including the above game, with what other
kindjnay turn up, I use 2\4 drachms, and 114 oz.Xo. 7 shot, the latter would be more general used
when the season becomes advanced, and game wild,
together with a more assorted bag, say a rabbit or
two occasionly, or even a chance duck. With my
10 bore gun 1 use 3 drachms of powder, and \]4 oz.
shot. lam particularly in favor of small shot, andfind it much more effective in general. Xo. 7 is
my favorite size generally. I used on the duck re-
servoir Xo. 5, but then I went for ducks alone. 1
have, however, brought down many a mallard, at
40 or 50 yards, with Xo. 7?and perfectly astonish-
ed many in this quarter at the result of "small shot.
At mv first canvas-back shooting on the (gunpow-
der River, two years ago, 1 was at first somewhat
unsuccessful, and attributed it to using Xo. 4 and
5, instead of 88, but a short experience told me
that my success became more complete by holding
more forward, at my aide shots in particular. The
first lesson received was in shooting at three ducksin a line, when holding tolerably forward at the
first, as I thought, the la*tbird fell. I then foundthat to killmy ducks at a distance of 50 yards, ifliving across, I must hold at least one yard (in cal-culation) before tbe gentleman, or her ladyship, andNos. 4 and 5 shot did then all I required.

We willnow take 1 lb. of sav No. 2 Electric pow-
der?2 drachms of which is eq'ual to 3 drachms of
any 50 or 62 cents per pound of any other powder.
We have in a pound so many charges, and if we
take the 2drachm, say 100 charges, which costs
SI per pound, or 1 cent per charge; at 50 cents per
pound, very common and dirty powder (its 3
drachms is not even equal to the' 2 drachms,) and
this costs 75 cents per pound; and the 62 cents per
pound powder comes with its 3 drachms against the
Electric 2 drachms, pretty much about the same
price, $1 ?the Electric going 50 per cent, further
in number of charges. But here I have not quite
done. The Electric fills lens spare in the tube, and
together with its properties of quickness in burn-
ing, causes the "crack" sharp and effective, thecharge burning at once; the other kind produces a
slattern sound?not that quick simultaneous one;
you not only hear it, but feel it, and in proportion
as the larger charge is required, it is more felt and
heard than a larger quantity of the common pow-
der. The fact is, it does not all burn at the breech;
if you tilla barrel half full of powder, and fire it
from the bottom, a quantity of that is blown out
the muzzle unburnt?same in proportion to the
charge. Besides this, it is not cheaper ?and, next,the very important detriment is to the gun, which
suffers more in other ways than continuallv clean-
ing, missing fire, etc. I will, therefore, close my
remarks by strongly recommending "Hazard's
Electric Sporting Gunpowder" to all lovers of field
sports, and advise those who have never tried the
same to do so, and notice its effect according to the
fcfi-egoing remarks, which 1 have had fully borne
out by hundreds since I wrote you on mv first prac-
tical experience, upwards of three years since, in
the Spirit of the Times, of Jan. 26, 1856, page 595.Mr. Douglas, in Wall street, of your citv, is agent
for the same at wholesale; at retail it should be
procured of all gun-makers throughout the United
States.

The next important consideration (and to all
young sportsmen, especially, it is a rery important
point.) ia how to hold or handle the gnn. Many shootwith their left hand closely pressed against the
trigger-guard. I have heard many excuse them-
selves for this bv saying it was safer in case the
barrels burst. There can be no excuse for this, if
you use perfectly safe guns, and are particular in
their use, in loading to let your wadding well reach
home?and again, when loading either barrel dis"charged, the other not being fired, at theconclu"
sion of loading the one, put your ramrod down the
other not discharged, in case your wadding had
started?you are then safe; but wadding will not
start of the proper size, and properly put down the
barrel; just let it reach home firmly, without ram-
ming, until the rod rebounds from the muzzle. It
is all unnecessary, spoils shooting, and flattens, or
dents the shot, Ac.

