The absence of small bills in London and the in-

terior (the Bank of England issuing none undcr
£5,) gives a steadiness to the Bank note currency
which is well worth consideration.

The larger bills enter into the operations com-
merce, but the petty transactions of the day, any-
thing under £5 (or $25), are adjusted by the me-
dium of gold and silver.

Thus the lower classes of people, market people,
tradesmen, etc., etc., are not annoyed with smallbills.

STEAM NAVIGATIONON THE CANALS.? The subject
of navigating canals by steam is not confined to
our own country. We find that active measures
have been taken in France, Scotland, Sweden, and
elsewhere to promote this object. From an ablearticle in the London Civil Engineers and Architects 1
Journal for October, 1858, it appears that Govern
inent has intervened to promote the interests of
commerce by encouraging the construction of steam
vessels for interior communication.

It is further stated in confirmation of this fact,
that in France, notwithstanding the numerous rail-
ways which are fast spreading over the country,
and the handsome and commodious vessels which
ply between the seaports on the coast of France,
(vessels built on eminently scientific principles,
costing from 200 to 500 francs per ton, and con-
veying freights at very low rates,) the traffic on
canals and navigable rivers in France has been con-
tinually growing in importance.

Several descriptions of iron steamers, but all of
a superior make, now run from Paris to Kouen,
Havre and London. They load and unload in Pa-
ris, at the "Cassin de la Vilette," passing by the
Canal St. Denis. They carry from one hundred
and fifty to two hundred and fifty tons of freight,
and have engines and propellers astern. The pro-
pellers are two paddles, one on each side of the
stern-post, or one screw before the rudder, or two
screws revolving in opposite directions. The Ex-
press boats arc fine sea going vessels, with two
screws and tafTrail before the funnel. The Paris et
Londres are auxiliary screw steamers, conveying
cargo in one bottom from Paris to London in five
dav.-, including stoppages at Kouen and Havre.?
Most-of these vessels are propelled by condensing
engines. Steamers plyon most of the French Ca-
nals, but steam haulage is seldom applied except
on rivers. From Sweden, the following is com-
municated by a commercial gentleman of New
York:

My opinion is that the application of steam to
Canal navigation has been more successfully car-
ried out in Sweden than elsewhere; the steamers
are all screw steamers, and travel at the rate of 9
to 10 miles an hour, excepting where the Canal is
narrow, and they are obliged to go at half speed, to
avoid washing the banks; the engines are small and
compact; the cylinders are inclined, and rest upon
a hollow bed plate, which is the condenser; the air-
pump and feed pump are worked either by eccen-
trics on the main shaft, or directly from the cross-
heads of the piston-rod. The band-gear is on deck.
This engine is almost universal in Sweden, and is
well known, having obtained a medal at the French
Great Exhibition. The vessels convey from 150 to
200 tons freight, and could tow several barges.?

Supposing the same number of cars to be placed
on the road (50,) the revenue derived by the city
from the Omnibus Company amounted to $3,000
per annum. Now, the revenue derived from the
majority bill, counting the interest on the $15,000
bonus, amounted to s2,4oo?showing a difference
in favor of the former of SGOO per annum. Besides,
the omnibus bill contracted to finish the work in
twelve months.

Mr. O'Brien then left the balcony and entered
the parlor, when Mr. Jenkins proposed "three
cheers lor Smith O'Brien," which were given with
a hearty good will, after which the immense throng
dispersed.

DEAD BODY IDENTIFIED.? The body of the un-
known white man which was found lying on an
open lot near the corner of Mount and Franklin
streets, on Saturday last, has been identified by
the clothing left at the Western district station-
house, as that of one Darby Mullen, formerly an in-
mate of the Alms-house. The person who identi-
fied the clothing had seen them on the deceased
many times while he was living at that institution.
He said that Mullen left the Alms-house rather ab-
ruptly on Thursday evening, and has not been
heard of since. At the time of his departure he
had a small sum of money in his pocket and wore a
suit of black. His socks were identified as the same
as those manufactured at the poor house, while the
remainder of the clothing corresponded exactly
with that usually worn by Mullen. An umbrella,
which was found near the corpse by the officer, who
conveyed it to the station house, was fully identi-
fied as the property of the deceased. James Mil-
lan, a grocer on the coiner of Pierce and Pine
streets, lias in his possession a bank account book
of Darbv Mullen, with the Baltimore Savings
Bank, which shows that the sum of $91.50, with
the interest thereon from the Ist day of July, 1857,
to the present time, has been deposited in that in-
stitution in the name of the deceased. The de-
ceased, as Mr. Millan alleges, placed this amount in
the hank, there to remain until he died, when itwas
to be devoted to the purpose of decently interring
bini.

Mr. BE ALE.?"If practicable; which means a
good deal more than its face convevs."

As the names of the members were being called,
Mr. NEWMAN said he wished to say a word in expla-
nation of his vote. He ottered the substitute be-
cause there were rumors abroad that improper in-
fluences had been brought to bear on the Council,
and as he felt assured these rumors were false, he
ottered the substitute as a means bv which the
Branch could give a contradiction to those reports.
The rumors were geueral, and he took this methodof silencing them.

When Mr. WOOD'S name was called he said he
would vote "nay," to show the outside clamor that
no reports could intimidate him from voting his
sentiments.

Mr. JENKINS said he had voted "aye," but after
the explanation of the gentleman from the Four-teenth ward, (Mr. NEWAIAN,) he desired to change
it, for he scorned such rumors.

Mr. TALBOTT said he would not change his vote,
and no rumors could affect him as they did the gen-
tleman from the Eighth ward, (Mr JENKINS.)

The Clerk read the veas and navs, when
Mr. TALBOTT said "there is a mistake. The mem-

ber from the Eighth ward changed his vote."
Mr. JENKINS. ?"Yes, sir, from 'yea' to 'nav.'"
Mr. TALBOTT.?"I was mistaken in the gentle-

man's remarks. I beg his pardon."
The minority report of the Committee on High-

ways was then taken up.
Mr. RANDOLPH amended the bill by offering an

additional section, making it incumbent on the
Company to finish the main line of railway within
twelve months. Adopted.

