Since such
reports were made, sufficient inaccuracies have been dis-
covered to rendei it certain there were at least 500.000
sheep inthe country while the assessors were in the per-
formance of their duties. In Solano county alone, it has
been ascertained, the estimate was full GO,OOO too low,
that number of sheep having been driven out of the coun-
try for the purpose of better pasturage during the sum-
mer. Indeed, had there not been at least half a million of
sheep in the State during the shearing season, it is hard-
ly probable we could have exported 1.428,351 pounds of
wool in 1858, as our statistics show to have been the case.
Since the season's clip was over, the number of sheep
that have been driven into the different counties is
known to be quite large, and Governor Wcller?doubtless
after taking pains to ascertain the recent increase from
abroad?estimated the total number on the Ist of Janu-
ary at 650,000. By a late Santa Fe (New Mexico) Gazette
we learn that 105,000 sheep were about to le taken
from Benaille and Valencia counties, in that Terri-
tory, overland to California. There was also a
drove of 10.000 from Ohio at Santa Fe, bound for the
same destination. Considering the rapidity of the natu-
ral increase in this State, and the stimulus that large
profits have given the wool business, it is not improbable
that there willbe a million sheep in the Stare against the
next shearing season, and that the wool export in 1859
willbe in the neighborhood of three million pounds. It
is only recently that general attention has been called to
the extraordinary advantages of California as a woolgrowing country. Now, however, people are fully
aroused to the importance of the subject, and past pro
gross is no criterion to judge the future improvements in
this branch of the business. We hear ofquite a number

ed vessels, are forced to submit to the pretentions of plan-
ters, paying for refining sorts the quotations we subjoin.
Grocery kinds are neglected, and with difficulty, on small
lots obtain 9rs.

Molasses Sugars?Are less active, but prices continue
well maintained.

Melado or Unpurged Sugars.?2oo hhds. superior quali
ty brought 6%is. on contract for delivery.

Molasses.?Dealers are still firm in their demands, while
purchasers ou ilie strength of the accounts received from
the United States and Europe, are littledisposed to concede. We have now a stock on hand of near 4,500 hhds.
Clayed, for which 4rs. is asked, a small lot having been
sold at 4%rs. In Muscovado some transactions have been
closed at sto s%rs. there being but trilles of this descrip
tion in the market.

Weather and Crop.?We have now fine' dry weather,
and sugar making is in its full activity. Planters generally complain that the cane yields less than last season.

Freights.?The freight market continues much depress-
ed and withlittle or nothing offering, rates are nominal,
as follows: British Channel 35 to 4 s.: United States $4
per hhd. Sugar; 80c. per box Sugar; $2% per 110 gallons
Molasses.

Exchanges.?The market is well supplied with Bills,
and prices are declining. We quote: London 10% per ct.
premium; New York 1 per ct. discount; Paris 1 per ct.
discount.

CARDENAS, February 21.?For the first two days sub-
sequent to the departure of the last correspondence hence,
our sugar market showed the same feverish excitement
as that observable during the prN:eding week. On Mon-
day and Tuesday last sundry parcels of sugar changed
hands at rates ruling from 8% rs. upwards for fair to
good refining. While lots of fair grocery readily obtain
ed 8% to 8,% ?and the crop of one estate producing some
700 to 800 hhds.?mostly good refining?was contracted
lor at 8% rs.

On the receipt here, however, on Tuesday evening, of
the advices brought to Havana, jier Black Warrior, all ac-
tion on the part of purchasers was suspended, and very
few transactions have taken place since that date.

We hear of a small contract entered into on the 16tli,
for the crop of an estate good refining at 8 rs., and a few
parcels have been taken to complete cargoes at prices
ranging from 8% to 8? 4 rs. for good grades. But we know
ofno transactions of importance.

The decline, however, in the northern markets cannotbe said to have been felt in ours as yet otherwise than in
the suspension of demand; planters believing the depres-
sion to ot only temporary, show little inclination to lower
asking rates, and as, in consequence of the many crops
sold at the commencement of the season, they have but
few goods comparatively in our storehouses, we should
not he surprised to see the produce of those estates which
have not been sold, held back by the planters for some
time.

Molasses.?Several cargo purchases have been made
during the past week, at 4 rs. for Clayed, and 0 rs. for
Muscovado. Although demand is not very active, still
our dealers decline accepting any lower terms, and as the
majority of them have still to deliver heavy quantities
on sales made earlier in the season, it is unlikely they
willsubmit to any decline until their over-receipts should
oblige them to part with their surplus stock.

Freights ?Continue excessively dull. A few vessels
have been taken for Sugar at $4 for Northern Ports, and
at s2j£ and s2j{ for Molasses. Although the amount of
unoccupied tonnage in our own port is large, our Freight
market is still more influenced by the superabundance ofshipping and dullness of trade in Havana, and Mantanzas;
very many vessels having been chartered lately in the
capital, at a rate which were declined here.

Exchange continues dull, with but little local de-
mand. Our rates are therefore ruled by those of the
capital.

We quote London CO d. s. 10% to 11 per cent. pm. New
York do. do. 1 percent, dis. to par.

Lumber, kc. ?Although our receipts both of White and
Pitch Pine have been numerous lately, still an active de-
mand has more than counteracted the increased supply. ?

Sales of cargoes of White Pine Boards have been effected
at from $27 %to S2O, and the demand still continues mod-
erate. Pitch Pine Lumber has been placed at $27 to S2B
Of the latter we have one cargo still unsold. The highest
obtainable offer to-day is s2o?4 mos.

Lard is worth 18 to cts., no sales.
Potatoes ?Abundant; last sab s at 20 rs.

