From Washington.

WasminaroN, March 4.—All the general appro-
priation bills which passed both Houses received
the President’s signature. The Post-oflice appro-
priation and the post route bills failed to become
laws. The former appropriates about $20,000.
Whether an *extra session will be called in conse-
quence of its loss is a matter for Executive consid-
eration. So far no reliance is to be placed in the
rumors to that eflect.

Amid the confusion in the clerks’ offices, it cannot
yet be definitely ascertained whether any private
bills, which passed both Houses, failed to receive the
President’s approval.

The Miscellaneous bill contains a section for the
extension of the treasury note law for two years,
and appropriates ,000 for the Coast Survey,
which was agreed to with singular unanimity: also
appropriations for light-houses, survey of public
lands, and for taking the next census, ete.

The Ocean Mail Steamer bill was killed, but
there is appended to the bill to carry into effect a
treaty with the Dacotah and Tonawanda Indians,
and appropriations for complying with the existing
contracts for carrying the mails via Panama and
Tehuantepec to California.

It would be a long story to recite all that was done
in both Houses last night. They were principally
occupied with the appropriation bills. The disa-
greement of the House to the amendment made by
the Senate to the Postage bill, raising the rate of
postage and abolishing the frauking privilege, oc-
cupied a considerable portion of the time, and final-
ly resulted, as is shown in the Senate proceedings,
in the loss of the bill.

The Miscellaneous Appropriation bill came from
the Senate loaded with amendments, among which
was one to abolish the franking privilege. This,
after many parliamentary touches, was voted on
and defeated by a small majority. Another amend-
ment was one authorizing the extension of the
Treasury Note law for two years, which, after con-
siderable opposition, was finally agreed to by eleven
majoritv,

American States with a view to the establishment
of settiements of free persons of color, where they
can enjoy the rightsof citizenship. Its considera-
tion was postponed until to-morrow, to which day
the Senate adjourned.

The Post Office Appropriation bill contained an
item of $3,000,000 for the deficiencies of the present
year, and which is absolutely required to meet ac-
cumulated obligations. With this the Department
could have got along comfortably till the 1lst of
July. No means can be available till the 1st of
April, when the proceeds of the quarter will be paid
in.  After the 31st of June none of the incurring
revenue can be expended, as the present law will
have ceased to operate. The Land and Ocean Ser-
vice, and consequently the whole machinery of the
Department, are thus'd sly affected.

OPMENTS.—Some days ago, it will be
recollected, officers Pamphilion, Crouch and Van-
holland arrested, and conveyed two men who gave
their names as  George Meyers and William Love
to-Annapolis, on the charge of having robbed the
fancy store of Mr. Jno. W.” White, of that city, of
roods to the amount of two or three hundred dol-.
ars. Having sccured their prisonersin separate
cells in the Annapolis jail, the officers question them
closely concerning the late robbery, when Love
confessed that he and his accomplice were the ac-
tual perpetrators of the crime, and that they were
about to deposit the booty in a safe place in this
city when they were arrested. He likewise in-
formed the officers that the implements with which
the burglary had been effected, were obtained at
the house of one George Hunter, where George
Meyers, (whose actual name he said was Christian
Scott) boarded some weeks. With Meyers or Scott
the officers were not so successful. He remained
dumb to all their questions, and told them if they
wanted “to know anything about him or his antece-
dents they must find it out for themselves.”—
Acting upon the information received from Love,
the officers, on their arrival in Baltimore, proceed-
ed to search the premises of Hunter, where they
discovered a'few pieces of silk goods and a vest pat-
tern, of which neither Hunter nor his wife could
give a satisfactory account. No burglars’ imple-
ments were found on the premises, but a pack of
raffling cards, worded in mysterious terms, was
discovered in the bottom of one of the trunks in
the house. These cards are circulated only among
thieves and receivers of stolen goods, when any
amount of booty is to be disposed of, and only
those proviced with such credentials can obtain ad-
mittance on such occasions. Hunter acknowledged
that Christian Scott alias George Myers had board-
ed with him about a week or so; that he had a sup-
ply of “tools,” but that he was in ignorance o
their use. He said that Scott had given him a
watch, and his wife some rings, all of which he
produced and handed into the custody of the offi-
cers.

It is supposed that Scott i3 the same man who
robbed the fancy store of Mr. Berry in Pratt street,
some weeks ago, as well as made an attempt to
break into a house on the Point, in which he was
frustrated by being shot at. His arm now exhibits
the marks of an unhealed gun shot wound, which
it is supposed he reccived at that time,

Justice Showacre committed both Hunter and his
wife to jail for a further hearing. In the meantime
the police officers are actively engaged in ferreting
out the den of burglars and receivers of stolen goods,
of which the investigation of this affair has put
them on the scent.

BartiMore AND Onio Raitroan.—The recent heavy
rains have materially damaged the track ofthe
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, near its western divi-
sion, bevond the mountain The most serious re-
sult of the quantity of water which has fallen, was
a heavy land slide near the east end of Glover’s
Gap Tunnel, which completely obstructed the road
and rendered it impassable.” Yesterday the road
master, with a large force, proceeded to the spot,
and by to-night it is expected the road will be en-
tirely clear of all obstruction. Passengers going

on Thursday evening had to be transferred
from one train to another, in order to get across
the mound of carth which impeded the progress of
the cars. The connection was nevertheless made,
with the loss of one hour in effecting the change.

Intosh previous to the affray; remarked that he was
drunk, whereupon a fellow workman said ‘-Mcln-
tosh had better keep away from Stark, for Stark
would Kkill bhim;” don’t know of any subject of
quarrel between them. :
Charles Crawford testified similarly to the other

Doctors Evans and Ross performed a post mortem,
and their evidence before th®jury was to the effect
that they had found two wounds on the left side of
the head of the deceased; one was not of a serious
character; the other wound was the one which
caused death; there was a fracture of the skull one
inch in length and three quarters of an inch in
width, and the indentation was about a quarter of
an inch in depth; the man died from the effects of
the wound.

The jury rendered a verdiet of death from a
wound ‘inflicted with a hammer in the hands of
Joshua L. Stark.
