H Aspinwall, of New York, has acquir-
ed a new claim to the title of “Merchant Prince.”

Fortaer Devevopuests.—Yesterday afternoon,
Jacob Snyder and Margaret Snyder, parents of the
young girl, Margaret Snyder, who committed sui-
cide on Thursday last, by drowning herself in the
river off Stowman’s wharf, Spring Gardens, were
tried before Justice Showacre, at the Southern
district station house, upon the charge of maltreat-
ing their child, and inflicting such severe punish-
ment as to cause her to dvs!rny herself. Frederick
Pinkney, Esq., Deputy State’s Attorney, appeared
on behalf of the prosecution.

Many witnesses testitied to the harsh usage which
the deceased sustained at the handsof her parents—
her father in particular, while some of them averred
that the idea of self-destruction was always famil-
iar to the mind of the deceased. All, however, con-
curred in giving the girl a good character. Her
pastor, the Rev. Mr. Hooper, thought that she
was the best girl in a class of young persons whom
he instructed. He said the deceased was very timid,
and the least harsh treatment would operate inju-
riously upon her.

It was also in evidence, that on the night before
the girl drowned herself, ber father beat her se-
verely. A witness wholived in part of the same
house, saw him strike her with his fist in a brutal
menner, and with both his hands beat the unfortu-
nate girl’s head against the wall.

Some of the females who helped to wash and lay
the body out, discovered only one or two bruises on
it, which may or may not have been caused by beat-
ing. Onesmall bruise on the small of the back,
one on the right arm, and another—the worst hurt
of all—on the left eye, was all that the most minute
observer could detect.

Upon the conclusion of the testimony Mr. Pink-
ney suggested to the magistrate that there were no

rounds for committing the accused for a felony.—
fle said that while moderate chastisement was a
parent’s right, and the law upheld him in its exer-
cise, yet there is a point beyond which even a pa-
rent could not go. When “chastisement is inflict-
ed immoderately it is looked upon as a breach of
the law, and becomes assault and battery, and upon
this charge he asked the commitment of the accu-
sed. The magistrate thereupon admitted the par-
ties to bail in the sum of $500, for their future ap-
pearance at the May term of the Criminai Court.

A Susor Peeorye Macmine.—We examined the
other day a little machine made up of three or four
cams and a couple of saws,and saw it take hold of a
large brogan shoe, and peg it in a neat and work-
man-like manner, two rows all around, in less than
half a minute. The most skilfal shoemaker would
have required ten or fifteen minutes to perform the
same task, and consequently Sturtevant’s machine
does the work of twenty'or thirty shoemakers,
without getting at all out of breath.

The shoe, fitted on a last ready for pegging, was
placed in an iron frame or jack, attached to the
machine, and borne up against it by the hand of
the operator. The machine being then put in rapid
motion, seized hold of the shoe, gave it a rapid
turn or two, and then, after a few seconds of rat-
tling, and clattering, off came the brogan with the
sole firmly pegged. The machine was next moved
slowly,, so that we might see how the thing was
done. There was not much of it, as the man in
charge remarked, and the greatest wonder was how
so much work could be accomplished by so little

was a contract entered into by Thetford and Mr.
Pharrel about the doors; that contract Mr. Preston
signed.

This fact is gratifying, as it shows, apart from
that influence, a peaceful condition here, perhaps
not equalled by any city in the Union. |

In that class of ‘crime entitled “offences against |
property,” they may safely v that three-fourths
of the cases that have come before them may be
traced to the same cause.

The Grand Jury believe that as
may be attributed to the quality as to the quan-
tity of the liqguor used. The  poisonous articles
used in the adulterat:on maddens, while the spirit
intoxicates, and its effects are as disastrous to the
health as to the morals of those who use it.

This system of adulteration has been ecarried so
far that it would be difficult, from the report of
chemists who have investigated the subject, to find
any description of pure alcoholic liquor. That por
tion which comes from abroad is adulterated
there to the fullest extent of the consummate skill
of the French chemist, only to be re-adulterated
here by fully as unserupulous, but less skillful
hands; and, as their last presentment, the Grand
Jury present the entire manufacture and sale of
liquor, as at present conducted, as a nuisance; one
which costs the State, in the maintenance of the
criminals  and paupers it produces, far more
than the revenue derived from its license.

If it should be found impossible to abate this
nuisance by its entire prohibition, the Grand Jury
believe it may be lessened by bringing all those
dealing in it” under the Inspection Laws, giving
the inspectors power to examine and test, at any
time they think proper, any liquor offered for sale,
confiscating all that is not what it is represented
to be.

In making these remarks, the Grand Jury may
be supposed to be travelling out of the sphere of
their duties; but they conceive that the effects of
this traffic—as exhibited in the cases which have
come before them—fully justifies them in so do-
ing.