The attitude or position in shooting adds much
to the graceful style of making "a beautiful double
shot." Grasp your gun lirmlv with the right hand,
the forefinger at liberty and ready for its use on
the triggers; take the firs! trigger, or right barrel
first, for a "double shot," or "right and left;" then
tor the left shot pass the same linger easily to the
hind trigger, slightly touching it until ready for
the left shot, then press it -villiease aud determina-
tion, when your game is covered. I mention ease,
to prevent any jar through a sudden excitable tug
or grapple for the trigger, which will be obviatedby a slight touchy of the same before, or whilst cover-
ing the game. The moment you have it so, you
are then all ready for the pull'. We have now dis-posed of the right hand; the left I must demand of
young sportsmen to use in my following method:
Steady your gun for aim by supporting it between
the thumb and fore and second fingers?the third
finger supporting the second, and little finger quite
unconnected. Your gun then is amplv supported,
and apart from the hand, the barrels forming a
bridge, as it were, over the hollow of the palm; but
if you grapple it with the thumb, three fingers and
portion of the hand, you have it viced in, not easy
on, the right or left, as the game may direct you,
nor the easy facility of covering the object, whilst
the weight can be easily sustained by the thumh and
two fingers; it is only momentarily, and a little
practice will oyercome any first felt inconvenience.
Twenty years ago I was precisely the same?held
my gun as I above remarked, for fear of the bar-
rel's bursting?the "whir" of a covey of partridges,
or a cock pheasant, started me on" both triggers,
either one after another, or both together,
and away went my beautiful plumaged
pheasants "or birds together, myself looking
unutterable things, until I was taken "in
tow" by an old friend on the borders of Scotland
I Herwfck-on-Tweed) in 1838 and '39, and taught
first how to hold my gun, next an easy position,
standing lightlyon the right foot; with left firm in
advance, a distance easy and commanding for tbe
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body to be thrown right or left on a swivel, as it
were, from the right foot. This willgive a sweep
of three fourths around you. Let the gun be
steadied by the left hand (or fingers) from 4 or 5 to
8 inches from the trigger-guard. This will depend
on the length of reach the shooter may possess; if
short in reach, and at 4 inches from the guard he
feels at ease and command, don't stretch it to sor
6 inches; handle where he feels at home, and until
the game arise, let the stock be Mghtly supported
between the right arm and body, about half ol the
stock discernable below, but don't press it to the
side, the slightest touch is steadying enough, and it
is then free to raise to the shoulder with quickness,
coolness, and certainty. Ihave not mentioned howI got cured of shooting in a flurry, Ac., in my
younger days. Myfriend made me take with him-
self and dog an empty gun, so that the dog found
and stood, I pointed, and my old experienced friendshot and brought them down. I had two davs of
this sport, when I implored him to give me another
trial, with a "leetle" powder and shot. He con-
sented, providing I did not begin my old "hurrv
and flurry," work again. I remember it well; and
old cock pheasant sprung from out a kind of bog,
flying across a narrow stream some six or eight
yards wide, myself being about ten yards from its
bank. I remember, too, so well pressing the trig-
ger. feeling the slight recoil, and bagging mv firstbird; this led me on to do it again."

The advantage of trap-shooting, either at pigeons
or other birds, will be found the best practice for
the improvement of flight-shooting, especially to
young beginners. The shooter can then take hisposition, or attitude, same as above described?that
is, the easy standing position. Next take his gun
as described, and practice raising it to the shoulder
several times. At first, those who have held the
gun differently willnot be so much at home with
it in its improved style, but bv degrees it trill come.
Practising at a few birds twice a week, say 15yards
rise, will immensely improve the young shot," and
if he only kills 3 out of 8 or 9, in the position ad vi-
sed, as he becomes more accustomed by practice, so
will his shooting improve.

A gentleman in Louisiana, one of vour readers
and admirers of the "Spirit," wrote me, about threeyears since, asking me how I covered my bird on
the wing, whether I threw up mv gun, and shot in-

[ stanter (snap shooting,) or whether 1folio,red the
bird. I did myself the pleasure of giving him mv
method, but as the same may be useful to others, I
willgive it here. Whether shooting over your
dog in the field or otherwise, when your bird orbirds spring, or take flight, your eye", of course, is
directed to the one intended for your right barrel,
your eye being kept on the bird, following its
course, at the same time your gun is brought tothe shoulder; when thrown to the shoulder, in the
direction of the bird your eye is still on, let it point
a short distance behind the bird, sav one, two, or
three yards, but level with its flight; if flying astraight side shot, follow it quickly, and immedi-
ately you cover your bird well in advance, pull; if
at 25 yards, and we will take a pigeon for flight,an aim at the head would give all the charge to
its body; if at 40 yards (fast flying side shot,)
shoot a foot ahead, aiming high enough:
ifat 00 yards, as above, shoot one and a half feet in
advance, and aim rather high, shot will drop a
little at that distance, and so in proportion to the
distance, swiftness of flight; et cetera, all of which
willcome regularly to the shooter with practice.