The vote was then taken upon the bill (Omnibus
Proprietors) and it was rejected by the following
vote:

BCRGLAIIY. ?On Sunday morning last, between
three and four o'clock, the residence of Ja-
cob Kraft, Esq., No. 38 South Eutaw street, near
Lombard, was broken into by some burglars, and
an attempt made to rob the premises. The entrance
into the house was effected by forcing open one of
the shutters of the dining-room window. So care-
ful were they not to alarm the inmates of the dwell-
ing, (some of whom were sleeping over the dining-
room,) that they cautiously removed a number of
flower-pots from the recess ot the window and
placed them in the yard. They then entered the
dining-room, lita lamp, and proceeded to business,
and had collected quite a lot of silver spoons, gob-
lets, Ac., when a member of the family happened
to awake in one of the upper rooms of the main
building, and noticed the reflection of the lamp in
the yard below. She immediately gave the alarm,
which aroused some of the male members of the
family, who ran down stairs and tried to get into
the dining room, hut found that the thieves had
locked the door and escaped by the same way they
had entered. The cry for the watch was raised
and kept up for a quarter of an hour, but no assis-
tance came. In examining the room in which the
robbers were, nothing was found to be missing. A
bundle ofcombustible matter, together with some
matches, were found in a corner of the room, from
which it is argued that the burglars not only in-
tended to rob the premises, but to set them on fire
also.

ARREST BY THE UNITED STATES MARSHAL.?United
States Marshal Watkins yesterday arrested Capt.
Robert Wilson, master of the schooner "Ex-
change," on the charge of inflicting cruel and un-
usual punishment upon two negroes, named James
Hunt and Abraham Dryden, who were seamen on
board said vessel. The schooner was on a voyage
from Liberia to this port, when the heating is said
to have been inflicted. It was represented by the
witnesses yesterday to have been of the most bar-
barous character. One of the men, it is alleged,
was struck and beaten with a club and died about
four days afterwards; the other, in fear of his life,
jumped from the vessel and was drowned. The
Captain asserts that when he inflicted the whipping
upon the men, he was laboring under aberration of
the mind, produced by a severe attack of the Afri-
can fever. The mate says that during the whole
voyage the Captain was unusually severe and ill
behaved towards the crew, but at no time was it
necessary for him (the mate) to take command of
the vessel. The accused was released on SI,OOO se-
curity to appear before the United States District
Court this morning.

SEVERE ASSAULT.?Yesterday morning officer
Tolsnn arrested a man named Henry lteipp, charged
with assaulting and severely beating constable
George D. Lewis, whilst in the discharge of his duty.
It seems that Mr. Lewi3 weutto the house of Reipp,
about 10 o'clock in the morning, in order to serve a
writ of fierifacias upon the accused, and in default
ot the payment of which, to seize his goods and
chatties. As soon as the prisoner learned the er-
rand of the officer, he fell upon hitr. and adminis-
tered a series of violent blows upon his head and
face, disfiguring him in a shameful way. The ac-
cused was taken before Justice Boyd, who commit-
ted him for Court.

Mr. MONTAGUE asked the members of the Branch
to pause before they acted on this matter. The in-
terests ot the city were paramount to the interests
ot individuals, and a bill of as much moment should
not be driven through with inconsiderate hurry.
He had no pet?no favorite in this matter?butonly desired that the city should be properly re-
spected in the grant. He could assure the Council
that other propositions, much more advantageous
to the city, would be presented for their considera-
tion, and there should therefore be no precipitate
action in this matter. He had a bill at home in bis
desk, which was handed to him for presentation to
this Branch, and as he was not aware that the
railroad bills would come up for consideration
on this evening, he had neglected to bring
it to the chamber. He was not present when the
bill was previously up for discussion.and he had notnoticed that any particular day had been set for its
consideration. He had not read the bill which he
had received for presentation, but he was in-
formed that while that Company were willingto
give the best security for the fulfillment of their
contract, they offered the city SIO,OOO per annumfor the right of way. The city's interest demanded
that such a proposition should be considered, and
he therefore hoped that the bill would be laid on
the table and made the order for Monday afternoonnext.

THE POLlCE.? Yesterday the newly appointed
police were busily eDgaged in having their bonds
prepared and givingthe requisite security for the
faithtul discharge of their duty. This morning they
will be placed on their respective beats.

MARRIAGE LICENSES.? The Clerk of the Court of
Common Pleas issued, during the monthof Februa-
ry, one hundred and eight marriage liceusos.

POLICE INTELLIGENCE.
Wm. W.Jones, a negro man, was arrested yes-

terday morning by ollicer Morgan, upon the com-
plaint of one Sarah Jone3, negress, who charged
him with assaulting and committing a rape upon
her person. Justice Showacre held him to bail in
the sum of five hundred dollars for his future ap-
pearance at an examination to be held on Wednes-
day morning at ten o'clock.

INQUESTS.
Yesterday morning, between D and 10 o'clock,

Coroner Battee was summoned to hold an inquest
on the body of a negro man, aged about 19 years,
and belonging to Capt. S. Weems, of the steamer
Washington. It appears from the evidence elicit
ed before the Coroner's juy, that the deceased
was on the basin near Hughes' Quay, in the act of
sculling a small boat from the steamer Planter to
the steamer Patuxent, and that, losing his balance,
fell overboard and was drowned before any assist-
ance could be rendered him. Some time elapsed
before the body could be regained, when it was
carried to the deck of the steamer Planter, and theinquest held. Considerable difficulty was experi-
enced by the Coroner in ascertaining the facts in
relation to the cause of the negro's death. The
jury returned a verdict of accidental death fromdrowning.

PHOCEEDINGS OF THE CITY COUNCIL.
MONDAY, February 28, 1859.

FIRST BRANCH.? Present? JOHN T. FORD, Esq.,
and all the members.

Mr. HAMILTON presented an ordinance relative to
the preservation of the health of the city. Laid
on the table.

Mr. \\OOD said that he was opposed to laving the
matter over. Why did not the gentleman from
the 1 wentieth ward (Mr. MONTAGUE) tell of theproposed bill, which he has in his possession, pre-
vious to the vote on the minoritv report? It was
Strange action. First to vote in favor of a propo-
sition to grant the right of wav to a certain Com-pany, and then to inform the 'Branch that he had
an ordinance in his possession which offered much
greater advantages to the city. He professed to
he actuated in ti.is matter by a desire to serve the
City, and at the same time he votes for a bill whichis far inferior to that which he has in liis posses-
sion. He could not see consistency in such action.

Mr. MONTAGUE said he selected the least of two
evils. The friends of the bill under consideration,
had forced a vote on the minority report, and be-
tween two evils he selected the least. He asked
the members to consider what thev were doing,
and not sacrifice the interests of the "city in a mat-
ter of so much importance.

Mr. BAIN. ?"Mr. President"
The PRESIDENT.? "The Chair would request the

members to speak to the subject matter of discus-sion."
Mr. BAlN.? "That is what I intend to do."
Mr. MONOA<;UK.?"If the gentleman from the 18thward will allow me to say a word. I have never

examined anv of these bills, and if on examination
the one under discussion proves to be the best, 1will cheerfully support it."