How JUDICIAL PROCKEDINUS ARE CONDUCTED IN
NEW MEXICO.?"A very shrewd Mexican of my
acquaintance describes'the difficulties of executing
the laws in this manner, he says: 'When a case
is called in Court, a lawyer gets up on one side and
talks, and talks, and talks, aud when he sits down
another jumps un on the other side and in like man-
ner talks, and talks, and talks; the Judge cannot
tell him to sit down, because, under the Constitu-
tion, he has a l ight to talk, when the head of the
Judge gets so completely to wool-gathering that
he can give no decision "at all, and adjourns the
case to the next term of the Court, taking it under
consideration.' The Judge does not understand
Spanish, nor the client or jury English, the conse-
quence of which is, that the lawyers have to speak
in a jargon betwixt and between, (confounding
Court client, and jury) about as intelligible as that
which was so successful in scattering the people at
the building of the Tower of Babel. Another very
segacious old Mexican gentleman says:? 4 lf you
go to collect a debt of an American, he will proba-
bly hurl at you a great many oaths, summon him
before the Alcalde, and the Alcalde is afraid; and
when the trial comes on, the American draws out
a great many laws, and finally pays you up in the
Constitution.' These little things will probably
give you a better idea of the true difficulties to be
encountered in the acquisition of Mexican Territory
than pages of grave speculation on the subject."?

THE BOAT FOR FROZEN RIVERS.? The La Crosse
Republican of Feb. 23 announces the arrival there
of the netvly invented ice boat, which is intended
to run on the ice or in the water. The Republican
says she looked like a thing of life, as she laid nose
to the shore, with her walking apparatus exposed,
and clawing awav as if weary of the long delay.?
The captain was in line spirits, and savs the great
experiment is a triumphant success, Her running
time from Prairie du Chien was four days, being
heavily loaded with freight, Ac., for northwestern
points. After remaining at the levee 30 minutes,
she made a break for up-river, and as she left, it
reminded us of a microscopic view we once had of
a huge land-turtle. Three loud cheers were given
by the multitude as she departed, and all seemedhighly pleased.

The Chicago Press and Tribune , in a recent no-
tice of the invention, says that its importance to
the Northwest can scarcely be over estimated, as
from the time the ice is formed in November or
December, the boat will have an uninterrupted
navigation for four or live months, from Prairie du
Chien or La Crosse up the Mississippi and Minne-
sota to Big Sione Lake, thence down the Ked
River and up the Saskatchewan to the base of the
Rocky Mountains.

THE LARGE COTTON PLANTERS.?A Vidalia corres-
pondent of the Free Trader (Natchez) contrasts the
planters of Mississippi, Louisiana and Georgia as
follows:

There are half a dozen planters in Concordia
parish and Louisiana, as also many more in Missis-
sippi, that make a far higher mark than this. Not
to make a thing invidious, the names of A. Y.
Davis, Esq., of Concordia parish, who makes all
his cotton there, chalks up several hundred bales
above the Georgia planter; so does L. It. Marshall,
Esq., in the State of Louisiana, raising in that
State alone, more than three thousand five hundred
hales; so is John Ruth, Esq,, of Hard Times, full as
much, ifnot more; so did Frederick Stanton,. Esq.,
but a few weeks deceased, raise twenty-eight hun-
dred bales the present year?all in Concordia
parish?and even more than this figure in 1855
all in Louisiana; and there arc numerous others that
come up, or nearly so, to the Georgia highest knot.
For instance, L. It. Marshall, residence Natchez, a
planter in three States, Louisiana, Mississippi and
Arkansas, is more than a four thousand hale pro-
ducer; so is Dr. Stephen Duncan more than a three
thousand bale grower in the State of Mississippi,
besides being an opulent planter of Louisiana?-
more than four thousand bales in all.

The great estate of the two princely planters of
this region, the late Samuel Davis aud Francis
Surget, Esq., always produced from three to five
thousand bales each until their deaths divided the
estate among the heirs.

The troops numbered only twenty-two,
whilst the Indians were two hand red "strong.

Fire NF Pliilurlclpliln.

court of small houses in the rear, by which a dozen
families were rendered houseless, some of the in-
mates making narrow escapes. The bar keeper of'
a lager beer saloon, which was also destroyed, was
severely burnt. Loss $20,000.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
FIRE INSPECTOR'S REPORT.? The report of F. H.

B. Boyd. Esq., Fire Inspector, for the year 1858,
has justbeen printed, and contains man v valuable
and interesting statistics, and also other informa-
tion of interest. After reviewing the good results
which have followed the operation of tlie ordinance
relative to the erection of buildings, and referring
to the necessity of an ordinance to compel persons
to secure a permit from some city official before abuilding can ho erected, or any alterations made in
those already erected, tlie report refers to tlie ori-
gin ot some of the fires. From this portion we se-
lect the following :

An alarm of fire was sounded at 4 o'clock 10
minutes, on the morning of July 31st, and it was
found to proceed from the cellar" of the large five-
storv warehouse. No. 3 South Calvert street, occu-
pied by Messrs. E. II Stabler & Co., as a drug and
chemical store. The porter of the store in sweep-
ing tlie same on the evening previous to the fire,
used sawdust for the more effectual soaking up ofthe oil spilt upon the floor. This combustible com-
pound he placed in a barrel and put it in tlie cellar,
intending, doubtless, to remove it the next day. It
ignited however, and but for its timely discovery a
most disastrous conflagration would in ail proba-
bility have taken place. I have been thus particu-
lar in calling attention to this fire in the hope that
all persons owning similar establishments to that
of Messrs. Stabler, willprofit bv their narrow es-
cape. This fire shows the extent of ignorance
which prevails as to tlie danger of carelessness
in the use of materials which, separately innocent,
become dangerous by combination.

Tlie explosion of Camphene or burning fluid
lamps, comes infor the usual number of accidents.
My books state that hut nine buildings were de-stroyed or damaged during the year bv this dan-
gerous compound. This, however, is not one-fourth
the number of accidents from the use of burning
fluids, as much the greater number caused no gem
era! alarm of fire, and my books onlv notice the
latter. Five persons were burned to death, and a
much larger number dreadfully injured. All acci-
dents from this cause are traceable to the attempts
to fill the lamps whilst the wick was lit, or bv theexplosion of the lamp owing to its bad construc-
tion.