ADDITIONAL BY THE STAR OF THE WEST,

The steamer Star of the West arrived at New
York from Aspinwall on Sunday night. The great- |
cr part of her news has been anticipated by the |
Overland Mail.

There is a movement now in progress through
several of the northern mining counties to expel
the Chinese from the diggings. It started in El
dorado, and has been marked in Butte, Tuolumne
and Shasta.

In Shasta county, however, there exists a differ-
ence of opinion among citizens on this subject.

The miners of Briggsville have held a r:e eting to
consider the proposed expulsion of the Chinese mi-
ners from the country, and have declared unani-
mously against it. The meeting, without a dis-
senting voice, passed a series of rt?solutinns, in
wkich they said they were well aware “‘of the great
disadvantage in baving a population in our coun-
try, who can never, by reason of our laws, become
citizens, yet they are legally among us, and now to
undertake to immediately expel them from the
mines or any other occupation by which they ac-
quire an honest living, would be “inhuman, unjust,
and contrary to the laws of our land;” and the
meeting resolved that they would “oppose any ille-
gal attempt that may be made by any set of men to
force from among us any part of our population
who are legally here, and who have not committed
any trespass upon our laws, rights or property.”

The Shasta Republican, referring to the proposed
expulsion of the Chinamen from the mines in that
county, says:

“We have not respected this movement against
the Chinese. We have some knowledge of those
with whom it originated and by whom it is still
carried on.”

“Beware, lest those who foolishly seek populari-
ty, by persecuting the Chinamen, most signally and
ignominiously fail.”

“The Chinese have fow privileges, and for these
they pay most dearly. They are heavily taxed
[only $48 a year!]—much more heavily than any
other miners. They work their claims at the risk
of being driven away by the first unscrupulous

white miner who may imagine they have a good
claim.”

Mr. Street has introduced a bill in the Assembly
to prohibit Moungolians working in the mines after
the 1st of January next. It probably will not
pass.

The Placerville Observer states that five of the
business houses of that place engaged in buying
gold dust bought 79,513 ounces last yvear, worth
about $1,400,000; and the editor thinks that, ad-
ding thesums bought by other houses, and the
sums carried to Sacramento by the miners them-
selves, the yield of gold in and near the town is not
less than $2,000.000 yearly.

Several merchants are preparing to send large
stocks of merchandise in wagons from Sacramento
to Salt Lake.

Rich diggings have been found in the bluff near
Oroville, where miners—that is, those who have
claims, and have opened them—are making $30 per
day. Of course, there is an excitement on the sub-
jeet.

. A rich quartz lead was opened last week near
Spanish Flat, in El Dorauo county. Fifty-six
pounds of the quartz yielded forty pounds of
gold.  Perhaps it would be more correct to say
that in 56 pounds of gold there were 16 of quartz,

Thousands of wild tobacco plants, growing from
eighteen inches to four feet in hight, are found in
the Sacramento Valley near Tehama. The leaves
are smaller than those of the cultivated tobacco,
but furnish a good material for smoking,

A party of Camanche Indians, some six y or
cighty, came to two of the stations about 280 miles
east of the Rio Grande, and told the station-keepers
that they wanted the horses, and took thirty-five
head of animals. The Indians said that if the Mail
Company had greater need of the horses than them-
selves, they could come or send for them.

“Avay, Ochotska Sea, October 1,
has been some difliculty this season between the
French whale ships and Russian brig  Constantine.
It originated in an attempt on the part of the cap-
tain of the brig to force the ship Ville de Rennes
from the harbor of Yan, and prevent his whaling |
there. The captains of the brig  Constantine and
also of the Graefer Berg, have been very zealous in
their endeavors to frighten American and other
ships from Ochotsk Sea  whaling. Wh ther the)
have succeeded in intimidating many Americ
shipmasters from going there another season, (by
mere threats of armed cruisers,) yet remains to be
seen. The brig took possession of the Avan, and
has been here all the season until the difliculy with
the French ship. The Russian captain called upon
the Government to assist, but that worthy indivi-
dual had the good sense to mind his own business,
and let the Emperor of Russia alone; consequently
the captain left the bay in high dudgeon. Captain
Enberg took possession of the Tavisk Bay, and held
it without molestation; but there were no whales in
the bay.”