1 here is another important point to be considered;
when you spring a covey of partridges, take foryour double shots the outside birds?never shoot
amongst the lot. I have heard of "good shots re-
ported of a man shooting 7or 8 quail, on the wing,
atone shot. Ifthat man had made such a remark
to me, I would have told him he never ouoht toshoot another. The beauty of double shooting overyour dog is in taking your birds alone . right and
left, without wounding and feathering several oth-
ers, which fly oil and die. I would as soon see a
pot hunter sweep off ten or a dozen poor littlequail,
when harmlessly running by a roadside, as to see
hnn shower his load amongst the thickest in flight.
\ ou may cross your pair iu flight when separated

from the covey, and killing the pair so shows the
prettiest of field-shooting. You must be cool in
waiting for their crossing, when seeing their flight
directed for such, and when separated from the co-
vey the pair can be as easily taken as one, withoutb eaking legs and rumpling a lot of others, which
fly off to the next field or grove and die.I had a very pretty dav's shooting between Christ-mas and New Year's (three weeks ago) with afriend. We hunted a field of buckwheat which hadnever been cut, some thirty acres. Whether theowner was too lazy or not to cut it I don't know,
but certainly it was a very excellent crop, or hadbeen. It, however, made glorious food for the pret-ty litllo quail, and thousands of doves wore fatten-ingdaily. I shot 17 quail, very fat and large, the
finest I ever saw, and 3 rabbits. And a few days
alter I went again for the flocks of dove. 1 got a
dozen and a half of them. We tried them assorted
in pies, with a slice of pickled pork, and I nevertasted anything more delicious.

Some other time I will give you my views onother matters connected with the gun. Meanwhilewill conclude with best wishes to your readers for
many years enjoyment in which I delight, viz.,with "my Dog and Gun." Yours very truly,

ANEGRO EXCITEMENT AT RIO JANEIRO?AMERICANS
IMPLICATED.?The following is an extract from aprivate letter, dated Rio Janeiro, December 20, re-
ceived by a gentleman of New York, and published
in the Courier of Saturday :

"We have had quite an excitement here for a day
or two. Two days since, while the agent at one of
the stations of the San Pedro Railroad was pavingoff the hands, one of them, a free negro, wanted to
be paid before his time, and on being refused grew
so insolent that the agent took him by theshoulder
and shoved him out of the office, fte went away
Bwearing that he would have revenge, and the nextday he came into the office while the agent waswriting and did not see him, and knocked himsenseless with a club. An American who was in
the office, immediately drew his revolver and shot
at him, but, unfortunately, missed him. He wascaught, however, and the Americans present tied
bim to a tree and gave him one hundred lashes. He
then made a complaint as soon as he was released,and a company of fifty soldiers were sent to takethe
Americans who had flogged the negro, but they
would not be taken. Then another company was
sent p, nut they could net take them either. The
Americans had shut themselves up, and, being well
provided with arms and ammunition, declared their
intention to die rather than allow themselves te be
made prisoners. They were willing,they said, to
go to the city, and submit to the proper authorities,
with the American Minister for an advocate, but
they would not allow one of their countrymen to beknocked in the head, and themselves taken prison-
ers, for whipping his assailant. So the matterstands. The government do not seem to be inclined
to prosecute the matter, and we have every assur-ance that it will be quietly settled. Those who
know the negroes in this country, say that those
who whipped him willcertainly* he assassinated."

HAVANA AND MATANZAS RAILROAD.?We have be-
fore us the report of the Administrador of this im-portant work, made the 16th ultimo, from whichit appears that seven miles of the road are already
in running order, nine and a half more graded,
and that the Regla and Guanabacoa depots are up,
and the bridge over the Cogimas, Canas, Cambute,
and San Juan, done. The Administrador is confi-
dent in the belief that locomotives will be running
to the plantation "Jesus Maria"in March next, to
"Tivotino" in June, to Jaruco in October, and to
Matanzas in June, 1860.

The expenditures to December 31 were $1,560.-
879. The total cost of the work, it is believed, will
not exceed the original etsimate, $2,500,000, inclu-
ding the steamers for crossing the bay of Havana,
which are put down at $215,000. The net incomeof the road to Guanabacoa, five miles, for the lastfive months, was $39,276, which is a little more than
7 per cent, on the capital invested in the steamers
and so much of the road.