Mr. T.AI,BOTT.?"The gentleman from the Twenti-eth ward was sufficiently prepared to vote on the
omnibus bill, but now he is unprepared to vote on
the majority report. Why did he not state to the
Branch previous to the vote on the first bill, that
he had one in his possession which offered such
benefits to the city?almost iucalculable sums?"

Mr. MONTAOUE. ?"The gentleman from the Sixth
ward is mistaken. I did not say incalculable: 1
said infinitely greater benefits."

Mr. TALBOTT.?"WeII, sir, the terms are nearly
synonymous. Ido not like such action; itlooks too
much as though the gentleman wanted to have two
chances."

Mr. MONTAGUE.? "Mr. President, I am aston-
ished that the gentleman should indulge in such an
insinuation."

Mr. TALBOTT.?"I did not mean that the gentle-
man had any personal considerations to serve.I spoke of his efforts to kill the bill under dis-
cussion."

Mr. MONTAGUE.?"I am actuated in this matter
alone by motives to serve the city, and watch that
her interests are not sacrificed."

A motion to adjourn was lost by the following-
vote:

Yeas?Messrs. Mace, Newman, Addison, Bain,
Montague?s.

Nays?Messrs. President, Randolph, Ilenderson,
Beacham, Talbott, Beale, Jenkins, Cunningham,
Houston, Hamilton, Clark, Wood, Glanville, Mules

Mr. BAIN said that he was unprepared to vote onthe question. He had not given the bills a careful
perusal. He was of the opinion that no member of
the Branch was prepared to vote intelligently on
the bill. The interests of the City were not proper-
ly considered in this precipitate action. He had
taken an obligation when he entered this body, and
he would be recreant to his God, his trust and his
constituents, if he failed to enter his protest to this
action. If the bill was what is claimed for it by
its friends, nothing was to be lost by a postpone-
ment, and if the Citv's interests were sacrificed theobligations of each member of the Branch de-
manded that they should oppose its passage.

Mr. MONTAGUE said that he had not time to give
the different bills proper consideration, and he hadno idea there would be a vote pressed this even-
ingand he moved it be posponed until Wednesday
afternoon.

Mr. oon called up the order of the day?an or-
dinance incorporating a company to lav down arailway through certain streets.

Mr. \\ OOD, on behalf of the President, presented
a substitute for the ordinance, which was the mi-
nority report of the Joint Standing Committee on
Highways, granting the right of way to that com-
pany which offers the largest consideration to the
citv.

Mr. NEWMAN offered a substitute for the bill, au-
thorizing the Mayor, Comptroller and Register to
apply to the next Legislature to be incorporated
for the purpose of laying a railroad track through
the different streets of the city.

Mr. BAIN moved to adjourn, which was lost?-
yeas 4, nays 15.

The minority bill of the Committee on High-
ways then came up.

Jfr. BEALE said that when the propositions for a
City Railroad were first presented to the Commit-
tee on Highways, he was the friend of the omnibusmen, but he was compelled, from justice, to oppose
their proposition. The bill which is introduced bv
the minority report never came up before the Com-
mittee on Highways. Th proposals which the om-
nibus men had offered hud been considered by the
Committee, and the Committee, with a unanimity
rarely equalled, where a difference of opinion did
exist, rejected their proposition, because the inter-
ests of the city would have been sacrificed had the
Committee reported in their favor. The proposition
of the minority report came before the Committee
after the chairman had been instructed to prepare
the bill which was reported by the majority. It was
too late then to act in the matter, and the"Commit-
tee would have done injustice to the gentlemen who
composed the company, inwhose favor the majority
report was made, had this informal proposition of
the omnibus line been considered alter their first
proposition had been rejected. Why did they not
make their last proposal first? Why did thev offer
but $lO per car license, when they are now able tooffer S6O? They said they could give but $lO, but
now they offer S6O ? But they only propose to place
fifty cars on the road, which, at" SCO per car, will
give an annual revenue of $3,000. Now, the ma-
joritybill contracts to place one hundred cars on
the road, and to pay S3O per car, which will
amount to $3,000, precisely equal to theoffer of theomnibus line proposition. Beside paving the li-
cense, the company of the majority report offered a
bonus to the citv, tor the right of "way, of $15,000,
and bind themselves to purchase the"horses of the
omnibus proprietors. The Committee felt com-
pelled, as honorable men, to give the preference to
that company which offered the best conditions for
the interest of the city, and it would have been un-
fair to have considered the informal proposition of
the omnibus proprietors after they bad already of-
fered three previous ones, all of which were inferior
to that of the company in whose favor the report
was made.

Mr. RANDOLPH said he was opposed to any bill
which tendered a bonus to the city. Ifthe city
accepts a bonus she will be compelled to defend the
interests of the company, and, as a consequence,
she willbe involved in continual litigation. The
city has no power to accept of conditions of thiskind. He was opposed to accepting any conditions
or propositions which would create a monopoly, and
the city government had no power to confer such
rights on any corporate body, it is immaterial
what considerations might be tendered.
lie made these remarks for the purpose of drawing
the attention of the members of the Branch to that
view of the subject.

Mr. BEACHAM said he was opposed to postponing
the consideration of the bill. The members had
had plenty of time to thoroughly examine the bills.The gentleman from the Twentieth ward had not
read them yet, and the gentleman from the Eigh-
teenth ward had not only not examinad the bills,
hut called on his God and his constituents to note
his protest. Now, I guess his God is mine, also,
and if he watches him he watches me as well.
These bills had consumed agreat deal of the attention
of the Committee. He intended to cling to this
ordinance until the Branch rejected it, and then he
would be ready to act in Committee on new propo-
sitions.

Mr. MONTAQUK said that his vote would go to
that contract which would best tend to the interests
of the city. He was not wedded to any particular
Company, but he thought the Branch was acting
hastily in the matter, and he had understood
that other propositions would come before the
Branch which would offer greater inducements
than those presented. He thought the arguments
of the gentleman of the Seventh ward could be
easily controverted,and before he entered upon their
consideration he would ask that gentleman ifpioDer
notice had been given to the effect that the receiving
of propositions would cease after a stated time?

Mr. BEALE? "Ifthe gentleman willallow me, I
willinform him. This matter has been up before
the Branch since the first day of the extra session,
and all persons were aware that it would receive
speedy attention. The Committee acted on all the
propositions, and it was only when certain parties
had failed to secure the grant that this counter pro-
prosition was offered."

Mr. MONTAQUE? "My question is not answered
yet."

Mr. BEAI.E? "VVc informed all persons that cane
beiore the Committee with propositions that the
Committee would report at the earliest possible
day."