Daring:the year there were 27 arrets made on
the charge of arson. Of this number six were con-
victed of the crime, 3of whom (being negroes)
were sold for life out of the State. Two were
sentenced to the penitentiary for six vears, and one
was sent to the House of Refuge; five have been
indicted by the Grand Jurv and are awaiting trial;
two were acquitted and the rest ex-
amination. The report states that this is the larg-
est number of convictions which has taken place fn'any city in the Union during the year.

The report makes a strong appeal for the paid
liredepartment and anticipates the most favorable
results from its successful operation. It also urges
the necessity of the speedy erection of the tire
alarm telegraph. The Inspector has given a most
interesting account to the public, which is the best
evidence of the necessity of the office and of hiscapacity to fill it.

ABREST ox TUB CHARGE OF MCRDER.? Yesterday
afternoon Lieut. Carmichael, Sergeant Wallis an'd
Constable Mathison, arrested a man named Joshua
L. Stark, charged with the muder of Daniel Mcin-
tosh, on the 22d of February last, in the Avalon
Iron Works, situated on the ' Raltimore and Ohio
railroad near the Relay House. Stark, who is an
under foreman in the employ of the establishment,
and Mcintosh, who had been a workmen, quarrel-
led, when the former struck the latter with an iron
sledge, weighing ten pounds, two blows on thehead which knocked him senseless to the earth.?
Mcintosh was carried out of the building and whileon the outside was restored to consciousness, butduring the afternoon fainted several times. He
came to the city the same evening on the cars and
went to his home,-No. 133 Hudson street. On the
following day Stark came to the city and had Mc-
intosh arrested on the charge of assaulting him the
day previous, and had him hound over in a peace
bond. Mcintosh had a warrant issued for the ar-
rest of Stark on the charge of an assault with an
attempt to kill, but the hitter evaded arrest bvleaving the city. Mcintosh suffered from the ef-
fects of his injuries until Wednesday night at ten
o'clock, when lie died. CoronerSparklin accompa-
nied the otlicers to the Iron Works and summoned
all the witnesses in the case, for tbe purpose of
holding an inquest on the body, which will take
place to-day at 12 o'clock. Stark is now confined
in the Middle district police station.

A CASE OF DESERTlON.? Yesterday afternoon a
lad named John Taylor, about ten years of age,
was sent to the House of Refuge, on a commitment
from Justice Logan. Itseeuis that this lad, to-
gether with his little brother and two sisters, all
younger than himself, were deserted by their father
some days ago, and left alone in a house on Amity
street, near Lexington.

When in the magistrate's office the boy said that
he had no objection to going to the House'of Refuge,
and on being questioned as to tbe whereabouts of
his parents, replied that his mother was dead, and
his father had gone to St. Louis in search of employmcnt at his trade, which is that of a baker.
Mr. Frederick Nugent has kindly consented to takecharge of the three youngest children, until they
can be otherwise provided for.

MARIETTA AND CINCINNATI RAILROAD.? WiIIiam
P. Putnam, Esq., a director of the Marietta and
Cincinnati Railroad Company, is at present in this
city making arrangements for the purchase and
transportation of some nine hundred tons of rail-
road iron, for the purpose of laying the track ne-cessary to connect the Raltimore "and Ohio, and
Marietta roads, on the west side of the Ohio river,
between Delpret and Scotts' Landing, a distance of
about nine miles.

CATHOLIC INSTITUTE LECTURES.? Owing to the in-
clemency of the weather last evening, Rev. Francis
E. Doyle's lecture before the Catholic Institute was
postponed until this (Friday) evening, March 4,
at 8 o'clock. There will be no further postpone-
ment cn account of the weather.

PROPERTY SALE,?The Trustees of Charles street
Methodist Episcopal Church have purchased of the
heirs ot the late D. Wright, the handsome four-story brick dwelling on Fayette street, near How-
ard street, for the sum of 57,000. The building is
26}£ feet front, and 100 feet in depth, contains
over twenty apartments, and from its situation will
prove an excellent parisonage.

THE REV. MR. SPURGEOX.
The Boston Courier says: A Baptist paper pub-

lished in England, called the Freeman, said to be
the organ of that religious denomination, discours-
ing of Rev. Mr. Spurgeon's contemplated visit to
this country, gives us the following rather broad
liintof what we may expect from this noted preach-
er. The idea seems to he, that he is to visit the
United States as a kind of missionary, not for the
conversion of souls, but for the abolition of slavery;
and it is thought not impossible he "is destined to

be the Knihb ofAmerica!" We cannot dispute the
latter proposition, having, in our ignorance, noidea who Knibb may be, or what lie has done; but
we do believe that both he and Mr. Spurgeon
would soon find a good deal of the nonsense taken
out of them, if they should undertake to interferewith affairs in this country in such an offensive,
uDgentleinanlv and unchristian manner, as the ex-
tract we make portends:

"One of Mr. Spurgeon's friends, who knows bim
best, remarked to us while speaking of his visit,
'and won't he give it to them on their slavery?'
At the time our first feeling was, 'Dare be do it?'
Second thoughts disposed us to think that he both
dare and would, ?that he may be raised up for tbe
work, and that the way is wonderfully prepared

for him."
Proceeding to discuss this point at some length,

the writer waxes warm and exclaims:
"Who can tell but that Mr. Spurgeon is destined

to be the Knibb of America? He posesscs many ofthe moral and physical qualities of that noble man;
those especially which were his chief weapons in his
holy war against slavery?the courage to sav
straight out what he thinks,?what the impulses of
the moment demand, and the eloquence to arouse
the enthusiasm of the many, while the few also are
compelled to feel its homely power?the power of
truth. When he arrives' on the slave-darkened
soil of New York, (for a black man is property
there as much as in New Orleans!, we can hut be-
lieve that, like Paul at Athens, and on Mar's Hill,
'his spirit will be stirred within him.' Manv a
gentle hint will our brother receive when he lauds
at New York. Should he remonstrate in private,
all kinds of suggestions not to obstruct his useful-
ness by adverting to the dangerous subject will begiven; but we have little doubt that faith and
prayer will have braced his spirit for the solemn
conflict."