THE FRENCH FASHIONS,

The reception of the Princess Clotilde has been
followed by brilliant fetes of all descriptions, and in
all classes.  We have balls, extraordinary repre-
sentations of the ope private theatricals, con-
certs, gorgeous dinners at the ministerial palaces,
recherches banquets in the private saloons of Ve

i‘r?ru Provenccaux, and in the other
restaurant establishments which render Paris so
renowned in the annals of the culinary art. These
dinners are generally given by the members of the
press, literary men, artists of distinction, and are
rich intellectual repasts, that recall the charmin,
petir souper of the palmy days of the monarchy, an
which prove that revolution has not destroyed the
brilliant esprit, the unvarying good humor and the
artistic tastes which then rendered the French
character and habits so congenial and attractive.
In the midst of this whirl of dissipation the wants
and necessities of the suffering classes are not for-
gotten or neglected. This year has given birth to
a new Oeuvre, which has met with the patronage
and hearty concurrence of the Emperor and all (ﬁe
civil and religious dignitaries. Under the name
of Notre Dame des Arts we have an institution for
the protection and gratuitous education of the
daughters or orphans of savants, artists, men of let-
ters, physicians, professors, lawyers, architects, &e.,

:ring to the daughters of all the inembers of the
liberal professions whose means or whose succes-
sion are inadequate to their maintenance, both a
secure and honorable refuge from those cangers
which beset girlhood united to poverty, and the
acquisition of a superior general education and of
a high professiofal art.

On Monday, 14th inst., the noble palace of the
Prefecture was crowded with a brilliant throng, in-
vited to do honor to the Princess Clotilde. The or-
naments and decorations of the vast saloons are al-
ways superb, but on this occasion French taste and
French ingenuity produced a spectacle that was like
fairy land. The collection of the rarest and richest
flowers was unrivalled, the illumination of gas
lights more dazzling than sun light, and the display
of diamond and recherches toilettes added to the
brilliancy of the scene. The jewels worn by the
Empress were estimated at four millions of francs,
and the flounces of Alenconslace which covered the
satin robe of Her Majesty cost six hundred thous-
and; the dress and jewels amounting to almost a
million of dollars. ~ On a late oceasion the Empress
appeared in a toilette that was so remarkable for
its simplicity that it would be a suitable full dress
costume for any lady. The robe was of white tulle,
over white silk; the whole skirt covered with puffs,
and ornamented, here and there, with bews and
ends of a rather broad black velvet ribbon; the low-
necked white silk body bad a puffed tulle berthe; in
front there was a black velvet bow, the very short
sleeves were of puffed tulle, likewise ornamented
with black velvet. The coiffure was of black velvet
ribbon and diamonds. At the fete offered to the
Princess Clotilde by the city of Paris, her Royal
Highness wore a robe of rose color, shot with gold
and trimmed with lace; the coiffure was of flowers,
and on her neck there were five rows of priceless
pearls, and a cordon of large diamonds and emer-
alds edged the top of the corsage. The exterior of
the Hotel de Ville was brilliantly illuminated. The
Princess warmly expressed her ‘admiration of the
superb spectacle presented by the magnificent suite
of rooms, lined with cascades of living water falling
amidst shrubs and flowers, and sparkling in the
light of innumerable lamps.

Among the newest dresses we have seen is one of
drab silk. The lower skirt is plain, the upper one
trimmed with shaded green silk n deep scallops,
the deepest shade at the bottem; another of violet
reps silk, the front of the skirt trimmed in checks of
black velvet and violet silk; and a third of rich cor-
ded silk, black ground, spotted with “rose color.—
The skirt quite plain, very long and very full. The
body high, and without any trimming excepting
the row of buttons which fasten it in front. The
sleeves are very wide and long, and are trimmed
with a plaited wide black and rose colored ribbon,
and edged with a narrow black lace.

All linen articles for ladies’ toilette are now or-
namented with velvet or ribbons. For neglige
there are very becoming collars and sleeves, crossed
obliquely with black velvets; others are simply
puffed or plaited. A puffing of very thin muslin,
bordered by an open worked insertion, in which in-
sertion was run a black velvet, forming small
crosses, and edged with a row of Valenciennes.—
The sleeves to be worn with this collar have three
rows of puffings, separated by insertions like those
on the collar, and trimmed in the same style. For
full dress the under sleeves are large, loose puffs,
decorated with a deep lace, and leaving the arm
visible. The Parisian cap for dzmi-toilette, always
s0 celebrated for its coquetish beauty, has not lost
any of its attractions. Two pieces of rather wide
lace sewed together, one forming a pointin front,
the other behind, a broad pink transparent ribbon
is placed across and separating the lace. A black
lace barb is thrown over the coiffure, the ends of
which fall on the shoulders. A small crown of
gathered tulle is fastened behind by a bow of pink
taffetas ribbon, with long ends, and on each side,
above the puflings, there are placed three roses.—
As bonnets for tull dress, those of white royal vel-
vet, with limp crowns, with a bias piece of peach
blossom velvet and a curtain of the same, a plaited
velvet across the top of the head inside, and very
wide velvet strings,are much in vogue. We also
sky-blue velvet, trimmed all round with a deep
white blonde, and crossed outside by three stripes
of velvet, each fastened down at the end by pol-
1shed steel stars.