The branch railroad from Guinea, Cuba, to Ma-
tanzas, designed to connect the latter citv with theold central line of the Island, will soon'be opened
as far as Madruga?about half way. What with
the lines of coastwise steamers, the railroad con-
nections she already enjoys, and new ones, Matan-
zas and the rich sugar country contributing to her
commerce, will soon enjov most enviable privileges.

New Orleans papers state that the bar at the
mouth of the Mississippi River is now in a worse
condition than it has been for years. A considera-
ble fleet of vessels lie at the point, unable to get in
or out of river, and many of them hard aground.
It has now become evident that the plan for remo-
ving this serious obstruction to navigation, by
closing some of the natural outlets so as to deepen
another by the force of the current, and employed
for two years past at an expense of hundreds of
thousands of dollars, is a complete failure. The
only practicable plan for keeping the passes open
to vessels, is believed to be by dredging, and this
has been practised in years past with tolerable suc-
cess. The continuance of this obstruction must
greatly damage the commercial interests and pro-
sperity of New Orleans, to say nothing of detriment
to the business to other ports. The New Orleans
Chamber of Commerce have taken measures to re-
move the difficulty, if possible, and will apply to
Congress for aid.

From Washington.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 13.?There is quite a commo-

tion among the politicians in this city in regard to
charges which have been preferred against Chas. N.Pyne, United States Marshal for the Northern Dis-
trict of Illinois, by Mr. Martin, his book-keeper.?
Martin has hied with the Department of the Interi-
or charges against Pyne of malfeasance in office,
misapplication of the public moneys and violationof the sub-treasury laws. The accusation states
that Pyne has been in the habit of making his de-posits in the local banks instead of in the sub-treas-ury, and has paid the expenses of the United States
Courts in the uncurrent and depreciated paper of
the banks of Missouri end other Western States,
instead of gold and silver. Martin also produces a
transcript from the books, showing that in less than
four months Pyne has drawn from the public
funds and applied to his private purposes more thanseven thousand two hundred dollars, while the lim-
it of his whole salary as allowed by law is six
thousand. The charges are made directly and une-
quivocally, with specifications under each head,
and we understand are sworn to by .Martin as be-ing true of his own personal knowledge, and are
also accompanied with the offer on his parttc
prove every one of them by the testimony of othcipersons. It is understood that ifPyne'is not re-moved Martin will publish the charges and specifi-
cations with proofs attached. The United
States officials at Chicago all take sides in
this controversy-some on one side and someon the other. Dr. Leib, the special Post Of-

fice Agent in Illinois, takes sides against Pyne.
The United States Attorney for the District of
Illinois has been here several weeks trying to
defend Pyne, coyer up bis deficiencies, and persuade
the Administration to retain him. Threats aremade by both sides of terrible disclosures against
each other in the event that the President does notsustain their particular men. The opponents of
the Tariff modification, after further canvassing,
believe they can carry tho bill to authorize the rc-
issue of twenty millions of Treasury notes for two
years. This calculation includes anticipated aid
from Republicans, abundant experience having de-
monstrated the fact that the Administration can
rely upon some assistance from that quarter
in any emergency. Ifthe Treasury notes are re-
issued there is scarcely a possibility of carrying
any modification of the Tariff.

Mr. Pinkney then askedhim how it was that his hand smelled of powder
when he was arrested on the night of the murder,to which Cropps replied that he had been cleaning
a gun the day previous.

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By the treaty, as thus ratified, the Republic ofNicaragua concedes to the United States, and to

their citizens and property, the "right of transit
between the Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, through
the Territories of that Republic, ou any route of
communication, natural or artificial, whether by
land or by water, which may now or hereafter exist
or be constructed under the authority of Nicaragua,
to be used in the same manner and upon equal termsby both Republics and their respective citizens?-
the Republic of Nicaragua, however, reserving the
right of sovereignty over the same."

The United State's agree to extend their protec-
tion to all such routes, and to guarantee the neu-trality of the same. They also agree to employ
their influence with other nations to induce them to
guarantee such neutrality and protection.

Nicaragua engages, also, to establish a free port
at each extremity of the transit for merchandize
and effects intransitu.

Troops and munitions of war can be carried bvthe United States across this transit.
The Postmaster General is authorized to convey

the mails across this transit by contract or other-
wise.

Nicaragua agrees that in case she should fail toprotect persons and property upon this transit,
that the United States shall have power to do so,
so long as such military protection may be con-
sidered necessary.
. Any company establishing a transit communica-

tion through Nicaragua is only entitled to the pro-
tection of the United States so long as it fulfills the
purposes and adheres to the spirit and intentions ofthe treaty. If any transit company whatever im-
poses exorbitant tolls or otherwise misconducts it-self, the protection of the United States can be with-drawn, upon due notice being given to Nicaragua.