Sir. MONTAGUE? "Yet my question is not answer-
ed."

Mr. BAIN said he did not believe that the chair-man of the Committee could tell the merits of the
different bills, and was sure that members generally
could not. The gentleman from the 4th ward had
seen proper to refer to bis (Mr. Bain's)
reference to God.

The gentleman, said Mr. Cook, goes on to speak
of the expenses of the institution, and makes a com-
parison between the cost of maintaining each pau-
per during the years 1856 and 1857. He tells you
that in 185G the cost of maintaining each pauper
was $11.25, and that in 1857 it was SBG. Now,
gentlemen, no person but a knave or a fool would
make that kind of a remark; it showed an utter
want of knowledge of the subject under considera-
tion. The gentleman, said Mr. Cook, must have
had a shot to let off, and wished to discharge it at
something, and thought it might a9 well be aimed
at the Trustees of the Almshouse as any thing else.

Mr. Cook then went into a comparison of the ex-
penses of the Institution during the years 1855, '56
'57 and 'SB, and contended that what had been al-
leged in regard to the management of the Alms-
house, by the member of the First Branch, could not
be sustained, they could easily be proven false; in
fact they showed that the man who would make
such allegations, in the face of figures which could
be produced by the Board, was entirely ignorant ofthe first rudiments of arithmetic. H? then reviewedcertain portions of Mr. NEWMAN'S published speech,
and denounced the assertions there maae as ungen-
tleiminlv and intamous, and as black as the heart
that made them. Mr. Cook, in conclusion, said he
would hold himselt responsible here or elsewhere
for every word which he had spoken.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS.
THIRTY-FIFTH CONGRESS-SECOND SESSION.

WASHINGTON, February 28, 1859.
SENATE.

Mr. BIOLER presented the petition of citizens of
Pennsylvania, praying for the passage of the law
for the erection of a certain class of public buildings
of iron. Referred.

Mr. LANE presented a memorial of citizens of the
State of Oregon, praying for the establishment of a
certain wagon road. Referred.

Mr. \ UI.EE, from the Committee on Post-officesand Post Roads, reported adversely to a large num-
ber of memorials relating to the establishment of
post-offices; which was agreed to.

Mr. PUGH moved to take up the Homestead bill;
which was not agreed to, as follows :

A great deal of confusion here ensued as to theorder of business.
The VICE PRESIDENT stated he should suspend the

business until order was restored.
Mr. BRODERICK presented the petition of eight

thousand citizens of San irancisco, Cal., praying
that some action may be taken to oppose a"ease
now pending in the United States Supreme Court,
in which there are land frauds. Referred.

Much confusion here again ensued in the vote
on a bill for the reliet of Sam. Junes. It was jejeeted.

The CHAIR suspended the call of the roll until or-
der was restored.

A Committee of Conference was demanded from
the House and Senate on the Legislative and Exe-
cutive Appropriation bill, as also on the Consular
and Diplomatic Appropriation bill; which was
agreed to.

Mr. HOUSTON then took the floor and addressed
the Senate. In a few days, he said, his politica llifewould terminate, and as others had made a farewell
address on retiring from public life, he should take
this occasion to make a few remarks in defence of
his life. For forty-six years he had been in public
life, and tie would leave posterity to determine how
he had spent it, and he was willing to stand on the
foundation where it had left him. He then pro-
ceeded to review the defamatory acts committed to
injure hii, and censured severely a writer in the
Texas Almonao, which he refuted by a review of his
military life at some length. He defended his con-
duct at the battle of San Jacinto, and concluded bv
hoping that wise and patriotic counsels might
govern the country, and that happiness and pros-
perity might prevail.

The Post-office Appropriation Bill was then takenup and considered.
Alter much discussion the 3d section was stricken

out, and in lieu thereof was inserted a section pro-
viding that the sum of $6,000,000 be appropriated
from the Treasury to meet the deficiencies of the
fiscal year commencing July Ist, 1859, but that the
Postmaster shall in no event expend or incur anv
liabilities whatever over the appropriations for the
current fiscal year. Adopted.

About six hours had been spent in the discussion
of the bill and the amendments thereto. The de-
bate is uninteresting. Much confusion has pre-
vailed throughout the proceedings.

At o'clock the Senate was still discussing the
post office bill, with the prospect of a very late ses-
sion.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
Mr. REAGAN, of Texas, made a personal explana-

tion relative to a dialogue recently between him-
self and Mr. Bryan, his colleague, involvinga ques-
tion of veracity. Alter the colloquy had been con-
tinued some timo this morning, Mr. Reagan asked
whether Mr. Bryan intended to impute dishonor-
able motives to him. Jf so, then they would know
where they stand.

Mr. BRYAN, in reply, said, among other things,
if his colleague was aggravated, he knew where he
could right the wrong. lie should not shelter
himself under any constitutional provision of his
State. He was responsible here and elsewhere for
what he said.

Mr. Cowan briefly recapitulated all the facts sur-
rounding the trial, conviction, and judgment ofthis Court in the case of Ford, and then referred to
the writ of error sued out of the Circuit Court tothe Court of Appeals; the judgment of the Ap-
pellate Court reversing the judgment of theCourt below, and the procedendo addressed to thisCourt, directing this Court to proceed to try Wil-
liam G. Ford for the crime for which ho had been
indicted.

Mr. Cowan then read the latter part of the de-
cision rendered by the Court of Appeals, in revers-
ing the judgment of the Court below, and then re-ferred to the procedendo, which directs a new trial,by virtue of power received from Acts of Assembly.
He said that he could find no Act of Assembly which
gave the power to the Court of Appeals to issue a
procedendo in criminal cases; in civil cases they had
that power, but not in criminal cases.

Mr. Cowan then argued that the Court of Ap-peals had no power to issue the procedendo and
order a new trial in the case. He asked, therefore,
what disposition should be made of this case. If
they have not the right, how will this Court pro-
ceed. The man has been tried and convicted, and
the Court of Appeals have issued a procedendo with-
out the right to do it, and then the man can't be
tried again; how is he to be disposed of? The Gov-
ernor can't sign the warrant because the chief judi-
ciary of the State says he can't be hanged; is he to
be incarcerated, on account of this conflict of the
law? The rights of the citizen here come in, and
these rights ask that he be tried for his offence or be
discharged. If he can't be tried again, the wholeproceedings are at an end, are gone. Can he be
indicted again? ifhe can't ho is entitled to be dis-
charged. Mr.Cowan contended that his client in
this situation of the case was entitled to his dis-
charge.