FROM KANSAS.? The St. Joseph correspondent of
the St. Louis Republican, under date of the 27th
ult., says that a special messenger from Platte City
brings information that Day and his son, who were
confined on the charge of running off' negroes, were
forcibly taken from the jail last night by a mob of
three hundred men and hung. The reason assigned
is, that the Court would acquit the prisoners on
the ground that it was not the proper district to
try them in.

are received, but they contain nothing in reference
to the hanging of Day and bis son at Platte City bva mob. The story is, doubtless, an unmitigated
hoax.

CONGRESSIONAL PROCEEDINGS,

j THIRTY-FIFTH CONGRESS-SECOND SESSION.

WASHINGTON, March 2, 1853.
SENATE.

The following are the concluding proceedings of
the Senate on Wednesday night.

Mr. HA I.E. from the Committee on the Post-office
an<l Post Hoads. submitted an amendment author-
ising and directing the Secretary of the Navy to
pay to Edward K. Collins and his associates the
balance of appropriations heretofore made for the
transportation of the mails from New York to Liv-erpool and back, which has been withheld by the
Department.

The Presiding Officer decided the amendment to
be nut of order.

Mr. BIOLRR, from the Committee on the Post-office and Post linads, submitted an amendment
authorising the sale of certain lots of ground in the
city of Philadelphia. (heretofore purchased by the
United States as a site for a Court-house,) and thepurchase of other lots; which was agreed to.

Mr. FITCH, from the Committee on Printing,
submitted an amendment modifying the contract
with Messrs. Gales & Seatnn, for the publication
of the American State Papers; which, after a brief
debate, was rejected.

Mr. BATAttn submitted an amendment making
an appropriation for littingup the old Senate cham-

-1 ber and ante-rooms connected therewith, for the
' use ot the Supreme Court and officers of that body;

[ which was agreed to?yeas 28, nays 19.
Mr. BRODBRICK moved to reduce the appropria-

tion for surveying the public lands and private
land claim in California, from $103,000 to $75,000.
Mr. B. said that the government had already spent
over a million of dollars in surveying land 3 i"n Cali-
fornia, while the sales had only amounted to six
or seven thousand dollars, he could never sanction
such extravagance while he held a seat in the
Senate.

The subject was discussed by Messrs. Harlan,
Stuart, Seward, Broderick, Trumbull and others at
considerable length; when the question being ta-
ken the amendment was rejected?yeas 21, nays 29.

Mr. PBAECE, from the Committee on Public Build-
ings and Grounds, reported an amendment, direct-
ing the Commissioner on Public Buildings to ascer-tain, as far as possible, by a conference with the
owners of private property within the limits of the
proposed enlargement of "the public grounds sur-
rounding the Capitol, the price thereof, and report
the same to Congress at an early day of the next
session; also, directing him to submit an estimate in
detail of the probable quantity of work involved in
such enlargement, and the cost of the same.

The amendment was agreed to.
Mr. DERKEE, from the Committee on Revolution-

ary Claims, reported an amendment that whenevernewly-elected Senators shall be notified to attend an
extra session of the Senate when Congress shall notconvene, and shall attend, they shall be allowedmileage in the same manner as is now allowed at
the commencement of a regular session of Congress;
and mileage shall be allowed to those newly elected
Senators who attended the extra session called and
held on the 4th of March. 1857: but nothing hereincontained shall be so construeed as to allow con-
structive mileage in any case.

Mr. IVERSON moved to amend the amendment so
that ncwjy-elected Senators shall be entitled to re-
ceive their actual expenses in going to or returning
from Washington, to be certified to by them on
honor; which was not agreed to.

Mr. DAVIS, from the Committee of Conference on
the disagreeing votes of the two Houses on the
Army Appropriation bill, submitted a report, which
was agreed to.

Mr. BKKIHT submitted a substitute for the amend-
ment of Mr. Durkee, providing that newly electedSenators ma y receive their mileage on attending an
extra or called session of the Senate, but in such
cases they shall receive no mileage at the com-
mencement of the next regular session of Congress
thereafter; which was agreed to, and the amend-
ment, as amended, was adopted,

Mr. B. submitted an amendment for providing
additional furniture lor some of the CommitteeBooms in the north wing of the Capitol; which was
under discussion at one o'clock, this A. M., whenthe Senate adjourned.

WASHINGTON, March 3.
The Senate met at the usual hour, and after read-

ing the journal, proceeded to business.
The hill appropriating ten thousand dollars for

expenses of the Investigating Committee was taken
up and passed.

Mr. JONES and other Senators wanted the private
bills taken up.-

Air. HUNTER moved to dispose of the Appropria-
tion hills first. He said they would then have time
enough to attend to others.

Mr. JONES said the I'resident would sign no pri-
vate hills after 12 o'clock to-night, hut that he
would sign appropriation hills until 12 o'clock to-
morrow.

Mr. HUNTER'S motion finally prevailed, and the
consideration of the Miscellaneous bill was re-
sumed.

7 lie amendment was adopted for the continuanceof a semi-monthly mail on the l'anaina route, from
New York to Astoria, at $525,000 per annum.

Mr. 7 IT.EE offered an amendment authorizing
the Postmaster General to increase the mail facili-
ties between the Atlantic and Pacific States, by
way ol Panama and Tehuantepec, to an additional
cost of not exceeding $250,000.

This was opposed by Messrs. Clay, I'ugh and
Toombs, and advocated by Messrs. Yulee and Sew-
ard.

Mr. BENJAMIN stated that he was largely interest-
ed peeuniarly in the Tehuantepec route, and conse-
quently would not vote on the amendment, which
lie advocated.

The amendment was adopted?yeas 39, nays 11.[Mr HUNTER'S Committee amendment adopted
yesterday, was, that the power for the issue and re-
issue of the Treasury notes, conferred upon the
President by act of Congress, Dec. 23d. 1857, shall
be revived and continue in force from the passage
of this act, until July Ist, ISCG, the interest not to
exceed six per cent., and to defray the expenses
thereof $5,000 be appropriated.]

Mr. 1"ITZPATRK'K moved to amend by inserting an
appropriation of $120,000 for ten years, to aid the
establishment nt a line of steamers to ports in the
Mexican Gulf, Mexico having given a grant of asimilar amount.