The rights and privileges guaranteed bv° this
treaty cannot be infringed by the terms of any
transit contract, any charter or grant infringing
upon these rights and privileges being essentially
null and void; and by the same article the protec-
tion of the United States is withheld from any
transit company until they shall make the term's
and conditions of this treaty, in effect, a portion oftheir charter, as fullyas if it had been embraced in
the original grant.

It is further "provided, that nothing herein con-
contained?i. e. in the treaty?shall be construedeither to affirm or deny the validity of any of the said
contracts.

Any transit company which may bo established is 1
forbidden to pay or declare dividends exceeding
fifteen per cent, per annum.

The ensuing article declares that nothing in the
treaty shall atfect the rights of Costa Rica to a free
passage in the river San Juan.

are 723 vessels, with an aggregate tonnage of
87.283. IOn the 27th of June, 1855, there was collated and j
published in the California Chronicle , a statement j
of the tonnage then appearing upon the Custom
House books, which presented atotal of 728 vessels, j
with an aggregate tonnage of 105,748 tons.

A comparison of the aggregate tonnage belong- {
ing to the port at the two periods, shows a very
large decrease since 1855. This is accounted for by
tbe list at the time comprised many ships, barks
and brigs, which were then unfit for sea, and used
merely as store-ships in the harbor, and in the in-
terval have been broken up; several also have been
sold and put under a foreign flag.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
THIRTY-FIFTH CONGRESS-SECOND SESSION.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 12, 1859.
SENATE.

Mr. JOHNSON, of Tennessee, brought forward his
. resolution that the President be instructed to re-quest the Heads of the Oepartments to prepare

L-oA eStimates or 8(50, on a basis of not exceeding
500.000.000, exclusive of the interest on the public
debt, and that the portion of the President's mos-sage referring to the revenue, be reported to tbe
Committee of Finance.

Mr. GWIN moved to refer it to a select Commit-
tee, composed of the Chairman of the various Com-mittees.

_Mr. HUNTER, as Chairman of the Finance Com-
mittee, objected. It was impossible for him as bis
time was wholly occupied in the Finance Com-

-1 mittee.
Mr. TRUMBULL considered the Army and Navy as

useless, and said he was in favor of reducing them
oO per cent.

Mr. WILSON supported Mr. Johnson's resolution,
and hoped it would receive the support of the Sen-ate without an amendment. The Executive Ge-pai tment had taken the lead in extravagant ex-penditures. He did not agree with Mr. Trumbullthat we needed no Armyor Navv, but it is certain
that great extravagance exists in their manage-
ment, especially in the dock yards.

Mr. DAVISdefended the Army and Navy, and
maintained that they were necessary at or near
their present strength. Gentlemen had no rio-ht tocharge extravagance unless prepared to lay'their
hand on specific acts.

Mr. CHANDLER said he was prepared to lay his
hand not only on extravagance but crime.He read from the Navy list to show the immensenumber of naval officers on shore and the few
afloat. He also declaimed against the Army as thegull which swallows up the revenue.

Mr. DAVIS replied.
Mr. JonxsoN, of Tennessee, urged that the votebe taken on the resolution.
Mr. IVERSON, as a point of order, called for thespecial order, namely the private calendar. Twenty

men were ready to spring from the floor to discuss
the resolution, and was it likelythat a resolutionlike this, involvingthe whole expenditure and pol-icy of the Administration would be passed without
discussion. It was evident it would be discussed
all day.

Before the vote was taken Mr. TRUMBULL replied
to Mr. DAVIS. He thought that Congress was the
proper judge of what was requisite tor tho Coun-
try. If nine millions of dollars were sufficient forthe Army defence of the country in 1850, and
seven millions tor the Navy, it is 'enough now.

Mr. GOUIILAS said the desirability of economy isundeniable, but the only practicable question is how
to accomplish anything in the brief remains of this
session. It appeared to him that the best way is
to trust the chairman of the Committee of Finance
(Mr. HUNTER) to make any retrenchment that thepublic service will permit. The Chairman hasbeen some ten or fifteen years at the head of thatCommittee and knows every item, and under whatlaw it is appropriated, and his vigilance is such that
no item escapes his attention. Let him say where
a reduction can be made and by nextsession we will
have reports on which to act. It seemed to him(Mr. DOUGLAS) that retrenchment may be made in
more than one department in the Army-, Navy and
Post Office, especially in the last named. An ob-jection to Mr. Gwix's proposal for a Committee
composed of the Chairmen of the various Commit-
tees is, that as it would he composed of men all of
one political side, it would seem like a whitewash-
ing comuiitte.