Mr. Whitney, for the State, said that he would
have wished that the motions would have been
put ina form which would have presented the tech-nical questions involve.! in the case; the paper lastfiled was a mere petition, embracing a prayer thatthe rights of the citizen might be protected. The
State was not here to argue against or oppose any
such motion as that; this is exactly what the State
wants; it is desirous that right and justice shall be
done. But the State can't argue this question in
the form presented. The prisoner has been indict-
ed, tried, convicted, and judgment passed upon him;
a writ of error is sent to the Appellate Court and
a procedendo issued to try the case again; this
power is denied. This petition involves a legal
question. Let the counsel enter a plea, that, a
man's life onca in jeopardy, cannotbe putin jeopar-
dy the second time for the same offence, and then
the State is ready to argue that point?is anxious
to argue it; because, whatever disposition is madeof it. it would be a reference and guide hereafter.
Mr. Whitney said that the proposition that a man's
life could not be put in jeopardy twice, was a prin-
ciple of Common Law, but not of the Constitution.
In this case, the prisoner's life is not put in jeopar-
dy twice, because the Appellate Court has decided
that he has had no trial. Ifthis plea was entered,
the State was ready to discuss it.

Mr. Cowan here said he would not enter any
plea, as he took the ground that the case was dead,
and he denied the jurisdiction of this Court in the
matter.

Mr. Whitney continued, then let the prisoner bebrought out on a writ of error, and let the points
be argued. The case has been taken to the Cou t
of Appeals bv a writ of error, and that Court hasdecided that a new trial should be granted; they
have decided for themselves that they have juris-
diction incriminal cases on writs of error. The
proposition is either right or wrong; can this Courtgo behind them, the superior tribunal of the State?
They have decided that there has been no legal
trial in this case; not that he is to have two trials,
but that he has had no trial. If these questions
had been involved in this petition, said Mr. Whit-ney, the State was prepared to fully discuss them,
and to go into a review of the decision of the Ap-
pellate Court.

Mr. REAGAN charged his colleago with having
sought to place him in the light of not being a good
Southern man. But he (Reagan) had always pro-
fessed to be a national man, repudiating all section-
al heresies and fanaticism, whether coming from
the North or the South. He would even resist all
violations of the moral or statute law to build up
political or sectional parties. He had once gone
through the ordeal, and was ready again to meet
the people of Texas on this issue.

Much excitement prevailed during this colloquy.
The Select Committee appointed at last session to

examine the accounts and conduct of General Cul-lora, former Clerk of the House, acquit him of any
corrupt or dishonest doings in the discharge of his
duties. They have reported the facts connected
with every charge on which an investigation was
found worth attention. In some cases the Com-
mittee thought more care might have been exerci-
sed, but this amounted to no more than a failure to
correct pre-existing abuses.

The Naval Appropriation Bill was then taken
up.

The question was first taken on the amendment
offered bv Mr. SHERMAN, of Ohio, reducing the ap-
propriation of $3,100,000 for "repairs, armament,
equipment, fuel and hemp," to $1,900,000, to be
expended as follows: SOOO,OOO for coal, $300,000 for
hemp and other material, and $1,000,000 for equip-
ment, repairs, Ac., with the proviso that not more
than SI,OOO be expended at any navy-yard for re-
pairs, Ac., unless recommended bv the report of a
board composed of at least three officers.

The amendment was adopted?yeas 122, nays CG.
Hie amendment striking out tlie appropriations

for Navy Y'ards, and appropriating instead thereof
for repairs and preservation of Navy Yards, the
followingsums, viz: Portsmouth,N. H., SIO,OOO, Bos-
ton $15,000, New York $20,000, Philadelphia $15,-

000, Washington $9,000, Norfolk $20,000, Pensaco-
la SIO,OOO, Mare Island $20,000, and Sackett's Har-
bor SI,OOO, was carried by yeas 120, nays 62.

The appropriation of $20,880 for the'publication
of the American Nautical Almanac was not stricken
out, by yeas 77, nays 113.

The bill was then passed.
Mr. PHKI.PS, of Missouri, asked leave to report a

bill from the Committee of Ways and Means. If
objection was made, he would move to suspend the
rules.

Judge Stump said it had been frequently asked of
the Court why it did not complain when writs of
error were taken to the Court of Appeals in the
cases of Manley and Weighorst, and it has been
tiaid that the Court was inconsistent in its proceed-
ings. The Court does not think so; in those cases
the Court of Appeals sanctioned and confirmedeverything which had been done in this Court, and
therefore this Court had no occasion to reviewtheir proceedings or nothing to complain of. Inthis case it is different?here the Court of Appeals
have set aside the judgment of this Court, and or-
dered a new trial; they have referred in their pro-
cedendo directed to this Court, to acts of Assem-

From Washington.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.?The excitement relative
to the murder yesterday lias not abated. Mr.
Sickles' counsel to-day, on ascertaining that the
Grand Jury meets next Monday, determined to

waive a preliminary examination or application for
bail, By this procedure, Mr. Sickles will remain
in custody some days longer, but avoids a prema-
ture disclosure of his defence, which, I predict,
will contain facts of a character not anticipated by
the public. He has been visited by numerous
friends, and bis mental sufferings are reported to
have fearfully affected him. He coolly justifies the
act as one of retribution, but cannot bear to refer
to the facts which led to the fatal deed. It is not
true that Mr. liutterworth has been arrested as an
accessory before the fact. The charge rests upon no
other ground than his failure to interpose for Key's
protection.

journment. Still the President intimates that if
the details brought by the Tennessee justify it, he
will still perform the act of recognition. It is sup.

posed that a part of his hesitation is caused by the
difficulty of deciding who shall be minister to Mexi-
co. It is rumored to-day that Senator Benjamin
willeither go in that capacity or replace Mr. Cass
in the State department. Mr. Buchanan deeply
regrets the failure of the Cass-Irisarri treaty, on
the success of which depended his whole Central
American policy. The evidence indicates that he
has been overreached by Sir Core Ousely and fam-
ily.

The Rev. Mr. Haley, Unitarian clergyman, was
with Sickles all last night. At Mr. Haley's urgent
persuasion, Sickles agreed to return to his wife her
wedding-ring, which had been taken from her.?
He also agreed to let her keep her children, on con-

dition that she should reside at her mother's
house.

[From the Reporter of the Associated Press.]
WASHINGTON, Feb. 28. ?Application will be made

by Mr. Sickles for a writ of habeas corpus, with a
view to procure his release on bail to await his trial.