Messrs. Fitzpatrick, AVard, Benjamin, Shields
and Wilson spoke in favor of the proposition, the
latter desiring to limit the period to four years,and,
so amended, it was adopted?ayes 24, nays 10.

Mr. BRIGHT, from the Committee on PublicBuildings, moved to amend by giving the whole
amount $500,000. to complete the Treasury build-ing, instead id" $50,000. Adopted.

Mr. IVERSON and many other Senators attempted
to append claims and other business as amendments,
the discussion of which occupied much time, hut
mostly were voted down or set aside as out of order.

Eitjht u clock , M.?The Senate is still insession,
not having taken even a recess. There is a deluge
of rain without. Within, the thermometer indicates
80°. There are a few hundred ladies and several
hundred incu inthe galleries. Most of the Senators
are in their seats.

The subject before the Senate is an omnibus hill,
but it is overlaid with amendments, which hasgiven scope to debate on all topics, from a protec-
tive tar illto the Kansas Indians. The main amend-
ments, made as above noted in Committee of the
Whole, have been confirmed, excepting Mr. Sim-
mon's proposal for home valuation, which was
lost by a vote ol 24 against 20. The section au-
thorizing the Treasury notes was confirmed by a
vote ot 32 to 22. Amendments were added to
abolish the franking privilege and raise the rates of
postage, which are identical with those already ap-
pended to two other bills.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.
The following are the concluding proceedings of

the House on Wednesday night:
The Naval bill, with the Senate amendment, be-

ing under consideration.
The amendment appropriating $173,700 for thepayment of the charter of vessels for the Paraguay

expedition for nine months was reported from the
Committee, with an amendment providing that, if
the said vessels shall not be purchased, no moreshall be used of this sum than shall he required to
pay for the charter ofthe vessels at the rate agreed
upon for the time employed by the Government of
the United States.

The question was first taken upon the amendmentof the committee, which was agreed to. and the
question recurring upon the Senate amendment as
amended, it was decided in the affirmative?yeas
83, nays 77.

The amendment confirming the general order
issued by the Secretary of the Navy on the 13thJanuary, 1853, in relation to the rank ofengineers
in the navy was agreed to, with an amendment pro-
viding the commanding officers shall take prece-
dence over all engineer officers.

The amendment providing that the sixth section
of the act of June 16, 1857, entitled "An act to
amend an act to promote theetliciencv of the navy,"
shall be so construed as to include officers who" atthe time they were dropped or placed on the re-
served list, had been detached from dutv or re-
moved from command for supposed inefficiency, hut
having since been restored to the active list; and
such officers shall receive the same pay thev were
respectively receiving when thev were so detached,
deducting any pay they may have otherwise re-
ceived during the" time aforesaid, and that this
shall extend to any officer who lias been transferredfrom the furlough list to the leave of absence list, by
and with the advice and consent of the Senate; and
those officers who were dropped from the navy
bv the action of the late naval retiring board, and
who have subsequently been restored to the
service and placed on the furlough or leave
pay list, shall be allowed furlough pay if they
were placed on the furlough list, and leave pay if
they were placed on the leave list, from the time
when they were so dropped until they were re-stored, deducting what thev may already have re-
ceived for such time; and that snch officers as may
have been retired and subsequently transferred tothe leave list shall be allowed leave pay during thetime they were on the furlough list, deducting the
furlough pay they have already received, wasagreed to, ayes 73, navs 58.

The amendments of the Senate to the Naval ap-
propriation bill having been disposed of?

On motion of Mr. PIIEI.FS, of Missouri,the amend-
ments of the Senate to the Post-office Apppropria-
tion hillwere ordered to be printed.

Mr. HOPKINS, ol A irginia, from the Committee of
Conference on the disagreeing votes of the two
Houses on the Consular and Diplomatic Appro-
priation hill, submitted a report, which was
agreed to.

Adjourned.
AVASHINGTON, March 3.A Committee of Conference was asked and ap-

pointed on the disagreeing votes of the two Houses
on the Naval Appropriation Kill.

The report of the Committee of Conference on
the AVashington Aqueduct hillwas agreed to.

On motion of Air. NICHOLS, the House considered
tiie report from the Soaring Investigating Com-
mittee. The resolution accompanying the report isas follows:

lietolceJ, That upon a review of nil the testimo-
ny taken in the matter of the charge against JohnA. Searing, a member of this House from the State
of New Aork, and Chairman of the Committee of
Accounts, the evidence would not warrant a con-
viction nor subject him to expulsion.

Mr. NICHOLS stated that since the report had been
made, he had re-read the testimony, and came to
the conclusion that the resolution did not go farenough, and that it should have entirely exonera-
ted the member from New A ork, as th'e evidence
was not sufficient to impeach his integrity inany
degree. This conclusion, he said, was also concur-
red in by other members of the Committee.

Alter some debate the resolution was adopted.
Air. CRAWFORD, of Georgia, submitted a report

from the Committee of Conference on the Army
bill. J

The Senate receded from its amendment provi-
ding for the payment of the expenses of the Kan-sas volunteers, and the House agreed to the appro-
priations for Fortifications, with certain amend-
merits.
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Fortifications were fixed at $600,000. The report
was agreed to.

Mr. DAVIDSON, of Louisiana, made a statement
that the President would sign no more private bills
that might be passed at this SESSION of Congress.

Mr. PHELPS, of Missouri, moved to suspend the
rules, with a view of taking up the Senate amend
ments to the Post-office Appropriation Bill, in or-
der to refer the same to tlie Committee of the
Whole.

The motion prevailed, and
Mr. PHELPS moved to refer the bill to the Com-

mittee of the Whole.
Mr. GROW, of Pennsylvania, raised the point of

order that the action of the Senate in adding an
amendment to the bill, increasing the rates of post-
age, invaded the privileges of the Ilonse, being in
the nature of a revenue bill, which was in violation
of the provision of tlie Constitution, which requir-
ed that all revenue bills should originate in the
House. He argued that there was no difference
between raising revenue by a tax on letters, than
by a tax on merchandise, and that the Senate had
therefore exceeded its powers. He offered a reso-
lution that the bill be returned to the Senate, as
section 13 of the Senate amendments was in the
nature of a revenue bill.