Mr. IVERSON here insisted on the special order
which was carried and the Private Calendar was
taken up.

The Senate passed nine bills of a private nature
and then adjourned.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The House resumed the consideration of the Ore-

gon bill.
Mr. \ AI.LANNIGHAMsaid that when Kansas should

coine here as Oregon lias come, peaceably, orderly,
and with the consent of ber people, he should vote
tor her immediate admission. But Kansas was not
here as Oregon was. There was no possible con
liection between the two, and lie would not vote to
establish any. Both woud bo free States. He
found Oregon here, and would take the first which
came and vote for her admission. He was opposed
to Mr. Grow's amendment, and to all others whichonly delayed or embarrassed the bill. But he
thanked Mr. Grow and his Republican friends for
opposing Oregon. They stood unveiled now nil
had squared up and wiped out the Lecompton ac-
count of last session.

Mr. LANK related the circumstances attending the
formation of the Constitution of Oregon, and ear-
nestly mf-od her admission. He said lie had no
doubt there were over 93,000 white population.

Mr. STANTON said the admission of Oregon wasonly a question of time. His colleague, Mr. Val-landigham, had found something to be thankfulfor. Sn far as he was concerned, iiis colleague was
welcome to all he conld make out of it in Ohio. 11
was last year decided, by an almost united vote of
the Democrats, that Kansas should not he admitted
with a Constitution of her own making, without
first having a right to -epresentation, ascertainedby taking the census. This was recognised and
spread on the records of the country, as part of
Democratic principles. There was no escape from
it. If Kansas had beea admitted under the Critten-den and Montgomery amendment, it was very well
known that she would have sent two Republican
Senators to Congress. Allhe asked was that when
a State came here professing to be free, with two
Democratic Senators to serve during the next
Presidential term, that there be meted out to her
the same rule as was applied to Kansas?not adopt
one rule for the admission of a Democratic State.
This is the true secret of the question. He indicated
his objections to the Oregon Constitution, and srfid
he would not, by voting for her admission under it,
give vitality to the Dred Scott decision.

Mr: STEPHENS said he was glad that he had the
opportunity of showing the utter groundlessness of
the charge made against the Democratic party, that
last winter that party applied one rule of admission
in one case and a different one in another. He held
that the people of Oregon could justlylay claim to
admission under previous ordinances and "compacts.
Ifthe Republicans had believed their opponents had
done a wrong in regard to Kansas, why should they
attempt to pursue a similar course, arid keep a free
State out of the Union. Ttvo wrongs do not make
a right. Gentlemen on the Republican side had
found fault with the Oregon Constitution because it
excluded free negroes and mulattoes, and denied
them the right of making suits in the Courts.This argument was not valid for the constitutionof Oregon expressly excludes slavery. There was
numerous slave States, the constitutions of which
contained provisions similar to that in the constitu-
tion of Oregon, and yet the slave was not denied
the opportunity of suing lor his freedom. The
courts were open to him.

Mr. S. also discussed the question of alien suf-
frage, and held that a State has a right to confer on
aliens all the rights and privileges of citizenship,
including that of suffrage.

Mr. S. alluded to the idea advanced bv his south-
ern friends, that no more free States should be ad-
mitted. It was not fair?it was not just. Let jus-
tice be done though the heavens should fall. He

referred in eloquent terms to the advancement of
the country during the last few vears. He hoped
that all the amendments to the bilf would bo voted
down. The bill needed no amendment.

Mr. S. spoke of the popular opinion that Con-
gress is degenerate. He did not believe it, and re-
minded the House of the great and good men who
who were still living. Ifit was believed that Con-
gress is not characterized by ability and patriot-
ism, let it be shown to-day "that such is not the
case.

Mr. GROW offered a substitute for the bill defining
the boundaries of Oregon and Kansas, and author-
izing the citizens of the United States, who are le-
gal voters, and resident in each Territory, to take
the necessary steps for the establishment of a State
Government, the respective constitutions to be sub
ject to the approval and ratification of the people.

Mr. SAXDIOE raised a question of order, whichthe Speaker sustained, ruling out the substitute.
Mr. GROW appealed from the decision.MR. STEPHENS moved to lay the appeal on the ta-

ble, which was decided in the affirmative?yeas 12(J
uavs 92.