In the United States Circuit Court this morning,
Mr. Carlisle announced the death of Mr. Kev, the
late District Attorney. While eulogising the de-
ceased as a courteous, frank, open-hearted gentle-
man, he forbore to speak of tlie cause which led to
bis death, as that was a subject for judicial investi-
gation. The Court paid a similar compliment, and
in token of respect adjourned till Thursday.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28. ?The examination con-
cerning the killingof Mr. Key, did not take place
to-day as anticipated. Mr. Sickles has retained, as
counsel, Mr. Stanton, of Pittsburg, Chilton and
Ratclille, and, report says, David Paul Brown, of
Philadelphia. Mr. Sickles has consented, for the
present, that Mrs. Sickles and their children shall
remain with her mother, who has been telegraphed
and expected to arrive here to-night. The jailto-
day was visited by many of Mr. Sickles'friends.
Numerous rumors are afloat concerning all the par-
ties, having the effect to aggravate the filets al-
ready painfully distressing, and many of the re-
ports are pure fiction.

Much interest is manifested with regard to the
organization of the next House, in view of the pro-
bability ofan extra session. Several gentlemen of
the opposition are spoken of for the various offices
and prominent among them is Edward Ball, an ex-
member from Ohio, who is now here and is named
for Cle-k.

The Naval bill which passed the House to-day,
proposes, as originally reported, to appropriate
about ten and a half millions, but it was cut down
to the extent of $2,250,000. It appropriates SG7G,-
000 for completing the seven sloops and side-wheel
steamers heretofore authorized.

New and rat-
able discoveries of gold are reported on Vasque's
Fork, ten miles from the Denver claims.

ARRIVAL OF WILLIAMSMITH O'BRIBN.? Hi Re-ception.?Yesterday morning a telegraphic despatch

was received by some gentleman of the city, to theeffect that WILLIAMSMITH O'BRIEN, the Irish pa-
triot, would arrive in our city bv the 5 o'clock
train from Philadelphia. Calls were issued for the
Irish Social and Benevolent Society and the Hiher-
nian Society to meet for the purpose of appointing
committees to receive Mr. O'Brien on his arrival!
Accordingly the following gentlemen were appoint-
ed on the part of the Irish Social and Benevolent
Society : William Ward, Charles McColgan, Fran-cis Gallagher. Dr. Chaistv, Patrick McLaughlin,
John Lewis and Thomas Clark. On the part of the
Hibernian: Hugh Jenkins. D. J. Foley, C. M.Dougherty, Eugene Cuinminsky, Col. George P.Kane, Luke Cassiday, Capt. C. Pendergast, JamesKirwan, Dr. D. O'Donnell, Bev. James Dolan, Gen.

,1. A. Anderson, Capt. .lames Muller, George Riley,
Owen O'Brien, M. Rock, and Daniel Donnelley.

The Committee repaired to the President street
railroad station, where a crowd, amounting to
about eight thousand persons, had assembled. On
the arrival of the cars the crowd was divided right
and left, and Mr. O'Brien, escorted by Hugh
Jenkins and others of the Committee, walk-
ed through the depot. Much enthusiasm was
manifested, and cheer after cheer welcomed the dis-
tinguished man. It was a difiicult matter for the
Committee to get Mr. O'Brien to the hack which
was in waiting, and after he was safely there and
the hack moved off, crowds ofexcited men and boys
followed the hack cheering. The hacks proceeded
up Exeter street to Baltimore street, and from
thence to Barnum's Hotel, where elegant apart-
ments bad been secured for the guest.

From the time Mr. O'Brien, accompanied by
the committee, arrived at Barnum's, till near nine
o'clock, the portico, reading-rooms and halls of the
hotel were thronged by an eager crowd. The dis-
tinguished guest, was met at the entrance of the
Hotel by Mr. Barnuin. and conducted to an apart-
ment, together with the members of the commit-
tee, and a number of friends residing in this city.
When dinger was announced, Mr. O'Brien, the cotn'-
mittee, afoi the following gentlemen took their
seats at Mr. Barnum's hospitable board, viz: Hugh
Jenkins, Est]., Rev. J. Dolan, Daniel J. Foley,
Esq., C. M. Dougherty, Esq., F). Cumminskv, Esq.,
Dr. O'Donnell, Lieut. O'Brien, Capt. Chaisty,Col. George P. Kane, and several others.

About the hour of eight, Mr. O'Srien, accompa-
nied by Hugh Jenkins, Fisq., D. J. Foley, Esq., and
V\ m. L. Cole, of the IriihAmerican, New York, el-
bowed their way through the dense mass of people
that occupied every avenue and passage in the spa-
cious hotel, and obtained an entrance into the north
sitting room. Here also the crowd pressed in and
sent forth three deafening "cheers for O'Brien."
Two or three attempts were made by Mr. H. Jen-
kins to address the assemblage, but the excitement,
the exclamations and huzzas totally precluded hisdoing so. At length, however, the crowd became
a little calmer, when Mr. Jenkins said:

"Gentlemen:?lt was not the intention of my
friend, Mr. O'Brien, on arriving at this house, to
receive only a lew friends privately, vast num-
ber of friends who crowd around us even here, ren-ders such a thing impracticable. He has, there-fore, determined to receive each one of you per-
sonally, and shake you by the hand if vou desire todo so." Mr. Jenkins added, by parenthesis, "thatwhen Mr. O'Brien's hand and arm got tired of
shaking, he would act as his proxy." He then beg-
ged the crowd to move a little back and form an
avenue from one door to the other, so as to allow all
who wished to be received by Mr. O'Brien, an op-
portunity so to do. Several persons edged their way
through the crowd, and managed to grasp thestranger by the hand; but the press became so
great, and the vociferations of the crowd so bois-
terous, that Mr. O'Brien and the gentlemen ac-
companying him, were forced to leave the room and
go up stnirs into the balcony of the second story.

V\ hen on the balcony, Mr. Jenkins signified to
the multitude below, that it was not originally theintention of his friend to address them in public.
He had designed only to receive a few friends in
private, but seeing so many congregated together,
he could not refrain from saying a few words to
them. Mr. J. then concluded his remarks by for-
mally introducing to them "Smith O'Brien, the
Champion of Irish Liberty." Immediately upon
this introduction, the crowd sent forth three deaf-
ning cheers.