[The amendment of the Senate was the one in-
creasing the rates of postage to five cents.]

Mr. PHELPS, of Missouri, moved to lay the reso-
lution on tiie table. Lost by yeas 80, nays 106.

The question then recurred on the resolution of
Mr. GROW, and it was adopted by yeas 117,
nays 76.

Mr. ENGLISH, of Indiana, in view of the action
just taken, introduced a new Post Route bill,which
was put upon its passage and passed bv yeas 110,
nays 66.

CHAFFEE, of Massachusetts, asked leave to
take up the hill for the relief of Edward Inger-
soll. *

Mr. PHELPS said we had received notice that the
President could not consider any more private bills
that might be passed.

Mr. DAVIS, of Maryland, thought such a declara-tion ought not to affect the action of the House.
Mr. CHAFFEE moved to suspend tlie rules. Carriedby ayes 96, noes 30.
The bill was then passed.
The House concurred in the report of the Com-

mittee of Conference on the Navy biii, by whicli
$289,000 is appropriated to enable' the purchase OR
the chartered vessels employed in the Paraguay ex-
pedition.

Also passed the Senate bill carrying into effect
tlie treaty with China of November last, bv author-
lzmg the President to appoint a commissioner forthe examination of claims.

A recess was here taken till7)4 o'clock.
On motion of Mr. MILES, tho rules were suspend-

ed to consider the report of the Special Committee
on the Hall Arrangements, concluding with a reso-
lution that tlie superintendent of the Capitol exten-
sion be directed, after the adjournment of thepresent Congress, to remove the desks from tlie
hall and make a rearrangement, bringing the seats
together in the smallest convenient space.

Mr. CLAY asked what would become of the desks,
which cost ninety or one hundred dollars apiece?

Mr. MCRAE replied: Consigned to the tomb of
tlie Capitol.

During these proceedings the greatest possible
confusion prevailed. The SPEAKER repeatedly re-
minded gentlemen that it was impossible to trans-
act business unless order was preserved.

At 11 o'clock both Houses were still in session,
with no prospect of adjournment before daylight,
and so much confusiffn prevailing as to render it
difficult to ascertain what measures were being
acted upon.

THE RIGHT OF SEARCH?IMPORTANT DE-BATE IN THE HOL'SE OF LORDS.
On the 14t,h of February, Lord Woodhouse asked

it the Secretary for Foreign Affairs would lay on
the table copies of tlie correspondence with the
United States government relative to the Right of
Search :

In tho debate which arose, the Earl of Malme3-
burv said :

If 1 understand international law at all, which
has not changed in our days, what is right now
must have been right fifty years ago. Atthe latter
period, or rather forty-five years ago, circumstances
were very different to what they are now. We
were then at the close of a very long and serious
contest, by which ali nations were more or less ex-
hausted, and at tiie end of which no nation but
England possessed anything like a navv. But it
must be recollected that at that time the' feeling in
this country respecting the slave-trade was ex-
tremely strong, and in fact the English navy was
the only one capable of exercising an effective con-
trol over that odious traffic. We could not then
expect assistance from other nations, and we treat-
ed matters rather with a high hand. We were
masters of the sea, and we claimed that which, al-
though it was for the benefit of all, must be admit-
ted to have been more than we had a right to.
Your Lordships are aware that the slave-trade is a
perfectly legal traffic, except where treaties exist
providing for its suppression, and there is no law
whatever that gives us or any one else a right to
visit a ship or seize her, even if full of slaves, pro-
vided she is sailing under an independent (lag, un-
less we have a treaty right to that effect with tlie
nation to which that particular llag belongs. As
peace endured and nations flourished, those who
had lost their navies were enabled to reconstruct
them, and those who had had none began to create
them. Feelings grew up among them with respect
to their navies similar to those which we entertain-
ed with regard to our own, and naturally they be-
gan to dispute a claim which they had never sub-
mitted to with a good grace.

I am not fond of expressing opinions upon the
acts of my predecessors in office, but I must say I
think tliey held out too long, considering all tlie
circumstances, for the extreme exercise of tlie pow-
er we claimed and which international law, strictly
interpreted, could not bear us out in demanding.
As my noble friend has stated, this practice of vis-
iting all ships (tlie Slave-trade having much in-
creased in consequence of the Russian War! crea-
ted a great amount of ill blood in tlie United States,
and I felt that tlie time was come when, instead of
carrying it with a high hand, as we had done thir-
tv-one years before., it was better?that great coun-
try having a powerful navv, and able, if they
chose, to prevent acts which'we justly deprecate?-
that we should show our confideucein them, and re-
ly upon their uniting with us to put a stop to the
Slave trade. The American Government, in theirlanguage, went as far into one extreme as we had
formerly done in the other. They at that time de-
clared that no right of search whatever should be
allowed. But on the 10th of April, I think it was.
General Cass forwarded me a note with respect to
what 1 then stated?an opinion by which lam still
prepared to abide?that it was written in a fair
and candid spirit, and which 1 believed contained a
just interpretation of international law. He did
not in that note deprecate the exercise of the right
ofSearch under all circumstances. What he did
state was that although a nation might, upon par-
ticular occasions, be justified iu resorting to it, vet
that such a course should, in accordance with the
principles of international law, be taken at the risk
of the officer by whom it was pursued, adding that
il there were sufficient grounds of suspicion to just-
ify the proceeding, ho was of opinion no Govern-
ment would he disposed to find fault with its adop-
tion. Now, being aware of the spirit by which the
American Government was animated upon this sub-
ject. what 1 agreed to do was this. That we should
establish, in conjunction with that Government,
for the sake of maintaining the police of the sea, a
code of instructions for the commanders of both
countries whichshould be iudentical, and which
should guarantee any officer acting within their
scope against being open to blame.

I was, moreover, of opinion, paying regard to
the natural feelings of the people of America upon
this nuestion, that it. would not he unwise to invite
the trench Government to join us in pursuing the
same course as that which 1 have just mentioned.