Mr. O'Brien addressed the assemblage as fol-lows :

My Friends: If you were not as well acquainted
with the operations of my mind as regards the va-
rious struggles and aspirations for liberty by my
country and countrymen, as I ain myself, "it might
be necessary for me'to make a long speech. As it
is, you fully comprehend the various political
schemes I have been engaged in for the good of my
country, and through the medium of the newspa-
pers are well informed of the political condition of
Ireland. The Irielt American, and other newspapers
printed in this country devoted that cause, have
time and again expounded the doctrines we hold,
while every sheet in the country has teemed more
or less with accounts of the doings of our party.
It is entirely unnecessary for to me enter into any de-
tails concerning the various movements which have
from time to time been made, suffice it to say, that
I have come to this country for the purpose of
making a personal investigation into the various
operations of its Government. I have not come
here to speak of myself. I come here invited by
the fragrant shade of the tree of liberty, which so
proudly rears its head in this, the land of freedom.
I come here for the purpose of ascertaining the con-
dition of the Irish citizens, who have emigrated to
these shores iu search of the priceless boon?
Liberty. (Cheers.) I come to this city for the pur-
pose of visiting and mingling with those who
were my countrymen, but who are now citi-
zens of this glorious Republic, as well
as to thank the citizens for their deep sympathies
in my behalf when 1 was an exile in Van Lieman's
Land. When I was there in my banishment, with
every hope crushed and exhausted, you were the
first to cry out shame, and to petition your Chief
Magistrate, Millard Fillmore, to address the Brit-
ish Government in my behalf. To the citizens of
Baltimore 1 attribute the greater share in those
transactions and diplomatic movements which
finally resulted in my release from exile,
and allowed me to return once again to Ire-
land. To Baltimore I owe a debt of grat-
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The Washington Star of yesterday evening says:
Perhaps for the last quarter of a century no event
has caused such a thrill of horror in this communi-
ty as the terrible affair,.resulting in the death of
Philip Barton Key at the hands ofDaniel E. Sickles,
of New York city. Fiom the prominence of the
parties concerned, the greatest excitement was
created bv the affair, snd the streets in the vicinity
of the club house,to which the body of the deceased
was taken, and of Mr. Sickles' residence on the
opposite side of Lafayette Square, was instantly
tilled by throngs of people. Many of Mr. Key's
warm personal friends, who were on the ground,
seemed quite overcome by the affair, some exhibit-
ing their feelings in passionate exclamations of
grief, and some in vehement denunciations ofSickles.

From the testimony before the Coroner's Jury.as
reported in the Star, the following extracts are
taken:

Joseph L. Dudrow, sworn.?l was walking on
the opposite side of the avenue; had got rather op-
posite the corner and heard the report of a pistol,
I turned round quick to sec where it come from
and saw this gentleman, now lying here, jump
aside and say something, but' could not hear
what it was, after he jumped aside, Mr. Sickles
raised his pistol to fire the second time; they were
on this corner and I on the opposite side; after
he raised the pistol Mr. Key grabbed him and
after they tussled awhile they got in the street,
Mr. Key followed him up apiece apparently
for the purpose of keeping Sickles from firing the
second time at him, but lie (Sickles) got away
from him and fired at him the second time; before
he fired the second time Mr. Key exclaimed two
or three times "don't shoot "me;" they were
about fifteen feet apart when the second fire was
given; after he received the second lire, Mr. Key
ran to a tree and got behind it, when Mr. Sickle's
followed him up and fired the third shot; Mr. Key
then fell, when Air. Sickles stepped on the pave-
ment and put the muzzle of the pistol to his fore-
head and snapped the cap; the pistol looked like a
Colt's revolver; I saw no weapon in the hands of
Mr. Key; did not see the position of the parties
prior to the first shot; after the attempt to fire thefourth time, Mr. Sickles said something to him?-
what it was Ido not know?after which he was
led off by some friend, and went to the place
where he was subsequently arrested; he was ar-
rested and taken from Judge Black's residence on K
street.

Richard H. Downer, sworn.?l was standing on
Fifteenth street, and heard the pistol shot; I ran
from Fifteenth to Sixteenth street, and heard
another shot; I saw a man run around the corner,
and after I got to the corner I heard a third shot;
I know Mr. Key; when I got to the place Mr. Key
was down and apparently dead; Mr. Sickles was
about turning away when I got there; he had a
Colt's revolver in his hams; I think he said "is the
d?d rascal dead;" he said something, and I be-
lieve that that expression was made use of; I never
knew Mr. Sickles prior to this; I saw no pistol in
the hands of Mr. Key; I picked a pistol up from the
pavement, it is a Derringer pistol, (the pistol was
here shown;) it was unloaded, and the cap was ex-
ploded; I picked it up on the corner of Sixteenth
street and Pennsylvania avenue, but do not know to
whom it be'onged. [.Vote. ?The Derringer pistol
referred to bad evidently been very recently fired.?
He/).]

Samuel F. Bu'terworth, sworn.?l was present
when this firingtook place; 1 was standing at
Mavnard's corner, talking to Mr. Key, when Mr.
Sickles approached and called Mr. Key bv name;
It was about 2 o'clock in the day; Mr." Kcv was
standing facing Mr. Sickles, when Mr. Sickles
said, "You scoundrel, you have dishonored me,"
or "my family," I do not know precisely which;
he was standing about ten feet from him at the
time; I desire not to go into a minute examination
at this time; 1 state that Mr. Sickles fired and Mr.Key fell; Mr. Key, simultaneously with the first
firing, drew something, which I supposed was a
pistol, and threw it at Mr. Sickles? which I after-
wards picked up and found to be an opera-glass?
Mr. Sickles fired three times; I stood by the side of
Mr. Key; Mr. Sickles did notputthe pistol to Mr.
Key's forehead.

[lnanswer to a question as to whether he ex-
pected an attack would be made, the witness re-
fused to answer, stating that he had been summon-
ed to attend at an examination on Monday.]

Edward Delafield , Jr., sworn.?l had just" left
Judge Carroll's, and was going to the avenue, and
when near the small gate in front of the President's
House I saw Mr. Sickles coming down this street; 1
saw Mr. Key at the corner of Sixteenth street and
the avenue; he was alone; when thev met I sup-
posed that they were friends; they "appeared so;
there was no person with Mr. Sickles at the time; I
heard the report of a pistol; then Mr. Kev and Mr.
Sickles were in the middle of the street;' the first
shot appeared to have no effect upon Mr. Kev;
Mr. Key threw up his arms and begged that he
would not shoot; he also cried "you murder me;"
Mr. Key then got awav from Mr. Sickles and. got
behind a tree; Mr. Sickles followed him up,
and was aiming the pistol at him when Mr.
Key caught bis arm, attempting to prevent
him from shooting, exclaiming again "don't shoot;"
Mr. Sickles threw him oil and fired a second time,
the ball taking effect in the groin; he fell on his
knees and exclaimed "I am murdered;" Mr. Sickles
then took the pistol and pointed it at his heart or
in that direction, touching with it his clothing, and
fired; Mr. Key fell as if dead; Mr. Sickles then at-
tempted to fire again, but the cap exploded; some
one then came from the Club House and caught
hold of Mr. Sickles, when he again attempted to
fire; he thrust this gentleman away and turned to

Mr. Key, who was apparently dead, and presenting
the pistol to his heart fired again, the pistol touch-
ing his clothing; he took the exploded cap off; Mr.
Key looked as if he was then dead; Mr. Sickles
then walked off with some one, when several people
ran up and took Mr. Key in the Club House; I saw-
nothing in Mr. Key's hands: he did nothing but
attempt to keep Mr. Sickles from him; he appeared
as if taken by surprise.