1 may add that it seemed to me that any code of
instructions which should be agreed on by that
Government and our own should be of sueli a na-
ture as not to srive rise to the suspicion upon the
part of America that in assenting to itshe was sur-
rendering one particle of her national honor. ITwas
however, as your lordships must be perfectly well
aware, more easy to propose such a scheme than to
put it into execution. A considerable time, there-
fore, has elapsed during which the highest authori-
ties of the French Navv, as well as of our own,
have been employed in considering this matter; but
the result, I am happy to say, lias been that the
Governments of both countries have agreed upon a
code of instructions which are identical, and that
code has been submitted to the American Cabinet,
with an invitation to them to join with us in its
adoption.

And although I may appear at first to have sur-
rendered a right?an extreme and exaggerated
right?in favor of which so much has been spoken
as well as written?yet I thought, as I said before,
that the time was come when itwas better to place
entire confidence in the proper feeling of the Amer-
ican people than to prolong an agitation which, in
point of fact, rendered them indisposed to aid us
in our endeavors to put down the Slave-trade.
[Hear, hear.] The best proof, my lords, that I
was not mistaken as to the wisdom of that policy
is to he found in the spirit which has since been
evinced by the American Government both in its
language and in its acts. [Hear, hear.] From
that Government I have received the strongest as-
surances that it will use its best efforts to put down
the Slave-trade with American ships. It has even
gone so far as to make "officiously," but not "offi-
cially," a suggestion, in the expediency of acting
upon which I entirely concur. It is that the treatv
into which we have entered with the United States,
and which binds us, with a view to the suppression
of the Slave-trade, to have eighty guns on the
West coast of Africa, should be so modified that, in-
stead of our being obliged to have eightv guns in
that quarter, and America being enabled to fulfill
her part of the stipulation by maintaining there
two old sailing frigates of forty guns, which arc
perfectly useless in the suppression of the Slave
trade, sheshould keep up a certain number of steam

vessels-?ten steam gunboats mount in;/ two guns apiece
?which would constitute a much more effectual forcethan two sailing frigates, which have hitherto been
employed. The Government of the United States
has, moreover, intimated that inasmuch as the
Slave trade on the coast of Cuba continues on the
increase.it is its intention to send a larger number
of vessels to that coast for the purpose of suppress-
ing the tiatiic. [Hear, hear.] Such has been the
spontaneous result upon the part of the American
Government of the action of Her Majesty's Minis-
ters towards it upon this subject. What 1 have
contented myself with doing lias been to forward
to the Government of America the accounts given
by our commanders upon Hie African coast of the
atrocious desecration of the American liag in the
prosecution of the Slave trade, and no language,
lain happy to say, could be stronger than that
which Uord Napier informs me was used bv Gen.
Cass when he heard those reports, altogether inde-
pendent of any comment which was made upon
them by Her Majesty's Government. [Hear.]

In reply to the Karl of Clarendon, the Karl of
Malmesbnry said: 1 do not give up the right,which,
on the contrary, is a well-established right; hut at
the same time we have thought it desirable to fix
the responsibility upon the officers exercising- it.

The Earl of Aberdeen.?l venture to sat" that
twenty years ago everything which it was possible
lor the Americans to demand or for us to grant hadbeen granted. I will just read, however, a qualifi-
cation which was then laid down, and which it mat-he useful to remember:

1 hei President may be assured that Great Bri-tain willalways respect tlie just claims of the Uni-ted htates. We make no pretensions to interfere inany manner whatever, either by detention, visit orsearch, with vessels of the United States, known orbelieved to be such. But we still maintain, andw illmaintain wueu necessary, our right to aacer-
tain the genuineness of any llag which a suspected
vessel may bear. If, in the exercise of this right,
either from involuntary error or in spite of every
precaution, loss or injury should be sustained, a
prompt reparation willbe afforded; but that we
should entertain, for a single instant, the notion of
abandoning the right itself would be quite impossi-
ble." [Hear, hear. ]

I maintain still that it is quite impossible to aban-
don the right thus laid down. [Hear, hear.]

The Earl of Derby.?There seems to me, in point

| of fact, to be only an imaginary difference between
the views expressed on both sides of the House.Nobody contends for a single moment that this
country or any other has a right to boar i and to
visit the ships of another nation. On the other
hand, nobody denies that this country or any otherhas a right, upon well-founded suspicion, to ascer-
tain the nationality of a vessel carrying a particu-
lar flag. The question is, however, in what manner
is that right to be exercised, and what proceedings
are to be taken in pursuance of it? Now, as long
as there is no definition as to the course to be taken
in such cases, you are always liable for the errors
ot indiscretion ot the particular officer engaged,
and in point of fact, although he mav have ascer-tained that there were plausible grounds for sus-
pecting the Hag it is quite clear he has committed
an inliaction of international law, should that sus-
picion turn out to be ill-founded. Nevertheless, itis admitted that, under such circumstances, where
there exists reasonable grounds of suspicion, and
proceedings are taken accordingly, that it is an in-
fraction of the law for which no country would de-
mand redress. But the object of my noble friend?and 1 hope he will succeed in effecting it?is to
come to a distinct understanding between the
French and the American Governments and the
Government of this country for the purpose of
avoiding any cause of dilfe'rence for the future
arising out of a visit paid by the commander of a
cruiser in order to ascertain' and to verify the na-
tionality of a vessel. That was the sole object my
noble friend had in view; but he has neither aban-doned any right which this country could claim,
nor has he asserted any right to which we were not
previously entitled.

NAVAL INTELLIGENCE.
The United States sloop-of-war Germantown,

Commander I'age, was at Manilla Dec. 22.
The United States steam frigateSaranac arrived

at Acapulco on the 23d of Januarv, after touching
at San Juan and Realejo. She met the St. Mary's
there, and transferred the relief crew. The Saranac
expected to leave Acapulco for Guaymas on the 2d
ot February, touching at San Bias, Manzanilla and
Mazatlan. The St. Mary's sailed for l'anama direct
on the 2f>th of January.

Tho United States sloops-of-war. Cumberland
and Dale, were at Porto Praya on the 22nd of Jan-
uary. Officers and crews of both vessels were all
Well.