Francis Doyle, sworn.?About two o'clock to-day
I was sitting in the back room of this building with
Mr. Tidball and Mr. Upshur; Mr. Martin ran in
from the street and said that Dan . Sickles was
shooting Mr. Key; I heard the report of the pistol
as I left the passage; when 1 arrived at the front
door I looked over to the avenue, and saw Mr.
Sickles standing over Mr. Key, who was lying on
the sidewalk of this street, about ten or fifteen"feet
from the avenue; he was then reclining on his el-
bow; 1 ran up with several gentlemen; Mr. Sickh-3
was then pointing his pistol at Mr. Key's head; his
pistol snapped probably twice; Mr. Kev was look-
ing up at Mr. Sickles and exclaiming, "Don't
shoot;" as soon as I reached Mr. Sickles, I placed
my hand on his arm and begged him for God's sake
not to shoot; almost simultaneously some other
person placed his hand on him; Mr. Sickles turned
around, apparently desisting in his efforts to shoot
any more, and said, "He has dishonored me," or
"defiled my bed;" he may have said both; as soon
as Mr. Sickles had made "this remark, Mr. Butter-
worth, who was then standing near, stepped for-
ward and joined Mr. Sickles, and taking his arm,
the two passed up the street, arm in arm; I knewthem both.

Mr. Sickles was arrested at Judge Black's resi-
dence. At the jail, in reply to an expression of re-
gret at the occurrence, Mr. Sickles said that no one
could regret the occurrence more than himself, but
that after learning what he had learned, the course
he had taken was the only one he could take, and
that Mr. Key and himself could not both live in
the same world.

Mrs. Sickles is the daughter of an Italian music-
master in New York city, named Badjaoli. Shewas married when not more than sixteen, under
circumstances which were subsequently commented
upon invidiously by the press. In this city her ca-
reer was that ot an intensely fashionable sojourner.
Mrs. Sickles, in appearance, resembles I'iccolomini
so closely as that one might easily mistake them
for each other.

According to accounts emanating from the friends
of Mr. Sickles, through the exertion of a party on
whom he devolved the duty of watching,he learned
that Mrs. Sickles was in the habit of meeting the
deceased at a small two-story frame house on Fif-
teenth-and-a-half street, between K and L, the pro-
perty of a negro man named John Gray, of whom
the deceased is alleged to have rented it, and where
he kept a servant woman to attend to it; that on
Thursday evening last a woman dressed like Mrs.
Sickles was seen by the watcher to go to and re-
main in the house for one or two hours, and on
leaving it to go to the residence of Mr. Sickles; and
that Saturday morning parties acting for Mr.
Sickles carried Mrs. Sickles' clothing to the neigh-
borhood, where the articles were identified by fe-
males living near as having been worn by the wo-
man who was in the habit of visiting that house.

According to the most reliable accounts we can
obtain, a third party and friend was consulted by
Sickles some days ago as to the course lie had best
pursue, who advised him to do nothing until ob-
taining positive proof of the criminal connection
of Mrs. Sickles and the deceased; that on the night
before last, Mr. Sickles charged the woman with
the criminality, with such specifications as caused
her to faint. Yesterday, she was induced to sign
or write a paper purporting to be a full acknowl-
edgment of her infidelity with the deceased. That
in it she admitted that the deceased and herself had
signals by whkch she could let him know whether
she could meet him, and explained those signals.?
That shortly after she explained the signals, the de-
ceased eame over from about the club-house, where
lie had been using a lorgnette to see whether a
signal was out, into Lafayette square, and, in sight
of those in the house, he waved his handkerchief at

the house; that Mr. Butterworth left the house two

or three minutes before Sickles, and went over to
where, according tohis testimony, he (8.,) was en-
gaged in conversation with the deceased when Mr.
Sickles came up from another direction and com-
menced firing at him?Butterw rtb, according to

the testimony of one of the witnesses, standing lean-
inghis arm against the fence of Mr. May na id's yard,
and not interfering to prevent the homicide.

A meeting of the Washington Bar was held yes-
terday in the Circuit Court room. Mr. Carlisle
announced the death of Mr. Key, and said that in
doing so, all that was good, all that was attractive
in his character came so forcibly before him, that
he could not do justice to the subject. To all who
had ever been associated with the deceased, his
conduct had always been open, friendly and cour-
teous. In that aspect all present bad known him;
in that aspect all present desired to cherish his
memory.

Chief Justice Dunlop spoke of the deceased in
terms of affection and respect.

A resolution, expressing regret, of the members
of the Bar was pa3sed, and they resolved to attendthe funeral.

A NEW BRITISH COLONT.-WB learn from the
Sydney Morning Herald, that Lord Derby, who,
when pressed from so many quarters to accept atransfer ot feir James Brooke's territory of Sara-wak, expressed an opinion that we have coloniesenough already, and will be embarrassed bv a consn-lar acquisition in the South Seas. It appears that,on the lltb of September last, Thakombau, whoclaims supremacy as King over the Fejee Islands
executed a deed ceding the sovereignty of all the
islands to Queen Victoria. The deed stipulates that1 nakombau shall retain his position as chief of theaboriginal tribes, but shall govern under instruc-tions trom her Majesty's local representative; andthat the British Government shall pay 45,000 dol-
lars demanded by the Americans for compensation
ironi lhakombau, and shall receive in return 200,-000 acres of land. This agreement was made by
lhakombau, with Mr. Pi itchard, the British Con-
sul in Fejee, who has arrived at Sydney, and is
about to come to England with the treaty which
he has concluded. The immediate motive which
induced Thakombau to make the cession seems to
have been an intimation from Captain Sinclair, of
the American corvette Vandalia. that, if the 45,060
dollars were not paid within twelvemonths, pav-
lncnt would be compelled by force. We are not told
for what injuries the Americans hare demanded this
sum as compensation; hut we learn that Captain
Sinclair, during hia visit to Fejee, took occasion to
chastise the heathen people of Uaia, one of the small
Islands of the archipelago, who had previously
cooked and eaten two Americans, and who intima-
ted that they had heated ovens to bake the whole
party which Captain Sinclair had sent to burn their
village.