The ship John Hancock, which sailed from
Genoa for Boston on the 30th January, will bring
a letter bag trorn the United States steam frigate
Wabash.

Simon Vernell was arrested in New York on
Wednesday evening, and on him were found ninegold watches, a diamond brooch and bracelet, and
two diamond pins, in all worth about $2,000.
Charles Henne said that Vernell had robbed him.
The room occupied by the latter was searched and
the policeman found two black leather and two
hair trunks, containing watches, diamond pins, dia-mond bracelets, brooches and earrings, guard and
vest chains, and also an assortment of different
kinds of very fine jewelry, worth between $6,000
and SB,OOO. There was also a lot of Spanish silver
spurs, a saddle and horse gear of Spanish manufac-ture, and a lot of manuscripts in the Spanish lan-
guage. The whole were removed to the station-
house. A young man who gave the name of Lewis
Oderson was also arrested at the hotel, on suspicion
of being concerned in the matter.

Henne states that the property belongs to a lodg-
er from Brazil, who went on Wednesday morning
to select a store for the jewelry business, and that
he is an escaped convict. Vernell says that for
two days the landlord and himself had intended to
"jimmy"the trunks open at a convenient opportu-
nity, and rob the Brazilian, and that, in connection
with Oderson, the matter was consummated; but a
quarrel arose in regard to the equal division of the
spoils, and that lie, Vernell, grabbed what hethought was his share, but was pursued and cap-
tured. Itis believed by the police that the captured
valuables are the fruits of some robbery, and that
the story about the Brazilian is false.

PAGANISM.?A sketch of the History of Hayti, in
the New York Times, contains the following, which
reminds one of the gloomv superstition described
in "Waikna":

"Sonlouijue owed his elevation partly to chance
and partly in his connection with the Vandoux, a
sect believed, before the recent revolt, to be all-powerful. This idolatrous organization, which
extends itself to our own slave States along the
Gull, is ol African origin. Its god is a green ser-
pent, which is confined in a cage, one side of which
is open, that worshippers may seethe deity. All
acts ofdevotion must pass through the High Priest
and High Priestess. The meetings of the sect are
secret?usually held in secluded places, where the
devotees strip themselves, substituting red hand-
kerchiefs for clothing, and forming a ring about
the box containing their god, perform a fantastic
and crazy dance, under the leadership of the High
Priest, who, after passing about his hat for offer-
ings, and putting up a petition to the serpent fir
any needed benefits, resumes the mad orgies, until,
in a delirium of fanatical intoxication, they retire
to the woods, and enact scenes of nameless horror.
The Vandoux idolatry pervades the entire lower
class ofthe Ilaytian population. Their religion is
divided between the Virgin and the green serpent;
and in all exigencies they resort indifferently to
both. Of this strange order, Soulouque was High
Priest and his Queen High Preistess. Hence his
selection for the Presidential office aud his ability
so long to retain his authority.

CARRYINO A STEAMBOATOVERLANDTO BED RIVER.?
A writer in the Si. J'mil Minuesotiun, dating at
Crmv Wing, says:

About the Stii inst. the work of taking to pieces
the Anson Northrup, and preparing the frame of
the new boat, was commenced; and to-day, the 19thof February, the whole of the portable frame of
the boat, the boiler, engines, machinery and tools,
amounting to more than fifty tons of freight, be-
sides stores and baggage of the men, and hay for tho
teams is packed upon sleighs, and thirty teams are
trudging away with their load over the prairies
and through the pineries toward the Red River of
the North. The boiler and the heavy machinery
must be hauled on runners a distance of one hun-
dred and sixty-live miles. The new portions of the
boat willbe taken from Swan River, one hundred
and ninety miles. The new boat, which is to bear
the appropriate name of the Pioneer, is to be one
hundred feet long, twenty feet beam, with a depth
of four feet in the hold, and is calculated to carry
from seventy-five to one hundred tons of freight.?
The train is accompanied by about forty teamsters
and mechanics, who will commence work as soon
as thev reach the Red River, and the boat will
probably be in running order by the first of May.
The road is good as far as Otter Tail Citv, and
trains have been through to the Red River during
the past week, so that the track is probably well
broken all the way.

ARREST OF A COUNTERFEITER. ?The Cleveland
llernld is informed by Conductor Russell, of the
Cleveland and Pittsburg Railroad, that an impor-
tant arrest was made Sunday morning in Randolph,
Portage County Ohio. From information received
on Saturday, Officers Hackett and Miller, of Ra-
venna, and Officers Townsend and Wright, of Ak-
ron, proceeded on Saturday evening to Randolph,
and on Sunday morning (27th) suceedcd in arrest-
ing one J. Webb, of Salem, Columbia Co., with a
largequantity of counterfeit money in his possession,
consisting of $8,060 in tens on the Forest City Bank,
of Cleveland; 52,520 on oik bank, Pennsylvania;
$1,359 in bogus one and two and half dollar gold
pieces, and $75 in bogus quarters. There was also
found in his possession a list of retail dealers in
counterfeit coin, who were probably customers of
the prisoner.

Webb is said to be a physician in Salem, was
evidently a wholesale dealer in spurious money,
and was probably out for the purpose of supplying
bis customers. The officers entertain hopes of secur-
ing the plates and dies used in the .manufacture of
the notes and coin.

An article in the January number of the Kdin-
bnrff Review relates some curious facts about the
contents of the library of the British Museum. It
appears that a number of gentlemen have been
employed twenty years upon a new catalogue of
the books. It has already reached the size of two
thousand folio volumes. There are forty miles of
book shelves. There are live hundred and sixty
thousand volumes. This is, perhaps, the largest
library in the world; though the Bibliotheque Im-
perial at Paris has eight hundred thousand separate
volumes and pieces. The Museum has a collection
of about 30,000 books published in the United
States, which is more than double the extent of
any similar collection of American books in our
own country.

COPPER MIXINU INTEEMOKNCE.?A letter from
the agent of the Pewabic Mine, under date of Feb.

the first time copper runs through the washer.?
